In successful minor operations

E. F., was not 
eligible for post-discharge pay Under 
an amendment to the regulations, he 
is entitled to post-discharge pay He 
is not entitled to the three months’ 
pay granted to those who have gone 
overseas, but he is entitled to pay on 
the same basis as members of the 
active militia on active service in Can­
ada. For your two years’ continuous 
service you would get one month's 
pay of your rank.

The express companies strongly ob­
ject to making deliveries in London on 
other than paved streets.

IMAGINE what a vision of frightfulness that hid- 
I eous specimen of the larval state, the hickory- 
X horned devil, would be to the human race, if he 
were enlarged to the size of a battle tank, approxi­
mately • feet wide and 28 feet long! What a 
sight to make men’s knees shake with fear, with 
his waving antennae, his fierce and gleaming Jaws, 
his towering horns, his beady eyes and his pon­
derous bulk! He would ignore all obstacles as 
he went trampling and devouring over the plain, 
his vertical mouth opening and shutting mean- 
while like a ponderous valve..

In the realm of twigs and leaves, the cry The 
Caterpillars are coming!" must mean as much as 
the alarm "The Tanks! The Tanks!" means to the 
Germans.

The caterpillar is not the inoffensive slug 
which he often seems to be as he is seen bestirring 
himself across some woodland walk. His hide is 
very thick and underneath It is a heavy layer of 
fat. The doughty warrior ants coming out with 
their nippers to assail him do not worry him much. 
Up goes the tank of the world underfoot and down 
he comes with a swing of the forward part of his 
body and a group of his enemies are crushed to 
extinction.

Several varieties of caterpillars have very ef­
fective weapons of offence. The species from 
which comes the swallow-tail butterfly mounts a 
rapid-fire poison-gas gun. When ho is hard pressed 
by h's enemies he will project from his head a 
tube which looks not unlike the barrel of a Lewis 
machine gun and discharge an odor so offensive 
that insects within scent of It curl up and die.

The British tank is a terror to the Teuton In­
fantry as it starts relentlessly over No Man’s 
Land, crushing everything within its reach and 
mowing down the enemy. It brushes aside wire 
entanglements, shatters dugouts and forts of re- 
enforced concrete and slays cowering wretches 
in the trenches whose cries for mercy the men in 
the car of death cannot hear.

In this- vivid description, in which the motion 
of one of the most formidable and terrifying of 
modern war machines is compared with that of 
the lowly larvae from which comes the radiant 
butterfly, John Walker Harrington, writing in 
Popular Science Monthly, shows that the war tank 
is to modern battle what the caterpillar may well

Harrington points out, this famed “cruiser" of the 
battlefields might never have been built, but for 
the invention of the farm tractor of Benjamin 
Holt, with its caterpillar tread.

After spending about an hour within a battle 
tank Mr. Harrington says that at every point he 
was more and more impressed with the idea that 
not only does the tank resemble the caterpillar

“The tank,” continues Mr. Harrington 

to his illustrated account, "Is a high- 
powered, armored automobile differing 
from the war motorcar to that it moves not 
on wheels but on two steel belts traveling 
on the heavy metal frames on either 61d 
of Its diamond-shaped body. The belts 
shoes ingeniously linked together the
chains. Each shoe has a flange, with which the 
tank can lay a firm hold on the ground. The belts 
are fitted to heavy sprockets. The rear sD engine 
are connected by gearing with the powerful engine 
in the back of the tank. The front sprockets 850 
Idlers over which the belts glide. There are also 
wheels which rest on the upper surfaces of the 
belts. At the top of the frames are rollers over 
which the belts pass. The tank is really laying 
down twin tracks or a railroad of its own.

In comparing the caterpillar with the tank Mr. 
Harrington describes the former as follows.

"The body of the average caterpillar consists 
of 18 segments, four of which belong to his ti Orax 
or, dropping into mechanical terms, his fore com

partment, while nine are assigned to the abdomen 
inal section. The number of segments varies with 
the species. The chest portion has three pairs 0 
true legs, so-called because they are well jointed, 
easily controlled and muscular. They are pro­
tected with horny sheaths and are in effect arm­
ored. With these true legs the caterpillar can 
steer himself, help himself along a twig, or sens 
leaves.

"The pro-legs, or false legs, appear on at least 
five of the segments, duly paired. In their struct- 
ure they resemble the shoes of the tank belts to 
some extent and they perform the same functions. 
They are fleshy unjointed protuberances rather 
than limbs. At the bottom of each one are minute 
hooks which are used automatically in giving the 
animal a hold on the surface he is traversing. 
They are for clasping, and in fact the rear pair 
are so modified as to be called claspers. Now, if 
a caterpillar could keep his pro-legs or shoes mor-

Photography played an important part In test­
ing the 3,000,000 Russian shells at the Lakehurst 
proving grounds. It is said to be the first time 
that the electric camera was ever used in this 
country to determine the velocity of projectiles.

AVE you ever stopped to think just how am­
munition experts manage to check up the 
huge quantities of cannon shells shipped to 

the front? Do you know that extremely fine elec- 
tical precision apparatus Is employed for the pur- 
pose? Among such devices Is the delicate electric 
chronograph, a highly sensitive and accurate elec- 
sacal Instrument used for recording the speed of 
_. _. .., This instrument showed the ord-
ance inspectors of the Russian government that 
wy were sending shrapnel shells through the alt 
9 the rate of 1950 feet per second!

A Russian test on American-made ammunition 
was conducted at Lakehurst, N. J., where over 
3.000,000 shells were tested. Each shell could not, 
<course, be tested so the inspectors satisfied 
themselves with checking up 60 shells from every 
36,000 produced. It one shell when fired failed to 
register properly on the photo taken by the elec­
trically operated camera, the whole lot of 25,000 
shells was immediately returned to the manufac­
turer.

The electric chronographs or split-second clocks 
used in timing the velocity of the shells when 
Cred, are connected up to a net-work of electric 
vires placed at certain predetermined Intervals 
along the proving range. As explained in the Elec­
trical Experimenter, the operation of the velocity 
test is as follows: As the bullet or shell leaves 
the muzzle of the gun it strikes one network of 
electrio wires, severing one of the wires, which 
causes one of the electrically controlled split-seo- 
ond chronographs to be immediately actuated. The 
shell speeds on tor say a thousand yards or so, de­
pending upon the test and size of shell, when it 
strikes another network, severs a wire, opens the 
circuit of a second split-second chronograph and 
the deed is done. It is evident that by checking 
up the difference In time between the two (or 
more) chronographs and knowing the distance the 
shell traveled between both clock actuations, that 
the velocity of the shell In feet per second is at 
once determined.

MEDAL of HONOR Is RAREST of DECORATIONSAMERICAN
tions throughout the world. When a man is en­
titled to wear an inconspicuous bronze star pen­
dant from a blue ribbon on which are 13 white 
stars, it is certain that he has performed a deed 
of almost superhuman fearlessness.

The Medal of Honor is a five-pointed star with 
a medallion in the centre bearing the head of Mi­
nerva and around it "United States of América­
in relief. On each ray of the star is an oak leaf, 
and the points themselves are trefoil shape. A 
laurel wreath in green enamel encircles the whole, 
and this wreath is surmounted by the word 
“Valor," which in turn is surmounted by an eagle 
that attaches the decoration to its ribbon.

The holder of this decoration, if an army man, 
wears, when in service uniform, a button or badge, 
six-sided, and made of blue silk with 13 white 
stars. If in the navy, the decoration Is represent­
ed by a small red, white and blue bow knot.

The Medal of Honor was first authorized by 
Congress on March 3, 1862, and was for non-com­
missioned officers and privates only. But in 1863 
It was extended to commissioned officers as well. 
In the war between the states 1500 Medals of 
Honor were won, 96 per cent, going to private sol- 
diers.

The garbage collectors are still at 
work and keeping mum as to their 
intentions. However, there is nothing 
to indicate that they have changed their 
minds, and it seems certain that unless 

the council overrules No. 2 committee 
and the board of control by granting 
their demanded increase, there will be 
no garbage collection on Tuesday. The 
men will work on Monday. They will 
likely have a deputation on hand to 
watch their case at the council on Mon­
day night.

Vic­
toria Hospital's heating and hot water 
systems are practically run now from 
the burning of the garbage. The en­
gineers at the incinerator will have to 
be kept on for this work. Some of the 
eight men so employed will undoubtedly 
be laid off, and the hospital will have 
to purchase more coal to replace the 
garbage fuel.

The garbage department at present 
has 36 horses. Some of these might be 
used by the engineer’s department. The 
rest would likely stand in the stable 
and eat their heads off unless they could 
be rented out.

Ottawa, June 1.—An unfortunate im­
pression has got abroad, according to 
Fred Abraham, chairman of the garden 
section of the food board, that home 
canning is dangerous on account of 
boltuism, 2, form of ptomaine poison- 
ing. This has been given currency 
through some remarks made at the re­
cent medical congress held in Hamil­
ton.

"Boltuism is not a new disease, nor 
can it occur if vegetables are thor­
oughly sterilized," said Mr. Abraham. 
"If all home-canned fruits and veget­
ables are cooked, poisoning cannot oc­
cur. This point has been missed by a 
good many readers and has caused 
anxiety in the minds of amateur gar­
deners, whose fears are naturally easily 
aroused in the absence of knowledge. It 
is especially unfortunate that any mis­
apprehension should exist at a time 
when every ounce of food that can be 
produced will be required. I therefore 
strongly urge everyone who can pro­
duce garden truck to do so on the 
widest possible scale. Women and chil­
dren can especially help in this branch 
of production."

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NEW YORK, May 31.—At the outset of any review of the first five days 
of the latest German attack, it is essential to recognize certain facts which, 
however disturbing, cannot be blinked. For the third time, after deliberate 
preparation and methodical concentration of resources and men, material and 
munitions, the Germans have struck, effected a complete surprise, pierced the 
Allied lines and—when this article is written—are still advancing fifteen miles
and more south of their starting place. 

Riga's Captor the Genius.
We have then to concede at once that 

the German method of attack, credit 
for which is ascribed to Gen. von Hutin, 
the conqueror of Riga, has so far 
proven beyond Allied skill to fathom 
and meet, as all previous systems of 
attack, German and Allied, have been 
met and checked within narrow limits 
on the western front. A gain of 35 
miles between St. Quentin and Amiens, 
an advance of fifteen miles between 
Lille and Hazebrouck, and now a drive 
of 26 miles between the Ailette and the 
Marne—these are incontestable proof of 
the value of the Hutin method.

Taking up the present attack, it is 
necessary to revert to the circumstances 
frequently emphasized in these articles, 
namely, the great advantage possessed 
by the Germans, first in possessing the 
initiative, and second in holding the 
inside of a semi-circular line in France. 
Out of these two things have developed 
these great successes of the present 
campaign.

Why Allies Don't Try Drive.
The decision of the Allies to make 

no attack this year, that is, no major 
attack, but await the arrival of the 
American armies, holding themselves 
upon the defensive for 1918 and prepar­
ing to take the offensive with American 
aid next year, was based upon the ex­
perience of three years of western war­
fare. The bloody defeats or failures of 
the British at Loos, the French in 
Champagne in 1915, of the Germans be­
fore Verdun in 1916, and the wholly 
restricted and local successes of the 
British and French at the Somme In 
1916, and of the British in Flanders in 
1917, together with the costly failure 
of the Nivelle offensive at the Aisne 
last year, convinced the Allied com­
manders that, given equal numbers, the 
defensive was far more profitable than 
the offensive, provided it were possible 
to wait, and. with America coming in, 
it was possible to wait.

The Germans, on the other hand, 
could not wait, but they were able, by 
moving troops from the Russian front, 
now abolished as a fighting front, to 
establish something like an equality in 
numbers on the west front for the first 
time since the early winter of 1914- 
1915. In : dition, they had devised a 
system of attack in the east which they 
rightly believed would revolutionize 
conditions in the west.

Calculations Blasted.
With the success of the Hutin method 

of attack, the whole Allied calculation 
went into the discard. Not only was it 
no longer true that an attack meant a 
costly purchase on two or three miles 
of shell torn country, but it was equally 
certain that the cost to the attacking 
army in the Hutin warfare was not ma­
terially greater than the expense for 
the defending armies, where their front 
had been pierced, their organization 
shattered and vast numbers of prison­
ers and an enormous quantity of ma­
terial lost either by destruction or cap-

It seems clear now that the Allies 
made a mistake in accepting the de­
fensive, although they had not devel­
oped anything like the German system 
of attack. For the defensive was only 
advisable provided it resulted in no 
material losses of ground, whereas, in 
these German attacks positions of in- 
calculable importance have been lost. 
The first secret in German success, 
then is in the creation of a new sys- 
tem of attack which, at a blow, de­
molished all Allied calculations on 
which was founded their defensive

anywhere between Verdun and Lille, as 
he chooses, with equal facility, since 
these are the limits of his semi-circle 
or wheel. While it Is futile to prophesy, 
nothing seems more certain than the 
second attack when the present drive 
slows down.

The Great Idea.
And this brings me to the final point 

I mean to discuss in this article—what 
is the large German strategy? We have 
in turn diagnosed his attacks as (1) an 
attempt to separate the British and 
French armies, (2) a drive for the 
channel ports, with a hope of isolating 
and capturing British and Belgian 
armies, and (3) an effort to envelop 
Paris from the east, cutting the rail­
way lines which follow the Marne Val­
ley and pass through Epernay and 
Châlons-sur-Marne.

Now, unquestionably, in every case, 
the German has hoped to reach the 
larger objective indicated, but it is 
doubtful if he has expected such suc­
cess, and it is even more doubtful if 
his attack was dictated by any other 
strategy than that of attacking at the 
point which he knew to be least 
strongly defended, pushing any Initial 
advantage as far as he could, and then, 
when the Allies had at last stripped 
another sector to defend this imperilled 
front, striking at the new opening.

In other words, it seems to me the 
Germans, whose obvious purpose must 
be to defeat the Allied armies, not to 
reach any particular objective in advance 
of a supreme military victory, are very 
deliberately employing their two advan­
tages, that bestowed upon them by the 
Allies when the latter accepted the de- 
fensive, and that incident to the pos­
ture of the Germans in France, to rain 
blow upon blow upon the Allied armies, 
always striking at the weakest point, 
and never seeking by a multiplicity of 
local successes to bring about a situ­
ation out of which the supreme success 
will flow.

In the second place, the Germans, 

holding the inner side of the great sali­
ent in France, toward the outer edge of 
which railways radiated like the spokes 
of a wheel, were able, once they pos- 
sessed a successful method of breaking 
through the Allied crust of trench de­
fences to throw their men at one front 
and then at another infinitely more 
rapidly than could the Allies, who had 
to work round the rim of the wheel in­
stead of along the spokes.

Now, note how the Germans have 
taken advantage of these two factors:

In March, the French, expecting an 
attack on the Aisne, where it has come 
now, massed their troops between Paris 
and the Soissons-Rheims front. Accord- 
ingly, the Germans, holding their 
masses in a threatening posture, to the 
last moment, as they could, because of 
their position, suddenly attacked, west 
of St. Quentia, routed the British fifth 
army, and pushed rapidly on towards

Thereupon the French reserves were 
rushed off to the Amiens-Noyon front, 
and all the front north of Arras was 
stripped to reinforce the sector to the 
south. After a week, the German ad­
vance from St. Quentin was checked, 
just east of Amiens. But without delay, 
the Germans, using still another spoke 
in their wheel, rushed masses of troops 
against the front between Ypres and 
Arras, which had been stripped of men 
to reinforce the Amiens sector, broke 
through, took Armentieres, Kemmel, 
Bailleul, and nearly captured Haze­
brouck. It became necessary, then, to 
rush more French reserves off to the 
north, and the Soissons-Rheims front 
was left practically bare.

Then came the great pause, during 
which the Germans coolly and without 
haste proceeded to refit and reorganize 
their divisions, replace losses, bring up 
fresh cannon and accumulate new 
stores of munitions. When they were 
ready they proposed to attack, but they 
utterly renounced the old Verdun 
method, which called for renewed at­
tacks at the point where the enemy 
had ultimately got off his reserves and 
his artillery.

On Monday, May 27, the Germans at­
tacked again, this line operating along 
a third spoke of his wheel, and attack­
ing the front behind which, in March, 
the French had massed their reserves 
But these reserves were now covering 
Amiens and Calais, for the Allies were 
bound to guard the points which were 
most vital, and by reason of the German 
successes, weakest. Thus for the third 
time the German attack fell upon a 
sector which had been practically 
stripped of defenders, that is, of re­
serve» behind the immediate line, and 
repeated his successes in Picardy and 
Flanders, in Champagne.

Due To Be Checked.
Now, we may conclude that by Sun­

day or Monday—unless there be some 
great disaster, of which there is no 
present suggestion —the German ad­
vance will be checked, both by reason 
of the arrival of Allied reserves, and 
because of the exhaustion of the as­
sailant and the difficulties for his trans­
port that his long advance has created. 
Six days, as a rule, is the limit of 
such success as the present. The attack 
of March 21 was definitely halted by 
March 26, and at Verdun in 1916 the 
check came in the same time.

But it is well to realize at once that 
the moment he feels himself checked in 
Champagne, the German is likely to 
strike elsewhere, just as he struck in 
Flanders the moment he was halted 
before Amiens. And he will strike in­
evitably at the point where he believes 
or knows the Allied line has been most 
weakened to supply reserves to check 
him in Champagne.

Can bigotry and narrow-mindedness thrive 
after the war as they did before. The answer is 
given by these changes that have taken place.

sandwiches and biscuits are not so 
dear as in England, and cigarettes and 
tobacco were also cheaper. I was 
sorry to have to spend a couple of 
francs because of shortage in change. 
They hardly ever had it. That is the 
only kick I have against this, to my 
mind, grand institution.

Why do I call it grand? Come with 
me to Albert. There was only a 
small Y. M. C. A. there, but the 
prices were the same as at the base. 
Le Havre coffee was given as long as 
it lasted. Now, come nearer the line 
in an old dugout that Fritz had left 
just a few days before. The German 
bodies had not been buried, and there 
we got coffee free. When we came 
down the sunken road near the place 
where the sugar refinery had been. 
Bill Nelson. Gigner and myself and 
others, of the stragglers, received two 
tins full of coffee and two cigarettes 
each. My! was this not a godsend 
after drinking out of shell holes with 
floating bodies in them?

At Bully Grenade. Treves Alley 
Trench and at Marock we received 
free coffee and had to find whatever 
we could to drink out of. Mr. John­
son, who used to drive for McLeod's 
of this city, was our stretcher-bearer, 
and he and Frank Watson used to 
bring up a Dixie full for all the boys 
at 12 o'clock midnight. At St. Elois 
there was no difference in the price of 
things, either at the Chaplains or the 
Salvation Army or the Y. M. C. A., 
and do they not stick together? Just 
as man and officer in the trenches.

The Y. M. C. A. give beautiful con- 
certs. Ten days before Vimy the Y. 
M. C. A. brought soldier artists from 
England to entertain us.

At Newel St. Vast, which was 
called the white city, is an old dug- 
out in the trench, the Y. M. C. A., 
while being shelled all the time, gave 
coffee free. There is no Newel St. 
Vast now.

About April 20, 1917, there was a 
large marquee of the Y. M. C. A. put 
up right in front of one of our big 
guns. I remember sleeping very 
soundly in it, with others, and there 
was a premature explosion, and the 
gun was out of action. So was the 
marquee. A piece of shell killed one 
of our bandsmen, and another fellow, 
who was Just telling us of the good 
time he had had in Blighty, got an­
other piece. So the marquee was 
shifted about a mile farther away.

At the cross-roads there, in a cel­
lar covered with sandbags, is a Y. 
M. C. A. worker. When we asked 
him for some coffee he said. "I am 
sorry, boys, the patrol officer will 
not let me light a fire until it is 
dark, for Fritz will see the smoke." 
We had not so very long to wait, and 
being tired it did us good, and all the 
time Fritz was shelling that house by 
the cross-roads. It needs strong men 
to stay there for our benefit.

Now, we come to the base at Etaples,

doing what the Y. M. C. A. does 
there? Here is a boy lying in one of 
the hospitals, just facing the German 
Prisoners’ Hospital, and the doctors 
say he has only a few days to live. 
His mother and sweetheart are brought 
from their home in England and when 
they arrive at Etaples station, a young 
lady in a Y. M. C. A. motor car meets 
them, takes them to the hospital and 
returns in about an hour. Again, who 
pays the Y. M. C. A.? Can you beat 
it ?

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BRITAIN’S LATEST SCANDAL.
HERE WILL BE a disposition on the part of 
Ian calm, level-headed persons to await fur- 
1 ther particulars of the alleged wrong-doing 
of ex-Premier Asquith, Mrs. Asquith, Viscount 
Haldane, and others, before believing what has 
been said about them in the trial of Noel Pember- 
ton-Billing, who is charged with libeling Maude 
Allan, dancer, and J. T. Grein, theatrical man- 
ager. . iThis is not the first time allegations have been 
made against Mrs. Asquith, and it stands to her 
credit that in a former case the libeler failed ut­
terly to substantiate his statements: indeed, they 
were proved absolutely without truth.

Viscount Haldane has been suspected, if not of 
pro-Germanism, at least of having too much admir- 
ation for German efficiency and methods, but it 
has been supposed, generally, that this friendship 
for Germany ended with the beginning of the war 
and consisted merely of sympathy with her stand­
ards of scholarship.

Since Mr. Asquith ceased to be premier there 
have been broad bints thrown out that he was 
inclined to pacifism and was not so bold and stead­
fast as when he made the famous declaration that 
Britain would “never sheathe the sword until 
Belgium recovers in full measure all, and more 
than all, that she has sacrificed, until France is 
adequately secured against the menace of aggres- 
si n, until the rights of the smaller nationalities of 
Europe are placed upon an unassailable founda­
tion, and until the military domination of Prussia 
is wholly and finally destroyed." "Whether there 
was reason for the insinuations against him is by 
no means certain.

WHY DEPRIVE THE CHILDREN?
DECAUSE THERE IS raging the greatest of all 
D wars, and because the need of economy and 

thrift in money and foods is being impressed 
insistently on everyone, it has been decided by 
London’s Board of Education, in agreement with 
some of the teachers, that there will be no public 
school picnic at Springbank this year. By this 
decision, the little ones are deprived of the annual 
pleasure to which each one of them has looked 
forward from year to year with excited anticipa­
tion, but if it were necessary that all such pleas­
ures be abandoned there would be at least an 
excuse for the board’s decision. The necessity, 
however, does not seem to exist, and there is a 
feeling abroad that an unfair trick has been 
played on the children.

Other annual picnics and banquets are being 
held as usual, so why should the little ones be se­
lected as the ones to sacrifice? Every day or two 
announcements are made of organized outings in 
various parts of the district, and in the city itself 
banquets are not unknown. At Guelph, on Thurs­
day, the Laymen’s Association held its usual ban­
quet in connection with the Methodist conference, 
a large number being in attendance.

During the early years of the war, it was a 
recognized principle that children should be 
shielded from the ‘effects of the strain to the 
greatest possible extent, no matter how seriously 
the enjoyments and pleasures of their elders must 
be curtailed. Unnecessary exchange of gifts 
among grown-ups at Christmas time was frowned 
on, but all were agreed that the little tots should 
have as good a time as could be provided. Has 
there come a change? Have the older persons 
grown tired of the burden, and are they shifting 
it on the children?

If a picnic for school children is deemed too 
frivolous for these serious times, let the name be 
changed; call it a conference, a convention, or one 
of these weightier names which will cloak the

GERMANY’S MUSSULMAN FRIENDSHIP. 
T HE CENTRAL POWERS have announced 
| that they are in favor of a Mussulman Gov- 
A ernment for the Crimea, which means plac­

ing it under Turkish rule and leaving all Chris­
tians at the mercy of the Turks. It also means, 
of course, German control in the event of the 
Teutons having their way, since Turkey would 
never be allowed any great degree of independ­
ence.

Is there not, in addition to this, an appeal to 
India.? By declaring in favor of a Mussulman 
regime for the Crimea, the Teutons are giving 
the people of that creed recognition never before 
expressed. All past attempts to appeal to India 
on Germany’s behalf, and they have been numer­
ous. have been failures. It is realized that there 
is in that great continent a general desire for 
home rule of a broader and more far-reaching 
kind than has been granted by Britain and that 
the lack of this home government has had its in­
fluence in holding India back from giving to the 
cause as generously as lay in her power.

Germany may be advocating Mussulman rule 
in Crimea as a promise to India of similar con­
cessions if she will rise up and attempt to throw 
off the British guardianship. Hun agents may be 
busy spreading this promise in India now, and 
pointing to the Crimea as a guarantee of good 
faith. It may be an indirect bid for India’s as-
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Its Purpose and Application
CANADA faces the gravest crisis in her history. Four 

years of war have taken from the Dominion a heavy toll

The 200 healthy persons not exposed 

to measles, who were examined by this 
method, exhibited only a whitish ring 
■under the cup. Eighteen others were 
|observed to show a reddish ring as if 
the skin were stripped and dotted with 
red in the form of a circle. All of these 
developed measles from three to five 
days later.

When the diagnosis was made only 
48 hours before the eruption, the red- 

|dotted circle was much wider and of a 
deeper color. Twelve hours before the 
eruption, the red circle was found to be 
still broader, the color often deepening 
into purple.

Obviously, the nearness of the measles 
can be roughly estimated by the degree 
of color and width of the circle. The 
color deepens as the moment for the 
measles eruption approaches.

IF MARRIED BEFORE 
20TH BIRTHDAY MEN 
ESCAPE RECENT CALL

On Wednesday evening the employees 
of the Hospital for Insane, London, 
met in the Assembly Hall and pre­
sented an address and purse to John 
Flynn, who has resigned.

A large number of employees were 
present. Dr. Robinson, medical super­
intendent. presided, and stated that 
such a gathering rarely took place, as 
Mr. Flynn was terminating a term of 
more than fifty years of continuous 
service in one position. He had been in 
the employ of the institution when it 
was in Malden and came to London 
with the first patients, who arrived on 
November 1, 1870. He pointed out that 
during all this long period of half a 
century, Mr. Flynn had given splendid 
service, always faithful and conscien­
tious and never neglected his duty in 
any way. He had not only watched 
the growth of the Hospital for Insane 
from very small beginnings, situated 
on a swampy morass, to the magnific­
ent institution which it is today, but 
had materially assisted in bringing the 
grounds to their present beautiful 
state. Many of the trees he planted 
with his own hands. He helped to 
lay out the flower beds and the vari­
ous picturesque walks and drives. The 
splendid success of the sewage disposal 
works is largely due to the constant 
care given them by Mr. Flynn and his 
brother.

In addition to his chief duty as super­
visor of the east cottage, where he had 
under his constant charge some sixty 
patients, he devoted a considerable 
portion of his time to assisting the 
gardener in the sewage garden. The 
success of this garden, which is not 
excelled in the Dominion, is to a very 
great extent, due to the help and ad­
vice of Mr. Flynn.

Dr. Robinson expressed his own per­
sonal sorrow and regret that Mr 
Flynn was leaving the institution, and 
wished him every happiness during the 
remaining years of his life.

Messrs. Hugh Smyth, R. B. Heigh- 
way and Melville Walker, fellow em­
ployees of Mr. Flynn for periods rang­
ing from thirty to forty years, also 
expressed their deep appreciation of 
Mr. Flynn’s services and their regret 
at his leaving the institution.

The address was read by Dr. Robin- 
son and the presentation was made by 
Mr. Smyth and Mr. Heighway.

W. C. Fitzgerald, registrar for Mid­
dlesex County, under the manhood 
and womanhood power bill, received 
official notification yesterday that 
Saturday. June 22nd, had been select­
ed as the day on which the registra­
tion will be made.

The information came to Mr. Fitz­
gerald in the form or a bulletin, and 
explains certain points with reference 
to ages of those required to register 
and how American tourists are af­
fected under the act.

The following is a copy sent out by 
the chairman of the registration board:

"Currency has been given in the 
press to a report that Americans trav­
eling in Canada after June 22 will be 
required to register. Such is not the 
case, and registrars are asked to cor­
rect this misunderstanding wherever 
they encounter it. The law applies 
only to residents of Canada. American 
tourists spending their vacation in 
Canada may count upon freedom from 
trouble.

"Currency has also been given to a 
report that only persons from 16 to 
60 years of age are required to regis­
ter. Please note that there is no up­
ward limit. The law requires every 
person of 16 or over to register." -

Ruling On Status of Youths Is 

Given by Ottawa.$13.50
$15.00 A definite ruling with respect to 

the status of 19 and 20-year-old men 
who are married, but who come 
within the provisions of the proclama­
tion of May 4, was received Friday at 
the office of the deputy registrar. 
The ruling was communicated in the 
form of a telegram, signed by the di­
rector of the military service council, 
and clears up a point with respect to 
status that many men in this district 
will be pleased to have explained.

Under this ruling men of 19 years 
of age, who attained the age of 19 
prior to April 20th, and who were 
married before April 20th last, are to 
be considered for all purposes of the 
act married men, and are in Class 
2. For instance, a man whose 19th 
birthday fell on March 15th last, and 
was married on April 1st last, would 
be considered a married man.

Men who became 20 years of age 
since October 13, 1917, and who were 
married before attaining the age of 
20 years and before April 20th,last, 
are also considered to be married men 
and in Class 2.

As an example a man whose 20th 
birthday fell on November 1, 1917, but 
who was married on October 25, 1917, 
would under the act be considered a 
married man.

Men who became 20 years of age 
since October 13, 1917, and who have 
married after attaining the age of 20 
years, whether their birthdays came 
prior to April 20, 1918, or not, are 
deemed for all purposes of the act to 
be single men and in Class 1.

To illustrate, a man's 20th birthday 
under the last-mentioned clause, may 
be on November 1, 1917, or it may 
be today, but if he married after his 
20th birthday he is deemed under the 
act a single man, and will be called 
for duty in Class 1.

This last clause might be well con­
sidered by men who might con­
template marriage in the near future. 
If such a man has passed his 20th 
birthday since October 13th last, and 
marries now he will be deemed a 
single man as far as the military 
service act is concerned.

The above ruling was made by the 
military council after some days* con­
sideration, and after a flood of in­
quiries had reached the deputy regis­
trars.

THREAT ON CHATEAU THIERRY 
MAY MEAN TURN FOR PARISWITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, May 31.—(By the Associated 
Press.) —Early on Thursday morning 
German airmen bombed another hos­
pital—this time a Canadian institution 
—and exacted a considerable toll of 
casualties. Among those killed by the 
explosion or flames was an American 
medical officer, who was administering 
an anaesthetic to a British officer in 
the operating room when that part of 
the hospital was demolished. The raid 
occurred at 12:30 o’clock in the 
morning.

The hospital attacked was a large 
one. It had been in existence since 
the early days of the war, and was 
marked by huge Red Cross signs. The 
German airmen working partly by the 
light of the moon dropped four bombs 
near the hospital, and then not appar­
ently able to see exactly where they 
were hitting lighted a brilliant flare, 
which was let fall to illuminate the 
surroundings.

Bomb by Flare’s Light.
As the place was lighted up by this 

flare, they released another bomb or 
two, which dropped squarely on a large 
wing of the hospital. In this wing 
there were three floors, on the bottom 
one of which was the operating room. 
On the story above were office and 
patients’ rooms, and above them mem­
bers of the hospital personnel. Part of 
the wing was demolished by the terrific 
exposion and many unfortunate persons 
were killed and wounded when the 
building collapsed and buried them.

Strange to say those who were on 
the top floor had better luck than those 
below them, and several escaped be­
cause they fell on top of the debris.

Surgeon Is Killed.
The surgeons were just about to 

operate on an aviation officer, and the 
American was standing by with the 
anaesthetic when the crash came. Al! 
those in the room were buried under 
an avalanche of brick and woodwork. 
The demolished wing caught fire and 
burned fiercely with many victims still 
pinned in the wreckage.

Nothing more awful has occurred in 
the annals of the hospital service since 
the war began. Every available per­
son in the neighborhood was called out 
to assist in the rescue work, and the 
fire brigades were called in. With the 
assistance of ladders and other fire 
apparatus the hospital proper was 
rapidly emptied of patients and per­
sonnel. It was a desperate situation. 
A roaring furnace represented what 
was left of the big wing.

Scores of persons worked frenziedly 
at the flaming mass of twisted tim­
bers in their efforts to reach those en­
tombed, and many unconscious forms 
were carried out by heroic men who 
risked their lives to reach them. Ex­
cellent work on the part of the firemen 
resulted in the fire being extinguished, 
but there were still many persons, in­
cluding more than one sister, buried in 
the ruins. There was no hope that they 
were alive.

German submarine lying in wait for 
transports carrying American troops 
was rammed and sunk by a large Brit­
ish transport off the Irish coast during 
the second week in May, according to 
authoritative information by an Amer­
ican returning from a mission to Eng- 
land.

The ship which sank the submarine 
is one of the largest liners known to 
American and European travelers, and 
hit the U-boat full amidships, after a 
torpedo had been fired, and the trans­
port was manoeuvring to make way for 
accompanying destroyers to drop depth 
charges.

This may be com­
pared with the Germans’ claim of 
more than 90,000 prisoners and over 
1,300 guns captured from March 21 to 
April 5 in the Picardy battle.

The Germans have reached the Marne, 
light detachments having penetrated as 
far as the river between Charteves and 
Jaulgonne. On the right flank of the 
battle area the situation is unchanged, 
which is also the condition west and 
north of Rheims, according to the offi­
cial statement issued by the war office 
tonight.

The statement reads:
"On our left wing, in the region of 

the Lower Aillette, the Germans have 
continued their pressure during the 
course of the day. Our troops have 
broken all enemy attacks in the region 
of Blerancourt, and west of this 
locality.

Repulsed on the Oise.
"The enemy, who had succeeded in

crossing the Oise east of Sempigny, 
was repulsed on the right bank of the 
river. The principal effort of the enemy 
has been in the sector of Soissons and 
further to the south in the direction 
of Neuilly-St. Front. To the west of 
Soissons our troops have delivered 
vigorous counter-attacks and have 
arrested all the enemy’s efforts, in­
flicting very severe losses. The enemy 
was unable to make any progress in 
this direction. On the other hand the 
enemy has been able to win some 
ground to the west of the road from 
Soissons to Chateau Thierry and in the 
direction of this town he has passed 
Oulchy-la-Ville and Oulchy-le-Chateau.

"In the centre weak German forces 
have reached the north bank of the 
Marne between Charteves and Joul- 
gonne. On our right the situation is 
unchanged, as well as to the northwest 
and to the north of Rheims."

Marne Is Reached by Germans, 
Claim 45,000 Prisoners, 400 Guns

Investigation May Be De­
manded Into Condition of 

Boat’s Timbers. "DANDERINE"BERLIN, May 31.—Via London.- 
More than 45,000 prisoners and far in 
excess of 400 guns and thousands of 
machine guns have been taken by the 
Germans, according to the German offi­
cial communique, issued today.

(Between March 21 and April 5 the 
Germans took prisoners from the Brit­
ish and French ranks in excess of 
90,000 in the battle before Cambrai, 
according to an official communication 
issued by the German war office April 
5. The communication asserted that 
more than 1,300 guns also had been 
captured. These, with the captures 
in the present operation make totals of 
135,000 prisoners and 1,700 guns.)

"On the front from Noyon to the 
west of Rheims, our attack is progress­
ing favorably," says the German official 
report issued this evening.

"There have been artillery duels of 
varying intensity and minor infantry 
engagements.

Pursuing the Enemy.
"We have closely pursued the enemy 

retreating from the Allette front.
"South of the Oise and across the 

Allette we captured the Bretigny-St. 
Paul-Crosly-Loire line. North of the 
Aisne in constant fighting we drove the

SARNIA, May 31.—While going at 
full speed, the Sarnia and Port Huron 
ferry James Beard crashed into the 
Northern Navigation dock in a dense 
fog at 7 o’clock this morning and sank 
in twenty feet of water. Although 
there were 65 passengers on board, all 
escaped unhurt, although several wo­
men fainted.

The force of the collision shattered 
the bow of the ferry, and the engineer 
and stokers were driven from the 
engine room by the rush of water and 
steam from the broken pipes.

The prow stuck fast in some 
piles, and the craft is now lying with 
the bow out of the water, and the stern 
submerged.
