MAYOR WANTS $10,
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| WILL MOVE

FOR GRANT
OF $10,000
T0 CHARITY

Mayor To Take Practical
Step To Have Worthy Char-
ities Kept Up by Tax.

SALARIES, TOO

Civic Salary Question To Be
Revived by Council at
Tonight's Session.

“We hand out civic relief with a
club, but salary increases on a silver
platter,” Mayor Wenige declared at
"the ecity hall today, with the assur-
ance that at tonight's session of the
council he will move that $§10,000
be set aside for relief and charity
purposes.

Ald. William A. Wilson, who was
present at the time, entertained the
view that the $10,000 proposal was
‘certainly worthy of favorable con-
.sideration, and from present indica-
tions he will lend his suppori to the
move if the mayor adheres to his
promise.

The mayor charges again that cer-
tain salary increases authorized at
‘a recent meeting of the council were
ill-advised in view of the many men
out of work. *“These employees are
not suffering,” he asserted, “but there
#ve families in this city right at this
moment where they have not suffi-
cient nourishment, and where no
,work is in sight for the men of the
household.”

It appears that the salary ques-
tion will claim further attention at
, tonight’s session of the council. City
Clerk Sam Baker advised the mayor
that he purposed introducing the
question himself. He wants to be
sure whether it was the intention of
the council to place all increases re-
troactive to April t or to Jan. 1. The
former date was set in the recent
salary bylaw approved by the coun-
cil.
Members of the council are sharply
divided today in this respect, and
while some of them, Ald. P. J. Watt,
for instance, submits that April 1
was understood as the date, Ald. Wil-
son maintains that his impression
was to ¢he contrary—Jan. 1.

Mayor Wenige claims that in any
event the Jan. 1 proposal should not
'apply to the members of the assess-
ment department. This office was
not reorganized until later in the
year, he says, and the readjustment
ishould be effective from that date,
April 1.

Last summer, as the city clerk re-
called te the mayor today, the coun-
;eil in a regular manner, moved that
the consideration of the salary ques-
{tion be left until after the Brittain
report had been received, and all ad-
date
back to the first of the year.

From the mayor’s attitude today
it was not dJficult to gather that
he seeks a reconsideration of the
salary question, permissible only,
vhowever, with a two-thirds vote of
the council.

FINES MAY
HELP PAY
INCREASES

City Gets More Money Than
Expected From Police
Court Penalties.

BEATS ESTIMATE

Fines Have Exceeded $2,000 a
Month Since First of the

Present Year.

Receipts from the London police
department are showing a decided in-
crease over the estimate, aceording
to a statement prepared today by
City Treasurer James Bell, and to
date as much as $24,861.75 'has been
recelived. When the tax rate was
struck last March the gity authori-
ties placed the estimated receipts
from fines and fees at $25,900 for the
entire year. Fines have been aver-
aging more than $2,000 a month
since the first of the year, the treas-
urer points out, showing that if the
same record is maintained until thes
end of December, the estimate will
have been exceeded by perhaps $2,000.

The city treasurer says this will
be another sum available for salaries
if the members of the city, council
see fit to divert the money into that
channel.

The council always provides for
the receipt of fines from the police
court—in other words, gambles upon
to what probable degree the rate-
payers will break the law. It can be
Seen that increasing legislation, and
no doubt, increasing population, .s
responsible for an increasing revenue
from the Carling street branch of the
city's activities.

As pointed out yesterday it will
be possible to meet the city hall
salary increases, already approved,
without an overdraft. This should
prove to be one of the sources of as-
sistance in that endeavor, the city

Injured Are Rushed by Special
Train to the Windsor
Hospitals.

Windsor, Nov. 16.—One man was
killed and fifteen others injured, some
seriously, when two cars on the
Windsor, Essex and Lake Shore Rail-
way, an electric line running between
Windsor and Leamington, met in ‘a
headon collision just outside of this
city shortly after 9 this morning.
The dead mar is Orley Wigle, of
Kingsville, motorman on one of the

cars. Death was instantaneous.

The wreck was evidently caused
by one of the motormen overrunning
his orders on the single track line,
and an extremely heavy fog aided in
bringing about the crash.

EARLY TODAY

Calls Attention to Empire’s
Problems in Prorogation
Speech.

REASSEMBLES DEC. 20
Members Hurry Back to Rid-

ings To Open Intensive
Election Campaign.

London, Nov. 16—King George,
acting on the advice of his cabinet,
this morning dissolved parliament in
preparation for the general elections
to be heia Dec. 6. Parliament res=
assembles on Dec. 20.

The King's prorogation speech was
as follows:

My Lords and Members
House of Commons:

My government recently initiated
negotiations aiming at the appoint-
ment, with the collaboration of the
United States, of a co ission of in-
quiry to determine Germany's ca-
pacity to pay veparations. Unfor-
tunately it has not been possible to
secure the agsent of the French gov-
ernment to these proposals which, it
had been hoped, would lead to a/
solution of the reparation problem.

My government regard with pro-
found anxiety the continuance of the
present economic conditions in Eu-
rope, which depend so largely on a
settlement of this question. A ser-
ious situation has developed in Ger-
many, which engaging tha close
and earnest attention of my governe
ment. .

Deplores Japan's Disaster.

The arduous negotiations for peace
with Turkey, begun in November,
1922, have, I am happy to say, been
brought to a successful conciusion.
A Dbill to carry into effect certain pro-
visions of the settlement reacheil at
Lausanne on July 24, will be laid
before parliament as soon as pos-
sible. It is my earnest hope that the
conclusion of this treaty may bring
real peace to the Near East, and may
herald an era of political and com-
mercial prosperity for Turkey and

Mayor “and Ald. Wilson Unite
in Case of Garbage Depart-
ment Employee. :

HE WILL GO BACK

Mayor Wenige and Ald. William
A. Wilson united today in a common
cause—to investigate the case of a
married returned soldier “fired” by
Garbage Superintendent Walter
Dodd, and also to find employment
for the man and temporary reiief for
his family.

After hearing the case in the city
clerk’'s office, the mayor promised
the man a job by nightfall, and an
order ws immediately made out for
coal and certain other necessities,
and Relief Inspector J. W. McCallum
directed to carry out the same.

The matter was braought to the
attention of the city council the
other evening by Ald. Willlam Wil-
son, who had interested himself in
the question, although it is under-
stood that a similar complaint re-
cently registered was passed by.

It was, indeed, remarkable to wit-
ness how two consistent opponents,
the mayor and Ald. Wilson, tackled
the guestion today, and both were
inclined to think that Superintend-
ent Dodd had been ‘“petty” in his
dealings in this instance.

“It would appear to me that this
man was giving satisfaction when we
find that he was employed for two
years by the garbage department,”
Ald. Wilson declared.

“Petty stuff,”” agreed the mayor.

The veteran explained that he was
helping on one of the carts when
some glass fell off when they were
driving past Ald. Drake’s store on the
Hamilton road, Shortly after that,
although the glass was gathered up
quickly, he was discharged. He
charged that he could get no satis-
faction from Superintendent Dodd as
to why he wag discharged. He also
made formal complaint through the
complaint department to the board
of works, it is recorded.

The mayor charges also that Su-
perintendent Dodd’s salary increase
of $100 was absolutely unwarranted.
“I don’t care whether the job called
for the money or not,” he stated. “I
think that anyone getting more than
$2,000 shoul!d not have been increased
at this time.”

The need for the abolition of level
crossings in the ¢ity has seldom been
better illustrated than in .numerous
delays to local fire trucks and am-
bulances held -up in the course of
their runs by shunting engines.

Fire Chief Aitken declared this
morning that on numerous occasions
fire trucks had been delayed for many
minutes at the level crossings. The
Rectory street crossing in particular
has been the cause of frequent de-
lays to No. 2 station, according ‘o
the chief. This morning while re-
sponding to a call sent in from :he
home of William Camp, 22 Elgin
street, the No. 2 fire truck was held
up for three minutes at Rectory
street crossing. Had the shunting
engine been hauling a long freight
train the delay would have been much
greater, and- probably the fire on El-
gin street spread to.such proportions
that a great deal of damage would
have resulted.

“Although no serious loss can be
directly attributed to delays of our
trucks at railway crossings,” said the
chief, “sooner or later a delay such
as we experienced this morning will
be the cause of a real fire loss. In
responding to an alarm every min-
ute of the time taken to reach our
destination counts.”

MORDEN CHARGED
WITH INFLICTING
BODILY  INJURY

Allegtd To Have Shot Hiram
McGlone While Hunting -

Mushrooms.

EVIDENCE TAKEN

John Alfred Morden, of the Well-
ington road, was committed for trial
by Magistrate Graydon today on a

charge of inflicting grievous bodily
harm by shooting Hiram McGlone at
Walker's Pond, on the Wellington
road, October 3 last,

The proceedings this morning took
the form of an inquiry at the request
of Albert M. Judd, who appeared
for Mr. Morden. J. G. Gillanders
aected for the crown.,

“I am afraid I must commit this
man for trial,” said Magistrate Gray-
don, after hearing the evidence of
McGlone and Alfred Davis, who was
with McGlone when he was shot.
“No doubt Mr. Morden was under
great provocation, but he was not
justified in shooting. Of course we
have not heard his explanation yet.”

McGlone, who lives at 314 Thames
street, stated he and three compan-
jons—Durkin, Davis and Norton—all
went hunting mushrooms on . the
afternoon of Cctober 3, and stopped
on the Wellington road, near Walker’s
Pond, to enter a field. They hunted
round for about twenty minutes and
didn’t find any and climbed a fence
to get a little rhubarb. The house
on the place was all boarded up, and

., McGlone didn’'t think any person was

living there, he said.

“Mr. Morden came from some
place. He was standing on a little
hill not far away and hollered: ‘Hey,
vou fellows.” 1 started to run and
he shot me,” said McGlone. “He
used a shotgun. I didn't have any
argument with him, and there was
nothing said. I-was hit in the leg
from ankle to hip with shot.”

“What did you do then?” asked Mr.
Gillanders.

“I just lay down, that's all I did,”
was the reply.

McGlone said he was carried to
his motor car and taken to Dr. John
Ferguson’s office and then later to
Victoria Hospital, where he remainea
three weeks.

Questioned by Mr. Judd, McGlone
admitted he had no right to be on
the place. He had only picked three
or four stalks of rhubarb when Mor-
den called to him, and had no idea
that the latter was going to shoot,
although he started to run when he
heard Morden's voice.

Alfred Davis said Morden was very
angry, and said he would have to
put up $10 before he left, as he had
had stuff stolen from him all sum-
mer. Davis said he gave him the
money. The other two companions
of McGlone were not called to give
evidence, nor was Morden put in the
witness box by Mr. Judd.

SAYS SCHOOL FURNACES
ARE GIVING SATISFACTION

There is no fault to find with the
way that furnaces of the schools of
London are functioning this yaar,
according to Capt. W. H. Robinson,
superintendent of works, who this
morning stated that since thev were
cleaned and overhauled during the
summer, every satisfaction was be-
ing given.

GRAND OLD MAN
OF LONDON DIES
AT ELDON HOUSE

George B. Harris, 87, Was
Formerly Noted Lawyer
and Athlete.

DEATH UNEXPECTED

George B. Harris, 87, one of Lon-
don’s grand old men, died at his
home, “Eldon House,” 481 Ridout
street, at cne o’clock this morning.

Mr. Harris had been in feeble health
for six  months, but his death was
unexpected.

The life of Mr. Harris has been
intimately  associated with the
growth and progress of this city. He
was born in “Eldon House,” where
he died, and had lived there nearly
all his long life, It was built by
John Harris of the Royal Navy when
he settled in London, and is one of
London’s oldest and best known
beauty spots.

Mr. Harris was universally known
among old-time lawyers, real estate
men and amateur athletes. He was
born in 1836, received his educatjon
at the old Bayley school, and prac-
tised law in the city. He was a
noted cricketer and horseman, taking
at all times a keen interest in out-
door sports. He and the late T. H.
Purdom were friends and - contem-
poraries.

At an early age Mr, Harris studied
law with the late Judge Wilson. He
was a director of the London and
Western Trusts Company and was
cne of the original members of the
Long Point Company. His father,
John Harris, who came here to be
county court treasurer with Colonel
Burwell, was, identified with the af-
fairs of WesternyvOntario and Mid-
dlesex in- early pioneer days, and
George Harris, his son, was known
as an authority on London’s early
history.

Mr. Harris is survived by two sons,
Ronald Harris of this city and Major
Edward Harris, D.S.0., in England;
one daughter, Emilia, at home, a
brother, Edward Harris, of Toronto,
and a sister, Mrs, St. George Little-
dale, of England,

The funeral will be held from “El-
don House” tomorrow at 3:30 p.m.

PARKMAN MEMORIAL
PLAN GAINS FAVOR

Prof. Fred Landon Tells of
Centennial Celebration
in Montreal.

Professor Fred Landon, who rep-
resented the University of Western
Ontario at the Parkman certennial
celebration in Montreal this week,
returned yesterday. The event, he
states, has given impetus to a move-
ment strongly backed in Montreal
and elsewhere, to provide, as a per-
manent memorial to Parkman, a
number of scholarships in Canadian
history, tenable at any Canadian
university or at the Dominion
archives, while provision is also te
be made for the publication of
studies in Canadian history which
might ordinarily find difficulty in
getttng a publisher.

“Very excellent arrangements were
made to have all due honor naid to
Parkman,” Prof. Landon said. “The
Tuesday evening meeting in Windsor
Hall was very largely attended by
the most prominent people of Mont-
real. M. Jusserand, French ambas-
sador at Washington, was the main
speaker, but perhaps the most im-
pressive address was that given by
Prof. Bliss Perry of Harvard. The
leading universities and historical
societies of the United States and
Canada were represented at the
meeting, over which Sir Arthur Car-
rie presided.”

A feature of the celebration was
the fine historical exhibit prepared by
the library of McGill University,
which included many rare historical
Canadian documents. Among the
exhibits were some of Parkman’s own
manuscripts, written in the crabbed
hand that was an evidence of his al-
most blind condition. Presentation
coples of his works, addressed to Mec-
Gill, were also indications of his ap-
preciation of this university’s inter-
est in his work.

While in Montreal, Prof. Landon
was the guest of Mr. Harold Nettle-
shlp' formerly of this city.

ONDON 15 FIRST
10 GET DIVIDEND
FROM HOME BANK

Standard Bank’s Plan Wili
Not Be Interfered With by
Judge Fisher’s Ruling

OTHERS MUST WAIT

Judgmeént of Justice Fisher pree
venting the interim iiquidator of
The Home Bank from declaring #
dividend will not affect local de-
positors. The Standard Bank will
continue to advance 25 per cent of
savings accounts, and it is said that
the court decision shall not stand
in the way of a continuation of this
policy.

More than $10,000 has already been
advanced to depositors. Although
the arrangement with The Home
Bank was actually to take care of
the needy and destitute, at least 500
took advantage of the privilege
offered by The Standard.

A general dividend for all savings
holders in the Dominion will not now
be forthcoming until a few dzys be-
fore Christmas, Joseph Dampra,
head of the local depositors’.asso-
ciation, believes. On Decemter 6 a
meeting of depositors in Toronto is
scheduled, and ' the policy of The
Home Bank will then be definitely
known.

Thig assembly will decide one of
two things. It will either appoint a
permanent: liquidator, with sower to
dispose of the assets in the most ad-
vantageous way he thinks fit, or a
holding company of prominent de-
positors will. be formed. In either
case, it is expected the banks will be
directed to pay the first 25 per cent
dividend, but that cannot take place
before a month's time.

London Ahead.

Thus, it will be seen that through
the initiative of the local depositors’
association, citizens with savings
accounts are more than a month
ahead of depasitors in other towns
and cities. Not one depositor outside
of London has realized a dollar on his
or her account.

It may be six months, and it may
be more than a year, before the sec-
ond dividend is declared, according
to local opinion. A lengthy interval
between the first/ and second pay-
ments is inevitable, owing to the
space of time required before Home
Bank assets can be sold.

“The interim liquidator, Mr. Clark-
son, has no power to borrow money
to pay a dividend,” Mr. Dambra said
today. “A permanent liquidator will
be appointed on December 6, un-
less the depositors decide to form
a holding company. With so many
resolutions asking for government
inspection of banks before them, it
is practically assured that the gov-
ernment will bring in special legis-
lation to meet these demands at the
next session. They can do nothing
until the affairs of the bank assume
some definite shape.”

May Lose Interest.

In the meantime, The Standard
Bank stands to lose interest on the
money advanced by them to loecal
depositors. This loss will be negli-
gible when it is considered how much
good will have been obtained through
The Standard's Action.

“Our idea was to pay the needy
ones, especially the women and men
who are out of work,” Mr. Dambra
explained. “Our arrangement with
The Standard lessened great incon-
venience and no little suffering. We
are completely satisfied with, the
results.” - i

‘GLOOMS' WARNED

- FOR_OPTIMISTIC

No Hgme Here Foé Alarmists
and Blue Ruin Boys,
Says Mayor.

SEES PROSPERITY

There are no reserved seats here for
the alarmists or the habitual pessim-
ists, those past masters of the “Blue
Ruin Association,” Mayor George

Wenige warned today.

The chief magistrate of this city
has no regard for those who must
look upon the dark side of things,
predicting financial ruin, 50-mill tax
rates, political chaos, famine, earth-
quake and what not.

“We want no ‘whispers of death’ in
London, or anywhere in this Dominion
for that matter,” the mayor stated.
“We need not those who are con-
tinually forecasting higher taxes,
scaring the householders and work-
ing people.

“That is the sort of thing that, if
tolerated, will chase. otherwise con-
tented residents out of this city. Only
yesterday I had a lady call me up to
ask definitely about the report that
we are fixing at least a 40-mill tax
rate for 1924. 1 told her that the
story was absolutely without founda-
(tiiont-l;-merely another ‘whisper of

eath.

next year. Of that I am confident.
As a matter of fact, I am willing to
risk the prediction that the 1924 mill
rate will not exceed the present rate,
with a sensible and reasonable possi-
bility that it will even be lowered
with the co-operation of everybody
involved.

“Before the end of 1923 about
$4,000,000 worth of building permits
will have been issued by this munici-
pality, smashing all local records.
Does that look like ‘blue ruin’? Does
that look as though London was on
the decline? Would that indicate a
40 or 50-mill rate for 19247”

Mayor Wenige makes the charge
that the alarmists are a distinct
menace to any community—those
persons, as an instance, who will pre-
dict off-hand and with little or no
knowledge of their subject, a 40-mill
tax rate.

“We have no place for such peopie
!n this country,” he concluded, “or
in this city. Let us be optimistic.
We are optimistic in London, and we
have every reason to be, in a com-
munity where 85 per cent of the
workers own their own homes.”

WILL CHANGE METHOD
10 SAVE STAFF WORK

Water and Hydro Bills Will
Be Sent on Same Form

To Cut Work.

On January 1, 1924, citizens of
London will receive but one bill
from the Public Utilities Commission
every two months, instead of four
every three months, as is now the
case,

Arrangements have been com-
pleted, cards made out and filled in
with the names of the customers,
whereby the water and hydro ser-
vices will be charged to the consum-
er on one form, this coming every 60
days.

The suggestion that this be done
was made-at a meeting of the com-
mission some time ago, and the mem-
bers lost no time in putting it into
effect. From an economical stand-
point, the change in the billing sys-
tem will be well worth while, as one
staff of clerks will be able to do the
work which formerly required two.
The staff of meter men will not
change, but in the office it is expect-
ed that some changes in personnel
will be made. Just what the curtail-
ment will be is not known, but as
the work will require but half the
number, approximately, it is obvious
that some employees will have to be
found other work or laid off.

A saving will alsé be effected in
the matter of ,the bills themselves,
as where -four bills are used now in
three months, four for hydro and one
for water, making a total of sixteen
in a year, under the new method six
will be used for the twelve months,
each bill having the accounts for both
services.

NATIONAL BANK
1S RECOMMENDED
BY FARM COUNCIL

Wmmpeg Convention Will
Place Views on Matter
Before Parliament.

PLATFORM REVISED

Canadian Press Despatch.
Winnipeg, Nov. 16.—The Canadian

Council of Agriculture concluded its

sessions here last night, the revision
of the political platform having taken
up most of the time yesterday, it is
understood. Final touches to the
platform, which was completed be-
fore adjournment, will be made by
a special committee, composed of
members who reside in or near Win-
nipeg, and the work will be proceed-
ed with at once. .

The final draft of the platform, or
“declaration of principles” will be
submitted to provincial farmers’ con-
ventions, the first of which will be
held in Ontario, commencing Dec. 12.

Establishment .of a national bank
was recommended to parlian.ent for
consideration in a resolution adopted.
The chief functions of the bank would
be to transact government business,
act as a bank of re-discounts to the
charterad banks and eventually be-
come the sole bank for the issue of
currency.

It was urged in the resolution that
the bank act should be the subject
of special consideration at the next
session of parliament with the view
of securing amendments for the fol-
lowing purposes:

1. To provide every reasonable
safeguard against disaster, such as
the Home Bank failure, by an ade-
quate system of outside inspection
and such other recommendations as
may be found advisable

2. To provide by whatever means
may be found feasible, that in the
event of the failure of a chartered
bank in the future the depositors
shall be fully protected against loss.

WOULD USE LONDON BILL
TO SANCTION SEWER COST

Ald, John T. May proposes that the
city of London bill be used next year
to sanction the completion of “odds
and ends” of the city’s sanitary
sewer system, a matter nf about
$200,000. This work would be spread
over a long period, of course, and
not undertaken in one year. The
council may be asked, however, to
consider its authorization this year.

SENTENGED SEVEN

“If the wunion of the 'churches
should prove to be a mere econemic
merger for the saving of money, it
might becomes anything but a bless-
ing,” he declared.

“As a matter of fact, it is not de-
sired that the union of the churches
should save money, but rather it
should release money now tied up in
duplication, ahd set it free to under-
take new and needy work for the
social and religious betterment of
our people in congested cities or on
lonely pioneer frontiers. It is surely
a healthy sign and augurs well for
the future of religious life in Canada
that these three denominations have
decided to throw aside rivalries,
prejudice and sentiment and en-
deavor to face honestly their great
national and world task.

WESTERN CANADA.

Plea Made by Homesteader for Put-
ting Canadian West on a Higher
Standard.

Bditor of The Advertiser:

Sir,~In your issue of Nov. 14, I see
the report of an interview with W.
H. Standish of Edmonton, re western
conditions, and must state that 1
econsider the sentiments expressed
therein to, be the thoughts of one who
is not very familiar with those con-
ditions.

Mr. Standish says that “The emi-

gration problem of the west is one

over which the government has no
control.” This is absolutely wrong,
as the government-—that is, the peo-
ple of Canada-—can get immigrants
and at the same time prevent the
large emigration they have at the
present time. Just as soon as they
seriously buckle down to the prob-
em making farm life and econ-
omic condition in the west more. at-
tractive to the settlers. It is of no
earthly use bringing inexperienced
péople into the country when the ex-
perienced people are leaving it be-

cause they can no longer make a liv-

ing in it. First of all, keep the

people we have, and by keeping them
we shall soon get all the additional
immigrants we need.

This {s a job, not for the Canadian

government, but for the Canadian

businessman, to grapple with. We
must get to look at it from a national
standpoint, and not from the stand-
glnt of our own particular business.

estoern Canada must cease to be
the happy hunting ground of the
financier and the speculator. It needs
not immigration schemes, but an un-
selfish co-operation of Canadian ci-
tizens as a whole, stirred by a true
patriotism to put Western Canada on
its feet again. :

Mr. Standish says, “It is impossible
to make farm conditions any more
attractive than they are at present.”
Really this statement is so out of

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the depth of winter to get my crop
to town. It cost me 12 cents a
bushel to haul it to town, then 29
cents a/ bushel freight rate on it to
Port Arthur.

There are 20,000,000 (twenty mil-
lion acres) of land in Western Can-
ada in the hands of specuiators
within fifteen miles of the railroad,
and Mr. Standish says conditions
cannot be improved, and Mr. Editor,
the only free homestead land West-
ern Canada has now is practicaliy all
north of Edmonton, Lloydminster and
Dauphin, in a pioneer country where
only people who can live in the very
poorest of circumstances could ever
exist.

But please note that speculators
still have this 20,000,000 acres of land.

Again Mr. Standish says, “Ths oniy
solution is unrestricted immigzration,
Aslatics and Southern Europeans
make just as good Canadians as Brit-
ishers.” Again he says, “Canada does
not need well educated immigrants,
but respectable, poorly educated
ones.” .

Then, why on earth does London
spend half her taxes on education?
Why force children to go to school
until a certain age? Why do the
people living under pioneer conditions
in Western Canada have to send
their children to school, and pay 50
per cent of their taxes to education?
In other words, if Canada needs un-
educated people, why does she spend
50 much time and money foreing
education on them?

Mr. Standish says that the edu-
cated man flocks to the city. I won-
der if he has ever lived on Main
street, North Winnipeg, and if he
remembers the Winnipeg strike.

I notice that there is talk of un-
employment and relief work in an
official way here in London right
now. What has Mr. Standish got to
say about this?

The gem of his collection of bril-
liant thoughts he saves until last.

“It is only,” he says, “the unedu-
cated type that is willing to do the
rough work.” Fancy carpenters,
bricklayers, plasterers, street railroad
men, railroad workers, mill hands,

GIRL UNHARMED

Associated Press Despatch.

Kelliher, Minn., Nov. 16.—A mad-
man, slayer of four, is fleeing through
the north woods before a posse formed
here, which took up the search at
dawn. Leonarc Portano, 33, yester-
day slew Mr. and Mrs. John Sanders,
of whose fifteen-year-old daughter,
Myrtle, he was enamoured; Oscar
Timmy, 80, farmer and'suitor of the
girl, and J. M. Wilson, marshal of
the village and deputy sheriff, who
sought to arrest him.

The shootings occufred at separale
times, in bota the forenoon and after-
noon. Before fleeing, the murderer
went to a t.mber cutting plant he
operated and left a signed confession
with a list of the dead.

Early yesterday, Timmy and Por-
tano engaged in an altercation over
Myrtle Sanders, during which Por-
tano shot Timmy through the leg.
Timmy came eight miles from the
farm where the shooting oeccurred
to this village, had his wounds
dressed and reported the case to
Marshal Wilson. !

While Timmy was gone, Portano
went to the Sanders home and shot
dead the mother of his sweetheart.
Upon leaving the Sanders home, he
met the husband of his first murder
victim, took him to a nearby house,
bound him to a bedpost and shot his
head off. Near this village, Portano
met Marshal Wilson, who had left
to arrest him for shooting Timmy,
and shot the officer dead. Next he
encountered Timmy, who was going
to the village to learn what had been
done towards arresting Portano for
wounding him, and again Portano’'s
pistol fired a fatal bullet, Timmy
falling dead on the highway.

Although Myrtle Sanders is mis-
sing, it is stated she was not harmed
or kidnapped by the desperado. It
is believed some neighbor has shel-
tered her in an attempt to help her
bear the sorrow caused by the ‘ragi.c
loss of her parents and sweetheart.
The killer had been aveided by local
pecple hecause of his hasty temper.
He recently. was before the grand
jury as = result of a controversy
with his. brother, nearby farmer
and his only knowr relative. The
grand jury returned no indictment,
however, and the nature of the case
was not disclosed.

A review o fthe Toronto cattle mar-
ket should be of interest and value to
the farmers of Western Ontario. Not
that it is encouraging. but in the fact
that it is a real indicator of what is
lacking and what is needed in the live
stock industry of this district.

In looking back over the files of The
Advertiser for the past two years, the
outstanding feature of the cattle market
review is the fact that in over 80 per
cent of the headings on the cattle mar-
ket attention is drawn repeatedly to the
fact that the Toronto market is not
bringing the farmer a fair retur nfor
his enterprise; and, what is more im-
portant, that the fault is almost wholly
'.x:der the control of the farmer him-

It hurts each one of them personally, it
hurts Canada as a great live stock
country, and it is the greatest drag on
our export. trade.

Not only does he fall
behind in the race for the top market
price, but he loses before his stock
reaches market, in that poorly bred and
off-type stock, without the inherent
characteristics of cheap gains in carcase
weight. cost him more to produce than
the well-bred, snecialized stock in any
breed.

That the fault is the farmer’s, and his
alone, must be admitted, for both fed-
eral and provinecial governments have
been drilling home the truth about cattle
production and breeding for years, and
| if any farmer in this enlightened day
does not yet know the difference be-
tween the desirable types of stock and
the sort that are discounted when they
hit the market, the information is his
for the asking.

In the matter of hog raising the in-
formatio nis even more readily obtain-
able. Canada’s obvious-market for bacon
and pork is the English market, which
demands that Canada suprly what is
known in trade parlance as the “Wilt-
shire side.” As a 'last resort in the
bujlding up of Canada’s bacon trade
with England, the Canadian packers
have entered into on arrangement
whereby a small premium is awarded
to the farmer who has enough business
foresight to supply them with the type
of export hog which their trade de-

mands. . :

While this so far applies only to hogs.
the same matter is applicable to every
class of live .stock. There is a best
type, and if Canadian farming is going
to bring in ever a fair return for the
work and money invested, the farmer
will have to ‘“‘come to his oats, as 1t
were, and produce the types of live stock
which are wanted. The day of the lard
type hog and the ‘‘staggy” steer is over.
and it is a realization of this that is
going to spell prosperity for the farmer
from now on.
