London, March 15.—Premier Balfour 
introduced the “guillotine” in the House 
of Commons yesterday afternoon, with 
the object of securing the sanctioning 
of the estimates before March 11. In 
moving the closure of the proceedings 
on supply, the Premier declared that it 
was necessary in order to secure the re­
quisite votes before the close of the 
financial year. The step taken was for 
the credit of the House and not to ex­
tricate the Government from difficulty. 
Prolonged debates delayed business, and 
closuring was more in consonance with 
the dignity of the House than the sus­
pension of 12 o'clock rule, the vision of 
bedraggled members of Parliament go­
ing home at 10 o'clock in the morning 
not being calculated to raise the repu­
tation of the House of Commons.

Mere Registering Machine.
Mr. Asquith (Liberal), in a few caus­

tic sentences, moved the adjournment 
He declared Mr. Balfour’s motion was 
a parliamentary scandal, the greatest 
outrage ever offered by a “nominally" 
responsible minister to a “nominally” 
liberative assembly. He accused the 
Government of mismanagement and the 
Premier of encroaching on the powers 
and privileges of the house, and said 
the motion marked an epoch in the de­
gradation of the House of Commons 
from a deliberative to a dépendant 
body, and transformed it into a mere 
automatic machine to register the will 
of the executive.

Government Majority 62.
The motion to adjourn was defeated 

by 266 votes to 204.
Mr. Redmond moved an amendment 

that the House decline to sanction any 
proposals for further.curtailing discus­
sion of the supply.

The amendment was, debated up to 
7.80 o'clock, when Mr. Balfour moved 
closure, which was carried by 249 to 
213. •

Mr. Redmond's motion was then de- 
feated by a majority of 40.

SOME LEGAL JOKES.

Amusing and Illuminating Sayinge of 
Sir Albert Rollit and Obiter Dicta.

Sir Albert Rollit lectured recently in 
the Law Society's Hall on "The Solici­
tor as Advocate,” and introduced many 
amusing and illuminating sayings, le­
gal and otherwise.
* Sir Albert quoted Douglas Jerrold to 
settle the question: Is law an art or 
a science? "It is an art—one of the 
black arts.” Other quotations were: 
“Law and equity are two things which 
God has joined together and man has 
put asunder.” "Good advocacy con­
sists in boldly asserting and plausibly 
maintaining your "case.”

There was the story of the solicitor 
who advertised his practice for sale, 
and added: "N. B.—Clients rich and 
obstinate.” Of course, Mr. Justice 
Maule could not be left out. When a 
prisoner was asked whether he had 
anything to say why sentence should 
not be pronounced upon him, he re­
plied: “I wish God may strike me 
dead if I stole the ducks.” Maule wait­
ed a minute, and then said: "Prisoner, 
as Providence has not interfered, I 
must. Three months’ hard labor." 

As for the law student, Sir Albert 
said he was in favor of the fusion of, 
or, at any rate, a very easy transition 
between both branches of the law. He 
advocated a very wide curriculum. 
"Learn everything you can," he said, 
“for you never know when it may be 
useful." Sir Albert thought the facili­
ties for legal training, especially In ad­
vocacy, in this country, were not nearly 
so good as they were in other coun- 
tries. Solicitors had many opportuni­
ties to practise advocacy in chambers, 
In the county courts, and to bank­
ruptcy, in courts of record, at the police 
courts, and in other places.

Here are a few more of Sir Albert's 
obiter dicta:

"Cross-examination does not mean 
examining crossly.”

"Wind your way into the confidence 
of a witness and persuade him to tell 
the truth, which he had not intended 

.to do.”
“Caligula hung up his laws so high 

on the lamp post that the people could 
not read them. We bury our laws so 
deep that people cannot find them."

"The objections to a code far out- 
weigh its advantages."

“A Mayor, on taking his seat on the 
bench for the first time, informed the 
bar that, during his year of office he 
would spare no effort to be neither par­
tial nor impartial.”

"The true object of advocacy is not 
victory, but truth.

Famous Divorce Judge Retires.
Right Hon. Sir Francis Henry 

Jeune, P. C., K. C. B.,’ who recently re­
signed his office of Judge Advovate 
General, says The London Times, is 
the son of the late Right Rev. Francis 
Jeune, Bishop of Peterborough, was 
born in 1843, and was educated at Har­
row and Balliol College, Oxford, where 
he was a scholar. After a distinguish­
ed academical career be became a fel­
low of Hertford College to 1874. He, 
was called to the bar by the Inner Tem­
ple in 1868, and the brilliant promise 
of his university career soon began to 
be fulfilled. He served on the Royal 
Commission on Ecclesiastical Patron- 
age in 1874, and was a member of the 
Sandwich ‘Election Enquiry in 1880. 
As an ecclesiastical lawyer Sir Francis 
Jeune was well known, and he was 
chancellor, of several dioceses, tin the 
Ttohborne case. In asss he ook allk. 

In 1891 he became a bencher of the In- 
ner Temple, and to the same year he 
was appointed a judge of the probate, 
divorce and admiralty division, on the 
promotion of the late Bir James Han- 
nen to be a Lord of Appeal in Ordinary. 
On the death in 1892 of the late Sir 
Charles Butt, who was at that time 
President of the Probate Division, Sir 
Francis Jeune was appointed to succeed 
him as president, and to the same year 
he was appointed Judge Advocate- 
General. For-his services in the latter 
capacity he was created K.C.B. to 1897.

Telegraphing in Japanese.
The Japanese, like the Chinese, 

have no alphabet in the ordinary 
sense, every word to their written 
language being represented by a sep­
arate character, says Cassler’s Maga- 
zine. In telegraphing to these lan- 
guages, therefore, about 10,000 
words are selected, and figures rang­
ing from 1 up to 9,999 are allotted 
to each word. Each word of a mes­
sage to be transmitted by telegraph 
in these languages is then first given 
its proper number by the telegraph 
clerk by means of a dictionary which 
has been prepared under the author­
ity of the Government. These num­
bers are then transmitted by the 
Morse alphabet, and, when received, 
the message is translated back into 
the Chinese or Japanese characters 
by reference to a corresponding dic­

Malay Superstition.
Malays have very much the same 

ideas of bad and good luck signs as 
prevail in other countries. If one trips 
on the steps of his house or knocks his 
head against the lintel when starting 
for a journey he delays a day, if possi- 
ble, for the accident portends death. 
Fearful ill luck will attend a native 
who starts on a journey in the rain, for 
the rain signifies tears. As a swarm * 
of bees settling on or near a house in 
England brings good luck, so the result 
is the very opposite in Malay districts. 
A bird flying into a Malay house de- 
cidedly benefits the occupier, for, if- 
caught, smeared with oil and com- 
manded to fly away with all the ill 
luck and misfortunes of the house, all 
will be well.

In Singapore we see Malay cottages 
around us, bere and there, yet few 
know the superstitions prevailing with 
regard to the building of these habita- 
tions. For instance, if the steps in 
front are by an unlucky chance placed 
exactly under the center rafters it will 
mean quarrels and fighting under the 
roof. A visitor to one of these dwell- 
ings must never lean against the steps 
when talking. That would entail a 
funeral from the house.

In the presentation of 
their memorial to the Emperor it is 
held that an important victory has 
been gained for progressive ideas in 
Russia, for the opinion of the Zemst- 
vos that the continuation of the bur- 
eaucratic system and a policy of 
harshness and repression must in the 
end spell revolution and ruin has 
been expressed in concrete form and 
laid before the Czar.

According to a Russian newspaper. 
The Novosti, thirty-four of the 
eighty-seven Russian provinces now 
have legally constituted Zemstvos. 
The presidents, while themselves 
landed proprietors, take a patriotic 
stand in regard to matters affecting 
the interests of the peasantry and 
lower classes generally. They are

Havoc Along Coasts.

DECLARED INSANE.

Mrs. Dee Will Be Committed to the 
London Asylum.

Woodstock, March 16.—At 7 o’clock 
last evening the jury in the Dee case, 
after being out one hour, returned a 
verdict that the accused Mrs. Lena Dee, 
was insane, and therefore unfit to re­
ceive her trial at the présent time. She 
will accordingly be committed to Lon­
don Asylum.\

If she ever regains her reason, the 
charge of murder will be proceeded 
with, as she is not discharged. The 
decision to try Mrs. Dee solely on the 
question of her mental "fitness to re­
ceive her trial at the present time was 
decoded upon after Mr. Blackstock had 
made application for the same, and the 
medical expert testimony indicated that 
there was great doubt as to her men- 
tai capacity.

For the defence. Rev. Mr. McArthur 
and Rev. Mr. Kelly, former pastors of 
the accused, declared their belief that 
she was not responsible for her ac­
tions. The addresses of Crown Prose­
cutor Wilson and Mr. Blackstock fol- 
lowed. The former stated that if the 
jury found the prisoner sane her trial 
could not take place at the present 
court, as another jury was not secured. 
If declared insane, she would be com­
mitted to an asylum, and if at any 
time in the future she regained her rea­
son, she would be put upon trial on 
the charge of murder.

Chief, Justice Falconbridge addressed 
the jury at some length. His remarks 
were slightly in favor of the contention 
that Mrs. Dee was insane.
