Mr. Ludlow and Mr. Hazen report, that His Excellency was pleased to say he
would immediately cone down to the Council Chamber, and deliver a Speech to the
Council and Assembly.

The Council being resumed, Mr. Putnam read the Speech which His Excellency
had been pleased to make to the Council and Assenbly, and which is in the words
following

Gentlemen of the Council; and
Gentlemen of the lssembly:

A Meeting of the several Branches of the Legislature for the first time in this New
Province, is an event of so great importance, and must prove so conducive to its sta-
bility and prosperity, that I feel the highest sàtisfactiorat .seeing His Majesty's en-
deavours to procure the Inhabitants every protection of a free Government, in so fuir
a way of being finally successful.

The preceding 'Winter was necesërilT spent in guarding the people against'those
numerous wants, incident totheir peculiar situation ;..and. the Summer has been em-
ployed, as well in the prosecution of this essential business as in dividing,.the Pro-
vince and estàblishing thé several Offices and C6urts o úf Jstice requisite for the se-
curity of the Farmer while engaged in raising a. support for bis Family ; and now
thatthe season ofthe year.r.endrs .travellirg coinmodious, and. allows you, leisuretar
attend the public'business without idteréuptior to your private affairs, I ave called
you together, in compliance with the RoQyal Instructions, that you, May put the finish-
ing hand to the ardudus task of oiganizing the Province by re.enacting such of the
Nçva-Scotia, Laws as are applicable to our situation, and passing,such ilsas you shall
judge besLcalcllated to maintain oùr tapid advance towards a complete Establishnnnt
in this Country.

Gentlemen of the Council :

That Branch ofrthe Laws of the Old Province which relates to Crimes and Misde-
ineanors I would recommend to your first considëration ; they are for the most part,
if îiot altogether, extracted from the Statute Law of England, and will become our
best security for the quiet gndspermanentienjoyment of private liberty and property.
As it may in some instances perhapsadTit of adoubt what part of thesè Laws extend
to this Province, and which are lost by the erecting of a distinct Administration, it will
be most eligible by renewing them tp leave no possibility of uncertainty in a matter so
nearly affecting the happiness of Individuals and peace of the Community. Those
Laws alsowhich relate to the Execution of Justice, Civil and Criminal, make another

important object of your attention, and as the assistance of the Judges will be required
in forming or reviewing theà, they _ill of c'ourse, I suppose origidate vith you.

Gentlemen of the Assembly:

Aniongst the numerous Subjects which will fall n'nder yoùr consideration 'after you
have adopted auch Acts of the Province of Nova-Scotia as you may find necessary or
proper, i would particularly point out a Bill providing for the Election of Members to
serve in General Assenbly, and for regulating ail such Elections as well as determin-
ing the qualifications ofElectors. A Law also for registering anew all grants of Lands
lying within this.Province, and made before our division frôm Nova-Scotia, is neces-
sary for ascertaining Titles to Estates, and will prove of the-greatest -usein their pre-
servation-I an therefore instructed to recommend it.

Gentlemen of the Council, and

Gentlemen of the Assembly:

I shall decline entering further into the particular objects that may be proper for
your consideration in the course of the present Session, but shall leave them to be .oc-
casionally comnunicated-y..:essage:: in, th.meän timë I have the fullest 'confidence
that you will enter on thepublic business with a hearty disposition to join me in what-
ever may tend to the welfàre of this Infant Colony.

The iiberality of the 'British Government to-the unfortunate Loyalists in general,
and the peculiar munificenice andparental care of our most gracicus Sovereign to
those, of them settled in New-Brunswick, call Ioudly: for,every return that an affection-
ate and favored people can .make, -and I Am persuaded'yoîu cannot better shew your
gratitude on thisbehalf for the :many unexampled iristances of national and Royal
Bounty,. than by promoting Sobriety, Industry andthe practice óf Religion,-by dis-
couraging ail factions and party distinctions amonigst us,; and inculcating: the utmost
harnony between the newly arrived Loyalists, and :those of His Majesty's Subjects. for.
nerly resident inthe.Province. And entlemënit is with :real pleasure I declare,
that our prospects are so favorable, that your exertions for those beneficial, purposes
can scarcely faitto render this Asylum of Loyalty the:envy ofthe'nëighbouring States,
and thathy exercising thé arts.of peace, they who have taken refuge here, will not only
.be abundantly recompenced for their lossesbut enabled to enjoytheir connection with
the parent State and retain their allegiance for the best of Kings, which their conduct
has proved they prize above all considerations.

W1 E beg leave to return Your Excellency our humble thanks for your Speech, and
to testify o'ur sense of the unremitted exertions which have enabled Your -Excellency,
in so short a tine from the Commencement of your Administration, to complete the
various arrangements that were indispensably necessary, previous to a meeting of the
several Branches of the Legislature in this New Province. His Majesty's gracious en-
deavours to procure the Inhabitants every protection of a free Government, are, by
these means, already in a fair way of being finally successful.

We are happy to find fron the voice of public gratitude, that your Excellency's be-
nevolent attention has been so effectual in guarding the People against the 'numerous
.wants incident to their peculiar situation ; and we are confident that experience will
give lasting attestations to the wisdom of those measures which Your Excellency has
pursued for the general welfare.

this behalf will be to exert ourselves for the promotion of whatever may tend to their
peace and security.

And.we have the highest confidence that, under Your Excellency's vigilant and wise
administration
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administration, the pleasing prospects we at present enjoy will be speedily realized in
the permanent happiness of those who have preferred their duty to every other con-
sideration.

T HE arrivai of Lord Dorchester, at Quebec, with His Majesty's Commissions of
Commander in Chief of the British Forces in the North American Colonies, and Go-
vernor of each Province, having taken place since your recess, it is with the greatest
satisfaction I inforrn you of arrangements which cannot fail to give every encourage-
ment to this rising settlement. The more intimate our union becomes with ourSister
Colonies, and the nore closely our interests are connected, the stronger shall we
eventually be to encounter any obstacles to our growth and prosperity.

As I arn persuaded you will cheerfully adopt every measure which shall be f'ound
conducive to these ends, I must call your attention to the means necessary for our de-
fence, without wyhich we can scarcely hope for permanent security. The first step to
be taken in this business is the establishment of a Provincial Militia;' it being of the
highest importance that the military experience of the inhabitants should not be lost
amidst their present peaceful employments. We. ought carefully to shun the danger
ofresting our fate on the quiet temper of foreign States, nor should we ever rely on
any other than our own arm for immediate protection. A well regulated Militia will
at ail times prove Our surest safeguard, and perhaps after what we have experienced,
no people could be more inexcusable, should we he foundJ in tlis respect unprepared
for emergencies ; and I am-confident, froin the zeal you have shown to forward the in-
crease and welfare of the Province, you will not delay ta make use of the- resources
within your power for fixing its stability,

The unreinitted attention of Government to our interests and situation is also strong-
]y nanifested by the arrival of Cómmissioners amongst us to examine into the losses
and services of the Loyalists. It is now in the power of the Petitioners to establish
theïri claims without leaving the Province, and numbers to whom the national bounty
could not otherwise have been extended, will, in consequence of this measure, be --l-
bled to carry on their improvements with double ardour.

The laws passed in the course of the last session leave few other subjects for your
present consideration ; and it will be prudent to wait their operation, and to bring for-
ward only such Bills a may be called for from the evident concurrence of circurn-

Srn,

W E beg leave to return your Excellency Our thanks for your Speech.
A grateful recollection of the services, and firm confidence in the abilities of His

Excellency Lord Dorchester, whose commissions you have been pleased te announce,
are sufficient reasons for us to cherish hopes the most sanguine of the consequent ad-
vantages to this Pto#ince as well as the. Sister Colonies.

Their interests, we have no doubt, will, by His Lordship's wisdom and prudence,
become sa blended with ours, as to strengthen our union, and promote through the
whole, emulation withoutjealousy, the basis of ibat industry and exertion which must
be called forth, if we expect to aviil ourselves cf al) our variotis resources and natural
advantages.

The establishment of a Proviricial Militia, recommended by your Excellency, we
conceive to be absolutely necessary for the security of our present property and future
acquisitions ; and we should be criminally inattentive to the character of the Inhabitants
of the Province, could we neglect the opportunity we. now posses offorming a Militia
where the experience of the veteran and the zeal of the Citizen will be so happily united ;
and we shall cheerfully conicur in such regulations as will enable your Excellency to
avail yourself of our internal 'strength to the most advantage whenever it may become
necessary.

The arrival of His Majesty's Commissioners in this Province, for the purpose of en-
quiring into the losses and sufferings of the Loyalists, must excite in the breasts of thé
Inhabitants the highest sentiments of the benevolence and humanity of the British
Nation,-will relieve many of the most distressed,,,and we concçive, not the least me-
ritorious of His Majesty's Subjects, from their present difficulties,*-.-enahle them to ex-
tend their improvements, and contribute to the growth, and prosperity of the Pro-
vince : and we trust that the gratitude of the Colonies will be equal to the unexam-

fpled munificence of the parent stàte.
The present condition of the Province fully:evihces that few Laws are necessary in

The principal business, which at this time requires dispatch, (after what concerns
the Provincial Revenue,) is the continuation, or renewal, perhaps with some amend-
ments, ofsuch temporary Laws as have been found ofreal utility, and may be near ex.

I have directed the necessary papers and accounts, together with estimates for .the
year ensuing, to be laid before you.

A plan of a suitable building, for the decent accomodation of the General Assem-
bly, and the Courts of Justice, and for which a convenient situation in the Town of
Frederiàtion has been allotted, was recommelded to the consideration of the late
Bouse of Assembly ; to whom, also, I suggested the importance ofmaking some an-
nual allowance in support of a Provincial Seminary of Learning, of whicb a foundation
lad been laid by an allotment of lands adjacent to this Town, but which caniot for
many years to ¢ome, be sufficiently productive to answer the exigencies of such an
institution : and I earnestly recommend it to you, as a business that calls for your im-
mediate attention, to make effectual provision for both these objects, which are of
such evident importance.

You cannot, however, but perceive the expediency of
our making every possible exertion to put this Province into a condition of defence,
prepared for the various emergencies that may arise in the progress of the war. I
tierefore earnestly recommend to your consideration, the preparing and passing of a
13ill for the better regulation of our Militia. For although the voluntary exertions of
the Inhabitants, particularly in the City and County of Saint John, were, on a late oc.
casion, such as to merit the highest commendation ; yet you are sensible that, in our
Legislative capacity, it becomes our duty to aid and confirm the zeal and courage of a
frée pebple by suitable sanctions of legal provision ; nor can you be less sensible that
the subsisting Law, respecting the Militia, is in many respects defective and inade.
quate to the purposes of real security and active defence.

Gentlemen of the .Issembly,

The several measures recomniended to you in the course of the last Session, and
such provisions as at the close of that Session were left unfinished, will, I doubt not,
becone the objects of your present attention ; and I have the satisfaction to feel assured
of your zeal on this, and on every occasion,for the real advancement of the public wel.

I therefore recommend to your con-
sideration the making of sone preparation for the foundations of such an incorne as
may in time enable us to make effectual provision for objects so important to the wel.
fare and reputation of the Province.

The Treasurer's accounts, and such other papers as may be necessary for your fur.
ther information, shall be laid before you.

The persevering loyalty, and firm attachment to the British Government, by whic]
the people, whom you have the honor to represent, have been animated under the most
trying circumstances, are sure pledges of their endeavors to convey the same senti.
ients to their posterity. They will also transmit a lasting remembrance of the national

munificence, with which tlieir sacrifices have been compensated ; and although they
iiiust expect to be long indebted to the same bountiful source, fbr the principal means
of tlir defence, and the chief support of their Government, yet they will doubtless be
aimbitious, at all times, to do whiat they can for themselves, and not to depend on the
aids of the Parent State beyond the exigencies of real necessity.

In pursuance of this principle, so just and reasonable, and so essential to the honor
and future prosperity of the Colony, some expences have been,by my direction, incur-
red for the public defence,the payment of which I recommebd to your consideration.

I also recommend it to you to make permanent provision, as soon as it nay be con-
veniently practicable, for suitable salaries to such public o$ficers as have hitherto been
paid only by occasional grants.

You cannot but be sensible of the importance of the duties incident to your station,
as Menbers of the Legislature: nor can I doubt-your geal, to contribute your utmost
to the advancement and security of the publiç welfarç. I take

transnitted to me by one of His Majesty's principal Secretaries of State, that " is
Majesty has been pleased to order Letters of Marque to be issued against the ships,
goods and subjects of the United Provinces of Holland ;" and I congratulate yol on ·
the important successes which have lately attended the Arms of His Majesty's Allie3.

The Committee of Conference report the following observations, made by the Com-
mittee fron the Assemnbly, on the part of that House, in answer to the objections offered
by the Council to the Bill " for raising a Revenue," &c. viz :-

"In answer to the first objection offered by the committee of conference on the
part of the Council, we have to observe, that it is couched in such vague and general
terms, as to render it impossible for us to speak specifically to the objects and services
which are alleged in it, to be mixed in this Bill---it may naturally be inferred fron
some words and expressions in it that the Council expected that each service provided
for and each article taxed, should have been sent up to them in a distinct and separate
Bill for their approbation or rejection. This mode of proceeding however would be
contrary to all Parliamentary precedents as well as'to those which appear in our own
Journals. If the mixture of objects. and services generally alluded to in it, be meant
to refer to the appropriation of the Revenue of this year in the act which raises it, and

of
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of the inappropriated sums in the Treasury for the services therein mentioned, we can-
not help considering the assertion as an infringement of the privileges of the House of
Assembly who 'alone possess the right of disposing as well as raising the public money
and in such manner as they only think proper.' This Bill is cônfined to one general
object the grant of supplies for the ordinary services and expences of Government, and
many acts of Parliament comprehend a much greater variety of objects and services
than are included in the present Bill.

" In answer to the second objection we have to observe,that the appointing of Com-
missioners by act of Assembly to superintend the expenditure of money, and take ac-
count of the same, has been uniformly practised by every House of Assembly in this
Province and is a right inherent in that House from which it can never depart, as it is
founded on the most unquestionable parliamentary authoritiks-,--That the nominating
Commissioners not- only in money bills but also in bills which impose any burdens on
the people 'is in the louse of Assembly only,' besides the Honorable George Leon-
ard, Joshua Gidney, and James Hughson were nom inated in an act of Assembly passed
in the year 1792 as commissioners, for the performance of the services alluded to. ·It
might with equal propriety be urged by the Council that the power delegated by act
of Assembly to the Sessions in each county to appoint assessors and other parish offi-
cers ' is an interference with the executive power and tends to destroy the ballance of
the Constitution.' This objection therefore is altogether unconstitutional ; for the
House of Lords are not allowed to alter Coimissioners' names-Commissioners of
public accounts, American claims &c. have been named by the Commons and appoint-
ed by act of Parliament.

"In answer to the third objection we observe,-
I. That the only estinate of expences for the public service of the Province of New-

Brunswick, viz. for the year 1798, recommends the pay of the Speakerand the inem-
bers of the House as the first articles of Provision. It would therefore be a reflection
on lis Excellency the Lieutenant Governor to accede to this objection of the Council.

II. That the 6. Hen. 8. c. 16. was made long before there were any English Colo-
nies in America, and therefore could not have had them in contemplation, and is con-
sequently altogether inapplicable to the case in question.

III. That it is the sole and inherent right of the House of Assembly to judge of
the expediency and to direct the mode and inanner of providing for this service as wéll
as, for all other services.-
. "The House of Assembly.is therefdre utterly at a loss to accountfor the wonderful
inconsistency between this reason offered by the-Council and the recommendation of
services to' be-provided for in 1793. It is certainly strange that what His Excellency
recòmmended in 1793,should be called unconstitutional by the Council in 1796. The
a!lusions to personal advantage best become those who indulge such unworthy motives
-the Hôuse think this part of'theobjection deserves no other answer.

"To the fourth objection, they reply--that a large drawback-is allowed on the ex-
portatibn fron: Great Britain of the articles of Loaf Sugar, Porter, and Playing Cards, l-
luded to in this objection-that the duties proposed do'-not iimpose' any burden on Hiz'
Majesty's subjects in Great.Britainaor Ireland other than is iposëd on His Majes-
ty's subjects in this Province-that the particular restrictions in Bis Excellency's

Y instructions
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instructions have been dispensed with in an act passed in the twenty eighth year of His
Majesty's reign intituled ' an A et to provjde for -the support ol a light house to be built
upon Partridge Island,'-that in our sister colonies of Canada and Nova Scotia, as well
as in the British West India Islands, duties are laid by their respective Legisiatures on
many articles of British product and manufacture-tlhat the low state ofthe. Revenue
made, it necessary for the House of Assenbly to impose additional duties on the for-
mer articles of impost, and also to propose such new ones as would not materially in-
jure their constituents-that they do not think it possible any restrictions can be con-
tinued in the instructions of the Lieutenant Governor of this Province which have been
dispensed with in our sister Provinces. But if the Council are persuaded such restric-
tions still continue, to the par.itcular prejudice oftl'is Province, they will agree to leave
out the articles of Loaf Sugar, Porter and Playing Cards, and wili apply through their
agent for the renoval of a restriction which they are convinced was never intended to
be continued to the detrimient of this Province.

" To the fiftlh objection the louse observe, that the clause which gavejurisdiction
to the courts of Oyer and Terminer was adopted in the session of 1792 by t'le crown
lawyers then of the House, viz. a Judge of His Majesty's Supreme Court and the
$olicitor General, whici clause lias been retained verbatirn-in every revenue act since
that period-That those learrned gentlemen and the House at thattime gave the pow-
er to that Court because ail the ternis and sittings of the Supreme court were held at
Feredericton-That the Cou ncdl have uniformly concurred in passing such clause-That
after such repeated sanctions by the concurrence of ail branches of the Legislature for
so many years and no inconvenience having ever been found from the provisions for
recovering penalties by anv or either of te former acts, the House cannot see the im.
propriety of continuing the Juî isdiction of the same Court while all the sittings of tlit
Supreme Court are confined to Fredericton-nor do they conceive it illegal or impro.
per that the Attorney General should prosecute by information in the Court of Oyer
and Terminer foi' penalties to be incurred by this act-But if the Council think they
have discovered any new light in this matter, the House for maintaining harm ony will
agree to leave out the clause.

" To the. sixth objection we answer that the services performed by Thomas Wet.
more,Esquire, being immediately connected with the proceedings of the late House of
Assembly,. could only be ordered by that House, and though the sum voted for them
is trifling, the House cannot recede from that article of appropriation as it is their sole
iight to judge and, determine what services are necessary and expedient and what are
not, and to provide for them accordingly.

" In answer to the last objection we observe that 'it. is the sole and inherent right
of the House of Assernbly both to raise the publie money and t? direct and limit the
ends, purposes and services to which it is to be applied'-That the British Legisla.
ture are provided with the most valuable and useful publications on the laws of
Nature, Nations &c.----That these are provided for by votes or resolves of .the
House of Comn mons-That the same laudable desire of constitutional· information
bas induced similar purchases for the use and by the direction of every Legislature.we
have yet heard of-That the purchase of the Booka referred to was by the direction of

the-
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the Hoùse of Assembly-That'a similar purchase was made and provided for in the
session of 1788-That thi" House found it necessary to incur such expence for their
information, althougFh the Council fron their being more enlightened may not think it
necessary .to consuit the authorities this House refer to on constitutional questions.
They therefore cannot admit of the Council's objection to this article of appropriation.

"'The flouse of Assembly forbear unnecessarily to retort the expressions the Comn-
cil so improperly make use of by.allegîng the Htouse preclude them from freely disclarg-
ing their public duty, &c.

" The untenable grounds on which the Council have rejected former appropriationi
bills, most of which they now do not so much as mention, as well as the hasty and un.
digested objections which are thé subject ofthe present conference, are sufficierit proofs
that the Council have been, and, continue to be, the means of preventing the House of
Assembly from .expediting the public business and from paying off the public debts of
the Province, and that they subject them to the distressing mortification of not being
able to pay off the pressing demands even of the officers and servants necessarily at.
tending both the former and present Houses of Assembly.

" The House of Assembly further declare, that they, with heart felt satisfaction,
review the steady and constitutional conduct of the forier Houses of Assembly-that
they feel an exultation in having steadily followed the same steps-and that they are
rësolved to continue to assert the Privileges of the House of Assembly and the honor
of their constituents.

" The House of Assembiy therefore leave the bill with the Council, together with
the ill consequences that mnay attend the not passing-this bill."

The Committee of Conference report, that they have this day met the Committee,
froin the House of Assernbly, and, in a free Conference, have replied as follows to
the answers made in the last Conference-to the objections offered by the Council to
the Bill in question, viz

We first have to make one general observation, that, in the answers made on the part
of the House of Assembly, to the objections stated in Conference to the Bill in ques-
tion, the Council,.with much concern, perceive a studied asperity oflanguage, utterly
inconsistent with public decorum and with that spirit*of harmony and mutual respect
which ought to prevail between the several branches of the Legislature. With serious
concern, also, we perceive that the Assembly entertains a groundless and unreasonable
jealousy and distrust of the Council respecting the privileges of that House. And we
conceive that nothing stated or suggested in confererce ought to be considered as a

breack

breach of any privilege, butt merely as reasons or objections offered either for or against
whatever points may be the subject of such conference.

I. The Council do not mean, in their first objection, to suggest that " each service:
provided for and eacl article taxed should have been sent up in a distinct and separate
Bill for their approbation or rejection," but that the provisions and appropriations
should have-been so separated as to prevent the inconveniences enumerated, nanely,
the loss of the Revenue, the impeding of the public busines3, and the delay or eventuai
failure of justice respecting the ordinary services of the government. Nor do we say
that, the " appropriation of the Revenue of this year in the Act which raises it" is strict-
ly unparliamentary, but it has never before been done in this Province, and we think
such a practice, if adopted in this country, would lead to serious inconveniences, as the:&
loss of both the Revenue and the appropriation would be the consequence wheneveÈ
there should be a disagreement in opinion between the two Houses upon any one ar:
ticle of either. The same inconveniences are not to be apprehended in ,.England,
where the civil list is granted for the King's life, the public creditors are secured by.
established funds, and all annual estimates are made to anticipate the year for whick
they ar-e granted.

I1. Respecting the answer to the second objection, we have to observe, that irregu.
lar appointments heretofore made, however uniformly practised hitherto in this Pro.n
vince, ought no longer to be sanctioned ; that the Council cannot consider " tie.nomi-
nating of Comniissioners in-all bills imposing burthens on the people as being sólely ii
the House of Assembly ;" that the nomination of the Honorable George Leonardi
Joshua Gidney, and James Hughson, in the Act mentioned of 1792, as Commissioners
for the performance of'the services therein allotted to them, was irregular, and the m..-
ney ougit in that, and in all such cases, as it has been in many instances in former api'
propriation bills, to have been granted " to such persons as the Lieutenant. Governor'
or Comnmander-in-Chief for the time being should appoint" for the express pùrposelint,,
tended ; that the appointment of Commissioners of public accounts is for a service:off
a peculiar nature within the province of the Commons, who have a rigit to be :fully In-
formed of all expenditures of public money ; and lastly, that Commissioners of Amar.
ican claims were appointed for a service altogether new and unknown before, requiring
an Act of Parliament to authorize it, and the nomination of those Commissioners, we
suppose, must have been made by direction of His Majesty, through fris Chancellor of
the Exchequer, or at least with his approbation.

III. Respecting the observations made in answer to the third objection, we con-
ceive that the recommendation by his Excellency in 1793, to providefor the pay ohe
Speàker and the Members of the Assembly, cannt be supposed to have been intended
tojustify or propose any unconstitutional mode ; but rather ought then to have sug-
gested the expediency of the measure, which we now think indispensably necessary.
For the Statute of the 6 Hen. 8, having been made long before the -existence of the
Colonies, was part of the English law, which every subjeçt ofthÎeri r t have
brought with him on, his emigratior, and must continue to be a partof the law of this
land, until some new law be eùacted for the express purpose of aut1üorising the mode

of
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of providing for the service in question which is preferred by the Assembly, and to
which, in such case, we should have no objection.

IV. As there can be no doubt of the continuarice of the Royal instruction alluded
to in the fourth objection, we have only to observe, on that head, that no part of that iii-
struction was lispensed with in the Act '' to provide for the support of a light house."

V. The Couticil, in stating their fifth objection, supposed the naming of Courts of
Oyer and Terminer to have been an oversight, and they acknowledge it had in former
instances escaped their notice. The objection, however, is certainly well founded.

VI. To the answer of the Assembly to the sixth objection, the Council reply, that
it is not to the amount of the sun in question, but to the power assuned by the As-
sembly of ordering the service and of appointing and paying the person employed
therein, a power of serious importance, uniting in that one branch the whole legisla-
tive and executive authority, and giving to the Assembly the uncontrolled disposition
of the whole property of the Province. And the Council observe, that if they are
compelled -to give their assent to all smirns directed to be paid by the Assembly, with-
out judging whether the service was necessary or advantageous to the public, or
whether the sum paid for such service was greater than ought to have been paid, they
must acknowledge they are at a loss to know how they can be considered as a free and
independent branch of the Leg;slature, or what check they can give to any grant,
however extravagant, or to any service, however unnecessary.

VII. In reply*to the answer to the seventh and last objection, the Council observe,
that it does not appear in the bill in question, that the service objected to was directed
by the late House of Assèmbly, and the Council cannot dissemble their surprise to see
a sum of money directed to be paid for books purchased for the use ofthe Legislature,
when the first knowledge they have had of the transaction. is on their being called upoi
tg give their assent to the payment of the sum expended ; and when they consider the
low state of the Treasury, and that the books, in their opinion, vill be of no public ad-
vantage, they cannot but think themselves warranted in objecting to so impiovident a
grant.

The Committee of Conference report the following reasons, offered in the preseh*
free Conference, in reply to the answer delivered on the part f the Council in the ii
free conference, viz

'<The House of Assembly are not sensible that in their answers to the objections of
the Côuncil they indulged any asperity of language. It must naturally be expected
from the strong impressions on their minds of the difflculties and inconveniencies
which have arisen to the Province from the Council having last session, as' well as the
present, negatived the bills providing for the payment of the just debts of the Pro,
vince and the necessary officers of both Houses, that they were hurt at the CounciI's
asserting these ill consequence& to have arisen on the part of the House, who, in ori
ginating those bills,were actuated by motives directly contrary. And the Council having
inferred that motives of personal advantage actuated the House in the discharge'of
their duty, we conceive is utterly inconsistent with public decorum and the spirit of
harmony which the House have ever been anxious, on their part, to maintain, and
siews that the Council entertain a groundless and unreasonàble jealousy of the motives
by which the House are actuated in the discharge oftheir public duty.

"Any reason offered in conterence by a con'mittee of one House, which intrench.
es on the privileges·of the other, is, according to parliamentary usage, comnonly con-
Sidered, and stated as a breach of privilege.

" In answer to the first reason offered by the Committee of Council we have to ob-
serve, that we cannot admit that there is any mixture ot objects and services in h
revenue and appropriation bill inconsistent with strict parliamentary usage and custorù;
that the appropriations in that bill do not impose any painful or disagreeable taskori
the Council as there are no provisions in it foreign to or unconnected with the raising
and appropriation of mñoney, and the Council can neither diminish nor enlarge the sua
therein appropriated. In this respect the Council is precisely in the same situation
with the House of Lords ; and their concurrence with regard to the dispositiòr of
noney cannot be desired bythe Hôuse of Assembly in any other form or manner thaina

bill without an absolute and unconstitutional departure from parliamientatfproceed-
ings.

" To the second objection made by the Council we answer, 'tijat even in Billâ
which are not for the grant of supply, but which however impose burdens on the pe..
ple, such as bills for turnpike roads, for navigations, for paving, for rnanaging the poqr
&c, for which tolls and rates mrist be collected, thé Lords cannot make any al iratida
in the quantum of the toll or rate, in the disposition or duration of it, or in th 1Yi
sons, Commissioners, or Collectors appointed to. manage it,'.-In sah iIs i ‡he

variable practicein Great Britin to appoint Cotnmissioners and Coletors-we *an-
n1ot

»Ig
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notthe'efo-e allow that the Council have hitherto acted irregularlyin sanctioningsuch
appointments by act of Assembly.

" To the third reason we answer, that we conceive the Statute of 6. ien. 8. c. 16,
intituled '.an,Àet that no Knights of Shires, nor Buigesses depart before the end ot
the Parliament,' orthe provisions therein made ' that if any of'the said Kniglits, 'Bar-
gesses, or Barons do depart without leave, every of them so departing should Jose all
those s.ums of money which he ought to have had for his wages,' are not applicable to
our Colonial situation, and ought not to be deemed a part of the laws of this Pr-ovince.
Neither that Statute nor the Statute of 23. Hen. 6. c. 10. intituied ' the order of levy-
ing the wages of the Knights of the Parliament,'nor any ancient Statute regulating the
wages of- the Knights, Citizens and Burgesses, ever were considered in force in any
J3ritish Colony, and are not applicable to the state of a Colony or the forms of our Le-
gislature. But if these ancient. and obsolete Statutes should be thought to be in, force
here, or to make a part of our generai laws, the General Assembly is fully.competent
to make laws and regulations in this respect, more suitable to oui' condition. apd cir-
cumstances. This has been done by the General Assernbly of this Province heretofbre
-in many imstanêes, and isjustified by the usage of[most of His Majesty's American Co-
lonies.

* We conceive that. the recommendation of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor,
in 1793, to provide for the pay'of the Speaker, Members, &c. cannot be fairly con-
strued otherwise than a recommendation to inake provision in the usual manner, which
His Excellency had approved of by giving his assent to ail the Acts passed by the two
bouses for that purpose. If a different mode had been in the contemplation of the
Lieutenant Governor, he would have given sone intimation thereof in his Message to
the House on that occasion ; and his giving his assent to the Act since passed for that
purpose, confirns this opinion of the HoIse. Besides, the Estinate above referred
to is intituled ' Estimate of Expences for the Public Service of the Province of New-
Brunswick for the current year 1793, to be laid before the House of' Assembly by or-
der of Hi Excellency the Lieutenant Governor.' We therefore insist that the provi-
sions of this Bill, in this behalf, are constitutional and expedient.

"-To the sixth and seventh objections offered by the Comnittee of free Conference
on the part of the Council, we answer in the following Parliamentary language:

R EPORT, as usual, havingbeen made to His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor,
that the Council' was met and ready to proceed upon business, His Excellency came
downto the ýCouncilChamber, and, by nessage, required the attendance of the U:ouse
of Assembly.

The Assembly attended accordingly) and *His Excellency opened the Session by a
Speech to both Houses.

The Assembly having withdrawn, and His Excellency having retired, the Chief Jus-
tice reported a copy of the Speech, whiçh is as follows, viz :-

Gentlemen
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Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen of t/e Assembly,

T HE principal objects that I have, at this time to recommend to your consideration,
are the ordinary services of the last and the current year,together with such particulars
as were recommended during the last session and, at the close of it, referred to the pre-
sent meeting. And as you are unanimous in sentiments of loyalty to His Majesty,
and of zeal for the public welfare, I cannot but hope that the business now before you
will be dispatched, with that spirit of harmony and mutual respect, without which, how-
ever well intended, your deliberations may often be unproductive of public benefit.

Gentlemen of the Assembly,

I have given orders for the Treasurer's accounts, and such other papers as may be
necessary for your information, to be laid before you.

If it should not be found conveniently practicable, at present, " to make a perma-
nent provision ofsuitable salaries for such public officers as have heretofore been paid
by occasional grants," I must earnestly recommend it to you at least to make those

grants to anticipate the year for which they are provided ; that persons, who give up
their time and labour to'the public service, and who by their appointments are made

responsible for their conduct in office, may not again be exposed to such delay as, in

a great measure, amounts to a denial of justice, in the withholding of their reward, on
account of any accidental difference of opinion that m'ay arise between the different
branches of the Legislature.

Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen of the Assembly,

I cannot but suppose the sole end of all your deliberations to be thepublic good.-Of
the means for attaining this great end it may not, in every instance, be possible to avoid
some variance of opinion.; and therefore, as you are bound to act conformably to the
unbiassed convictions of your own minds, every motive of candour and of duty will con-

spire to recommend the separation ofany doubtful question from those on which it may
be known that the two Houses are happily able to concur; that so your endeavours,
to advance and secure the-public credit and prosperity, may be, as much as possible,
unimpeded by any diversity of sentiment.

provide for the payment of debts incurred and services performed previous to and dur-
ing the last Session of the late 'General Assembly of this Province," and the Bill intiti-
led " a Bill to provide for the public services of the year 1796," now rejected in Coun-
cil, were made to similar Bills at the last Session, and.were at that time, after ample
discussion and long deliberation, solemnly abandoned, excepting that alone which re-
lated to the Provisions for defraying the expences of the Members ôf the House of As-
seinbly for their attendance and travelling charges ; the principle of which Provisions
was then acceded to by the Council, and the objection adhered to solely as to the mode.
of appropriation, which we conceive clearly appears from the following Resolution and
Declaration of the Council, viz :-" On motion made by Mr. Justice Allen, that the
Council do make it an indispensable condition to the passing of the Bill now before
then, ' for raising a Revenue in this Prôvince and for appropriating the same, together
with the monies now in the Treasury'-that what therein relates to the pay of the
Members be taken out"-And, "that the Council adhere to their objections, ex-
cepting the second, but are willing, for the sake of harmony and to prevent public in-

II. Because there remains, therefore, no diversity of sentiment between the two
branches of the Legislature as to the right and propriety of the Members of the House
of Assembly being paid their expences for their attendance and travelling-charges, nor
as to the manner of raising the supply for that purpose. And because we conceive

that
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that the Flouse of Assembly, being a temporary elective body, freely nominated by the
people, constitutionally possess the sole right, not only of granting public monies, but
ofmodelling the supply in such manner as they think proper, there being no power,
that we know of, in the Constitution, competent either to direct the mode of making
their Grants, the manner of raising the supply, or the mode of appropriating the same.

III. Because we conceive the powers of the Council being unquestionably the
same relating te Money Bills, as those of the House of Lords, can extend only
te rejecting such bills, when the Council think the House of Assembly too lavish or
improvident in their Grants, which cannot be said to be the case as to the provisions
for defraying the expences of the Members of the House of Assembly for their attend-
ance and travelling charges to which we refer, which provisions are in their amount,
one fourth less than what has been always heretofore allowed, and much less in value
than the allowance to the members of Parliament, as established in the reign of Edward
III. four shillings a day being then allowed for a Knight of the Shire and two shil-
lings for a Citizen or Burgess-two shillings being at that time equivalent to twenty
at present.

IV. Because the mode of providing payment for the Expences of the Members of
the House of Assembly for their attendance and travelling charges in a general appro-
priation Bill, was first authorized by a Law made and passed at the third session of the
General Assembly of this Province held in the year 1788, intituled, "an act for ap-
propriating and disposing of the public monies," and always afterwards adopted by
similar Laws made and passed at every session until the year 1795.

V. Because the Bills now rejected do not contain any new mode of appropriation,
nor are the provisions to which we allude for new or unusual services.

IV. Because we fear the rejection of these Bills will not only occasion a further delay
of payment for public services already rendered and performed, but will be the means
of involving the Province in an accumulating debt, which cannot finally be discharged
without resorting to new and extraordinary taxes and burdens upon the people.

When I observe. their. very imoderate.amount.,.and that no, objectionswhatever are
made to th e services themselves, I cannot but suspect that the true and genuine sense
of tlie Assemblyv rùust, have been surprised and artfuIy worked upon by some rneans
whichb that body cannot fail of soon: seeing through and of rejecting, as neither acócrd.
ing with the true interest ofthe Provincenor, with.thoseliberal ideas whichshould dis.
tinguishso.respectable a; Branch of the Legislature.

SThe:votingýof:moneyýfor any particularservices, ihether recommended or not, is cer.
tainiy within: the Province of the Assembly but such as.are recommendýe@dby the Ex-
ecutiv:e Government, and are on the face of them, not merely advantageous but: neces-
gary for theý rovince, are always. to be received as objects entitled to-an earlyand

distinct
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distinct consideration.--I do not say that mixing other Grants of a different or person-
al nature with the public services is directly unconstitutional and beyond the powers
of the Assembly'; but it is generally allowed to be so inconvenient, and to lead to so
niany abuses, that objects .of such a nature ougyht always to be resistedin that shape,
and ought to be brought forward as separate Grants; thereby admitting of the same
free and distinct discussion to which the public services themselves are and ought to
be% subj ect.

I trust that the Assembly will not continue to entertain the idea of receiving wages
from their constituents. Such a measure independent of many other objections which
might be stated against it, would tend (in a new Government more particularly) to
lower the general character and weight of the Assembly, and would infallibly lead to
a local and contracted policy, in which the places represented would be often consider-.
ed as distinct and separate fron the general advantage and interest of the whole Pro,
vince.

Extract of a letter from His Grace the Duke of Portland to the Lieutenant- Governor,

dated 9th June, 1796.
I have perused with great attention and an equal degree of concern, your letter No.

19, and its inclosures. I purposely, therefore, take this opportunity of entering more
particularly into the subject, as I trust that nothing more is necessary to produce that
harmony and good understanding between the two Branches of the Legislature and
the Executive authority, which is so essential to the welfare of the public service,
than to understand clearly and distinctly the Constitutional mode of proceeding in
those cases, which appear tô have been before the Legislature, and to adopt and ob-
serve it without the smallest deviation.

With respect to money Bills, I am clearly of opinion, that the voting, and if the As.
sembly thinks proper, the appropriation of monies voted, is peculiarly within its pro.,
vince ; but to carry such appropriation into execution, or to pass or direct the actual
payrnent of tle public accounts and contingencies, is unquestionably an improper en-
croachrment on the functions of Executive Govern ment. If the Assembly isjealous of
such appropriation, or of the application of monies granted, but not appropriated to any
particular service, ; or if, without any such jealousy, they are desirous to have the ac-
counts of suçh appropriations and applications laid before them, it is highly expedient
to introduce that practice into the Assembly of New-Brunswick, as well as into all other
Colonial Assemblier

Another point of difference, I observe, arises from the insertion of different and dis-
tinct, as well as disputed points in Money Bills. Clauses of this nature when tack.ed to
MoneyBills, operate to the extent of the matter in question as an absolute annihilation
of the other deliberative Branch of the Legislature, and there is in this Kingdom a
standing order of the House of Lords against their insertion, founded on a mature con..
sideration of the evils which such a practice must lead to. By this order;whichivas
made so long ago as the year 1702, it is declared, "that the annexing any clause or
clauses to a Bill of aid or supply, the matter of which is foreign and different from the

matter
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matter ofthe said Bill, is unparliamentary and tendsto the destruction of the Constitu-
tion of this Government." Such matters therefore should be brought .forwarcd as se..
parate Bills, 'thereby admitting of a free and candid discussion. Thisis.the regular
and established mode of proceeding, in order that no extraneous matter, concerning
which there may begreat difference in opinion, may interfere with, the supplies which
very properly and constitutionally originate with the House of Commons.

A strict adherence to these Rules, the reasonableness of which cannot I believe be
disputed, with a becoming readiness in both branches, to pay due attention to their re.
spective proceedings and wishes, cannot fail of healing those differences which at pre-
sent subsist between them, and which are so detrimental to his Majesty's interests and
those of the Province at large, which are inseparably united.

The appointrnent, by act of Parlianent, of Commissioners, or persons concerned ip
the expenditure of public monies for extraordinary purposes, seems to have been alto-
gether misunderstood, and to have been the means of producing an unfortunate differ-
ence in opinion upon what is very clear and evident. Provision for such extraordinary
purposes is generally made by the House in consequence of a message from his Ma.
jesty or at the suggestion o hise Majesty's Minister. The Commissioners in the Bill
are named by the Crown, and the only reason they are appointed at ail, is, because the
disbursing of the money provided, and the necessary inquiries to be made, do riot fall
under the usual course of proceeding in the regular and ordinary departments of Gov-
ernment-Such forinstance is the case where inquiries are to be made into claims or
debts, where a compensation is meant to be given, and where the amourit of the pub.
lic money to be expended is to be ascertained and apportioned ; but after ail, it must
be observed, such money can only be issued by warrant from the executive authority,
and paid by persons appointed by that authority.

Having said thus much, I shall advert to such particulars in the letter before me as
appear the most material. You are already by my letter of the 30th May, 1795, ap-
prized of my sentiments upon the question of the Members of the Assembly receiving
Salaries ; and I have only to add, that the more I have considered the matter, the more
fully I an convinced of the bad effects which such a measure would produce ; besides,
I am sure that the Members themselves will best consult their real interests, dignity
and importance, in abandoning the idea altogether.

With respect tothe Provincial Legislature's having imposed duties on articles from
hence, it is certainly true that ihsone instances his Majesty's instruction has not been
rigorously adhered to, particularly where the injury, against which the instruction was
meant to guard, does not at all, or but very slightly, affect this country. But even in
such instances it is highly proper to pass, as is always the case, the act which lays such
duties with a suspending clause, unless a draft of it has been previously transmitted
home and approved.

sending to you. But before I enter upon that subject. I must inforn you that, consid-
pring the very full and explicit manner in which the great and distinguishingþ'urinci-
pies of Legislative proceedings liad been laid down in my letter to you of the :9th June,
1796, His Majesty catnot observe without great regret and displeasure the idle'and
groundless differences' which still subsist between the ,Council and Assembly.
The Province of New-Brunswick was originally formed and constituted by, vir-
tue of his Majesty's commission and instructions, and reference need only be-had
to those instruments, for a correct knowledge of its constitution, and for the enjoy-
ment of every privilege and advantage of the British. Constitution, which is compati-
ble vith the relaLive situation of a Colony and the Parent State.

.After having endeavoured, in the letter above referred to, to state to you at large
the inconvenience as well as the unconstitutional tendency of mixing any thing ini
mnoney Bills, with the ordinary and extraordinary services of the year, I should give
you a very unfair idea of the confidence whiich his Majesty is disposed to .rely on the
wisdom of the Assembly were I to say any thing further on the subject. lu strict con-
formity to this principle it would have been perfectly proper to have proposed the mea-
sure for granting a remuneration to the Members of the Assembly in a separate and
distinct Bill, as by that means a fair and free discussion of that measure might have
been had, without entering into any extraneous matter.

Upon the merits of the Bill itself I have so fully stated my opinion in my former ]et-
ters, that notwithstanding what nay have been the practice of former times, founded
upon the necessity of the case, yet in sucli times as these, and notwithstanding the sin-
gle instance of such a practice in Nova Scotia, I must still persevere in thinking, that at
the period in which we live such a measure can only tend to lessen the weight and dig-
nity of the Assembly, and to dimi*nisli the reverence and respect which it is to be ho-
ped,the Province will always shew to its Legislature.

It is with infinite concern I find from your letter, No. 85, as well as from one which

In the consideration, therefore, of'such particular or individual services asarerecom-
mended by thi Assembly. there can beno doûbf butthi àll duûè adébilò aa'dspect
should be paid to the sense of so respectable a body, but, on the other band, nothing
can be more inconsistent with the freedom of all deliberation than to involve, in the
same decision, matters of a nature altogether foreign and distinct from each other, for,
could such a mode of proceeding be admitted, it must necessarily follow that the suc-
cess of every measure could no longer depend on its own .intrinsic megitúbuton the
quality of some other measure, with which it may have no connection whtlver;>an idea so
preposterous and so universally exploded that it cannot possibly.be supported by a sin-
gle advocate.

Extrmct of a letterfrom His Royal Highness the Duke ofKent to the Lieutenant Gover.
nor of New-Brunswick, dated Halilax, April 15th, 1800.

I embrace this opportunity of informing you that, the Lieutenant Governor of Nova
Scotia having intimated to the Provincial Legislature of the Province that I had it in
contemplation to make every possible exertion in order to effect a communication by
land from Halifax to Quebec, a very large and liberal grant of money has been made
to complete the road, by way of Cobequid, to the extreme limits of the Province ad.
joining to Fort Cumberland. I flatter myself it will only require a similar intimation,
on your part, to the Legiblature of New-Brunswick, when you next meet them, to ob-
tain as liberal assistancefrom them to forward this undertaking, in which, if possible, the
welfare of that Province is still more intimately concerned. It is my intention to write
shortly to the same effect to His Excellency Mr. Milnes, at Quebec.

The moment I can ascertain what the Civil Governments will do towards complet-
ing good roads and bridges through those parts which are settled at all, I shall be able
to make my own plans for fixing military stations in the intermediate parts that are as
yet totally unsettled, so as to enable me by the labour of the troops, to unite the roads
made by the inhabitants,from the civil grants,in those parts where there are nosettlers.
As this is a circumstance in which I am peculiarly interested,from the conviction1 have
that it is ameasure of thegreatest public utility to all His Majesty's North American Colo-
piesallow me to suggest that,at the sane time the attention of the Legislature is direct.
ed to the grant of monies for this purpose, it will be indispensably requisite that every
possible encouragement should be held out to induce Settlers to fix in those spots
which are as yet totally uninhabited ; for it is well established that however well a
road may be nade, if it is through a country where there is but little passage, there is
scarce a chance ofits being kept long open.

SIR,

IV E beg leave to return our thanks to Your Excellency for your Speech at the open-
ing of this Session.

As loyal subjects of His Majesty, we ha*ve the most lively participation in the senti-
ments suggested by Your Excellency, on the extensive importance of the great event
which lias lately taken place, when 1-is Majesty, after a series of achievements by his
Fleets and Armies, the greatest and most glorious that have hitherto adorned the an-
nals of our country, consented to preliminaries for restoring Peace to the World, on
terms which inust leave it impossible, even for his enemies, to doubt the purity of his
views, or the sincerity of his professions, during the whole of a most arduous contest,
in which le had so long been unavoidably engaged.

We also feel the debt of pious acknowlIedgement, which we owe to Heaven, for the
many signal instances of Divine Protection, with which, in the course of the war, we
have been favored ; and especially in the result of those measures by which our ene.

more perfect union of His Majesty's Dominions, and to the greater stability ofhis Go-
vern ment.

Militia, together with sucli other provisional rreasures as may appear to be requisite
for the defence ofthe Province, will claim your attentive consideration.

Among the local provisions which, in tlhis view, have been thought expedient, a law
lias been lately enacted in the neighbou ring Province of Lower Canada, " for the en-
couragement ofpersons who shall apprehend deserters froin His Majesty's regular for-
ces ;" and I recommend to your consideration the xmaking of a similar provision here,
where experience has taught us it is no less requisite.

The revival or continuance of such temporary laws as have been found beneficial,
vill, of course, be also an object of your attention.

Gentlemen of the Assembly,

By the accounts which will be laid before you, it appears that the duties imposed in
the last Session have fallen short of expectation. Many of the public creditors are still
unpaid, and the improvements of the roads have for the most part becn unavoida-
bly deferred. This subject therefore will requireyour particular attention, and the ex-
perience of the evils flowing from a want of punctuality in the payments of the Trea-
sury, will, I hope, incluce you to prevent their recurrence by making efflectual provi-
sion for these cases and for all future appropriations.

Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen of the Assembly,

I feel greatly relieved from the anxieties naturally arising froni the trust commit-
ted to rny care, when I reflect on your loyalty and patriotic zea], being well assured
that we are all actuated by thie saine hope, and ready to devote our lives to secure the
same objects, the welfare of Great Britain andi lier Colonies.

Gentlemen of the Assembly,

The provisions nade for enabling the Treasurer to make immediate payment to the
Public Creditors, will prevent a repetition of the evils complained of ; while the liberal
supplies which you have granted, must, in a short time, satisfy all demands that can
be made on the Treasury.

The establishments for the encouragement and support of Literature, will, I hope,
be productive of the happiest effects, in preparing the rising generation to tread in the
footsteps of their Parents, and enabling them to contend with the foremost, in the
cause of loyalty and in a steady attachment to the British Constitution.

Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen of the Assembly,

The call on the country, by the regulations of the Militia, is of essential importance,
and when those regulations shall be carried into execution by a zealous people, they
will, I doubt not, contribute effectually to our future peace and safety.

I now dismiss you, Gentlemen, from further attendance at present in General As-
sembly ; and recommend it to you to cultivate, among your neighbours, that harmony
and public spirit, without which no country can be, nor indeed deserves to be prosper-
ous.

The Secretary then, by direction of the President, declared the General Assembly
to be prorogued to the first Tuesday in June next.

THE General Assembly having been, by Proclamation, prorogued to this day, the
President came to the Council Chamber, and,the House of Assembly attending, open.
ed the Session by the following Speech

Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen of the Assembly,

HAPPILY for this part of His Majesty's dominions, remote from the bloody scenes
which on the Continent of Europe are still exhibited to the astonished world, we yet

enjoy
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enjoy the blessing of doimestie peace and tranquillity. But during the wliole period,
whicli lias clapsed since I met you last in General Assemblv, lias our Parent Country
been engaged in a continued striggc>le for lier own liberties and those of Europe. In
the course of this eventful war, Great Britain lias achieved the most brilliant victories
by sea, and nearly aunihilated the fleets of lier foes. But althougli her arms have
been successful also on shore, and colonies added to her extensive empire, the in-
dependence of' Continental Europe appears yet insecure, and all prospect of peace
i rcmovedby the restless and unprincipled ambition of lier implacable enemy. The great

exertions and unexampled supplies, requisite to carry on the present contest with vi-
gour in every quarter of the Globe, have not however prevented our most gracious
Sovereign from giving new proofs of liberality and attention to His North American
Colonies. The bounties granted by act of Parliament in favour of our Exports,
the exclusions of fbreign salted provisions from the British West Indies, and the al-
,owanceof a direct trade to Gibraltar, are so many encouragements to the commerce
of this Province, and call for our most grateful thanks. They will, I doubt not, be
followed by suitable endeavours on our part to merit a continuance of His protection.

Gentlemen qf the Assembly,

I have directed the Public Accounts and Estimates to lie laid before you, in full con-
fdence of your rnaking such provisions as the Public Service may bc fbund to require,
in such manner as rnay be most effectual, and at the same time lcast inconvenient to
the people.

T'ie autumn of the year 1801, was ushered in with such premature and severe frosts
as occasioned a great diminution of the crops, and in some parts of the Province the
inhabitants suffered niuch distress througliout the spring and summer following. The
evil appeared too general for the private hand of charity ; I was therefore induced to
avail myself of your usual confidential vote, and endeavoured by a small loan of provi-
sions to the most indigent, to enable them to support their lmilies until the ensuing
barvest. The particuhllr accounts will be laid before you, and the mode adopted will,
I hope, meet with your approbation.

The Impost Dulies of last Session have proved productive, and will be sufficient
to discharge tie Public Debts. As your attention will be called to a renewal of the
.Revenue Law, to supply the exigencies of Government, it is a subject well deserving
your consideration,how fartlie encreasing consumption of Rum,which threatens to ener-
vate the presen t and risinggenerationmay be safely cliecked; and whether it willbe possi-
ble to apply such a duty, as will contribute to this desirable end. High Port Duties en-
crease the temliptation to smuggling, (a practice already too prevalent,) and instead of
lessening' the consumption of the article, only i.njure thefair importer. Perhaps the most
equitable and effectual way to answer the double purpose, would be,to have recourse to
the place of consumption, by rating the retailer of spirituous liquors according to the
(Lantity lie sells. The success attending the interior duty on Malt and Wine in Great
Britain, holds out sufficient encouragement for us to adopt a similar practice. And as
the growing burthen of the poor rates is much augmented by the free use of spirituous
liquors, it may perhaps be thought a real relief to the country, should the prô-

-uce
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duce arising from this source, in each County, be appropriated to the support of its
poor. Taxation will then contribute to guard the morals of society, as well as be the
means of its support.

Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen ofthe J1ssembly,

I have full confidence in your zeal for the prosperity of the Colony, and you may
rely on my cordial assent to any laws, which, on mature déliberation, shall be thought
requisite for the public welfare.

" We shall be ambitious, on all occasions, to justify the confidence which you are
pleased to express in our zeal for the prosperity of the Colony, and to contribute to the
success of your public administration."

"MOST HUMBLY SHEWETH,

"1TiHAT the settlements in the several Counties in this Province are yet almost en-
tirely made on lands fronting on such waters as, in this country, are called Rivers,
Coves, Creeks, and Lakes ; and that the inhabitants have made these Settlements.
under the general idea, prevalent in Nova Scotia, of which this Province was formerly
a part, and in other A merican Colonies, that in all the Rivers and inland waters of the
above description, the right of fislery- was attached to the adjacent soil ; and whoever
obtained a grant of land, considered this right as a part, and often the most valuable
part, of the property granted ; the extent of the grants upon these waters, and the
number of acres granted, having been, in many instances, limited by the value of such
fisheries supposed to be attached thereto.
" That the only place where, after the separation of New-Brunswick from Nova

Scotia, an exception to this rule was thouglit-of, was the City of Saint John ; where it
was obviously proper to consider the Inhabitants, whether holding lots, fronting on the
water or not, as entitled to an equal participation in the benefits to be derived from the
fisheries in the Harbour, so far as these were included within the limits ofthe City ;
and accordingly the exclusive right of fishing within those limits was gnanted to them
collectively by Charter, which was soon after confirmed by act of Assembly. By this
Grant it was the intention of Government to place the citizens, as a body, in the con-
ditiom of an individual grantee oflands fronting on any River, Cove, Creek, or Lake,
in the Province.

"That there happened to be a valuable fishing spot ofsmall extent, in the Parish
Ss of
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of Portland upon the north shore of the said Harbour, in front of lands which had,
inany years before, been granted under the Province of Nova Scotia, and, in order tc
avoid any initerference with the rights of those prior grantees, the bounds of the saiti
City were expressly linited to low water mark on Lhat shore ; the Government thereby
intending to reserve to those prior Grantees the rights of lishery supposed to be attach-
ed to the soil of which they were the proprietors, and which they had occupied and
enjoyed so nany years under the Province of Nova Scotia. But, notwithstanding this
limitation, the citizens at an early period contended for a right ofsetting their nets on
this shore also, which has occasioned the only disputes respecting the rights of fishery
that have existed in the Province.

" That to put an end to these disputes, clauses were inserted in several acts of As-
senbly, passed for regulating the fisheries in general, appointing particular regulations
for the said Harbour of Saint John ; which being found ineffectual for that purpose,
and the inhabitants of other parts of the Province being alarmed, that the rights of the
proprietors of the soli to the fisheries in front of their lands, bordering upon these in.
land waters, should be liable to be called in question in violation of the Faitlh of Gov-
ernment understood to be pledged to them, and without which the settlement of the
country in nany parts of the Province would not have been undertaen, especialily on
the rivers Miramichi and Restigouche in the extensive County of Northunberland, it
at length became an object of serious attention to the Legislature of the Province, to
put an end to ail disputes and further doubt upon the subject. Accordingly, at the
Session of the General Assembly in the year, 1807, a Bill 'to ascertain the Rights of
Fishery,' was passed by the Assembly, and unaninously agreed to by the Conncil, near-
ly in the words of an act of the General Assembly of the Province of Nova Scotia pas.
sed, many years ago, for a similar purpose, and now forming a part of the perpetual
Laws of that Province ; expressly declaring 'that ail and every lis Majesty's sub-
jects owning or lawfully possessing lands, bounded on any River, Cove, Creek or Lake,
in this Province, shoIld have and be deemed to have the sole and exclusive right of
taking fish on, or in front of the shores thereof, under the regulations and restrictions
of any act of Assenbly made or to be made for that purpose ;' saving however, ' the
rights and privileges of the City of Saint John, and of the Freemen and Inhabitants
thereof as already secured by Charter.'

" This Bill, when passed into an Act of the Legislature, was therefore gladly receiv-
ed by the Province in general, and the concern was alike general when the late Presi.
dent's Proclamation announced Your Majesty's Order for suspending the operation of'
this Act, 'until the parties, whose riglits have been stated to be affécted by the said
Act, could be heard, and a determination taken uipon the case.'

" We therefore deern it our duty in behalfof Your Majesty's loyal subjects of this
Province at large, whose interests are conmitted to ouir care, to avail ourselves of this
earliest opportunity we have had, to inake our joint and humble Petition to Your Ma-
jesty, and to pray tiat the Act above-.mentioned, ' tor ascertaining the Rights of Fish.-
ery in this Province,' may be finally ratified, and that Your Majesty's Royal Assent
thereunto may be most graciously had and declared."

" That the foregoing act was repealed by the eighteenth section of a temporary Act,
passed in the thirty-fifth year of His Majesty's Reign, for two years, intituied ' an act
for the more easy and speedy recovery of small debts,' which gave to a Justice of the
Peace j urisdiction of ail actions of DLebt, Detinue, Account, Covenanut, Trespass, and
Trespass oin the Case, wherein the sum due or thing demanded should not exceed the

value of three pounds.
" That the fbregoing Temporary Act was continued by the Act 37, Geo. 8, pass-

ed the 18th February, 1797, for five years.
"Tiat on the jStli February, 1802, the same Temporary Act expired, by which the

foregoing perpetual Act '26, Geo. 8, c. 10, was revived and became in fuil force.
"6 That on the 5th March, 1802, an act was passed,intituled « an act for the easy and

speedy recovery of' Small Debts, and for regulating the proceedings thereon,' by which
it was euacted, ' that ail action.i wherein& the sun or dting fi de>,a>±d shouldi not excee(
ßve pounds, should be heard and determined befbre any one of lis Majesty's Justices
of the Peace in the respective Counties in this Province, and that no other Court
should hold Plea or Jurisdiction of the same.'

"This Act left the foregoing perpetual act of the 26, Geo. 8, c. 10, in full force, ex-
cept in so far as it miglt be virtually repealed by the provisions of this Act of the42,
Geo. 9, as there was no cxpress repeal or mention of it in the same act.

s That this Act of the 42, Geo. 3, was continued by the Act of the 45, Geo. 8, un-
til the first day of thtis instant month of March, when it expired by its own limita-
tion, and left the said Act of 26, Geo. 3, as it still remains, in full force.

" If then the Clerks' Courts ofthe respective Counties, and the City Court of the
City of Saint John, referred to in the act of the 26, Geo. 3, by virtue of their power
and authority to iear and determine all Actions, Cases,anc Causes wiherein the sun or
thiny demanded shoid not exceed the value offorty shillings, had (as the Assenbly
seem to suppose) power to try, besides Causes for the recovery ofdebts only, 'a alloier
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causes usually cognizable before the County Courts in Etigland where the danages are
underforty s/illings,' these Courts being revived by the expiration of the Tetnporary
Acts above mentioned, still retain the same Power and Authority ; which Power and
Authority the Bill now under consideration, as proposed to be amended, in no degree
alters, or in any manner affects.

" By the first section of this Bill, as proposed to be amended, it is provided, 'that
all and every person and persons who now have, or hereafter shall have, any debt or
debts owing unto him, lier, or them, not exceeding five Pounds, shall or May cause the
debtor or debtors to be proceeded against for the recovery of such debt or debts before
aniy one of His Majesty's Justices of the Peace in the several and respective Counties
in this Province,in which such Debtor or Debtors respectively reside or may be fouid.'

" This clause merely gives to the Justices of the Peace a concurrent jurisdiction
with the Clerks' Courts of the Counties, and the City Court of Saint John, in causes
for the recovery of debts not exceeding forty shillings ; and so far as respects the recovery
of debts exceeding forty shillings, and not exceeding five Pounds, à conlcuirrenlt juris.
diction with other Courts ; leaving the authority of all the other Courts established by
law in the Province, exactly as it would be if this Bill should not be enacted ; the Bill
providing in the 11th section, as amended, that, 'in case of the commencement of any
Action or Suit, in any other tian the Justice's Court, for any debt not exceeding five
Founis, and recoverable by virtue of the provisions in the Bill,the Plaintiff by reason
of a Verdict or Judgment in his favor or otherwise,shaIl not have or be entitled to any
Costs wvhatsoever,' and making adequate provision for the defendant's indemnity if the
Verdict or Judgment should be in his favor. Thus leaving to the sùitor, agreeably
to the true principle of the English constitution and laws in such cases, the choice of
the Tribunal before which lie would institute his action.

l 5th. The Council think it not altogether irrelevant ta observe, on this occasion,
that the County Courts, like the Hundred Court and Court Baron, have fallen into
lisuse in England with regard to the trial of Actions therein ; and tlat in the only in-
stance in which the proceedings in those Courts for the trïal of Actions have been até
tempted to be renved by the establishment of a special County Court in the County
of' Middlesex, under the Statuteuf the 23, Geo. 2,'for the easyand speedy recovery of
smal\ Debts in that County, where the debt or damages shall not amount to the sun of
forty s/hllings,' twelve suitors in rotation and the County Clerk are inade the Judges
of the Court ; the times of holding the Court in the several districts of the County are
estalblishled ; it is required 'that the Clerk shall be of the degree of an utter
Barrister of three years standing at the Bar, and be approved by the Lord Chancel-
lor, the Lord Chief Justice of the Court of King's Bench, and. the Lord Chiet
.Justice of the Court of Common Pleas for the time being, or two of them, and
that cach of the Clerk's deputies shall be likewise of the degree of an utter Barrister of
three years standing at the IBar ;' and tha, t is only in cases of actions of Débt, or ac.
tions upon assumpsit to be brought in the superior Courts,against persons within the ju-
risciction of this special County Court, in which the Jury upon the Trial shall find the
damages under forty shillings, that the Plaintiff is not to be entitled to his costs, unless
the Judge shall certify that the freehold or tite to the Pliaintiff's lan'd, Or an Act of
Bankruptcy prircipally came in question.

"Gth.
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"(th. As no new light lias been thrown upon the subject matter of Conference
by the last communications on the part of the Assembly, and nothing is suggested
therein which had not been fully considered by the Council, before their answer to the
objections nade by the Assembly to the proposed amen dments, the Council are coin-
pelled, by a sense of duty, to adhere to the amendment now under consideration, and
lierevith to close the present Conference.

"7th. The Council, nevertheless, still desirous io neet the wishes of the Assembly
in all instances not incompatible with superior dutics, will agree, (in case the Assembly
shall deem it nccessary or proper,) to make the following clause the concluding section
of the Biil now under consideration.

Justice reported a copy of the President's Speech, which was read, as follows

" Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen of the Assembly,

"IN addition to the ordinary provisions for the Public Service, which at this time re-
quire your meeting in General Assembly, I have now again to recommend to your most
serious consideration, the importance of making such arrangements as may be requisite
for our defence against the hostility with which we are threatened.

" If our neighbours did but know their own true interests, it is indeed obvious
that, instead of assuming from time to time a nenacing aspect, they would long since
have made common cause with Great Britain, as the only remaining bulwark against
the progress of that military despotism, which has already desolated the greatest part
of Europe, and continues to threaten the subversion of every independent State with-
in the reach either of open invasion or treacherous delusion. But experience proves
that nations, as well as individuals, may be misled to their own ruin, by the united in-
fluence of prejudice and passion. When therefore we see these combined against us,
we have nothing further to ask, than how may we most effectually prepare for our secu-
rity. By due preparations for resolute defence, we may contribute to prevent that hos-
tility, whicli otherwise our supineness might invite. But if not, to be at ail times so
prepared as not to be taken by surprise, especially in these eventful days, is the first
duty of every people possessing the happy Constitution which we inherit. In this
view of our present situation, I cannot but anticipate your best efforts, not only to give
every legal aid in your power for the more perfect regulation of our Militia,
but also to provide, to the extent of your ability, for defraying a part of the expense
that may be incurred in the defence ofthis Province, while the enormous weight of the
national expense presses so heavily upon the Mother Country. By such a mark
zeal and public spirit, we may justify our confidence in that support, on which in ail
events we must rely.

"I His Majesty's order in Council giving the royal assent and approbation to the act,
passed during the last Session, in addition to the Law for regulating Elections of Re-
presentatives in General Assembly in this Province, has been transnitted to me, and
shall be laid before you.

" Gentlemen of the Assembly,

"<A statement of the public accounts, with such other documents as may be requi.
site for your information, shall be laid before you. You will see that, in the improve-
ments made on the Road from Fredericton to Saint John, an expense of about sixty
pounds lias been incurred, beyond the ainount ·appropriated for that service ; for
which I doubt not your readiness to make provision.

"IN discharging the ordinary duties incumbent upon us in the present Session of the
General Assembly, we feelwith your Honor the importance, while we regret the neces-
sity, ofnaking such arrangements as rnay be requisite for our defence against the hostil-
ity with which we are threatened.

" We are with you convinced that it is obviously the true policy of the American
States, instead of the menacing aspect which they invariably assume, to unite their
most strenuous efforts with those of Great Britain, n.ow left alone, to check the pro-
gress of that military despotism, by which the greatest part of Europe has been already
desolated; and which continues, either by open invasion or treacherous delusion, to
threaten the subversion of every independent State which it is in its powver by these
means. sngly or united to assail. It is indeed to be lamentedi that prejudice and pas-

Xx sion,
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sion, which have been seen sa frequently to mislead individuals to their ruin, havebeen
also found ta render nations blind to a sense of their true interests, until too late to
save themselves from destruction. We find ourselves therefore, when threatened and
surrounded with these dangers, irresistably called upon, agreeably to your recommen-
dation, to make the most effectuai provision in our power for our security. We are
well aware that the hostility which our supineness might invite may be averted by sea-
sonable preparations on our part for a resolute defence. But whatever may be the result
of such prudent forecast, we acknowledge the truth and force of your suggestion, that
the enjoyment of the inestimable blessings of our happy Constitution renders it a pri.
mary object of our duty to be at all times, and more especially at this eventful crisis, in
a situation to repel every attack that can be nade or meditated against us. We beg
leave on this occasion most seriously to assure you, it is not without a well-grounded
confidence that you rely, not only upon our zealous co-operation in rendering our Mi-
litia Laws an efficient system for the purposes contemplated by them, but upon our
ready and cheerful concurrence in such measures as may be adopted, with a view, ina
any degree, ta lessen the enormous weight of the national expense, which presses so
severely upon the Parent State ; being well persuaded, that such conduct, on our part,
is best calculated to secure that support, on which we must eventually rely for our safe-
ty and defence.

" We shall gratefully receive the communication of His Majesty's Order in Council
giving the royal assent and approbation ta the Act, passed during the last Session, in
addition to the Law for regulating Elections of Representatives in General Assem-
bly in this Province.

" It is with conscious pride as British subjects, that we reciprocate with you the sat-
isfaction derived ta us all, amidst the horrors and devastations of a war of unexampled
ambition and usurpation, from the additional laurels with which His Majesty's Arms
have been invariably crowned, and the heroic valor and splendid achievements by
which the national character is sustained and distinguished in every part of the World."

SThe Joint and Humle Address of Bis Majesty's Council and the House of Asembly
of His Majesty's Province of New-Brunswick, in General Assembly convened.

"MAY IT PLEASE YOUR ROYAL IIIGHNESS--

" THE Council and Assembly of His Majesty's Loyal Province of New-Brunswick,
beg leave,with sentiments of the most profound respect, to approach Your Royal High.
ness, upon a subject deeply interesting to the welfare and prosperity of this Province.

"They humbly request permission to state for the consideration of Your Royal
Highness, that this Province, nearly a wilderness at the close of the war in the year
1783, was at that time, in pursuance of an invitation from His Majesty's Government,
resorted to as an Asylum by its present inhabitants ; for the most part His Majesty's
faithful subjects, who, for their loyalty to His Majesty, and attachment to the fBritish
Government, had been compelled to abandon their former places of residence in His
Majesty's Colonies, now forming a part of the United States of 'Anerica, in order to
secure to themselves a continuance of the enjoyinent of the British Constitution and
Laws.

l That in the year 1784, His Majesty was most graciously pleased to erect this
Province, tili then a part of the Province of Nova Scotia, into a separate*government,
and to appoint General Carleton the Governor thereof ; whose Commission and the
Royal Instructions accompanying the same, formed the Constitution, which those in-
habitants considered as a Charter of British Privileges effectually secured to themselves
and their posterity.

" That His Majesty was most graciously pleased, at the same time, to appoint a
Council for this Province, consisting of twelve persons especially selected by His Ma-
jesty for that office, and has been pleased, f'rom time to time, as vacancies have occur-
red, to fill the same by others, in like manner nominated and appointed to that office
by His Majesty's special Mandamus in that behalf, directed to His Majesty's Govern-
ors and Comnanders in Chief of the Province.

" That His Majesty, in and by the said Commission to the first Governor and Com-
mander in Chief of this Province, under the Great Seal of Great Britair, was inost
graciously pleased to ordain and declare, ' That if, upon the death or absence of the
said Governor, there should be no person upon the place, commissionated and ap-
pointed by His Majesty to be the Lieutenant Governor or Commander in Chief of his
said Province, his royal will and pleasure was, that the eldest Councillor who should
be, at the time of the death or absence of the said Governor, residing within his said
Province, should take upon himself the administration of the said Government, and ex-
ecute His Majesty's said Commission and Instructions, and the several Powers and
Authorities therein contained, in the same manner, and to ail intents and purposes, as
any other, His Majesty's Governor or Commander-in.Chief,should orought todo, incase
of the said Governor's absence, until his return, or in ail cases until His Majesty's
further pleasure should be known therein.'

That by the tenor and true meaning of the said Commission, the Inhabitants of
this Province did conceive,that they and their posterity, would continue to be governed

by
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by Persons who should he especially selected, nominated, and appointed by His Ma.
jesty, as entitled to his Royal favour in that behalf, and consequently, to the affection
and confidence of His Majesty's loyal subjects in this Province.

" That upon the appointment of Lord Dorchester to be Governor General and Com.
mander-in-Chief of this and of His Majesty's other British North American Provirnces,
in the year 1786, His Majesty was most graciously pleased, in and by his royal com.
mission, under the Great Seal of Great Britain, to the said Goveinor General, further
to ordain and declare, that, 'as it miglit happen in case of the death, absence, or re-
moval of His Majesty's Lieutenant Governor of the said Province, the succession of
the eldest Councillor to the Administration of the Governient thereof, might not be
for the good of His Majesty's service, and the welfare of His Majesty's said'Province,
Bis Majesty was graciously pleased to authorize and empower the said Governor Gen-
eral in case of such deathi, absence, or removal, if it should appear to him that it would
not be expedient for the eldest Councillor in succession to administer the Government,
to nominate and appoint by a Commission under the Great Seal of Dis Majesty's said
Province of New Brunswick, th.e said Governor General being hinself at the time of
such appointment personally present in the said Province, any Member of Bis Majes.
ty's Council for the said Province, whom the said Governor General should judge.to
be the most proper and fitting to be His Majesty's Lieutenant Governor thereof, until
His Majesty's Royal pleasure thereupon should be known; and that the said Governor
General should transmit to His Majesty, by the first opportunity, through one of His
Majesty's principal Secre2taries of State, his reasons for such appointment ;' thus guard-
ing against any improvident succession to the Administration, even among those who
had been selected by His Majesty as worthy of that confidence in a' regular course of
succession.

That the inhabitants of this Province being thus encouraged by a security in the
enjoyment of the Constitution origin.ally granted to them, in and by lis Majesty's
Royal Commission and Instructions to the Governors thereof; the said Province bas
grown and flourished beyond all former example, and bas become a very valuable ap.
pendage to the British Empire ; being reduced from a wilderness to a state of great .ac.
tuai and progressive cultivation ; being next in point of importance to His Majesty's
Province of Lower Canada, in the supply qf Masts, Spars, and other timber for the
Royal Navy, and for the use of His Majesty's Subjects in Great Britain and Ireland.;
and being, from its various concerns in ship.building,navigation, and the fisheries,no in-
considerable nursery for Seamen.: an object at all times of so great national importance.

" That His Majesty was most graciously pleased, in and by His Royal Instruction in
that behalf given, on the 28th day of Jaiuar-y, 1808, during the absence of General
Carleton, before named, His Majesty's Lieutenant Governor and Commander-in-Chief
of this Province, to nominate a.nd a.ppoint Major General HuIgnter to, b.e the Preside.nt
of the Council of the said Province, and as such to take upon himself the Administra.
tion of the Governîment thereof; which appointm ent has merited and received the gïte-
fui acknowledgenents of His Majesty's loyal Subjects in this Province,expressed. by the
unanimous, voice of their Representatives in General Assembly ;. and fiom.hose con.
tinuance in the Administration ofthis Governient the highest satisfaction woLld be

derived
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derived to the Inhabitants,-from the unifo'r ënxp'erienñewtliey have had of his zeal for
the honour of His Majesty's service, and for the safety and prosperity of the Province.

" But, may it please Your Royal Highness to perinit the Council and Assembly, on
this occasion, with all humility, and with the deepest regret and concern, on behalif of
His Mijesty's loyal and faithful subjects theinhabitants of this Provinde, to expressthe
sense thèy entertain of the consequences which they apprehendmayflnw fronthat
part of the Royal Instruction last mentioned, by which, in the absence of General
H unter, the Officer commandng His Majety's Forces in Mis Province fo- tie time be-
ing, is to succeed him, as President of the, Council, in the Administration of the Go-
vernment; as, from such an arrangement, there may, in the Vicissitudes o nmilitary
service, and the ordinary casualties by death, within very short periods, be a succes-
sion of persons invested with the Administration of this Govetnmedt, altogether un-
known to His.Majesty and His Ministers, and to whom, His Majesty's loyal subjects
in this Province could not, with any degree of confidence, look up, for such an Ad-
ministration of the Government, as they might safely reiy upon, i'n cašë of thëspecial
appointinent of any particular person thereto by His Majesty, or of its devolving upon
any person, nominated and appointed byHis Majesty, as worthy dfscceeding event-
ually thereto, agreeably to the original Constitution of the Government of the Pro-
vince.

'e Impelled by the foregoing considërations, the Counil and Assembly, f1or them-
selves and their fellow subjects,.the inhabitants of this Province, beg leave tolay this
Address at the fèet of Your Royal Highness ; and most h,.rnbly- to pray, that such
part of the Royal Instuctionlast mentioned, as renders the èùccession to the Admin-
istration of this Government precarious and contingent, by limiting the saie, in the
absence ofMajor General Hunter, to the person who may happen to command any
portion of His Majesty's Forces that may from time to: time remain in, he Proyince,
without the approbation of His'Majesty specially had of the person who may thus suc-
ceed thereto, may be revised, and w ch other Instruction given, intead thefef a tà
Your Royal Hfighness in your wisdom shall seem meet."

occasion, is the revision of the Militia Law, with such additions and amendments as
may be requisite, to enable us most effectually to counteract any hostile attempts of
the enemy.

d Gentlemen oftlhe Assembly, t

« Sundry expenses have been necessarily incurred towards the defence of the Pro.
vince, of which a particular account, together with the Treasurer's Accounts, and such
other papers as may be necessary for your information, shall be laid before you ; and I
have the flullest confidence in your zeal and readiness, as far as the means in your
power will enable you, to make provision for the public exigencies. I have thought it
expedient, for the present, to withhold the warrants fbr such of the appropriations for
1toads, and some other services, as had not been drawn from the Treasury previous to
the Declaration of War, excepting in some few instances where the services had been
actually performed, or where they appeared to be indispensably necessary.

" The House do not accede to the amendnent proposed under No. 4, because the
insertion of the words, ' Constable or' after the word 'more' in the opinion of the
HIouse cannot be warranted by the rules of grammar: and for a like reason the House
object to the amendrment propsed under No. 10.

"The House likewise object to the amendment proposed under No. 9, because the
insertion of the words 'proprietor or occupant' in place of the words 'master or mis-
tress,' in many instances might subject an innocent person to the penalty imposed by
the Bill ; as it frequently happens that the proprietor and occupant of a dwelling or
out house are different persons, and the proposed amendment (the words being in the
alternative) would give the prosecutor his option which to proceed against for the Pen-
alty : and for the like reasons the House cannot assent to the amendment proposed
under No. 15.

" The House conceive that the amendments proposed by the Council, under Nos.
11 and 12, are wholly unnecessary; and that the words 'in the night time,' as they
stand in the section of the sentence alluded to by the Council, goverin every subse-
quent member thereof, and that the serise and grammatical construction thereof will
not be improved by the proposed transposition.

" The House object also to the amendments proposed under No. 14, because
they are of opinion that the use of the present tense in the section of the sentence al-
luded to, is warranted by strict rules of grammar, and that adopting the future tense
would weaken the strength and beauty of the language, if not render it incorrect.

" The House cannot adopt the amendment proposed under Nos. 16 and 19, as they
conceive it would be unconstitutional to keep a man, circumstanced as any per.
son may be when apprehended under this Bill, in confinement without bail or main-
prize for the space of thirty days, in order to give time for the production of evidence
which the prosecutor ought to fbe prepared to produce forthwith.

he House object to the amenîdment proposed under No. 17, for similar reasons as
those expressed in their objection to the amendment proposed under No. 14.

'"The House presume the Council will withdraw the amendment proposed under
No. 18, when by a careful perusal of the Bill it will be found that the word ' wken'has
been misread for the word 'where.' " 'he
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" The House cannot assent ta the amendment proposed under No. 20, because the
words, ' all keepers of Gaols,' are the precise words made use of by the Parliament of
Great Britain in the mutiny Act ; a standard the House holds in high estimation, and
ta which they are of opinion they mnay appeal with confidence.

But that the House cannot concur in either of the
other proposed amendnents for the follôwing reasons, to wit:-

l1st. Tavern Keepers appear to be the only description of publicans who are by Law
bound to provide for travellers; and no persons of any other description can sell Spi-
rituousor Strong Liquors of any kind to be drank in their Houses.

" 2d. The fluctuation at this time in the-pricesof provisions,as well as the great differ.
ence in the prices in different parts of the Province, will not in the opinion of the
House admit of the fixing a rate for the neals to be furnished to the Soldier, without
doing injustice either to the Tavern Keeper or the Soldier.

" d. The Hose deem it of the utnost importance at this present crisis, to provide
shelter at all events for the lodging of His Majesty's Troops, and the Militia, when on
a march ; and in most cases it will be necessary to resort to private houses, for the
want of a sufficient number of Taverns.

"4th. If the proposed amendment, as to the description of vessels to be impressed
into the service, for the accommodation of the Troops on their Marci, should be con-
curred in, the object would be defeated, as the House are of opinion that in many cases,
vessels or boats of a smaller burthen than fivé tons, would be the nost useful for the
purpose intended.

" The Committee are directed further to state, that from an ardent desire to despatch
the unfinished business without any delay, that can be possibly avoided, the House
have proceeded to deliberate upon the amendments proposed to the Bill in question,
although they were well aware that such amendments could not be made by the Coun-
cil consistently with the usages of Parliament, without an interference with the pri-
vileges of the House, this being a Bill imposing a burthen upon the.people."

Yet, anxious to avoid at this time all particular discussions ofthat nature, they nerely
disclaimed the imputation, in the hope of finding the [ouse of Assembly alike dispos-
ed to abstain from questions of privilege at ajuncture like the present, and endeavour,
as far as the circurmstatices of the Province would admit, to mçe the wishes of Bis
Honor the President, which can only be prompted by a sincere ambjtion to contribute
every thing in his power, to the safety and wellare of the Colony committed to his Ad-
muinistration.

THE General Assembly having been prorogued to, this day, Hie Honor the Presi-
dent came to the Council Chamber, and, by Message, commauded the attendance of
the House of Assembly; who attended accordingly, and His Honor opened the Ses.

ThW House of Assembly baving retired, and His Hon or having withdraw, h e
Justice reporte. a copy of the President's Speech, which yvas read, as follows

"0 8 i objecta that I have to recommen to your deliberati (aft
whàt
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what concerns the Revenue, and the ordinary exigencies of the Province) are the re-
newal of the Militia Law, the permanent establishment of Schools in the several Coun-
ties for the Instruction of Youth, the opening and amending of the Roads, and the
improveient of the navigation of our principal Rivers.

" I shall not dwell upon the evident importance ofthe establishment ofsuch a Mili-
tia Law, as will enable the Loyalty of the Province to be brought forward in its defence
upon any sudden emergency, however apparently unnecessary it may be to anticipate
such a call in our present state of Peace.

" The great advantages resulting to every Country, from those habits of temperance,
industry and loyalty, in the people at large, which are generaily the result of an early
and well directed education, are so obvious, that I need not press this important sub-
ject on your consideration.

" There are few things which will more essentially contribute to the speedy and
permanent settlement of the Province than the establishment of good Roads ; this
object, therefore, will, I have no doubt, meet with your cordial support. In the mode,
however, hith.to pursued, of appropriating monies for this purpose, there is reason
to apprehend that the sums voted have not been so productive as they might have
been under different arrangements, and I therefore recommend the adopting some ge:
neral plan, which your wisdom and experience will point out, for giving greater effect
to any future grants for this service.

With the establish ment of Roads is intimately connected the improvement of the
navigation of our Rivers, not only as it concerns the general convenience and advan-
tage of the Inhabitants, but also as the means of facilitating and extending the Coin-
merce of the Province.

"Gentlemen of the Assembly,

"The Treasurer's account, and such other documents as maybenecessary fôr your
information, shall be laid before you. By these you will find that the flourishing state
of our Commerce, and the consequent increase of the Revenue, have been such as to
put into your hands ample means of laying a foundation for. great and permanent im-
provements, in points intimately connected with the fkiture prosperity of the Province.

Gentlemen of the Council, and
Gentlemen of t1e Assembly.

" After a contest so long and arduous, so obstinate and sanguinary, as hardly to
have a parallel, a contest in which the nation, to which it is our pride and happiness
to belong, has borne a most distinguished part, Europe at length reposes in a- secure
and honorable Peace.

"D Iuring the continuance of our long warfare, the successes of the Enemy have at
times been such as to excite the most serions apprehensions ; but a final stroke was
given to his illegitimate power in the great and mighty battle of WATanLoo-a Battle
fought by our matchless HERio,the DuKE of WELLINGTON, and in. which most sanguin-
ary contest, the bravery and discipline of the Arny under his command, were eminent-

In so laudable an exertion of patriotisim, I
trust this loyal Province will not be surpassed by any part of the King's dominions.

" I sincerely congratulate you upon the increasing prosperity of the Province,
which, while other Countries have been groaning under the distresses incident ta war,
bas been wholly exempted from any one of those calanities ; and when we consider
that, under the favor of DIVINE PROVIDENCE, it is to the British Constitution that we
are principally indebted for the many advantages we now possess, it -must confirm our
steady and zealous attacliment ta that Sovereign, and that Country, whidh has extend-
ed to this Colony, a Constitution so nearly resembling the pre-eminent original."

1 That the Council conceived the limitation, in the amendment to the second sec-
tion of the Bill, of the surn to be assessed upon any one person for one year, to a sum
notexceeding five pounds,to be merely declaratoryot what was tacitly implied in the con-
comitant provisions in the same section of the'Bill; because the Council could not
suppose it to have been the intention of the House, in an indirect, and what the Coun.
cil conceived would have been an improper manner, to enlarge the jurisdiction of the
City Court of the City of Saint John to an indefinite extent; and because it has
been, as the Council believe, the invariable practice in all Acts of Assembly au-
thorizing an assessment of any tax upon the inhabitants in any part of the Province, in
some manner to limit the amount of the sum to be raised under and by virtue of any
such acts; and could it have been the intention of the House, either in this indirect
nanner to enlarge thejurisdiction of the City Court, or to leave the suin to be assessed
upon that portion of the inhabitants ofthe City, in this regard contemplatedin the Bill,
without any limitation or controul, it would have been, in the opinion of the Council,
a ground that would render it their duty altogether to reject the Bill.

" That witl regard to that part of the amendment which provides for the excess in
that behalf mentioned, by what the House are pleased to call a tax upon the funds of
the Corporation of the City, the Council conceived that consistently with the grounds
set forth in the Petition ofthe Common Council of the City to the several Branches of
the Legislature, upon which the Bill in question was founded, this part of the amend-
inent merely explained rather than provided, the obvious means to be resorted to for
such excess. The Council, however, have no objection to the striking out of this part
of the amendment, if the House should continue to think it ofany importance.

" That with regard to the amendment restraining the existence of the Act to four
years, the Council direct it to be distinctly stated, that in all cases, where the nature of
the provisions in any Bill appears to them to be such as torequire the test ofsome ex-
perience, before they become the subject of perpetual law, of which nature they con-
ceive the provisions in the Bill in question to be, they shall feel it to be their indispen-
sable duty to annex a clause providing such test; nor do they conceive that in so doing
they infringe any. of the privileges of the House. Be this, however, as it may, the
Council have an undoubted right to reject any Bill that they may deem it inexpedient
to pass. In the present instance, they conceived the Bill to be of too great import-
ance to be rejected on the ground of this, or of any of the other objects of anendment,
without disclosing to the House the nature of their objections to it."

If therefore the House should continue to be of opinion that
any Bill for the purposes contemplated in the present, must contain a clause similar to
that now under consideration, unqualified with the proposed amendment, the Council
fear that all efforts to relieve the Province from the difficulties experienced under the
existing Law will prove unavailable and fruitless, a result which the Council would
most deeply lament. The amendments to the second, and consequently to the
eleventh section of the Bill,are founded upon a different principle, namely, that property
while it remfains altogether unimproved and unproductive, is not in anyjust or equitable
view of the subject a proper object of taxation. The Council, however, most sincerely
desirous that this Bill should not be lost, are willing to submit to its operation in this
regard, during the short period for which it is passed; being persuaded that upon a more
deliberate view of the subject, and the lessons that will be in the mean time suggested
by experience, a similar provision will not on any future occasion be contended for.

c By following the route proposed by these amendments, the distance from Freder-

icton to the bridge at Pennington's Stream, is shorter by at least five miles, tlan by
Kelly's, and the ground from the Mactequack to the bridge is very good, and entirely
free from hills; and thedistance is but littie more than seven miles, ofwhich rather more
thani five miles are at present unsettled. But as the road will .beso wellprotected in the
winter, both from the drifts ofsnow and the cold winds, it cannot but be considered as
a great advantage; for when it is once well broken it will continue passable the
wliole winter, and will enable those living in the vicinity of the bridge, and also
all travellers coining from above, particularly those with loaded sleds, to get to Freder-
icton several weeks sooner than they could by crossing at Kelly's ; as the river near
Cunningham's seldom freezes over, so as to be travelled upon with safety, till after
Christmas. As this road is shorter, and would be so well sheltered in the winter, there
is great reason also to suppose, that it would in a great measure supersede the travel-
ling on the river from Pennington's by Cunniingham's, to the Mactequack, as there are
several rapids in that distance, which not only render the travelling on it insecure, but
sometimes occasion such large bodies of ice to be thrown up in places, as to make it im-
passable till late in the winter. There is also good reason for the opinion, that, both
trom the nature.of the ground and distance, a road could be made to the bridge by
this route for less than haif what it would cost if carried byKelly's.

dBy the route by Kelly's the distance, as stated above, is increased not less than
five miles, and there are several' high hills, over which it will be impossible to make a
road where loaded waggons-orsleds can travel witli any tolerable ease, unless at a ve-
ry great expense; aid roadsthus made in this country, on the sides of such higlih ils,
beside the disadvantage ofincreasing the distance by windinyg up their sides, are always
liable to gully by the lIreavy rains in the spring and fail, and in the winter to be often ren-

dered
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dered dangerous, if not impassable, by the glare ice. After crossing froni Kelly's
which will be attended with more difficulty, particularly wlien the river is higli, thas
at the Mactequack,the long high hill at Cunningham's must be ascended, after whici.
there are several deep ravines between that hill and the bridge at Pennington's. The
road here is principally over cleared land, and consequently becomes, after one or two
leavy drifts of snow, very nearly, if not altogether impassable; whereas the road to
the Mactequack being well protected, would remain good the whole winter.

" By re-crossing the river higher up than Wolverton's, as mentoned above,
there is good Iigh ground to the place of crossing, and then slack water for the ferry
boat. The rapid water, in crossing to Mr. Fraser's lower farm, would be thus avoided,
as aiso the low grounds on that side of the river. But what is still of far greater im-
portance, the great inconvenience and diffliculty of crossing the Meductienicick in the
sprng, and after heavy ramin, when it becomes very rapid, would by the route propos-
ed be entirely removed."

Jhnendments at K
" It would be highly advantageous, not only to the publicat large, but also to the set-

tiers on the Nashwack, that the road fiom Moncton should be carried so far fron the
creek that the hills and the side bill road to Weade's may be avoided, which would
enable the inhabitants to bring down their hay and other heavy articles to Fredericton
with ease and convenience. It wouild also be highly beneficial to leave the road above
Weade's open to the discretion of the supervisor, to make such alterations as lie might
find to be advantageous, as the present road is not only highly inconvenient, but often
absolutely dangerous fron the glare ice occasioned by the water from the mountain."

His lonor then closed the Session by the following Speech to both Iouses

9 Gentlemen of the Council, and
c Gentlemen of the Assembly,

"H AVING given assent to the several Bills which have been passed by you this
Session, it only remains for me to offer my best wishes, that the success of the measures
provided for, may equal our most sanguine expectations.

"Your laborious exertions, through a long session, to enact salutary Laws, and your
liberal grants for the encouragement of zeal and industry, throughout all classes of the
community, merit the warmest gratitude from the public at large ; and I cannot refrain
froin expressing the satisfaction I feel in having been so fortunate as to suggest mea-
sures for your deliteration, which have been thought worthy of occupying a large pro-
portion of your attention."

The Chief Justice then, by the President's command, declared the General Assem-
bly to be prorogued to the second Tuesday in June next.
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
