T
HE Canadian War Memorials constitute unquestionably the most complete artistic record of any country’s share in the great war, 

and the most significant manifestation of artistic activity during this period.

In organizing the scheme, the Committee throughout endeavoured to to equal justice to the claims of history and of art. 
Historical accuracy has been secured by the timely despatch of a band of distinguished artists to the fighting front, at a period of the 
war when the issue was still in the balance, and when the opinion was generally held that art should stand back until the war was 
won—as though experience had not proved again and again the worthlessness of “posthumous” war pictures I To ensure artistic 
success the Committee worked out a schedule of subjects embracing every sphere of Canadian war preparation and war activity, at 
home and abroad, on land, on water, and in the air, exemplified by typical scenes, each one being entrusted to the artist whose past 
achievement pointed most clearly to his ability to do full justice to his task. These artists were selected in the most catholic spirit, 
to represent every school and group, from the most academic and traditional to the most revolutionary and advanced, so that the 
collection of large decorative paintings, which form the nucleus of the war memorials, should give a fair picture of the artistic conditions 
which prevailed at the most momentous epoch of the world's history.

Moreover—and in this respect the Canadian War Memorials stand alone among modern ventures of this kind—this series of 
decorative panels was thought out in connection with an architectural scheme which is to form a suitable and imposing framework for 
the pictures, so that they will present themselves as an impressive ensemble in orderly sequence. The memorial, when complete, is to 
have more in common with the Pantheon in Paris, than with the ordinary round of fatiguing and bewildering picture galleries.

Around this nucleus of vast decorative panels has been built up a comprehensive collection of mino; paintings, drawings and 
engravings of war subjects, portraits of generals, statesmen and Canadian V.C.’s, works of sculpture, and a historical section of early 
English paintings and engravings, directly connected with Canadian history.

While the Committee have made a point of employing as many Canadian artists as possible—a considerable portion of the 
funds have been placed at the disposal of Sir Edmund Walker for the purpose of commissioning works from artists living in the 
Dominion they were determined to avoid giving the Memorial a parochial character, and did not hesitate to distribute commissions 
also to artists of non-Canadian birth. It is hoped that the result will be found fully to justify their policy.

How National Development Has Been Assisted 
By Railroad

Th* Gram/ Trunk hat sixty-seven years of public service to its credit. It ie 
not only Canada's pioneer railway, but eland* prominent omontt Ike pioneer 
railway* of America. It link* up the principal cities of Canada and connect* 
them in turn with many of tha great producing centre* of the United State*. 
With the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway it serves more than II , of Canada'* 
urban population grouped in the principal citie*. No railway In the world 
operate* tuch a length of continuous double track as doe* the Grand Trunk 
in it* main line from Montreal to Chicago. In the Province of Ontario alone 
the company ha* 3,000 mile* of railway.

The celebration* at Montreal thi* year in honor of Sir George Ettienne 
Cartier, at which Hi* Royal Highnen The Prince of Wale* will be prêtent, 
recall the fact that the di*tingui*hed Father of Confederation pretented to 
the Canadian Legislature the act to incorporate the Grand Trunk Railway. 
"I am prouder of that than any other action of my life", taid Cartier, adding 
that the line wa* "the greatest beneht that had ever been conferred upon the

Invettor* in England supplied the large amount of capital necessary for the 
construction of thi* pioneer railroad, and in ipite of untoneen difhcultie* the 
Grand Trunk steadily persevered in the task it had undertaken, year by year 
extending it* lines, developing it* facilitie* and improving it* service. The 
benefit* to the national welfare of Canada which have followed as the result 
of the creation of the Grand Trunk Railway eland out very clearly when the 
history of the first half century of the Dominion's progress is esamined. M 
single force, it has been declared, more powerfully contributed to the growth 
of Canada along rational lines. The immigration movement which has 
peopled the territories of the Dominion was cradled by the Grand Trunk, 
which supplied the first means of reaching by rail the Northwest from Quebec, 
Montreal and Portland. The building of the road stimulated trade of all 
descriptions, large espenditures of capital being made and thousands of men 
employed. New towns were established where hitherto there had been only 
forests of oak and hardwood.

To day, after more than sixty years of public service the Grand Trunk con­
tinues to render the service which the growing needs of the country demand 
as Canada takes her place among the mighty nations of the earth.
