PASS HIM ON.

Let Englishmen Read This and send Mark-
ed Papers where they will do most
good.

The following Boston despatch, dated
6th inst. is worthy of note by Eng-
lishmen ih'Canada and at home. *“The
new movement looking to the political
union of the United States and Canada
represented by Lt. E. A. Macdonald,
of Toronto, who is at present on a visit
to this city, received a substantial en-
dorsement at a meeting of “ Boston
business men held to-day. J:"A. Lane,
president of the Boston

Association, presided, and President

| Jerome Jones, of the Associated board

of Trade; President Burnham, of
the Boston Chamber of Commerce;

Collector A. W. Beard and other pro

minent men were present. Lt. Mac

donald made an address and outlined
his plan of campaign, stating that poli
tical union was not only possible but
inevitable and that the people of Can
|ada are ripe for the change. All the
| speakers expressed themselves as in

favor of the movement from a business |

ist:lmllminl and willing to assist indiv-
ually.”

As such a statement if allowed to
pass uncontradicted might find cred-
enceamong English readers, here and in
the old country who are not acquaint-
ed with Mr, Macdonald, we
well say at once that the above is pure
nonsense.  Lt. Macdonald cannot name
a dozen influential men in Canada who
favor annexation to the States. If
Boston men are credulous enough to
hand over their money to Lt.  Mac-
donald of .\ Toronto, for his * pelitical
campaign” in Canada, that is their own
business, and they will have on one to
blame but thémselves if they are in
due course somry for it.

Mr.. Macdonald is running on his re-
putation; having contested the Toronto
mayoralty and made a good run. Bos-
ton men gcannot be supposed to be
aware of how he came to run, and
what followed. . Mr. Clarke had been
mayor for three terms and insisted on
entering for a fourth. There was great
dissatisfaction with him and the rate-
payers only wanted a fairly decent
man to step forward to run him in by
an  overwhelming - majority. - Mae-
donald was smart enough to take ad-
vatage of the situation and have him-
self selected as a candidate before any
really strong man could be induced to
step into the breach. Nobody knew
anything particularly bad against him,
unless, it might be some yarns in con-
nection with his wearing of the blue
ribbon, and as he had not announced
himself as an annexationist and the
public had not heard®of him in that in-
teresting role, he was taken up. and
adopted as the people’s candidate and
in the result actually polled some 4,000
votes. This at opce raised him into
prominence and he blossomed out as an
annexationist, started an annexation
sheet which lingered a few weeks and
died, and ran for the local legislature.

It had soon become well known that
the man was either in the pay or was
willing to do the work in Canada of
the Washington bosses who are trying
to manufacture an annexation senti-
ment in this country. He went to the
polls. The other candidates polled
some 4,000 and 5,000 votes each. He re-
ceived 176. That was the end of Mac-
donald’s public career in Canada. He
turns naturally to the States for money
and help. Furnished with these he will
again flourish among us as long as the
money last, and will then sink out of
sight forever.

Let no Boston man or New England-
er, or any of the Washington bosses,
or any Englishman, he deceived into
thinking Mr. Macdonald a person of
any consequence in Canada.  The
moment he posed openly as an annex-
ationist his paper went down like a
stone, and he was dropped at the polls
like a hot potato. He can never ap-
pear in Canadian life again, except as
the pensioner of foreigners and doing
their dirty work in this country.

Since the above was written, we learn
that Hon. Mackenzie Bowell, Minister
of Militia, has ordered Lt. Macdonald’s
name removed from the active militia
list of Canada.

Gen. Menotti Garibaldi, the son of
the historic Garibaldi, recently brought
his three sons to the Methodists in
Rome to have them educated in their
schools. He declared that he was
neither Catholic nor Protestant, but
that he had seen the fruits of Protest-

Lord Tennyson, England’s Poet Laur-
eate, died after a lingering illness at

1.15 on the morning of the 6th inst.

COMMENTS ON THE DEPARTED PORT,

Among the comments that the death
of the poet laureate has drawn forth,
none appear to us more worthy of no-
tice than that which appeared in the
Ottawa Evening Journal of the 6th
inst. It was as follows :

It was announced years ago that
room remained in Westminister Abbey,
shrine of the British race, for but two
more interments, It was known that
these would be of the two greatest
Englishmen, Tennyson and Gladstone,

They were nearly the age,
Tennyson being  four months and
twenty days the elder. Through life
they remained abreast. At Cambridge
Tennyson graduated in 1829 taking the
chancellor’s medal for a poem on the
unpromising theme Timbuctoo; at Ox-
ford, Gladstone graduated a year later
taking double first class honors. Glad-
stone early won political success, but
first became really prominent when he
was made vice-president of the Board
of Trade and a member of the Privy
Conncil under Sir Robert Peel in 1841;
in 1842 Tennyson became famous by
the publication of Locksley Hall. In
1850 the poet attained almost his
greatest hight with In Memoriam, and
succeeded Wordsworth as poet laure-
ate; in the succeeding year Gladstone
took one of the most important steps
of his life by leaving the Conservative
party, to which he had belonged, and
in the following year became Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer in a coalition
ministry. From this, Gladstone was
fighting political battles.of growing
importanee until in 1868 he first became
prime _ininister; while Tennyson was
publishing his great poems, Maud, The
Idylls of the King, Enoch -Arden, and
The Holy. Grail. .. Both reached to-
gether the highest niches. in Britain's
temple of fame, and both remained
unapproached.. Well worthy are they
of the last two graves in the place
where lie England’s greatest sons of
eight hundred years.

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Progress of the Propesed Periodic Festival
of English Speaking Eaces.

We transfer to our columns an inter-
esting notice in the Winnipeg Free
Press of the suggested Ango-Saxon
Olympiad :

That the proposal to establish'a peri-
odic festival for the' English speaking
races is” finding favor, and so making
progress in the popular mind, says éur
contemporary, ‘we néed no stronger evi-
dence than the fact that it has got into
the Nineteenth Century and is ‘made
the subject of eight or nine pages of in-
teresting reading. The suggestion or-
iginated with Mr. J. Astley Cooper now
about a yeariago, and it is he who is
telling through the Nineteenth how it
has been received and what is likely to
come of it,

An outline of the scheme may be
given in a few words. It is proposed
to establish a festival, at such regular
intervals as may be thought most ex-
pedient, consisting of competitions in
‘\th]vtlu mdustx)‘ art and literature,
among ~the B n;,rh~h -speaking peoples,:
and with “special reference to athletics
to make an honest effort to raise their
standard. This was given the world
through the Tondon Times several
months ago by Mr. Cooper,” without,
however, venturing on any details,
Since that time the suggestionhas been
commended in' all'quarters of the world
and by all sorts of people, naturally to
the great gratification of the author of
it. Mr. Froude was éarly to the front
to give it his benediction, and since
that time Mr. Cooper has been assured
of sympathy and support by the Vice-
roy of India and the Gevernors of
Madras and Bombay in that quarter;
by an ex-Premier and others promin-
ent in the educational, political and
sporting worlds of Australia; by Uni-
versity and college professors as well
as a host of othersin the United States;
by men eminent in all walks of life at
home; but, so far as we can discover in
the article, by no one'in Canada, dis-
tinguished or otherwise.

It is not intended as a moon - to -the
planet of Imperial federation, political
or commercial, as we see in the invita-
tion to the United States to' take part;
although ifs ‘influence;” ’should - the
gcheme prove a success, will be towards
drawing more elosely the bond of union
between the different’ portions of the
Empire, as well as promoting more
friendly relations between these and
the United States, Mr. Cooper has
found the desire to include -the latter
country in the scheme to be universal
and emphatic.

The athletic feature of it has proved
the most popular, perhaps because it
is the most intelligible or practicable.
Anyone can- comprehend how there
may be competition in games, but to
elaborate a scheme by which the rep-
resentatives of different countries have
to compete in purely ‘intellectual exer-
cises is not so easy. It has been sug-
gested that the athletic feature betak-
en up first, and ‘the periodical' gather-
ing once established it 'would’ then 'be
found capable of the' extension degired.
No- part of the scheme; however, has
yet been given shape. ‘But it'is inter-
esting to know that/Mr. Cooper, with
the assistance of many willing hands
ia England and elsewhere, is industri-
ously engaged in working it out. It is
hoped it will not prove so full of diffi-
culties as the large and more serious
scheme of Tmperial *federation. It
would be pleasant to realize the dream
of the master of Harrow, who says
that the “proposed English-speaking
festival may prove to be the Olympian
Games of a larger world than the
Greek.”

Australian Federation.

#n view:of the delay which mustfake
place before any workable scheme of
intercolonial federation ecan be carried
into practical effect; it has been pro-
posed to the several colonies represent-

ed on the Federal Counicilof Australa-

sia that additional ~weight should-be
given to the deliberasionsof that body
by increasing the nunmber of the repre-
sentatives of ‘each colomy. ' {This pro-
posal has now been formally assented
to by the Governments of South Aus-
tralia and Tasmania.  -The Premier.of
the latter coloney has written urging
the other colonies concerned to jpass
bills increasing the number of repre-
sentatives tofive in each case. It might
then be possible, he points out, to.get
an Enabling Bill passed by the Imperi-
al Parliament at an early period of the
ensuing session, not, however, in time
to permit of the mew arrangement
coming into force prior to the next
meeting of the Council, should it be
held, as proposed, in January next.
The Premier of Queensland says that,
while not objecting in principle to the
scheme, he thinks such a course would
prove disastrous if adepted before the
New South Wales Legislature had
dealt with thé federation question.

Labor ' Conciliation in ‘Néw Zealand,

The New Zealand House of Repre-
sentatives has passed the Government
bill establishing Courts of Conciliation
for labour disputes, in a somewhat
modified form. Government railway
servants are included in the operation
of the bill, but it does not apply to any
other class of civil servants or non-un-
ionists. Arbitration is made compul
sory, and every Court of Conciliation
convened under the bill must be pre-
sided over by a Judge of the Supreme
Court.

Imperial Decimal Union.

The Victorian Assembly has adopted
Mr. Campbell’s motion favouring a uni-
versal or ITmperial union for the intro-
duetion of the decimal system in
money, weights, and measures.

South Australian Finances.

Mr. Holder; the Premier and Colonial
Treasurer of South Astralia, in a sup-
plementary budget statement, shows
that. there is a deficit of £800,000.. A
sumy of £000,000.is required for public
works, but it will not be necessary to
have borrowed the full amount. The
harvest prospects have improved.

WHEAT GROWING IN ENGLAND.
A Suggestion that Farmers be Protected or
Helped with a Bonus.

Mr. O. F. Dowsett. writing to a Lon-
don paper referring to agricultural ar-
ticles througliout the English Press
as having lately been of a rather hope-
less character, quotes various authori-
ties to prove that the soil of Euogland
ought to produce more than it does.
He adds:—*1f wheat growing were ab-
andoned in this country,:. or very
greatly reduced from what even it is at
present, and we were involved in a
great war and had no home supply of
wheat and were cut. off from foreign
gupplies we should be without bread.
The Government pays a large sum an-
nually as asubsidy tosome of the great
steamship companies, so that in time

of war it could use their steamers as
cruisers, &c. Thus an annual price is
paid amounting to a very large sum in
the aggregate to aid protection to the
country in time of war.

ormous prices paid for them, out of all
proportion in value to the community
when considered in relation to an
equal outlay on landed estates.

Plenty of Land at $2.50 an Acre.

In reply to a letter of enquiry as to

the vacant lands awaiting»settlement
Longlaketon, Assiniboia, the
ANGLO-SAXON has received an interest-
ing statement from Mr. James Russell, {
the postmaster at that place. From
this it appears tha{ there is a good deal
of vacant land in this district ready to
be taken up by settlers.

The price of these lands is very low
compared with lands of similar gquality
anywhere in the States or in the more
eastern parts of British Northwestern
America, being only $2.50 an acre.

Tt should be noted that there is plenty
of free homestead land to be had
throughout the couutry, with the great
advantage of being easily acc agsible,
being close- to a railway. Lumsden
station, on the Prince Albert Branch
of the OCanadian Pacific Railway, is only
11 miles distant.

As to the fur‘min;.i capabilities of this
part of the British Northwest, the yield
of sound, good wheat, averaged over
say the pastsix years, in all parts where
farms have been started around Long-
laketon, is 18 bushels, of oats 30 bushels,
of barley 40 bushels, of potatoes 200
bushels.

In this country thereis no frost what-
ever before about the 25th of August,
or, generally speaking, the first of Sep-
tember. This year there was no frost
before the 11th of September, and it did
no damage. There was none to hurt
corn before the 20th of September.
This country cannot therefore be said
to be subject to greater misfortune from
sudden drops in the temperature than
England is from hard weather, nor so
much, take one year with the other,
and allowing the outside margin for
any occasional damage from low tem-
perature, the average product of good,
sound ripe grain is many bushels to the
acre higher than in Iowa, Illinois, In-
diana, Wisconsin and other Western
States.

Men Wanted Badly.

Mr. W. R. Grundy, of the real estate
firm of Chambers, Grundy & Co., Winni-
peg, has returned to that city from the
south after an absence of three weeks.
Among the places visited were Grand
Forks, Fargo, St. Paul and Minneapolis.
He was a delegate to the reciprocity
conference held at Grand Forks. and
spent a few days driving over the coun-
try for some miles north of that city,
one of the most favorite sections in
the Red River Valley.

The prairie is undulating and covered
with beautiful bluffs. The latter are
interspersed at intervals with many
fertile farms, covered, at this season,
with countless numbers of stacks of
grain, Herds of cattle and droves of
sheep have replaced the buffalo, giving
evidence that settlers are fast realizing
the importance of mixed farming. The
Leland House and two other hotels
cater to the needs of the farmers who
market their grain at this point. There
are two large elevators’at the station.
The principle featuref'of the - place,
however, is the lnﬂgllif{c(‘llt roller mill
of Leitch Bros., with a grinding cap-
acity of 250 barrels a day. This is one
of the finest mills outside of Winni-
peg in the province, and has every
modern appliance. There is a grain
elevator adjoining the mill having a
capacity for 35,000 bushels of wheat,
and another warehouse that will store
an aditional 25,000 bushels. Already
from 40 to 50 teams per day can be seen
selling or storing wheat at the eleva-
tors. This average will keep up for
the next three months, during which

time some
500,000 BUSHELS

of wheat will be marketed. There are
a number of fine stores in the village,
Mr. E. Dickson, M. P. P. for Lans-
downe, being one of the leading mer-
chants. One is forcibly impressed in
watching the farmers drive into town
with the fine horses they own. The
writer of this sketch was treated to a
drive some five mile§ north to the
Assiniboine valley behind as fine a
pair of throughbred horses as ever trod
turf. The Messrs. Leitch settled at Oak
Lake in 1887, and success has rewarded
their enterprise. Their fine establish-
ment is a boon to the Oak Lake country
and a credit to the province Man-
itoba.

The scenery is very picturesque at
the valley of the Assiniboine to the
north as well as around Oak Lake,

CHAPTER VIIIL

The Armada—1588. =

i, After the events recorded in previous

 chapters the civil wars in England were
followed by a rapid development of the
nation’s power at sea, resulting in the
time of Queen Elizabeth in a series of
brilliant. naval operations under Sir
Francis Drake which will ever live in
history. After the colonization of Vir-
ginia by Sir Walter Raleigh, Elizabeth
concluded a treaty of friendship with
the Netherlands which at once involv-
ed England as the ally of the *“United
Provinces” in war with Spain, and
eventually led to the decision of King
Philip II, the most bigoted monarch of
his day, to invade ‘England with the
the most formidable maval force the
world had ever seen, and utterly root
out Protestantism from.the only land
where: it found .a protector strong
enough to shield it from Catholic ag-
gression. He formed his design in 1570
and: contioned his preparations till
1688, by which time his fleet. was so
formidable that the eomplete annihila-
tion of England’s power was believed to
be certain, and no doubt on the sub-
ject possible. The vessels were contri-
buted by Spain, Portugal and Italy and
numbered 132, and with them were
21,666 soldiers. In reserve, ready to
follow immediately on a landing being
effected, were other divisions of ships
to convey 5000 men each in rapid suc-
cession to the doomed land.. When the
Armada set sail, the English had only
36 ships of the navy at home ready to
put to sea, but by pressing a large
number of merchant vessels into the
service, 191 ships were hurriedly fitted
out, - the total = tonnage ‘however
being only 31,986 against 58,040 tons of
the . Armada. Resistance seemed al-
most hopeless. . The disparity of guns
and men was even greater than of the
tonmage.

On July 12, the ‘Armada put 1o sea,
apd on the way was  joined by 8 more
powerful vessels of war. Lord Howard
of Effingham, commanded the English
fleet, with Sir Francis Drake, Sir John
Hawkins and Sir Martin Frobisher, as
vice-admirals, The English fléet was
waiting for news in Plymouth sound
when on July 19, the alarm was given
that the vanguard of the Spaniards
was heading from the French coast
direct for the shores of England. On
Sunday, July 21, the two fleets came
together, when six miles westward of
the Eddystone, Lord Howard, at
nine o’clock, sent forward a pinnace
named the Deflance, ‘‘to denounce
war,” by a discharge of all her guns—a
demonstration which he immediately
seconded by the fire of his own ship,
the Ark Royal, which opened a furious
cannonade on the ship of Don Alphon-
8o de Leva, which from its size he sup-
posed ta be that of the Spanish admiral,
Shortening sail, he poured a terrible
fire into her, and would have destroy~
ed her had she not been rescued by
several other vessels closing in.

Now Drake, Hawkins, and Frobish-
er vigorously engaged the enemy’s
sternmost ship, under the Captain-Gen-
eral, Don Juan, the Marquis de Recald-
ez, who was on board one of the Por-
tuguese galleons, and did all that a
braye man could do to keep his squad-
ron together ; but, in spite of all his
efforts, sosternly was he attacked, that
they were driven among the main body
.of the fleet, while his own vessel was
80 battered in the hull by shot that she
became quite unserviceable.

The Spanish fleet being somewhat
scattered now, the Duke of Medina
‘signalled for the ships to close, and,
hoisting more sail, sought to hold on
his course towards Calais; and now
the battle took the form.of a running
fight.

in this movement, a great galleen;
cemmanded by Don Pedro Valdez, bé-
ing seriously battered in her hull and
wrecked aloft, fell foul of another ship,
and, was so disabled that she was left
astern by the rest, just as night was
coming on, and the sea running high.

Don Pedro, on learning that his im-
mediate opponent was Drake, whose
name was a terror to the Spaniards,
yielded at once, and his ship was sent
into Plymouth, Drake dividing among
his own crew 55,000 golden ducats
whieh he found on board of her.

That night the Spanish fleet bore on
by the Start, and next morning they
were seen far to the leeward ; and Si¥
Francis Drake, with his ships, did not
rejoin the admiral until evening, as he
had pursued the enemy within “‘culver-
in-shot ” till daybreak.

The whole of .this day was spent by
the duke in repairing damages, and

After a calm night—the wind being
pnortherly—on the following morning
the Spaniards tacked, and bore down
upon -the English; who also tacked,
and stood westward. After several at-
temps to gain the weather-gage,
another battle ensued.

The Spaniards at first bore down
under a press of sail, as if they meant
to board the English ; but seeing that
the Ark, the Nonpareil, the Elizabeth
Jonas, the Victory, and others, were
prepared to meet them, they were con-
tent to drop astern of the second-nam-

ed ship.
In the meantime, the Triumph, Mer-
chant-Royal, - Oenturion, * ‘Margaret,

John, Mary Rose, and Golden Lion,
being far to leeward, and ‘separated
from the rest of the fleet, were borne
down' upon by the great galeases of
Naples, and a fierce conflict ensued for
an hour and a half, till the Neapolitans
sheered off, when a change of wind to
the south west enabled a squadron of
English ships to attack the western
flank of the Spanish fleet with such
fury that they were all compelled to
give way; and so, till the sun began to
set, the desultory and running fight
went on.[) Wherever the firing was
hottest, Lord Howard’s ship was seén.
In this day’s strife a great ship of Vin-
ice and many smaller were taken; and
the Mayflower. a merchantman of Lon-
don, behaved bravely, ‘“‘like a man-of-
war,”

On the 28th the Lord Admiral resort-
ed to a means of destruction hitherto
fotally unknown in naval warfare—fire
ships. ' Selecting eight of the: worst
craft in his fle fleet, he bestowed on them
genty “of pitch, tar, resin, n, brimstone,
and everything that was inflammable.
Thair cannon he had loaded with bull-
’ets, chains, iron bars, anfl other mis-
Siles of ‘destruction. ~ Thus egulppefl
with all their ca.nvas set, he sent them
before the wind and Witk The tide,
about two hours 'before midnight,
under the command of two' captains
named Prowse and Young, right into
the heart of the Spanish fleet. On
coming within a certain distance, they
lashed the helms, set fire to the trains,
dropped into their boats, 'and with-
drew.

All was now confusion and precipita-
tion, and another large galledn, hav-
ing had her rudder unshipped, was
tossed about till she was stranded on
the rocks of Calais, where she was
taken by Sir Ampyas Preston, in the
Admiral’s long-boat, accompanied by
other boats manned by 100 seamen.
He flag was not hauled down without
a bloody scuffle, in which her captain,
Don Hugo de Moncada, wa8 shot
throtigh the 'head, ‘and 400 of ‘her sold-
iiérs and rowers drowped or-put to the
:sword. - After 800 galley-slaves' and
80,000 diicats had been taken out of her,
gHe whs abandonéd as a wreck. ' After
‘the terror, flight, and miserable disas-
ters by which many of their ships were
driven into the North Sea, and ‘others
on the Flemish coast, the Spaniards,
ranging themselves in the best order
they could, approached Gravelines;
but, as the English had got the weath-
er guage, they could obtain supplies
neither there nor at Dunkirk. In the
meantime, Sir John Hawkins, in the
Victory, Captain Fenner, in the Non-
pareil, Sir George Beeston, in the
Dreadnought, Sir Robert Southwell, in
the Blizabeth Jonas, and otheér brave
officers, kept pouringin theirshotupon
them - continually, “and toré niany of
their ships so dreadfully that the water
entered on all sides, In this day’s ac-
tion, a great galleon was so mauled by

the Bonaventure, Rainbow, and Van-
gudrd, that she sank, like a stone, in
the night: Then @ great ‘galleon of
Biscgy, with two other vessels, was
sunk.

The galleon.St.-Matthew, under Don
Diego de Pimentelli, coming to the aid
of Don Francisc de Toledo (colonel of
thirty-two cormpanies), in the St. Philip,
was terribly cut up. by the.ships of
Lerd Henry Seymeur and Sir William
Winter; while the 8t,' Philip, after be-
ing pursued as far ag' Ostend, was also
captured. ' 'The Spaniards were now
fighting simply to eseape.

On “the 3lst of July the wind was
blowing hard in the morning, from the
north-west, and on the Spaniards mak-
ing a last desperate attempt to recover
theChannel again, were driven towards
Zealand; upon which the English, who
had followed them so closely for so
many days, gave over the chase, sup-
posing the great Armada to be utterly
ruined.

To save water, all the cavalry horses
and baggage mules were flung over-
board, and all sail was made by the
Spanish for the North Sea. . The Lord
Admiral with the main body of his vic-
torious fleet pursued.the flying foe as
far as the Firth of Forth. = Most mis-
erable . was the future’ fate of the
Armada, Many were cast away among
the Scottish isles, and seventeen, with
5,304 men on board, on the coast of Ire-
land; among others, a stately galleon
and two Véhetian ships of great burd-
en. All who were shipwrecked in Tre-
land were put to the sword, or perished
by the hands of the commou éxecu-
tioner. Thirty-eight ships, that were
driven by a strong west wind into the
Channel, were there taken by the Eng-
lish, and others by the Rochellers, in
France,

Of all the ships that sailed from Lis-
bon, only fifty-three returned to Spain;
of the four galeases of Naples, but one;
of the four galleons of Portugal, but
one; of -the ninety-one great hulks
from many provinces, there returned
only thirty, fifty-eight being lost. ~ In
short, Philip lost in this expedition
eighty-one ships, 13,600 soldiers; above
2,000 prisoners in England and in the
Low Countries. Distressed, tossed, and
wasted by storms and miseries, the
remnant came home about the end of
September, only: to encounter sorrow,
shame; and dishoner.

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The Homes of the Poor.

The Revi4@A. Robins, rectox of Holy
Trinity, Windsor, sends to The Times
a remonstrance against the exclusion
from the Church Congress programme
of the ‘‘Homes of the Poor” question.
He says+ ‘“The ‘Archbishop of Canter-
bury himgelf has witnessed that ‘the
better housing of the poor is a great
moral and religious question that the
Church ought to face;” that demoraliz-
ing dwellings represent ‘a demoniacal
organization that we have to combaty
and that hereéin ‘Churchmen clearly
have'a duty.” I had ‘hoped that this
was the rallying war-cry of ‘a spiritual
leader and father calling on us, in very
militant fashion, to lay about us in the
combat against deadly things. Are the
belligirents, after all, invited to no-
thing more serious than an affair of
blank cartridges?’ If the Church has
such a very plain duty to fdce and yet
does not choose to face it; if she claims
for it urgency and dismisses it with sil-
ence; if she is called to a combat and
straightway sheaths her sword with-
out striking a blow, when she parades
her forces, then she must look to her
candlestick, or she will find it gone,
and the place thereof will know it no
more.”

The Liverpool Overhead Railway.

The Liverpool Overhead Railway, is
shortly to be opened for traffic. ' The
railway, which is composed almost en-
tirely of wrought iron, traverses the
whole length of the Liverpool Docks, a
distance of about six miles, for the
most part just over the lines of ‘the
original dock railway, which"is upon
the surface.  Upon 'the compléetion ‘of
the overhead raitway it will be available
éxclusively for passengers. ‘'Theré arve to
be 14 'stations. The line is'to'be worked
by electricity.
two carriages, each to seat B6 ‘passeng-
ers and provided with a motor at one
end. All'the carriages will be exactly
alike and will contain compartments
for two classes of passengers, with
through communication from end to
end of the train under the control of
the guard. “It is intended to commence

THE DECEASED'S CAREER.

Robert John Tanner was born in
Warwick township, Lambton Co,, Ont.,
on the 18th April, 18556. His father,
James Tanner,
England. His mother, who is still liv
ing, was a sister of Col. Campbell, one
of the early British military settlers in
Lambton,

My, Tanner first attended the Public
School in Warwick, but early evincing
a love of study, he was sent to the old
Sarnia Grammer Sghool, now the High
School of that town. Here he made
such rapid progress in his studies that
in 1870, when he was yet but 15 years
old, he was able to ‘“pass the County
Board” and obtain a certificate qualify-
ing him as a _teacher, at that time
the height of nearly every clever lad’s
ambition,

Mr, Tanner’s first school was near
Port Frank in Bosanquet township.
He next taught for two years in War-
wick, and then obtained the Principal-
ship of the Komoka graded school in
West Middlesex, which position he
held for two years, resigning at the end
of that time to attend the Toronto
Normal School. While he was teach-
ing in Warwick, Mr. Tanner had al-
ready passed the examinations for a
Provincial Second Class Certificate of
the highest grade, at that time a very
rare distinction,

After leaving the Normal School Mr,
Tanner taught for three months, in
Point Edward, and then came to Otta
wa, having been oppointed first assist-
ant in the Central School west. So
marked was his successin the . S. W.
that at the end of a year he was pro
moted to be Principal of Victoria
School, and shortly after on the ap
pointment of Mr. Smirle to be Inspec-
tor of the Carleton Public Schools, Mr.
Tanner was promoted to be Principal
of the Central School East. This posi-
tion he held until his death.

On January 2lst, 1875, Mr. Tanner
married Miss Fannie Fuller, of Lamb-
ton Co. Two sons were born, Arthur,
born Dec., 1875, and a younger son,
Hugh, who died several years ago.
Deceased had two brothers, James in
Lambton Co., and George in Austria
(Petroleam).

During his lodge career he filled all
the high offices in the degree, wasa
White Rose Degree member, and had
been District Deputy and Grand Lodge
Delegate. He was Financial Secretary
at his death.

The city lodges have expressed their
wish to join in a suitable expression of
the love and esteem he enjoyed from
them all, and conveying the assurance
of heartfelt sympathy with his bereav-
ed wife and family, for which purpose
a committee has been appointed with
representatives from each lodge.
