Arrived In London, bhe proceeded st
once to the Colonial Office, ard left bls
letters for the Sccretary, snd with them
his address 1n the metropolis. He went
througa the same routine with the
despatches for the Prison directors. Then,
though bis heart craved lnstant action, he
was forced to exercise bis patience, to walt
untll these high and perbaps heedless
offistals were plessed to recogn'ze his

resence.

The great city was & wonder to bim;
but in his inteose pre-occapstion he
passed through it as if {t had been familisr
from childbood. On the day after his
arrival, not expecting sn answer friom the
officials, one of whom, the Colonial Sec-
retary, wae a Csbloet Minlster, he trled to
interest himself 1o the myriad stravge-
nesces of Londor. He visited West-
minster Abbey and the British Muaseum,
But, every where, his heart beat the same
dolorous key ; he saw the white face, the
slight, croucning figure o the dock, the
brown hale bowed in sgony and disgrace.

All day, without rest or food, he wan-
pered aimlessly ard wretchedly through
the sculptured magnificence of the gal-
Jerles. When the nigh closed, he found
himeelf, almost uaconeclous of how he
bed come to the place, or who had
dlrected bim thither, walking with bared
and feverish brow benesth a bigh acd
gloomy wall —the maesive outer guaid of
Millbark Prison.

Hour sped after hour, yet round and
yound the shadowy, eilent preciplice of
wall the efllicted heart waudered with
tireless feet. 1t was woeful to think how
near the was, and to touch the sullen
granite — yet it was & thoutand times
more endurable than the tortare and fear
that were born of absence.

Sarely, if there be any remote truth fn
the theory of psychic magoetism, the
s fllicted eoul within those wails must have
felt the presence of the loving snd suffer-
ir g heart without, which seut forth un-
ceasing sllent ceies of sympathy aod com-
fort. Surely, if communion of Hving
splrlts be possible, the dream of the lonely
prisoner withia must have thrilled with
tenderness when his fevered lips were
pressed as lovingly to the lcy stone of the
prison wall as oncs they were preesed to
ber forchead In affsctionate farewell.

Back to his hotel, when morning was
beginulng to break, the lonely watcher
went, spiritlees and almost despsiriog.
The reaction had beguu of his extreme
excltement for the past few days. He
pasmed along the lonesome river, that
huarrled through the city lke a thief in
the night, flashing under the yellow quay-
lights, then diviog suddenly beneath dark
arches or among sllmy keele, like & hanted
murderer escaping to the sea.  Wild and
incoberent funcles flished through Will's
foverish mind. Agein and egain he was
forced to steady himself, by placlog his
hand on the parapet, or he should bave
fallen in the street, like a drunken man,

At last he reached his hotel, sod flang
himself on his bed, prayerless, friendlees,
sud only eaved from despalr by the
thought of an ¢fli'ction that was deeper
than his, which he, as a man and a faitbful
friend, should bs strong to relleve aund
comfort.

It was past noon when he awoke, The
faver had passed, and much of the dejac-
tion, While dressing, he wassurprlsed to
find hls mind actively at work forming
plans and surmises for the day’s enter—
prise.

The minister was gratified by there
quest, and, rmilirg, arked which prison be
would visit first, Will mentioned Mill
benk; and the minlster with his own
band wrote s few lines to the governor,
and handed the paper to bis visitor.

Will Bheridan took bis departare, with
o tremulous hope at his beart, and drove
straight to Millbank Prison.

There {s sometbing stravge, almost un-
sccountable, and yet terrible, in the
change that appears in balf a centory in
the building of prisons. Few people bave
thought of this, perbaps ; but it contalns
s suggestion of & bardenioe of hearts and
a lessenting of sentiment, The old prisons
were dark and borrible, even in sspect ;
while the new ones are light snd siry.
In the latter, the bar takes the placeof a
wall —and the bar s often ornamented
with cast-iron flowers and other sightly
bat sardonic mockery. Better the old
dungeon, with all its gloom ; better for the
sake of bumanity. The new prison lsa
cage—a bideous hive of order and com
monplace severity, where the flooding
sunlight s & derlsion, and the barred door
only & securer meaus of confinement.
For the eake of sentiment, at least, let us
bave the dismal old keep, that proclaims
its misslon on its dreadful brow, rather
than the grinning bar gate that covers its
teeth-like ratls with vulgar metal efilores
cence.

The great penitentiary of Millbaok s,
or rather was, an old-fashioned prison,
its vast arched gateway sombre and awful
as & tomb., It has disappesred now,
bavicg been pulled down in 1875;
but those who visited it once, or whe
even psmed It, will never forget
the oppression caured by its grated and
frownipg portal. Ia the eatly part of
thls century, the Government of Great
Britain detarmined to bulld sn immense
penitentiary, on the plan laid down by
Jaremy Bentham in his celebrated ‘* Pan-
opticon, or the Inepection Houee.” Ben-
tham’s scheme proposed a colissal prison
which should contaln all Eogland’s con-
victs and dispente entirely with traospor-
tation. The Government, acting on his
plan, pnrchased a large and uvhealtbhy
tract of flat land, lying beside the Thames,
snd on this the unique structure was
rleed. The workmen were ten vears in
crmpleting it ; bat, when 1t was finlshed,
L glisbmen eald that it was the model
prison of the world.

And it certalnly wasagreat improvement
on the older prisons, where those confined
were often herded, many in a room, like
cattie—the Incocent with the gullty, the
vourg and pure with the sged and the
foul.  In Millbank, every prisoner had
bis or her own ceil—s room of stone, wails,
cefling and floor, with a large and heavily
barred window. Each cell was elght feet
equare. The pricon was built in six vast
pentsgone, radiating from a central hexs
gon, from which every cell was vielble.
The entrsuce to the prison, from the
atreet, wasa wonder of architectural gloom,
First, there was a datk archway of solld
masonry, from the roof of which, about
six feet from the portal, epravg a heavy
grate or portcullis, with spear points
apparently ready to fall and cut the un-
fortunate off forever from the world.
Far within the arch appeared a mighty
iron gate, ponderously barred, with an
iron wicket, through which an armed
warder could be seen on sentry within the
yard.

These details were not noticed by Will
Sheridan as he entered the echolng arch
way ; but he was chilled, nevertheless, by
the cold shadow of the snurroundings. The
warder within came to the wicket, and
took the letter, leaving Will outside. In
a few minutes, he found that his intro-
ductlon was an “open sesame.”  The
governor of Milibank himeelf,an important
gentleman in a black uniferm with heavy
gold facings, came epeedily to the wicket,
the pondrous bars were flung back, the
awful door rolled aside, and Will Sherl.
den entered.

The governor was very grasious to his
dlstingulshed visitor, Oa learnlne his
desire to see the arrangements of the
prisou he himself became the gulde.

An hour was spent in the male side of
the establisament, which was an age to
Will Sheridan.

He did not see the wretched, crime steined
countenances in the cells he passed ; but
In every one he saw the white face, the
brown halr and the crouching figure that
filled bis mind.

At last the governor asked him to visit
the female prison, in which the discipline
was necessarlly different, They pacsed
through a long passege built In the wall,
and entered the corridors of the female
prison.

Sheridan’s heart beat, and the blocd fled
from his face, leaving him ghastly pale, as
he passed the first iron door. He fesred
that the governor might notice his agita-
tlon ; and he wondered how he should
learn whether Allco were there or not.

As he walked down the corrldor he
noticed that on every door was hung a
white card, and, approaching, be read the
name, crime, and sentence of the prisoner
printed thereon. This was arelief to him:
as he walked he read the name on every
card, on and on they went, up stalrs and
down, and round and round the penta
gons, until he thought she eurely was not
io the prison, and the governor concluded
that his visitor evidently meant to see all
that was to be seen.

When the last corridor on the ground
flhor was entered, Will read every name
on the doors with a despalring persistence,
and his heart sank within bim as he came
to tha last.

The governor opened the door at the
end of the passage, and they entered a
light, short corridor, with large and pleas
antly lighted celle, Here, tne governor
sald, were coufiued those prisoners, who,
by extreme good conduct, had merited less
severe treatment than the others.

Will Sheridan's heart leaped within
him, for he knew that this was the place
he should see her.

On the doors were slmply printed the
names and sentences of the occupanta ;

Seelng bim pause, and intently examine
the card, the governor beckoned to the
fomale warder, who was in the passsge, to
come and open the door.

The woman approached, the key in her
band, and stood sside untll the gentlemen
withdrew from the door.

The lock clicked back, the heavy iron
door swung open, snd William Sheridso
saw Alioce Wnlmlfcy before him.

As the door opened, she
stood up from the low seat on which she
bad sat {n the centre of the stone.floored
cell, and, with her eyes on the ground,

Will Sheridan took in the whole cell st
once, although his eyes only rested on her
face She never locked on him, but stood
in perfect calmnees, with her eyes cast
dowr,

She was greatly chavged, but so d!ffer-
ently changed to Will’s expectations that
be stood smszed, stuoped. He hed
pictared ber fragile, broken, spiritless,
wretched. There she stood before him,
grown stropger than when he bad known
her, gniet as & statue, with & face not of
happiness, but of Intensified peace, aud
with all that was beantifal in ber asa glel
{ncreased a thousard fold, but subdued by
suffering.  Her rich brown hair had form

erly been cut close, but now it bad grown
s0 long that it fell to her shoulders. Her
face was colorless for want of open alr and
suneblue, A casual ubserver would have
sald she wae happy.

The same old question that demanded
an apewer ip the twellth unmr{. snd
demarded it imperlouely, ls occupying the
attention of Eogland to dey. And this

aestion ls, * How eball the poor be saved
?lon sinking to the level of brutes ”m It
was apswered in the twelfth century by
the nrpuuneo of St. Francls d’Amisl, In
the eighteenth it was spswered, Roussean
and Voltaire having psved the way by the
fearful outbreak of the poor themselves,
mauy of whom had become a8 bruter,

Anpother question whicn ls forelvg fteelf
on all thoughtful people fa: *how can
the people in all countries be made more
Christiau, more contented, more helipfal
to one anotber 2” St Fraocls, the mer-
chant’s son, came out of the little town
of Umbris st the time when the hearts,
even of Christisue, seemed to tremble be
tween the two Itslian vices, avarice and
revenge. Rome iteelf bad been torn by
warring rulers.  Bat St Fraucls came ;
the Holy Father, sapremely directed,
blessed s misslon which, from the buman
polnt of view, seemed hopeless, Pope
Innocent did not jeer at the poor man
who proposed to convert the world through
bis poverty, And from the moment that
the Father of Onristendom blessed Francls
of Aeelel, the world felt more strongly &
new fosce—the force of the evangelical
life,

St. Fravcls was a poet, bat he held vo
tbeorles. The one grett commandment of
Jlove was bis sole philosopby. 1t bound
bim to God, it bound him to man anddto
pature. He tried successfully to do what
Wordeworth and our modern great poets
bave unsuccessfully trled to do—to bring
his people neaier to nature, and to teach
them that to love nature was to get nearer
to nature’s G.d. The lesson that Coler-
idge teaches in *The Anclent Mariner ”
wight have been borrowed from & legend
of St. Francls :

 He prayeth best who lovath best
All things both great and small ;

For the dear Ged who lovelh us,
He made and loveth all,

Bat St. Francis lived his poem, though
he eung enatches of 1t in his beloved
French, and afterward in the more beloved
dislect of the Itallan common folk.

He made himself poorer than the poor
est, His brown robe was ali be bad. To
be the poorest of God's crestures, to be
beaten about by the winds cf heaven, to
be like our Lord and to have no place on
which to lay his bead, —this was his
srdent ambition, And this smbitlon
mwade him the regenerator of the Obristlsn
world, threatened on ove side by Arable
subtleties and orlental lusts, and on the
other by Inordinate love of power aod
place. ~ Machiavelil was not fsr wrong
when he said that without St. Francls and
St. Dominic religlon in Earope would
have become almost extinct.

To-day the world is rushing rapld'y
toward a condition of things not unlike
that which calied for St. Feancls. The
attempt of Gen. Booth in London to
recue the poor from a degradation woree
than death has revealed plague spots
deeper than those that the clvilizaticn
of Middle Age Italy knew. But who,
carefully reading Ger. Booth’s book,
imaginer that bis plans will do more
than glez> the ulcer with an sppear
snce of health, Mistaken Iin many
ways as the members of the Salvation
Army sre, and ephemeral as their work
must be, yet it has something In It of the
spirit of 8t. Francle. The Salvation
peopie have reslized the truth that to
understand the poor one must be among
the poor. The only possible advantage
that Gen. Bocth’s plans can have comee
from the fact that his misslonaries will be

CHURCH OF ENGLAND.

We bave no faith, ns a general rule, in
the utility of puolic disputations on
pointa of doctrine, But a debate which
has Jately been held in Brighton before
a very largs sudience on the power of
Anglican clergymen to hear confessions
and grant absolution has been attended
by one good result, It has proved con
clusively that on this subject, the prec
tical importance ot which none can deny,
the (hurch of England does not know
her own mind, and is, in theory
as well as in practice, in 8
state of hapeless confusion, On the
one side it was shown that in the
Anglican rite of ordination power ls
given to her clergy to forgive sins, while
a valld form of abeolution is provided in
the Office of Vistation of the Stck; and
it was also urged that both Luther and
Melancthon (who surely were thorough-
going Protestante) appraved of confession,
and that the Luheran Conference, as late
as 1856, establisaed it fu thelr communion.
But on the other band it was asserted that
Convocation hed decided that confee
slon wes not authorized by the Prayer-
Book (the decree of Convooation being
read), that it was distinctly condemned
by the * Homilies,” which were required
10 be read in churches, and that the
Prayer Book contained not a word to
guide either priest or penitent in ordin:
ary oases, What should we think of
the authority of a body of secular
judges who collectively denied that
they had any jurisdiction and habitually
declined to act on the ground that they
had none? 1f one of euch judges chose
to assert that he bal the power to act,
surely no men would p'ace much depend
ence on the valldity of his judgment
Yt this s exactly what Rituallstedo when
tbey truet to the abs lotlon of sn Angll.

COST OF UNDERGROUND WIRKES.

' You seem to be making &n effrt to mest
the popular demaad for underground wires.’

“ Yes: 8O {Ar as we possibly can ; but the
people soarcely realize that the |mmense
cost of this work makes underground cables
impossible except in & limlied area where
rates charged are sufficient Lo pay interest
on thecosu.

It costs lald down in Toronto $lL A
foot. At present tne expense of laying
nnaerground condult for swhat is & small
route of rubscribers, 88y 300, and conne¢cling
them up with the necessary cubles, 18 about
£48 000 & mile, and the cost of heavier work
for a largs number of subscriber in oone
directivn runs up ae high as $86 v00 & mile.
Tals means, in additl n to the outlay, an
apandonment of all existing plant notoniy
on the strests but 1a vur central offices, ad
the whole switching apparatus for tne new
system will necessar ily be new and of latter
pattern, We are making unceasiug Investi=
gations In this direc ion witn the nope ot
discovering rome cheaper rystem. A solu-
tion will certainly be discovered, and in
anticipation of this all our new cilices are
being equipped for underground work. The
conduits in which the cables are laid are of
southern pine, 1mported for the parpose. In
the preparation of these co-.duits they go
through & process by which all thesap 18 ex-
hausted in & vacuum, #nd subsequently dead
oil of coal tar 18 pumped into Lhe wood at
such a pressure as L0 guarantee the insertion
of sixteen pounds of coal tar to the equare
foot. Afte: belng creosoied 1t 18 estimated
that the life of these conduits is about thirty
yoars, We are vatiing down a&n uader
ground cable to the Board of Trade building.
‘Fhis coutains Afty wires, and in_ fature we

every instance it was effectaal.

$5). Not many of these piaces have wmore
sub-cribers than Toronto, and many of
them fower. upposition may come in
Toronto, but no telephone company could
establish & business ie this city withan ou!-
yay of Iess than half & wililon dollars I
would be impossible to pay any dividend on
this amount at & charge less thaun the rates
we now have, or without an extended trunk
1ine system. At cul rates it woula rlmply
mean the loss of the entire investment
within & few years, while the subkcribers
would suffer all the effccts of n demoralized
pervice, and would have to pay more for
their telephones, a8 experience shows that
they must use and pay for two telephones
instead of one, 1n order to reach all the sub
seribers in the city. There are p:obably not
25 subscribers in Montreal to th« opposition
company who have had their B:1l telephone
instruments removed on that account.
cannot see 1hat opposition would te ot the
slightest beneflt to ans bedy, or that there is
the shadow of an excuse for an attempt to
establish such & thing here, as 'he rawes are
low, and the Bell Company is constantly
spending money to improve the rervice.

DIFFICULTIES IN TORONTO.

It ia very aifficult to perfect the service in
a oity the siz3 of Toronto, where the use of
the telephone 18 80 enormous and the effacta
of electric light induction are 8o bad, but I
am sure that no eity in the world will have
better service when the improvemeonts we
now bave in hana are completed Ofcourse,
after all that has been said and done by tne
Oity Council and the stand they have taken
on the subject of putting the wires under-
ground, and the way in which their wishes
nave been met by this company, which hu#s
undertaken, without in any way belog
forced to do it, to make an expenditure In
this direction amounting to over & quarter
of a milllon of dollars withia the next thres
vears, it would be ridiculous 1o supposs that,
any new company would be allowed to put
up polls. At the rates now charged here an
entire underground system would be utterly
ont, of the question, and the o:ly way 10
accomp'ish vhe desired end of burying the
wires Is to do 1t graduaily, 88 the business
inoreas:s and the methods of getting rid ot
the wires are impruved. Al present we do
not by any means know how best to do it
and a great deal of money has been sud s
bsing spent in endeavoring to find ont Aw
tur a8 Lhe subseribers go, we can safely ray
that they would find an oppositicn com-
pany an expe=nsive nulsance, even if they
rucceeded by this means in foreir g the Bell
Company tu do busiuess be:ow cost.

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PROFESSOR HUXLEY AS A
CALUMNIATOR.

Geperal Broth’s schicms to raise the
abject clasees of Esgland out of their
state of degredation is etill conlinuing to
attract grest potice. It is called General
Booth’s plan, becauee the book in which
it is set forth appeared under the Gen:
eral’s name, though now it is known that
it reslly emepated from Commigesioner
Smith, who has resigned his position in
the Salvaiion Army becsuse he disap
proves of G.neral B oth's menagement
of the funds which have been eent to
him,

The prop#al is that half & millior
pounds sterling ghould be placed st the
Gevernl's digposal in order that bomes
may be estabiished, and work and food
suppiied so that the outcasts and
paupere of £ .¢land may be reecued from
their wretched condition through the
working of the Salvation Army.

Professors Tyndal and Huxley have
both ecriticised the General’s proposals
most unmeicifully in letters which they
have sddrecsed to the London Tunes.
Tuey ngree that the object which General
Booth proposes is a good one, but they
declare that so large a sum ought not to
be put at the uncontrolled disposal of
any ona irresponsible person, howeve:
hororable his intentions and purposes
may be, and tbey remind the public that
General Booth’s management of the Sal
vation Army’s funds hus not hitherto
been such as to justify that implicit con
fijence should be placed in him, The
whole of the property of the Army is now
in the General's name, amouating in
valus to about £600 000 ; and while the
General and his family are living in a
style proportioned to this wealth, the
inferior Army officors who are engaged
in doing the Army work are kept on
starvation wages. Itis therefore inferred
that the Salvation' Army methods have
been highly profitable to the General,
and it is not considared eafe to leave at
his uncontrolled dieposal so large a sum
as would ba needed in order to rescue
from destitution the immense army of
paupers and outcasts who are in the
United Kingdom.

We nlready mentioned in our col
umaus that a large sum was piaced at the
disposal of Professor Huxley if he saw fit
t haad it over to Ganeral Booth for the
purpose of enabling him to inaugurate
his plan, but the professor would not
apply it as proposed, as he has no confi.
dence that the plan will be properly
carried out, or at least he does not think
it advisible to leave 50 larga a sum at the
disposal of a single person, however weli
disposed he msy be.

1f the Professor had confined himself
to pussing &n opinion upon Goneral
Booth's scheme, he would have botn
doing what was quite justifiable in the
face of the General’s appeal that implicit
copfilence should be placed in h's
management of thoe large sum which he
asks ehould br placed at his disposal,
Bui the professor has thought fit to
make a general charge against the Fran-
oisoans, waich the circumstances do not
iusiify. e states that in the fitteenth
century the Franciscan O:der became
degenerate, after having boen engaged
in doing good for two hundred years,

We already expressed our opinion that
it is only through the religious orders of
the Catbolic Church that such a plan as
that of G-neral Booth could be succoss-
folly woiked, though we are well aware
that Protestant Bagland would not put
g0 much coufidence in & Catholic relig-
jous order as to entrust it with so large
a gum for such & purpose. But it is our
duty to protest against Professor Hux.
ley’s charge against the Franciscans of
the fifteenth century. His accusation
against them is most unjust,

The F.ancizcan Order was instituted
b7 S, Francis of Assisium in the year

1209, acd within ten years there were
five thousand monks who followed the
rale of St Francis, It was their special
eare to relieve the poor, as well as to
praach the gospel, and their work was
earried on with zeal, not only through-

that they had degenerated that this
great order produced such illustrious
members as Si. Bernardine of Sienna,
and Cardinal X menes, 1t was the de-
light of St, Bernardine to be despised
and ill treated while he preached the
gospel to the poor snd relieved their
wants, During the plague at Milan, in
the year 1400, St. Bernardine and his
fellow monks devoted themselves to the
care of the sick and dying, while no one
else could be found who would brave
the dangers of suca sn ocgupation,
Daring the wara waich raged in Italy ba-
tween the Guelphs and Gibeline, the
Franciscans devoted themselves to the
work of making peace batween these
two factions, and with this end 8t
Berpardine labored with the greatest
assidvity in Lombardy snd throughout
Italy, not even allowing himself rest
when sfflicted with the illness of which
he died in 1444 He was admirably
seconded in his eflorts by his fellow
monks, St. Bernardine was chosen
Vicar General of the Franciecans in
1434, and the very fact that the monks
elected to this office a head so devoted
to works of charity is a sufficient refuta
tion of Professor Huxley's mendacious
charge that the Franciscans of that
period had degenerated from the prac-
tice of the charitabls objacts for which
the order was instituted,

It is » most unusual thing that the can
nonization of a eaint thould take place
within a few years after kis death, but so
eminent were the virtues of Si. Bernard
ine that Pope Nicholas the Fifth canon-
iz>d him in the year 1450, six years after
his death,

Bat the death of St. Birnardine did
not leave the Franciscans degenerate.
In the middle of the same century St
John of Oapistrano was the Ganeral of
the O:der, and under bis guidance the
Franciscans were both z:alous and suc
ceseful in the evangelizition of Germany,
Italy, Esglaxd, Poland, Hupgary sud
other countries, and it was mainly
through the eflsrts of this great Francis:
can monk that the princes of Earope
were induced to unite together in 1455
to prevent Mabomet tae Seacond from
overrunning Kurope, and establishing
Mabometaniom over the whole con-
tinent,

It has been a habit with Protestant
writers to maintain that the religious
orders in the fifteenth and sixtecnth
centuries w-re a sink of iniquity, and
this pretence is considered a suflicient
excuse for the confiscation of their pro
perty by Henry the K'ghth in Eagland.
Buti it was only a pretext, The pro.
perty of the monasteries was large, but
the monke used it for the purpose of
relieving distress, to such an extent that
abject poverty was actually unknown in
the country, until the king and the
nobles enriched themselves by appro.
priating the property of the Church
which was in reality the property of the
poor,

William Cobbet has amply proved in
his history of the Eoglish Raformation
that it was only after the wholesals rob-
bery perpetrated by Henry that there
arose that destitution which Gen-
eral Booth now deplores and which he
proposes to mitigate by his schome,
The General estimates that the number
of paupers and outcasts in “ Darkest
England ” reaches the enormous sum of
three millions, Professor Iluxley would
have been more profitably engaged if he
had endeavored to find some feasible
plan to relieve this extensive distress
instead of endeavoring to blacken the
character of the Franciecans, who have,
for nearly seven hundred years, been
occupied in doing good.

GROWTH OF REPUBLI-
(AN SENTIMENT IN
PRANCE,

THE

Tha declaration of Usrdinal Lavigerle,
in favor of the French Republle, to which
wa already cslled attentlon in our
columns, has baen eupplemented by de-
clarations from several other bishops and
dignitaries of the Oburch iu France. The
Cardlnal says: It is the duty of French-
men, as patrlots, and also as good Catho-
les, to accept the Republic without
reserve, as it is the only form of govern-
ment which 1s vow possible in France.”
Iis Eminence considers that Monarchy
cwn never agaln be restored, and it ls
therefore utterly useless for those who are
Monarchlets at heart to hope for the
restoration of any of the old Monarchleal
dynasties,

Tae Cardinal’s views bave slnce been
endorsed by the Archbishops of Tours
Oambrls, and Rouen, as well as many
bishops. The Azchblehop of Rouen, Mgr,
Fuzet, in a recent interview with the
Pope stated that the Monarchlsts are now
absolutely powerless in Frauca, and that
the Catholic clergy ought to recogniza the
fact and seve: all connectlon with the
Monarchleal party.

Mgr, Fuzet has also written a letter
to Cardinal Lavigerie in which he states
that the Cardinal bas struck a most
fortunate blow in behalf of the Church
by advising the clergy to accept the

out Christendom, but even among the
Musselmans of the Last, It was just nt!
the period when Professor Huxley says

Republic once for all, The cause of
religion, he says, ought not to be idenli-
fied with opposition to established

government, as such & course wou'd
steriliza the holy ministry by makiog the
French priesthood exceedingly unpopu-
lar with the people, who are undoubtedly
favorable to the Rapublic

"The Bishop of Anecy gives ulterance
to similar views, He states that he is
not personally opposed to the Monarchy,
but he recogniz:s that the Monarchy ie
dead, and can never be resusciated, He
thinks that the time has come when the
clergy should rocogniz? this fact, in
order that they n.ay be in accord with
the sentiments of the people.

These utterances of tae Bishops have
caused great excitement throughout
France, and it is generally conceded
that they will result in the hearty sub-
mission of the clergy generally to the
Republican eentiment of the country,.

ST. PETERS PRIMACY,

The pretended Benedictine monk, wko
styles bimeelf Father Ignatius, though it
1s now kuown that even in the Anglican
Church he never recelved boly crders
from any Avglican Bisbop, imagloes that
be has dlscovered a valid ground for bie
claim that the Avglican Caurch is truly
the Apostclic Catholic Church, while the
claims of the Catholic Chusch to Apoe-
toliclty are but spurioas, Ina eermon
which he preached recently in New York
he ridiculed the Pope’s clalm to be the
ole source of ecclestastical jarledletlon,
% This claim,” he sald, “Is founded on the
supposition that St. Peter was the first
Bishop of Rome; butass matter of fact
Peter was pever in Rome at all; ond
even If he had been, it would make no
diff :reuce, as he meither claimed, nor did
bis amoclates io the Apostolic ofhze
acknowledgs, that he possassed elther in.
fallibllity or eupremscy.”

# Peter,” he added, ¥ was one of the
two whom the other Apostles sent to
Samaria, The Bishop of New York
might as reasonably send the Pope to the
Fiji lsla ds, If Peter were the head of
the Church. J:mes, aad rot Peter, pre-
slded st Jorusalem, where tho Apostles
beld thel: izt Council, eo that if any one
ehould b consldered as Supreme, Jan.es
{sthat one. Petor falled lamen‘adiy, both
fa faith asd morals, at Antloch, He
showed cowardice and was the victim of a
vila vizion. If the Roman Church be
founded upon Pater, ito foundation i3 in
the sir and not ona rock. Jesus isthe
rock on which the Church is bull, and
not the fickle, changeable Peter. The
Papal form of the Chursh bas no founda.
tion either n Scripture or_in the customs
of the Apostolic age.”

It is undoubted that after St. Peter's
appointment to the headship of the
Church his first fixed residence
was at Autioch, waere he exercized
his Pontiticate for nine years, but
it is attested by most positive eviderce
that after this he fixed his Seejin Rome,
where he was finally crucifiad by order
of the tyrant Nero, and that the Pope’s
authority was recognizad over the whole
Chburch precisely bacauss he was St
Pater's successor., The great polemist,
Barrow, whose book agsinst the Pope’s
supremacy is the inexhaustible[repertory
from which Anvglican3! borrow ; their
weapons against the docirine of the
Pope’s supremacy, acknowledges that
both Scripture and Apostolic custom
accorded to St. Poter & species of prim.
acy, though he endeavors to belittle its
substantiality, Mosheim also acknowl.
edges that the supremacy of the Pope
was generally recognizad throughout
the Church in the third century, Theee
writers cortainly etudied this question
more thoroughly than the bogus Bene.
dictine monk, and they would not have
made such concessions if the force of
facts did not oblige them to it,

It was therefore recognized from the
beglnning that Christ conferred upom
Peter some prerogative which mado the
other Anpostles rscognizy his superlor
authority, and It was In consequence of
this that the Pope’s enpremacy was uni-
versally acknowledged.

Bat where are we to dlscover that Christ
gave to St. Peter any superlorlty, unless
{t be that [e made him the Rock on
which the Church {s built, that He gave
him the keys of the kingdom of heaven,
that He empowered hlm to feed His lambe
and sheep, and to confirm hls bretbren,
the other Apostles, In the faith? Cer-
tatuly 1f all this fmplles that some super-
forlty was glven to St. Peter, that super-
forlty dld not covsist tn & were shadow of
honorary jurledictlon, If these texts of
Seriptare mean anytblog at all, St Peter's
authority in the Church of God is some-
thing more than an empty name, Such
wordas 88 these which Christ addressed to
St, Peter were never epoken to St, James,
and the primacy was given, therefore, to
Peter and not to James.  Peter only was
commanded to feed the whole flock of
Jesus, the lambs and the eheep.

Mr. Lyne (this being Father Ignatiug’
real name) maintaing that the Papal
form of the Church has no foundation in
Scripture or in the customs of the
Apostolic age, This means that there
was no supreme authority instituted by
Christ to preserve the one faith aud
Christian morality in the Caurch. The
pateages of Scripture we have already
| quoted demonatrate that the paeudo

{ Boanedictine is wrong in his assertion in

regard to Beripture, We may pow
quoie s passage from St. Clement’s
letter to the Corinthiens, wherein that
saint declares positively that such an
authority exists, He eays:

41t is shameful, my beloved, it is
most shameful and unworthy of your
Cbristisn profeesion, thut it should be
beard that the 1ao0st firm and ancient
Church of the Corintkisne, oa acoount of
one or two persons, is in & sedition
against the priests, . . . Do ye,
therefore, who lsid the fcundation of
this sedition submit yourselves to the
priests, and be instructed unto repent
ance. ., ., . 1t ia better for you to
be found in the sheepfold of Obrist, liitle
and approved, than, thinkiog yourselves
above others, to be cast outor His hope.”

St, Clement was at this time at least
St. Peter's coadjutor, as he was
afterwards, if not already, 5t
Peter's successor in the See of Rome,
And this acccunts for his aathoritative
language towards the Corinthians, which
would be an urjustifiable interference
within the jurisdiotion of another Bishop,
were it not that the suthority of the
Romsn Sse extended over the Eastern
ae well as the Western Church,

Regarding Mr, Lyne’s violent attack
upon the faith and morality of St. Peter,
we need only cay that it is not justified
cither by holy Scripture or history, The
Saint was at all events an Apostle, and
Mr, Lyce himself is constrained to
accept his epistles as the inspired word of
God. Wefesr that his irreverent language
brings him under the anathema which
was pronounced by Carist Himself: “ He
that degpiseth you despizeth Ma, and he
that deepiseth Ms despiseih Him that
sent Moe,”

In reference to Mr, Lyne’s statement
that St. Peter was vever in Rome, we
will merely eay that D onysius, Bishop of
Corinth, Irerwus of Lyons, Tertullhan,
Justin Martyr, Easebius, Origen, Cyprian,
bagides Papiae, Caius, and others who
lived almost at the very period, give
quite a different story. Their testimovy
is surely of more weight than that of the
gpurious Benedictine monk wio is mas-
querading under falee colors. Bul as
learned Protestan’s are nowadsys unsni.
mous in acknowledging St. Peter’s resi-
dence in Roms, it would be a waste of
time and space to enter upon sll the
proofs of this fact which might be ad-.
duced,

CHRISTIAN UNITY AND UN-
BELIEF.,

We might vaturally euppose that the
many wishes which bave been expressed
during the past few years for union
smong the various Protestant sects have
their origin in a desire to restore that
unity which was characteristic of the
Caurch as established by Ohrist and
planted throughout the world by His
Apostles, but the origioal unity of the
Church was of a character very different
from that which is aspired at by the
Protestant sects of to.day, The Church
as Coriet established it is' declared by
St. Paul to be ‘ the pillar and ground
of truth,” but the Church which is looked
for by those who now say there is * union
in the air” does not at all satiefy this
description, It is well known that the
tendency of modern] Protestants is to
eftect £n apparent unity, not by acknowl.
edging the one creed which was taught
by Oarist, and which His Apostles
prerched, but by an agreement to hold
diverse beliefs, and to consider them all
as equally Caristian: by agreeing, in
tact, that every cne may believe as little
or as much &s he pleases of Christian
truth,

Constituted thus, the Church would
vot be the pillar and ground of truth, but
the protector and propegator of the moet
discordant errors.

It is the natural consequence of the
principle of private judgment which Pro-
testantism has introduced that this view
of the nature of the Caurch should
become prevalent, and every day new
pioofe that this is the casoe force them-
selves on public notice,

D ftarences of belief within the limits
of what is called Evangelical doctrine
would be bad enough ; for even within
these bounds there are diftarences on
most important points of doctrine,
Presbyterianism in its present rigid form
undoubtedly makes God a tyrant who
condemns man to eternal torments for
the commission of eins which he could
not avoid-—sins of which Calvinism and
Lutkeranism proclaim openly that He is
Himself the author. Modern Presbyter-
ians endeavor, it is true, to put a gloss
upon the Confession of Faith which some-
what medifies this doctrine, but that
such is the real meaning of the so called
doctrine of preterition, the whole history
ot the question in the sixteenth and
seventeenth centuries makes clear.

Meth dism  properly  understood
makes the commiseion of the sin of pre-
sumption an essential condition to sal.
vation, It denies the utility of good
works towards the attainment of this
end, and declares the sufficiency of faith
alone, which is interpreted as a confi.
dence that we are saved through Chrigt
without co operation on our part, which
is equivalent to presumption, or the ex-
peoctation of salvation without our taking

‘proper means to secure it, This plat.

form of belief certainly exocludes the
need of contrition bsfore conversion.
The readiness of other secta to toler.
ate such dootrines for the saka of an
imeaginary unity which is not s unity of
faith is one sign of the decay of religi-
ous belief which was long ago prognosti-
cated as ope the results which would
spring out of Protestantism, and which
has culminated in the almost totsl
absence of fixed doctrine which charac:
terizes it now,

We are all aware of the battle of
creeds which is ragiog in the Obureb of
Eogland between all shades of belief
trom High Churchism to extreme Latitu
dinarianism, but it is somewhat purpris-
ing to find in a late issue of & Presbytor-
jan organ, the Iewiew s letter from &
Presbyterian clergyman sctuslly main:
taining that the preaching of R:v. Mr,
L7ne, the so cslled Protestant Benedic-
tine monk, is truly evangelical, while ie
the same breath he states that *the
preliminary part of the service ” read by
Mr. Lyne in his abbey, * one would think
would have satisfied the Pope.”

The secret of this tolerance is, however,
glven to us when we are told that the
“ Abbot” made no attempt *at odtrud.
fog his own particular tenets,” bat
boasted that “his sudience represented
the diffsrent denominatiovs in the land.”
It is the absence of doctrine which took
the fancy of the Presbyterian mwmluleter,
and for the sake of this he could pardon
the monk’s bigh ritualism and the music
of the “k'st o’ whistles” which ls 8o ob-
noxtous to Presbytcriane of the (lischool.

But the abzence of degws ix modera
Protestant!sm {8 made still more clear by
the open Rationallsm which is now fash-
jonsble in all the eects, Oue of the
writers ¢f the “ Esays sud Rosiews”
which created sach excitement s score of
yeais 6go ln the Chuarch of Egland, and
which bad to ba met by many o wilter of
the same Charch in defence of Corlstiaa.
ity, wia rawarded by his befog made a
Bishop, Toe trial of Dictor Duidds in
Scotland for heresy proved that in the
ranks of the Presbyterians theie is aleo
su lrrepressible ratlonalistle
or at lestt a powerful element,
which would eliminate [rom the creed
all distinctively Corislian doctrize ; and
we have now from snother well kvown
Protestant divine, the Rav. A, W,
Momerie, of King's College, Ligland, a
declarstion of belief, or rather of total
unbelief, which might be expected to be
read on a page of Bob Ingersoli’s works,
but certaicly not among the utterances
of a Christian clergyman. The Rev,
Mr, Momerie says :

« Miracles are seen by those who ex-
pect to see them, There is no reason to
suppose that when a miracle occurred a
violation of nature took place. Some of
Christ’s ‘miracies,’ such as those with
the ‘unclean epirits,’ may have been
skin to the modern hypnotism, The
evangelists were honest but ignorant,
Remember, the unecientific m:nd looks
upon the unusual—not the usual—as the
special proof of God, . . . Christ
did not wish to establish a religion of
creed of ritual, but of conduct, There
are only two beliefi—God and Im-
mortality — which are fundamental to
goodness, Our destiny hereafter de-
pends not on which we believe or profess
to believe, but on our conduct. I wish
tke Church would realiza that she must
go forward with the times. Truth can.
not be symboliz:d by a circle, but ratber
by sn icfinite me, Toe Caurch which
insists solely upon righteousness is the
only Courch that will not pase away.
The beet creed ir the world will never
save a single soul.”

It s casy to concelve that without
distinctive doctrines Protestantism can
resdily form fteelf iato a Ratiopallstic
confederation. But will such 8 confeder-
atlon be the Church whose authoritative
voize Chrlst commanded all to hear under
penalty of belng consldered as the
¢ beathen and the publican 1"

vlement,

POPE LEO ON SLAVERY,

Au important document, and one that
ghall, in the future, be quoted as formirg
part of Courch history, was read in all
the obapels’ and cathedral churches
throughout Christendom, It was an
appeal from the Father of the Faitbful
to all his children scatiered over the
universe in favor of the bLenighted,
crushed and suffering inhabitants of
Central Atrica, who are subjected every
year to the most cruel indignities, to
terrorism, torture, slavery and death by
the army of slave-traders who defy all
laws in capturing and selling human
beinge, just as chattels and dumb beasts
are disposed of, in the market. The

details of the shockiag treat-
ment dealt out to these poor
defenceless negroes have reached

the ear of the Supreme DPontift, Iis
Holiness has had interviews with mission-
aries and travellers who witnessed the
cruelties inflicted upon uncflending
creatures that were torn away from their
families and native villages, compelled
to travel, footsore and famished, through
the burning sands of hottest Africa,
They were beaten with rods, urged on
with iron spikes driven into them, and
when unable, from loss of blood and
fatigue, to proceed further, were cast
aside and abandoned to become the
prey of wild beasts.” The Pope says :
%1t is lnmentable indeed and horrible

o reiate what we have heard from cer-

tain messengers, that about four bundged
thousand Africans, without listinction
of age or sex, are yearly carried away
from their country villages, whence,
bound with chains and beaten with rods,
they are dragged over a long journey to
the market, where, like cattle, they are
exhibited and sold. BSince these things
have been testified to by those who saw
them, and confirmed by recent explorers
in tropicsl Africs, we burn with a desire
to come to the rescus oi those miserable
men and to lighten their calamities,”

The Holy Father’s sppeal will be heard
pot only in Amenics end Europe, but
tbroughout the uviverse. Money will

tic life, spent their days in traversing
Euarope collecting fuands for the ransom-
ing of Curistian slaves beld in captivity
by the Tarks of Algiers and the Moors of
Westcrn Africa, They even bouud them-
galves by vow to cffer thelr own perzovs
and services as snbsitutes for the captives
waen money failed to eecure their manu-
miselon,  As early as the year 456 the
clergy ordalned by Si. Patrick were com -
plained of for teaching the doctrine of
wan's cquality before God with his fellow-
msn and of encouraglog those held in
slavery to escape from thel: masters,
Tae counell of St. Pateick, held at Armagh

converted Irlsh that it s, as the canon
saye, holy, meritorious and generous to give
liberty to captives, for, as Balmez remarks,
treating of thissubject, *‘We see that some
persons persuaded themselves that the ex-
cellence of the work justified eelzing the
captives forcibly and restoring them to
liberty.” St, Gregory declared that money
paid for the raneom of slaves need not be
repaid or restored to the donors, thus re-
assuricg those who had been freed with
the money of the Church and
who feared they would not be able
to return the sums expended to their
advantage, The Pope orders that no
one at any time shall venture to disturb
either them or their heirs, seeing that
the sacred canons allow the employment
and sale of the goods of the Church for
the ransom of captives. The Church
haz always taught, with St. Paul, ¢ that
in one epirit were we all baptiz>d into
one body, whether ‘Jews or Gantiles,
whether bouad or free.” And that we
are equal in sight of God, all redeemed
by His blood, and, as Pope L:0 says,
made heirs of the same promises and the
same eternal kingdom, so that * there
i3 neither Jew nor QGreek, there is
neither bond nor free, neither male
nor female, for you all are one
in Christ Jeeus.” St, Augustine,
one of the earlieet and moat profound
exponents of Catholic decirine, declares
taat the Creator has given man to rule
over the fishes of the sea, the birds of
the gpir and the reptiles that crawl on
the face of the earth, and that * He has
ordained that reasoning creatures, made
accordiog to His own image, shall rule only
over creatures devoid of reason, He has not
established the dominion of man over
man, but that of man over the brute.”
Asting on these heavenly principles,
our Iloly Father has charged Cardinal
Lavigerie, Archbishop of Algiers, to
visit the principal cities of Europe and
eddress statesmen and sovereigns on
the neceesity of coming to the rescue
of the thousands of untutored negroes
in darkest Africa who are periodically
torn awey by armed force from their
families and native villages, subjected
to the most horrible tortures, and then
bartered away for lucre to the most
heartless and brutal task masters,

A cry of indignation and horror has re.
eponded to the recital of these barbar.
ites, as told by the eloquent Archbishop,
and steps are being taken by the Ger-
man and British Governments to miti-
gate if not entirely do away with the
atrocities atiendant on the inhuman
traffic,

bloom and add beauty to the works of
elvilization.”

jum, The Kulturkamwpf, or godless sys-

No prieet or minister was permitted to |
inspect elementary schools or lecture in
them. All ecclesiastical atudents pre-
paring for the priesthodd were firstcom
pelled to epend three years in a godless
unlversity, and fioally obtala a certifizate
of recommendatlon from the Mialster of
Educatlon, before any Bishop could ralse
them to holy orders. The natural fruits
of this tyrannlcal system wasa crop of
soclalists and infilels that threatoged the
upheaval of soclety aad the dlu&mbnr
ment of the Empire, Even Blsmarck
recogulzed its demoraliziog tendencles,
snd was mokipg peace with the Vatican
when the Emperor dlsmissed him from the
Councll of State and repealed the obnox-
tous May laws, thus sscuring the adhesion
and loyal support not only of the Catho-
lic party bat of all the conservatlve ele-
ments in the Rsichstag, Bishops who
had been exiled were recalled to thelr
Sces, and zlous priests who had
fearlessly protasted agalust usurpation
of their rights by the State, and were cist
fato prison, were allowed to rezume their
dutles apd attend to the supervision of the
achools in thele respective parishos Tae
Emperor, after baving permitted and en
coursged the free exeiclse of religious In-
atructlon, wow advocates changes in the
sortoutum of education, which may be
open to diccusston, Toe Taoronto Globe
agres with the tmperial view, that the
history of our own time and country
should take precedence of, but should not
exclude, the history of other times and
countrles.”

The process of werkiog from the
known to the unknown is sound in prin
ciple, but is not by any means appli-
oable in the study of history as gener-
ally taught in our gohools, History has
not yet pronounced its verdict on the
morality of the causes, or the benefits
which have accrued to civilization from
the consequences of A the political
changes that have occurred or the wars
that have been waged within the last
fifty years, It cannotbe #nid, therefore,
that the history ot those late events, with
all the hidden eprings which set them
going, can be better known to us than
the great facts which drew clvilization
out of barbarism in sncient times, and
which laid the foundations of the laws,
the liberties, the immunities, rights and
privileges which every well governed
Christian nation enjoys in the nineteenth
century, We maintain, therefore, that
even the history of the ancient Britons
and Saxons may be more easily known
and more. clearly understood by the
average school.boy thau the complex

logislation of modern times

There is another principle, besides
passing from the koown to the unkoown,
that ought to be applied to the study
of bistory. It is that to scquire accurate
and eatisfactory knowledge about ary
gubject we ghould * begin at the begin.
ping.” Wae ehould, first of sll, go to the
fountain-head acd proceed downwards,
t:king note of all the verious branches
and ramifications that diverge and lead
away from the one great current that
must bear to the end of time all the
grand characterisiics of the psrent
source,.

The (lobe maintrins that we should
begin by learning the history of the
pineteenth ecentury, its mapners, laws
and modes of thought, before we can
ucderstand apythipg sbout the eigh-
teenih century,and eoon, Tais is surely
placing the waggon before the team. It
is utterly impossible to teke in, or bave
any compreheneive ides of, the pen-
insular war or of the battie of
Waterloo and its reeults without
first baving studied the French revolu-
tion, aod what led to it — which study
would neceesarily take us back over all
tae events of one or two ceuturies pra
vious to the sg3 in which we live, In
fact, were the notions of ths writer in
tae Globe correct, we could not leara
avything of the history of Caristianity
until we first obtained a pretty
fair knowledge of all the varied and

The feast of the Eoiphany is one of the
most ancient holidays of the Catholic
Oburch, commemorating, 88 1t does, an
event which ocourred during the
Raodeemer’s life on earth, to wit, the
manifestation of tha truth of the new
dispensation of the G antile nations, or, in
other worda, the visit which the Magi, or
three eastern kings, who were led into
Syria by a miraculous star, paid to the
pew born Bibe at B:thlenem, to whom,
in rocognition of His divine characier,
they rasde royal ofteriogs of gold, frank
incense and myrrh.

“They lald thelr off srings at His feel :

The gold was their trinute to a King,
The frankincanss, with 118 odor sweel,
Wwas for the Priest, the Paraclete,

The myrrh for tne body s barying.”

So sang Loogfellow of the Magi’s
presents to the Charist, and their visit
has been a theme to many ancther bard
and has been celebrated in songin every
Caristian aga, Up to the tims of tae
lsst plenary couucil of Baltimore, which
fized the present general calendar of
holy ways of obligatio, the feast of the
Lpiphany was a day on which, in most
ot the American Sees, it was obligatory
on the faithful to hear Mass, It is no
longer such, however, though ths dny
slill retains its rank as a teast of tae
first olass, wita an octive.

After several days they reached large
Blackfeet escampments, where they
yemalned a couple of weeks, The savages
were 80 astonished to eee & white man,
alone and ucarmed, in thelr midst that
they admired bis courage. His words were
#0 good, his conduct and tesching, so dif-
ferent from what they had been accas
tomed to that Instesd of showing sny
snimoslty towards the missionary, they
lstened to him with interest and even
with regard.

Happy to find such diepositions, Father
Thibsult acked the privilege to haptize
some of the youngest children, Beveral
parents ascented to thle request, and the
holy water of baptiem flowed for the first
time on the head of members of the moet
savage tribe of the North-West. The holy
seed had been thrown in the midat of wild
weeds and thorne, tbe messenger of the
good tidioge had succeeded beyond hia own
expoctation, he bad drunk of the holy cup
of well earned coneolations and of the
most Jegitimate hopes.

Father Thibault retraced his eteps
towards Edmonton, where he arrived
sound and happy, to the great astonish
men. of those who bal endeavored to stay
bis progress. Oa his return from Pitt to
Oarleton he had visited several camps of

Pzairie Crees, whom he judged ae cruel

and untamed as the Blackieet themsolves,

and afier travelling over thre thousand
miles on horseback he arrived at 8t. Bon-
iface to give an account of hls jurney,
consollog thereby the heart of the vener-
able prelate who had sent him sud who
declded to contlnue the work so susple
jously commenced by bis z#alons priest.

MR HENRY C. LEA ABLY ANBWERED.
Boston Pilot.

We sre glad to lay before the readers
of the Pilot the sble refutation, in the New
York Independent, by the Rev, 8. G, Mes-
soper, D D., of the Catholic University,
Washington, of the srticles under the
startlivg heading guoted above, lately
contributed b{ Me. Henry C. Les, to the

ubliestion :

‘.Tl.vponld be sn idle sttempt to refute
withip a few lines whatever {s either false
or insccurate in Mr Loa’s sanewer to the
above question, or to glve even a short
resume of the deep theologlcal as well as

bilosophical speculations  lnvolved.

owever, & few considerations may enable
intelligent readers to see tbat the writer
bas evidently missed his mark

The meauicg of Me. Lea’s qnestion—
which sounds very strapge at & vime when
the social position of the Church's bead at
Rome forms one of the grest burning
questiors of Earopean diplomacy—le pro
bably this: C:n Riman Qatholles be
certain that their Cnurch la the Church of
Christ, and that in it they will find ealva-
tlon] He suswers No. Why ? Because
+ the whole structure « f the Latin Church
and the sslvation of its members depend
upon the sacraments acd their dus admin-
tetration.” Yet “po priest or prelate can
be certain that he er joys the power of the

eye, o+ ¢ ard no member of the

laity can feel assured that any sacrament
which be recelvesis validly sdmicistered.”
Why ! Because the Roman Cathollc
Church holds that, “In addition to the
material and form of the sacrament, the
«{ntention ' of the ministrant to perfect it,
{s requieite to its supernstural efficacy.”
Now, then, with this doctrine as a tenet
of Romsn Catholic faith on the one band,
and on the other, not only ** twelve cen-
turles daripg which the fgnorence of ft
must have led to {nnumerable bantisms
and ordipatious which were fnvalld and
vold,” but slso the fact, which *‘no one
can doubt,” that from the twelfth ceutury
«uptil at least recent times the Church
bae been full of reckless, careless pervezee
priests, whose minfstrations bave bteen
vold through ignorruce and indolence, it
not through malice avd jufidelity, and of
Bichops whose worldiiness rendered the
performence of thelr ¢ flice a mere perfunc
tory duty ”—wbat a terrible predicament
in which the Roman Cathelic Chureh finds
itself, Milllons conslgned to hell through
failure to epjoy valid baptism or ebsolu-
tion ; myriade whose baptism has been
fovalld, and, lastly, the poesibility *that
from the Pope down there s not one who
1s actually in orders and in possession of
the supernsatural powers which he claims
to exerclze.” It 1s, indead, ¢ self destrue
tive” of the Church, Such are Mr. Lea’s
frightful vislons, in the elght of which he
cannot understazd the ¢ equantmity ” of
the Romsn Cathollc faithful 1 regard to
the efficacy of the dcrameats adminietercd
to them.
§ |Let us throw a Itttle light into the dark
pess of the theological speculation in which
Mr Les has lost himeeif. First, bowever,
let me say that neither the real diffizulty
of the case mor Mr. Lea’s exsggerated con-
cluslons sre snything vew to Catholle
theologlane, the latter belog reported
pesrly ldentically in Paol Sarpl’s * His-
tory of the Coupcil of Trent;” and the
former belng mentloned ex professo In the
official law-book of the Church — the
« Corpus Juris Canonici,” d. 111 Decret.
Greg. I1X, tit. 43 (from Tnnocent ILI)
Nay. from ¢ 60, O, L, g 1 of the “ De
oretum Graliani,” we may infer that the
matter was consldered ra early ss In the
eighth century, In fact, the main diffi
culty In regard to belng certain of the
valid minfstration of the sacramenta is as
1d s+ the sacraments themselves—as old a8
the Church. That pretended ignorance
of twelve centuries concernlog the minis
terlal intention apylies at most to the
speculative treatment of the question or
its theoretlcal concentration ; the practl:
oal doctrine wae alwaya in the Church.
There {8 also a Catholic development of
doctrine or dogmé, &8 any one msy fiad
explaiced by readivg Crredinal Fravzelin’s
beantiful treaties on * Teaditlon.”

Equally as old, however, as that diffi
culty fs the firm conviction of Catholics
tbat In thelr Chvrch there la an uufaliing
mivistry to dispense at all times true and
vslid sacraments, This conviction does
not rest in avy way, ot in the very least,
on man, good or bad, bellever or d'she-
liever ; it 1s based altogether end solely cn
the iunfallible promises of her Divine
Founder, Jecus Christ, ¢Behold 1 am
with you all days, even to the concumma
tion of the world.,” (Matt. xzvill, 20)
«Thou sart Peter, and upon this rock 1
will butld My Church, and the gates of
hell shall not prevall agsinet it.” (I xvl,

18) To ua the Church Is neliher the
work ¢f men nor left to the will of man.
She s the work of God to last till the end
of time, drawlog her life and action from
the splrit of the Father and the Son, being
acslsted by Him cs her Paraclete and
Comforter, Shels that *‘glorlone Ohurch,
not havipg epot or wrinkle or eny such
thing, but that it should be holy and
without blemish ”—the Church that Christ
loved and for which He delivered Himse!f
vn, and of which He ls Himself the Head.
(Eph. v, 23,25 27) Shels “the Church
of the living G:d, the pillar and groucd
of truth,” (1. Ttm 11, 15) The Church
belng the assembly of the * fellow citizens
with the eaints and the dcmeetlcs of God,”
1s that divice edifice *bullt upon the
foundation of the Apostles and Prophets,
Jesus Chrlst Himeelf being the chlef
corr.er-stone, in whom all the bailding
heipg framed together, groweth up into
8. holy temple In tke Lord, In whom you
alstare bullt together into an habitation
of Gud in the spirit.” (Eph, il 19.22)
True, there i in the Church a human ele-
ment ; she 18 ¢ men, among men, for
men. But bumaw pgigre in the Church
{e not left to it® Weanney and depravity.
There ie the spirlt of Gt to guard and
guide, to purlfy and uevat, o strengthen
and pefect.  Under By Divjpe gutdance
ar~ Drotection the Chuxy ¢ God can
never fall in coutinulog the vork of re-
demption smong the fallen rac apd in
performing her minlstry to sinfu man
But this Church is not a mere abstrimjjon
of the mind or a creature of imlglulfl.,, 3
it 1s a living organiem, a concrete anc.
real belng, visible in its external appear:
ance to all the world, the assembly of all
the faitbful in union with their lawful
guum. Although indlviduale may fall
y an abuee of thelr free will, yot nelther

will pastors por the falthful ever collect-
ively fall awsy from the faith delivered
to them or obstruct the channmels of
divine grace, sacrifize and ea:rament, con-
fided to thelr charge

Mr. Lea is evidently not aware of the
long aud welghty treatiises of Catholic
theologlacs on what is called the % Iode-
fectibility ” of the Church, Nor does he
seem to know the main snswers to bis
concluslons given by tbe same writers.
How could he otherwise, towards the end
of his last article, say tbat *the attempte
made to answer them show thelr argu

ments to be unanswerable?” What e
only gsrbled there from Dursud, Palla-
vicini, Etius and Ferrarls does vot refer
to the general question at sll, but to ln.
dividual cases. Probsbly Mr. Lea does
pot understand the most important bear.
log of this distinetion on the whole subject,
There ls spother fundemental law of
Qatholic beltef that Mr, Les ignores. To
us the sacraments are not the way slgns
to find the true Church. We first seek
the Cburch of Christ, and frcmn her we
recelve the true sacraments, for she alone
can tell with infallible certaloty whatthey
are, how many snd where, and what s
abeolutely required for thelr valldity on
the part of the minister as well as the
reciplent, Hence it 1s not by srguments
drawn from tae exlstence of the escra-
ments that we prove the existecce of the
Romun Oatholic Church.  This, indeed,
would be to us a circulus vitiosus,

To show the length to whicn, even in
religious discussion, fancy, uabridled by
reason or common sense, may go, [ wonld
ofter another remark Takiog the hie-
tory of the Cstholic Church — [ mean
her doctrineand laws, her preaching and
works — as witnessed by true historical
documents, does any well-educated and
fair-minded Protestant nowadays be-
lieve that the Catholic priesthood was
at any time, even in the darkest ages,
such an unprincipled, impious and G d

less set of men that they would simply
play with the immortal gouls who, in
caildlise confidence and for con-
science’ sake, came to receive from
their hands the mnecessary means
of salvation? Does Mr. Lea perceive the
meaning of the awful charge that he in-
sinuates against a whole class of men who
were at those very times the standard

bearers of Christian f-ich and European
clvlizatlon? How many of them were
such devillsh creatures of such esatanic
malice as the charge lmplles? Or does he
not know what Catholle priestsand people
have at all times thougbt of the salvation
or the loss of a soul redeemed by the
Precious Blood of Carlst, of eternal blits
or eternal damnation? But enough;
still [ cannot here pas: over the remark
that whoevsr to-day pretends to the
honot of an historfan ought to know that
the time {s passed when such wholesale
elanders of “s Church full of reckless and
perverse priests” coull be copled from
previous writers without belng puniched
by well-merited contempt

Bat suppose there have been some
wicked priests to commit euch a sacrileg

lous profanstion to the Sacrament by
withholding their lntection, are we allowed
to infer that such has been generally the
case? Loglclans mentlon among materlal
fallacles that of the accldent, which con

sists in arguing erroneouely from a special
case to be a general one. Because ove
Apostle was a rogue, were they all such?
Because one actor leads an immoral life,
can We eay they all do it? The same
fallacy is implied in Mr. Les’ fearful
possibilities. It is possible that each man
gets crezy; does Mr. Lea think God’s
providence will allow a whole natlon to
lose their minds? Each one may commit
sulcide ; will men commonly doft? Each
buslness man may cheat you; can you
not generally trast them ? It is abso

lutely possible of each one that he was
not concelved of lawfal wedlock ; yet
how many entertain even the slightest
doubt of thelr legit!meate orlgin? Sound
philosophy tells us tbat there are many
thivgs possible in regard to the human
iodividuai which are morally impoesible
when speakiog of man ln general Agaln,
there may be a dishonest-paying teller
in the Bank of Eoglaud and haud you
counterfeit coln, it {s poesible ; is there
such a clark in every bank, or must you
alwaye doubt whether the money handed
you ls good? Why not ! DBecauss, you
¢ay, there are such safeguards taken by
the banke, eitber in selecting or in controll
ing thelr clerks, that the thing is morally
{mpossible ; besides, should an attempt ba
made in a single case, it would soon ba
found out and remedled. Well, do you
thiak that in the Church of God, which s
the treasury, the bank, to distribute Hie
graces and blessings to man, to whom He
has coofided the dispensation of His Word
and His eacraments, her Divine Founder
left no safeguards, or that in His omulecl-
enceand lnfinite power He cannot remedy
the harm posslbly done by an unfaithful
minister ?

I have no time to enter upon & spectfic
explanation of individusl cases in which
the vaiidity of a eacrament might be
doubtful becaunas of the minister’s inten.
tion, Suffice 1t to say, that Carldinal
Pallavicini’s answer is quite appropriate ;
namely, there is no more danger
from thls polot than  from the
omieslon of the required matter and
form, or their mora! union. Every Pro
testant creed which admits an objective
reslity of the eacraments, and does not
wake their valldity depend exclusively
on the subjactive falth of the receiver, 18
exposed to the same ohjections as the
Roman Catholic doctrine. Cathollc the.
ology malntalns that, as long a3 there are
not very gocd réasons £0 the contrary,
the falthful may rest fully sssured that
the sacraments which they recelved were
valldly sdministered. ~The anewer of
Willlam Estius, whom Mr, Lea calls “ one
of the soundest and sanest theologians of
the eeventeenth centary,” that the falth.

stigma attached to imprizonment, and
be might fairly group together the chil
dren begotten of tnat class with the
children begotten of others, who were in
some cases more and in otner cases less
guilty, and call them all by the general
pame of the children of the lost. “I
have no hope,” eaid
A GREAT LIBERAL STATESMAN,
% for the present generation, My only
hope is in the children thai something
may be done for them.” He proposed
to consider briefly that evening the little
that had been done for the children of
the lost—the little that, as a matter of
fact, could be doue for them ; and, on
the other hand, what the Catholic Church
did for the children of the poor in spite
of its many difiiculties. He would take
the case of & child in London born of
reepactable parents wio were poor,
That child was sent to school, The
father, perchance, earned his bread by
workiog for tweive or fourteen hours a
day and the mother for nearly as many,
and the child knew hardly anything ot
home as Oatholics understood the term
That child was sent to echool, as the law
commanded, to gain & smattering of
knowledge for the race ot life. A
school was a place to teach, and not to
educate, Teaching meant to impart &
certain amount of knewledge, education
meant to draw forth the latent capacities
ot boys and girls, to fit them to ba men
and women in the great empire in the
future, The poor child fouad iiself a
cipher in the school, which, in the words
of a popular author, was nothing better
than the reekiog of
THE CES8PJOL OF LOXDON,

where the innocent chitd, born of respect.
able parents, might find itself side by side
with the child whose father was a thief,
and whose mother was somethlng etill
worse, and where he might have to listen
to conversation and foul talk which would
dlegrace a den of infsmy. In that way a
child in its earliest years was made free
with ail the vices which haunted aand
cursed the life »f London, and one yourg
aud {unocent, with all the attraciive ways
of childhood, was put next one of those
who were reeking with vice, aod from
whoee llps it learoed that which it ought
not to koow. Where was the eafeguard
agalnst such a state of things? Roliglon,
Bat no religlon was taught by obligation.
There were in that city of Liondon, ss a
priest had lately told bim, two and & balf
miilions of people who never knew what
it wes from year's end to yeer's end to
offer a prayer to God. What, then, could
many of these teach? That poor child
played with the boys and girls i the
streete, ard returned home knowlog a
Iittle of secular knowledge and perhaps a
great deal of vice, and grew up without
aoy belp from God, prayer, or the sacra
ments, aud thus prepared itself for the
grest race of life in which even.

THE STRONGEST WENT TO THE WALL,
That was not the case of a bad child nor
one born of viclous parents, but of the
child of the many of the respectabie poor
who were outside the Catholic Caurch.
He would suppose one case. The case
was a perfectly true one. Lot them sup-
pose a chlld who was begotten of that
vast number that really deserved the
pame of the lost—the outcasts of human
soclety—and he would say that there was
nothing more dreadful than to contem.
plate their present, aud still more thelr
future. They were the savages of modern
civilization, * Talk about savages,” eald
a well known clergyman of the Church
of Eagland, * why within, a stone’s throw
of the abbey there are savages greater than
any you could find in the wilds of Africa.”
It was not the color of the ekla mnor
the pronunclaton of language that
made a man & savage. Toey were accl-
dental advanteges oxr drawbacks. Savagery
was in the heart. How was the heart
traloed ? What was {ts discipline? The
dlectpline was what the cbild rapidly
learned—a disclpline that led vice and
crime. The child of a father who was a
drankard, and of a mother who was some-
thing worse ; & child who was born into a
den where the cattle of the field would
refase to herd ; a child who drank ia vice
from his mother's lips and with his
mother’s nmilk, and who never heard the
name of God epoken except in oath, or
curse, or imprecation, who was obliged to
live in a place where
MODESIY AND DELICACY WERE OUTRAGED
—such a child heard nothing, eaw
nothing but vice, and that child, too,
waes sent to the scbool. From the
abundance of the heart the mouth was
said to speak, If the child’s heart was

full of sin and enme he knew nothing,

l

life in the rchool, If such words, simple
and plain to Catholics, as duty, respon.
sibility, God, sin, and judgment were
unknown to it ; if it bad no teacher—no
help seemingly — how could tbey be
luyprued if it turned always naturally to
crime and sin, as the magnet naturally
turned to the north? The child grew
up with every man’s band sgainst it,
snd its band against every man. The
world was doing mext to nothiog to
guard tbat child’s depraved taste and
train it to hold its own position in life,
There osme forward one who had done
a certain smount of good, His object
was reclamation of the soul first and
then the body, and the soul was sup-
posed to be touched by those hysterical
gatherings, as he called them, by those
EMOTIONAL ADDRESSES,

appeals to imagination of the Salvetion
Army, by the chanting of hymne, or, to
use (General Booth’s own expression, by
rousing choruses. Whenever good was
done s Catholic priest rejoiced. The
Holy Ghost’s work was not limited ; the
grace of God was given to those who did
not belong to the true Cburch, but our
Lord bad founded one Church and one
only ; that Church bad the secret of
keeping the young heart pure ; that
Oburch was also an antidote against
crime, and to that Church had been
granted the power, through her ministers,
to forgive sins, and bring back the heart
stained with crime to the ways of inno-
cence and the paths of peace,
The Caurch watched over the edu
cation of Catholic youth, First
aod foremost, the child in a Oatholic
school was taught religion, Jesus Christ,
His history, His mission, His work, His
mercy, His eacraments and Hls personal
love for every poor child that walked the
streets of 1.ondon were mentioned to him,
and the rewards granted while on earth
to a life of virtue and self denfal, They
might esy be spoke only of a spiritual
advautages, What did the Church do for
the body ! She neglected 1t to do good
for the sonl. There never was a state-
ment 8o aheolutely false,

THE CATHOLIC CHURCH IN ENGLAND
pever lacked ber solicitude to minister to
the necesearles of the body. In spite of
poverty In the Archdiocese of Westminster
there were charltable institutiors sup-
ported by the Catholls Charch. Where
ever the children of the lost were to be
found there was alao to be found the
dtvine solicitude of the Catholle Church.
Her work had nothing eensational about
it. She had for sll men the same goepel,
the same punisbmen's aud the same
reward, There was one class of the lost
towards which the suthor of ¢ Darkest
Eogland ” extended bis kind sollcitude.
Ho clafmed to have rescued two thousand
of the fallen, He referred to that class
whom it was difficult to name in a Catho
lic pulplt, those people whose names were
excluded from the counversation of the
pure, and whose lives were a palufal
pecessity, Two thousand of the fellen
raised once again! Bat those whose duty
lay babind the scenes and who knew a
Mitle of the secrets of the human heart
would be, to say the least, suspiclous of
any converslon which was not supported
by the strong arms of God’s sacrament.
Was there a clas of people on earth—
THE MOST ABANDONED OF ALL ABAN-

DONED

—which the Catholic Church ehunned ?
For these — towards these — she poured
forth all the treasures of her heaven-bhorn
charity. Ho would euppose the case of a
child, bora of Catholic parents, and
taught in early childhood to pray; one
who had learmed the «flizacy of the sacra
ments and had gone out into the world
seething in corruption to earn her place
in the battle of life, Little by llstle holy
practices dropped away, and she had
fallen—caught in the nets of a wicked
monater, or had been the vict'm of love,
falsely 0 called, or had given way
perhaps to the crafty attacks of gold, and
had fallen not only once but maay times
unti! her exlstence became one perpetusl
death. Every now and then the memory
of better days wonld baunt her, and she
faln would tarn away from the paths of
vice into the ways of peace. Where could
sheturn? Her guardian angel and patren
saint interceded for her withGod. There
was o seusational meeting, no invitation
to pour forth experlence offered to her.
She turzed towards the convent, and over
the portal she eaw the figure of the
shepherd belping the eheep which
bad been loet and found ngaln, and
she was waited upon by holy and pure
women, and she whose name was contogion
learned how mnch Jesus Corlst had dove
for the child of the lost ; how the impure
can become pure aud the wicked become
holy ; how the heart could be regenerated
again by the blood that was poured forth
upon the cross, and the steps that had
wandered were guided into the way of
peace.

THE POPE'S ENCYCLICAL,

HIS LETTER ON THE SOCIAL QUES
TION TO BE THE CR)OWNING EFFORT
OF HIS LIFE.

Advices from Rome state that the Pope
has fiotched the draft of his encyelical
upon the soclal questlon. His Holiness
has been working upon the subject for u
year, aud at his request the most com
petent economists and bishops of different
conntries, including America, bave fur
pished memoravda, The Pope conelders
the questlon the greatest of the presen:
time,
The encycllcal will te the ceownlng act
of the Pope's work in this direstion, The
date of i's publication hss not yet been
fixed. The Pope ls in the hablt of care
fuliy correcing and polishing his writ
ings, He will a'so coneult with certaln
QOsardinals oxd prelates ou the leading
passages of hia encyclical, but the Assocl-
ated Press correspondent is enabled to
give the substance of it now. The en
syelical will review and expound the
+hole questlon affccting wageworkers.
Ths docament will comprise threa parts :
fiest, 1w Hollness will develop the
yeneral principles upon which social
economy i3 founded and the dominsnt
iden of distributive justice which should
regulate the Intercourse of men aud the
aprasd of wealth, The Pope says that
diatributive and restorative justice 1s
needed to prevent misery and sweating
on one slde and exorbltant richey and
tyranny on the other

The second part comprises the crlgin
and cause of the present conditlon of the
social problem, Oa this point His Holl
ness takes a new thesis, first developed ia
his eacyclical on soclali:m

The third part contalos the views of the
Pope regarding the remedles, beyoad re-
liglous and moral {nfluence, to be advo
cated, Ilis Hollness expresses bimself
agaln In favor of fnterveation by the
State within the llmits previously set
forth, He condemns eoclallem, as now
organized, and advocates a more equitable
and just distribation of riches,

The encyclical will probably appear b.
fore Easter. The Pope works upon it

Papacy and the Oharch should lesd the
present soclal and democratic movement,
and will sppes] to all conservaiive forces
apd to Protestants to atd in securing the
safety of noclety.
