An extraordinary bone-graftingoperation
was performed at the Hahnemann Hospital
in Philadelphia on Wednesday, expert
surgeons substituting a portion of a sheep’s
leg for a diseased bone in the leg of fifteen.
year-old Boyd Folwell. The physicians
say that their patient is doing well,
although it is too early to determine
whether the operation will prove a success.

A few days ago it
was decided that amputation of the limb
would be necessary tosavethe boy's life
and, after the parents had been so notified
and prepared for the worst, Dr. Carl V.,
i Viacher, one of the surgeons of the hoepital
staff, decided that bone grafting might save
the limb. Accordingly a big, fine-looking
sheep was procured at the stock yards and
taken to Dr. Viecher’s laboratory.
{animal was shorn and shaved and kept in a
| first-clage condition until Wednesday, when
it was taken to the hospital. The boy was
placed under the influence of ether and the
part of the bone of the rightleg for seven
inches above the ankle joint was carefully
|cut away. The sheep in the meantime had
been chloroformed and the surgeons cut
away a portion of its foreleg to the exact
measurement of the part the place of which
it was to take, As soon as the bone was
| taken from the sheep it was fitted in the
| gap and the joints of the boy’'s bone were
{ coveced with periosteum from the sheep’s
{ bone, in order toafford the proper nouriah-
| ment to the bone. The entire operation
was carriedon under thestrictest antiseptic
treatment, and as soon as the shecp had
served its purpose its throat was cut.

Cnly a few such. operations have been
successfully carried out, the earlier method
of employing pounded animal bone, decal-

i cified, having been almost universally un-

Such profits are realized omly
through judicious advertising. 1 am
informed by one of the richest manufact—
urers that he notices within a few weeks a
falling off in profits when he undertakes to
economize in advertising. His advertising
coets him over' §1,000,000 a year. Next

year it will cost him $100,000 more.
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Live Stock Markets.

Toronto, July 26.—While we bad the
conparatively light run this morning of
88 loads, 20 came in yesterday, but
none of them sold, and this made the
offerings close on 60 loads. The re-
ceipts included 1480 lambs, and sheep,
nearly 700 hogs, 60 calves, and a few
milkers. . The markei was little chang-
ed, except for hogs, which were firmer.
The trade at Montreal was very bad
yesterday, in fact, really in worse shape
than is the trade here. To-day there
was a good deal of buying, but prices
were low, and intending buyers beld off
to lower prices still further. Late in
the day a more active business was done
and little stuff of any consequence re-
mained unsold.

Export cattle—Trade was slow, and
prices were around 4c for ordinary good
shipping cattle. © Several times 4}c was
paid, and for some choice stuff purchas-
ed by Mr. James Eakins 4}c was real-
ized. The range however, can be put
at from 84 to 4]ic for good shippers aund
they had to be good to fetch the latter
figure. Among the sales were six loads
averaging from 1,270 to 1,360 lbs, which
sold at from 4 to 4}c; 8 loads averaging
close on 1400 lbs, sold at 4c and $5 over
a load averaging 1,275 lbs, sold at 3§c ;
a load of 28 sold at 8}c, averaging 1,250
to 1,300 lbs, sold at 83c. Very little of
the cattle could be called strictly first
class.

Butchers' cattle—It would be incor-
rect to say that the top price was 4c,
though that fignre was occasionally paid
for picked lots of choice. For really
good stuff 8} to 83c was the range; very
fair cattle sold readily at 3c per 1b, and
some of it much lower ; secondary stuff
brought 2} to 23c, and inferior sold very
slowly at around 2¢ per Ib. Among the
sales were found one lot of 10 very
choice cattle averaging 1,095 lbs, sold
at $8.75 per cwt; a load, averaging
1,100 lbs, sold at 8}c; 28 averaging
1,075 lbs, sold at 8}c; 23 averaging
1,075 lbs, sold at $31 each ; 10 averag-
ing 1,000 lbs, sold at $#35 each ; 25 aver-
970 Ibs, sold at 2}c per 1b; 14 averaging
1,100 lbs, sold at $34.50 each. These
were well fed cattle. Twenty-three,
averaging 1,050 lbs, sold at 8c; and
soveral lots from 900 to 975 lbs, sold at
from 2} to 2ic per lb.

A few stockers were purchased at 23¢
per Ib, but there is no special demand
as yet, but about the middle of next
month Mr. Halligan will require about
300 for export.

DESCRIPTION OF LIFE IN AN ENG-
LISH PRISON

By One Who Ilu' * Been There'—The
Hardships of the Punishment—What
it Means to One Who iias Been Used
to Comforts-—The Uneasy Plank Bed.

A good deal of attention has been drawn
of late in England to the penalty most
commenly visited upon law-breakers, and
a8 I, unfortunately, was once included in
that rather pitiable category, I have
thought a brief but particular account of
what 1 went through while i gaol may
jast now poseess some interest for the
public. I donot wish to protest against
my punishmant; having offended against
the code by which society chooses to be
governed, in its own defence and supposed
best interests, I will admit that I deserved
it. I only desire to make a plain unvarn-
ished statement of faes, -to— detail my own
personal experiences exactly and truthful-
ly, for I do not believe the actual meaning
of imprisonment is much understood ;
least of all by the judicial authorities who
are so ready to inflict it, and for such long
terms.

Strange to say I heard my fate ‘* two
years’ imprisonment,” with a distinct sense

But all this was a8 nothing to vhe next
oraeal, the medical-inspection, for on the
fint of the prison docter my future life and
much of my comiort depended. Shoald I
be found fiv tor first-class or second-class
iabor ? 1t was a deeply mamentous question,
First-class hard labes an Pentonville means
the tread-wheel, that useless, brutal, and
degrading punishment, as it seems, but
which perhaps sound worse than it is, The
decision rested with the docter, an abrupt- |
speuking, autocratic sort of man, with a |
very military manuer, and the gray hairs |
that spoke of longexperience. But he wae |
not unkind, and he was most minute and i
pamnstaking. He thumped me, pummelled |
me, assaulted me as carefully as though he |

that I hiardly slept a wink all night, but
turned over and over to rise in the morning
as though ry bone in my bLody was
broken. Later 1 zot more accustomed to
it, but I must always protest agalnst 1t as
an instvnment of torture, If a place had
only been holowed ont where the hip goes

night of his life, By this time the iron had
entered into my soul. The miserable cell,
THE TERRIBLE BED,

thenauseousfood,theloneliness,foralthough
there were occasional footsteps outside, I
was as much alone as if buried in a crypt
or hung at the top of a mountain—all this
combined to drive me to something like
despair. I paced my small cell furiously
like a caged beast, I knew I could not
sleep, and the impending horror of a nuit
blanche drove me vo ring the bell which
every prisoner has at his hand, and which,
as I afterwards learnt, he had better use
sparingly if he wishes a quiet life. I asked
for the doctor, it was my friend of the
reception who listened patiently to my
complaints, but positively declined to give
me a sleeping draught. *‘ You'il have to
get accustomed to it,” he said cheerily.
‘“ Its not so bad as you think. Take it all
a8 inevitable. You know you might be
worse off.,” Such is the etfect of a few
words of sympathy and encouragement
that from that moment I began to view
things with a more philozophic spirit.

But I shall long remember that first
night in prison, and those that immediately
followed, Fn the end I got so far accus-
tomed to my plank bed that I could sieep
on it for an hour at a time, but though I
welcomed the thin matiress supplied after
the firat month - for five nights a week, I
found that its periormance was not equal
to its promise, -All that first month I was
gaining bitter experience, but growing
gradually inured to discomfort, as they say
eels do to skinning, The days which at
first seemed interminable, began to slide
by with the speed that comes'of unvarying
monotony, when one hour succeeds another
without the slightest change, There was
one thing, however, to which I found it
impossible to get accustomed. Every
priconer was supposed to be able to leave
kis cell in charge of a warder if requisite,
but, as I remarked before, it is as well to
give as little trouble to the warder as pos-
sible.  Consequentiy, the condition of
affairs in the morning when the cells were
vleaned out was little short of appalling. 1
was busy too, all my time, not with the
work given me, which began with

OAKUM PICKING,

a most dirvy, detestably irritating and
difficult task to the new hand, and passed
on into the stitching of canvas mail-bags
for Her Majesty’s Post Oftice, !t was not
the day’s labor, aithougi that was measur-
ed with a full measure that kept me so
bueily employed. My hardest work was to
keep straight with my masters, and I had

| a dozen of them at least-—warders always

“on to me,” as they call it, watching for a
crooked answer, tre slightest sign ot insub-
ordination, the smallest neglect or breach
of the innumerab e rules snd regulations,
many of them useless and vexatious, which

to have ghod friends ‘‘outside.” There are
blsck sheep in every flock, and a warder’s
wages are not always sufficient to keep him
honest,

Some are bribed to tratfic, that most
heinous of prison offences, 1o act as an in-
termediary berween the prisoner and his
friends, to take out *‘stiffs,” or clandestine
letters, and bring in (at exorbitant prices)
tobacco and extia food. **Mr. Wrighy,”
as the dishonest officer i8 caled, will act
iairly or anfairly as 1t suits him, out com-
pacts end badly sometimes,and then woe to
the poor prizener.

me too seriously to task for my sins, snd
thovght more of my crime than I did—it
had been at worst a breach of confidence,
to which I had been led by misapprehension.
So, when my long and exemplar? conduct
entitled me to some *‘privilege,” and this,
aided a little, I believe, by the medical
report that my health was failing and that
1 should benefit by more freedom, led to
my being offered a place in the kitchen, I
gladly accepted the boon. I never regret-
ted it, although the work was hard—often
repulsive,

After peeling potatoes, chopping suet
and carrots, and mixing dough, I had to
take my turn in the scullery and scour the
dirty tins, but I got my bellyful of food,
for, in spite of the warden’s watchful eye,
we constantly helped ourselves to dainty
morsels, while the mere smell of the food
was satisfying, 80 much so vhat most of us
soon put on the fat, greasy look of the
professional cook. I had company, too,
suchas it was; there were about a dozen men
in the kitchen, and although we are not
supposed to talk, we did continually, and
I madesome strange not to say inconvenient
acquaintances. This is the one great draw-
back to “‘association” in prison. Irksome
as is the geparate cell, you at least escape
the society of your fellow felons, which
is apt to be degrading, corrupting and
following by unpleasant consequences.
The claims on my regard, the appeals
to my purse, amounting to positive black-
mail, from comrades who hunted me up
when we weie once more ‘‘outside,” are
not the leastobjectionable ofmy reminders
that I have done two years’ imprisonment.

Sir Arthur John Bigge has been appoint,
ed by the Queen to be her private secretary
in place of Sir Henry Ponsonby, who has
been very ill for some time, Sir Arthur is
said to have remarkable courtesy, talent
and tect, He was Lieut.-Col. Bigge, of
the Royal Artillery, when appointed, but
the Queen made him a knight as a further
mark of her esteem.

Career of Duks of Cambridge.

The Duke of Cambrilge, whose retire-
ment from the post of Commander-in-Chief
has been announced, has had a longer

active military career than any other

officer now serving., His first connection
with the army was as a brevet-colonel in
November, 1837, when in his nineteenth
year, and his first employment when from
dbout six months at the end of 1838 and
beginning of 183) he was attached to the
stall at Gibraitar, In 1842 he became
lleutenant-colonel of the then Eighth Light
Dragoons, ten days later became colonel in
the Seventeenth Light Dragoons, and for
two years, from April, 1843, was a colonel
on the staff in the Ionian islands, Promoted
Lo mé generalin 1845, he was appointed
to the command of phe Duvblin district in
the following yeer, retairing the post till
March, 1852 when be became inspector-
general of cavalry 1t hoadquarters. In 1554
ile went as major-general to the Crimea,
where he commanded the Firat Division at
Alma, Balaklava, and Inkerman, his horse
being shot at the last-named battle, He
wae at the siege of Sebastopol, was men-
tioned in the despatches, and received the
thanks of the House of Commons. Advanced
to lieutenant-general in 1854, he became
geueral on being appointed to the chief
command of the army on July 15, 1856, but
did not receive the patent of commander-
in-chief till November, 1887, on completing
fifty-five years of active service, His Royal
Highness has been personal, aide-de-camp
to the Queen since 1882, aud is colonel of
the Seventeenth Lancers, Royal Artillery,

ABOUT THE HOUSE

Care and Wear.

It is not half as hird to care for one’s
clothes as it is to get them in the first in-
stance.  Yet, strangely enough, those who
have the fewest garments take the least
pains to preserve there freshness. Rich
women having French maids have their
gowns and bonnets looked atter with a
jealous skill that women who need such
eervice gcarcely dream of.

It is not wear that makes a drabbed
mass of your best gown in & eouple of
months. It is lack of care when it is off
your back. If you fold it up or hang it,
téen to une you doit badly. Hangall your
dress waists and skirts, but suppend them
on “coat hangers,” not on hooks or naila.
The way shopkeepers care for ready-made
garments is an excellent object lesson.

A large supply of coat hangers can be
bought for a dollar or if you are ouv of
reach of the ready-made articles, manufac-
ture them. Half a barrel hoop, with a
loop of string in the middle, makes 3
satisfactory substitute. Hanging only
serves for heavy fabrics, not when they
are of thin goods. In that case garments
are apt to become stringy. Light mater-
lals must be folded, sleeves and bows
stuffed out with tissue paper, and all given
plenty of room.

Skirt baga are a luxury, even a necessity
for handsome garmente, They are great
square sacks of white cotton, Jonger than
the skirts, and into which the skirt can be
slipped without crushing. A sachet sus:
pended in the centre imparts to the ski-t a
fragrance which makes it as sweet and as
fresh as a flower.

Skirts should not only be brushed when
taken off, but the lining ought to be well
wiped with a dry cloth, This should be
done at once, and the skirts then put away
properly. -It is tumbling about on chairs,
waiting to be disposed of, that ruins quan-
tities of clothes.

A few pair of boot tiees are invaluable.
The cost of them is more than compensated
for in actual saving of money. They not
only preserve the shape, but they crack
and break far less, It is a measure of
economy to keep several pairs of shoes in
use. When worn steadily they do not
have time to dry out thoroughly while off
the feet, and the coustant dampness rots
them. Water should never be put on shoes,
and any #oil should be removed with oil.
Slippers can be kept stuffed with paper.

Gloves must be pulled in shape as soon
as they are taken off, and not put away
till they are dried. They should always
be removed from the hand by turning them
wrong side out from the wrist up, not by
tugging at the fingers. In the shops they
always turn them, as the other method
rains the shape, and is likely to tear the
kid,

I'he best way to preserve the crispness of

veils is by rolling them up in long, narrow
sachets made for the purpose ; the tulle is
straightened out, folded, laid on the sachet
and rolled up with it, and the whole tied
with a ribbon fastened to the outside of
the veil case:
All closets and clothes presses need fre-
quent sunnings and airings. Clothing, too,
should be exposed now and again, just as
you sun your bedding. That is one of the
most sweetening measures in the world.
Dress waist linings can be kept wonderfully
nice if in addition you occasionally wipe
them off with a cloth dampened with very
weak ammonia water., Of course, the
shields should be {requently changed.

Care of Floors.

With regard to washing floors, the worst
thing for them 18 too much water. Whether
the boards be bare or you have a linoleum
or oil cloth, at the best some of the water
must find its way underneath,where,having
no air to dry, it gradually but inevitably
damages boards, coverings and health.
This fact is coming to be recognized, and &
dryer made of cleaning is being adopted.

This is a good way : Rub the linoleum,
or whatever the covering is, with a cloth
wrung out of warm water, and, when dry,
polish it with thin beeswax and turpentine,
as they do stained floors, The eflect is
most saticfactory, to say nothing of the
fact that the length of the wear is almost
doubled.

Another good mixture is one made of
equal parts of linseed oil and methylated
epirits. Sour milk used sparingly cleans
linolenm'admirably.

Matting should never be soaped. Take
it up, brush and dust it well on both sides,
then wipe it witha clean cloth wrung out
in fairly strong salt and water, Be careful
to wipe it dry as you proceed, that no
moisture be retained.

Some Hints.

A tablespoonful of kerosene added to
the starch when boiling prevents it from
sticking to the iron and leaves no odor.
Silken fabrics should never be folded in
white paper. The chloride of lime whick
is used to bleach the paper causes a
chemical change in the silk, and injures
the color.

Do not attempt to extinguish the flames
of blazing oil with water ; it will only
make them worse. Pour corn meal or
flour quickly over them, or throw over a
rug or anything handy that will exclude
the air.

A simple way to remove grease spots
from wall paper, caused by the head rest.
ing against the wall, is to hold a piece of
clean blotting paper over the spot and
press a moderately warm flat iron over it.
Repeat the operation until all the greese
is out.

In washing embroideries done with
crewels on a foundation of linsn or cra:h,
the first time bran water should always be
used to set the colors. To prepare the
water pour a gallon of boiling hot over a
pound of bran. Let the bran cook in the
water a day, stirring it occasionally ; then

strain it well. Put the article to be wash-
ed in the water when it is lukewarm,

pressing and squeezing it through the
water until clean, Do not think of wring-
ing dry, but press out all the moisture
possible and dry in a warm place zgahout
exposure to sunlight, When i till
damp, lay the right side on a fla and
press on the wrong side. Use only the

NOTES AND COMMENTS.

Un) seemingly wel'-founded reports
‘are m‘ing, war is a possibility of the
immediate future, involving on the on®
side China, Russia and France, and on
the other Japan and Great Britain. It
is evident that Russia will extend her
sovereignty south to the Yellow Sea sooner
or later, and at any cost ; and it is natural
that she should seck to do so by first get-
ting a lien on China in aloan of $80,000,000
to settle up with Japan, and, secondly, by
forming a Chinese compact, defensive and
aggressive, to make another step forward
in her march to the Pacific.

Alliance between Russia and China is
logical. In the thirteenth century s Tartar
from Mongolia invaded Chinaand formed a
dynasty which ruled over the whole eastern
part of Asia except Japan from the end of
the thirteenth past the middle of the four-
teenth oentury. The preaein dynasty in
China is also of Mongolian extraction, It
has long been prophesied that Russia, with
the Mongol Tartars, would cleave & way to
the Yellow Sea. The prophecy has been, in
part, fulfilled. When by the treaty of
Pekin foreign ambassadors were permitted
to take up residence at the imperial capital,
Russia sent as her plenipotentiary a man
who more than any other of modern times
after Napoleon combined the diplomatic
and military genius. Ignatieff blandly won
his way into the confidence of the allies,
and as soon as the treaty had been conclud-
ed he obtained for Russia eastern Siberia,
with Vladivostock. This was in 1858, The
foundation, theretore, of Russia’s expecta-
tions in that quarter is Chinese ; but she
did not hesitate to resort to Japan for its
first addition. The Island of Saghalien
Russia obtained the following year, in
exchange for the Kurile [sland, which was
then apparently of greater importance to
Japan. In fact, Russia wanted it because
it formed a huge break water at the mouth
of the Amoor. It aleoﬂ:ommandn the
northern entrance to the (\Sea of Japan and
18 rich in coal,

It appears to be the iniention of Russia
in avowed defiance of Japan to go south-
ward to Port Lazareff as the natural outlet
for her trans-Siberian railway. While the
government of Japan felt compelled to
abandon a claim for territory on the main-
land from China rather than to face a war
with Russia, popular feeling throughout
the island has proved more powerful than
the discretion ot the mikado. Flushed
with victory, their treasury to be replens
iched by cash indemnification, the Japanese
are liable to drive their rulers into another
conflict, compared with which that with
China was boye’ play.

Rumor of a compact between Great
Britain and Japan in regard to a possible
conflict with” Russia receives collateral
corroboration in the sudden summons ef
Lord Dufferin from Paris to Downing
street. Thegourse to be pursued by Great
Britain in the east is necessarily to
affected materially by that to be
adopted by France, Decoration of the
president of the French republic by the
Czar was undoubtedly intended to couﬁrm'
immediately following it, announcement by
the French government that a treaty was
in existence between Russia and the
republic, and kngland has a vital interest
on the Nile which may be more nearly
involved in the secret understanding than

oe

any concern of Germany, It is a curious
coincidence of a rapid series of international
svents that, while the French people were
in frenzy -, participation by their ship®
in the festivities at Kiel, a new Egyptian
committee sihould be formed at Paris fo,
the purpose of ¢ persuading” England to
withdraw her troops from Egypt.

Russian war preparations are apparently
in progress, Captain Sanderson, of the
Norwegian steamer Oscar II., arriving at
Tacoma from Vladivostock, reports 80,000
men at that port ready, he asserts, for an
advance south.
