AUTOMATIC TELEGRAPHING.
v B
Invention fo Increass the Speed-of Op-
erating.

The English postoffice officials have
installed at the Central Telegrayh ol-
fice in London a_ series of lelegraph
instruments which enable e'agraph
messa to be sent -at a vastiy in-
creased rale of speed. Instead of only
forty words a minute being tao)si cnt
by a firstclass telegraph operitor, the
postal authorities in London are now
enabled to send out 120 words a min-
ute, and what is' equally as important
an advantage is the fact thal the new
system makes a ocomplete and easily-
read typewritten copy of every message
sent out of this huge office every 24
hours, S

The tremendous increase in.the speed
sacrifices nothing fo accuracy or clear-
ness in sending. The new method em-
ployed works:-as follows:—Messages for
oulgoing sending are typewritlen on
specially consfructed machinés, which
also operate- a queerdooking machine
that punches holes in ‘a  long paper
tape, & good deal resembling the tape
that comes inlo every stock brokers
office with the fgansactions typewritten
on them of the d&y’s stock sales. This
(machine makes thess perforations with
five puncluring rods. Now dozens of
messages are punched into these strips,
and then the white paper uncoils into
a second machine, which is driven by
eleciricity, and werks three or four
times as rapidly as is possible to the
best trelned human hand.

This machine is connected by an elec-
tric current with a machine that re-
ceives the impression from the holes
punched out. The receiving machins
smply reverses the operalion perform-
od at the London office, and the sheet
of paper tape comes out punctured just
like the one in the sending office.

This when fed Into an electrically-
driven {ypewriter made to correspond
to the different holes punched in the
paper tape reproduces the exact words
typewritten on the first machine in
the London office. This does away with
either a receiving or sending telegraph
cperator of the old style, who has to
tap, tap, tap with a key.

The- Destroyer Tartar Recently Made
37.037 Knots an Hour,

Eﬂlglnnd’s navel - experts stale that
England ‘to-day possesses not only the
biggest and most powerful warships,
bul that she has afloat (he biggest and
fastest fleet of destroyers in the world.
They point out that when the King
recently revieweld the home and reserve
fleels, off Spithead, it was proved that
of the 182 ships reviewed, 166 were
eble to leave immediately for the ma-
neeuvres in - an extraordinarlly high
percentage of preparedness.

England under present Administration
has slightly reduced her naval expendi-
tures. The total naval estimates for the
year 1907-08 aggregated £31,419,500
($158,000,000), as against £31,869,500
($170,000,000) for the preceding year.
This economy, though large, is unim-
portant considering the present great
predominance of the eBritish navy over
all others. England intends to main.
tain this predominance by building four
Dreadnoughts annually, and it is the
intention of England to continue their
~construction until she possesses in ves-
sels dating from the Dreadnought era
alone as great a wrelative superiority
cver all other nations as she possesses
to-day.

The desiroyer Tartar was built by
John Thornycroft. She is a turbine,
and her highest speed was altained in
one of the six runs over the measured
Admiralty course, The turbines are of
the Parsons fype.

The dimensions of the Tartar are as
follows: The length on water-line, 270
feel; widih on waler-line, 26 feet; depth,
17 feet 2 inches; displacement, 850 tons,
The shape which has been adopted for
tho vessel is that usually chasen by
ihe Thornyerofts, which includes the
graceful lurtle deck, in place of the
raised forecastle. - The turtle deck
throws the water neatly overboard in.
slead of under the upper deck. Her
armament consists of three 12-pr. quick
firing guns and {wo torpedo tubes.

The evolut'on of England’s champion-
ship in the matter of the swiftest de-
sireyer lies in the story of a long strug-
gle against the resistance of sea and
winds extending over years.

Thirly knots an hour was {he speed
aimed at, and in 1893 the Daring al-
most rcached that point, making a
{rifle over 29. In 1896 this was exceed-
e! by the deslroyer Desperate, which
allained the coveted speed of 30 knols
an hour.

Then the Japanese upset England’s
calculations . with the destroyer Usufri-
mo, which made 31 knots. England at
once raised the limit, and with the Al-
batross she again gained the record,
this last named destroyer reaching
speed of a litt'e over 32 knots.

But England was not yel contented,
and proceeded to build the Tartar,
which first reached a 33-knot limit, then
incresed this to 35, and finally aston-
ished the naval world by reeling off the
speedy run of 37.037 knots,

RECORDS OF OPERATIONS.

Cinematograph Pictures Now Used in
Surgery.

Another slep
and surgical science has been taken
ry the Middlesex Hospital, London.
Through the efforts of Dr. H. C. Thomp-
son lhe cinematograph has been added
) the equipment of the institution, and
hereafter records will be reproduced on
films of symptoms, germs and opera-
lions which will be used to illustrale
lectures.

Arrangements have been made with
a cinematograph company for lhe erec-
tion of special accommaodalions for these
lifelikc rccords. The operating room
has to ke lighted in a special way - for
cinematographing purposes. A special
chamber will be provided, whither pa-
tients will be conveyed by eleclric ele-
valors, and a light has been discovered
by which photographs can be*taken in
al! kinds of weather. The new premises
will be the first to be erected solely
for cinematographic purposes.

The cinemaltograph has been used in
France for medical purposes for the past
eight years, having been introduced by
Dr. Doyen. But showmen oblained some
o! the films and exhibited them, thus
bringing the cinematograph into disre-
rule and causing medical men to give
it up almost entirely. It is now hopéd
that the records of the British physi-
cians and surgeons will not gain a si-
milar publicity.

MARCH WEATHER.

Prof. Hicks outlines March -weather
at considerable length, and we condense
his forecasts for the benefit of our read-
ers. March opens with falling’ barome-
ter, cloudiness and storm.  Earthquake
shakes may be heard of by telegraph be-
tween two or three days before or after
noon of the 2nd. Unsettled, stormy
weather is likely to continue till the 4th,
when look for severe storms of wind and
rain. turning into blizzards of sleet and
snow in the north from 5th to 9th. This
is a Mercury period, and Mercury is the
‘“sleet god.” It is safe to say that rough
weather, with stvbborn and unseasonab-
le cold may be expected. The annual
magnetic and electric crisis falls on the
11th, hence peculiar disturbances in
earth and air may be expected for a few
days before and after that date. The
Mercury disturbance willculminate from
15th to 26th, with full moon on 17th, and
moon on celestial equator on19th, Dan-
gerous storms will visit southern sec-
tions, tapering off towardsthe north into
furious storms of 1ain, sleet and snow.
Blizzards and interruption of transporta-
tion need surprise no one. Watch the
telegraphic news covering a few days be-
fore and after 17th for earthquake shocks.
It should not surprise anyone in northern
sections, if touching #7th, 18th, 19th,
one of the worst blockades of the win-
ter occurs.  Sharp squalls and gales will
be natural centering 22, 23, 24; care for
the live stock exposed. Storms will
gather again, and reach culmination
near the end of the month, say the 30th
or 31st, and storms and tidal waves will
be probable within 46 hours of midnight
on 31st. March will go out with north-
westerly gales, and colder weather by
April 18t and 2nz{.

WINNIPEG BANK HELD UP.
Three Desperddoes Ordered Employes
to Hold Up Their Hands.

A despalch from Winnipeg says:
Saturday night this cify was the scene
of a sensational attempt at bank rab-
bery, which recalls the days of Jesse
James and which indicates that the bad
gang which has been operating in the
Dakolas for some time past have pro-
bably crossed the border. A number
of branch banks remain open on Sal-
urday evenings to accept deposits. on
savings bank accounts, and this gave
the desperadoes an opportunity that
would -be impossible in regular bauk-
ing hours,

It was shortly after 8 p.m. when
C. E. Rae and F. W. Sussex, cashier
and manager of the little suburban
branch of the Union Bank on the cor-
ner of Nena and Logan sireets, close
t¢ the C. P. R. stockyards, were start-
led by the entry of two men, armed
with aulomatic revolvers, who ordered
them to throw up their hands. Rae
promptly ducked under the counter,
but Managare Sussex could not get out
of sight s0 easily, and the bandits fired
point-blank at him, one bullet going
through his left arm. He then got
under the counter also, and the rob-
kers were evidently afraid to follow
fo~ fear of being shot by the concealed
men, who they fortunately did not
know were unarmed. They contented
themselves with shooting at both of the
men, and with a man “confederate, who
stood guard oulside, made good their
escape. Eight bullets were found af-
terwards in the walls and fixtures, The
police were promptly notified by tele-
phone, but, owing to lhe distance from
the stition, it was nearly half an hour
before thé detectlves reached the scene,
They followed the tracks of the bandits
in the fresh snow away oul into the
C. P. R. yards, where the trail was fin-
ally lost in a labyrinth of tracks.

He still main-
tained his home in Winnipeg and made
frequent visils there, while from time
to time Mrs. Killam visited Ottawa.
She came here two weeks ago, when
the Judge and Mrs. Killam {00k up their
quarters at the new Russell. Three
or four days after Mrs. Killam's arrival
the judge had to lay up with a cold.
On Thursday pneumonia set in, and
about 9 on Sunday morning the chief
commissioner passed away. Mrs. Kil-
lam was with her husband to the last.
Profound regret is felt in the city at
the death of the chief commissioner.
In conneclion with the reorganization
of the Railway Commission, the Gov-
ernment had counted upon him to carry
out the task, and none could have done
it beiter by reason of his knowledge
of the law and of rallway affairs: It
will be difficult to replace him.
