Major Powking. In the matter of attendance
—which is less even than is given in most
hotels—married boarders are no better off
then single, both having to employ people
especially to do clothes-washing, and all
merely personal services. Even the lighting
of fires, when fires are needed, becomes an
exira item of expense ; and by these means,
as well as by the labor-saving conveniences
introduced into city dwellings, the work of
domestics is reduced to a minimum. Hot
aud cold water are found in all the rooms te
the very top of these houses ; and in winter
the heating is supplied by a furnace in the
cellar, the warm air from which is admittod
into the hall, dining room, and common
parlors, in a regulated current through a
grated aperture in the floor of each. This is
decidedly nos the pleasantest kind of artifi-
cial heating, but it is not the least effective.
and dispenses with a vast amount of work
about grates. It is true, nevertheless, that
by such expedicnts comfort is often tuthlessly

sacrificed to convenience.

The cost of living in boarding-houses
ranges from strictly economical to profusely
extravagant terms, without anything like a
corresponding difference in thedegree of com-
fort obtained by these extremes of expendi-
ture. In New York, a well-to-do boarder
thinks nothing of paying thirty dollars a week
for very much the same wmaterial comforts as
a clerk or shopman can command at an out-
lay of ten dollars; but the first occupies

apartments in Fifth Avenue, while
the other remaius  content with
a hall-bedroom, or sleeping clcset

over the lobby in less  fashionable
Fourth. If bed and board of a plain but com-
forteble kind in an unobtrusive neighborbood
will content & man and bis wife, these they
may procure for fifteen dollars a week ; but if
they desire more than the bare necessaries, or
if they go to live insowe fashionable * brown-
stone-front” in an up-town locality, then they
may pay forty, fifty, or even a grester number
of dollara.  As a rule, midile-class people do
not coneider it extravagant to pay for board
at the rate of from ten to twenty dollars for
individuals, twenty to thirty-five dollare for

marricd couples, and for fawilics -in propor-

tion - five dollars Leing about equiva'ent to
one pound sterling. Nor can these rutes be

deemed exorbitant, sceing that the fare pro-

vided in the better class of esiablishments

does not fall very far short of what eome
boarding-house advertisements promise—
namely, ** the best the market affords, with
all the luxuries of the season.”

Beasonable luxuries are made a feature on
the table, and a regular boarder would think
himeelf defrauded if he did not get shad in
April, etrawberries in June, buckwheat cakes
daring winter, and ice all summer. The hour
for breakfast is rarely later than eight ; lunch
eon follows at one, and dinner at six. Supper
is & meal unknown in boarding-houses; but
abstinense fron late eating is recompensed by
untroubled sleep and a morning appetite
which does not disdain porridge. * The hale-
some parritch" has been gradually establish
ing a place omn American breakfast-tables
in the past few years. It1s eaten in every
way which unaccustomed palates can devise
to creata a relish-—with milk and suogar, or
with syrup and batter ; to begin a meal or o
end it ; or even as a concomitant to give
coherence throughout. But &t any rate, so
strong is the belief in oatmeal, that there are
vow few tables on which it is now a standing
dish. Potatos are also geverally rerved in
tono form at the morning mweal ; and as a
duinty, struwberries, blackberries and huckle-
berries—otherwise called whortleberries, bil-
berrics or blueberries—are preseunted in sum-
mer, and ** griddle.cakes” with maple syrup
in winter. Luncheon calls fur no remark ;
while the evening mesl scarcely differs from
a plain English family dioner followed by tea
and coffee ; and here it may be added that
the charge of keeping a scanty table is one
seldom brought against even the lower-priced
establishments.

A bourding-honse never ocan be made a
substitute for home. There is therefore a
touch of irony in the fact that the ‘amiliar
words which are sung wherever the ) nglish
language is known as a prean of tender feel-
ing for ** Home, Sweet Home,"” may truly
be said to have issued from a boarding-
house ; for it was smong these institutions
of his pative land that Jobn Howard Payne

had his shifting domicile. Indeed, from the

time he left his father's humble dwelling on

Long Island, a boy just entering his teens,
till the day of his death in a palace at Tunis
—the writer of ** Home, Sweet Home” had
no home better than a boarding-house, and
knew no sweet more wholesome than the

Prof, Mears, of Hamilton College, says

He asserts that there
was internal discord, that ‘‘the exiravagant
veneration for Noyes had eeriously declined,”
snod adds she following narrative: ** Noyes
himself and his friends became alirmad. The
circle, once o obsequious and blindly loyal,
could no longer be implicitly trusted. The
absurd alarm rose toa panic. Flight was
decided upon. To insure against possible
hindrances it was kept a secret {rom most of
the family. At night a carriage containing
the founder and two faithful attendants was
driven stealthily away to a remote rauway
station. The community us a whole was kept
in ignorance as to his whereabouts. On the
1st of March last it became generally known
that he had concluded to remain in Canada,in
or near Clifton, in the immediate vicinity of
Niagara Falls. Here the Community, or the
financial managers of the concern, rented him
& house, furnished him a horse and carziage,
and provided in part for bis living - expenses.
His legal wife, Mrs. H. A. Noyes. went to
him, accompanied or followed by three or four
other unmarried and younger women. Thils
begins a new epieode in the history of this
movement. Noyes is undertaking at the age
of three-score years and pine, to plant a vew

A Man iKicked to Death.

The usually quiet little village of Hornby
East, in Halton county, has been thrown into
a state of great excitement by a bar-room
affray, which has resulted fatally. The parties
were James Purcell
Fdwards, & blacksmith, in the employ of Mr,
Saunders, Auburn, and David Lindsay, jr.,
8 young man, the son of a very respectable
farmer in the neighborhood.
