The electors of Rossland won 2a
magnificent victory at the polls yes-
terday, when John Stilwell Clute was
elected mayor of the Golden City for
1902 and the aldermanic ticket placed
in the field by the Citizens’ Committee
was returned intact.

r';he majorities might have been
greater, but the outcome could not
have been improved upon. Today
there will be great joy in the hearts of
all true citizens, and this includes
many voters who cast their bal-
lots in favor of the opponents
of the Citizens’ candidates, for
the fact will 'be appreciated that the
actual solution was the only one com-
patible with the future prosperity of
Rossland.

His Worship Mayor Clute was enthu-
siastically applanded on every appear-
ance during the evening, and the alder-
men-elect shared in the general inter-
change of felicitations. The magor’s ma-
jority was 62, amply sufficient to demon-
sirate that he snatched no catch ver-
dict. The fight was keen from start to
finish, and the best man won because
his platform appealed to the solid com-
monsense of a majority of the electors.
The efforts of the agitators to wrest the
city government from the hands of men
who proposed to administer corpg)xjaticyn
affairs in the interest of the citizens,
and in their interests exclusively, falls
flat; the voice of the electors spoke in
no uncertain tomes, and the result puts
a quietus forever on the cause of agl-
tation in Rossland.

THE ALDERMEN.

In the aldermanic contests the results
are equally’ satisfactory. In Wward 1 two
veterans of last year’s council are Te-
turned to office. Alderman Hamilton
headed the poll with 177 votes, Alder-
men Armstrong coming next with 175
votes. The ' Labor candidates, MessTs.
King and Knott polled a considerable
vote, and the former was only one vote
behind Alderman-elect Armstrong.
miss is as good as a mile, according to
an old axiom, and the electors of Ward
1 are doubtless now congratulating
themselves on having returned two
such tried and valued public servants
as Aldermen Hamilton and Armstrong.
A recount in Ward 1 will not affect

the result. ‘In Ward 2 Daniel and
Mackenzie, the Citizens’ candidates,
were returned with substantial ma-
jorities. Mr. Daniel headed the poll
with one of the largest votes ever
polled in the ward, thus testifying in
the strongest terms to his popularity
personally and his high reputation as
a business man in whose hands the
interests of all classes
assured.

| with the element that . has created
| such dissension in the city for two or
{ three years, and particularly in the
| last®eight months. On this side were
| arrayed the ranks of those who werg
| making a last fight for the supremacy
of agitation. This side of the argu-
ment was backed up by money. The
Miners’ Union drew on the coffers of
the Western Federation of Miners at
Denver, Colorado, for substantial
amounts, representing to the Federa-
tion that the fate of rampant unionism
in Rossland and this district was bal-
anced on the outcome of yesterday's
voting. Opposed to the agitators were
the electors who own property, whose
interests in Rossland are permanent
and who perceived behind the frothings
of the agitators a deep-laid plot to
prostitute the corporation’s interests
to ends altogether foreign to the best
interests of the Golden City. These
citizens foresaw the danger of deliver-
ing the civic machinery over to agi-
tators to be utilized as a club in the
hands of men whose real stake in the
city is represented by a few paltry
dollars per annum. The splendid fight
on behalf of Mr. John Stilwell Clute
emanated from the patriotism of these
true and loyal citizens.

The day was ideal for securing a
large vote. The sleighing was excellent
and it may be said that every avail-
able conveyance in the city was re-
quisitioned for the purpose of driving
electors to and from the polls. Mr.
Clute is under a debt of gratitude to
the small army of enthusiastic sup-
porters who volunteered their time,
their best efforts and their conveyances
for the purpose of furthering his in-
terests, and it is safe to predict that
a gentleman of Mr. Clute’s  genial
character may. be depended upon to
thoroughly appreciate the splendid
work done on his behalf.
At the headquarters of both mayor-
alty candidates the scene was animated
from the time the polls opened until the
1ast moment availab’e for br ngin~ tardy
voters to the polls. The commititeemen
labored incessantly and the result of
their efforts is seen in the large vote
polled.
In the polling booths somewhait simi-
lad scenes were enacted. The votes fre-
quently came in so close together as to
cengest the polls, this being particu-
larly the case at the city hall where all
votes for the mayoralty and for school
trustees were recorded. 2
} Bothl parties were represented by
| staffs of scrutineers and these worked
| energetically. ‘A feature of the seruti-
neer’s work was the manmer in which
those represpntatives of the Labor
party challenged ladies who were
thought to be opposed to their side of
the argument. On many occasions lady
voters were compelled to make decla-
rations apparently for no reason other
than to embarrass them. The policy fol-
lowed by the Citizens’ Cimmittee scru-
tineers was decidedly opposed to this,
and should be taken to heart by the
agitators.

One of the factors that helped the La-
bor party to roll up a considerable vote
was the fact that they brought in a
large number of outside voters. A union
merr ber Temarked during the day: “We

are perfectly|

have sent out a round hundred letters
to members now resident out of the
corporation but entitled to vote at this
election. Every one of these hundred
men has an absolute guarantee that his
railroad and hotel expenses will be
paid, and their votes will bielp us out.”
The admission’ was candid but hardly
well advised, in view of the fact that
the Act makes it a grave offence for
voters to receive assistance in this way.

THE SCHOOL BOARD.

In the contest for school trustees the
result was almost equally satisfactory,
as three of the five candidates named
on the Citizens’ ticket were elected at
the head of the polls. Two of these
will serve for two years on the board.
The Labor candidates elected are
Peter Ronald McDonald and Mrs.
Emma Letitia Chisholm. The board
will thus have a lady member.

The return of Mr. Galt at the head
of the poll was a gratifying tribute to
his splendid reputation for probity and
ability. Mr. McCraney will probably
be the most valuable member of the
board this year, for the reason that
he is the only one of the members
who has all the details with respect
to the present condition of the schools
at his finger-tips. Mr. Grigor is a well

known citizen whose standing ensured
him the support of the majority of
voters. Mr. Agnew, another Citizens’
candidate, was within 15 of the next
highest in regard to votes, and the
board will miss his large fund of 4n-
formation relating to school matters.

IMPERSONATION.

Attempts were made at imperson-
ation during the day and these result-
ed disastrously in one instance. At
least two cases came under the atten-
tion of the election officers in which
it was strongly suspected that two
men voted under names they were not
entitled to bear, and a third case, that
of Andrew Rankin, who asked for a
ballot in the name of Richard A.
Ryan, was so flagrant that Judge
Townsend ordered the man under ar-
rest. Rankin was promptly lodged in
the cells: by Officer Bradshaw, who
was on duty at the city hall. The
case will be gone into today, in all
probability. After he was incarcer-
ated Rankin stated that he had been
<ent down to the polls by certain par-
ties and that he was to have recorded
his ballot for MecKichan.

ANNOUNCING RESULTS.

The first returns to arrive were
those from the wards. In less than 20
minutes it was known that in both
wards where polls had been held the
Citizens’ candidates were elected, and
this was the first inkling the public
had as to the outcome of the mayor-
alty contest. It was argued that if
the Citizens’ ticket had swept the
boards in the subsidiary contests it
would be equally strong in the main
fight—and this deduction proved to be
founded on reason. It was 5 o’clock
almost to a moment when the bottom
of the ballot box containing the may-
oralty ~candidates’ fate was reached.
The record of the votes had been
taken by a dozen or fifteen officials,
agents and others and . the ~ figures
coincided in every instance. When
Judge Townsend opened the first of
the ballot boxes he picked therefrom
a ballot and in a moment the eager
pencils had scored one for McKichan.
The next ballot was for Clute, and
then followed several for McKichan
and vice versa. Only 52 ballots had
been placed in the first box, and 29 of
these were Clute votes. By the time
the first 400 votes were cast Clute had
attained a majority of about 40, and
this grew one by one until the last
ballot had been taken out and the
final majority of 62 piled up. Mayor
Clute was one of those who kept tab
on the votes, and he was promptly
assailed by a score of enthusiastic
friends who wrung his hands and
cheered with vim. The intelligence
spread like wildfire to the crowd
without the city hall, who had been
kept well informed throughout as to
the progress of the count, and equal
enthusiasm was excited. Ten minutes
after the mayoralty voted was count-
ed the Miner had an extra edition on
the streets giving the results of the
contest with the exception of the race
for the school trustee board, which
was not. known for several hours
afterwards. The «oxtra” was ahead
of all other official announcements by
20 minutes and sold like hot cakes.

MAGNIFICENT DEMONSTRATION.

The event of the day—the demon-
stration—was reserved for evening and
at 8 o’clock it was commenced. A torch~
light procession was formed at t‘.h‘e
Citizens’ committee rooms, in which
the usual oil-soaked and blazing brooms
played a prominent part. The mayor-
elect drove in a handsome sleigh be-
hind a spanking team of horses, He was
preceded by the City band and a little
later in the parade came the Bugle band
of the Rocky Mountain Rangers with
drums rattling a quickstep and buglers
blowing with might and main. In addi-
tion to the marching comtingent there
were a score of heavily laden conveyan-
ces bearing the_ principal members of
the general and ward committees of the
Citizens’ organization. Several of the
aldermen-elect were prominent in the
procession, which was witnessed by sev-
eral thousand .citizens. Most of those
sppeared to be in entire sympathy with
the demonstration if the volleys of
cheers fori the mayor-elect may be ac-
cepted as a criterion.

A MANLY SPEECH.

After traversing the principal streets
a couple of times the procession. wound
up at the Miner office, where Mayor
Clute made a speech that not only
charmed hiis enthusiastic supporters but

which will go far to heal any differences
that may have arisen as a result of the
sharp campaign. His ‘Worship opened
by conveying his heartiest thanks to
the supporters who had contributed to
the magnificent victory of the day, and
to the electors genemalty  wWho had
placed him in the enviable position he
had attained a couple of hours since.
In this respect he spoke for his col-
leagues, who were equally grateful for
the splendid support accorded thlem. To
his opponents he desired to say that in
his capacity as Mayor he would take
the attitude that he was the representa-

tive and public |servent of all portions

of the population, regardless of the in-
dividual’s stand in the election that

was a thing of the past. He felt, how-
ever, that he was in his present posi-
tion as the result of an overwhelming
sentiment on the part of the electors
that the ime had come when strife and
turmoil must be banished from the
Golden City and all put their shoulders
tcgether for the general advancement
of the city. It was very generally felt
t*}at there must be a feeling of peace
in ihe ecity itself, for the stirring up of
trcuble militated against the success of
all Rossland was a city to itself, perch-
ed up among the hills and having no
asset save its marvellous mineral

it was essential that here should be an
end of strife, and his victory at the
rolls was to be attributed to this rather
than to ihis pemsomal worth.,

THE STAFF BLUSHED .

In concluding his manly, straightfor-
ward and eloquent address the mayor-
elect desired the crowd to join him in
three cheers for the Miner newspaper in
token of the manner in which it hiad
championed the cause which had at-
toined victory. The cheers were given
right loyally and the Miner staff was
ocmpelled to retire to hide its blushes.

Then the procession reformed- and
marched to the Committee rooms, where
it disbanded with further cheers for all.

MAYOR FLETCHER RE-ELECTED

IN NELSON AFTER A HARD
CONTEST.

THE RESULTS OF THE GRAND
FORKS AND OTHER CIVIC
ELECTIONS.

,NELSON. Jan. 16.—The chief bone
of contention in the election today was
the mayoralty, for which F. Fletcher
and J. A. Kirkpatrick were the con-

testants. The aldermanic candidates
and those who ran for school trustees
were almost lost sight of. In the strug-
gle for supremacy between the sup-
porters of these two leading candi-
dates Mayor Fletcher represented the
business element perhaps more than
any other, and was strongly supported
by them, as well as by the Nelson
Miner. His opponents tried to make
capital out of the fact that he leased

Kootenay Power company during a
time when the city plant was partially
disabled, and subsequently placed a
bylaw before the people by which
power was to be leased from the com-
pany for one year. It was alleged
that this was the first step in the di-
rection of turning over to the power
company one of Nelson’s public utili-
ties. This was made an issue of the
campaign by the Kirkpatrick men.
Mr. Kirkpatrick was simply Mr. Hous-
ton’s candidate, and appeared to be
m%,.under his domination, and
it w laimed that if he were elected
that Houston would be mayor by
proxy. The defeat of Mr. Kirkpatrick
therefore is regarded as a death blow
to Mr. Houston’s political ambition
and influence.

If he persists
in ‘his determination he wil undoubtedly
edly take a good many Liberal votes,
because he has a certain following in
Victoria who are somewhat mysterious-
ly moved to remain faithful to him in
any circumstances. The Liberals cannot
very well withdraw their regular can-
didate under his threat, and the out-
come of the three-cornered contest is
easily foretold. Mr. Barnard will in
such event have a practical wali-Gver
and the Liberal hopes of securing one
of the Victoria seats will be dashed to
the ground. The reason for “Joe’s”’ de-
cision is an eminently characteristic
one, if it is corectly stated in the dis-
patches. “Joe” has been moving with
all his forice to capture thie provincial
Liberal convention to be held at Van-
couver and secure the nomination for
the Liberal leadership in provincial
politics, as a possible step towards cap-
turing the premiership in the future.
Apparently the Liberal executive in
Victoria is intent on crossing him in this
plan, and therefore he is prepared to
wreck their hopes of carrying Victoria
at the election for the commons. Nothing
could better have illustrated the man’s
character, and his conduct in this in-
cident may actually be of service to the
electors of the province in- the  event
of his being able once more to pose as
the leader of a faction in provincial
politics. The incident is also illustrative
of the condition of the Liberal party in
British Columbia—especially the coast
section. “Joe” has contrived to intro-
duce discord in the ranks, and evident-
ly ke wil be both able and willing to
keep it up.

TO THE BITTER END.

The opening of the session of the Im-
perial parliament was attended by cir-
cumstances which make it quite a nota-
ble event. It was entirely natural that
there should be keen speculation as to
the proposals which the government
would lay before the members of the
two houses, for the long continuation
4f Boer resistance and other complica-
toins have given origin to problems need-
ing very serious efforts for their solu-
tion. On the central point of the situ-
ation, the pacification of South Africa,
there is evidently to be no drawing back
by the government from the position it
has so consistently occupied. The re-
marks of Lord Salisbury and Mr. Cham-
berlain are conclusive on that point.
Indeed the decision of the government
could not well be otherwise. To adopt
the suggestions of the pro-Boers and
put on the appearance of yielding would
be to lose” all the ground that has been
gained at the cost of so much blood
and treasure. The proposition is so ab-
surd that it could not be entertained
for a moment. To any unprejudiced on-
looker it must be evident that the com-
plete subjugation of the Boers is the
only possible plan. What sensible and
dispassionate outsiders think of the sit-
uation is shown by the following edi-
torial utterance of the Spokesman-Re-
view: “King Edward has publicly ex-
pressed the. belief that the South Afri-
can war is in its final stages, and an
early declaration of peace in South Af-
rica may be anticipated. It is hoped
this expectation may be verified. The
Boers have played a desperate game,
and lost. Their capitals have been taken;
their cities captured; their armies rout-
ed, and their governments annihilated.
Their cause has degenerated into guer-
rila warfare which can achieve nothing
beyond harassing the British and pro-
longing the distress of their own people.
Under these circumstances it is cruel to
foster false hopes and encourage hope-
less resistance, The pro-Boer agitation
on the continent of Europe is all but

@vhich completely disposed of the mat-

criminal, Its obvious purpose is to in-

volve Germany in a war with England,
but the attempt will probably fail there
as a like attempt failed in the United
States.” If the pro-Boer agitation on
the continent is “alt but criminal,”
what should be said of the agitation
carried on in Britain mself? The people
who engage in it and - thus encourage
the infatuated followers of Botha and
De Wet are actually murderers in ef-
fect, if not in intent. Their blindness
to the certain results of their efforts is
incomprehensible. Fortunately the indi-
cations that the malcontent Boers are
nearly at the end of their resistance
and that pacification of the country is
at hand are daily multiplying. Even if
it does end soon the war willl have left

Its tradesmen are brought
Into direct toudh with the everyday life
of a grand body of wage earners; and
as a consequence business relations of
a most intimate character are estab-
lished. This is an advantage which few
mining towns possess. If we compare
conditions in Rossland today with those
which prevail in othex sections_of ' the
country we will find that Rossland—
with all the disastrous perplexities with
which it has been afflicted—is in & much
better shape.

labor are requested to withidraw all sup-
port from said firms.

THE NEW COUNCIL.

The scene enacted at the city hall yes-
teraay, when the council of 1901 stepped
down and out of office to be succeeded
{mmediately by their successors, the
mayon and aldermen elected for the en-
suing year, was of a most interesting
nature, and the pleasant manner in which
the ceremony passed off augurs well for
the civic administration of 1902.. It is
evident that the mew council is harmon-
jous and that its attention to the corpo-
ration’s business is not to be distracted
by petty side isues that might have
been introduced under certain circum-
stances. It is apparent that the inter-
ests of ratepayers generally are t0 be the
sole ward of the new civic administra-
tion and that this administration will
be operated on strictly business prin-
ciples. This will be an important factor
in the future success of the Golden City
and the entirely satisfactory manner in
which the municipal elections resulted
must be borne in on every resident.

Ex-Mayor Lalonde took a prominent
part.in yesterday’s formal proceedings.

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PARLIAMENT OPENS

A Grand Ceremonial, in Which King Edwhl"d
and Queen Alexandra Were the
Central Figures.

Sharp Remarks Made by Leaders and Others
in the Debate on the Speech
From the Throne.

LONDON, Jan. 16.—King Edward
opened parliament with a ceremonial

in all essential respects similar to that
of February last. The procession to the
house of lords was of the same charac-
ter as that witnessed on the occasion
of the opening of the first parliament of
King Edward’s reign, while wihtin the
upper house were seen the same state
pageantry, the same historic dresses
and the same revival of ancient robes,
After robing, King /Edward and Queen
Alexandra entered> the house of peers|
and occupied their thriones beneath a|
canopy, with the Prince and Princess
of Wales on either side of them. The|
othe. members of the royal family were
seated on chairs at the foot of the svt,eps‘i
leading to the thrones. The Gentleman |
Usher of the Black Rod, General Sir|
Michael Biddulph, having summomed
the speaker and the members of the
hcuse of commons, his majesty read the
speech from the throne. Their majesties |
then retired amid a fanfare of trum-
pets and attended by the same regal
ceremony as accompanied their entry |
into the house. .

They were greeted enthusiastically,
as they sat in the state coach, whose
golden pinnacle brushed the boughs of
the trees in the green park. King Ed-
ward .and Queen Alexandra looked for
all tHe world like a flattering painting !
of Henry VIII and one of his better |
looking spouses. The King and Queen
both looked extremely well.

So far as restrained public enthusi- |
asm was concerned the spectacle was
nothing to what occurred.earlier in the
day, when the guards’ reinforcement
left their barracks en route to South |
Africa: The guardsmen, tramped” through
the dark -streets of the metropolis at 6
o'clock in the morning, accompanied by
an uproarious mob of civilian friends,
singing songs to the accompaniment of
bands. The songs and music, hiowever,
did not drown the erying of women, who
clung to the necks and arms of al-
most every-man of the comtingent.

On alighting at the royal entrance of
the houses of parliament, beneath the
Victoria tower, King Edward and Queen
Alexandra were met by thie high officials
of state and gvere conducted to the rob-,
ing rooms. Having assumed their gor-!
geous robes, the procession was form-
ed, and preceded by the Duke of De-
vonshire, lord president of the council,!
bearing the Imperial crown, and the
heralds and pursuivants, they entered
the bouse of peers, amid a fanfare of
trumpets.

The scene in the gilded chamber was
very brilliant, state officers, ambassa-
decrs and ministers in handsome uni-,
forms and peers and peeresses in vari-
colored robes filling every nook.

“The King, beneath his robes, wore a

dress was of black velvet, surmounted
by a robe trimmed with ermine. The'
peeresses all wore ostrich feathers in

Lopd Rosebery commended the spirit
and ‘the words of Mr. Chamberlain’s re-
ply to thie imperial chancellor of Ger-
man, Count Von Buelow, but expressed
his anxiety concerning the constant
controversies with Germany and other
powers which Mr. Chamberlani’s dia-
lectics had excited, and wanted to know
where it was going to stop.

Winter Carnival could be sustained.

LIBERALS AND
HOME RULE

Comments on the Leader’s
Statement in the
Commons.

The Member for Galway
Will Not Try to Take
His Seat.

LONDON, Jan. 18.—The most im-
portant event of the reassembling of
parliament was undoubtedly the em-
phatic declaration of Sir Henry Camp-
bell-Bannerman, the Liberal leader in
the house of commons, that the Lib-
eral party is still committed to home
rule. This was so utterly at variance
with Lord Rosebery’s . Chesterfield
speech that it was taken to completely
nullify the other passage of Sir Henry’s
opening speech, in which he endeavor-

ed to conciliate the Rosebetry faction.

The Spectator says this re-nailing of
the home rule flag to the Liberal mast
is a new and violent repudiation of
the Imperialist wing. Other quarters
have taken the home rule matter as
a de facto bid for the support of the
Irish parliamentary party. But this
does not appear to be a probable con-

‘tingency, as John Redmond and other

leaders of the Irish Nationalists have
continually declared and proved it to
be their intention of fighting the home
rule battle unhampered by alliances,
by supporting Sir Henry Banmerman
when the occasion suits them.

PARIS, Jan. 18.—Colonel -Arthur
Lynch, the recently elected member
of the house of commons for Galway
city, Ireland, who is said to bhave
fought on the side of the Boers in
South Africa, in an interview with a
representative of the Associated Press
today, denied that he had tried to go
to England for the opening of parlia-
ment. Colonel Lynch said he had not
left Paris, for the good reason that
he appreciated the fact that he would
not be allowed to reach his goal—the
house of commons. He had some time
ago contemplated going to the opening
of parliament, but he said, jokingly:
“I did not think then that a nation
that considers itself one of the sports-
men would be so unsportsmanlike as
to seek to reach me in cold blood
when it might have had me in warm
blood in the Transvaal.”

Colonel Lynch added that his fu-
ture movements would be governed
by the councils of the Irish party, in
whiéi he has every confidence, and
by the wishes of his constitueats. He
declared the stories published in the
English papers of his recent visit to
Dr. Leyds at Brussels, with whom he
was alleged to have business connec-
tions, were pure inventions. He had
only passed through Brussels a year
ago, and he has no business relations
with Dr. Leyds of any kind, though
they are on friendly terms.,

LONDON, Jan. 18.—Dr. Leyds, the
representative in Europe of the Trans-
vaal, according to a despatch from
Amsterdam to - Renter’s Telegram
company, held a conference today
with the Boer delegation at the house
of Mr. Wolmarans at The Hague. No
official statement regarding the con-
ference has been given out, but there
is the best authority for asserting that
it was merely a periodical meeting.

The despatch further says the re-
port of a strong Boer peace movement
is ridiculed by the Boers themselves,
who say that such stories are simply
fabricated by British agents, with a

‘view to British publication subsequent-

1y turning them to advantage in South
Africa. The Boers deny that any nego-
tiations are in progress.

FERNIE QUARANTINED.

Proclamation in a Special Issue of the
Gazette.

VICTORIA, Jan. 20.—Because of the
spread of smallpox, new regulations
are promulgated in an extra of the
British Columbia Gazette, which an-
nounces a strict general quarantine of
Fernie until further notice, during
which no person shall be permitted to
leave the town under any circumstan-
ces. It is also ordered that all church
services, schools lodge gatherings and
public_meetings be abandoned and
vaccination is generally insisted upon.
The wusual precautions against the
spread of the disease are meanwhile
to be enforced and special officers will
be sent to the scene .of danger from
headquarters to assist the local au-
thorities in carrying out their difficult
duties.

THE CONDOR

Cruiser Phaton to be Sent
Out From Esquimalt

VICTORIA, Jan. 20.—The cruiser
Phaeton will put to sea tomorrow to
search for the missing warship Condor,
of which no - news has been received.

Manila did not pass, in close range of
the wreckage, and the captain is there-
fore unable to say to what description
of vessel it belonged.

News of more rebellions in China
was received by the steamer Victoria,
which arrived today from the Orient,
having sailed from Yokohama on the
Tth. There is a story from Korea that
several thousands of Chinese have
crossed the Tumen and made an in-
vasion into Ham Yueng Do, in Korea,
but as to the object of the raid hing
is said. The telegram adds the
local means of resistance are quite in-
adequate.

The Japan Mail says it would seem
that there is some serious insurrection
at Ping Tu Hion, in Kang Su, where
the fatal wounding of a missionary
and a number of Christian converts
took place. The governor of the dis-
irict has been removed from his post
and the viceroy of Kang Su, together
with the governor of Shan $Si, have
been ordered to combine their forces
for the purpose of quelling the dis-
turbance.

The adjournment was taken,
and the session only lasted a few min-
utes.

' Ih various quarters -wagers were
freely offered yesterday that the Ross-
land strike would be a thing of the
‘past by 10 o’clock last evening. Weight
was added to this forecast by the fact
that yesterday a number of men ap-
plied for work at the Centre Star and
other mines, and that among this num-
‘ber were not a few who have been
prominently identified with the strike
movement. The presumption is that
these men had an assurance of some
description that by the time they had
secured work the Union’s objection to
their acceptance would have been re-
moved.

It is a well known fact that the mine
managers have conceded none of the
points at issue in coanection with the
strike, and it is evident taht if the
strike is called off it will be a sur-
render on the part of the Union.

FIFTY DOLLARS FINE

THE SENTENCE IMPOSED IN THE

PERSONATION CASE OF
THURSDAY.

RANKIN’S STATMENT AS TO THE
MEN WHO PERSUADED HIM
TO ACT.

At the police court yesterday morning
Daniel Rankin pleaded guilty to the
charge of 1mpersomtihg a voter named
Ridhlard A. Ryan, and was fined $50.

The case came before John Kirkup, J
P., Judge Boultbee having been sub-
poenaed as a witness in the case. No
evidece was taken, however, in view
of the defendant’s admission of guilt.

On the charge being read to Ramkin
he pleaded guilty, and in reply to the
query as to whether he had anything
to say in extenuation, the defendant
made a statement as to his connection
with the proposition.

Rankin told the court that he was in
his cabin when he was approached by
John McDonald and Willam Wallace,
both miners who are not now working.
These men told him that he would have
no difficulty in voting the name of
Ryan, who was out of the city, and
that he should do so with a view to
getting another McKichan ballot in the
contest. Rankin told his callers that he
had no ‘desire to get into trouble, but
was informed that there was no, neces-
ity for this, that he could ask for the
ballot in Ryan’s name, and if there
was any attempt to swear him, he could
object to making the declaration and
quietly leave the polling booth with-
out further attempting to register the
ballot. He was extremely sorry about
his connection with the affair and asked
the court to accept his story that h:
had been made 'the vietim of a job put
up on him by he men specified.

The fine was then imposed, and Mr.
Kirkup apparently believed that Ran-
kin was telling the truth, for the sum
assessed is the minimum under the act.
It was stated to the police officials that
the money for the fine would be paid
by M. A. Henderson, and later the
amount was left at the city hall by a
man whose name was not known to the
officer in charge at the time.

Forged Drafts Presented at a Kansas
City Bank.

KANSAS CITY, Jan. 18—An at-
tempt to defraud the National Bank of
Commerce through its stock yards
branch in this city out of $6,500 by the
vse of forged drafts has been discov-
ered here, C. R. Thompson, who pre-
sented the drafts for payment, W. J.

CHINESE TREASURE.

Silver Captured at Tientsin to Be Re-
stored to China.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 18.—Minister
‘Wu called upon Secretary Hay today in
conmection with the restoration to the
Chinese government of the value of the
silver bullion amounting to $376,600,
which: was captured by the American
marines at Tientsin, forming part of the
revenues of the salt customs. This mon-
ey would have been restored long ago,
and indeed Secretary Long had contem-
plated turning it over soon after it fell
into the possession of the’'marines, but
in the disorganized state of the Chi-
nese government there was no official
to .whom it could be handed. Minister
Wu has now been authorized by his
government to receive this money, and
it will be given to him in the shape
of a draft on the treasury where the
money is deposited, which may be read-
ily exchanged for bills on Shanghai.

THE MANITOBA GOVERNMENT
PRESSED TO ENFORCE THE
LIQUOR ACT.

PREMIER ROBLIN INSISTS ON

HAVING A REFERENCE TO
THE PEOPLE.

WINNIPEG, Jan. 16.—The legisla-
tive chamber, floor and galleries, was

crowded today with ardent supporters
of the liquor act. They presented the
following resolution from the Domin-
ion Alliance:

“Without pronouncing on the gen-
eral principle of the referendum, this
convention would strongly deprecate
the application of the principle to the
present liquor act, and that the act
should be proclaimed to be brought
into force not later than June 1st next,
without any further reference to the
people for an expression of opinion
thereon. &

“Resolved that this branch of the
Alliance declares its purpose to give
the government its full and hearty
moral and political support in any ap-
peal which they may make to the coun-

try when this becomes the issue, pro-
viding the liquor act is brought into
operation by June 1st, 1902, without
any referendum and vigorously en-
forced thereafter.”

has levied a duty of 1 1-2 cents per
pound on lead in ore, with a duty of
2 1-8 cents ¢on pig lead. Thus our pro-
duect is virtually excluded from its near-
est and best place of sale—a state of
things which reduces the value of every
silver-lead mine in {he country, as com-
pared “with what its value would be if
it were on the American side, at least to
the extent of $10 per ton of ore.

Undep the Dingley tariff, American
smelters are at liberty to smelt Cana-
dian ores' in bond on condition that
they export 90 per cent of the resulting
lead. For some time past, however,
the smelting trust in the United States
has refused to buy Canadian. ore, simply
because it is unable to control the out-
put of lead in the States and has more
on its hands than it can get rid of with-
out bringing about a reduction of the
price, namely $3.50 per hundred pounds,
which it pays for the product of Amer-
ican -ores. Our Canadian ores have
therefore to be smelted at Nelson and
Trail, cr. at Everett, /Wash., and San
Francisco, these tw6 American smelt-
ers being the only ones within reach
that have not been absorbed by the
smelting trust. Heretofore, for this rea-

son, the smelting charge., or as it is cal-|

led, the cost of freight and treatment,
paid by the Kootenay mine owners has
been somewhalt high; but it was re-
duced the other day from $19 to $15
per ton, This reduction has been forced
by the fall in the value of silver .and
lead, which amounts all round to mno
less than $20 per ton of ore.

The frieight and treatment charge
could be further still reduced if we had
cheaper coal and coke. The cost of coal
and coke represents 25 or 30 per cent of
the whole cost of smelting lead ores,
and at least 50 per cent of the cost of
smelting the gold-copper. ores of the
Boundary country. The entire fuel sup-
ply of the Kootenays comes from
Crow’s Nest. The Crow’s Nest Coal
company, organized by certain persons
in Toronto, is the pioneer of the indus-
try, and has had to spend a great deal
of money in experimenting and obtain-
ing a knowledge of the peculiar loeal
conditions. ’

On this account the Kootenay mine
owners are quite willing to pay it
erough to yield a fair return upon the
capital invested. But the present price
of $2 per ton for coal and $4 for coke
on the cars at Fernie, is without doubt
too high. In any event it is essential
that the Crow’s Nest Coal Company
should cease to have a monopoly of the
tuel supply of Southern British Colum-
bia. There is no hostility to the exist-
ing company. It deserves and is given
credit for the enterprise it has display-
ed. But the time has come, now that
we have entered upon a period of de-
pression, to terminate its momopoly and
introduce competition.

The situation is aggravated by the

fact that Mr. J. J. Hill has come into |

possession of a large interest in the C.

N. C. company. There is mo coal or:

coke so good as this on the American
side of the line, at any point within
convenient distance of the American
smelters. Mr. Hill is building a line
from Kalispell on the Great Northern
to Fernie, which will be completed in
July. He will then, it is said, secure
the controlling interest in the Crow’s

Nest company. He would scarcely spend’

the money to build a road to Fernie
unless he was sure of becoming master
of the mines. With this road finished
he will at once begin to feed American
smelters with coal and coke, and of
course will be in a position to ‘“hold
up” the Canadian smelters, and in
truth drive the smelting industry of
Britigh Columbia into the United States.

This but adds to tme necessity of es-
tablishing competition with the Crow’s
Nest Coal company, and of establishing
it at once.

The Disease Known as Pinkeye Makes
its Appearance.

NELSON, Jan. 16.—“Pinkeye” has
made its appearance among horses in
this city and is spreading rapidly. Dr.
Armstrong, veterinarian, reports that
there are 20 cases. The epidemic is
peculiar, inasmuch as it makes its
appearance every 10 years. It is not
usually fatal, although daring the
times equines are afflicted with it they
are incapacitated from work. The epi-
demic of 1892 was not severe, but in
1882 the disease was widespread, and
in some of the larger cities it was al-
most impossible to keep the street cars
running.

Starkey.

NELSON, Jan. 16.—A case of small-
pox has developed in the family of
Fred Starkey, the commercial travel-
ler, one of his children being the vic-
tim. All the members of the house-
hold have been quarantined in their
home. In connection with smallpox a
rather interesting case was tried in
the police court. A Chinese, named
Lea Woe, was convicted in the police
court today on the charge of stealing
windows from the pest house.

GOODENOUGH MINE.

Dividend Paid and Explanation Given
by Directors.

NELSON, Jan. 17.—Checks have
been issued by the Goodenough Mines,
Limited, for the dividend of January
15th of one cent per share, as was
promised in December. In announcing
the closing of the mine the directors
8aY:

“The directors have had your affairs
under very serious consideration, and
regret to say that they are in the
same position as other silver-lead pro-
ducers in this country, which causes
them. to hesitate before they continue
to part with the valuable product cf
your property under present condi-
tions. The facts are briefly these: Sil-
ver-lead producers in Canada only re-
ceive today $1.20 per cental for the
lead contents of the ore, while the pro-
ducers of the same product in the
United States receive $3.50 per cental,
thanks to their combine and the tariff
against royelgn lead.

“But for the fact that your proper-
ties are exceedingly rich in silver we
should not be able to work at a profit
under the above conditions. Now .the
board is face to face with this prob-
lem, viz: Should they continue to
sacrifice a proportion of the silver in
your rich ores in order to meet the
loss incurred in shipping the lead
with which it is amalgamated, and
which may be either avoided or ma-
terially lessened in the future?

“The directors have for the moment
and in your interest decided in the
negative, and hence will cease oper-
ations till they meet you at the an-
nual general meeting on April 8th
next, when the whole subject will be
fully discussed and full weight given
to your views on the subject.”

MARYSVILLE SMELTER.

The Company Hopes to Blow in About
the 1st of June.

SPOKANE, Jan. 17.—The payroll of
the Sullivan Mining company for the
cmployees on its new smelting plant at
Marysville, B, C., for this month reach-
ed about $7,000. The men are paid on
the 10th day of each month, and bills
for supplies are paid on the 15th.

The Spokane office of the company
has received a number of photographs
fiom Marysville, showing views of the
new town and the progress of the work
on the new smelting blant. Last Octo-
ber the only building on the site of the
new town was an old log hotel, but the
photograph of the place taken the latter
rsrt of December shows a number of
well constructed business buildings in
which is represented nearnly every Lranci
of trade, including a real estate office
and a newspaper. The town also has a
waterworks system and a volunteer fire
department.

The photograph of the smelter build-
ing shows that it is nearly completed,
and a ‘commodious office building has
been. finished and is ready for occupan-
cy. Close to the smelter building is a
sawmill, which has a daily capacity of
15,000 feet of lumber. This plant has
been in operation for some time and is
cutting all the lumber and timbers that
are being used in the comstruction of
the new works.

Superintendent J. 8. Austin is now in
Denver, Col.,, purchasing machinerly for
the plant. It is expected that he will
return from there next week. Work on

 the plant is being rusned, and the offi-

cials here say that they will be ready
to ‘“blow in” the smelter by the first
of June.

The railroad spur has been comple-
ted to the smelter and several carloads
of lime and brick have been delivered
to be used in the comstruction of the
roasters, the foundation stone for which
has already been completed. The frame
is up for the power house and it will
be completed in a short time.

IN YMIR CAMP. %

The New Cyanide Plant Soon to Be in
s, Operation.,

YMIR, Jan. 15—Thie big' cyanide
plant at the Ymin mine is now in the
last stages of construction and will be
in operation some time during the mext
month. The output returns for January
will probably be considerably . higher
than those of the last few months, as
shipments of the rich crude ore have
been resumed, This ore averages in thie
neighborhood of $100 to the tom, and is
sent straight to the smelter. Very little
of ihat class of ore was taken out during
the year which has just closed.

Practically the whole of the large

_profits were made from ore averaging

between $8 and $9 per ton, of which 70,-
000 tons were milled. It may therefore
be expected that during 1902 the month-
ly returns will average considerably
higher than during 1901, during which
period the average was about $28,000]
per month met profit.

The stamp mill at the Second Relief
mine has had a somewhat short run.
It has only been completed about a
month, and for some unexplained reason
the mine has been closed down.

HIGH GRADE ORE.

An Immense Strike on Mr.
mann’s Continental.

NELSON, Jan. 17.—Word has beenr -
brought in of an immense strike on
ithe Continental mine, near Port Hill,
Idaho, owned by the Idaho-Continental
Mining company, composed of A.
Klockmann of Rossland and partners
from Duluth, Minn. In driving a cross-
cut a body of ore was encountered,
and though, after going 23 feet, ‘the
crosscut was still in ore, three feet of
which is clean galena of high grade.
TFrom previous work done on this mine
it is estimated here that the amount
of ore in sight now is worth '$2,000,000..
Owing to lack of snow no ore has yet
been shipped. Forty men are employ~-
ed in mining. ;

The strike was made in the upper:
crosscut at the summit of Mount
I{lockmann. On the very pinnacle of
the mountain a huge shoot of ore
is exposed on the surface and opened
to ‘a depth of about 60 feet by shaft.
The ore body In it is about five feet
wide. A tunnel was driven to cut the
same shoot at a depth of about 125
feet. It is now getting into the ore,
and the strike is of immense value
in demonstrating the depth of the sur-
face payshoot.

THE NEWLY ELECTED MAYOR
AND ALDERMEN TAKE UP
THE REINS.

?
REMARKS ON THE CIVIC SITUA-
TION BY PAST AND PRES-
ENT MAYORS.

The city council of 1901 formally pass-
ed into the walks of private life yes-
terday morning, and the gdministration
of the corporation’s affairs was taken up
by the board of '02 with equal formality
a few moments later. The transfer was
amade the occasion of a neat ceremony
that was witnessed by a number of cit-
izens.

The last session of the old’ council was
called for 11 o’clock yesterday morning,
and at the hour specified every member
of the board was in attendance. In addi-
tion the city officials were out in full
force, together with a number of citi-
zens.

The gathering was marked by a series
of neat speeches, in which the old and
new magistrates, together with wvarious
members of both councils, took a hand.

On assuming his seat in the mayor's
chair Mayor Lalonde took leave of the
old council in the following terms:

“@Gentlemen of the Council of 1901—At
this the last meeting of this council, I
take great pleasure in expressing to
each of you my sincere thanks for your
kindness to me and for the wvery able
assistance you [have extended in the
work of the council of 1901, particularly
because it has been the most difficult
term of any coqncil since the city was
incorporated. However, it is most grati-
fying that we have been able to conduct
the expenciture of tne city within
pesible revenue, as you will find by the
treasurer’s statement. We have an .overr-
draft at the bank nearly equal to the
amount of unpaid taxes, bearing six per
cent interest, and the city will receive
six per cent on the other hand for un-
paid taxes. The increased overdraft and
the unpaid tax list may be attributed
#o the industrial strike declared here on
July 11, 1901. The strike is remarkable
by reason of the absence of damage to
property, and the expense of the police
department in 1901 was $1,662.82  less
than in 1900. The finanicial statement,
the engineer’s report and that of the
chief of the fire department will be

. published together in a pamphlet, and
this book will contain all information
required by purchasers of debentures
and insusance people. The object to be
attained in the publication of the re-
ports is to promote the sale of the city’s
debentures, to secure if possible a reduc-
tion of insurance rates, and to afford
ratepayers the fullest information with
respect to the administration of their
affairs.”

His Worship’s remarks were received
with appreciation, and Alderman John
Stillwell Clute responded on behalf of
the old board. Alderman Clute referred
in felicitious terms to His ‘Worship’s un-
failing tact and courtesy in the dis-
charge of his \_duties as chief magistrate
and took advantage of the opportunity
to extend the sincere good wishes of the
council of 1901 for the long life and
bealth of the presiding officer and his
worthy family.

THE NEW BOARD.

The new council then took its place
in the council chamber, the members
having taken the legal declarations of
office. Practically all the business trans-
acted at the session was the appoint-
ment of standing committees for the
ensuing year as follows:

Finance — MacKenzie,
Daniel and Embleton.

Board of Works—Hamilton,
man), Armstrong and Dunlop.

Fire, Water and Light—Daniel, (chair-
man), Dunlop and MacKenzie.

WORDS OF WELCOME.

In relinquishing his duties as mayor,
Mr. Lalonde addressed the incoming
mayor and council as follows: “I have
much pleasure in welcoming you to tht
sixth council of the city of Rossland,
and in-wishing one and all a prosper-
ous year. Reports now in circulation
about our fair city seem to indicate an
adjustment of the labor trouble; I sin-
cerely hope this may prove correct and
that you may be enabled to make a rec-
ord second to none of the preceding
councils.

“please permit me to point out briefly
a few matters that will require the at-
tention of your council. The first of these
is the gazetting of the Trail, North-
port and Red Mountain wagon roads by
the provincial government. Hon. W. C.
Wells, ministen of lands and works,
promised me when I was in Victoria on
October 2 last that said roads would be
gazetted at once. On November 15 1
wrote him in the matter, and in Decem-
ber I wrote again, finally telegraphing
on January 14. His reply to my wired
mesasge was: ‘Descriptions being pre-
pared for gazetting .wagon roads.” I
trust you will carry on this work until
the roads in question are finally made
city roads, as described in varinous re-
ports submitted to last year’s council.
It is most important that the cor-
poration should control the outlets to
the city limits, for under existing con-
ditions people simply trespass when
they travel the roads mentioned. As to
the roads leading to the Kootenay and
Sunset No. 2 mines, the minister re-
quires a petition from the property
owners interested before he will take
action in the direction of gazetting the
roads.

e second point I would like to
mention is that the council should make
arother effort to secure an appropria-
tion from the government for the pur-
pose of finishing the upper four rooms
at the Cook avenue school and for fenc-
ing and levelling the block upon which
the school has been erected. 1 believe
that if proper representations  were
again made to Hon. J. D. Prentice, act-
ing minister of education, the appro-

INAUGURAL ADDRESS.

His Worship Mayor Clute made a
and effective  address, remarking:

Gentlemen of the Council: On the oc-
casion of the inauguration of the council
for 1902, I comgratulate the board on
their election and sincerely hope our
duties will be found pleasant and our
sctions of profit and satisfactory to the
ratepayers, so that at the end of our
tcrm we may have no regrets.

A survey of the civie affairs, to which
your attention is directed, is far from
unsatisfactory, notwithstanding the sev-
ere ordeal to which we as a city have‘
been subjected and which we trust will |
soon be a thing of the past. Under the |
circumstances, however, economy must
be our watchword and we must endea-.
vor in every way to effect every possi-‘
ble saving consistent with efficiency. |
These aconomies, however, can best be
discussed in detail in the various com- |
mittees and then embodied in reports |
as recommendntions to this council.

The board of works especially will |
have little or no money to expend on |
street improvements other than absolu- |
tely essential repairs and a few side-|
walk extensions. I consider this should |
be known and stated at the outset, sO
that the citizens generally should have |
no expectations along these lines and |
consequently no disappointments. Such |
a course of action is rendered neces—¥
sary by the fact of the revenue being |
required for other purposes. The report |
of the city engineer shows our peculiar |
pesition with regard to opening up a\.nd~
grading of streets and alleys and thel
vtter impossibility of thoroughly doing |
all at once, more especially in a moun-
tain city suck as this, We are fortunate
in having the services of the city engi-
neen, who has given so much care and
attention to his work and who always
bears in mind when conmsidering project-
ed works our financial position. Enough
money, I consider, has already been
borrowed for general street improve-
ments. Anyithing further in this direc-
tion must be met, I believe, by frontage
tax. Such, however, I should say, would
in all probability not be copsidered this
year at any rate, and so this council
is not likely to be called upon to pass
such an ordinance.

It will become necessary beyond doubt
during the year to bring in more water
and materially ‘increase our supply.
This is part of our original plan, of
which the ratepayers have already ap-
proved. This proposal will ke placed be-
fore you in due course.

Our situation with regard to the
smallpox epidemic must be faced. I can-
not but think that better and more com-
plete quarantine regulations should be |
given us by the federal authorities, al- |
though it is admittedly a somewhat diffi- |
cult problem. I refer more especially to
quarantine against the state of Wash-
ington, in which so much of this dis-
case exists. I have no desire to criticize
the local authorities, who 1 am sure are
doing their utmost, but some effort must
be made to endeavor to secure additional
facilities for the quarantine officials.
The expense'is quite serious for a young
city, and we¢ can. ill afford the same at |
this juncture. The finance committee |
should have some important questions
to deal with. Tke taking over of the
schools by the city places an additional
burden on the ratepayers, and I hope |
the school board will as soon as possible
provide us with an| estimate of their re-
quirements. As this council must finan-
ce them, this is imperative, and the ear-
1i€er we obtain this information the bet-

Speaking for myself, and aften giving
the matter some considerable considera-
tion and watching the effect in other
cities, I am strongly in favor of abolish- )
ing the ward system and in the future
eiecting a council-at-large. I need not
discuss this matter at this time, but I
hope the subject will be brought up
later and action taken to effect this, as
I consider it a step in the right direc-
tion and one that will be of lasting ben-
efit to the community.
