QTTAWA, Oct. 25.—The Postmas­
ter-General points out that a 

large number of parcels for prison­
ers of war abroad are still found to 
be unfit for onward transmission in 
consequence of inadequate packing. 
Parcels should be very strongly 
packed. Even where proper mater­
ials are used, it is important that 
the contents should be tightly pack­
ed, so as not to shake about during 
transit.

In view of the exceptional condi­
tions of transit, involving several 
transhipments and exposure to great 
heat, it is necessary that parcels for 
the Mediterranean expeditionary 
force should be very carefully pack­
ed. The following recommendations 
are made as a result of the experi­
ence of the Army Post Office:

All parcels should be as nearly 
round as possible, and should be well 
padded with shavings, crumpled 
paper or other similar protective 
material.

A Deliberate "Murder.

The Hospital sends a 
periodical report of the man’s condi­
tion to the Record Office, and, if the 
man so desires, he can send to his 
relatives an E.F.M. (Expeditionary 
Force Message) at the rate of 2Yzd. 
a word. This message is sent by the 
Record Office, and the amount charg­
ed to his account. This is a big re 
duction on the ordinary rate of one 
shilling per word. On the death of 
a man, his personal effects, his will 
and any other belongings are sent to 
the person nominated in his will, or, 
in the case of there being no will, to 
his next of kin. A form of will is 
provided for each man on the back 
of his field paper issued on leaving 
for active service.

As to the reports, "wounded’ means 
just an ordinary wounded, not by any 
means dangerous.

‘Seriously wounded’ or ‘seriously 
ill’ means that a man is bad, but by 
no means given up.

Dangerously wounded’ or ‘danger­
ously ill’ indicates that his condi­
tion is dangerous and may be fatal.
