Paris, Jan. 21.—The seizure yester-
day throughout France of all copies
of The Petit Parisien and The Jour-
nal by order of the censors’ bureau,
has raised a storm of protest in the
entire press. The Parisien belongs
to Senator Jean Dupuy, and the
Journal to Senator Charles Hum-
bert. They have a circulation of over
a million copies each, and both are
regarded as sober, influential publica-
tions which have always complied
with the requests of the censorship.

The reason for the seizure, thz
Journal says, was the publication of
the note given out yesterday by the
consul of Montenegro in Paris. Its
publication at first was authorized,
but later was ordered stopped, and
as meantime the editions of these
newspapers for the provinces, had
been printed and sent out, the cen:

“If only the civilians will hold firm,
that is the essential thing,™ said the
French commander-in-chief to a
deputation from the national railroad
men’s union, formed to help the war
sufferers. “If Frenchmen keep steady
we shall have victory, not immediate-
ly, or even soon, but eventually.”

The head of the deputation said:

“There is one thing which encour-
ages us. above all others. It is that
the commander-in-chief enjoys the
confidence of everyone. People do not
say ‘General Joffre,’ but ‘our Joffre’
or ‘Grandfather Joffre””

Evidence Adduced at the Enquiry in Toronto Shows Tl.\at
They Obtained Enormous Margins---Trial in Which
Brantfordites Are Interested. _ .

Toronto, Jan. 21.—Fifteen: hours
were required to get all the evidence
of the first witness in the McCutch-
eon Bros. trial. The @rown finished
with Mr. W. K. Spence, former Secre-
tary-Treasurer of McCutcheon Bros., |
Limited, at 4.15 yesterday afternoon
after that witness had given evidence
during five sessions of the court, mak-
ing a total of fifteen hours. Mr. !
H. Dewart, K.C., counsel for one o(i
the brothers, then commenced the
cross-examination, which will be con-
tinued when the court meets at 10
o’clock this morning.

Although some of the confusion of
the previous day also characterized
the proceedings yesterday, much
more progress was made. Of course,
there were many objections, but Mr.
Justice Midleton kept things moving.
Yesterday afternoon, after there had
heen much argument over a small
point, the Justice cut it off by saying:
“Phis case is being so shortened I'm |
afraid we are going to finish some
time.”

SOME BIG PROFITS SHOWN

The Crown went into the relations
of the many syndicates and the Mec-
Cutcheon Bros., Limited. It showed
that tremendous profits were made by
the McCutcheons in their sales to the
syndicates. An estate in Weyburn
was bought from the International In-
vestors for $42,000 and sold to a man
named Braemer for $72,000. One hun-
dred acres at Victoria, ~ B.C., ~were
bought for $96,000 from a man named
Raymond and sold to Woodstock in-
vestors for $125,000. There was no |
record of the sale to this syndicate. |
In May, 1912, the McCutcheon' Bros.,
Limited, bought some Regina land for
$168,000. In July they sold it to Ken-
sington, Limited, for $232,000. This
land was not within the city limits.

A $7,000 COMMISSION.

Questioned by Mr. Davidson, the
witness, Mr. ‘Spence, said that “Mart”
Cook was sales manager for McCut-
cheon Bros., Limited. Allen Fair-
bairn was operating from Moose Jaw
and Mr. Mallagh was manager at
Victoria. The latter assisted in max-
ing the sale of Outlook property. This
latter was bought in July, 1911, for
$10,500 and sold to the London Realty
Company for $35,000. Mallagh’s com-
mission was $7,000 on the sale.

IN A “PERILOUS POSITION.”

The mysterious Mr. Goodman was
again introduced into the arguments
yesterday. There were criticisms
from the defending counsel that Mr.

K. Goodman, a Toronto lawyer,
formerly a solicitor for the McCutch-
eons, was assisting the Crown prose-
cutor. His Lordslgmip remarked that
Mr. Goodman might find himself “in
a perilous position.”  Mr. Hellmuth
alleged he had documerits which he
should produce. At the morning ses-
sion he arose and said he objected
strongly to Mr, Goodman assisting
the Crown.

Mr. Davidson said he had refrained
from putting Mr Goodman in the box,
but as Crown prosecutor he feltcom-
pelled to use the evidence available.

“That is making a very fine dis-
tinction,” said Mr. Hellmuth,

RESPECTABILITY NECESSARY.

Although the door of the Kokken
is open to all comers, the shady— or
even the doubtful—who go there once
rarely go twice, so sharp is the watch
kept on their proceedings. The re-
spectable, on the other hand, espec-
ially the lone-standing respectable, go
there as regularly as clocks strike;
and the poorer they are the more
regulaly they go. The very poor, it
is true, do not stay there to eat the
food they buy; they take it home
with them that they may perhaps
share it with a widowed mother or
some other relative poorer than they
are. There are about' 50 women. who
fetch their food regularly from the
Kokken, in addition to the one thou-
sand two hundred to one thousanl
eight hundred who have their meals
served to them there.

“The Kvindernes Kokken consists
of two flats, one above the other, and
in each flat there are two large din-
ing rooms, a sitting room, a dressing
room and a kitchen. All the rooms
are quite charming. Never would one
think that a house which looks so
grim outside could be so dainty and
pretty within. In the dining room the
walls are tinted pale green, eau de
Nil, and the windows are draped with
Liberty curtains, while the tables are
covered, of course, with white.

“In winter and summer alike there
are always fresh flowers on _every
table, flowering plants in every win-
dow, and simple, inexpensive things
though they be, they give the placea
cheerful air which is a source of great
refreshment, as well as of infinite
pleasure, to many of the work worn
women who go there. The sitting
rooms too are pale green and white,
and .are always decksd with flowers.

As for the dressing rooms, they are
quite models >f what (such places
should be, laryc and airy, well sup-
plied with ho_.-vater, soap, towels, and
looking glass~s.  There the women
may mend their clothes if they choose
and dry them if they be wet. And
there of co...: the ’titivation’ goes
on.
