MR. H. R. YATES

It is with very great regret that
the Courier is called upon to record
the passing away early this morning,
at the family residence, ‘“Wynarden”
of Mr. Herbert R. Yates, C.E, He
had been ill for some weeks now,
and his demise was not unexpected,
although mnot the less sincerely
mourned by a very large circle - of
warm friends throughout the city and
Province, and also in the United
States, where for many years. now
he had been wont to spend with his
tamily the summer monthg at Poin*e-
aux-Barques, a well- km’wn Michigan

esort.

g Mr. Yates, who was the eldest son
of the late Mr, Henry Yates, C.E,,
a former Chief Engineer of the G
T. R., and in™his day one of the
prominent contractors of Canada,
was born in fhe city of Hamilton,
put early in life removed with his
parents to Brantford. He received a

very liberal education. He was for
many years at Cooper’s Hill, that
famous British institute of learning
pear Windsor. He also took a tech-
nical course at the Royal Polytechnic
rondon, and-at the Sheffield In-
tute, and then for a year and a
]ml; rounded off his studies at Frank-
fort and other celebrated European
centres of engineering.

Thoroughly eguipped in his chosen
profession, he returned to this coun-
try, and was made a very tempting
offer to go on the engineering staff
of the Cincinnati, Dayton apnd Ohio.
He decided, however, to become as-
sociated with his father in a number
of railway contracts he then had on
hand, and was engaged for years
on important surveying and construc-
tion work in Michigan and Illinois.
He also was interested in railway
engineering work in <Canada and
electrical development, and was Vice-
President of the Brantford Electric
Light Co., now Western Counties. -

Of recent years, he has lived retir-
ed, occupying the fine old family
residence, ‘“Wynarden.”

Lauhch the Greateot Gas
Bombardment in History
Near Hill 70.

Canadian Headquarters in France,
March 24.—While German and
British troops were struggling far

the Spring campaign the greatest
Pprojector gas bombardment in the
world’s history wag carried out by
the Canadians to-night against
enemy position between Lens and
‘Hill 70. -Sharply at 11 o’clock a
signal rocket gave notice of its be-
ginning. A moment later over five
thousand drum "of lethal gas, sim-
ultaneously released from ~ projec-
tors, were hurled into enemy ter-
ritory from the outskirts of Lens to
Cite St. Auguste and Bois de Dix
Huit. From his front' lines and
strong points favoring winds car-
ried 'the poisonous clouds back upon
the ememy’s dugouts, supports, re-
serves, and assembly areas. The
whole front was lit up with enemy
flares, -which could be imly seen
t}nough the heavy mist, while the
mien in our: lines could hear ,the
enemy’s gas alarm and cries of dis—
tress from the hostile trenches.

Nine minutes later our field ar-
tillery, supported by heavy guns
and ' trench ® mortors, opened up
with a stow bombhardment increas-
ing in Yyiolence- until, 40 minutes
later, the  ‘enemy ' positions were
swept with a short, intensive.
forward and rear areas wqth high
cxplosives.

Caught by our gas, thhou‘t a
moment’s warning and caught again
as He wa$ emerging from his spel-
ters. by our artillery,~the enemy’s
casuzlties must have been heavy.
for the effectiveness of our aller
gas operations had bzern' emphatically
proved by the evidence of prisoners.
and .-to-day’s bombardment  was
three times greater than anything of
its kind ever attempted by us on
the western front, and much greater
than anything ever launched by the
Roche.

Canada in the field thas had a
mighty revemge for the intermittent
gag getivity- of the Hun during the
past three weeks, though the scores
for the second battle of Ypres and
other reckonings are still to be set-
tled—and will be gettled. There is
no question to-day of the deadly
superiority of either our; gas or gas
miethods over those of' the enemy.
while ‘our protective measures are
also more effective. To-night’s at-
tack was a drastic indication to the
enemy how that supepiority is to.be
used. Forced reluctantly to- retalia-
tory tacties after the Hun had out-
raged all the princip of eivilized
warfare, our scientists and chemists
have beaten Germany ‘in her chosen
field. Jubilant at first over their
use of poison gases, the. German
forces, have learned to regret the
day ttey departed from accepied
tactics of warfare.

Information -gathered from nuu-
merous prisoners proves that the!
Huns fear the -Allied gases and gas
machinery. Indeed, -the 'German
dread has already found expression
in an extensive propaganda to se-
cure abandonment of this type of
warfare, and his present boastings
of new poisons are regarded as i
more tham Tepetition of the feeb
effort which he has made at the. be-
ginning of each year’s campaign to
affect the morale of  the Allied
troops. It is his own 'morale which
is being affected. >
