And this glor-
ious philanthropic work, extending over
‘almost every part of the known globe,
has been accomplished practically in the
past one hundred years. The world
owes Methodism a debt of gratitude
that is ‘incalculable and inestimablv.‘
“Behold’how great a fire a little matter
‘kindleth” -aptly illustrates the origin,
spirit, development and far reaching
results of this grand and noble work in
uplifting fallen humamty. John Wes-
ley was as a spark from off God’s altar,
‘which fell among the smuldering fire
*of the Reformation, and quickly igniting |
-set it ablaze, until the

tflames of |
Christian zeal shot forth.in every direc-
tion and the biilliant light of a refined
‘and pure Christianity illuminated dark
England and sent its gleam over the
*sea and into the benighted places of
‘the earth, Wesley filled a crisis in the
'religious world, as did also his 1)1'ede~l
‘cessors, - Luther, Chalmers, Knox, ete.
YGreat men are born great, not self-
‘made. The germ of true greatness is |
planted within the soul by the Divine
hand, and self-culture simply develops
‘the germ within, or weayes -the threads 1
vof character after. the Divine pattern. |
' These men have been raised up to fill
reoritical periedstin ‘the world’s destiny.
Luther, thesgsoo of the Reformation, at
+a time wha Bomue threatened to deluge
sbire natiomed the earth with its super-
sstition, tyramny and oppression, and an
“age when our Christianity was hanging
An.-the béiance, was raised by God to
‘meet the crisis. Wheirall Europe, save

John Wesley, the founder of Meth-

I igious life was at ashockingly low ebb,
:But through the instrumentality of
“these holy men of God the strong-
fholds - of darkness, superstition and |
formalism were stormed and uprooted
~and supplanted by the blessed Gospel
~of Christ. But this was not accom-
+plished without strenuous, persistent
+opposition. Even the English clergy
-and magistrates united in one common
1 mob to destroy the progress of the so-
«called new religion. But God was in
: the movement, and from that day to
i the present Methodism has led the van
Lin the God-given work of Christainizing
ithe world, until to-day she is one of the
‘mightiest Protestant denominations in
*the world. While the church has made
rapid strides during the century just
« closed, she has in later years, we fear,
~drifted into a luke-warm, formal state,
not universaily, but in many portions
of this land. This can be accounted for
in consideration of the customs and in-
creased prosperity of the times, Itisa
- deplorable fact, however, that the more
bountifully kind Providence deals with
us the more apt we are to forget our
obligations to the Giver, We sav re-
luctantly, thatthe spiritual life of Cana-
dian Methodism has waned to some ex-

the old meeting houses, and the glad

- of glory, are seldom heard in the reviv.
al meetings of to-dlay. Where are the
: good, old, honest and simple Methodists
who were the bone and sinew of Cana-
vdian Methodism; the God-like men who
“worshipped in the primitive log.church- |
ve8 inthe old. fashioned way?  Alas, |
their voices are hushed in death. In-
+stead of the plain protracted meetings
of years ago, we have the more fashion-
=able “speciil services,” of the pr :sent; in-
vstead of the homely, though intensely |
+spiritual, hymns of lifty years ago, in
which old and vonng joined in singing |
vwithout organ or books, we have the
sgrand pipe organ, paid organist, eru-,’

ed choir, difficult anthems—more instru-
mental than spiritual—and a mum con-
gregation takingin the grandeur of the
editice and etiticising the ever-changing
fashions of the time, Y. es, Methodism
has lost spiritnally to a large extent
what she has gained numerically, In-
deed, all our churches have suftered in
a like manner. Ob, that we could throw
aside the vanity and sham that <choke
and dwart our spiritual life nowadays
and heartily participate again in those
mighty gpiritual awakenings that in
former years characterized Methodism
and made her what she is. True, in
the innermost recesses of ohe’s sou
there is yet a yearning for that whichiis
simple, pure and holy. There is also
lacking that dniform and fervent love
one toward the other that was also
characteristic of early Methodism, May
the prayer of all true Christians be for
areturn of the fervent, simple Christ-
ianity of our fathers, thav the church of
Christ may increase in spirituality, true
holiness and missionary zeal, and that
the -earth may be cevered with right-
eousness as the waters cover the deep.

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ANOTHER- NEW YORK HORROR.

Two Trains Collide in & Fourth Avenue
Tunnel.

Engineer Instantly Killed and a
Woman Burned to a Orisp—Others Seri-
ously Injured—Full Particulars,

A New York despatoh of last night says:
A terrible collision between trains
ooourred in the tunnel of the New
York Central and the New York &

New Haven roads this morning. One of
the trains oaught fire, and a deplorable
Jloss of life resulted. At - 7.15 the
7.01 New Haven loosl passenger {rain
morth bound approached the station at
Eighty-sixth street. A mist filled the
sunnel and the, lights had partially failed
because of the storm of snow and hail
which had lasted all morning. A train of
sleeping cars was ahead on the same track
a8 the New Haven #rain. This was
ran into by the New Haven local, which
was going at a high rate of speed.
The crash was terrible and both trains,
engines and ocars, were completely tele.
sooped and smashed to atoms. The oars
of the forward train caught fire from a
stove and the flames rose high above the
wreck. Three alarms of fire were sent
out, followed immedis tely by swo calle for
ambulances. Thelatser were responded to by
physicians from Bellevae and Harlem Hos-.
pitals. When the police, doctors and fire-
men reached the scéne they found approach
difficul$ by reason of the wreok of the care,
oombined with the smoke, flames and the
narrow limita of the tunnel. A% 11
o'clooe it was stated that five persons
were killed in the aococident and gseven
injured. None of the passengers are known
%0 be among the killed or injured. The
viotims are sl believed to be employees of
the road. The paseengers in the New
Haven train were badly shaken up, but
beyond some slight oauts and bruises
none of them were badly hurt. The
passengers were taken from the train back
%0 the Grand Central depot in a New Haven
train that was just passing at the time in
the east tunnel. lKngineer Fowler, of the
New Haven train, said that when at 72nd
street he got the white signal, which
was a signal to go ahead. There
was no ringing of the bell as is
oustomary when the danger signal
isup. He was running at the rate of about
twenty miles an hour on the north bound

in," oonsisting of seven cars,
including several sleepers that had
oome into the Grand Central depot early
in the morning, and was on the way to the
repair shop, as is the custom after a trip.

Five bodies had been taken from the
wreok up to 1 o’'clock. They were three
men, one woman (probably a scrub woman)
and a boy. The latter was the newsboy of
the Boston and Albany Express. His name
has not been learned. The firemen
olaim that there are no more bodies
in the wreok and have abandoned the
wreck. On the other hand the police, who
were on the soene early, insist that there
are still more bodies in the wreok. The
railway company has begun the work
of clearing away the $racks. Coroner
Levy was at the wreck and gave
permission for the removal of the bodies to
she morgue. One of she dead bodies is that
of a colored man. Ounly one of those who
losi their lives (the newsboy) heas
been identified. Tae bodies are g0
badly burned that identification is
almost impossible. Frederick Metoor,
oollector for, the Marvin Bafe Company,
who was_on the 701 train from the Grand
Oentral depof, says he saw A man with his
head parily out of the window of the
burning cor.

PAINFUL BOBNE IN A POLICE OOURT,

Ten years ago James Paterson was the
principal in the well-known millinery firm
of Thos. May & Co., who owned large
establishments in Montreal and Toronto ;
he owned a princely mansion in the most
aristocratio part of the city, and ooocupied
8 high social position. He was the father
