Since our last, the vote on the re-
peal of the Scott Act in Leeds and
Grenville has taken place, and, as
many predicted, the measure has been
repealed by @ very large majority.

Judas, of the twelve, was the only
apostle wha was  devoid of Gentile
tinge. Like other - “blue-blooded”
Jews, he looked for “an earthly king
in Christ, and when his. expectations
were disappointed, his heart K
his covetousness rose, and he sold his
Master for 30.pieces of silver, thus
unconsciously  fulfilling  prophepy.
Many were disposed to' excuse the

that it was his destiny, that he was a
mere automhton, and that €hrist him-

tray me.” But Judas wasrenlly a
free agent. Prophecy, properly, ‘only
included prescience, not pi bstina-
tion. Christ’s words should hive led
the traitor to repentance, 'as the
warning to Nineveh led that tity to
repent. 3

Returning to his subject proper, the
preacher graphically described the
scene of Christ’s agony in the garden,
followed by the coming of the rabble
headed by the arch traitor, the scene
culminating in the preconcertéd kiss.
The occasion was a remarkable display
of human weakness and divine power.
Similar axamples were seen in- the
fall of Jericho, the slaughter of Ben-
nacherib’s forces, and the overthrow of
the Roman guard at Christ’s tomb;
but the arrest in the garden was a far
greater example. The rabble came
armed to the teeth; but Christ’s
glance and his serene utterance, oy
am he,” filled them with surprise, fol-
lowed by panic and .utter helpless-
ness. Chuists clesnsing *of the
temple, and other manifestations of
his power prepared us for this further
manifestation of his omnipotence.
The comparison was drawn between
the forces of nature, which man was
powerless to control, and the divine
pewer of nature’s God. From this
man should learn his utter weakness
and be warned against presumptuous-
ness; while he ghould also be comfor-
ted by the fact that Christ exerted hix
mighty power on bebalf of humanity,
and draw the inference that his sur-
render in the garden was purely vol-
untary.

In the second place, the scene in
the garden was a touching display of
human degradation and divive love.
The total depravity of Judas was con-
trasted with the display of 2Christ's
Jove towards him, ~In eloquent words
the kiss of betrayal, in all its base
deceitfulness, was described.”VFrom it
the loving heart of Jesus must Dave
suffered more, if that were -possible,
1han from the agonics of Calvary
From Judas’ cowardly act we should
be wained as to how great depths of
degradation the human heart could
gink. But there was also the com-
forting thought that Christ's love was
extendea to the blackest sinner.

Thirdly, we saw in this a striking
display of human impulsiveness and
divie meekness. ‘In the blow re
ceived by Malchus and Christ's tender
bearing under the circumstances, im-
pulsiveness and meekness weie con-
trasted. “The circumstances whieh
probubly led to Peter's bearing a
sword, and the natural impuleiveness
of the man were brought out in an
interesting way; sand the dieciple’s
gradual reception of the
of the gpiritual nature of Christ’s war-
fare was ably presented. We should
be warned against rashness, and re-
member that epiritual, ‘not carnal
weagons, pertain to the kingdom of
God.
Lastly, the circumstances surronnd-
ing Christ's arrest were a melting -dis-
play of human inconstancy and divine
immutability. The disciples all for-
sook their Master and
love remained unchungeable. The
closer our acquaintance with Christ
the greater aud purer his love for
humanity appeared. Hurnan affection
to the divine was not the measure of
the affection of the divine to the hu-
man.

In conclusion, what was there in
this for Oddfellowship? Much. The
motto of the Order was ** Friendship,
Love, Truth.” The brethren should
gee in the leading personage of the
discourse, One who is himself the
very Trurh. Friendship true and con-
stant ; Love deep aud' burning.
« Take, then, this the only true em-
bodiment of your motto, ds your ex-
ample, not only as a Society, but a8
individuals, and T gnarantee that your
good works will receive the smile of
omnipotence, and your emancipated
sou's the divine * Well done.” Amen.”
