A GENERAL REVISION

A case very interesting to loal

municipal officers has just hesn
launched by F. J. French, Q. C, of
Prescott, on behalf of the township of
Augusta, oneof the wealthiest town-
ships on the St. Lawrence.
It appears that one Patrick Travis
appealed against his assessment, but
the Court of Kevision dismissed his
appeal on the gronnd chat his assess-
ment was not too high.

Travis then appealed to His Honor
Judge Renolds, at the court of Ap-
peal held in Maitlaud on Saturday last
but Travis in his examination could not
under oath say his property was not
worth the amount it was assessed for
viz., $1,300. In fact to the julge he
would not say that it~ was not worth

2,000.

The assessors being sworn stated that
all the assessments in the township were
under the full value of the properties,
and that Travis ‘was assessed in pro-
portion.

Thereupon the judge held it his duty
to adjourn the court and directed the
¢clerk to sumaion -all the ratepayers of
Augusta tothe number of 1,500 for
15th Angust, so that the whole question
of the township assessment might be
opened up and omissions and errors, if
any, corrected, The learned judge held
that this wasin accordaice with section
71, sub section 20, R. 8. 0., which is
as follows:

(20). “In case any person appeals

Died of Homesickness.

In a dispatch to the Adjutant Gen-
eral of the army, dated from Santiago
on July 27th, Geueral Shafter, stated
that Private Harvey Atkins, Company
I, Second Massachusetts Volunteer In
fantry, had died of nostalgia. Nostal-
gin is medical Greek for homesick:
ness, and many a soldier has succumbh-
ed toit. During the civil war there
were hundreds of deaths from that
cause, but this is the firat to be rocord
ed during the present war.

Lieut-Col. J. Morris Brown, Sur-

geon, U. 8. A, in charge of the medi-
cal supply depot here, 8:id yesterday
that in all the armies of the world
nostalgia was not an uncommon disease
A really bad case is more dungerous
te the individual than malignant yellow
fever, because it is possible to cure
fever patients, but for a man suffering
from a well-developed attack of home-
sickness there is no cure known, ex-
cept to send the man home, and in
war time tbis i3 of'en impossible. All
that can - be done is to make his death
as easy a8 possible.
Dr. Brown said that the disease
shows itsclt in many different forms,
but when well developed, each case
presents the same  phases. The pa-
tient loses flesh rapidly, he loses his
appetite, and then comes a depre:sion
like that of a person suffering from
melancholia. Then follows the loss
of strength. The sufferer gets so that
he can havdly move one foot ahead of
the other, the chest beco nes sunken,
and his general appearance is not un-
like that of a person in the last stages
of consumption.

‘The Plebiscite

The go t las decided that
the plebiscite on the question of the
prohibition ‘of the liquor vraffic in
Canada shall take place on Thursday,
the 29th of September next. On that
date the people will vote “Yes” or “No”
on the question: “Are you in favor
of the passing of an uct prohibiting
the importation, manufacture or sale
of spirits, wine, ale, beer, cider and
all other alcoholic liquors for use as &
beverage?” Tbe persons entitled to
a vote shall be those who have the
right of the Provintial franchise or
those who under the Dominion fran-
chise act passed last session would have
the right to vote in a Federal election.
For the purposes of this vote the same
proceedings, as nearly as may be,
will be had as in the case of a general
Dominion election. Tne ballat papers
will be printed at Ottawa and will be
forwarded with the writ by Major
Chapleau, the clerk of the Crown in
Chancery, to returning-officers. Every
returning officer  will appoint two
agents to attend at each polling
station on Lebalf of those desiring an
affirmative aunswer to the question
and two on bebalf of those desiring &
negative answer. These agents will
not be entitled to remuneration from
the public treasury. In the absence
of such agents two electors representing
each interest will be addmitted to the
booth to watch the final summing up
of the votes.

Their
methods are very little removed from
those of the criminals they pro.ecute,
but it is very eusy to believe they have
stuffed Pare with the story he has
given out. Ponton has an action
against the bank for $50,000 ; if he is
acquitted he stands to get a verdict for
that amount. The bank has therefore
a double reason for securing bis con-
viction, ' but we should think a good
deal more evidence than that of Pare
will be required for their purpose.

A Few Sugeestions.

The low figure at which cheese bas
ruled during July is by buyers attrib-
uted, in part, to the fact that the
quality of the cheese has
been injuriously affected by the
heat. The Watertown Times says
that several” lessons may be drawn
from the situation. First the construc-
tion of the factory should be such that
cheesc stored therein will not send out
streams of grease upon the floor from
being overheated, as has been the case
this month in'some factories n  North
ern New York. Second, those who
draw cheese from the factory to the
¢éars should be compelled to cover the
boxes in such a way us to protect the
cheese from the hot sun.  Third, the
cheese should be shipped only in re
frigerator cars during such severely
warm weather. If all these precau-
tions were observed, the cheese would
reach the market in tine condition,
even in the hottest weather. If
chese become badly heat~d, either in
the factory or on the way to market,
the injury done is irreparable, and
cooling the cheese in a refrigerator
will not remedy the damage done.

Upon the first of Aug., 1898, Col.
Swag, while enjoying an afternoon
Havana in his barrack-room at head-
quarters, Athens, was interrupted by
the tread of measured foot-steps ap-
proaching his place of retreat. . Sud-
denly the foot-steps ceased, the click
of heels was heard, and the Colonel,
looking up, observed before him a
man of soldierly bearing standing at
salute.

The visitor was shorl of stature and
thick-sot ; his chest was thrown out
in semi-circular form ; his head was
erect and inclined slightly backward ;
coul black moustaches, parted at the
centre, hung in gracefully curved
ringlets over each shoulder, and Jocks
of carefully kept black hair lay in
heavy bands from brow t> occiput.
