It is a 
remarkable feature of this form of 
moral insanity that the sufferer is apt 
to be in other directions morally sound. 
According to Dr. Winslow, the average 
kleptomaniac is truthful and honest; 
she has only the one falling. TO the 
current assertion that kleptomaniacs 
are conscious of what they are doing 
and consequently should be punished, 
he replies that they are very seldom 
conscious of the gravity of the act. 
Especially is this the case when the 
propensity to pilfer is of recent date. 
Then Dr. Wlnslotw would ascribe It to 
some peculiar change In the nervous 
constitution. Can kleptomania be dis­
tinguished easily from ordinary steal­
ing ? That the discrimination is en­
tirely practicable seems evident from 
the fact that Dr. Winslow has given 
expert testimony in hundreds of cases, 
and he avers that he has never made 
a mistake. Not that any hard and fast 
rule can 'be applied, for each case has 
to be scrutinized narrowly and judged 
on its own merits- Among the consid­
erations, however, which have most 
weight, are the absence of motive, -the 
antecedents and surroundings of the 
person, her liability to fits, the pres­
ence of delusions, and the general men­
tal condition. Especially important is 
it when the plea of irresponsibility is 
raised, to ascertain whether there is 
insanity in the family of the alleged 
kleptomaniac, or whether *liere has 
been observed in her any liability to 
blind Impulses, which can be neither 
regulated nor controlled.

The answer is, first, that British 
statesmen have repeatedly asserted that 
their own occupation of Egypt is only 
temporary; and, secondly, that shoflid 
England be beaten at war, she would 
lose control of the Nile valley, whereas, 
if successful in the contest, she would 
make a restitution of it as a condition-or 
peace. A second objection is that 4tn 
abandonment of the Mediterranean would 
leave Malta for a certain time dependent 
on its own resources for protection. Col. 
Elsdale replies that the French would 
And Malta as tough a nut to crack as 
Gibraltar proved in the last century; for, 
not only is It strongly fortified, but vic­
tualled and provided with all things need­
ed to defend it for a year or more. Even 
should it be ultimately captured, Malta 
like Egypt, would have to be restored

the first edition, particularly in giving 
references to the books from which the 
extracts are made, but it is a very 
good book Indeed. It Is absurd to 
plain that it has extracts only, and not 
the whole Bible Every church follows 
the same course- The English church 
and the Roman church have selections 
in their office books; and the commun­
ions which have no liturgies practically 
follow the same course. Anyone who 
really knetw the oontepts of this vol­
ume would have a very good know­
ledge of the Bible.” If<lt,is -too costly 
only the teachers need' have copies; 
the children might be provided with 
copies of the complete Bible, which can 
now be had for almost nothing. But 
as few would be contented with the 
mere reading of Scripture extracts, how 
is it possible to supply instruction in 
doctrine? First; it might be possible 
“to draw up a statement of Christian 
doctrine which no ordinary Christian 
would object to,-and the extraordinary 
one might be provided for by a con­
science clause. The Nicene creed will 
be accepted by all Christians, Roman 
Catholic and Reformed, except Unitar­
ians. And if that were not approved, 
some other formula of concord might 
be agreed upon.” Another way would 
be to get clergymen and laymen to give 
instruction to certain of the young of 
their own communions on certain 
mornings of the week, as to now ac­
tually done in several schools through­
out Ontario, wherein the ministers of 
the different communions get together 
the children belonging to their own 
denomination and Instruct them in its 
doctrines before the secular -teaching 
begins. If clergymen were unable to 
overtake the task, they could secure 
the co-operation of the “laymen belong­
ing to the different guilds and brother­
hoods—to -the Brotherhood of -St. An­
drew, to the Epworth League, and other 
societies—many of whom could and 
gladly would assist in this work.” It 
Is apparent that Dr- Clark believes in 
religious instruction on days other than 
the Sabbath, and, -too, that public 
schools may be “neutral” and yet not 
“godless.” His contribution the discus­
sion now going on is a valuable one, 
based on experience, and evidently 
meant to suggest a compromise that 
would forever still discontent among 
the various creeds.

REFRIGERATOR CAR ROUTES. 
The C- P. R. Co. is arranging for a 

extensive system of handling The New Vancouverdairy produce and perishable goods by 
refrigerator cars in Manitoba and 
British Columbia this year. Last year 
the only regular refrigerator car route 
was on the main line west from Win­
nipeg to British Columbia points. This 
year a number of routes have! been 
decided upon. Commencing on May 
14th and every second Tuesday there­
after a refrigerator car will be run 
from Napinka to -Winnipeg via Delo- 
raine and the Pembina Mountain 
branch, for the purpose of picking up 
dairy produce and other perishable 
goods along the route.

Mrs- 
Lucy P. Atwood, of the Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Children, has 
been the most prominent witness- She 
said, among other things, that no less 
than 125,000 children under 10 years of 
age were insured in the John (Hancock 
companies alone- She Cited case® of 
the most painful destitution where 
parents, after taking out policies on 
their children, deprived them of food 
In order to save money to pay the 
premiums, the children sometimes lit­
erally dying of starvation. One wo­
man who had paid 55 cents a week for 
eight years at last failed dn her pay­
ments, and lost $230. Mrs- Atwood had 
observed that on the days the insur­
ance premium is paid the children ih 
the family go hungry. She gave an ex­
perience of her own quite recently, 
when she found the children of a fami­
ly suffering for food, and one of them

The following excerpt from the De­

troit Sun is an argument in favor of 
the retention of capital punishment: 
The Dominion of Canada, with a popu­
lation of nearly 6,000,000 people scat­
tered from Newfoundland to the wild 
frontier of the unexplored Northwest 
territories, has had less than five mur­
ders for each 100,000 of her population 
during the past 10 years. Michigan, 
with about 2,000,000 inhabitants, nearly 
every one within gunshot of a school 
house and a church, has had oyer 23 
murders far each 100,000 of her popu­
lation during the same period- In 10 
years Canada has tried 223 people for 
the crime of murder. Michigan, with 
less than one-half the population, has 
tried 484 people for the crime during 
the same period. Canada In 10 years 
has Jiangfed 49 people for murder. Mich­
igan has hanged none- Under the 
Michigan system of punishing murder 
the State has during 10 years at great 
expense to herself preserved the worth­
less lives of 122 convicted murderers. 
As an offset the State has mourned 
the untimely end of over 300 more vic­
tims of the crime than would have 
been murdered if the Canadian ratio 
of less than five to 100,000 population 
during the period had prevailed in 
Michigan.____________ ______

After the jury had disagreed in «the 
Wilde case Sir Edward Clarke, the 
prisoner’s counsel, was heard to re­
mark as he left the court, “Truth is 
mighty and will prevail.” There was 
a big crowd outside the Old Bailey, but 
no demonstration took place either for 
or against.

An old Trinity man has requested the 
publication of the following: Rev. Mr. 
Welch, the new provost of Trinity "(To­
ronto), is' a Cambridge man, end was at 
King's College, of which foundation he 
was a scholar. In the year 1880 he 
gained the Bell University scholarship, 
and two years later he took his bache­
lor's degree, being placed In the first 
class of the classical tripos. In 1884 he 
took second class honors in theological 
tripos, and In the same year joined the 
Leeds Clergy school for a few months 
special theological and pas to rial train­
ing.

1889. In the year following he was ap­
pointed by Dr. Lightfoot’s successor to 
the See of Durham; Dr. Westcott, to his 
present position in Gateshead, which 
post -he now vacate» to fill the Provost's 
chair at Trinity.

THE SCOTT ACT.
The undersigned believe that it would 

be of great advantage to have such 
amendments of the license fciws enacted 
as woifld provide that In case of a sec­
ond conviction of any breach of any of 
the provisions thereof, if the licensee be 
a tenant, the lease shall become void, If 
the lessor so desires, and that In case of 
a third or subsequent conviction the li­
cense Itself £*hall be forfeited and the 
same premises shall nst be licensed for 
h term of years. In all count! 
cities where the Scotjt Act is now 
or to which it may herea/ter be put In 
force, the undersigned consider it would 
be an advantage to have a vote taken 
once In every three years on the* simple 
question : "Shall the Scott Act be con­
tinued in force for the ensuing three 
years?” the vote toeing simple yes or no. 
The law might be so amended so as to 
admit of this vote toeing taken in connec­
tion with the municipal elections. In like 
manner, in every parish or municipality 
where the local option law Is in, force, a 
vote should -be taken every three years 
on the simple question: "Shall licenses Is­
sue in —?” and the answer to this question 
should settle the matter for the ensuing 
three years, when a vote should be again 
taken. Such a system would (have the 
effect to putting an end to the uncertain­
ty as to the feelings of the population on 
the subject and would avoid the expense 
of special elections, which consideration 
undoubtedly prevents in many cases An 
expression of public opinion being ob­
tained.

of the undersigned prejudicially affect 
the business, Industrial and commercial, 
interests of the country. The effect of 
the law on the Federal, Provincial and 
Municipal revenues would be to practi­
cally destroy them. In Quebec the wiping 
out of so large a sum as $600,000 would 
prove Severely embarrassing. It may be 
asked is prograss In the States of the 
United States which, have adopted pro­
hibitory laws has been .greater than in 
the various Provinces of Canada, where 
the law has been just what has been de­
scribed. The commissioners answer in
the negative. .........

The commissioners cannot agree with 
the view so earnestly put forward by 
some church organizations and many 
witnesses that the recognition of the traf­
fic by licensing is an Immoral andinatio- 
al sin. On the other hand they are of the 
opinion that the combined system of li­
cense and regulation which for centuries 
has been the rule of civilized nations with 
such amendments as experience has 
proved and shall from time to time prove 
to be needful, in order to make it more 
efficient, should not be departed from. 
The majority of the commissioners hold 
that a prohibitory law would not lessen 
the evils alleged to be attributable to in­
toxicants toy the dhurches, and they fur­
ther think that such a law could not 
be enforced. It would be a coercive meas­
ure, dealing with a matter which jnany 
people claim the right to think for them­
selves. In the event of the removal of 
business by the passage of a prohibitory 
law, those affected would certainly be 
entitled to compensation. The keeping of 
a complete register of manufacturers, 
dealers in, or vendors of liquor through­
out the Dominion is much desired. To ac­
complish this the putting on of a special 
Dominion tax, which would not, ‘how­
ever, hold the person so taxed above any 
municipal or Provincial law, is urged. 
A complete record should be kept of 
these licenses in every part of the coun­
try. The relation, if any; of the number 
of licensed places to the number and 
character of crimes and offenses commit­
ted In each district could toe readily 
traced r The officers of the Dominion Gov­
ernment charged with the collection of 
the special tax would be able to render 
efficient aid to the Municipal and Pro­
vincial officers in preventing the Illicit 
sale of intoxicants.

The undersigned ‘ believe that the im­

position of high license fees, a more 
strict supervision of the places licensed, 
a thorough Inspection of liquors, and 
an efflicient enforcement of the law, 
would materially improve the character 
of the establishments where liquor is 
sold and put an end to many of the evils 
which now result from the traffic. A law 
which punishes the citizen who vends 
liquor contrary to its provisions, yet per­
mits the citizen who purchases what is 
sold Illegally to escape punishment, can­
not be considered oth^r than an un­
equal and one-sided law. The undersigned 
are of the opinion that both parties to 
what is an iMegal transaction, should be 
made equally guilty in the eye of the 
law. The spending of money unnecessar­
ily on and the ovet-lndulgence of liquors 
amongst the working classes, the under­
signed are convinced frequently result 
mot so much for the love of liquor as 
from the love of sociable society and the 
comfort which Is found in places where 
the sale takes place, but in many in­
stances is not to be met with in their 
own homes. Discomfort, badly-cooked 
food, and ill-ventilated dwellings have 
much to answer for in connection with In­
temperance. Attention to these matters, 
and more especially to the training of the 
female portion of the population in a 
knowledge of domestic economy and 
household duties, the undersigned are 
satisfied ^ould have an elevating and 
most beneficial effect. In the past, in not 
a few counties in which the Scott Act 
was adopted, there has been a failure to 
apply the amounts collected for fines to 
the enforcement of the law. Inspectors 
have not been appointed nor returns made 
to the Provincial Governments, as pre­
scribed by the law, and it may also be 
added that in many instances .they have 
not been asked for.

A NEWSPAPER’S RESPONSIBILITY
The Court of Appeal rendered judg­

ment at Montreal a few days ago in 
•the case of Dr- Leonard and the 
Presse. This was an action by which 
the doctor claimed $10,000 damages on 
^account of a report 
Presse, alleging that he had been ar­
rested on a charge of having given a 
•prescription which caused the death of 
a*child, while, as a matter of fact, It 
was subsequently shown that Dr. Leo­
nard had simply filled the prescription 
in/ his drug store at Ste. Cunegonde. 
After the institution of the action, the 
Presse offered a settlement by paying 
•$100 and costs to date, and the publica­
tion of a retraction! This was refused, 
and in his reply to the plea, the doctor 
alleged that no retraction having been 
published, he could not ascertain 
whether such a retraction would have 
rendered $100 a sufficient indemnity for 
the damage suffered. In the Superior 
court, Judge Archibald considered the 
tender of the Presse sufficient, and 
rendered judgment accordingly. In ap­
peal, Judge Hall, rendering -the judg­
ment of the court, held that whatever 
may have been the license taken by 
the press,: of late years, in publishing 
the sensational details of preliminary 
court proceedings, which are generally 
mere investigations of search, but of­
ten result in serious injustice being 
done meanwhile to the parties inter­
ested, such license could certainly not, 
justify incorrect reports. The court 
below recognized that there had been 
Incorrectness In the report, but in the 
opinion of this court there was an 
error of omission In the judgment. The 
Presse certainly admitted that $100 was 
not sufficient compensation, since it 
offered therewith a retraction to which 
a certain, value must be attached. The 
court below might have furnished the 
further compensation, either by order­
ing the publication of the retraction, 
or by allowing a larger amount of 
damages. In appeal, the retraction 
coulc^not be enforced, both on account 
of the want of necessary machinery to 
have the order carried out, and also 
because such retraction, at this remote 
date, would 'be more prejudicial than 
profitable. The only ’remedy left in 
■the hands of this court was to increase 
the amount of damages, and this rem­
edy it applied by increasing the 
amount to $300.

It was at the end of the bouse beside 
the brier bush that they found Marget 
when Domsie, leading a procession of 
three, marched proudly up the glen and 
read her the news that her son George 
had taken the medal both* in the Hu­
manity and -the Greek. There was just a 
single ambition In those humble homes 
of Drumtochty—to have one of their mem­
bers at college; and if Domsie proved a 
lad, then his brothers and sisters would 
give their wages, and the family would 
live on skim-milk and oat cake to let 
him have his chance. Mlarget had been 
set on seeing Geordle a minister, and 
Domsie, who had an unerring scent for

a scholar in the egg, had singled out 
George Howe in "his first year ol Latin, 
when he just nippit up his verbs,” and 
from that time forth “Geordle Hpt> was 
marked for college.” It was beside the 
brier bush, Its roses no whiter than his 
cheeks that some yeanf afterwards 
George sat on the summer afternoons 
fore he died. Here also, "where nature

bees in the air, when "the veesion o’

The treatment of habitual drunkards 

is a subject the commissioners consid­
er requiring the most anxious and careful 
attention. No merely financial considera­
tions should in their opinion prevent the 
best remedial measures being adopted 
to reclaim the victims of intemperance. 
That the methods at present in vogue are 
not only inefficient but as a general rule 
demoralizing is the almost unanimous 
opinion of those who .have to administer 
the law, and of all who have to do 
with the police courts and jails of the 
country, in so far as the commissioners 
have been able to elicit their views. The 
same offenders are again and again In 
the course of the year brought before 
the courts to be subjected to the same 
penalties, and are a body, luckily for 
Canada, not so large as In many other 
countries, who march In procession from 
the streets fro the police station, from 
the police stations to the courts, from 
from the courts to the gaols, and from 
the latter back to the streets, repeating 
their pilgrimages many times Annually. 
The associations and experiences of the 
common gaols of the country cannot be 
considered to have either a deterrent or 
elevating influence upon such persons. 
The young return from their enforced re­
tirement on each occasion with blunted 
moral feelings, and a lessened regard for 
law and order in general, and the har­
dened offender with those of complete 
indifference. It is claimed by many that 
much can be done by scientific treatment 
to reform the intemperate, and It would 
seem to be the wise course to have these 
claims investigated, but under any cir-, 
cumstances the undersigned consider the 
present plan of committing drunkards 
to the common gaol for short periods 
after the second or third offence- has 
been committed, should be abandoned ; 
that provision should be made for the 
establishment of places to which they 
could be committed for such time as 
might be deemed desirable on probation, 
to be released at the end of such terms 
only on the certificate of the judge or 
magistrate committing them; that whilst 
under this restraint they should be sub­
jected to such treatment as might be 
deemed fitting and calculated to lead to 
their reformation, being in the meantime 
made to work so as to earn as much 
towards their own support and the sup­
port of those dependent upon them as 
practicable.

ENTREMETS. CHIEF JUSTICE DA^TE. The compilation of returns of the in­
mates committed to and remaining In 
gaols, asylums, almshouses and reform­
atories with the cost of these institutions 
as well as complete returns of the num­
ber and class of licenses Issued in each 
city and county and of the amounts col­
lected therefor, would afford the means 
of estimating more accurately the results 
of the various systems in force through­
out the country for regulating the liquor 
traffic, and would unquestionably lead 
to a more rigid enforcement of the law. 
In one of the Provinces the information 
referred to is obtained and embodied in 
returns laid before the Legislatures an­
nually; in some it is obtained in part, but 
not turned to any practicable account, 
whilst in others the matter is wholly ne­
glected. The commissioners believe it 
would lead 'to a much better understand­
ing and appreciation of the extent and 
effects of the liquor traffic, and that the 
results which would flow from the dis­
semination of such information would 
amply repay the country for the cost of 
collecting, classifying and publishing such 

. statistics annually. The matter of ex­
penses has undoubtedly in some cases 
deterred the Provincial and Municipal 
Governments from doing this in the past 
and if the work is to be done efficiently 
in the future and so as to embrace the 
whole country, it will have to be done 
by and at the cost of the Dominion Ciw- 
ernment.

Tarte au Rhubarb. no man
ministration of justice, but from his 
knowledge of the man he believed these 
would be done faithfully-and well. Great 
lawyers, as a rule, make good judges. 
This was the case in England, where 
there existed a strong bench, as well as a 
strong bar. To those who 'had made such 
graceful allusions to himself he was 
thànkful, and expressed himself as ex­
tremely pleased at being present on this 
occasion to do honor to one for whom he 
entertained great respect and esteem.
Judge Harrison, of Nanaimo, respond­

ed in a humorous speech, in which he re­
ferred to the cordial relations existing 
between the Black Diamond City and 
Vancouver. He created roars of laughter 
by reference to Victoria being south of 
the 49th parallel and the old time prac­
tices there, when the court frequently 
adjourned to enjoy a game of cricket. 
The Province had made great strides 
since those days. He hoped to see the 
time when British Columbia would not 
only have Cabinet, but likewise Supreme 
court representation. (Applause.) To 
Justice McCrelght the bar of this country 
is much indebted for many of the ex­
cellent acts found in the Statute books. 
To him personally in days gone by he 
•had been a good friend and wise coun­
sellor. He joined with those preceding 
him in his congratulations to the Chief 
Justice on his elevation to the most ex­
alted position in the Province.

Judge Bole delivered one of his charac­
teristic and extremely humorous speeches. 
In the political arena in by-gone days 
he had differed at times with the Chief 
Justice, but he had always found him 
to be a gentleman whom be had to 
respect. As lawyers at the bar they had 
also crossed swords, but with the feeling 
that each was a gentleman and members 
of a noble and honorable profession. He 
congratulated the Chief Justice upon at­
taining the highest legal position in the 
Province. He knew he was a square man 
and that he would prove himself thor­
oughly efficient, as well as a popular Chief 
Justice.

Chief Justice Davie, in a neatly worded 
speech proposed the Bar, coupling with 
the toast the names of Chas. Wilson and 
A. H. Macneill.

Mr. Wilson responded in a short, but 
pithy speech, in which he related many 
incidents connected with the early days 
of the Chief Justice and himself, whilst 
they were in partnership, and the qual­
ities of good-heartedness which the dis­
tinguished guest they were entertaining 
that evening even then displayed.

FARM TO SELL OR LEASE
BIG MINING DEAL.

A deal was made on Thursday, says 
the Rossland Miner, in which Michael 
Sullivan and W. Dunn are Interested as 
vendors, and J. L. Wilson, W. Clayton. 
Millar and John M. Burke as purchasers. 
The properties which changed hands, were 
the R. E. Lee, Maid of Erin mineral 
claims, and the price was $36,000. The 
R. E. Lee and Maid of Erin were staked 
last October, and very little attention 
was paid to them until development work 
this spring proved that there was a 
showing of no ordinary size on the 
ground. A shaft has been sunk 30 feet 
on the Maid of Erin and an open cross­
cut run on the R. E. Lee.

The investigations of the commissioners 

have satisfied them that the convictions 
for the second or subsequent offenses 
as such against the license laws by the 
holders of licenses amounts in many 
places to only a small proportion of the 
cases which happen, and hence, what the 
law contemplated, viz.: heavier penalties 
for repeated offenses, are not inflicted as 
they should be. This in part arises from 
the difficulty of proving previous convic­
tions. To remedy this the license certifi­
cates should be of a moderately perma­
nent character, and such as could be 
produced in court in any case of com­
plaint, the annual renewals being repre­
sented by a separate certificate or re­
ceipt that in any case of complaint «he 
defendant should be caHed upon to pro­
duce tols license, and every conviction 
should be endorsed thereon. No transfer­
able license should be permitted whilst 
any case is pending against the holder. 
The licensing of saloons, the only busi­
ness of which Is the sale by retail of in­
toxicants, the commissioners consider 
should be put an end to. There is no jus­
tification for their existence founded upon 
necessity, and it is certain that most of 
the evils which arise out of the immod­
erate use of intoxicants have their origin 
in or are encouraged by the existence 
of these saloons. The commissioners are 
of the opinion that that no one should be 
granted a license for any saloon or res­
tai rant in which meals are not regularly 
supplied to all who may require them, 
and that the law should not be evaded by 
such practices as are now resorted to; 
that the authority to seel Should be re­
stricted in these places to selling only 
to those who partake of and pay for their 
meals. They are also of .the opinion that 
no one should be given a license for an 
Inn or tavern which has not the neces­
sary accommodation in the ^hape of 
rooms and beds and facilities for sup­
plying meals to a reasonable number of 
persons at one and the same time.

•GOTHAM’8 POPULATION.
New York continues to' lead all 

American cities in trade, commerce 
and population. A recent census shows 
that its inhabitants number 1,849,866, 
an increase compared with that of 
1890 of 139,161, or an annual increase of 
30,966. The Times commenting on the 
results says: v“To some persons who 
bave nt tator into account the de­
pressed conditions of trade «and in­
dustry which have prevailed for «the 
last three years these figures will be 
a disappointment. An acute sense of 
local pride has persuaded these ami­
able enthusiasts to- believe -that «the 
new census would give -the city a pop­
ulation of 2,000,000, «and indeed there is 
no reason to doubt that under normal 
conditions of business this figure would

The 
whole system will cover about 15 miles, 
and the company intend to make the run 
in 30 minutes from the dentral office to 
Steveston, about 13 1-2 utiles. Over 100 
men are employed in connection with 
■the fishery establishments on and around 
Lulu Island during -the fishing season. 
The proposed line will give the people of 
that section a means of coming right in 
touch with the traffic and trade of West­
minster. it will cost over $15,000 to build 
andjà^qulp the proposed system, much 
taorè than half of which amount will 
be expended in and around this city. The 
casting and line material will all be made 
or filled here and -the lumber materials 
will be purchased. This means a pretty 
good thing for the trade of Westminster. 
The new company is composed of Eng­
lish and Canadian capitalists of note. 
The corporation of Westminster is large­
ly interested on Lulu Island, owning all 
or nearly all the land inside the limits 
which cover a portion of the eastern end 
of the Island. The E. R. & L. Co., ask 
t-he people of this city for a bonus of 
$60,000 and exemption from taxation in 
city bonds which the company take at 
4 per cent. No- payments will be re­
quired for one year and then only the 
Interest o«n the above at 4 per cent. It 
is a question well worth considering in 
•the private and public interests of the 
rate-payers, whether they would not be 
making a good bargain and assisting the 
trade of their city by closing the deal 
with the tramway people with as little 
delay as possible, 
as an objection -to granting the terms 
asked for by the company, that they 
would run a line from Vancouver to 
Steveston, but apart from the Inadvis­
ability of the double haul, the company 
are willing to give an undertaking not 
to run any suefh line as part of the con­
ditions.

CHANGE OF VENUE.
At Victoria last week Mr. Justice Drake 

granted a change of venue in the suit 
brought toy the Attorney-General against 
Melnnes & (MOlnnes, of Nanaimo, for 
alleged compounding of a qui tam suit. 
The facts of the case go back prior to 
the -Magistrate Planta enquiry. (Melnnes 
& Melnnes, acting as solicitors for Phillip 
Bros., brought action against Magistrate 
Planta for not reporting -to the Provin­
cial Government fees collected 
ed by law. The penalty is $200, one-half 
of which goes to -the informer and the 
other half to the Government. The suit 
was dropped and the Attorney-General 
brought action, alleging it to have been 
compounded, wtocoh is denied by Mcdnnes 
& Melnnes. The case was tried at Na­
naimo but the jury come to no agree­
ment A change of venue was applied 
for and in support of wthich application 
affidavits were produced from Marshall 
Bray and constable Stephenson, of Na- 
naiimo, alleging that the defendants were 
founders of the -Nanaimo Reform Club, 
and -that the defendant, T. R. Melnnes, 
was president of this association at the 
time of trial; that members of the as­
sociation 
at trial.
affidavits by T. R. E. Mclnneé, who 
swore he was not president of the Reform 
association at the time of trial, and by 
J. E. Mackenzie, secretary of t/he a à-* 
soclation, who affirmed that no member 
of the association was on the jury at thé 
•trial. Marcus Wolfe said In his affidavit 
he dild not believe the rights of the crown 
would be prejudiced by a trial at Na­
naimo, and alleged that this iwas an un­
warranted reflection on -the .people of 
Nanaimo. Witness was opposed to the 
defendants in politics but nevertheless 
did not believe the jury would be in­
fluenced by personal motives. Justice 
Drake, before /whom the case was tried 
at TSTanaimo, dn allowing change of venue, 
said whether the affidavits were true or 
false, of his own recollection he had 
beard it suggested that political purposes 
had to do with the matter and it would 
toe better to change the venue.

OUR MINING PROSPECTS.
The London Board of Trade Journal, 

a paper of large circulation and y eat 
influence in England and abroad, has 
a long article from Its own corres­
pondent on British Columbia mines. 
The following Is Its own editorial com­
ment thereon. I ta remarks about the 
Slocan Star tunnel are of course Inac­
curate, but the gist of the article can­
not but help this country: ,

While the mineral resources of South 
Africa, Western Australia and India 
are receiving constant attention, it is 
surprising that the mining develop­
ment of British Columbia should be 
left entirely to the Americans. The 
letter from our Victoria correspondent 
calls special attention to the outlook 
for investors in mines In -that part of 
the world. Our correspondent, we 
have reason to know, is neither direct­
ly or indirectly Interested In mines; 
and we should have a very strong ob­
jection to booming one particular set 
of mines above all others. What he 
has written Is, we believe, the result 
of strong oonvloti6ns and careful 
study of the conditions existing in his 
Province. It seems scarcely possible to 
convince outsiders, and particularly 
the average British investor, of the ex­
tent and richness of the minerals of 
British Columbia in gold and silver. 
In the district of Kootenay their occur­
rence in great bodies widely distribut­
ed is remarkable. The Stiver King pro­
perties were syndicated In England, 
and stocked at $1,500,000. The report of 
the expert upon which the mine was 
negotiated Is available, and from this 
we gather -that the ore in sight will 
pay for the mine and leave a surplus 
of several times its cost. This is the 
only property i-n which British capital 
is largely interested, and it is only one 
of the great properties that are being 
developed. The rest are in the hands 
of Americans, who practically control 
the mining Industry *n the southern 
part of the Province .and everything 
imported, men and machinery, Is Am­
erican. The Slocan Star, for a six­
teenth share in which $100,000 was re­
fused, has a tunnel of several hundred 
yards working In solid -ore. This is 
perhaps the most remarkable property 
being developed, but the richness of 
the ore 4s not less noteworthy, averag­
ing $100 a ton at the smelter. Picked 
ores run much higher. There is cer­
tainly every reason to believe that this 
wlM be the next great mining country. 
So much is thought of the prospect, 
that three different lines of railway 
have been built Into the mining dis­
tricts of Kootenay, which depend sole­
ly upon the ore to come out for their 
earnings, and several more have been 
projected.

law is inadvisable, but the fifth, the 
Rev. Dr. McLeod, of Fredericton, Nï B., 
presents conclusions of an entirely differ­
ent nature. He finds, on all counts, in 
favor of the contentions of the most 
ardent prohibitionists, condemning the 
license system, the Gothenburg plan, and 
asserting that the public sentiment of 
Canada is prepared to support and en­
force a prohibitory 'liquor law. In his 
deliverance Dr. McLeod first devotes at­
tention to the existing conditions. He 
declares that nowhere has there been 
found a license system that really re­
gulates the liquor traffic, that the re­
strictive features of the license I&tirs h 
not produced the results claimed for 
them, and that license laws do not reduce 
the volume of the liquor traffic. He op­
poses high license as a remedy A#r the 
existing evlls^ and declares that high 
license has made the saloons more Im­
portant, more attractive, and more dan­
gerous. Moreover, in his opinion, high 
license has created a sentiment m fax er 
of the saloon as a source of p iblic re­
venue. It has had a bad effect upon the 
moral sense of the community, ar.d has 
aided in corrupting the public conscience. 
Another charge against the high license 
plan is that it has increased the in­
fluence of the liquor traffic, and given it 
a maximum of power. On these as­
pects of the case Dr. McLeod’s conclus­
ion is that as a remedy or even a 
check on -the evils of the liquor traffic 
license laws of every kind have been a 
stupendous failure.

A pearl neck­
lace was sold, according to the terms 
of her last will and testament for the 
benefit of the poor of the East end of 
London. It fetched $67,000.

The speech 
Is exciting a sensation. Mr. Gosse, in 
view of the attention drawn to his ut­
terances, has written a letter explaining 
that Ms words were not meant to be un­
kindly.

WILL RATIFY THE TREATY.

Tien-Tsin, May 3.—The Emperor of 
China has decided to ratify the treaty of 
peace negotiated at Shlmoneski by rep­
resentatives of China and Japan. Ac­
cording to the arrangements the ratifi­
cation will be exchanged at Che-Foo on 
May 8th. The Mikado ratified the treaty 
on April 20th last. Prince Kung, president 
of the -Chinese council of ministers, and 
head of the Foreign Office, who has been 
absent from his duties on sick leave for 
some time, will not resume active control 
of the governmental departments under 
his supervision,

London, May 3.—Independent advices 
confirm the statement that the Emperor 
of China has agreed to ratify the treaty 
of peace arrived at between China and 
Japan.

Paris, May 3.—The Japanese Minister in 
an interview published ln Figaro tills 
merning is quoted as saying that the 
Intervention of other powers In the ar- 
rapgements for pe%ce arrived at between 
China and Japan is only a small diffi­
culty. China, he adds, has every interest 
to ratify the treaty and leave Japan to 
arrange matters with the European pow­
ers. The Minister also said the Japanese 
desire payment of the indemnity and 
commercial concessions upon t)ie part 
of China to Japan.

JAPANESE SUSPENSE.
Toklo, Japan, May 2.-dapan must give 

•her final answer to Russia by May 7th. 
The suspense and public anxiety are ter­
rible. Nothing is known. Everything is 
dreaded. When mediation by the United 
States was being discussed last Novem­
ber by the authorities at Washington 
and Toklo, President Cleveland prophesied 
a league of European powers to deprive 
Japan of the fruits of her victory. There­
after the powers were carefully notified 
of the Japanese intentions. No opposition 
was then manifested. The blow was re­
served until the treaty of peace had been 
signed. Viscount Mutsu, the Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, and Premier Ito’s col­
league In the peace conference, is des­
perately HI.

Paris, May 2.—The Matin to-day says 
that Japan is treating with Russia, France 
and Germany and -that a peaceful settle­
ment of matters in dispute, arising from 
Rvssia’s objections to the terms of 
treaty arrived at between China and Ja­
pan, is probable. The Gaulois asserts that 
the three powers are about to achieve a 
diplomatic victory, adding that Japan is 
inclined to accept a territorial conces­
sion In another direction which is agree­
able to Russia.

WHAT ENGLAND WANTS.
London, May 3.—It is officially an­

nounced here that as a result of commun­
ications exchanged between Earl Kim­
berley, Secretary of State for .Foreign 
Affairs, and Sen or Chrisanto Medina, the 
Salvadorean Minister, here, acting for 
Nicaragua, the British Government has 
agreed that if the Nicaraguan Govern­
ment will address a note to Rear-Admiral 
Stephenson accepting the terms of the 
British ultimatum and undertaking, un­
der guarantee of the Republic of Salva­
dor, that the indemnity will be paid with­
in a fortnight, that the British squadron 
will be withdrawn from Nicaragua.

From a gentleman who took part in 
-the negotiations the Associated Press 
learns that it Ls felt by all concerned 
that Senor Guzman, Nicaraguan Minister 
at Washington is largely responsible for 
the continued opposition of Nicaragua as, 
being of a sanguine temperament, he led 
his Government astray as what they 
might expect from the United States. 
Continuing the gentleman referred to 
said, it would have been more satisfactory 
to any of t'hp Central American republics 
to have themselves paid the indemnity 
rather than be subjected to the calumny, 
misrepresentations and distrust which ap­
peared in the American and European 
press during the past few days. There 
is no question about the Monroe doc­
trine being involved. In fact, the doc­
trine is absolute. If England or any other 
power is unable to protect the safety 
and rights of her subjects in Central 
America, she is unable to protect her 
interests anywhere. If England tried to 
annex Corlnto it would be a different 
matter, but she was only demanding re­
paration for insults offered her subject*. 
The Associated Press further learns th&t 
Great Britain would not view with dis­
favor a United States protectorate over 
the whole of Central America. Indeed, 
during the present investigations the Earl 
of Kimberley said that under certain cir­
cumstances it would perhaps be better 
for the United States to proclaim a pro­
tectorate over Central America and make 
herself responsible for the acts of its 
people.

Berlin, May 2.—The Reichstag to-day 

passed the customs tariff amendment 
bill.

Ottawa, May 7.—The Finance Minister 
said in the Commons yesterday that the Btr, 
imports for the first quarter of the year 
were 880,987,079 as against 894,341,482 for the

But the 
people were so badly bitten in late bank­
ing disasters that the rumor was eagerly 
swallowed, and this morning there is a 
run on every bank in the city, causing 
great excitement. Crowds of people sur­
round each banking institution where the 
officials are paying out gold as fast as 
demanded. All the banks 
serves of gold, as, owing to the unsettled 
condition of affairs (here during the past 
few months, most people refuse to handle 
notes but convert them into gold imme­
diately they are obtained. There is no 
apprehension of danger to any of the 
banks. The managers all say they have 
an abundance of gold to meet any pos­
sible call, and it is expected that the 
panic will have subsided by evening.

The run was heaviest on the Govern­
ment Savings Bank, which was supplied 
by the Bank of Montreal, though there 
was also a run on the Bank of Nova 
Scotia and the Merchants’ Bank. Each 
bank stood by the others, not hesitating 
to redeem the others’ notes, and by their 
air of confidence and a liberal display of 
heaps of gold coin, the panic was allay­
ed so that there was too crush about the 
tellers’ windows when the banks closed 
for the day. Business people took no 
part in the run; it was confined to the
