Tlie finding of the cartridge shells in 
itself would not throw much light on 
the mystery, 'file finding of the re­
volver might solve the crime, and the 
police will ktM'p up their efforts to try 
an4 recover the weapon.

It is safe to predict, however, that un­
less something entirely unforeseen turns 
up the Kinrade mystery will never be 
solved. The police, dc&pite their air of 
cheerful confidence, are at sea. It is 
true they will not admit it, but it is a 
fact, nevertheless. All the information 
they have in their possession now, in­
cluding what they have gathered since 
the inquest adjourned, throws no light 
on the killing of Ethel Kinrade. The 
chances now arc that there will never 
be an official explanation of this great 
tragedy. Sheer luck is the only thing 
that can solve the Kinrade mystery

THE LIBEL LAW.
ONLY TWO AMENDMENTS IN THE 

GOVERNMENT BILL.

Sir James Whitney on Sunday Car
Question — Hon. Mr. MacKay’s
Amendment to the Division Court
Act Withdrawn.

loronto, April 2.—The newspapers «iro 
nut likely to obtain many radical im­
provements in the law of libel at the 
present session ot" the Jx-gislature. When 
the House went into committee yester­
day to consider the Government hill, the 
Attorney-General had but two changes 
to submit as a result of the efforts of 
the Press Association. One of these ex­
tends.-! he poxver of the Judges in the 
consolidation -of similar cases against 
a number of newspapers, and the other 
--more important to the publishers—is 
that requiring that an aggrieved party 
shall give the publisher written notice 
of his complaint within six weeks of 
publication. This provision is included 
in lieu of any change in the three 
months' time allowance for the issuing

The discussion indicated that the Gov­
ernment will accept Mr. Wm. Proud 
foot's suggestions that, ere this clause, 
can be availed of, the newspaper shall 
publish on its front page the name of 
its owner or responsible financial head, 
and shall further admit publication on 
production of a copy of its issue.

"I van sympathize to some extent 
with the newspapers,” said Hon. J. .1. 
l'oy, "but our first duty is to protect 
the public'"—a sentiment* in which Hon. 
A. G. MacKay concurred.

Hon. A. G. MacKay urged that a dis­
tinction be made, in requiring security 
for costs, bctxveen the editorial and 
news columns. He thought innocent 
errors might frequently occur in the 
news columns.

The committee here rose and reported 
progress.

Hon. Frank Cochrane killed Mr. W. 
I). McPherson’s bill to restrict the sale 
of firearms. legislation of that kind, 
the Minister said, would not only in­
jure trade, but destroy individuality and 
fail in the very purpose for which it 
aimed. After the Minis!A-’s knockout 
had been supplemented by jolts from 
Messrs. Wilson, G a nicy and McGarrv, 
the member for West Toronto bowed to 
the inevitable.

Hon. Mr. Matlieson's amendment to 
the law relating to the payment of suc­
cession duty occasioned some discussion, 
it provided an increase of duty when 
large bequests are given to single indi­
viduals.

Hon. A. G. MacKay expressed the hope 
that the increased revenue thus secured 
wouldi enable the Government to relieve 
small estates left to brothers or sisters 
in the family. He instanced a bequest 
of $10,000 to a sister. He urged the 
Government to put such family be­
quests on the same status as a lineal be-

Mr D. J. McDougal (East Ottawa) 
advocated a sliding scale of duty under 
which disputes on estates within the 
assessment zone would lie obviated. If, 
lie pointed out, the estate were valued 
at $40,900 it paid no duty; if, on the 
other hand, it were valued at $50,000, it 
paid duty on the whole amount. He sug­
gested that the $50,000 be exempted, 
and all over that amount be assessed on 
a larger sliding scale.

The Provincial Treasurer smilingly 
shook his head, "ft would cause a big 
falling off »d rovenue,” lie observed.

Still the suggestions would subsequently 
be considered by the Government.

Hon. A. G. MacKay explained at 
length his bill to amend the Division 
Court act. The Premier asked that the 
bill should be withdrawn. He felt that 
it would be at least wise to see what 
would he the result of the increase of 
jurisdiction given to county and dis­
trict courts under the Government’s law 
reform measure.

Before the Legislature adjourned for 
dinner the Premier made what practi­
cally amounted to a declaration of poli­
cy with regard to the Sunday car ques­
tion. Sir James in introducing a bill 
to amend the railway act reminded the 
House that before the Private Bills 
Committee there had been several meas­
ures brought forward dealing with Sun­
day ears. The Government did think j 
that in regard to the question of cars 
running in cities on Sunday it would be 
better to introduce a public bill amend­
ing the la xv than to have a private bill j 
for each place. The bill that he now 
introduced provided that Sunday ear 
services might be established in cities 
of over 50.(100 in population after a ma­
jority of the electors qualified to vote 
at municipal elections had voted in the 
affirmative.

The bill was read a first time.

GEOLOGICAL
Col. Grant Continued Paper on 

Science and Theology.

The geological section met Iasi night, 
A. T. Neill in the chair. A paper was 
read by Loi. V. C. Grant, entitled "Sci­
ence and Theology, Continued."’ lie 
said that when Prof. Townsend, of Bos­
ton, stated at the Toronto meeting that 
transmutation of species was unknown 
in nature, and that no evidence of hy­
brid life had lienn found, he stated 
xvhat was said by a prominent member 
of tlie English Anthropological Society 
to l»e an error. |)oe> ii not seem . in­
credible. he sniil, to find a gentleman m 
tlie position he occupies so ignorant of 
all the important discoveries made by 
bis own countrymen of the l"nited 
States in Egypt. That the higher civil 
ization lmd been proved to have exist­
ed there 8,IKK) years before the Chris­
tian era, and was preceded by a pala­

eolithic stone age. Apparently lie has 
never seen any of the implements brought 
from that country, and placed, in all 
probability, in some of the American 
museums. He referred to the vontro- 

I versy which has been amicably settled 
j between Rev. Messrs. Jackson and L'ar- 
| man; also to the attacks all along the 
• line of the Bible League against evolu­

tion and modern Bible criticism. lie 
j said, "One need not be surprised to find 
■ evolution and Bible criticism so fre­

quently classed together by travelling 
evangelists from the States. Some geol­
ogists were among the fir-t to point out 
tlie absolute unreliability of Hebrew 
traditions, which recent discoveries in 
Babylonia prove." He also read a note 
relating to a recent discovery, as fol­
lows: "Since the human remains were 
discovered by the two priests ai Chap­
pell Aux Suints, another mi—mg link 
is reported from Clemont Sur Oise.

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THE FRENCH TREATY.
The French Senate has, by an al­

most unanimous vote—217 to 6—adopted 
the Franco-Canadian treaty without 

change. There has been some delay in 

the ratification of this important con­
vention because of the opposition offer­

ed by certain interests in France which 

seemed to regard it as conceding too 

much to this country. Prominent among 
these were the agricultural interests, 
particularly those engaged in stock-rais­
ing. Agreements of the kind are always 
difficult because of the practical impos­
sibility of harmonizing all interests, and 
because of the opportunity which discus­
sion offers for creating jealousy and sus­
picion, even where no reasonable cause 
exists. Hon. Mr. Fielding's visit to 
France and the personal conferences held 
upon the points of difference doubtless 
had much to do with removing opposi­
tion to the terms of the treaty. The ab­
surd idea that, because a trade arrange­
ment between two nations is advantage­
ous to one, it must necessarily be disad­
vantageous to the other, is unfortunate­
ly, harbored by too many politicians. 
The French Senate labors under no 
such delusion. Treaties of commerce and 
friendship are cheaper and better than 
armies and navies : they help to render 
them unnecessary. And we may be per­
mitted to hope that the Franco- Canad­
ian convention will tend to the benefit 
of not only the Dominion and France, 
but of the world.

tested by time. The legislative powers 
are divided between the Provinces and 
the Federation somewhat similarly to 
the Canadian arrangement. All powers 
not expressly delegated to the Provinces 
are reserved to the Federation. In one 
respect, however, there is an important 
difference—at least, in words. No ex­
clusive powers whatever arc given to 
the Provincial authorities. The diffi­
culties met with in the United States 
constitution, and the provincialism which 
finds expression in the McBrides and 
others of that ilk in Canada has prob­
ably served as a lesson to adopt this 
safeguard of nationalism, and to make 
it sufficiently clear and definite to pre­
vent' disputes as to the federal power 
•*‘ing supreme. In the Canadian Con­
federation Act certain powers are re­
served “exclusively" to the Provinces; 
and this provision has caused consider­
able bickering. The Privy Council has, 
however, decided that those reserved 
powers cannot be allowed to override 
federal policy, but that they must give 
way when the larger interests of the 
Dominion require. Notwithstanding 
that, however, small politicians seek to 
make capital out of a stagey advocacy 
of spurious Provincial rights on claims 
which would make the Dominion sub­
ject to the whim of any Provincial (Gov­
ernment, and hold it up to the contempt 
of the world. It is to be hoped that 
in the African Federation such an un­
patriotic epur-e will be rendered impos­
sible by the definiteness of the consti­
tutional provision as to federal su­
premacy.

WOODEN BLOCK PAVEMENT.
The Times will be very much pleased 

If its doubts as to the wisdom of re­
verting to wooden block pavement for 
our principal streets prove foundation 
less. But time will tell the story. Our 
former experience with cedar block pave­
ment was not so pleasant a-s to lead us 
to wish for a repetition of it. It was 
costly, filthy, rough, short-lived, tin 
sanitary, and in every respect unsatis­
factory. ('reflated pine may l>c an 
improvement on «-dar. but it lacks many 
of the qualities of asphalt. Perhaps the 
new roadway’s comparative noiselcssni*.®® 
may make it preferable in 1 lint rc*pr>rt 
to brick, and. for a short time, at least, 
it. will la* smooth and sweet-smelling. 
When it begin.' to get rough cleaning 
will be less easy and travel on it will 
lie less pleasant. It i- not- a cheap pave­
ment by any means; no good paveim nt 
is to lie liad without money. The city, 
as is so often the case with municipally 
managed ventures, paid dearly for its 
block pavement experience in the past. 
Then it went into asphalt paving, and 
got something very like a gold brick in 
the asphalt plant that it purchased. Then 
it had to buy a second plant, so ns to l»c 
able to do really good work. After great 
ex|K>m*e ami a good deal of experience 
we became able to lay a tolerably good 
quality of asphalt pavement. It makes 
an impermeable, smooth, sanitary road, 
which is eminently adapted to city uses. 
It. ha.s some objectionable features, for 
instance, its slippine®s in wet ami frosty 
weather, but a® against these features 
it. has many desirable ones which far 
out l* la nee them. It seems to us that 
after equipping for asphalt, ami demon­
itrating that xvr can do a fair job of 
laying that pavement, to rush off and 
embark in n big scheme of wooden block 
pavement is an experiment that only the 
test of enduring success ran justify. We 
Aall l>e pleased to find that our appre­
hensions ore unwarranted, but on the 
face of things the Council's action would 
appear to Ik* progress backward.

SOUTH AFRICAN UNION.
The South African Federation is just 

HOW greatly interesting the world's 
«indents of politics. It includes th* 
four great British colonies of South Af­
rica. (ape Colony, the Transvaal. Natal 
and Orange River ( olony. The plan of 
federation agreed upon is in the main 
very much similar to that of the Cana­
dian Confederation. Its principal fea­
tures are:

A Governor-Genera I appointed by the 
Crown at a salary of £10,000 a year.

A Senate composed of forty members, 
eight of whom arc to be nominated by 
the (Governor-General in Council, and 
the remainder elected - in the first in­
stance by the Provincial Parliaments, 
ami subsequently l»v the Provincial 
Councils.

The Hon?»* of Assembly of 121 mem 
hers, elected and distributed on the 
basis of population—The (ape. 51 ; 
Transvaal, 30; Natal. 17 : Orange River,
17.

The Senate and Assembly will -it to­
gether and vote on a system of propor­
tional representation.

Farmer and Wife Found in Raim

Son Showed Great Ceolnesi—An 

Arrest Ordered.

Toledo, 0., April 2,—The bodies of 
Ludwig Kreuger. 96 years old. and his 
wife, three years younger, were found 
buried in the cellar of their country 
ltome. half a mile from Toledo, which 
was burned early this morning.

Boys digging in the ruins noticed that 
the brick floor of the cellar had been 
recently unsettled, and when the bricks 
were moved the bodies were found. 
Both had been stabbed in the back.

The Kreugers were last seen alive on 
Tuesday evening, when the woman was 
paid $2,000 as part payment for the 
purchase of the farm.

WOMEN’S WORK.

THE ZENANA MISSION IN INDIA 
AND WHAT IT DOES.

Sir A. Fraser Tells of Necessity for 
the Work—Mr. Robert Speer Also 
Delivers a Fine Address—Great 
Gathering of Women.

Toronto, April 2.— The vision of a 
world, one in the worship of Christ, 
which is the beacon star of the true mis­
sionary spirit. has seldom received in 
Toronto a more convincing proof of the 
possibility of its ultimate realization 
than in the enormous crowds <d women 
who yesterday afternoon filled Convoca­
tion Hall t" overflowing to listen to 
addresses given by Sir Andrew Fraser 
and Mr. Robert E. Speer concerning the 
spiritual and intellectual needs of women 
in other and less favored land*. When 
the chairman. Dr. J. B. Willmott. intro­
duced Sir Andrew Fraser, former Lieu­
tenant-Governor of Bengal, a stir . of 
expectancy went through the building. 
His address, delivered in simple, effective 
words, made a profound impression. To 
give his audience a more vivid impres­
sion of the life, the circumstances and 
conditions which make a special mission 
to the women of India necessary, Sir 
Andrew drew a representative picture of 
a visit paid to an intelligent Indian gen­
tleman of position, the head of a house­
hold. He would drive up to the front 
of a great gate, where his host would 
come to receive him. taking him by the 
hand and leading him gently and most 
respectfully up to and through the gate 
into a public reception room, where he 
would lie seated on a very elaborate 
chair covered by gold or silver cloth. 
After discussing business he would be 
introduced to the family, all except the 
old-fashioned Hindoo houses the Zenana 
whom he could not possibly see. There 
would be bright little girls and boys, but 
no girls above the ages of ten or twelve. 
The sons of all ages he could see. but 
after ten or twelve the bright and cheery 
little girls whom he saw would pass l»e- 
hind the inner gate, no more to partici­
pate in or witness the doings of the 
larger world without the Zenana. In the 
old-fashioned Hindo houses the Zenana 
is built with windows close to the roof, 
so that it is impossible for the ladies

(o look out from their section into the 
neighboring parts of the house and its 
appurtenances. In larger buildings the 
use of opaque glass has done away with 
t.hc necessity of this. The women of the 
Zenana cannot even visit those of an­
other household except it lie that of their 
father or one of their nearest relatives.

The speaker then cautioned his audi­
ence against the idea that the ladies of 
India imagine themselves oppressed. 
They do not. He thought it. would lie the 
greatest mistake in the world to do away 
with the Zenana system so long as the 
Indian ladies thought any other method 
would be the height of impropriety. Be­
fore that could lie or should be done a 
change must, be wrought in the mental 
outlook of the Zenana lady, and that 
could only he done through the instru­
mentality of the Zenana missionary. 

THE RESTLESS MULTITUDES.
Mr. Speer said that the great impres­

sion carried away by even a random 
traveller in eastern lands was the great 
multitudes of the people. The seetmd 
impression was the tone of melancholy 
that lies across their lives. In his mem­
ory of them he constantly heard the note 
of sadness throughout all their song, in 
their wedding music, as well as in their 
dirges.' The depression of the non-Chris­
tian world, he thought, was due to two 
causes: The first was the smallness of 
the life which hems in most of the wo 
men. He had once asked a congregation 
of highly cultivated, intelligent Japanese 
gentlemen what had most appealed to 
them in the Christian religion. They 
answered that its supreme blessing was 
the moral rest of heart. “I asked the 
seme question,” he said, “of a number of 
aged ladies all . t r fifty, and their 
answer was that the great blessing was 
the intellectual stimulus it had given 
them.”

The other cause of depression was the 
lovelessncss of their lives. Here Mr. 
Speer quoted some of the ideas about 
women which were part and parcel of 
the eastern religions, and said that 
though the men’s humanity rose nlfcve 
that of , their religion, they needed a 
religion to lead, not to hinder them, in 
giving (he women their due in love and 
honor. %

Invitations were received from London 
and Orillia to the society to be their 
guest during next year’s annual meeting.

NO WATER.

Jewish Colonization Scheme in 
Northern Africa Abandoned.

Ixindon, April 1.—The report of Prof. 
Gregory, leader of the expedition 
through Cvrenaica, on the northern 
coast of 'Africa, where (he Jewish tcr- 
itorial organization expected to find 
territory for Jewish colonization, is dis­
appointing, and owing to its unfavor­
able character the council of the or­
ganization has decided to take no fur­
ther action looking to the colonization 
of the country at present. The report 
eulogizes Cyrenaicn's beauty and healthy 
climate, but says that owing to the 
scarcity of water it could not support 
a large population. Moreover, the popu­
lation is already larger than was ex­
pected, and the present inhabitants 
would likely interfere with its closer 
agricultural setlement. The lack of 
water is not due to lack of vain, but to 
the limestone everywhere present. The 
soil is as porous as a sieve. The con­
servation of water on a large scale would 

j be economically impracticable.

About the easiest and ljeat wa * 
answer such a query- would be to* say 
that baseball boasts of mighty few Mc­
Guires and Youngs. These two great 
exponents ot the old as well as the 
modern school of baseball are exceptions 
to the rules. Players come and players 
Ik», but Cy Young and Jis McGuire seem 
destined to go on forever.

That I Kith men are still pla\ ing hall 
is due perhaps first to the fact that 
eueh is the fortunate possessor of a 
rugged constitution. Look at the hands 
ot Jim McGuire, and you will see a mass 
of crooked fingers, due to catching be­
hind the bat with practically no glove 
whatever. Despite all the hard work he 
ha» seen he is still some catcher.

I-a.st year I had the privilege of doing 
my little hit toward honoring Cy Young 
by umpiring the game played iii Boston, 
when lie was tendered the big testimonial 
by the Boston fans. I hadn't seen Mc­
Guire in action behind the hat for several 
years, yet lie jumped into the fray that 
day ant I caught three or four innings in 
a way that would have reflected credit 
on a player twenty years his junior. I 
see by the papers that he recently 
caught a game at Mobile in faultless 
style. Every player in the American 
League will tell you that Young looked 
better than ever last year.

Truly. Young and McGuire are great 
men and players, but they are largely 
in the minority.

Baseball is by far the most uncertain 
of all sports.

This fact has long been advanced as 
the best reason why the sport continues 
to gain ;n popularity each year, and no 
doubt it is au excellent theory.

Of course all professions have their 
drawbacks and their dangers, but ft 
careful study of facts would make it 
appear that the men connected with the 
great national game take greater chances 
by far than those engaged in any other 
profession.

It looks easy to see Tv Cobb make 
his graceful slides into' a base or 
dash down the lines at breakneck 
speed*in order to beat out a throw 
by one of the rival players. It looks 
real soft to see Addie Joss. Mordecai 
Brown or in fact any pitcher in 
either of the big leagues, gracefully 
wind up and scud the. ball across the 
plat at terrific speed. It looks like 
taking money from an infant to watch 
Wagner, Lajoie, Tinker, or any of the

other high class players who have the 
ability to hold down major league jobs, 
pick up grounders and toes them to 
first or gather in a little pop up fly.

Time and time again your hear 
same fan remark, ‘‘Pretty soft for 
those fellows. All they have to do is 
to take a couple hours’ exercise each 
day, stay at the swell • hotels and 
draw down a big salary.”

Part of the average fan’s statement 
is true, but there are a lot of other 
things that are never taken in con­
sideration by the enthusiast.

Few fans realize the chances Cobb 
is taking when he dives into a base, 
the chance a pitcher takes when he 
delivers tho ball to the plate or a 
fielder takes in doing his daily work.

Every desperate chance taken bv a 
ball player in an effort to win may 
iesuit in some injury that will ruin 
his career forever. À broken bone 
or a torn ligament may slow up Cobb's 
speed, so that his worth has greatlv 
diminished. Similar injury may rob a 
pitcher of his speed and curves.

There is no getting away from the 
fact that a ball player gets well paid 
for the time lie puts in on the field, 
but the fact is, nevertheless, that his 
position is a most precarious one.

- 'uide from the work feature, an­
other element must be taken into con­
sideration when discussing baseball 
as a profession. The ball player is a 
public character, even more so than 
the politician. The fans pav to see 
him perform, and the established pre­
cedent gives them the right to their 
approval or disgust of his work as 
they see fit.

No man gets more abuse and praise 
from the public than the ball plaver. 
ihe applause he accepts with a smile 
and a doff of his cap to show his rec­
ognition. The abuse he must accept 
with nary a word of reply ; in fact, it’s 
much better for him to try and put on 
just as happy a front wlien getting 
abused as when being lauded. K

It s a rather tough proposition. Often 
a Play» ' goe» on the field ill, in no 
sltapo to do his duty. The fans are 
not aware of conditions, and when he 
fails to hit the hall in a pinch or falls 
down on some difficult chance he i«= 
immediately put on the gridiron.

In 
driving about the city 1 have lieen ser 
iouslv impressed with the large number j them 
of egg clusters that are to In' seen on 
the shade trees of our city at. the pres­
ent time. In the crevices of the bark, in 
the angles of the branches, or wrapped 
up up a dead leaf, these white, woolly 
nests may readily be seen. Even fasten 
ed to the fences or the houses in some 
localities great numbers may be found.
In a few weeks each of these nest, clus­
ters becomes a thousand wriggling, hun­
gry caterpillars, which do not take long 
to strip the branches of their leaves.

These nests are readily seen and easily 
removed at the present time. When the 
leaves appear it will be almost impossible 
to discoNt-r them. Could not our Parks 
Board institute an agitation or in some 
way suggest plans for the wholesale re­
moval of these pests, and thus help the 
citv to continue to be the “City Beauti­
ful1’? Arbor.

BUOY EXPLODES.

One Man Killed and One Hurt on 
the King's Wharf, Quebec.

Quebec, April 1. —For want of ex­

The selection of Prince Chun a« regent 
for the Chinese empire during the minor­
ity of his son, Pu Yi, the new emperor, 
is the wisest choice that could have been 
made at the present time,” writes Isaac 
Taylor, headland professor of science in 
the Pekin university, in the leading arti­
cle in the April Century. “The New 
Ruler of China.” “In the first place, he 
is the younger brother of Kuang Hsu, 
the late emperor, .and was in sympathy 
with all the reforms the latter undertook 
to introduce in 1898. If Kuang Hsu 
had chosen his successor, having no sons 
of his own, there is no feason why he 
should not have selected Pu Yi to oc­
cupy the throne, with Prince Chun as 
regent, for there is no other prince, un­
less it be Pu Lun, in whom he could 
have reposed greater confidence of hav­
ing all his reform measures carried to a 
successful issue ; and a brother with 
whom he had always lived in sympathy 
would lie more likely to continue his 
policy than a more distant relative.

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LIFE IN BERLIN.

An Exchange for Musicians—..ine or 
Ten Concerts a Day.

The idea that Berlin in essentially a 
modern, go ahead business centre with 
little or no interest for the sightseer 
or curio hunter is perhaps somewhat 
exaggerated. but the strongest argu­
ment against its tourist value is that 
it leads nowhere—except to Russia, 
where scarcely any one goes for pleas-

To lovers of the picturesque the mod­
ern houses, broad streets with a net­
work of tramlines, some dozen of brand 
new, luxurious hotels and the ever-vary­
ing with fashion architectural style 
(which is Seccession, Old German, Ro­
coco, and worst of all, a mixture of 
the three in the residential parts), all 
these are eyesores.

There is a perpetual restlessness from 
whicli it is impossible to get away. In 
Belli:: one must get on—push on, hurry 
on—at any cost. But curiously the Ber­
liners do not in their scramble neglect 
minor details, such, as minute order and 
cleanliness in every path of life.

This has been a topic for caricature 
and ridicule for many years, says the 
Queen, but there is no doubt that the 
order has become now more a natural de­
velopment than a police enforcement. 
A city growing at the pace Berlin grows, 
with the amount of business it concen­
trates, must have order.

Artistically it is in a very curious, >f 
not unique position. The art of the 
past is wonderfully represented in the 
museums. The Kaiser Friedrich Gal­
lery contains some of the priceless gems 
of Europe. But it is the art of to-day 
which is all important, and in no other 
city is the commercial value of art val­
ued to sujrh a point.

Musically, Berlin is a stock exchange 
for artists It is the junction from 
which they radiate and therefore stud­
ents flock there from all corners of the 
earth because they know that there they 
will find a centre. It is bewildering to 
the mere onlookers to even imagine nine 
or ten concerts a day, but since the 
quarters of Schonebr rg and Wilmcrs- 
dovf arc largely populated by English 
and American students, the business 
policy seems wise.

In theatrical matters they are no fur­
ther behind, and the performances : cc 
splendid and realistic modern plays 
ranking highest in interpretation. Oper­
atic performances are. on the whole, 
weak. In the Imperial Opera House 
conventionality rules the order of the

day. The Komische Opera is modern 
in tendency, but can only give smaller 
works. Fov educational purposes Ber­
lin ranks high, the schools are excel­
lent, and in every branch of technical 
work unrivaled anywhere.

Smart dressing being still exceptional 
in every circle, whether bourgeois or 
aristocratic, economy can be practised 
much more easily than in Ixrodon. It 
is usual to invite your friend to supper 
(the scantiest and simplest of meals), 
so that hospitality can also be prac­
ticed on a very moderate scale. In 
fact, for colonial families who wish to 
educate their children on the Conti­
nent, there are few places which riva! 
Berlin.

Department Store Detectives.
“Department stores suffer heavy loss 

by theft every year,” said a man on the 
detective staff of a large local store.

Once or 
twice she hesitates, remarking apolo­
getically that she has had only one les­
son so far, so that she is "very stupid.” 
The process is not so simple thaï a per­
son with all his sense would not feel 
reasonably proud of himself to have 
mastered all the details at one lesson, 
and certainly would not apologize for 
being “a little slow.” <

CONVENTION.

The Awakening of the East the 
Great Theme Yesterday.

Many Prominent Men Deliver Fer­
vent Addresses.

Biahop Thoburn, Canon Tucker 
Ralph Connor and Others.

Toronto, April 2.—With the certain 
measure of victory in their movements, 
like an army with banners waving, the 
groat National Missionary Congress, 
which opened in Massey Hall on Wed­
nesday, yesterday moved on in its cam­
paign and took up an advanced position 
on the field of missionary enthusiasm. 
Having for its theme ‘The Victorious 
Progress of Missions."’ the congress lis­
tened to truly remarkable addresses in 
the afternoon, and then passed on to 
the consideration of ‘The Place of the 
Church in the Making of the Nation.""

In the annals of all groat movements 
it is rarely given for four thousand 
men of substance and moral responsibili­
ty to confer with men picked from 
among the world's leaders upon ques­
tions demanding infinite tact and inti­
mate understanding. The temper of the 
meeting was finely drawn by Mr. J. A. 
Macdonald at the close of the evening’s 
session. In declaring the evidences for 
a new order of things in world-politics, 
he said: “We arc talking of Dread­

“Fifteen years ago," said Mr. Robert 
E. Speer, in introducing his subject, 

.‘The Awakening of the Orient,"* "the

It was a depressing picture <‘>f the tor­
por si ml stagnation of the Oriental peo­
ple. A few year- later Mr. Meredith 
Thompson, «lie editor of the Friend of 
India, published a collection of his es­
says on eastern life under the title of 

' ‘Asia and Europe,’ in which he con­
cluded that the Asiatic races had ex­
hausted themselves, and that an un- 

. bridgea hie chasm existed between the 
east anil the west which made the east 
impervious to western civilization. To- 

rday we are facing a condition of affairs 
quite in contrast to all that was ilien 
depicted. Four simple fads will show 
the changes which have taken place. The 
first is the great exodus of Asiatic stu­
dents to the colleges of Europe and 
North America. Eight thousand from 
Chinn, one thousand from Corea, and 
one thousand from India, they are now 
in other lands learning the principles of 
western civilization. Secondly. 1 men 
tion the great internal tumult all over 
Asia assailing the old political ideas 
and demanded the privileges of demo­
cratic and popular government. Thirdly 
— and this is of no consequence in itself 
‘ readiness of large numbers of 
Asiatic people to adopt the western 
style of dress. 1 think they had letter 
have kept to their own styles, but it 
shows in a remarkable way their chang­
ed readiness to adopt the western ideas. 
And. lastly, there is the thunderous 
clamor of Asiatic multitudes at our

natives. He found that the natives were 
ready to take fur granted the fact of 
the creation, and the sovereignty of God 
but if he began to argue about these 
things they were prepared to argue, too. 
No doubt he lost valuable time in endea­
voring to explain the fact of the risen 
Saviour. lie no doubt was at times 
a little timid when standing up to 
speak to fhc people near the bazaars 
or elsewhere. He, however, remem- 

51>ered that the Saviour was standing 
*beside him and ready to strengthen 
'and encourage him. When after five 
"year» of incessant, labor he went hack 
i.to his home with his motherless chil­

dren to be cared for lie had to confess 
[ with some trepidation that he had only 
’baptized five people.

Continuing, Bishop Thoburn told of 
the life of the average Indian, of 

'the smallness of the income, of the 
fact that many of them lived on the 
verge of starvation. God meant His 
people to be above starvation, and the 
plan of Christianity was to save these 
people. At present the average con­
versions in India were over forty-six 
per day. They should aim at a mil­
lion converts, and then there would 
Ik? two hundred and ninety and ni «lu 
millions to convert. It looked a big 
task, but it could lx; done. He told 
how the first lady doctor had come to 
India, and how Lord Dufferin, then 
Viceroy, had so splendidly supported 
the movement. “And now,” he said, 
“if I went back to India I would find 
ten thousand educated, trained Christian 
native women ready to aid and help in

every way the Christian church, as they 
were actually doing now, and we call this 
the day of small things.’’

A VOICE FROM ARABIA.
Rev. S. M. Zwemer, F. R. G. S., of 

Arabia, speaking of the impact of 
Christianity on the non-Christian re­
ligions, said in part: “The impact of 
Christianity on the non-Christian reli­
gions began nineteen centuries ago, and 
will not'cease until the kingdoms of this 
world have become the kingdom of the 
Lord and of His Christ. This impact has 
gathered momentum and strength 
throughout the centuries. Never before 
was this impact so world-wide and with 
such strength.

“Islam is the greatest of all the non- 
Christian religions in its missionary 
spirit and defiant attitude toward Chris­
tianity. One hundred years after Mo­
hammed's death his name was proclaimed 
from minarets in Canton, China, across 
the whole of Asia and Africa and into 
Spain. The Laymen's Missionary Move­
ment of the Moslem world has existed 
for thirteen centuries and lias swept 
everything before it. until in Africa one- 
third of the population is Mohammedan, 
and in India alone sixty-two and a half 
million followers of the false prophet" 
are found.

“The three great religious that to­
day are contending for mastery and 
have the greatest world influence have 
had personal founders—Buddha. Mo­
hammed and Christ. Three-fourths of 
the Mohammedan world is under Chris­
tian rule, aud the balance of political 
power is not in the hands of the Caliph, 
but of Britain, France, Russia, and the 
Netherlands. Eighty-one million Mo­
hammedan’- are under the flag of Great 
Britain, which bears“the symbol of the 
crucified. Islam lias lust its sword, and 
the power of political persecution is gone. 
The new era in Turkey and Persia is 
Ihe direct result of the impact of Chris­
tian education and Christian civilization.

THE EVENING SESSION.
With the singing of that splendid, 

stirring hymn of Isaac Watts, “Oh, 
God, our Help in Ages Past,"’ and 
with a strong, earnest prayer by the 
Rev. F. B. Du Val, D. D , of Win­
nipeg, the evening session of the Con­
gress was opened, Mr. Rowell presid­
ing. The Rev. Canon L. Norman 
Tucker was the first speaker, his 
speech having been transferred from 
•th'-e aiternoon. A messagr from 
Hon. S. Blake, who was to have 
spoken on “Our Duty to the Indian," 
was read expressing regret at being 
unable to be present, and saying “Let 
us still do our duty to our red breth­
ren, and let us at this time extend our 
operations on their behalf."

Rev. Canon Tucker spoke on “Can­
ada’s Debt to the Missionary," say­
ing in part that it might be assumed 
that Canada was now a nation. She 
was in possession of all the chief at­
tributes of nationhood. She was free. 
She was self-governing; and, what was 
more, she felt within her the stirrings, 
the ambitions, the hopes of national life. 
There is in every Canadian breast an 
ardent love of freedom, coupled with 
the qualities that fit men to enjoy its 
benefits and to discharge its obligations. 
But more fundamental is the love of I 
truth and right. There is ingrained 
in the fibre of the people a love of ' 
order and a respect for law.

Everyone feels that the native In- | 
dians of Canada have a special claim 
on us ; for we have inherited this, great | 
country from them, and we have de- j 
prived them of their livelihood, and too j 
often demoralized them with our j 
whiskey, our diseases, and our vices. 
Again, it is tlic missionaries who have j 
enabled us as a nation to discharge | 
our debt to the Indian. They followed 
him within the Arctic circle and to 
the shores of the Arctic sea to give 
him the bread of life. And the result 
has been that the' relations between 
the Indians and the Government of 
Canada have been relations of unbroken 
peace.

OUR DEBT TO THE SETTLERS, 
“(lur Debt to the English-speaking I 

and European Settlers" was the sub- ' 
ject of the address by the Rev. C. W. I 
Gordon, D. 1). (“Ralph Connor"). He 
began by a brief reference to the magni- ! 
tude of the great west, pointing out that 
until a few years ago the general op­
inion was that the west was just a strip ! 
of land lying north of the internation- i 
al boundary. Now they knew that a wav I 
to the north G00 or even 800 miles be- ' 
yond the former supposed northern fer­
tile belt lay a great country more fer­
tile than any ever dreamed of. fnto this 
great land there had come during the 
past few years nearly 900.000 English- 
speaking people, about 300,000 of whom 
were formerly United States citizens. \ 
Senator at Washington had asked if 
these United States citizens did not, hope 
some day to secure the annexation of 
( anada to the 1 nited States, and an­
other Senator said that he believed that 
was so. The speaker said he was sorry 
to have to shatter such a dream, for 
these people were loy/ri Canadians, and 
the day had gone by forever for any 
person or people to sell Canada.

He felt that the Government should 
try and adopt some plan to keep in 
touch with the immigrant from the 
moment he left his own home till he 
was settled on the land, for the dan , 
ger to ( anada was in the people who ■ 
drifted into the city, and not from ' 
those who settle on the land. But 
what is the Christian Church going to 
do with these people? The Churoli 
should meet them, care for them, and 
endeavor to get them to drink in the 
spirit of Jesus Christ. The Church 
should really take charge of these 
English speaking peoples from the mo­
ment they left their English, Notch 
and Irish homes until they were settled

Turning to the foreigners coming in. 
Dr. Gordon said that in the last 
couple of years over 300.000 people 
had arrived in this country who could 
not speak the English language. What 
must we do for them? Some were for 
keeping them out of our land alto­
gether; but this matter had already 
been settled for us by two facts. First, 
we needed them because they did 
work for us that Canadians were not 
willing to do themselves, such as the 
laboring on railroad building, etc. The 
Galicians on the farm made very good 
citizens, and their children would also 
grow- up good citizens, hut in the cities 
they were very dangerous. Necessary 
tr deal with them was a strict, wise 
and careful administration of the law. 
We should also make our schools acces­
sible to them and to their children. We 
should endeavor to instill into them the 
making of homes.

OUR DUTY TO THE ASIATIC.
“The Dean of Missionary Secretaries” 

was how the Chairman introduced the 
Rev. Dr. Alexander Sutherland. General 
Secretary of Methodist Missions, whose 
siibjf.it was “Our Duty to the Asiatic.” 
Dr. Sutherland pointed out that in Can­
ada there were about 18.500 Chinese, 
10,000 Japanese and 5,000 Hindus.* This 
was ftboift two-thirds of 1 per cent, of 
the population, surely not a serious 
matter, but they were mostly settled 
in one Province, and they were looked 
on as the advance guard of ^ great

army of others, who would come unless 
strict measures were taken to prevent 
it. Organized labor saw danger in this, 
and not only here, but elsewhere the 
cry had gone up that this- should be “a 
white man’.» country.”

THE SQUARE DEAL.
The first duty to the Oriental was to 

give him a square deal, for 'he has a 
right to seek a home in any country, 
just as natives of other lands have. 
The Hindu, who is a British subject, 
surely had the right to come to a Brit­
ish dominion. When Britain, France, 
and the United Stated demanded admis­
sion to China and Japan they forgot 
that in opening a way into these coun­
tries, sometimes with cannon, a way out 
was also opened. If the coming of these 
Asiatics had created a problem, that 
problem should be met and solved. 
These peoples from .the east were hu­
man beings, and were ns capable of be­
coming useful citizens ns were the im­
migrants of any oilier land. 

CHRISTIANIZING CIVILIZATION.
Mr. J. A. Macdonald, the last speak­

er of the evening, took as his sub­
ject. “The Christianizing of Our 
Civilization.’’ Commencing, he said 
that a truth which had for too long 
been overlooked by the Church was 
the idea that Christianity had to do 
not merely with individuals and with 
salvation into the after-world, hut also 
with the social fabric and with the 
institutions of civilized life under 
which we lived. The subject also sug­
gested that all the. interests and oc­
cupations of men, both individual and

I 
“I desire to say here.” said the 
Premier, "that possibly" this section 
may have to be changed before we ask 
the bill to be passed finally, because it 
is of the utmost importance that we 
first, guard the interests of the Pro­
vince with reference to these lands, 
and it is just as important that we 
safeguard the interests of the com­
pany; and when it is said that the 
lands shall be sold under such condi­
tions as the Lieutenant-Governor shall 
direct, it must not be understood that 
after an order in Council has been 
passed fixing the conditions a future 
order in Council may be passed varying 
the terms. We will do nothing of that 
kind, because it would not be fair."*

The lands, Sir James further ex-* 
plained, would be granted in fee 
simple, the Crown reserving all min­
erals and pine timber, save jack 
pine, or land not imitable for agri­
culture. and also such timber as shall 
be actually necessary for bridge 
work and other construction. On land 
fit for agriculture the settler should 
have the right to cut and use such 
timber, not reserved by the Crown, 
for buildings and for fences. Alterations, 
hr explained, might also be made in 
these provisions in order to make 
them more exnlieit.

FOR THE ALGOMA CENTRAL.
The Premier also introduced a bill re­

specting the Algoma Central & Hud­
son’s Bay Railway Company. Its object 
was to extend the charter and grant 
which was made a number of years ago. 
The extension provided for was to the 
31st December, 1911. The House would 
remember that the railway was con­
structed for a distance of seventy miles 
and graded for one hundred miles more 
in a northerly direction from Sault Ste. 
Marie. The conditions on which the ex­
tension would lie granted were that the 
Lake Superior Corporation on the ex­
tension and lietterment of their subsi­
diary companies expend $1,500.000 by 
the 31st of December. 1910: that the 
railway company begins survey, explora­
tion and construction work before 1st of 
May. 1910. and from that date on spends 
$15.000 a month until the main line and 
the Miehipieoten branch were completed. 
The Crown reserved the right to open 
1.439,000 acres of land along the line of 
railway for settlement and protection. 
All minerals, with the exception of iron, 
coal and nickel, being held by the Gov­
ernment as the property of the railway 
company, to lie handed over to them at 
the completion of their contract, provid­
ing they live up to the agreement. The 
Crown also has the right to permit set­
tlers to go upon the land and to accept 
money for the same, such money to be 
paid over to the company when thev 
have comnlied with the terms embodied 
in the act.
EXTENSION TO CENTRAL ONTARIO.

In respect to the Central Ontario Rail- 
way running north from Ficton, which 
had already received grants, ami to which 
renewal» had been extended, it was "pro­
posed to again extend the time for the 
construction of forty miles of the rail­
way, on which only twenty-five had lieen 
completed in the specified time.

The line running north from the town 1 
of Bruce Mines, originally to lie twenty I 
mile*, was reduced to six miles in the | 
new agreement with the Government, 
and a grant of one thousand acres of 
land ami a subsidy of $3.000 per mile is 
granted for that distance.

With regard to the Superior & West­
ern Ontario Railway, in the district of 
Thunder Bay, it is proposed to grant 
one thousand acres of land per mile for 
the building of a line from Wauku sta­
tion to the branch of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, a distance of seven miles. At 
that point there is a stretch of water 
which is navigable without interruption 
for a distance of seventy miles, which 
will render this branch line an import­
ant one.

The Government proposes also to 
grant one thousand acres per mile for 
the building of a line from the town 
of Kenora through the Keewatin ter­
ritory to connect with the C. P. R. and 
the G. T. P., a distance of about twenty

measures, his sole object in so doing 
being that the members might be cogni­
zant of them before a late date in tke 
session. In the meantime the bills would 
be printed and distributed, and the vari­
ous clauses considered in detail some 
time next week.

A PURE MILK COMMISSION.
In moving His resolution for the 

appointment, of a commission to in­
vestigate the conditions under which 
milk is produced, cared for and sup­
plied to the people, Mr. W. K. 
McNaught (North Toronto) made an 
earnest appeal for a purer milk sup- 
ply.

“I am sorry to say, commented I 
the member, “that the milk supply in 
Ontario is not very pure. Pure milk

Hon. James Duff, Minister of Agri­
culture. expressed the accord of the 
Government in the resolution, which 
carried.

It is not the intention of the Gov­
ernment to apply any portion of the 
loan to the financing of the Hydro­
electric scheme for the transmission 
of Niagara power, but in this matter

it is understood the Government will 
be guided by the conditions prevail­
ing in monetary circles when the time 
comes to give the municipalities the 
necessary financial assistance.

TREATY RATIFIED.
Canada’s Commercial Pact With 

France is Now Accomplished.

Paris. April 1. The Senate fo-day by 
a vote of 317 to 6 adopted the Franco- 
Canadian Commercial Treaty. Sen­
ators Dclahaye, Le Breton, and others 
made a last effort to further postpone 
action on the treaty, pending the re­
vision of the French tariff. They di- 
vected their attacks especially against 
the clause relating to cattle and agri­
cultural machinery, asserting that the 
machinery clause would open a side 
door to the United States.

M. Vigor, President of the Tariff 
Commision, in reply, said that the 
importation of cattle into France was 
practically impossible. All the efforts 
of the United States, Canada and the 
Argentine Republic in this direction in 
the past had failed. As to machinery, 
he declared that as it now was not a 
national industry, competition with re­
gard to its importation would serve a 
useful purpose.

M. Ruau, Minister of Agriculture, in 
sisted on the value of the distinction 
drawn in the proposed convention be­
tween lean and fat cattle, a distinction 
which protects the French grazier.

M. Trouillot, reporter for the com­
mission. declared that his commission 
was satisfied that.the convention would 
be advantage.ms to French commerce. 
Taken as a whole,he said: It will bring 
us nearer to a people of which a third 
has sprung from our blood and speaks 
our language.

“Did you have the first man under 
arrest?’’ asked Magistrate Jelfs.

“I told him 1 was going to lock him 
up." said the 'officer.

“Well, that doesn’t constitute an ar­
rest. and furthermore I never isspe a 
warrant for that charge, and even use 
summonses for more serious ones,’’ said 
His Worship.

Carey took the stand and said that 
he and his brother were out all yester­
day. looking for work.

BILLS SHELVED.

City Deputation Gets Another Trip 
to Toronto For Nothing.

Amendments to Public Health Act 
Lost Sight Of.

Board of Control For Hamilton Also 
Dead.

Toronto, Ont., April 2.—Hamilton was ] 

as usual well represented before the 
Municipal Committee this morning when 
Gordon C. Wilson, jaf North Wentworth, 
appeared with his amendment to the 
Public Health Act. Dr. Bertram, of Dun- 
das; Dr. Roberts, Medical Health Officer 
of Hamilton ; City Solicitor Waddell and 
George Lym h-Staunton were all on hand. 
The hill had been considerably altered by 
the secretary of the Provincial Board ot 
Health, and had been ordered to l*e re­
printed. But when the committee final­
ly turned its attention to the bill it was 
only to discover that this order had not 
been carried out.

“If that’s the case, it will simply have 1 
to stand over and take its chances,” said j 
Mr. Hanna.

Then Mr. Studholme arose as cham­
pion of his home city. He didn’t think, 
he said, that Hamilton was lo-ing very 
courteously treated by the committee. 
“The other day the Mayor and a Mermen 
were compelled to make two trips to 
Toronto before the Private Bills Com­
mittee would hear them.” he protested. 
“Now a lot of gentlemen from Hamilton 
and Dundas are here, and their mea.sure 
is being shoved to one side without any 
assurance that it will l>e reprinted in 
time to he dealt with this session. 1 
certainly complain of this treatment.”

“I’m sorry." said Mr. Hanna. “But 
you can see that this is pot our fault. 
Mr. Wilson isn't complaining, and it’s 

j his bill."
! “All right : I won’t complain if he 
don’t, but I surely think the committee 
ought to give some assurance that the 
bill will l>e dealt with.”

Mr. Studholme did not. however, con­
sider that his duty towards Hamilton 
was entirely fulfilled.
