EAPTHQUAKKS.

The most notable and dis-
astrous earthquake on record, it
may be said, are those of Italy
(526) when 120,000 persons
perished, and of Sicily (1693),
when 60,000 lost their lives.
According to Gibbon, toward
542 each year was marked with
the repetition of earthquakes of
such duration that Constanti-
nople was shaken above forty
days—of such extent that the
shock was communicated to the
whole surface of the empire. At
Antioch a quarter of a million
persons are said to have perish-
ed.  This period of earthquake
and plague (542-7) was the
period wher the superior
planets were in perihelion, as
they are now. Arabian and
Persian chronicles record 111
earthquakes  between  the
seventh and cighteenth centu-
ries, some lasting from forty to
seventy days, and nearly all ac-
companied by winds or floods,
or terrible storms of lightning
and thunder. Readers of the
“Relations des Jesuites” will
remember the great earthquakes
of 1663, which shook and tossed
the earth for six months from
Gaspe to Montreal, the rival of
the earthquake of 1811 in
the Mississippi valley. The
severest of the earthquakes felt
in this region was that of Nov-
ember, 1755, an echo of the con-
vulsion that = tumbled down
Lisbon—and saved the Pompay
ministry, through the fact that
the minister’s house was almost
the only one left uninjured and
his fainily one of the few not
bereaved of a member. Hein,
in his interesticg work ou earth-
quakes, estimates thaton an
average two earthquakes a day
occur on the earth. . In 1870,
though there were no severe
single shock, 2,225 houses were
destroyed or greatly damaged
in Italy, ninety-eight persons
killed and 223 wounded. The
same shock may last for years ;
instance that of Vjege, in the
Valias,which enduted from'July
1824, to 1857, At Cabul thirty-
three severe shocks have been
felt in one day; at Honduras, in
1656, 108 were counted in a
week, and at Hawaii, in 1868,
2,000 shocks occured in one
month. Hein, it may be said in
conclusion, opposes the theory
ofa connectlovetween earth—
quakes and \ Yecanic epuptious
and considers that of their coin-
cidence with atmospheric phen-
omena as hetter supported by

preceded or accompanied by
thick and widespread fogs at
seasons when fogs are not fre-
quent, by sudden falls of the
barometer and ‘equally sudden
changes of temperature. Their
occurence, however, in the
majority of cases coincides with |
normal meteorological condi-
tions. Earthquakes are more
frequent alter sunset than in
daytime, in autumn and winter
than in spring. The influence
-of the moon is insignificant.

A ROYALJUBILEE.

The Brunswick jubilee was
a great success. Few sovereigns
areable, like Duke William, to
look back on a reign of 50 years
and on a lite of 75 years. Still
fewer cities in Europe can boast
of having celebrated the one
thousandth anniversary of their
foundation, ashrunswick died in
1661. The procession on Tues-
day was extremely picturesque.
TheDuke received floral tributes
and addresses innumerable. He
saw the whole town richly and
tastefully decorated with trium-
phal arches, allegorical figures,
flagstaffs, canopies and innum-
erable blue and yellow stream-
ers enlivening the way along
which the procession moved.
TheDuke’s carriage was followed
by eight others conveying 30
veterans of Waterloo. 1he mili-
tary associations followed with
bands and flags; after them
came the corborations and gym-
nastic and choral societies,trades
and schools, one interesting
feature being girls’ schools. A
picturesque feature came next,
in which the carpenters appear-
ed exercising their trade. 'T'hen
came a group of shoemakers,
following a venerable looking
man dressed as Hans Srchs, the
great shoemaker of Nurenberg
and poet of the fifteenth century.
Last of all came the carriage
builders in medizeval costumes.
A p¥rade followed, concluding
with a grand banquet and a
theatrical representation.

FROM LORD BEACONSFIELD'S
' FUNERAL.

Hughenden was kept waiting
for some moments for him, but
he did not appear. When it be-
came generally known that he
was not at the funeral the great-

|est surprise was expressed.—

Mutual enquiries on every hand
failed to elicit the reason for the

slight upon the dead Earl. The.

general opinion was that some
unpleasant incident must have
happened in the last three or
four days. The Premier’s absence
from the funeral has brought
into particular prominence his
omission on Tuesday night to
pay the mark of respect in the
Commons which isusual in the
case of statesmen of high rané,
namely to move an adjournment
of the House. till a late - hour in
the evening, accompanying the
motion with a few words upon
the career of the dead statesman.
Mr Gladstone did not come to
the House of Commons till two
hours after sitting began. It is
said that he missed the train,
but when he did come he made
no reterence to Lord Beacons-
field. This caused considerable
talk in the House. The Saint
Jame’s Gazefte comments se-
verely on the incident, coupling
this slight with the absence irom
the funeral. They seem to be
more than a mere coincidence
and will be generally so regard-
ed till some explanation is made.

A DISAGREEABLE DUTY.

We hate no explanation to make
today on the letter of ‘“One who
watches.” He tells his own story
fully enough and he only teils some-
thing that all the people know.

It is we assure our readers not a
very pleasant task for one who owes
his neighbor no ill-will, to have to
censure his eonduct from time to time
and to publish to the people strics
tures upon his conduct from day to
day. We could wish, in the. case of
Mr. Snowball, it were far otherwise.
We have never had the pleasure ol
speaking "a word to Mr. Snowball, he
never did us a wrong; as a man of
business we admire the dash with
which he does things, but as a repre-
sentative—

“Ay, there’s the rub;”—

as o.representati\ﬂ, it is our duly to
censure him. If we did not censure
him heartily, and strongly, yea every
time our paper appears,we would not
be doing our duty to the people of
this county. Our choice therefore is
between the dictates of our feclings,
and the voice of duty to the public
iuterests. The STAR now it must be
remembered isaConservative joarnal;
but if its editor had not an abiding
faith in the policy of the Conser~
vatives, there would be no Srar.
Therefore the Stars articles are the
outcome of innate principles, at the
same time that they ave the expres-
sion cfeparty.

When we write againstMr. Snow-
ball we do not write for the ‘mere
pleasure of doing so. We believe
the principles he professes would not
be tor the interest of ghis country,
nor for any young country, full of
the aspirations, and the posibilities
thatCanada boasts of. Oun this ground,
we condemn him: and we deem him
unfit on other grounds. Every man
in his proper station, is a maxim
which we reverence almost as we do
a principle. If the side of politics
Mr. Snowball has chosen, is bad,the
course he has pursued on that side is
worse. He is indifferent, and in-
capable. He is indifferent because
he has broken &ll his pledges, and
shown that the interests of this county
are as nothing compared with his own
interests. Thisis proved, itis written
on every voters heart, since that
memorable day when he set sail for
England. He is incapable because he
did not turn the two or three days he
was in the House during the session,
to the advantage of his constituents.

THE FUTURE OF CANADA.

Mr. Nicholas Flood Davin one of
the foremost writersin the Dominion,
has contributed another paper, the
‘“Future of Canada” to the May num-
ber of the Canadian Monthly.

Mr. Davin at once
sets to work to spikethe guns of these
two gextlemen, and in doing 8o gives
his conception of the . possibilities of
our own country, and what her
future will be. In this issue we have
not the time or space to enter into
some of the details, but we shall do
s0 in next. We have oaly to say now
that in this essay as in.all Mr. Davin
writes, the thought is vigorous, and
fresh as the flowers of May. There
is a ring about every sentence, a lucid
and easy expression; that carries the
counsequential conclusions of the
writer, straight home. - Nor do you
tire in the reading, for the anthor has
the happy knack of enlivening the

most abstruse passage, by coupling

it with apt bogquets, gatlicred f1om

EDITORIAL GLEANINGS.

NAUSICAA—BY MR. MARQUIS.

A copy of the Kingston News has
come to hand and it coutains the poem
Nausicaa by Mr. Marquis in full. 1In
writing our last notice, we had not seen
the poem, but judged its merits from the
number of competitors, the high char~
acter of the college, and the ability and
discriminaiion of the examioers. * The
poem ‘is full of promise; for if these
verses we see be the mere buds which Mr
M:rquis’' muse puis forth, what may we
not expect of the ““‘ripe fruit of Par-
nassus?”’  We see by the News that the
prize was awarded to **Nausicaa as ex-
hibiting most poetic insight expressed in
the simplest and easiest verse.”

The opening stanza is—

The gray worns flickering glare

Silvered the midnight air
As from the heavens ethereal star-licskies

The martial goddess cleft

The balmy air bereft
Of every sound save where the pight bird

flies, :

Io wanton sport along some river side
Where glides the milky bubbie on the tide.
The above gives an idea, of how,
smoothly runs the vehicle of Mr. -Mar—
quis’ muse. Here is a stanza in which
the fire and the evithet of the Greek are
interwoven.
Her song was of the time
When o’er the stormy brine
Nausithous in his swift keeled bark did flee
Hypereas lovely plain
Dreading the Cyelop’s reign
And o’er the foaming waste of boiling sea
Neptune his sire his loving son did guide
Until on Scherias Isle he should abide.
The two closing lines of each stanza
are spiritedly Spenserian. Here are two,
particularly marked—

To be by savage beasts in pieces torn
Or by wild men to prison borce,

The *poem shows, beside the fir2 of
the wuse, much of the ars poetica-—u
culture that has been in the direction of
Mr. Marquis' sympathies; and creditable
to the Pierian foant, whose measures Mr.
Roberts supplied.

THE UNHAPPY CZAR AND HIS EMPIRE.

A St. Petersburg letter says, before
the new Czar's court was removed to
Castle Gatschina, thirty miles from.the
capital, several hundred artisans of the
Preobrajinsky regiment were sent to make
the necessary alterations. At midnight
they assembled in the Charch of Gat~
schina,and were sworn secretly to silence,
death or Siberia being the penaity for
any intraction of their oath A subter

ranean passage was built from the Czar’s
room to the stables, where a numbar of
horses are kept saddled and bridled day
sud night. Sentine.s gre posted ai in-
tervals of twenty yards all around the
building. The Inperial bed room has
two windows, protected at night by mase
sive iron shutters, which can ouly be
reaciied from outeide by passing through
three ante chambers in which are posted
80 Cossacks armed to the teeth. They
are allowed to speak and move about in
two outer rooms, but in the hall adjoin-
ing the Czar's bed room perfect silence
is maintained all night. The General on
duty for the day sits in an easy chair.
Cossacks are sitting on a divan which
runs around the whole room. At the
General's hand is the knob of an electric
apparatus which rings 8 bell in every
guardhouse within the palace grounds.
When the Emperor is about “ to retire,
before shutting the door, he removes the
outer handle so that no entrance can be
effected until he himself opens the door
from the inside. He cannot endure the
presence of an armed soldier in his bed
room.

THE BISHOPS’ MANIFESTO.

The declaration of the Catholic hier-
archy on the Land Bill was published
Thyrgday. They recognize in the Dbill
an honest and stglesipau-like purpose ol
placing ou a solid and equitable basis the
relations of laidiord aud tenaut in Ires
lund. But to effect & permanent and
sutisfactory settlement of the land ques-
tivn they recommend eighteen alterations
in the bill. ‘T'uege include a stipulation
that perpetuity of tenure should he graut
ed to future as well as to present tenants;
that the tenants hbolding under leases
since 1870 should submit them to the
coutt for its decision ; that when exist-
ing leases expire those who take them
should become *‘pregent tenants;’’ llfal
the court should ke empowered 10 sdJu
dicate on arrears of rent and to sfay pro-
ceedings for non payment of rent at ils
discretion ; that those evicted for auy
cause should be allowed time for the sale
of thejr tenancy ; that tenants of large
holdings shoyld bave the right to subdi-
vide by the sale of parp of phem, retain-
ing tue rest; that the right of “fuing
down’’ rent shogld be granted to tenants
of sbsentees aud corporate bodies, and
that the Lreasyry advances for purchase
should be more liberal, and should be
They sod-
demnn ewigration a8 detrimental to Irish
interests, aud ask that advances for re-
clamation be made diroctly to the tenants.

The opening of tliese baths will take
place on the 1st of June. = Some of our
citizens would do well to start something
of the kind down our river where there
are many places well adapted to the
erection of a comfortable bathing house
which could be completed very cheaply.
A few hemlock deal and some boards
would be all the wood which would be
required, and the site would cost little or
nothing. For an hour or so, two or
three days in the week the services of
one of our siaall steamers could be en-
gaged atalow rate to carry the bathers,
and if'the experiment should prove a suc-
cess these trips could be made oftener.

SHOCKING DISCOVERY AT MONTREAL.

Some workmen who were occupied a
few days ago ago in demulishing an old
house in the Cote-des-Neiges, were
frightfully terrified at discovering in a
hole three feet feet, three well preserved
skeletons the hair even, adhering to one
part of the skull. The bodies had not
been desposited in a horizontal manner
but thrown ia, one on top of the other.
Sowe of the workmen remembered the
mystarious disappearance of three iravel-
lers from Octawa about 30 years ago.

Poorthey must be,
to dig out a living from among these
rocks and keep up a lord besides,but their
lord has had a more human heart toward
them than other lords over whose lands
I have been.
