HOURS OF LABOUR IN FACTORIES.

Dr. Bergin’s bill regulating the hours of
labour in mills, factories, and workshops,
&c., was, after two sessions of experiment,
withdrawn on a promise made by Mr. Lan-
gevin that the whole question would receive
the consideration of Government before the
next session. The question is one that, in
view of the rapid development of manu-
factures and the consequent increased em-
ployment of women and children, must
obtain consideration, and the sooner the
better, If there is an evil to be corrected,
it is well to correct it when it is small, as
when it is big it acquires political and finan-
cial strength and resents interference,

THE SUPREME COURT.

Finally Mr. Girouard’s bill to limit the

OONDITIONS OF SETTLEMENT IN

THE NORTH-WEST.

Ox more than one oocasion communica-
tions have been addressed to us on the
suject of the terms as to continuous resi-
dence on homestead grants in the North-
West. We do not think we can do better
than republish for the information of our
readers the following extract from the de-
bate on the Dominion Lands Act, the pré-
visions of which were somle days ago
pointed out fully in T Mam. :

“ Mr. Charlton—I desire to ask the First
Minister whether he intends to provide that
the residence upon a homestead should be
continuous ? ill an absence of four or six
months in the year be allowed a homestead .
settler as in the United Btates ? .

* Bir John A. Macdonald—A homestead
settler will be governed by the present law.
There must be a continuous residence of three
years ; it is five years in the States, 7

““Mr. Charlton—In the United States a
homestead settler may be absent six months
in the year. A young man without meansto
bring his farm ander proper cultivation may
w.:f to work somewhere else for six months
toobtain the means, and he may do 50 by the
Homestead Act, if he has complied with the
settlement duties,

**Mr, Blake—There is a provision in the
Actof 1872, that if the settler is absent more
than six months his right is liable to forfei-
tare.

"8ir John Macdonald—Frequent  appli-
cations are made for leave of absence in special
circumstances, and the parties are always
treated liberally, Persons who have gone on
land and put up houses are not obliged to live
on the land the yewe ¥otnd ; but the condi-
tio;ia to be obeyed withi the three years are
looked for.” ", . :

It is perfectly ‘obvious that some terms
as to residence and cultivation must be
imposed, and must be inaintained with
some degree of striectness, otherwise the
grossest irregularities would in time openly
prevail, and * homesteads ” would come to
have mo meaning atall. But, as will be
observed from the Premier’s language, the
department always treats .with li ity,
that is, grants, the request of those who
wish, for good reasons, to be absent from
their holdings during a portion of the year.
We do not think a clearer exposition of the
policy of the Government could have been
made. If settlers want special privil
they must take the reasonable  trouble of
obtaining the official permission which
will be their protection ; it will cost them
only a three cent. stamp—perhaps not even
that, as letters to the department are
probably free. :

as those alleged to have surrounded this case.

Commander Francis Romililly, who died of
wounds received at Majuba Hill, was the first
officer wounded, being shot at a great dis-
tance. He was standing close to Sir

Colley when hit. He was the son of Mr.
Charles Romilly, Clerk to the Crown in Chan-
cery, and Lady Georgina Romilly, eldest
daughter.of the sixth Duke of Bedford. In
1858 he efitered the navy, became a sub-
lieutenant in 1864, and lieutenant in 1866,
and in 1877 was mmoted to the post of com-
mander on a *‘ haul-down vacancy.” Com-
mander Romilly served for some time under
the Duke of Edmbu in the Galatea. He
was with Count Gleichen in the Racgoon, and
was flag-lieutenant to Sir James Drummond
in the Hercules and Lord Warden on the
Mediterranean station, and he served with
the Naval Brigade in the Zulu war.

The story of Major Fraser’s escape is thus
told :—*“ When the 58th Regiment retired on
the central ridge; General Colley stood in the
right centre, with Colonel Stewart next him,
and Major Fraser on his left. The firing then
became so heavy that our men, by degrees,
melted away from their ground—hardly a
matter of wonder, considering the tremendous
volleys the enemy kept pouring in upon
them.
