Civic Employees and Civic Finances

While deeply deploring the precipitate action taken by the firemen 
who have offered their resignations in a body because they were not 
granted an increase in wages of t*e nty-five per cent, there are phases 
of the controversy that are worthy o f review and also, in justification of 
the cause, though not of the method, of the men.

In dealing with the matter T he Journal desires it to be understood 
jbhat it has little sympathy with “en masse” action by any group of public 
service employees because of the peculiar position they occupy toward 
their fellow citizens, lives and property. More than this now that the 
cstinmates tyive been struck there is only one way of paying out mori 
money to the men, regardless of how deserving they may be, and that 
is by overdraft at the bank, which while not good business has often 
been resorted to by Councils for oth er purposes. For the whole body of 
firemen to resign though at a given hour differs slightly .indeed from a 
strike, and this procedure might Well have been prevented. - f.

At the same time there are always two sides to a question and we 
must in all fairness try to look for a moment through the glasses of 
the men.

They see that eut of the people's taxes year after year well over 
a hundred thousand dollars has to be paid out in interest en debentures, 
bant; borrowings, etc. that are put on in that circuitous way of borrowing 
against the future.

They see civic boards engaging iwc medical officers of health when 
one could and should do -everything that is required..

They etc memberships taken OuU'by the Council; fok civic officials 
in o' public organization, excellent t'Lhoégh it may be, b-^jphk-.h emta 
money and ar6 not absolutely essential.

Tliey sc*the Board of Education casting its net for an eexpensive 
site for a new Collegiate, a site that may cost $75,000-and another $300, 
000 will be required for the -building itself, and yet there is never money 
enough to give increases to employees consistent with the increased cost 
of living.,

They see, as any intelligent reader-can see, that scores of thousands 
pf dollars are found year after year for all kinds of public work and 
civic improvements. •

They see that considerable increases are given to officials, k'ho 
howeveY capable and useful they m ay be are in a fairly Comfortable 
position in the world.

We arc all human, all more or less critical and all selfish enough 
to want to look after our own mdiv idual interests and those of our fam­
ilies when we know such things go o n, and recognizing this it is not diu- 
cult to understand, if prejudice bé b anished for a moment that men who 
are drawing less than a hundred dol ars a month feel that they must take 
arbitrary means of securing a wage they consider adequate to meet the 
ever advancing cost of living,

In this respect The Journal does not hesitate to say that the fire­
men and other empoyees are right. Let what will be said about the ease 
of the position, about the lack of tech nical knowledge or about the readi­
ness of the men to accept civic positions, there is nevertheless an un­
answerable argument belonging to the firemen, and other municipal^ 
employees when they contend that when many thpusands -of dollars ucan 
be found one way and another for all other enterprises a couple of thoeu- 
sand could be found for them.

As against the present Council, however, it would be equally un­
fair to hold that they have not tried hard to make a littl^ money go a 
long way. Two, and two make only four and the extravagances of pre­
vious Councils are falling like the sins of a father upon the present 
occupants of office.

Should Calves Go Out to Grass ui 
Remain in the Stable?

Generally speaking, calves are bet­
ter kept in the stable during the 
first summer, except Where stable 
conditions are not good, and where 
there is not enough labor to look af­
ter them and keep them dry and 
clean.

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’furrow-opener — the open delivery 
single disc and the closed delivery 
single disc, the double disc, the shoe, 
and the hoe drills. The open delivery 
single disc furrow opener deposits 
the seed between the shield and the 
convex side" of the disc. The space is 
open from the end Of the boot between 
the disc and shield to the bottom or 
lower end Ibf the shield. The shield 
prevents the falling seed from becom­
ing mixed with the loose earth and 
surface trash and insures its free pas­
sage to the bottom of the trench made 
by the disc. It will also do excellent 
work in highly cultivated soil that is 
free from trash.

The closed delivery single disc fur­
row opener has a closed boot, similar 
to a hoe furrow opener, which comes 
down at the rear edge of the disc and 
deposits the seed about two inches 
back of the disc. It does not plant 
the seed at,as even a depth as either 
•the open delivery single disc of the 
double disc,\ but deposits it at least 
eight ipches in rear of the disc hub, 
and wherever it meets with an 
obstruction, rock or hard frozen soil 
the disc rises up and carries the boot 
with it, broadcasting the seed on 
the surface.

There are many styles of double 
discs, but the one that plants the 
seed under or slightly back of the 
disc axle, or hub, is the one to use, 
for that point is the deepest part 
of the furrow. The furrow opener 
that shoots the grain forward of this 
centre is to be avoided, for the rea­
son that the seed reaches the ground 
before the furrow is fully formed, 
and it is, therefore, mixed with the 
soil as the seed trench is being made, 
causing what is termed “wavy” sow­
ing. The double disc type of opener 
tends to spread out the seed more 
than other kinds, so that each seed 
has a somewhat greater area from 
which to draw moisture.

The hoe ftfrrow opener or 
shovel opener does not penetrate the 
ground readily and clogs easier than 
any of the other types. The shoe 
opener does no bétter work, and rath­
er than clog will run over trash an< 
thus plant the seed at varying depths.

In selecting a drill the bearings 
should be given careful inspection. 
They should be dust prodf. The hard 
oiler must be considered superior to 
all others for this kind of work, as 
the oil can be forced into the bear­
ing from the centre, and as it works 
out it carries all the dirt with it. It 
should have a well-braced seed box 
with.steel hopper bottom to allow the 
seed to pass freely Into the cups; 
strong frame and substantial wheels 
we important features. The distance 
between the furrow opener varies to 
some extent but six inches is the 
usual spacing, The seed tubes may 
be of rubber or of steel ribbon, The 
rubber tubes give good satisfaction, 
but are not durable if exposed to the, 
weather, The steel ribbon tubes serve

REAT losses fréquenti-y occur 
through the prevalence of 
'smuts in the grain crops 
Nutnerous experiments have 

been conducted in the Field Hus­
bandry Department at the College In 
y^,rs. past to making a practical 
application of the treatments rgconi- 

'xnended for killing the smut in grain 
As the result of five years’ experi­
ments with five treatments with 
wheat and seven, treatments with, 
oats it was found that veyÿ çomplele 
work was obtained by immersing the 
grain for twenty minutes in a solu­
tion made by mixing one pint of tor- 
mjglin.or forts;- per cent, formaldehyde 
In forty-two gallons of water.

In preparing wheat for treatment 
caçjé should be taken to separate the 
broken smut balls from the wheat, 
either by cleaning the grain or by 
placing the seed In water and re­
moving the smut balls as they float 
on thè surface. Not only is It neces­
sary to treat the grain but the forma­
lin solutioi should be used to kill 
the smut spores which are lodged 
In the bins, on the barn floors, on the 
bggg. In the grain drills or wherever 
the living spores have an opportunity 
of afcaip comité In contact With the 
grain.

The immersion process is *o com­
plete In its results that It does not 
need to be repeated every year, pro­
viding çgre is exercised t6 prevent a 
further introduction of thp smut 
spores. )

The sprinkling process was also 
used in the test, and this method is 
followed by some farmers. It needs 
to be conducted with great cave, how­
ever, or the smut will not all be de­
stroyed, and as à result it is frequent­
ly necessary to treat the grain every 
year. One .of the best sprlhkling 
methods "is to carefully moisten 
-twenty-five bushels of wheat, or of 
oats and by shovelling the grain over 
on a barn floor when it is being sprin­
kled with a mixture of one pint of 
formalin and from fifteen to twenty- 
.one gallohs of water. When the 
grain Is uniformly moistened it 
should be covered with bags or blan 
kets for three; or four hours and 
then spread out to dry. Varying 
quantities should be treated propor­
tionately.—Dr, C. A. Zavitz, O. A. 
College, Guelph.

Control the Potato Scab.
For seed select smooth, sound po­

tatoes, as free »« possible from scab, 
and.dismfectifay soaking them before 
they are cut, Sqr two hours in arsolv- 
tlon made by adding half a pint of 
commercial forhtalln to 15 gallons of 
water. A couplfc of barrels with plugs' 
in the sides near the bottom can be 
used to advantage in treating the 
seed. The potatoes can be placed 
directly In the solution or first put in 
crates or coarse sacks and then Im­
mersed.

After treatment spread the pota­
toes out on a clean floor or on the 
grass to dry. Wash all crates, bags, 
etc., which are used in handling the 
potatoes with -the formalin solution. 
The sàme formalin solution can be 
used to treat successive lots Of pota­
toes. Fifteen gallons Is sufficient to 
treat from 20 to^5 bushels if ordi­
nary precautions are taken not to 
waste too much of the fluid as each 
lot of tubers Is dipped. If the pota­
toes are not all treated the same day 
it Is advisable to make up fresh for­
malin for each day’s wofk.

Corrosive sublimate (mercuric 
chloride) can be used also to treat 
potatoes to prevent scab. Soak the 
uncut tubers for three hours in a" so­
lution of two ounces Of corrosive 
sublimate to 26 gallons of water. Cor­
rosive sublimate := a deadly poison,' 
and potatoes treated with it are ren­
dered unfit for food for man or beast.

What the Journal believes is that 

the attention of the public shoud be 
drawn to an economic condition that 
has grown up not only in this city but 
in others, under which the large pro­
jects are always financed and the 
little asked by men and women! in 
wages is not available.

In explanation, also, of the position 
of the Council it may be said That as 
a body it has little or no control over 
the expenditures of the Board of Ed­
ucation, -which seems tg have opened 
the civic purse during the last two 
years with indeeed a ready hand. The 
present Council has spent many long 
hours, of that we feel confident as a 
result of experience, in paring down 
expenses to keep the general rate 
as low as they have had to strike it, 
but an outside fifoard under power o? 
the law conferred on it by the Legis­
lature seems to have no compunc­
tion whatever in adding on expense 
that run their rate for the school*; 
up three and a half mills over last 
year. Ail the people’s taxes go int» 
one funnel but they comme out 
through different hoppers and the 
new» Board of Education is an expen­
sive hopper. But to thes citizens who 
do not kknow the intricacies of civ­
ic finance it is hard indeed for them 
to appreciate that out of the $600,000 
or $700,000 a year taken into the city 
in taxekj there is not enough left to 
givje every man who is employed by 
the corporation a wage of $100 a 
month.

If is the system that is wrong, not 
the few men who happen to be hold­
ing office this year and are more or 
less helpless. It is a system under 
which the average ratepayer has 
voted for every by-law brought up 
nearly that meant expenditure of 
money until the time hàsi come, as 
the editor of this paper when Mayor 
last year pointed out, that the gov­
ernors of the municipaity have come 
to the end of their financial tether.

SUPREME COURT OVERRULES 

COMMERCE BOARD ACTION

OTTAWA, April 7—A decision 
which was regarded as meaning the 
end of government control of news­
print in Canada was rendered by the 
supreme court todad when it over­
ruled the astion of the board of com­
merce in ordering Price Brothers & 
Co., to ship about 15 per cent, of it 
product to specified Canadian consum­
ers, instead of the United States, 
where the higher prices could be ob­
tained. The court holds that newsprint 
is not a necessity of life in the sense 
that it is essential to physical life of 
the individual.

The order was issued on February 
6 last. The company has been shipping 
all of its product to the United States
