Minot, N.D., Dec. 26.—Enshrouded in
mystery is the cas2 of an accident in
which the Soo train No. 106 took a part
previous to the catastrophe at Ender-
lin. The train ran down a hand car at
recker, ten miles south of Minot, sev-
eral hours before it hit the freight
train in thz yaras at Enderlin and kili-

fatally. It -was first reported that a
freight engine struck them, but a later
investigation showed that it was No.
106. Ths Ward county. officials are
holding an inquzst this afterncon 1o
grobg the affair. Ths men were carry-
ing sugpl'es to the car housz when
thsy were overtaken by the passinger
and it is repgorted th2 engine did not
car:ry a hzad light and that the men
never knew what struck them. Mur-
ray was dead when picked up and Lun-
dy had both bones in his right leg brok-
en. His jaw was swelled and h2 was
bruiszd about th=.body.

“The list of injured as given out
by . the officlais,” said a paseenger,
“is far to small, and I am posilive
that the finalr €turns will show that
fully forty "were injured. Practically
everyone in the smoker ‘was either
killed or injured.”

T. J. Jamieson, of Calgary, another
of those who reached Minneapotis
jast night, stated that in his opin-
Jon the accident was due to the careless-
ness on the part of the trew of the
freight. There wasa heavy fog that
prevented the engineer of the passen-
ger from seeing the switching engine
until it was too late. “I heard it
stated up there on goo# authority that
a ‘brakeman from the freight
was sent back to' warn the passen-
ger, but he went only a short dis-
tance and then returned to the ca-
boose. The dead and injured were all
y0 the smoker, which was telescop-
@1 by the car oehina. Luckity there
was no fire in the wreck and the
night was not cold. Several of ine
dead were terribly mutilated and
many -of the injured were so badly
hurt that they are.ukely 1o die.”

The .kars did not clear fhia - main
track, and the passenger train col-
lided head-on with the switch engine.
Both engines were wrecked and the
Jpassenger cars were 'thrown in con-
fusion down a emall embankment at
]tha side of the track.
|  Several of the day coaches were
turned bottom side up and the pas-
sengers pinned benecath the wreckage
which took fire from the car stoves.

The passenger train was crowded
with people going to spend the holi-
days. Mcst of the casualtiés occur-
red in the smoking ecar in the first
day wcoach, both of which were splin-
tered.

Enderlin is the divisional head-
quarters of the railroad, and a res-
cug party was soon at hand endeav-
oring to release the imprisoned pas-
sengers from their perllous position.
Many persons were in imminent dan-
geér from the flames which were fast
spreading through the cars. Axes
were wielded by willing hands, and
the roofs of the overturned cars'were
broken open and the dead and
injured taken out as -soon as pos-
sible. It was a race between the res-
cuers and the flames, but by hercu-
lan efforts, all the injured were
remeved before the fiagmes reach-
ed them. Ten bodies were tak®
en out and laid beside the track
while the injured were taken in hast-
ily improvised ambdlancés to hospi-
tals and hotels.

St. Paul, Dec. 23.—All the fatali-
ties occurred in the smoking .car
which was telescoped by the bag-
gage car. Here also were most of
those who were injured, only two oc-
cupants of this car escaping injury.
There were only four physicians in
Enderlin, and a special train with
physicians and nurses was  hastily
raade up at Valley City and rushed
to Enderlin. Only a feéw passengers
/in the day coaches were injured.
None of the sleeping cars left the
tracks, and in these there were no

Washington rost— Samuel L. Cle-
mens (Mark Twain), the noted hu-
morist and author, was the
star  attraction at the House ¢nd of
thz Capital yesterday. In spite of thel
keen December winds b.owing guts.ce,
he burst into view, garbed in acream-
colored suit of iight summer fiannel.
The effect was decidedly startling; it
fairiy- mads Oone shiver to look at nim,
but he said that he was not as chiily
speakKing to an Advocate reporter be-

| of his;cuter appare!.

Mr. Clemens is here with a delega-
tion of authors, including William Dean
Howells, to advocate a _change in the
copyright law so that a book can be
protected during the lifetime of. its au-

“Hicks was not emaclated. He was
0 strong that the.stimulants that had
been prepared for him were not needel.
His beard was thick and stubby, but nct
asl ong as migh thave been expected.
His face and hands were dirty, but his
clothing was fairly cléan and in good
condition.

While working on a tunnel that
was bullding by the Edison Power
Co., near Bakersfield the vertical
walls of a deep cut fell ‘in on Hicks'
and five fellow workmen.

Three days later a tapping onithe
iron rail of the little tramway rum-
ning through the drift gave the first
intimation that a - man was still ah‘e
beneath the debris.

A reventy fcot pipe, two inches in
diameter, was immediately forced
through the debris. It reached the
ispot where Hicks was entombed. A
heavy dirt car had become wedged in
the debris in such a way as to kégp
the immense welght from crushiag
him.

Hicks pulled the wooden plug frpm
the pipe and called to the 'men abgWe
him. His voice sounded like = the voige
of one from the grave.

*.Through the pipe, the meén workiag,
on ‘top learned” from Hcks that™fbr;
several hours after the cave-in “fle
had talked with. his companions, but'
that they had bécome silent and he
belicved they were dead. L W B

By means.of the pipe Hicks Mt,
in communiecation with €. big force of
rescuers,.-at once organizeg.

-was poured down the pipe. This was
the only sustenance it was possible
to give the man for  nearly dwo
wéeks. During the first two ‘a‘;s
Hicks said- He existed on a plug of
tobacco 'he had with him at the time'
of the cave-in.

| Clad im tinick reindeer skin, paint
(box strapped ‘to' back, Sweden’s
greatest artist climbs the slippery
heights to gain some -“treacherous
white-capped peak. In that sublime
settling of Arctic splendor her skilful
touch ca‘ches the opalescent effects
of the long sun rays glinting across
the-glacial expanses. Sometimes the
cold i3 so great she is compelled to
bind her brushes to her benumbed
hands. A
Then when some gloricus landscape
tempts her to brave the stinging
winds and ascend to some dangerous
summit she has been known to. re-
move her shoes and stockings and
go barefoot on the hard crust of the
snow in order to retain a footing, the
wagmth of her feet melting the snow
crugt enough to give her a firm posi-
tiomn.

Once she slipped over a precipice
above the seething sea. Fortunately,
shé landed in a small sheltered bay,
and, as it was low tide, she escaped
with a few bruises.

On some of her long expeditions
she sleeps in the deserted huts of na-
tivés wnom cold has driven farther
sotith. Then her only fare is cod-
fish, sea gulls’ eggs and black cof-
fee.
