Pedestrians.____
Why should sober-minded citizens 

who are in their homes and safe in 
bed by ten o’clock at night pay light­
ing taxes for others who, being of a 
jovial turn of mind, prefer lo stay in 
cafes, clubs or bars until midnight 
and do not return home until the 
early hours of the morning.

The Be 
othlc came back by way of Ellesmere 
Land and the party had great sport 
killing big game. The plan was to 
capture some of the ar.’mals alive for 
the Zoo, and for this purpose the 
lasso was used. Several were secur­
ed in this way, but some of them 
were maimed and .killed in being 
hoisted on bqarjt/ A large number of 
polar bears ana musk oxen also fell 
before the rifles of Messrs. Whitney 
and Rainey. Being fully satisfied 
with the result of the trip, Capt. 
■ertlett left Cape York Sept. 1st for 
home, and reached Boston on the 
11th, after touching at Bristol, Rhode 
Island. The live game was carefully 
taken on shore for the Zoological 
Gardens, viz., six musk oxen, two 
bears, two walrus and two Arctic 
foxes, which are now on exhibition in 
Bronx Park. A moving show picture 
man who accompanied the party se­
cured 31,000 feet of film, showing 
some of the most interesting sights 
that are to be seen in the Arctic re­
gions, including the hunting and cap­
ture of the wild animals. When the 
Beothic arrived at Boston, it was 
found necessary to effect repairs to 
her bows, where heavy ice had cfus­
ed several bad "squats" near the 
waterline.

How Did It Happen ?
Editor Evening Telegram:

Dear Sir,—In my last letter I en­
deavoured to show that the number of 
depraved organisms discovered by 

. analysis of the Windsor Lake water 
did not warrant a ' peremptory con­
demnation of our water supply as 
dangerous or unwholesome, but that 
no serious danger was threatened ex­
cept in the event of its- being proved 
that the condition of affairs found to 
be existing at the time of the drought 
was attributable to an Inflow of sew­
age from the houses and farms on the 
lakeside, and that that condition was 
likely to become permanent. I now 
push my argihnent a stage in ad­
vance and maintain the proposition 
that the maleficent germs found, to 
be inhabiting the Lake water at the 
time the analysis were made owe their 
existence in no degree to sewage pol­
lution, but solely to circumstances 
which were adventitious and tempor­
ary and created . within the body of 
the Lake itself or no higher up on the 
shore than the water line. In sup­
port of the proposition I shall ap­
peal to the evidence of facts which 
are very generally known, and draw 
inferences from them .which will, I 
hope, carry conviction to ■ the minds 
of those who, though Inexpert as 
myself in matters of sanitary science, 
are yet capable of drawing a sound 
conclusion., frpm well Understood pre­
mises. fir* this letter I must content 
myself with showing how entirely, 
unlikely it is that the Lake - should 
become polluted from houses or farm 
buildings on the shore emptying tfieir 
pollution into the water; In my next 
T shall state the facts which seem 
to me to demonstrate the source 
whence the pollution actually did 
QOme.

Anyone who thinks for a moment 
upon the physical ’ 'conditions exist­
ing in the neighbourhood of Windsor 
Lake ipust t>£ impressed with the 
opinion that the ground in (hat local­
ity is singularly unfavourable to the. 

ation of water. This Lake and

the whole series of ponds In its vi­
cinity lie on very high ground and 
contain a mass of water which seems 
to be wholly disproportionate to the 
water shed which supplies them. Then 
none of thepi have more than slight 
outflow Of water, and each of thgm is 
practically^ cup capable, of contain­
ing without appreciable loss all the 
water which can be emptied into it. 
This could not happen If the ground 
were at all porous or favourable to 
peieolation.

tlie neighbourhood of the Lake are 
sufficiently distant from the shore to 
protect the water from sewage pollu­
tion percolating through such dense 
ground. In such soil what nuisance 
exists is restrained within very con­
tracted limits, and the rise of the 
land is such that nothing less than 
a torrential flood could wash any of 
it into the Lake. Furthermore, the 
configuration and physical character­
istics of the ground are of a nature 
which makes It easy to divert from 
(he direction of the Lake any drain 
rge from which infection may be 
feared. If, when the fears of the 
Council were aroused, they had tak­
en any steps to divert the flow from 
cess-pools or other sources of nuis­
ances away from the Lake, we sbotiid 
-eve applauded them for taking a 

lit est proper precaution. But because 
they took no steps of the sort but lay 
iniescent for two years while a eon 
lition of affairs which they them 
selves regard, or pretend to regard 
as dangerous continues to exist with 
unimpaired activity,, I think I am jus­
tified in holding them blameworthy in 
a high degree. Such precautions as 
I have indicated would not only have 
been easy, but they would have been 
cheap, and—what is more important 
still—they would have been highly 
effective. It is, I contend, a perfectly 
simple matter so to police the Lake 
às to prevent all danger of pollution 
from houses or farms, and if author­
ity were needed in order to enforce 
such policing, it could as readily 
have been got from the Legislature 
as the authority to spend the large 
sum of money which is now, it seems 
clear, to be devoted to buying out the 
farmers was. And, if in enforcing 
such a policing of the Lake a house 
or a stable or two had to be remov­
ed, the cost would be a fraction x>f 
what we shall now be called upon to 
bear. I ask my readers now to con­
sider the tact which must be well 
known to ipost of them, that the 
streams which flow into the Lake are 
exceedingly few ih number and insig­
nificant in volume, so that the work of 
protecting the Lake from pollution 
through that source must be very 
light indeed. In addition to the fore­
going facts. I adduce the remarkable 
one which Dr. Tait has drawn to my 
attention, that the time when this 
pollution was supposed to have enter­
ed Windsor Lake through the medium 
of sewage percolating through .the 
soil was the very time of all times 
when such a pollution was rendered 
Impossible. The ground, as we all

remember, was pareAecf^taf prolong­
ed drought: Under such conditions 
there was not only no flok of water 
to drain any "sewage Into the pond, 
but the land was so thirsty for mois­
ture that it would immediately ab­
sorb any liquid or semi-liquid nuis­
ance cast upon it, and by this very 
process of absorption sterilise it and 
render it harmless. In no event could 
it ever, in such a season, reach the 
waters of the pond. Once again, let 
me point to the fact that when the 
season of flood came, the season 
which Professor Starkey was led to 
regard as dangerous, the pollution, as 
the report of Professor Winsjow tells 
us, suddenly ceased. If the pollution 
came from sewage, flood time would 
bring this sewage in remarkably, in- 
erased quantity into the pond, and 
the characteristic bacteria of sewage 
would greatly replenish their num­
bers. Even Professor Starkey finds 
the colonies cultivated from water 
taken from the Lake at this season 
much reduced in numbers, while Pro­
fessor Winslow at nearly the same 
date finds them almost completely ab­
sent from it. The inference from 
these facts is clear, that the floods 
which were assumed to be so danger­
ous were in reality most bénéficient. 
Washing over the ground which was 
assumed to be polluted with sewage 
they pour volumes of pure water into 
the La.ke which quickly exterminate 
all. or nearly all, the vicious bacteria 
that inhabited it irV time of drought. 
Thus we see that both times of 
drought and times of flood are equal­
ly unfavourable for the contamination 
of Windsor Lake b>‘ any sewage aris 
ing in the farms or farmhouses along 
its shore. I shall now add a circum­
stance which, though not of itself 
conclusive, lends very strong prob­
ability to my contention that no sew­
age leaks into the pond from the 
neighbouring houses. A man arrived 
here from abroad, I am told, with the 
seeds of typhoid fe.vpr In his system. 
He took up his residence in one of the 
houses on the margin of the Lake, de­
veloped the disease in a virulent form 
and, being unwilling to remove to 
hospital, died in the house where he 
was stricken. If there was any leak­
age from sewage frpm that house in 
to the pond we should undoubtedly 
have found the gej;ms of typhoid 
th.e water sent to professor Starkey 
Yet that gentleman expressly tells us 
that no ,bacillus of typhoid was found 
in the water. And'it must be remem 
bered that the bacillus of typhoid is 
a perfectly distinctJorganism from all 
its infamous brethren, and^ that c 
one single species of bacillus pro 
duces typhoid. It is right to state in 
reference to this1 circumstance that 
though I have thé highest grounds 
for implicitly trusting the authority 
from which I derive the story, it yet 
comes to me at second hand, and is 
not. as are most, if not all, of the facts 
I allege, within my own personal 
•knowledge.

I have now said enough, I think 
to show that the theory of our water 
supply being contaminated by sew 
age running into, Windsor Lake 
highly Improbable. In my next let 
ter I shall go still further and indi 
cate the facts which convince me that 
the pollution which is so dreaded took 
place within the Lake itself; that it 
was the product of previous careless­
ness in preserving the water, of the 
Lake from deposits of filth, and of 
conditions arising out of the season 
of prolotiged drought, conditions 
which to e greater or less degree af 
fected every lake within the area of 
drought.
