solitaire. It also causes many a wo-
man to invite to dinner friends of her
husband who don’t know a salad fork
from any other farm ‘implement, in
order to phsh along a business deal.
Religious convictions are of two
sorts—transient and permanent. The
firgst of these is a comfortable variety
which can be worn on Sunday with
the utmost composure -and replaced
the rest of the week with sharp prac-
tice.. Permanent religious convictions
are those which do not have to be re-
newed at every revival meeting, bat }
to show their durable qualities by
deing a powerful sight of good with-
out making any noise about it.

Every person should collect a few
heattreated convictions and then stick
to them, whether it hurts or not. The
man with convictions which stick out
and ‘interfere with the law  breaker
