Early Opening.

The Legislature is opening much
earlier than usual this vear. Usually
the Legislature is not opened until
the end of February or beginning of
March. But of course, there are ex-
ceptions, and the year 1908 was one-
of them. In that year the Assembly
was opened and the Governor’s
Speech delivered on the ninth of
January. When the session is called
early, there is usually some good
season for it. We wonder what the
reason is on this occasion. It has
been suggested that it is due to in-
ternal difficulties in the Government
which it is hoped to clear away by the
passage of an addition to the Pension
Bill as a preliminary step. It is how-
ever difficult to believe that the Gov-
ernment will meet the Legislature on
the 15th instant, with the two defeat-
ed Ministers oceupying the anomalous
position they have occupied since

their defeat at the polls, It Wwij| be
temembered that His Excellency the

Governor stated some weeks ago that
he intended to ask the Prime Minis-
ter to come to a decision as to his
intentions in the matter. So  far
nothing has been announced as to.
that decision. In the case of Mr.)
Bennett, the Governor stated that on;
the appointment of the latter he had
his assurance that he intended to go
to election six weeks later at the
General Election. Two months has
now elapsed since the defeat of Mes-
srg. Blandford and Morison, and so
far as the public is aware, there is
nothing doing yet.

The Labrador
Boundary.

The opening ' paragraph of the
Governor's Speech in 1908  set forth
the reasow for the early opening on
that occasion in these words: “I
have convened the Legislature at an
earlier period than usual, as two very |
important ‘questions affecting the |

undivided attention of my Ministers,
viz.: The Labrador Boundary Ques-
tion, which it is agreed shall be re-
ferred to the Judicial Committee of
the Privy Council, and the American
Fishery Question, which is to eome
before . the Hague Tribunal.” The
latter question has in the main been
disposed of to the general satisfac-
tion of all the countries concerned,
but the Labrador Boundary Question
is still before the Privy Council.

Laws delays, which pass the under-
standing of laymen, the time is ripe
for hearing what progress has been
made in the case, !

Export of
Pulpwood.

Some of those interested in timber
Himits on the Labrador are anxious
to have a change in the law prohibit-
ing the export of pulpwood. They
centend the law should be so changed
that pulpwood on the Labrador mayv
be exported under an export tax.
Some years ago.there was a move-
ment on foot of a similar nature, but |
after we had drawn attention to it
and voiced an objection to it, Sir Ed-
ward Morris gave it the cold shoul-
der. The protagonists of the move-

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ment argue that it would afford at
least one means of trying to recoup
the shortage in the revenue. On the
other hand it is contended that the
Labrador should be_ kept as 4 reserve
for pulp mills in Newfoundland, and
that the best and safest policy is to
keep the raw material and utilize it
to give occupation in our own pulp
and paper mills.

" LONDON, To-day.

The Spectator, in an article on the
Mexican situation, declares ‘that the
pressure of public opinion:in all the
world soon will' forté ‘the United
States to intervene in Mexico. They
declare that President Wilson made a
mistake in not assuming that Present
Huerta would be the strongest, with
which to bring about peace in . Mexico
and supporting him accordingly, but
adds that /it understands pertecily the
reason why Wilson di@ not adopt such
a cynical course. Instead, the article
says, “He did what with all respect
we must say was the worst thing he
could have done. - He intervened and
pretended not to be intervening. He
deprecated bloodshead and anarchy,

self, nor let anyone else do so. The
only way left for the United States is
for themselves to restore order in
Mexico. The Spectator declares that
joint action by either power with the
United States in Mexico is possible
and that the United States will have
to act alone or sacifice Monroe Doct-
rine, which it is not likely to do. The
article says it would prove rather an
easy conquest for the States, but that
the conguest would be followed by a
demand for National independence,
and accompained by rebellion. The
suppressed,
but it would be followed by annexa-
tion to the States of the Northern
Stetes of Mexico and the independ-
ence of the remainder of the country
under a Treaty, by which the Wash-
ington Government would control
Mexico’s foreign relations. The Speci
ator thinks even this condition would
not last long and predicts that with-
in fifty years one nation of two hun-
dred million English speaking people
will extend from the Canadian border
to the Panama Canal, with the excep-
tion of British Honduras. In conclus-
ion the article says, “In spite of fool-
ish American talk about English jeal-
ousy and so forth, talk so idiotic that
one connot really be expected to
deny it, the bulk of public opinion
here will be heartily with the United
States in their work of restoring order
in Mexico. If they do their job we!i on
the spot and if it 1is entrusted to
Major General Lonard Wood it cer-
tainly will be done well and wisely,
and in a truly liberal spirit. The
English people will not merely be
friendly in the diplomatic sense, but
sincerely sympathetic. They will be

.proud of America’s successful should-

ering of this huge piece of the White
man’s burden.

Healthy and
Unheallhy Lighting.

Gas, it may be said, vitiates the at-
mosphere. True. But it also helps to
purify it. Its purifying power is
greater than its vitiating power.
Blectricity does not vitiate, nor does it
purify. Hear what three eminent
men have said:—

Much evidence has lately been ad-
duced to show that gas is more useful
than the electric light in promoting ef-
acient ventilation of air. It is for this,
amongst other reasons, that gas is be-
ing frequently substituted for the elec-
tric light. The latest example is, per-
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of
Health, which hag recently installed
gas8 on its premises, after experience
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem-
ber who had experience of their meet-
ing room under the old conditions
could deny the improvement that had
taken place since gas had been sub-
stituted for the electric light and the
new system of heating and ventilation
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud-
field, before the Society of Medical Of-
ficers of Health.
