Lt.-Colonel Hadow’s 
Report.
Although it adds little to 
the facts which are al-

CRSg ready known, the official
4UK» report of the Command- 

ing Officer of the Regi­
ment is welcome for several reasons. 
It portrays clearly the main features 
of the engagement. The details are 
being filled in one by one from othqy 
sources, though many incidents, of 
heroism will probably never tie told. 
It gives most important figures^lthe 
total number that took part inpthe 
engagement, and-the casualties so far 
as known. From them the many here 
who are still anxious and uninformed 
of the fate of those who have not; yet 
been officially mentioned may derive 
great measure of comfort Such then 
will be numbered either among-‘the 
97 or 169 odd. who have come through 
scatheless, or among thé 115 or so 
that are missing. His Excellency 
makes the reassuring statement that 
many of those who reached the Ger­
man line and did not return may be 
prisoners of war, and will be well 
treated. It is quite incorrect to as­
sume, as many hastily do, that they 
have been killed.

Unfortunately, much anxiety must 
continue to be felt, largely for the 
reason that it is impossible to ascer­
tain the names of those that have 
survived unhurt. The rigid censor­
ship at the front prevents our hearing 
from them direct, though now jeind 
then some wounded lad conveys m a 
letter the welcome news that a friend 
or two came through successfully. We 
can only encourage all who are still in 
suspense to patience and hope. Of the 
total whose names we have not heard 
nearly one half are still hale and with 
the regiment, and of the rest a large 
porportion may be alive as prisoners 
in German hands or wounded and in 
German hospitals.

On the Colonel’s appreciation of the 
bravery of his troops it is unnecessary 
to dilate. It adds one more, and one 
of the most valuable, to a hundred 
similar testimonies. “I can only say 
that I am proud to command such 
officers and men.” Words like these 
light up such tragedies and cause us 
to think that .they have not been all 
in vain.

Since the above was written we 
have received the memorandum from 
His Excellency, which we print else­
where. It shows very clearly the 
position, and what we may most prob­
ably expect to hear. We are glad that 
the names of those unwounded have 
been asked for. These are ordinarily 
left to be ascertained negatively— 
from their appearing in no casualty 
lists ; but ijntil all these lists are com­
plete afid published, there is, of 
course, no certainty concerning any­
one not included in them. All will be 
grateful to His Excellency for the et 
forts that are being made to fill up 
all the gaps possible in the informa­
tion; every name returned among the 
un wounded will mean some hearts 
gladdened by hope fulfilled.

The following notice of the Ayres 
appeared in the London Times. It 
tells the pathetic coincidence x of • the 
deaths of the brother Captains, Eric 
and Bernard, and gives us the first 
details we have heard of how the lat­
ter was killed "just before his com­
pany reached its objective;”

A FAMILY’S PATRIOTISM.
Four Newfoundland Cousins Killed.

A notable instance of family patri­
otism is disclosed in the lists of offi­
cers who have fallen in the battle of 
the Somme. The officers killed 
whose names are published officially 
to-day include Captain E. S. Ayrc, 
Second Lieut G. W. Ayre, and Second 
Lieut W. D. Ayre, all of the New­
foundland Regiment, and all cousins 
and members of a well-known New 
foundland family. Saturday’s list 
contained the name of Captain B. P.

False Rumors 
and the Casualty Lists.
LETTER FROM THE 

SECRETARY.
COLONIAL

Their mother, who is at present in 
England, has received news that the 
two were killed on the same day, July 
1. It is understood that while they 
had never met since they had reached 
France, they were killed within a few 
miles of each other. Of Captain Ber­
nard Ayre a brother officer writes that 
he was killed just before his company 
reached its objective. He was smok­
ing his pipe and leading his men with 
his stick. “I recovered his body yes­
terday and had it brought to the 
cemetery. The chaplain read the ser­
vice over the gravg with the guns 
roaring all round. More than a hun­
dred of us attended the service, al­
though every one of us was exhaust­
ed. This alone shows how he was 
loved and respected.”

Memorandum by His 
Excellency the 

Governor.
It is improbable that arty further 

Casualty Lists following on the battle 
of 1st July will be received for some 
time to come.

On the 1st July the actual strength 
taking part in the advance was 26 
officers and 783 other ranks. There 
are mentioned in Colonel Hadow’s dis­
patch in reserve 14 officers and 75 
other ranks besides the men specially 
detached on other duties. It is prob­
able that there were 200 officers and 
men who did not take part in the act­
ual advance.

Of those who took part in the action 
tout of the total of 809) 2 officers and 
95 other ranks are reported to have 
returned unwounded.

The official returns show that 110 
officers and men are reported killed 
in action or died of wounds, and 495 
officers and men are reported wound­
ed. The number still unaccounted 
for includes 1 officer and 114 of other 
ranks.

The Governor has now called by 
telegraph for lists in the following 
form:—

(1) Those who took part in the 
charge and returned unwounded.

(2) Those who were held in reserve 
or who were on special duty and 
were thus unable to take part in the 
charge and who are unwounded.

(3) Those who remain unaccounted 
for.

Of those who are unaccounted for 
it is probable that most of them fell 
either in the enemy trenefies or 
wounded in front of them where cur 
stretcher bearers were unable to re­
move them, on account of the enemy 
firing on the hospital parties. Judging 
from the proportion of killed to 
wounded (110 to 495) It is reasonable 
to suppose that of the 115 unaccount­
ed for 25 may have been killed and 
90 wounded or disabled in some way. 
These 90 were probably carried to the 
enemy Casualty Hospitals and treat­
ed among their own wounded and 
have been transferred to Germany as 
prisoners of war.

Returns regarding prisoners of war 
in enemy hands will not reach us for 
some weeks. The Agents of the Am­
erican Embassy at Berlin make it 
their business to obtain particulars 
as to the arrival of prisoners of war 
in Germany and transmit the lists 
through the American Embassy in 
I-ondon to the War Office. The Gover­
nor estimates that complete lists will 
not be obtained under two months.

There are about 300 men of- whom 
we have no particulars as yet, namely, 
those who returned unwounded from 
the charge (95) those who were in 
reserve or otherwise employed (about 
100) and those who advanced and are 
still unaccounted for (115).

Of these we know that 200 are on 
duty unwounded and of the remain 
ii_g 115 we hope that about 90 are 
wounded prisoners of iyar most of 
whom will probably make a complete 
recovery.

In addition to these gallant fighting 
men there were 27 others who “pre 
ferred to take their discharge and de­
sert their comrades who were then 
actually starting on the march which 
was to take them into this great bat­
tle.” Of these time-expired men 18 
are reported to be returning to their 
homes on the s.s. Corinthian.

Dear Sir,—During this week, a 
number of rumors have been current 
in reference to the Casualty Lists of 
the First Newfoundland Regiment. It 
wàg stated by many persons that a 
loner Rst of Privates who had been 
killed had come in—some knew the 
list was received on Sunday, others 
asserted that it arrived on Monday, 
still more on Tuesday, while the act­
ual number of killed on the list was 

j in some cases given and in a few 
cases actual names were mentioned. 
There was no truth whatever in these 
rumors, though some persons stated 
that there was undoubted authority 
for them. As a rule I do not take 
notice of such rumors, but in the 
present instance, knowing the anxiety 
felt by many who have boys in the 
Regiment, I think it well to put my­
self on record in the -hope that my 
statements may steady the anxious 
hearts and lead them to see that there 
is no faith whatever to be put in the 
reports which are always so preval­
ent here.

The list containing the names of 
fifty-seven (57) Non-Com’s and Pri­
vates of the Newfoundland Regiment 
who had been killed in action on the 
1st instant, was received by His Ex­
cellency the Governor just before 
twelve o’clock (noon) on Wednesday, 
the 26th instant. This message was 
immediately decoded and a copy timed 
a “noon” was sent to His Excellency 
the Governor to this office, reaching 
here at twelve-fifteen p.m. The Offi­
cial List showing those belonging to 
the city was posted in the Post Offi­
ces 'at 5.30 p.m., followed an hour af­
terwards by the Official List of those 
men who resided in parts of New­
foundland other than the city of St. 
John’s. The' rule established here in 
relation to fatalities is, that the next 
of-kin be visited by the Clergyman 
and the sad news communicated, af­
ter which the official intimation is 
sent. As soon as this office learns 
thfit the various Clergymen have per­
formed their sad duties, the lists are 
posted in the city and copies' sent to 
the' newspapers. In this way It is 
thought first of all to break the sor­
rowful news to those who are im­
mediately concerned, and when this 
has been done the general public are 
given the list. The quickest possible 
despatch is given to the matter and 
the various Clergymen co-operate 
with this Departriint, not only to ease 
blow, but by promptness to permit 
the posting of the lists and thus to 
allay the anxiety ofthose who are, 
happily, not so immediately concern­
ed in the names on the said List.

From the time! wb«ei .ttieif&an Casu­
alty List was received, down; ; to the 
present, this Office has been bard at 
work, Sundays and Mondays, At night 
as wejl as day, and. in some instances, 
as. }at£ -ps three oiclock in thé morn­
ing, No-effort is spared in tWs con- 
nection, and, as head of the depart­
ment, I am glad to bear testimony to 
the more than excellent work tene by 
my staff with assiduity, celerity and; 
loyalty.

In closing, I would ask the tï|e pub­
lic to place no reliance, whatever, up­
on any reports that they may hear, 
but to wait patiently for the Official 
List and to believe nothing else. These 
Lists are published with the least pos­
sible delay, and I should not for a mo­
ment countenance the withholding of 
such list after the next-of-kin have 
been notified. When the next-of-kin 
resides outside St. John's a telegram 
is at once despatched to the Clergy­
man and also to the relatives, that to 
the Clergyman being first delivered. 
The List is, however, posted or pub­
lished in St. John’s as soon as the 
next-of-kin in the city have been noti­
fied.

We need all qur courage, patience 
and strength 'iff ibis time of sadness. 
Let us not be frightened by shadows 
t>y false rumors and unfounded re­
ports; but let us steady our nervies 
and pay no heed to any but the official 
reports. And, in loyalty to our boys, 
who are fighting for us, and with' 
sympathy for the fathers and mo­
thers whose hearts are so anxious, 
let each one see that, so far as he or 
she is concerned, there shall be no 
more of these unfounded statements 
that cause so much unnecessary suf­
fering. I

THE CASE OF CAPTAIN FRYATT.

LONDON, To-Day. 
Discussing the cases with the Asso­

ciated Press, Baron Newton, Under­
secretary of Foreign Affairs, who dur­
ing the conversation was summoned 
to Foreign Secretary Grey’s office for 
a conference on the subject, said, "On 
the face of the details of the report 
as .received. by us, the execution of 
Captain Fryatt seems to be worse 
than the Cavell -case. It is ait extreme­
ly grave incident, the importance of 
which It would be difficult to exagger­
ate. It must be borne in mind that 
when the alleged ramming took place, 
German submarines were attacking 
merchant ships without any warning 
whatsoever. AccoiMing to wireless 
messages from Germany Capt. Fryatt 
was executed for a franctireur crime 
against an armed German sea force. 
Officers of the Admiralty were arous­
ed to intense indignation when they 
learned of the affair. A naval officer 
said, the execution of Captain Fryatt 
is a violation of all law and all pre­
cedent at sea. It affects every mer­
chant officer in the world, neutral as 

« well as belligerent. There is no such 
thing known as a franqtireur at sea. 
We have officers of German submar­
ines whom we have taken as prison­
ers of war who rammed merchant 
ships without warning and fired upon 
merchant ships without warning, but 
they are treated as prisoners of war 
We have naval officers who dropped 
bombs from Zeppelins on harmless 
undefended towns and killed civilian 
inhabitants. In the cross Channel 
service Fryatt was known as a pirate 
because on several occasions he suc­
ceeded in eluding German submarines 
by skilful navigation. When the cap­
ture of the Brussels was reported in 
the Daily Chronicle, it said, with re­
ference to Capt. Fryatt, that for par­
ticulars of a brilliant exploit in March. 
1915, he was presented with a gold 
watch suitably inscribed by the Lord 
Commissioner of the Admiralty, to­
gether with their thanks on vellum. 
On another occasion, some 12 months 
before he surrendered the Brussels, 
according to the Chronicle, his ves­
sel was chased for over an hour by 
a submarine while he was outward 
bound from Harwich to Rotterdam, 
but he succeeded in getting safely 
away.

Sir 
Edward Grey received the Garter in 
1912.

MEN.

I have the honor to forward here­
with the following report on the part 
the Regiment took in the recent bat­
tle. We had been making prépara^ 
lions for this battle for some time, as 
part of the * Ôur Bri­
gade had Aéen allotted a definite task 
in this battle, for which we went 
through special training.

On the night of June 30th and July 
1st. we marched eight miles from our 
billets to our allotted positions in the 
trenches. Our actual strength -was 26 
officers and 783 other ranks. In addi­
tion 14 officers and 75 other ranks and 
also the transport were left behind as 
reinforcements and" for special dutiès 
in accordance with orders received. 
We reached our position in the 
trenches about 2 a.m. on the morning 
of July 1st.

A steady bombardment by our ar 
tillery had commenced on the morn­
ing of June 24th and was continued 
day and night. On the morning of 
July 1st from 6 a.m. to 7.30 a.m. an 
intense bombardment took place, and 
the assault by the two other brigades 
of this division took place at 7.30 a.m. 
Our pre-arranged orders were to move 
forward to our objective at 8.50 a.m. 
Alrout 8.20 a.m. I received orders that 
in conjunction with another Battalion 
we were to advance andnoccupy the 
first system of enemy trenches, which 
had not been Completely taken by the 
two other Brigades. I at once sept 
for the Company Commanders and ex­
plained the situation and gave them 
their orders. At 9.15 a.m. I gave the 
order to advance. Without the slight­
est hesitation the Regiment jumped 
out of the trenches and advanced to 
the attack of the enemy’s trenches,! 
which lay at a varying distance. (See' 
Note 1.)

__ The moment we left our trenches, a 
terrific ffiachine gun fire was turned 
on us, and then shell fire in addition, 
and merf- began falling'1 at once. In 
flpite of pris murderous fire the Regi­
ment mjfved steadily forward at a

The Whole thing was over very 
quiqkjy, and at Ü.45 a.m. I reported the 
situation^ to Brigade Headquarters. I 
then went back to our front trench to 
try and get in touch with any surviv­
ors, but heavy fire from the enemy 
was kept up, and then commenced an 
intensive bombardment by the enemy 
of our trenches with heavy artillery.

By next morning only some * 
juen had answerer! their names, the 
Adjutant (Capt. Raley) and myself be­

ing the only surviving’ officers. It 
takes some time completing th'ff cas­
ualty return, but you will doubtless 
receive the names by cable long be­
fore you get this letter. I deeply de­
plore the losses, but it will be son^e 
consolation to the people of Newfound­
land to know that nothing could have 
been' finer than the conduct of the R-- 
giment, and it has established a de­
putation in this our first battle, 
which will, ever bè remembered. No­
thing ■ could have been finer than the 
manner in which the Regiment stead­
ily advanced in the face ot this, ap* 
palling fire, which simply swept the 
men away.
