Austria and the U. S.

In form we are at peace with Aus-
tria, neither country has declared
war upon the other or recognized the
existence of the state of war. In the
moral sense this is a shallow and ab-
surd fiction, since Austria with her
entire military force is supporting the
Germans, with whom we are actually
at war; while by giving support to
the British and the French in the
field we are doing everything in our
power to overthrow the military pow-
er of Austria and bring her to her
knees. In the military sense the fie-
tion of peace with Austria is some-

{ thing more than absurd, since so far

ing fine work on the otlier side, and
their officers have caught on to the
depth- bomb business and are very
keen in getting the U-boats with them.

“When I left England ten days
ago there was a strong feeling in na-
val circles that the German grand
fleet. would ‘make another ‘attempt to
come odut within the next four weeks.
I was in charge of a- division of light
craft which had a brush with German
destroyers on a raiding expedition,
and we managed to sink two of them
and disable two others; 'but they got
some of our drifters and patrol boats
in the fight.

“Germany will have to be defeated
on the western front, and when the
Allies can go right inté the enemy’s
territory and make the Germans rea-<
lize what war is, then the people will
demand that the war lords sue for

peace.”

In Petrograd.

It is just as well to be

accurate. If we form

our opinion, of Russia

from what goes on in

Petrograd, we make a great mistake.
The two names stand for very differ-
ent things, as the traitors in the
capij._al will very likely soon discover.
All we need say with regard to the
whole dark situation in Russia is a
word or two deprecating undue pes-
simism. Whatever happens there can-
not do the Allies much more‘ harm
than they have already suffered. Rus-
sia has been a passenger in the war
for a year. She will never go over to
the enemy, and the worst that can
happen is that Germany may be en-
couraged by the reign of anarchy
which she has established there to
deem herself safe in removing still
more troops to the other fronts. And
there must be a limit to that process.
The truth is, Kerensky, great as he
has shown himself, has failed to han-
dle what must be confessed an almost
impossible problem. His fundament-
al mistake has lain in an attempt to
reconcile incompatible elements. He
is a Socialist, and the Socialists have
been mainly responsible for what has
happened. They have never sub-
scribed to the policy of the anarchists
‘who now rule in Pe_'t'gpg[ad, the Bole-
sheviks, pro-Germans, Workmen and
Soldiers and the rest,'but by inac-
tion and ‘acquiescence have allowed
them to go to the greatest lengths, in-
<luding the worst thing of all, the
corruption of the army. They have

now, of course, got out of hand—in,

Petrograd. Kerensky made another
mistake in not moving the Govern-
ment long ago to Moscow, the true
heart of Russia and not rotten, like
Petrograd, with spies and traitors.
And he made the worst mistake of all
in suppressing Korniloff, with whom
he might have made, and may yet

It is not
difficult to predict at least the broad
consequence of the rebellion, civil
war. Everything depends upon the
extent of the hold whith the rebels
have gained upon the army. It is in-
conceivable that a party headed by

of ‘the German government, will be
permitted to hold undisputed sway
far long. They will disclose them-
s% at once by negotiating with
Germany for peace, and that even
hopelessly-disorganized Russia will
not: tolerate, If Kerensky is in Mos-
cow, he will. rally around him loyal
statesmen and troops, that is, if his
leadership is accepted and he is not
replaced by some stronger military
spirit. The Cossacks are loyal and
will fight Lenine to a man. If the
great body of the nation, the peasants,
prove loyal also, the situation will be
redeemed. It may be all for the good
that matters have come to this head
at last, and that Russia should be
purged by the ' blood-letting which
seems the only chance of the her re-
covery.

Undoubtedly, Russia and Italy to-
day present pictures that are none
too bright to our eyes. But they are
far from hopeless and there are ot-
hers which can be set over against
them. In Flanders the British are
ready to drive Germany from the Bel-
gian coast, nothing less. They may
attempt to do so at once, as soon,
that is, as their preparations are
made and -the weathér permits; or,
as is more likely, they may make the
life of the enemy opposite them an
inferno through the winter and crush
in the battered lines like an eggshell
in the spring. Success follows suc-
cess in the minor theatre in Asia,
where the British are extending their
arms simultaneously’ up the coast of
Palestine and the banks of the Tigris.
And there :is another picture which
we are not permitted to see, but from
which the veil is lifted now and then
to reveal some of its terrible details.
It is the pictare of famine, gaunt
and horrible, stalking through the
Central Empires. There are many
who do not believe it, but they are
those who do not believe anything
until it happens, when they are us-
ually the first to say that they knew
it all alo Germany and Austria
are starvidg. Such a mass of evid-
ence reaches the outer world through
neutral channels, Holland, Switzer-
land, and Scandinavia, 28 it is impos-
sible to dispute. The starvation is not
yet apparent, because the civilian
populations are being first drained
and sucked dry that the armies may
be sustained. Germany’s small supply
of vital mecessities like oil and fats,
cotton, rubber and leather, is being
rapidly consumed and therg is ab-
solutely ‘no further source*~to draw
upon. The theory is held by ‘'many
that famine, not strategy, has impell-
ed 'the excursion into Baltic Russia
jand the *tremendous drive into Italy.
| If it be so, the end is near. Nothing
I(}ermany can do in Russia will help
her in her need. As for Italy, when
Mackensen reaches the Piave River he
will have shot his bolt. He will be
there held. If he is held in a dead-
| 1ock, he will have done tremendous
'harm. But it is not likely at this
stage. He will either win outright
for lose outright. It matters not that
he has prepgred the line of the
{Tagliamento E})ehind him. If he is
driven back ppon it he will never
stand there. 'Germany may well ex-
perience another Marne; she has not
the strengthz‘v sustain another Aisne.

regiments suffered hundreds of casu-
alties and “Ours” had ilone.’ It was
here that C Co. held the whole bri-
gade lineand it was through this that
Major ‘Bernard won his. 'Military
Cross. .

The Major then spoke of the devel-
opment of eharacter or personality,
which word describes the difference
between the British and German sold-
iers. The former  ig trained to use
his,own initiative, while the latter has
no individuality and has to,fight in
masses. Diseipline is. really a moral
force, which makes the diffepence’be-
tween a crowd of armed men and an
army. The measure and worth of dis-
cipline was strikingly illustrated by
“Ours” on July 1st, 1916, when they
went forward as on parade, knowing
as they did that the advance guards
had been wiped out. This is the kind
of discipline that is needed for vic-
tory.

At Gueudecourt on Oct. 12th, 1916,
a wounded man of “Ours” was mak-
ing his way back when hé came across
a (Ferman who was there for no goed
purpose, and not being able to take
him along was about to bomb him
when stopped by am officer. On re-
turning with help, the latter was in-
fw(med by the Private that he had not
thrown the bomb, but the Hun was ngw
quiet—and he wiped his bayonet. The
gas used by the British is the bes}’ in
the world, being more deadly than
any gas but mine gas, and as that can-
not be collected we have beaten the
Germans at their own game. The
liquid fire used by the Germams can
only be thrown about 40 yards while
ours carries 200 yards and alo drops
an inflammable substance; one drop
of which consumes anything it touch-
es. So terrible is the effect that the
military authorities only use it on
special occasions. Gas is effective for
eight miles when blown by a favour-
able wind.

Life at the front is not so bad as
it is made out to be, as some inter-
esting and enjoyable times are spent
in billets. The spirit of our men was
once clearly demonstrated when, on

Teutons Are Making
Double Drive at
Cadorna’s Army.

Paralleling Napoleon’s Winning Cam-
paign of 1797.

Paris, Oct. 31.—The latest develop-
ments of the Austro-German action
against Italy afford a pretty clear un-
derstanding of their strategy and its
objectives.

A new Austrian army under General
von Krobatin has moved south-
westward from the Carnic Alps on the
extreme enemy right and is attacking
Gemona, which defends the “upper
reaches of the Tagliamento River at
a point thirty kilometers north of
Udine.. The , Austro-German. plan is
clearly to cross the river at this point,
thus outflanking the Italian line of de-
fense further south.

At the same time the Fourteenth
German Army, under von Below, is
also pushinug southeastward from
Udine in an attempt to nail the Ital-
ian force from the Carso .and the
southern Isonzo in their retreat along
the narrow passage still open along
the seacoast.

The Italians are thus doubly
threatened. In the south von Below
may compromise their withdrawal to
the Tagliamento. In the north (even
if that retreat is successfully accom-
plished) von Krobatin may turn the
whole Tagliamento line

considerably nearer to Venic.

In short, the Austro-Germans have
succeeded in re-establishing classical
war of strategy to their own advant-
agd. Mackensen's whole manoeuvre
is an absolute parallel of Napoleon's
victorious campaign in exactly the
same territory at the beginning of
1797, with the only difference that
Napoleon faced east and Mackensen
west.

{  Napoleon swung towards Massena
lnn his left in the north to seize the
upper reaches of the Piave River,
j which in his case were the first obsta-
cle to be passed. Massena then turn-
ed the Piave line, and the main body
of the French then advanced further
down. Then Massena went forward
,against the upper Tagliamento. That
| 1ine, too, was' turned, and again Na-
| paleon reaped the fruits of victory
. with his centre and right in the south.

To-day von Krobatin has replaced
y\Iassena and Mackensen Napoleon,
but the Corsican’s strategy still dom-
iinates the situation.

The Council of Soldiers’ and Work-
mens’ delegates solemnly welcomes
the accomplished change and pro-
claims the authority of the military
revolutionary committee until the
cercation of a Government by the Sol-
diers’ -and Workmen'’s Delegates.
Announcing this to the army at the
front the Revolutionary Commitice
calls upon revolutionary soldiers to
watch closely the conduct of the men
in command. Officers who do not join
he accomplished revolution immedi-
itely and openlj\must be arrested at
once as enemies.

The Council of Workmen's and Sol-

diers’ Pelegates considers: this to be

the programme of the new authority:
First, the offer of an immediate de-
mocratic peace; second, the immedi-
ate handing over of large propri-
ctrial lands to the peasants; third, the
transmission of all authority to the
Council of Soldiers’ and Workmen's
Delegates; fourth, the honest convo-
eation of a Constitutional Assemhly.l
The national revolutionary army must
not permit-uneertain military detach-'!
