Canada is asking for a loan of $300,-
000,000.- This money must be obtained
i* we are to prosper, for without it we
would be unable to advance credits
to provide markets for our surplus
products, and unless the markets were
available our trade would dwindle.

“It is certainly time,” say the Lom-

don Dialy Chronicle, “that business
men should begin to wake up to the
possibilities of profitable trade with

Central Europe before our friends the’

Americans, the French and the Dutch
have planted themselves there to our
exclusion. The war with Ger-
amny is now over. It  would
be folly to pursue a  spirit of
suicidal warfare now that peace has
been made. In the interests of all Eu-
rope and ourselves in particular it is
necessary that we should trade with
Germany. The Government, Weé are
glad to see, is waking up to the impor-
tance of this fact.”

The Manchester - Guardian, com-
menting on the change that is being
made in Heligoland which proved of
such great service to Germany in the
war, says:

“The change which dug a huge fort-
ress a hundred feet deep in the cliffs,
covered them with gun emplacements,
and girdled them with a labyrinth . of
walls fifty feet thick was a more than
doubtful blessing, and Heigoland must
have found her transformation into
the most notorious and sinister speck
of land in the world a severe strain
on her zeal for the Fatherland. When
the war actually came her fishermen
were exiles; for they were one and
all shippd off to the mainland, and the
island was given over to the gulls and
the gunner. It is. now thrown open
again, and a beginning has been made
with the dismantling of its mighty
forts. The inhabitants will cheerfully
see the last of the guns, and appar-
ently they would like, too, to be quit
of German taxation; but théy hope,
quite reasonably, that the island’s
final disappearance may be at least
delayed by leaving the great seawalls
the Germans built. This might well
be done, for Heligoland so long as it
lasts will be a lodestar for the curi-
ous, and there would be a certain
rough justice in the fact of its people
profiting in the future by the world’s
interest in its sinister past that has
cost them so dear.”

Stinging the
Germans.

The news that the attempt
to revive the German opera at
New York, U.S.A., failed to
mect with success, but that the
Americans showed their dislike
of even German actors by ab-
senting themselves from the
opera house, is only one of the
many ways that Germany is
learning that although the
military war is over the full
consequences to her are not yet
fully felt. The failure to at-
tract the opera fans to a Ger-
man production is typical of the
reception - German agents are
meeting in all the different
walks of life. The empty seats
in the New York opera house is
but another way of showing the
cold shoulder, even as the citi-
zen of this city did when he re-
fused to have any commercial
dealings with the Teutonic
firms with which in pre-war
days he had done considerable
business. True, as we have
said, the fighting is stopped, but
the punishment of an arrogant
foe must still be inflicted. The
spirit of Germany is not broke
as evidenced by some of the
utterances of the German aris-
toeracy, and the firmer the
whip is applied, apparently, the
better. The German people
must be made to realize even
more forcibly than hitherto,
that a world cannot be deluged
with blood: and the perpetrators
of the crime go unpunished.
While it is necessary that the
trade of Germany increase, if
only for the repayment of the
indemnjties demanded by the
Peace Treaty, it will be some
time erc the Allied peoples re-
sume anything approaching the
pre-war amount of commerce
carried on with Central Europe.
The manner in which German
agents are treated in the Allied
countries, and the “ban” laid
upon German goods, even when
distinguished by Allied hally
marks, are convineing the stolid
Teuton that his crimes are still
fresh in the minds of the world
and that their atonement is not
yet complete nor their manner
indicative of the fact that they
are a changed people from the
arrogance and cruelty that
characterized their armies dur-
ing the fighting period. Ubtil
ihe change is evident the ban on
German trade will be more or
less felt, while it is exceedingly
questionable if time will ever
completely efface the abhor-
ence in which Germany is held.
Of course it is well known that
in trade, social liking must often
give way to hard cash, and al-
though the war has taught us
many lessons, yet each nation is
bent on increasing its trade and
the power that increased trade
makes possible. To eompete
with her neighbors suceessfully,

Britain will resame trade econ-|

The past week has been one of ex-
citement throughout the country and
it is going to take quite a little while
to quieten down. :

The  extraordinary heuvy sea was
raging for many hours béfore there
was any wind whatever. The waves
that beat against our skores were not
the long swell from the Atlantic but
were a rapid contimiation of heavy
choppy waves that broke with satanic
force like the breakers on a sunken
reef,

Vessels that were moored in winter
quarters found their permanémt har-
bor anchors torn from their positions,
even the ringbolts firinly embedded
with lead into the rocks were plucked
from their -sockets when the chains re-
fused to break,

In one instance a vescel moored in
a good position, with gear that stood
every strain, actually lost her keel
from contact with the bottom, show-
ing how deep these waves must have

The president then went on to the
discussion of the supply and use of
electricity, which have developed so
rapidly during the last few years. The
greatest element in reducing the cost
of electricity, he pointed out, is the
provision of a good load factor; in
othr words, the utilization of the gen-
erating plant and mains to the great-
est extent during the 24 hours of each
day throughout the year. This is a
far more important consideration than
the size of the station; and it is se-
cured to the best advaatage in most
cases by a widespread mnetwork of
mains, supplying a diversity of cus-
tomers and uscs each requiring cum
rent at different times of the day.

Sir Charles then went on to review
the present trend of developments in
larnessing water power and using up
the fuel resources of the world for the
use and convenience of man, and he
emphasized the necessity of discover-
ing some new source of power if Eng-
land was Lo maintain her present posi-
tion for an indefinite period.

Exploriug the Earth’s Interior.

As to the new sources of power, he
continued, there is another alternative
to that of molecular™ energy which
appears - to merit ‘atten In an
address which ‘be stated, he gave in
1904, he ] the question of

being taken by the government at the
present time.

Dealing with the urcontrolled use
on the part of a nation of the power
. which physical science has placed
thhin its reach with which to menace
cwlhzation. he concluded by saying
that physical ecience had forged the
remedy by making the world a small
arena for the activies of ecivilization,
by reducing distancc in terms of time.
Alliances and unions had therefore
become possible on a wider and
grander scale, thus' uniting nations in
a great Lieague to maintiain order,
security, and freedom for every indi-
vidual, and every state end nation,
liberty to devote their encrgies to the
controlling of the great forces of
pature for the use and convenience of
man, instead of applying them to the
killing of each other.

About the Streets -
of Havana.

“Many of the streets of Havana,”
gays A. Hyatt Verrill in “The Book
of the West Indies,” “are as narrow
as bypaths, and lead, llke canons
dim and cool with shadows, between
Spanish buildings, the tiled fronts and
jutting balconies with scarce a dozen
feet of space between them.

“Great archways in ponderous walls
lead to huge, colonnaded patios

and flowering plants fill the air with
perfume; while the tinkle of
guitars and the strains of soft Span-
ish music mingle with the roar of
trafic and the honk of automobile
horns.

“For ancient, picturesque, and de-
lightfully foreign as are these byways
of old Havana, yet through them
flows a constant stream of modern
traffic, pedestrians of every class,
color, and race; rubber-tyred vic-
torias; mule-drawn drays and ox-
carts; ponderous motor trucks and
vans; rushing motor delivery wag-
ons; softly purring limousines and
clanging trolley cars. Marvelous it
seems that the narrow lanes can ac-
commodate the jam, . . . but the
traffic moves swiftly and with scarce
a hitch, for the police are efficient,
and the drivers skilful.”

“Overhead, during the sunny hours
of the day, stretch canopies gay with
color, gorgeous with painted adver-
tisements and strange Spanish names
and which, far above the streets, form
a covered way like an oriental bazaar
between the stores of the shopping
districts. And such shops! No
dingy, dusty, old-fashioned affairs
are these, but modern stores with
enormous plate glass windows, brass
and mahogany fronts, and within
which every article known to the
world may be found.”

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- Aerial Survey|

IN- WILDS OF LABRADOR IS A
THRILLING ONE.

The story of the recent survey of
the forests of Labrador, the first ex-
pedition of its kind to be executed in
ary part of the world, was told in
detail to the press by Captain Daniel
Owen, the leader of this hazardous
undertaking, who, accompanied by
William F. Kenny, have arrived at
Annapolis, Nova Scotia, ‘where the
two men will wind up the details con-
nected with the enterprise.

The expedition sailed from Anna-
polis on July 7, and about six weeks
afterwards, on August 26, Captain
Owen was back in Boston with aerial
maps of 1,500,000 acres of Labrador’s
vast lumberlands. The actua! flying
occupied ten days and in this incred-
ibly shert time, five years’ work by
the old ground survey system had
been accomplished. This together
with the fact that the aerial photo-
graphs show up the inaccuries of sur-
vey by foot, Captain Owen claims, has
conclusively proved the advantages of
aerial survey over survey by foot
and has firmly established the com-
mercial use of the aeroplane for sim-
ilar propositions.

Canadian JN4 airplanes were used
by the expedition.

“We did not have one casualty and
we used but one plane, but believe
me, flying over the lines has nothing
on that,” said Captain Owen. “There
was only one insurance company in
the whole of the world that we could
get to insure our pilots and that was
Lloyd’s. No one who was not there
and could not see with his own eyes
can possibly realize the risks run by
those chaps.”

He said that they could find but
one spot in 300 miles that was suit-
able for a landing ground and over
the rest of that vast area, (2,400
square miles is the extent of the
lumber lands), there was not another
spot where a machine could come
down in safety, should the " engine
fail. If a forced landing was abso-
lutely necessary, the maze of forests
through which the unlucky airmen
would have to go to reach the one
civilized spot, would leave about one
chance in a hundred of their ever
finding their way back, although
every possible precaution was always
taken.

Fifteen thousand photographs were
taken, some by the ordinary aerial
camera, some by specially adjusted
motion picture cameras. “The ac-

curacy of our photos was tested by
taking a section of the lands by aerial
photos and then having it surveyed
by foct-and in no instance were we
ever more than five per cent out,
sometimes over and sometimes under.
‘We found that the maps of thls area
which were available before, were
very inaccurate. One river on the
map we brought from Boston was
supposed to be seventy-five miles
long. In our aerial survey we found’
it to be but three miles long. Our
aerial maps are absolutely accurate
and the beauty of it is that the forests
are brought right to the offices where
they car be referred to at any time.”

He described lthe difficulties they
encountered on their arrival at Wil-

liam’s Harbor. They met: there Dr.
Grenfell, ' founder of the famous
Grenfell mission in Labrador, who
directed them to what was claimed
to be the only available spot for their
aerodrome. This spot was up the
Alexis River and they went in the
steamer to within six miles of it and
then had to construct rafts upon
which the aeroplanes and all their
equipment -had to be conveyed. “It
took us six hours to travel each of
those six miles and the only way we
| saved our planes was by men wad-
ing out to their necks in the stream
when' we reached our destination and
holding the planes above their heads,”
said Captain Owen.

He said that the timber lands
started twenty-five miles inland, that
there were five main rivers running
through the area and that none of the
timber was more than five miles
from water. He claimed that the’
natural facilities were all that could
be desired and that Labrador was a
sadly mis-represented country.

“The climate there-is very similar
to that in the maritime provineces al-
though a little cooler, the rivers are
only closed from about December to
May and the average snowfall is
only about four feet,” said Captain
Owen. In describing some of the
unusual happenings, he said that it
was almost perpetual daylight while
they were there, as there were only
four hours of actual darkness each
night and this was greatly to their
advantage as it was possible for the
pilots to continue flying and éarry on
their photographic work for eighteen
or twenty hours daily.

He said that their's were the first
flying machines ever seen in Labra-
dor and the people were as excited
over them as little children and were

“We found the atmosphere very
clear and could see the country for

sixty miles around at a height of,

about 7,000 feet. The air seemed
very rarified and consequently very
bumpy, causing considerable motor
trouble until the mechanical design-
ed an adjustment to the carburetors
providing a better mixture of gas and
air,” He said that almost the entire
aerial equipment was Canadian.
The machines used were the Curtis
training machines employed at Tor-
onto.

The party naturally found the peo-
ple of Labrador very strange, and
they were treated by the inhabitants
with suspicion at first, due, Captain
Owen thought, to the fact that they
had long been exploited by compan-
fes and traders. Eventually the peo-
ple were very kind to them, how-
ever, and were willing to help them
out in every possible way. Captain
Owen was rather surprised to find
that the residents had never tasted
ice cream, and gave a party at Wil-
liam’s Harbor where ice cream was
served and it was so well liked that
the stock soon ran out.

The Fathead.

It would surely be imprudent to
address that. formidable creature the
swordfish as Fathead, yet the term
would be quite appropriate
- The .heads of 100 average sword-
fish will yield sixty-five gallons of an
ofl that has hizh market value. Re-
fined. and sun-bleached, it is indis-
tinguishable  from wbale oil, and
fetches the.samse price. In fact, com-
mercially, it is whale oil.

Whale-oil is obtained on a much
‘larger scale  from lLalibut heads,
which  are. treated in the same way
as the swordfish heads—i.e., cooked
to a pulp with steam and pressed.
A short ton of them will yield forty
gallons .of cil.. Boston and Gloucester
(Mass.)  -annually produce 12,000
gallons-of refined whale oil from
halibut heads.

Away back in the seventies some-
body discovered that salmon heads
were rich in oil, and since then the
production of it has heen a consider-
able industry in connection with the
Pacific salmon fishery. By 1895 the
annual -output had risen to 50,000
gallons.
