Found in Tibet 70c. ikROYAL20 Cents—ADMISSION—20 Cents,
f in his latest book "To Lhasa in 
Disguise,” William McGovern tells Of 
the yak ot Tibet, which is in many 
ways a remarkable animal, add which 
is found wild as well as in domestic 
service. A cross between the yak 
bull and the Indian cow is the beast 
in largest demand, being found in do­
mestic service, farm work, and trans­
port.

Mr. McGovern describes the yak as 
a sturdy beast, rather resembling the 
American bison, with l»rge heavy 
head which it bears close to the 
ground. The back slopes down to 
the tail, and the flanks tore draped 
with long thick wool which reaches 
to the ground. The hoofs are large 
and cleft as suitable tor climbing, 
and the strange toqgue is armed with 
barbe, enabling the beast to tear off 
and masticate the coarse herbage on 
which it feeds—lichens, camel’s thorn, 
mosses and such like. This splendid 
beast to very sure tooted, though 
slow, and will climb the roughest 
wav like a goat.

We have another fresh supply o:Desire to economize space and 
building cost recently induced the 
owners ot a power plant in Montville, 
Conn- to superimpose two 160-toot 
chimneys, each weighing about 750,000 
pounds, on the structural skelton ot 
tho power bouse, instead of following 
the usual method of erecting the 
chimneys directly upon a ground 
foundation at. some distance from the 
building containing the heating plant

The ground surrounding the power 
honse was needed for the storage ot 
coal and no part of it could be spared- 
for the chimneys. Moreover, it was 
desired to carry the tops ot the chim­
neys to a height ot 260 feet above the 
ground, and by placing the stacks on 
top ot the building a considerable sav­
ing in the coat of construction be­
came possible.

Each ot the chimneys has an out­
side diameter ot 16 feet 6 Inches at 
the bottom and of 11 feet at the top. 
The minimum inside diameter te 10 
te-it. In the lower 60 feet a four-inch 
fire-brick lining is used. Each chim­
ney rests on a concrete mat 18 inches 
thick placed on an octagonal frame 
of steel girders. These girders are 
supported by the steel columns of the 
building structure.

The lower sections of the chimneys 
arc anchored by vertical steel rods, 
1VV inch in diameter, spaced about 18 
inches from center to center and pass- 

dug through the concrete base to the 
steel framework of the building.

The root of the power house does 
not come in direct contact with the 
chimneys. The lower part of each 
chimney passes through an opening 
in the root, which leaves a apace of 
about eight inched between the chim­
ney and the roof curb." A concrete 
apron overlapping the curb waa cast 
in a recess around the chimney. The 
space between the root slab and the 
chiinney te utilized tor ventilation.

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Spain Is confronted In Morocco 
with an almost unprecedented type , 
of colonial warfare.

Silently and mysteriously the Moor 
hlllsmen harass the Spaniards, and. 
force vigilance day and night.

Troops are under a constant and 
severe strain, expecting the crack of : 
a rifle at any moment and from any 
quarter. Especially have the Spanish 
troops a horror of being captured 
when they are wounded.

A headquarters officer told the 
TJhlted Press that the Moors, impell­
ed by religious fanaticism, terribly 
mutilated their captives. This they 
do in the belief that infidels thus 
mutilated cannot enter Paradise.

The charge Is made that the Moors 
torture and kill all badly wounded 
prisoners, also that they recently 
burned an ambulance containing 
wounded men. But they keep other 
prisoners In the hope of obtaining 
heavy ransom.

Although it is difficult to get the 
exact figures, it is believed that the 
Moors are holding more than 1,000 
expecting to extract one million 
pesetas in ransom.

The fate of these prisoners is al­
most as bad as death. Frequently 
they are kept in underground dun­
geons and badly fed. One officer re­
cently ransomed was nearly blind, 
having been kept in a dark room for 
months.

Natives report that some prisoners 
are shackled with Iron rings about 
their neck and chained in villages on 
exhibition.

Constant Sniping.
The Moors’ style of fighting is 

most difficult to combat. The whole 
rpgion is a. jumble of high and arid 
hills and mountains of solid rock. 
Dressed in drab robes the Moors take 
a handful of food, slip through the 
Spanish posts, and lie for hours await­
ing a chance to get in a few shots.

Rarely do they fight in the open, 
but when they do it is with fanatical 
bravery. At Xauen recently the 
Spaniards were able for the first 
time to use an armoured car. Puz­
zled', the Moors approached, thinking 
it was stalled.

chine guns and mowed them down.

Time is Valuable
For -two days eleven boys 

have appeared at the Magis­
trate’s Court to answer to the 
charge of having offended 
against the Street Traffic Regu­
lations, but because there was no 
one to hear the cases they have 
to appear again to-morrow.

This means that some, if not 
all these children have been 
absent from school during prac­
tically the whole of that time 
through no fault of their own. 
Even if the boys themselves do 
not object to this enforced idle­
ness (which would certainly be 
an incorrect assumption in some 
cases), it has been a cause of an­
noyance to their teachers and 
narents, and particularly to 
the latter, who are perfect­
ly justified in resenting the 
unnecessary appearance of their 
children in the Court day after 
jay, and the loss of time which 
it has meant to themselves.

Time and again the Bench has 
strongly criticized those parents 
who allow their children to wan­
der at large in the streets 
instead of keeping them at 
school, but in this instance this 
unfortunate delay in judicial 
proceedings has tended to con­
done the' practice if it has not 
actually encouraged it. The in­
disposition of the Judges of the 
District Court is as much to be 
regretted as it is impossible to 
prevent, but while these un­
avoidable circumstances may be 
a valid excuse for the postpone­
ment of such an important case 
as that which has been engaging 
the attention of the Court dur­
ing the past six months, it sure­
ly ought to be possible to find 
among the many eminent jurists 
in the city one who could sit in 
iudgement on these juvenile of­
fenders and dispose of the cases 
with despatch. Even if such a 
course were out of the question, 
might not the youngsters and 
their parents have been advised 
of the circumstances, and told 
to put in an appearance when 
the Court was ready to deal with 
them ?

Long before the Romans set foot 
in Britain the Caledonians built a 
great defensive work In the shape of 
a “dyke,” with forts along it at regu-: 
iar-intervals. It started on the East 
Coast of Scotland, went to within a 
mile of where Galashiels njw stands, 
and then turned south through Scott’s 
Borderland to Pell Fell, In Cumber­
land.

In three places this ancient fortifi­
cation survives, and is known various-' 
ly as the Catrall.The Devil’s Dyke, 
and the Piets’ Work Ditch. The dyke 
was some twenty-six feet broad, sup­
ported on either side by ramparts, 
each about seven feet high and twelve 
feet thick.

Why Were They Built 1
All over Scotland are hundreds of 

forts built on hill-tops. The White 
Caterthun, in Forfarshire, is a good 
example of these. It consists of four 
circles of stone, the diameter of the 
Inner circle being etehty paces. The 
stones are twenty-five feet thick at 
the top and over a hundred feet thick, 
at the base.

Beyond the outer circle is a ditch 
with an earthen breastwork round It, 
while beyond this, again, runs a double 
entrenchment. The entrances to 
these various circles are zigzagged, 
so that each remains covered by for­
tifications. -,

The fort at Bamukin, in Aberdeen­
shire, has five great stone circles, all 
perfectly round and flawlessly built, 
although there are no toolmarks to 
show how they were shaped.

These buildings are interesting but 
not puzzling, because we know for 
what purpose they were built; hut 
there are others, commonly known as 
Piets’ Burghs, to which no use can be 
assigned.

A burg is a single tower, perfectly 
round In shape, wide at the bottom 
and narrowing towards the top from 
the outside. The outer walls of .these 
towers, shaped Into perfect circles, 
have no openings of any sort except 
the entrance. Obviously then, the 
buildings were never intended for 
forts.

Mountain Treasure Houses.
Inside, the walls slope the reverse 

way, and between the two are count­
less rooms, often too small for peo­
ple ever to have lived In them. The 
largest of these mystery tajwers is that 
of Rousay, in the Orkneys. '

At pottery the Caledonians could 
not compare with the Romans, since 
the potter’s wheel seems to have been 
unknown amongst them. But they al-j 
most excelled the “masters of they 
world’’ in their ornaments. The moun­
tains yielded their craftsmen gold, 
silver, bronze, amber, rubies, and 
rock crystals such as agate, jasper 
and cairngorms and jet. From these 
they made ornaments and weapons. 1

Most people are familiar with the’] 
shoulder-brooches with which High­
landers fasten their plaids. Brooches 
such as these] only much more elab- 

-orate, have been found In both cairns 
and towers. They are of gold or sil­
ver. or both, circular In shape, and 
Intricately chased with Interturning 
rings. Often they are jewel-studded. ' 
They were obviously, made for fasten­
ing the heavy, many-hued—tartan— 
stuffs mentioned by Roman writers as 
being worn by the Caledonians.

Weapons of War.
Interesting than the

One of the remarkable things 
brought out by "The Natural Re­
sources of Quebec,” a well illustrated 
publication Just issued by the De­
partment of the Interior at Ottawa, 
is the number of features in which 
the proufhee stands first or excels.

Fifty per cent, of the capi­
tal invested In Canada In the pulp 
and paper industry is Invested in 
Quebec, and the province has within 
its borders over one-third of the 
water-power that can be produced in 
Canada. It was In qnebec, at the 
Oka Institute, that the first “frost- 
resisting’’ breed of poultry, the 
Chanteclere, was developed to with­
stand cold winter weather. More 
maple products are made In Quebec 
than In all the other provinces of 
Canada comibned. and the only known 
workable deposits, of kaolin or china 
clay tn Canada are found , there. 
Finally, the province boasts the 
largest water-power storage reser­
voir in the world, the Gouin Dam on 
the St. Maurice River with 160 bil­
lion cubic feet capacity.

Of special interest are the chapters 
on the pulp and paper industry, 
water-powers, and the agricultural 
and mineral resources. Including the 
new Rouyn gold fields. The scenic 
resources and the attractions offered 
to sportsmen and tourists are treat­
ed in detail. The chapter entitled 
“The Land and the People" Is singu­
larly successful In conveying the 
local atmosphere which Imparts to 
the people and the Institutions of the 
province their quaint attractiveness 
and peculiar charm.

To business men, investors and 
citizens generally, “The Natural Re­
sources of Quebec,” will prove of very 
timely Interest. Perhaps nowhere 
else within the covers of a dingle 
volume can there he found such a 
readable and concise description of 
the principal natural resources of 
the province as in this booklet of 
130 odd pages. *

The Government ot 
Latvia Is In duty bound to supply the 

'Caihedjral and residences for the 
ArchblahjWy the Chapter, and a Theo­
logical Scmthary? all ot .which are to 
be secure from' future confiscation. 
The Clergy are to be exempt from 
military service and to have no ap­
peal from Ecclesiastical decisions to 
any temporal Court. Clergy accused 
of civil offenses and condemned 
serve sentence not in civil prisons 
but In;.a monastery. On the other 
hand, Latvia Insisted that all bishops 
and dignitaries are to be ot Latvian 
nationality, and that before appoint­
ment the Government must be first 
consulted.—The Rev. Floyd Appleton 
In "The Forum."

1st, 1824, and ending December 21st, 
the number of Immigration visas is­
sued at the American Consulate at St 
John’s, was «SO. representing 17 quota, 
visas Issued to persons horn overseas 
and 875 non-quota visas Issued to per­
sons born In Newfoundland or 
Canada. Some 92 visas were issued to 
certain Newfoundlanders at the Am­
erican Consulate at Sydney, N.S., by 
arrangement during the half year.

The new regulations under the Im­
migration Act of 1924, did not take ef­
fect until July 1st when immigration 
visas' were required of all .persons 
proceeding to the United States to set­
tle or to take up employment The 
figures shown above, therefore, do not 
represent in actuality the number of 
persons who have definitely left New­
foundland to reside permanently In 
the United States, Insomuch as they 
include visas issued to some persons 
who, for reasons of facilitating their 
re-entry into the Unite* States after 
a stay In this country, applied for non­
quota immigration visas. They also 
relate to immigrants who proceeded 
to the United States for an Indefinite 
stay, and presumably to return to 
Newfoundland after engaging there 
In some form of occupation, or else 
after residing for an indeterminate 
period.

ual to that ot the dark-haired. 

This is strikingly shown in stage 
spectacles, most ot the children 
chosen for which are Jews. Sdme- 

iês sèVêhty-fiVê per cent, or more 
of those selected (Solely on account 
of physique) for a London production 
are of the Hebrew race.

Victims of Environment.
Later in life the fair have to con­

tend against a similar inequality. 
They are unsuited to factory work, 
often suffer from a peculiar dread ot 
closed spaces, and languish more or 
less in thickly-populated districts. 
Because, too, they have relatively 
little protective pigment in their 
Akin, they are affected by the Sum­
mer heat and glare in such districts, 
and often heCdtoe neUraSthemic. Un­
der these conditions it is only the 
dark-skinned who can remain thor­
oughly efficient.

i- This inadaptability of the fair to 
urban life is shown by their distri­
bution. Ot every one hundred per­
sons in our population, according to 
judicial statistics, fbCty-three are 
li^ht, six red, and fifty-one dark-hair- 
ed. Incidentally, the propbttione Sen. 
tenced to imprisonment are fOHy- 
twe, HVe, and flfty-there respectively, 
compared With’ tbrty-foUr, four, and 
ftfty-twd admitted to mnatlê asÿltims. 
So the fâlf are not specially addict­
ed to erlme, at any rate.

The light-etiffipleÈiottêd, hoWeVer, 
are not equally distributed among 
their darker brothers and sisters. 
They are much more cummon in the 
Country than ip tbwbs, particularly 
in the hdrthern parts of England and 
in the north of Scotland.

Even In towns, the Northern type is 
much better represented in the sub­
urbs than in the thlCkly-popUlated 
parts. Everything shows, therefore, 
that town life is not suited to the fair. 
Both as children and as adults, they 
do not easily tolerate the " conditions 

ider which so many millions ot our 
lopuiation are obliged to live. 
Indeed, we are slowly but surely 

losing some ot the types With which 
England Is always associated by for­
eigners. Where, for instance: are 
such fair beauties as used to be drawn 
upon largely for the front row ot the 
chorus! the type is certainly not ex­
tinct; but the theatrical manager will 
tell you that, whereas it was former­
ly plentiful, it is yearly becoming 
more difficult to find.

; Scientists assure us that the fair 
race is dying out in this country. It 
|ls not the oldest—at least two dark- 
haired peoples having come to our 
shores before it—but for all that it 

jig disappearing before the mareb of 
Bivilisatton. Modern conditions are 
wholly unsuited to it. The fair, how- 
ever, need not be alarmed. Their ex­
tinction is taking place slowly—very 
Slowly.—'Tit-Bite.
