Fire o WaTERLOO.—At 1.30 p. m. on
Sunday last, a fire broke out in the tound-
ry of Mr. Morningstar, of Waterloo, com-
pletely destroying the buildings and their
consumable contents. The loss is esti-
mated at $7,000, and there was insurance
on the property in the Gore Mutual to the
amount of $1,500. The origin of the
fire is not known. Mr- Randall’s mills
and distillery narrowly escaped destruc-
tion in the conflagration.

THE O1 INJECTOR.—The inventors of
this valuable apparatus are going ener-
getically to work to have it brought into
use not only in Canada but abroad. Last
week Mr. John McCrea, who has taken a
third part interest in the apparatus, start-
ed for England with a model for the
purpose of securing a patent, and bring-
ing it under the notice of engineurs
and others interested in the subject.

Forxey's LerTers.—On Saturday Nov-
ember 16, T. B. Peterson & Brothers, 306
Chesnut street will issue Colonel J. W.
Forney’s Letters from Europe, in one
volume duodecimo, 408 pages. .As our
readers are aware, these Letters, now col-
lected and carefully revised,were written
literally “onthe wing,” while their auth-
or was making a rapid four months’ tour
in Europe and originally appeared in the
Press. Colonel Forney trusted largely
to his own observation, and very little to
guide-books and hand-books of travel,
and put his impressions upon paper as
they arose.

Nearly every reader of a newspaper
will recollect that a short timeago, a fear-
ful fire occurred at Youngorstard, a small
town of Saxony, during which 300 hous-
es were consumed. Many, too, have
read Mrs. Hemans’ touching poem “Cas-
sabianco,” which celebrates the filial
obedience of the boy who “stood on the
burning deck, whence all but him had
fled,” and stood until he perished, but the
pelf-devotion in tiis case is not more won-
derful than that recorded of the two little
bell-ringers and the idiot boy of Saxony.
No great writer may immortalize the
deeds of these unfortunate creatures, but
the tale told in the simplicity of prose is
pathetic enough without the sad ddorn-

day to this, one of the most cunning, cold-
blooded, unscrupulous of tyrants has held
his throne, not only nst all foreign
foss, but a murmurs, discontents,
and warnings from his own people, and
there peems no reason why he should not
keep his grip upon the sceptre until death
and old age éome hand in hand and lead
him softly to a peacefal grave. Such
lives as his, such deaths as his may be,
ut to shame all the accepted theories of
F’mvidenoe; to a casual eye they show a
God to whom the evil and the good are
one; and it is not possible to explain the
existence of such unmixed evils, workin,
widespread ruin and misery uncheck
and uncontrolled, by any dogmas of any
sect. Bofore such mysteries we can only
stand in silence, happy if they do not
strongthen our doubts or drive us into
disbelief.
In one sense it may be allowed that, if
the French people like this sort of gov-
ernment, it is no one’s business but their
own. It is only when “ this vice of kings
this pick-purse of the empire and the
rule,” steps out of his own kingdom and
undertakes to set straight the affairs of
other nations as he has done those of his
own, that we have a right to complain ;
and Louis Napoleon has now reduced his
meddling to such a system that there can-
not be a movement for liberty in any part
of the world that he does not send his
armies to crush it, if possible, at the very
least to hinder it, by every cruel, desper-
ate and insulting means.

And so completely has his will domi-
neered over the rest of Europe, that until
Prussia rose and confronted him there
was no power to say him nay, or that even
dared hint displeasure at his acts. Austria
whose simple-minded heir has been in-
veigled by his cunning arts into a shame-
ful death, makes haste to Paris to kiss
the hands that shed his blood ; Russia
sends her Emperors to eat his salt who
has brought her to open shame, and for a
whole summer long kings, princes, and
nobles from every land that is owned by
them have made crowns and coronets as
familiar in Paris streets as the citizen's
hats. Three times now has this man (Na-
poleon), acting from his own selfish de-
sires to be thought the controller of events,
and driven by his own fears of liberty,
prevented Italy from ordering her Gov-
ernment as she thinks best. When he
first set his blood-hound army at the
throat of this fair fugitive from tyranny,
all the world cried out at the enormity of
his crime. But he defies the conscience
of the world, as he defies God and Justice,
and sat for fifteen yeéars by the side of
prostrate Italy holdlng her chains and
threatening her with his sword. Since
then the world has watched, heart-sick
and weary, waiting for the time when he
should release his hold, and lend an ear
to the mingled threats and pleading of
the world. But we wait in vain. While
this man draws his hated breath Italy
shall not live, nor her children draw a
free breath. Coward that he is, he has at,
last found one nation too weak to shake
off his bonds, and the luxury of tyranny
is too great that he should easily forego
it. Thwarted in Mexico, snubbed in
Prussia, kept in order by America, uneasy
at home, he has of late been stinted in his
craving for meddling, and must bully
Italy while as yet she has no friends to
stand up for her. How long shall Napo-
leon rule to hinder Europe in her yearn-
ing for unity and freedlom? How long
must the world be obliged to sit in pa-
tience while one man thwarts the will of
milliéas, and by tHe'mere virtue of aname
quenches every noble aspiration of the
peoples of Europe, and makes them his
own slaves ?

Consecration of the Roman Catholic
Bishop of Sandwich.

Yesterday, (Sunday) the consecration
of the Rev. John Welsh, lately nominat-
ed to the Roman Catholic See of Sand-
wich, took place in 8t.
