How to Act on Bugs.—A correspondent 
from Acton writes thus :—A learned 
friend of ours was making a series of ex­
periments on the Colorado bug.

jority of cases the bags continued as 
lively as ever. He then tried dipping 
a portion of potatoe vines in a liquid 
made from some of the same poisons,and 
putting the bags on the vine. They bV- 
gan to eat as usual, and finally keeled 
over. Soit seems that liquid is the beet. 
We have found that it works td a charm, 
and does not kill the vines.—Com.

Other horse races followed, trotting 
and scrub races ; in one rousing race a 
blood mare owned by Dr. Carter of Acton 
came in second.

Arrest of the Forger.
A man named Alexander Flood has 

been operating amongst tradesmen in 
Minto with forged orders last week. 
After having obtained goods to the 
amount of #20.25 from one Jas. Caswell, 
in Palmerston, he essayed his talents in 
Harriston, where he called upon Mr. 
Trotter, who deals in watches, and said 
he had an order to buy a wateh for a good 
farmer in the neighborhood. Mr. Trotter 
said if the order was all right he would 
not object. Flood then went out for a 
while, and returned with what purported 
to be an order duly signed by Mr. Joseph 
Lavery. and as everything seemed to be 
straightforward, Mr. Trottqr let Flood 
have a watch, chain, ring and #1.50 in 
cash, the whole amounting to #25. A 
short time afterwards, on scrutinizing 
the order, Mr. Trotter noticed one or two 
words which appeared to be wrong. This 
aroused his suspicions, and he ran out to 
enquire after Flood, but found that the 
bird had flown. Flood's brother, who 
is a tinsmith in Harriston, knew nothing 
of his whereabouts. Trotter seems to 
have taken hold of the case energetically. 
Not finding the “ wanted” man at the 
station, he posted off to Palmerston, and 
subsequently saw Mr. Lavery, from whom 
he learned that the order was aa entire 
forgery, as Mr. Lavery had given no such 
order. The police were put on the scent, 
and Constable Thos. Moncrieff, of Harris­
ton, succeeded in arresting the Flood of 
immorality by captaring his manat Pais­
ley. Flood tried an alias, and said his 
name was Adam Flood — no doubt 
thinking that the constable “ wouldn't 
know him from Adam but Moncrieff 
wasn’t to be fooled that way. The pri­
soner was a little restless. He tried 
three times to get e.way whilst being 
taken from Paisley to Harriston ; and he 
even attempted to jump from the train 
with the handcuffs on him.

Fortunatf. Recovery.—We are glad to 
learn by a communication from Mr. 
David Moore, who was very serious]^in­
jured last winter, that after a weary six 
months on a sick bed he is fast recover­
ing the use of his limbs, under the skill 
and care of Dr. McOnlloch, Rockwood, 
though for some time it was feared he 
would be a cripple for life. The accident 
occurred whilst Mr. Moore was felling a 
tree some two feet in diameter ; it partly 
lodged on another tree, and, slipping 
back on the stump, it struck him, knock­
ed him down, and fell across his thighs, 
simply breaking one, agd producing a 
comminuted fracture in the ether, which 
was literally crushed for about half the 
distance from the hip'to the knee. The 
sufferer’s body was considerably bruised 
as well ; and the severity of the weather, 
the time he had to lie under the tree be­
fore being extricated, and the distance to 
his home, between two and three miles, 
made the case almost hopeless.

Ot course neither 
Chisholm nor Sir John dare attempt to 
force the too faithful Treasurer of the 
Government fund to disgorge. Chisholm 
was unfortunate, inasmuch as he lost 
both hie election and his money. Tbe 
expenditure of that #6,000 might, posai- 
b'y, if it had been used in the purchase of 
votes, have changed the result of the 
election in North Grey.

Madrid, July 21.—The Mayor of Albo- 
cacer, in Valencia, was assassinated dur­
ing a local disturbance growing out of 
the recent elections.

London, July 21.—A banquet will be 
given at Richmond to-night in honor of 
the Canadian Riflemen, who are here to 
participate in the Wimbledon contest. 
The Right Honorable Vieeount Bury will 
preside.

Madrid, July 21.—The Carliste have 
sacked and burned the town ot Igualada. 
The force is under the command of Don 
Alphonzo, and comprises 3,500 infantry, 
200 cavalry, and three pieces of artillery. 
In consequence of the darljst successes 
the municipal authorities of Barcelona 
have organized a Committee of Safety, 
and are pressing into the service for local 
defence all man between the ages of 20 
and 40 years.

The crews of the Spanish men-of-war. 
Almanza, Vittoria, Mendez, Munez and 
Fernando el Catolico having revolted, the 
Government has issued a proclamation 
deolaringlthem pirates, and authorizing 
their capture and treatment as such by 
any foreign power, on the high seas. The 
majority in the Cortes propose to move a 
vote of censure on the Government for 
declaring the insurgent crew pirates. It 
is reported that Price, a member of the 
International Society in England, is in 
command of one of the revolted men-of- 

fcr.
Biarritz, July 21.—An attempt was 

made here yesterday to assassinate Mar­
shal Serano,while walking in the grounds 
of his villa. The assassin has been ar­
rested.

Versailles, July 21.—In the Assembly 
this afternoon M. Jules Favre attacked 
the Home Policy of the Government. 
After a scene of great disorder a Vote of 
confidence in the Government was 
adopted by 400 yeas to 270 nays. This 
large majority on the eve of recess is re­
garded as significant, and is contrasted 
with the vote by which the present Go­
vernment was called into being on the 
24th of May, when President Thiers was 
defeated.

London, July 21.—The trial of the 
Tichbome claimant, on the charge of 
perjury, was resumed this morning, but 
almost immediately after the opening of 
court, one of the jurors fainted from the 
effects of heat, and an adjournment until 
to-morrow was necessary.

New York, July 21.—The total assets 
of the Brooklyn Trust Company amount 
to #2,889,059; amount due to depositors,

From Toronto to Manilonlin.
A former resident of Puslinch, now of 

Manitoulin, sends us the following in­
teresting sketch of a journey recently 
made from Toronto to Manitoulin

We leave, Toronto by the Northern 
Railway, from the station below the City 
Hall, and move slowly westward through 
a maze of rails and switches, and past 
scores of cars. The speed increases— 
the glittering don/o of the Asylutr and 
the lofty spires of the city churches fade 
fast away, and we are soon passing in 
quick succession fields, forests, homo- 
steals, and villages, which form an over 
varying and an ever lovely scene. Wo 
are now traversing one of the best farm­
ing districts of Western Ontario. Crops 
look well, especially fall wheat. Brad­
ford, Newmarket, Ac., are left behind, 
and we come in view of the bright waters 
of Lake Simcoo, which tells us that 
Barrie, the beautiful County Town of 
Simcoe, will soon bo reached. Barrie is 
situated on a most commodious and well 
sheltered harbour, where many hundred 
vessels could ride in safety. The country 
ground is good for farming. At Barrie 
those who are going towards Orillia aud 
the great Muskoka District change cars ; 
we, whose destination is Collingwood,

' turn towards the west, and in about two 
hours Colliugwood is at our feet, and the 
waters of the Georgian Bay stretch out 
before us. The country from Barrio to 
Collingwood docs not appear to be so 
good as that between Toronto and Barrie. 
Collingwood is a stirring town of about 

4000 inhabitants, and has increased very 
rapidly during the past few years. It has 
au exfolient position for commerce, and 
is surrounded by some rugged and pic­
turesque scenery. On the south and 
oast high and dreary bluffs, covered 
chiefly with primeval forest, meet our 
view. Hero and there, on more favored 

. spots, we can see little openings made by 
hardy yeomen. These, with the dark 
forest, the rocky steeps and the passing 
cloud-shadows form ns delightful a land­
scape as any painter bould desire. A 
great deal is done hero in the lumber 
trade. Several large mills are running 
night and day. Hero, too, a vast quan­
tity of square timber, which has been 
brought down the Georgian Bay, is trans­
ferred to the Northern Railway and taken 
to Toronto, where it is again put into the 
water and takén Jo ports below. Our 
journey is next continued on board tho 
Frances Smith, andin less than five hours 
wo reach Owen Sound, some sixty miles 
from Collingwood. Owen Sound is a 
thriving town, and at present quite jubi­
lant over tho expected opening of tho 
Toronto, Grey & tinico Railway, which 
is now just about completed to this point. 
Leaving Owen Sound during tho night, 
ami touching at a place called Presque 
Isle for wood, when morning dawned we 
were far out on the water. On ,our right 
we behold a watery horizon, and on 
our left iu the dim distance is the ever 
receding shore. Passing on for a few 
hours longer, leaving Lonely Island in 
our wake, the lofty hills cf ihe North 
Shore are recognized, and grow higher 
as we near the shore. Wondering where 
we are going, for we are near the rocks, 
we suddenly turn down a narrow channel 
between an island and the coast, when 
the village of Killarnpy cpi#es suddenly 
in our view. Along this narrow channel, 
at times almost grazing the brown rocks, 
we pass, and emerge again into broader 
water. This wo think is one of the drear­
iest places imaginable. Nothing hut üflck, 
old granite, and gneiss, of the Huroman 
formation, can be seen. On these are 
perched a fewjdwellings.some threatening 

-.tofall headlong into the water below. 
The inhabitants subsist chiefly by fishing, 
treading with the Indians, &c. We next

thread our way amongst the many islands 
which line the whole North Shore, and 
fiuddonly emerge upon a charming scene. 
Before ue and to our left "lies Manitoulin 
Island. The sun is just setting behind 
the highest peak of the La Cloché Moun­
tains, and every thing is bathed in radi­
ance. Manitowaning Bay is About twelve 
miles long, by from two to five in width, 
and is said to be one of the most beauti­
ful sheets of water on these coasts. To 
the left as we pass down the Bay lies the 
Indian. Reserve, and to the right the 
surveyed portion of the island. The vil­
lage of Manitowaning is now in view, and 
its'appearance is strange. A neat church 
with spire and bell is prominently seen. 
Here and there scattered over the grassy 
slope are severs,! old houses and crumb­
ling chimney stalks. We land amongst a 
crowd of sturdy settlers and Swarthy In­
dian. Everything looks ancient here; 
the storehouse is old, and every house in 
the village has been built for many years 
apparently. But night is fast approach­
ing ; we are at Manitoulin and our jour­
ney is ended. When I have seen more 
of this strange land you may perhaps 
hear from mo again. F. R. B.
