\[ontreal, Nov. 24.—(Special)—Canada
is to have another transcontinental high-
way, built by the Grand Trunk Railway
Conipany, the undertaking involving the
construction of from 2,500 to 3,000 miles
of track, and an expenditure, including
equipment, stations, bridges, shops, and
other facilities, of from $75,000,000 to
$100,000,000.
The new system +will run through
Northern Ontario, Manitoba, via Winni-
peg, Saskatchewan, Assiniboia, and Al-
berta to Peace River, or Pine River
Pass, then through British Columbia,
making its terminus on the North Paci-
tic Coast at Port Simpson or Butte In-
1et. Work will begin as soon as the ne-
cessary legislation can be obtained, and
it is expected that five years after the
surveys are completed the big system
will be in operation,
“Like our Grand Trunk Western sys-|
tem, extending from Port Huron, Micki-
«an, to Chicago,” said Mr. C. M. Hays,
the second vice-president and general
manager of the G. T. R., in making the
official announcement, *“this line will be
constricted under a separate corporation,
the ‘Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com-
pany,” and will be of the most modern
and up-to-date character, having espe-
cially in view low grades, long tangents,
steel bridges and heavy rails} as well as
ample station ‘facilities and equipments
for the handling of both freight and pas-
senger trafic.

Stories ‘Carried to San Frahcisco’_‘by

Passéngers.

San [Francisco, Cala., Nov. 26.—The
volcano
eruption when the Pacific mail steamer
City of Panama left for this port nine
days ago.
The <)tz 52 T"anama <rriveds from
Panama today, hringing the late news
from the devastated regions, while the
€ The moun-
tain was spouting ashes, smoke, and
pumice stone. the flakes falling in
showers all over the country. The city
of Quezaltenago has been visited by
ruin. Quezaltenago is situated at the
base of Santa Maria, on the Western
slope, and no fears heretofore have
been entertained for the town’s safety.
The damage reported has been on the
western side, reachidg from the moun-
tain to the seashore, 30 miles away.
That the damage has extended across
the mountajn is evident from the terrific
jetivity of the volcano. .The retugees
are making their way to the seaside.
traveling either to Ocas or Champorice,
and from these ports proceeding . south
by steamer.
From the officers of the steamer it
was learned 'that some of the planters
are of the opinion that the ashes may
be beneficial to the soil. amd that the
damage midy be only temporary. Abso-
lute ruin threatens many of the planters
and the livelihood of thousands of na-
tives for many months to come has been
shut off by the destructive work of the
voleano.
M. F. Otis, of New York, was a
passenger ou the City of Pananff, hav-
ing come-through from New York. Mr.
Otis gives a vivid description of the
appearance of the land and sea in the
neighborhood of the spouting mountain.
“As far®s the eye can reach from
Champerieo,” said he, *there is noth-
ing .to be seen but ashes and pumice
‘'stone. We sailed for miles through a
sea of ashes. 'From the sea to Santa
Maria, the country looked like a boiling
cauldron. At short intervals the vol-
cano vomited smoke and ashes. At
times the discharge would be carried
up a short gistance into the air, and
then it would spread out like an um-
brella and fall to the earth, covering
trees, bushes and hills with a white
shroud. t other times the discharge
would seeln to leap high inte the air
as if propelled by a shock that could
be felt all the way to Champerico.

‘Earthqaakes were frequent, and the
people felt that their country rested on
a very uncertain foundation. The peo-
ple in Champerico seem unable to form
any estimate of the number of lives
lost, but they all agree that the work
of destruction, as far as the coffee
plantations are concerned, is complete.

MacVeagh and Mr. Mitchell and his
associates attended part of the time by
‘Carroll D. Wright 1n an endeavor -to
adjust some of the proposed agreement
between the operators and the miners
completely surprised everyone here.
From a reliable source it is learned that
the proposition that the operators meet
Mr. Mitchell on Friday next, was made
at ithe instance of ‘Mr. MacVeagh, who
was no less surprised that Mr. Mitchell
himself at the turn affairs took today.
From statements made by Mr., Darrow
early in the day, the impression had
spread that a complete agreement would
be effected at today’s conference, but
when the meeting broke up, Mr, Dar-
row reaq, to the newspaper men in the
corridor outside his room in Willard’s
hotel a statement which made it clear
that no final agreement had been reach-
ed and that no further conferences were
likely.

Mr. Mitchell, when shown the des-
. patch from New York telling of the ac-
tion of the operators, simply smiled and
said that he had not asked for the con-
ference, but that when it was sug-
gested to him if it would be agreeable
to meet the operators, he said it would.

SMALLEST RAILWAY SYSTEM ON EARTH

*

The shortest complete railway sys-
tem in New York, is the little pleasure
line running along the boardwalk at
Rockaway Beach.

The entire system comprises
three ‘hundred. feet of track. The line
itself is somewhat shorter, h0wevgr,|
since a -good deal of the mileage, or
footage, of the track is used up in
switches. Small as it is the system is
complete in every detail, as far as the
rolling stock, is concerned. There are
at present {wo locomotives in active

about

service and six day coaches. Each .Joco-
motive has its regular tender attached.
One of the switches at the western ,ter-
mical is provided with water pipes for
filling the boilers. The employees com-
prise two engine drivers, one for each
locomotive, and a ticket -agent at each
terminus. During the rush hours on
busy days a policeman or two may be
called in to- assist in handling = the
crowds nt the stations and keeping the
tracks clear, Tx

The little road daily- carries hundreds
of passengers over its two hundred feet

of route. 'The cars are arranged with
two geats back to back, running length-
wise. A train of three or four cars is
switched to a siding at the terminal and
is allowed to fill up while the other train
is on the line.

The line is single tracked, and, it is
scarcely necessary to state, narrow
gauge. When the track is clear the tiny
docomotive toots merrily, the little bell
rings out”a. warning for no one in par-
ticular and the train dashes down the
line at the breakneck rate of four miles
or so an hour, :

miles away, on the Mainland, near the
mouth of the great Fraser river. The
one is, and will remain, the soc.xal and

waters of the Pacific ocean, Vancouver
was a small, “rough ‘settlement of a few
hundred people placed on a few acres of
ground hewn out of the virgin forest.
Today it is a well-built, handsome city ot
over 30,000 inhabitants; viewing daily its
increaSe of trade and prosperity. - The
period of fictitious wealth some eight or
nine years ago, in the days of the
“boom” when fortunes came and went
like a butterfly’s flight, and money was
"in everyone’s 'hand, was by no means
an unmixed blessing. ™Many a man was
rnined; hundreds were suddenly penni-
less without warning, and were.actua.lly
left dependent on the sympathetic assist-
citizens.
The help took a practical turn. ‘These
men had to be fed; they needed clothes.
Therefore the city fed them, gave them
wages, and put them to work on asphalt
pavements and roadways. It cost money,
but it was money well laid out, in more
senses than oue, for Vancouver today is
as handsome and clead a city as may
e found on the Canadian continent.#t
has not aspired to the great arheitectur-
al beauties with which Victoria has en-
riched itself. - It cannot point to such 2
magnificent edifice as the parliament
house, in the estimation of many the
handsomest building in ll Canada. It
cannot even boast in the same measure
of its charmingly pretty sntuatloxg al-
though it enjoys one which is very Deau-
tiful; but Vancouver does convey the
impression of a city with a future, and
destined ere long to~become one of the
chief trading centres to the Far Hast.

British Columbia has already i(_iennﬁed
itself with several industries which even
now rtender it independent of 'the vast
mineral riches that are being daily dis-
covered. The province has found much
of its wealth in the sea and in the won-
derful forest land, and it is in the lat-
ter respect that the Island of Vancouyer
holds so important a role. A logging
camp is an interesting spegtaele, not un-
touched with the pathetic, when one
considers what destruction a few min-
utes’ hard work can. encompass. Che-
mainus, a little settlement some miles up
the Coast from Victoria, represents one
of the most important lumbering com-
panies in the province. Annually 60.-
000,000 feet of Oregon pine, as the
Douglas fir—a noble tree which grows
to the height of from two to thrée hun-
dred feet—is commercially termed, are
cut up and shipped to the furthermost
ends of the earth. Along the wharf I
saw five sailing ships bound respectiveiy
for Australia, the Far East, ‘S0ut‘h Am-
erica, Liverpool, and a port in Eastern
Europe. This association owns a hun-
dred and sixteen thousand acres of land
in the Island, but not in consecutive sec-
tions. A man, termed a cruiser, 18 sent
out to prospect, nhoting the lie of the
laud, the quality of the timber, and how
best it can be got at. The cruiser 18
followed by an engineer, who runs the
lines through the timber, and when a
suitable route has been found the main
line is graded out and the tl.'nc.k }md
down. ‘A very beautiful ride it is into
the heart of the forest. According to the
grade, the track rises, tal!s, and zig-
zags round the mountain side, running
between hundreds of stately firs, whose
crested tops are lost in a so_tt-shaded
light, while below their base is caress-
ed by a rough, wild tangle of fern aund
foliage sheltering the stumpy rock gnd
broken ground. Unhappily, the picture
is not aiways so majestic. Fire cuts a
cruel path into the forest. Thousands
of dollars’ worth are annually consum-
ed, leaving only sad mementoes in shape-
less blackened stumps standing mourn-
fully in the midst of the renewed young
life, the charred remnants, perhaps, f
firs that had stood for - two hundred
years. A curious scene of desolation,
destruction, and natural beauty  €ur-
rounds’ the precincts of a lumbering
camp. “Buzzing saws, SROTting engimnes,
shaven trunks, logs creaking as they are
remorselessly dragged by a taut steel
hawser onver every -obstruction, an occa-
sional cry of warning  as some new gi-
gantic victim is about to crash headlong
to the ground, create a general sense of
subdued bewilderment in the mind of a
visitor as he moves about. It is a cen-
tre of industry—a veritable beehive, yet
with little sign of bustle. Two or three
men ouly are visible. They are afixing
steel clutches to some great trgnk whicn
will be drawn violentiy, smashing a way
through brushwood and deadwood, up to
the stage where a gentle tip by some un-
seen piece of mechanism rolls it on to
the truck to be transported to the water.
Comparatively few minutes suffice for
two men to cut through a fir with a glrth
of twelve or fifteen feet. The axe is no
longer used in felling. Its work'is ac-
complished when two notches have been
cut in about 6 feet above ground. Into
these the fallers slide the planks on
which they take their footing. With
regular measured swing they drive the
saw backwards and forwards, pfusing
only by a peculiar jump to shift. the
plank round to a better position as they
cut into the frame of the fir. To the
untrained eye the great tree appears
about to fall across the very spot on
which the visitor has been told to stani.
Yet these fallers, with a skill that is the
resnlt of much experience, can throw a
fir standing a hundred and fifty feet
high so accurately that it will fall with-
in six inches of the spot pegged out as
the point of its descent. At length the

Tuft, which arrived at Seartle.from Yu-
kutat on Monday, reports having sight
ed a-two-masted schonoer forty miles off
Cape Flattery, but it is understood that
the vessel seen was larger than the
South Bend. There are several schoon-
ers due at Seattle from Nome.

WEATHER FOR DECEMBER.

Predictions of Hydiographers For the
Coming Month.

The North Pacific Pilot Chart for No-

vember contains the following forecast
of wind and weather in the North Pa-
cific Ocean in December:
“Throughout the entire stretch be-
tween San Francisco Bay and the
Strait of Fuca the course of the windg
wil: be from the southeast, with falling
barometer, through south to southwest
and west, with rising barometer. Im-
mediately under the Coast the prevail-
ing winds will be eoutheast. ‘Within the
area 125 to 130 degrees west, 40 to 50
degrees north, the most frequent direc-
tion will be south, over 50 per cent. of
all winds being included betweer south-
east and southwest. Beyond 130 de-
grees west, as also to the southward of
40 degrees, the winds will have greater
westing, squally weather, with rain and
frequent gales, miay be expected through-
out the entire area, the latter from
south-southeast to west.

‘“‘Continuing southward, northwester-
ly winds may be expected as far as Aca-
pulco, covering a belt extending 300
miles off shore. From 15 to 10 degrees
northeasterly winds will prevail; like-
wise from 10 to 5 degrees as far west
as the 105th meridian, beyond which
the prevailing direction will be south-
east. The average frequency of calms
between these parallels lf 20 per cent.
(twenty hours in- each hundred.) The
present month inaugurates the dry sea-
son (December-March) on the ‘Coast of
Central America, the main feature of
which is the absence of thunder storms.”

Hidden Treasure

Details ' of the Recent Marvel
lous Find on the Point
Cleim.

The Incident Recalls the Glori-
~ous Golden Harvest of
1863.

In confirmation of the report published in
the Colonist of Sunday regarding a wondee-
ful panning of gold on the Point claim, the
Asheroft Journal has the followlng.

Barkerville, B. C., Nov. 21st, 1902.

Point  Co,—Yesterday, . in one pan of
gravel had 56% ounces, or $982. This wag
panned by W. O. Fry, one of the owners;
there was present A. McPhergon, R. Bu-
chanan, L. 8, Hewer, Wm. Kelly, Jas.
Kelly, 1. Kelly. This pan was not taken
from different parts of face, but was taken
from a piece of ground that a gold pan
Wwould cover. I cannot say what was taken
out for the day, as Mr. Fry left the claimy
for Barkerville before thex had washed
the dump-box. This gold was hoisted up
in the gold pan by itself, and was seen
by seven or eight different people. Thid
is one of, if not the largest, amount of gold
ever taken from ome pan of dirt in Cari<
boo.

The Journal, yesterday morning, recelved
a telegram from its Barkerville correspond-
ent, saying that e pan of dirt, takep
from the Polnt clalm, yielded 561 ounces
gold. It wired for further particulams, with
instructions if correspondent could not be
found, to request Mr, A, Kelly to answer.
He confirms our correspondent’s message.

Twenty years ago the Point claim, which
by the way, is real estate, was purchased
by Joe Shaw at a tax sale. There were
fourteen interests in the property, and Joe
Shaw, now at Nome, owned one. He paid
taxes on it several years, and when his
partners refused to contribute, allowed it
to be sold and bought in for $5.50, the
amount of the taxes. His son, Dave Shaw,
who is now in Dawson, recorded the pur-
chase jn his own mame—a fact of which
other members of the family were in ignor
anee, and it was bought from him by An-
drew Kelly and W. C. Fry, of Barkerville,
last summer.

When Joe Shaw bougnt the property he
and a man named Price sunk a shafi and
were drowned out. This was abont twenty
years ago. The property has lain idle until
this year, when the present owners were
successful in going to bed-rock. In fact,
they have had no serious difficulty in
working.

It is understood that they have recovered
not less than $15,000 to date.

Salt Lake City, Nov. 24.—The Minis-
terial Alliance of Salt Lake today adopt-
ed a resolution strongly opposing the
proposed election to the United States
Senate of Reed Smoot, one of the 12
apostles of the Mormon church. ‘A copy
of the resolution will be sent to every
ministerial alliance of prominence in the
country, and also possibly to President
Roosevelt, every congressman and Unit-
ed States senator, and others prominent
in political life. The protest reads: “We
protest against the proposed election of
Apostle Smoot to the United States
Senate, because the majority of the Mox-
mon apostolate to which he belongs, and
with which he works in harmony, are
living in poligamous relations in viola-
tion of the covenants made to the people
of the United States, as well as in vio-
lation of the criminal statutes of Utah.
The Morman apostolate stands as one
man before the community as directly or
indirectly encouraging or conniving at u
continuance of poligamous relations
throughout the Mormon church. The
vigorous and religious execution of a law
like the Edmunds-<Lucker law, in this
state, would drive the Mormon church
and the majority of its apostles into ex-
ile, or throw them into prison within 12,
months, and Apostle Smoot dare not op-
pose such a poligamous condition.”

alties of the act: X

“Every person who unlawfully dis-
poses Of Or removes any arms, accoutre-
ments or other articles belonging to the
crown or corps, or who refuses to deliv-
er up the same when lawfully required,
or has the same in his possession, except
for lawful causes, the proof of which
shall lie upon him, shall incur a penalty
of twenty dollars for each offence.”

Protéction For
Sitver-Lead

Strong Resolutions Passed at
a Meeting of the Mine
Owners.

\

Wonderfully Rich Silver Ore
From the Hampton Mine,
Slocan.

(From 'Wednesday’s Daily.)

Mr. C. E. Nylin, secretary-treasurer of

the Laborers’ Co-operative Gold, Silver
& Copper Mining company was in Van-
ccuver last week for the purpose of se-
curing supplies and material for a smpl-
ter at Golden, which the company in-
tends erecting there. When completed,
the new smelter will treat the ores of
the company’s mines and such other
mines within a reasonable radius as
will be found convenient. To a Prov-
ince representative Mr. Nylin said his
company now owns 27 claims in the
vicinity of Golden and was operating
three camps which gave employment to
about 50 men,
. The cost of the new smelter gill be
in_the neighborhood of $20,000, and it
will be completed in about three months.
The smelter will be equipped to treat
silver-lead, gold and copper ores, and
while it is primarily designed to handle
the ores mined by the company, its ca-
pacity will be sufficient to treat all the
ore likely to offer within workable dis-
tance. “In fact,” said Mr. Nylin, “we
already have sufficient promise of busi-
ness from mneighboring mines to keep
the furnace busy. ‘Qur smelter will be
be run with water power, and is de-
signed to be operated with the most
careful regard to economy. We will
save, for one thing, the expense of fuel
and firemen.”

Water power for running the new
smelter will be drawn from Hospital
creek, a stream which flows in the
neighborhood.

“In connection with the smeiter site,”
continued Mr. Nylin, “we have remark-
ed a townsite called North Golden,
where 200 lots have already been sur-
veyed. Up to date our company has
expended about $45,000 on mine ex-
ploration and investment, and if things
turn out as present prospects indicate,
it is our intention to erect an aeri
tramway, at a cost of about $25,000
next spring.”

The company is also erecting a three-
story building in Golden, in which it
will conduct a store on the co-operative
pian.

One apartment of the building 1s to be
Set apart for a newspaper, to be known
as the Golden Star, which will be issued
weekly. The press has already been
purchased and paid for. The paper will
be devoted to the interests of the co-
operative miners.

Crown Prince of Siam Is Ex-
pected #n Victoria Next
Synday.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Prince Chowfa Maha Vajiravudh,
crown prince of Siam, who will be ruler
of the land of the White Elephant when
King Chulalurgkorn is gathered to his
fathers, will probably arrive on Sunday
night by the steamer Charmer, and wili
sail for the Orient en route home on
Monday night by the steamship Empress
of China.

No one has been heard trying to speak
the young man’s name since he came to
this continent. He has not told what his
father calls him or whether he has a
nickname. The one printed upon his
card may have been picked out of the
debris of an exploded type foundry or
been made of the letters on his building
‘blocks he played with when a baby. At
any rate, it is on the hotel register as
IChowfa Maha Vajiravudh.

IChowfa Maha is au fait in the man-
ners of the Occident, and can enter a
hotel with- only three members of his
bodyguard Walking beside him. He is
a highly educated young man, and his
impressions of the Occident will no
doubt be made the subject of a book—
he has already written one on_ ‘The
War of the Polish Succession.” He was
in his twelfth year when sent to Eng-
land—whence he is returning—to be edu-
cated. After studying privately, he enter-
ed the Royal Military College at Sand-
hurst, worked on an equal footing with
the other students, and at the end of the
course led his class in several subjects.
For a year after his graduation he was
attached to the Durham Light Infantry,
after which he entered Christ Church,
Oxford. He was elected president of the
International Club, and _ distinguished
himself as a student, partieularly in his-
tory. After some research he wrote a
treatise on ‘“The War of the Polish
Succession” of such value that the Ox-
ford authorities caused publication of it.
He did not take a degree, however, as
he was not a regular matriculant. When
he left the university, he took up the
study of law, devoting himself particu-
larly to international law. He has visit-
ed all of the countries of Europe, and
studied their governments, and speaks
English and French fluently..

Prince Vajiravudh is ‘an Interesting
personality only because he will probab-
ly become one of the modernized rulers
of the future. Much interest that might
otherwise attach to him, hailing as he
does from a country which is associated
with a good deal of hazy romance and
despotism, is lost when it is learned that
he has spent 10 years in KEurope getting
an education. ‘He is a little tot of roy-
alty, being only 5 feet high.

1'he Crown Prince is 22 years old, and
his country has provided several barreis
of tikals—a tikal! is worth 60 ceunts—to
give him a chance to see the world and
have his ling before he takes command
of the sacred elephant. /I'he prospective
ruler over 16,000,000 slant-eyed Celes-
tiais has the ‘*‘littlest” foot—the Victeria
girls are not in it at al.

The King’s son having had the ad-
vantages of a European education, may
not take to the marrying business as his
respected goverunor is understood to have
done. The government of the kingdom
is vested in a king, five ministers and a
flock of palace guards, and about all
there is known here about the details of
the King’s business is gleaned through
De Wolf’s comic opera. There =
somewhere in the neighborhood of 6,000,-
000 population in Siam proper; 3,000,
‘Laos, 1,000,000 Malays, and 2,000,000
Chinese in the kingdom. The Chinese
are more energetic than the Siamese.

A Siamese would rather any day get
up a cock fight or a fish fight than do a
stunt gathering rice.

The villages are governed by a head
man called Kamnan. The Siamese man-
darins do not oppress their people much,
nor do the mative chiefs, because upon
their popularity depenas their continu-
ance is office. Slavery exists to a limited
degree, the market being recruited from
the sale of offenders against the laws
who have the option of a death' penalty
or slavery. 'Girls can be sold as slaves.
The more civilized portions of the tribes
occasionally make a raid upon the wilder
aborigines on the border and capture
their women. Bangkok was established
in 1722,

The Prince is long on clothes. An ex-
tra baggage coach carried 17 trunks and
he is commonly reported to have 10 hat
boxes containing a variety of head
Dieces, from golf caps to the tower-like
proportions of the complicated Siamese
head dress of court. X

The Prince is a delightful little fellow,
has little to say as a rule, but observes
with the eye of a hawk. He is a highly
educated young man, and while traveling
is making a study of the ‘American gov-
ernment, customs, and society. He is the
tiniest and best-looking Oriental in the
lot, and is as shrewd z#s any man in the
company. During an interview he said:

**No; it is only a joke. I am not afraid
of the electric lifts, or elevators, as you
call them. I am acquainted with such
things. I did not go up in an elevator
at Pittsburg because I was not asked
to go. Some one was mistaken. I like
these high buildings. You see I am on

“I am not traveling officially now. 1
and my brother traveled together offi-
cially until we reached Boston, and then
he returned to London.

“I do not think my father will visit
America, although he has expressed a
desire to come.

‘Chowfa Maha has a manner of sitting
close to the edge of his chair, and in an
erect attitude. He does not look to be
more than 16 years old. He is a serious-
looking young fellow, for he has always
‘been a student, and is one of the most
learned persons in Siam. 'He is decided-
ly democratic. He likes big, black cigars
that would weary even an inveterate
smoker. He smokes cigarottes, and
seemed to be enjoying himself, even
while Col. Rajavallobh was executing a
Highland fling in front of the elevator
shaft and begging every one to show
him to his room. The Prince smiles in
a good-natured way while talking, al-
though he is serious.

He leaves all the trouble of the trip to
the mervous little Mr. Loftus, who .s
kept as busy as a hen with a big brood.
He is a sort of an alarm clock that
keeps the rest of the suite from falling
asleep. About every three minutes he
flashes through the room puffing for dear
life at a cigarette, and with a wonder-
whdt-I-am-to-do-next? air about him. H=
handles a corps of hotel bell boys like
a general, and speaks Siamese like a na-
tive. He has become used to engineer-
ing the royal entourage, “and knows
whose high hats are whose. He doesn’t
get the Colonel’s cigars mixed with the
still blacker ones the Prince likes, and
he knows just how sharp a crease His
Highness prefers in his trousers.

Every member of the Prince’s suite
refers all questions to Mr. Loftus. The

Prince is, of course, the central figure,
but he is not the great man of the com-

‘I.e return of the Crown Prince to
Siaw ;will undoubtedly benefit his .coun-
try, for with his British education he
will be able to do much to combat the
spoilation of Siam, now started by Eur-
ope. It is not two months since a treaty
between France and Siam was conclud-
ed at Paris, by which France takes from
Siam two provinces on. the Western
bank of the Mekong, Bassak and Melu-
prey and a semall portion of territory on
the shores of the Great Lake, in the
province of Angkor.

By this France gains what may rough-
ly by described as a triangle of land
whose base is Cambodia and its East-
ern side one hundred and twenty miles
or more of the Annam river frontier, and
a smaller triangle on the Great Lake.
Further, Siam binds herself to seek pre-
ferentially French assistance in con-
structing ports, canals, or railways in
the Mekong basin. In return Siam se-
cures the evacuation of the port of Chan-
taboon, which France has held since
1893, in accordance with the terms, as
she claims (but in defiance of them as
it seems to most fair-minded judges), of
the Franco-Siamese convention of 1893.
Siam is also to be allowed to keep troops,
but only troops of her own countrymen
and officered by Siamese, on her side of
Mekong. It is not clear whether this
implies the abolition of the ‘“neutral
zone.” If not, of course the permission
given to Siam to garrison part of her
own territory is even more farcical than
it otherwise would be. And not only is
there the question of spoilation of Siam
to be combatted, but that question be-
tween Siam and the native states of
Malaya, which seems as though it
would provoke trouble for Siam. The
rebellion of the Shans reported from
Siam is not a serious matter, being but
the rising of a few villagers in a minor
section of the kingdom.

Kaslo, Nov. 22.—(Special)—About for-
ty mine owners attended the conference
at Sandon on Thursday and kriday on
the silver-lead situation, and by their
resolutions declared in favor of protec-
tion. John Keen was eiected chairman,
Geo. Alexander, J. L. Retallack, A. C.
Garde, Henry Roy, Oscar White, G. W.
‘Hughes, Jas. Moran, M. Gurtzberger, G.
E. Zwekey and many
others, representing all the principal
mines of the Slocan, were present.

‘“This meeting of silver-lead miners is
of the opiuion that a protective tariff on
imported lead in ores, pig lead and its
products is desirable, subject to the cou-
ditions that it will be clearly shown and
assurance given that such tariff will be
of direct benefit to the silver-lead miner
rather than to the smelters and refiner-
ies.
« “We would further recommend
lead bullion, smelted and refined and
otherwise treated, in bond in foreign
countries, -be re-admitted to the Domin-
ion of Canada upon the payment of an
ad valorem duty of 15 per cent. of the
cost of smelting and reiining, corroding
or other processes of manufacturing.

“It is hereby resolved that 4 commi=-
tee of four, with power to add to this
number, be appointed to wait upon the
smelter owners and present to them the
recommendations embodied in the reso-
lutions presented by John L. Retallack
at last night’s meeting, as amended, if
possible, to obtain from them a satisfac-
tory guarantee that in the endorsement
of said resolution by an adjourned meet-
ing of this convention, the smelters’ wiil
equitably divide with the shippers any
and all benefits accruing to them n
consequence of passing of legislation on
the lines of our recommendation.

EDITH COMING HERE.

The disabled collier Edith, which has
been riding at anchor at Port Angeles
since her arrival there in distress, is
to come to Esquimalt for repairs. The
steamer’'s head is down and the pumps
of the tug Pioneer, which are of great
capacity, are just equal to the inflow
of water in their discharge. Diver
Benjamin of Victoria, has made an
examination of the steamer’s injuries.
He found one of her forward plates
badly broken and mashed in, leaving a
crack seven feet long and two feet wide.
It was decided to be necessary to dis-
charge her cargo and put the ship on
the dry dock for repairs. (Capt. Hall
recommended that one of the unchar-
tered ships lying at Angeles be secured,
the Edith’s cargo transferred to her, and
the latter sent to the government dock
at Victoria.

The cause of the strange injury to the
damaged collier remains a mystery.
‘While no shock was at any time felt
by those aboard of her, the injury found
by the diver indicates that she struck
some kind of an obstruction. Capt. Hall
is very much at a loss to explain the
matter. 'He says the damage was un-
doubtedly done after his vessel got to
seqd on Tuesday morning, and he thinks
she must have struck some submerged
but floating obstruction of sufficient
weight to cause the injury.

Horrible Conditions in Famine
8tricken Districts of South-
ern China.

Emergency Committees Are
8ending Supplies to the
Starving People.

‘As will be remembered, a short timd
ago subscriptions were collected here
for famine-stricken people of South Chi-
na, where,‘nccording to advices now re-
ceived, natives are dying from starva-
tion, aud emergency committees have
been formed in Hongkong, Shanghai,
and other large cities to forward sup-
plies of rice and other provisions, The
worst famine conditions, it is said, that
have ever been known to exist in any
part of the empire exist at the present
time, and there is no official information
to the present of the number of denths
that have taken place. The sections of
country stricken have long suffered a
continued drought. They are remote
from the Coast, and not until the stores
were almost completely exhausted was it
thought there was any real suffering or
any movement started to furnish refies.

Henry'Mohler, a tea merchant of
Shanghai, says that before he left that
Dort news was received that the ‘rice crop
has been almost an entire failure, owing
to the worst dry season that has ever
been known in that part. The year be-
fore there was very little rainfall, The
C€rops were very short, and it was then
necessary to ship rice in to the sufferers,
Howevex_', this year, according to the re-
port which we received, there has been
practically no rain at all, and the sun
has burned up the crops of many of them
before they started to mature. We have
known for several months that there
would be a rice shortage in Southern
China and in Indo-China, but did not
anticipate it to be so bad as it is.

EN RICE IS SCARCE.

The advices that have been received by
the government are to the effect that
hundreds of families have been wiped
out of existence by starvation. In some
parts, ‘it is said, enough rice cannot be
obtained from day to day to feed the
people.

There were some carttle and hogs in the
stricken district, and it is said that these
have all been killed to keep body and
soul together. Communication between
the district and the outside has not been
frequent of late, owing to the rivers be-
ing so low that boats could not get up,
and therefore the conditions have been
allowed to prevail longer than they
would have been had the boats been able
to get up and bring advices out.

The class of people who inhabit the
Southern part of the empire are not so
thrifty as those along the Coast, who
are usually seen by visitors. They real-
Iy live from hand to mouth. They grow
enough one year to keep them until the
next crop comes in. Owing to the shorte
age last year, they had nothing left over,
and therefore, when the drought struck
them, they were unable to stand it.

Peaople of this continent do not know of
the way the inhabitants in Southern
China live. 'The country is densely
populated. The crowded conditions of
the Coast cities are not a comparison
with some of the cities in the Southern
interior. In fact, they live like rats, pen-
ned up in small quarters. .

There is an unwritten Chinese law
that when one family is out of provision,
so long as the victim is not a criminal,
he js privileged to partake of the food
on his neighbor’s table. 'This was un-
doubtedly carried on in the famine dis-
trict, so that now there is no food for
anyone.

DEATH RATE INCREASING.

From Shanghai and Hongkong, from
where the first shipments of provisions
were sent, it is @ good three weeks”
journey to the famine-stricken section.
Therefore the provisions will not have
more than reached there by this time. In
that event, from the reports that ar-
rived at Shanghai, it is very probable
the death rate has been much larger
than I have any idea of.

In Tonquin, I understand, the condi-
tions are not so bad, although it will
only be a short time until they are re-
duced to dire straits. Only a part of
that section has been stricken badly.
The other part has had half a crop, and
it is being divided with the less fortun-
ate. However, it will be necessary.to
send a great deal of food stuff into the
interior this year.

I have heard it estimated that there
are at least 3,000,000 people in the three «
districts that are suffering. If this is
the case it will take a tremendous
amount of rice to tide them over. The
crop this year, in the districts where
they have had rain, js abont the same
as it has been for several years past. It
will mean that there will not be the
same Amount of rice for export there
has been in other years.

China_sells rice to this country, to
Emgland, Germany and many of the
Southern countries. However, the sup-
ply this year, owing to the conditions if
they are as bad as they -have been re-
ported, will be needed at home, and it
might be such a thing as the homn
country would not be able to care for
the distressed.

Other than the sections that I have
spoken of, China is in a flourishing con-
dition. I do not think'there will' ever
agzain be an outbreak against foreigners.
Still I have lived there long enough to
realize that no white man knows what a
‘Chinaman is turning over in his mind, if
he is not friendly.

General Cargo -at Vancouver.

. "The British &hip ~California, Capt.
Doty, which is now in the Royal Roads
has been chartered to load wheat, oats
and general cargo at Vancouver for
Sydney, Australia, The rate is ' not
stated. The California arrived 'a few'
days ago in ballast from petown
after a passage of 92 days. She is a
vessel .of 2,461 tons, )

The California will be the first sailing
vessel. to carry a cargo of wheat from
Vancouver, although much Canadian
wheat and oats has been shipped to the
Southern Continent by the Canadian-
Australian finers and by the specially
chartered ‘'steamer Foreric, which is
now en route back from Australia to
Vancouver to take out another cargq
of wheéat, oats, produce’ and genera
merchandise,

The continued drought in ‘Australia,
which was but recently. broken, has
made a great shortage of wheat, flour,
oats ‘and like foodstuffs, in Australia,
and many ships have been chartered to
carry wheat from this Coast to Sydney,
the greater number of cargoes being se-
cured at Portland and San Francisco.
At the latter port 25,000 tons-of wheat
was ordered, and ships are being taken
up to carry this large amount of grain
to the Autipodes. The contract for ship-
ping the 25,000 .tons of wheat was secur-
ed by G. W. McNear, of San Francisco,
who  have recéntly -<chartered quite a
fleet of sailers to load at Portland and
San (Francisco. .

Phoenix, B. C., Nov. 25.—~(Special.)—
At tpe Snowshoe mine, in this camp,
many improvements are still being
made, while, at the same time, the prop-

the two Bounaary (reek smelters. The
new ore bins, calculated to held about
3,000 tons, are now actively: under. con-
struction, and will be finished in time to
be used when the mine increases its
present, average output of ore, which is
now about 200 tons daily. The ore bins
are located on the new 1, foot side-
track recently put in for the use of the
mine by the C. P. R. Work is also
going on in connection with the new
gellows frame, to be 55 feet high, over
the main shaft, where the 150-horse
power electric hoist will soon be ‘erect-
ed. The house that will ‘enclose the
hoist engine will be 25x35 feet in size,
and in making excavations for the en-
gine -house considerable ore of a good
quality' was taken out. Altogether close
to 200,000 feet of lumber will be used
in the improvements now under way at
the Snowshoe. :

At present there are 70 7men on the
payroll of the Snowshoe, a. number be-
ing employed on the improvements, but
the force may be increased when the
shipments are doubled up, some time in
the near future—when the smelters can
handle more ore. So far this year the
Snowshoe has  shipped about 15,000
tons of ore, and the output for 1902
will doubtless be 20,000 tons. Last
year the entire output was but 1,731
tons, as the mine was only shipping oc-
casi ¥e - Y
Three shifts of mjn@rs are employed
in the work of deepening the main shaft
of the Snowshoe, a depth. of 385 feet
having now been attained, (it being the
intention to sink to the 4({) foot level
at the present.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office, Novem-
ber 19 to 25, 1902. .

During the first four days of the
'week the weather was remarkably dry
along the Coast from Vancouver Is.-
and to Oregon. ‘On the Northern Coast
of this province and in California con-
s}dgral}]e rain fell. The absence of pre-
cipitation was due to the hovering of an
extensive high barometer area over
Southern British Columbia and the
state of Washington, thereby causing a
prevalence of dry off-shore winds in this
vicinity. Upon Sunday, 23th inst., this
high area siowly moved Southeast, giv-
ing place to a storm area from the Pa-
cific, the centre of which during the
day crossed Northern British Colum-
bia_to Alberta., This disturbance caused
high Southerly to Westerly winds aud
rain on the Coast and Straits of Fuca
and Georgia, and by Monday night a
snowfall in. Cariboo amounting to 5
inches. Another high barometer area
then spread rapidly inland from the Pa-
cific, causing a brief fair spell, which
in turn gave place to lower pressure on
tthe Coast, and by the close of the week
to unsettled, mild and rainy weather.
The weather has been generally fine and
mild in Kootenay, while in Cariboo snow
fell upon two days, amounting to 6
inches. »

The temperatures in the Yukon have
been moderate, the lowest being 12 be-
low zero and the highest 12 above.

! In the Territories and Manitoba the
jweather has been for the most. part
mild, the temperature often rising to 40
or 50 degrees. The lost two days were|
the coldest, when the temperature fell
to zero at most stations and light snow-
falls were general.
