The renewal of terrorism-on a
S large scale has greatly intensi-|

fied the hostility of the ruling classes
against the Jews, who long have been
regarded as the brains of the revolu-
tion, and it is believed has cerrespond-
ingly diminished the chances of the
Jews obtaining, moré than nominal en-
largement of their rights,

Every official report of an assassina-
tion or other crime emphasizes the role
played in it by Jaws, and the past
week saw the launching of two parties:
“The National” at St. Petersburg, and
“The Russian Popular party” at Mos-
cow, the principal planks ' in whose
platforms are for-the exclusion of Jews
from all political activity and from ser-
vice in the army, the latter to be com-
muted as in the cases of Tartars and
Finns, for a mohey consideration. The
Moscow organization flatly propeses to
rid the country of Jews by endorsing
the Zionists’ movemeént #nd urging the
government to assist in the work of ex-

pulsian. A

After carefol. investigation by the pro-
moters it is believed that the proposi-
tion will be-a thoroughly profitable one.
: In-Vancouver alone there are now six
vessels engsged in the halibut fisheries,
there are two from Tacoma and one
from Seattle; all of which ” have te
come to Napaimo for bait. Of sailing
craft there are fifty from Puget sound
alone that are using Nanaimo herring for
this purpose. The export law does not
allow the shipment of herring for this
purpose. TFish can be exported only
where caught in a 21-2 inch mesh net,
the herring used for bait are caught in
a net having 1 1-4 inch mesh net.

Up to the present time salted herring
having been used by the halibut fleet, Re-
peated trigls by fshermen prove that
salt fish ave mot good for bait. To get
the best results fresh fish must be used
and it is yrith this object in view that
the Jocal mien are about to’establish the
cold storage where fresh herring can be
supplied in any quantity to the fleet at
any time.  ‘The Nanaimo herring are
unsurpassed for bait purposes and the
selling to vessels of all nationalities is
notprohibited. :

Under such conditions a cold storage
plant can ly the entire Pacific, Coast
fiéet. At the present about 1,000 tons
are used per season, each vessel averag-
ing ‘about 1,000 barrels during the year.
Magager G. Starrett, of the New Eng-
land ‘Fish company, of Vancouver, is
one of those interested in the formation
of the new eompany.

The Dominion government will also
aid the project as on the Atlantic coast,
wheré a bonus is allowed of one-half of
the cost of building of similar plants
and pay A bonus of about $5 per ton
for all fish supplied for bait.

v MENTALITY OF ANIMALS.
An Interesting . Address by ' Ernest
Seton- Thompeon at Winnipeg.

‘Boys and girls "BF all sizes and ages
were held spellbound in the lecture hall
of the-Carnegie library Saturday even-
ing. while Ernest Seton Thompson talked
in his inimitable*style of various ani:

mals, especially wolves, . illustrating
tlulr. .mental.eapacities,. habits and in-
stincts says the Winnipeg Free Press.
Attorney General Campbell took the
chair,

- The lecwrer thanked the Natural His-
tory society for giving him this oppor-
tunity of meeting so ‘many friends. The
society gvas young in years, he said,
~and not so well known as it ought to
beé; but~he looked forward to its de-
‘velopment until it would number thou-
sands of members. The best title of his
address would be “The Mentality of
Animals,” He proposed to give very lit-
tle theory, but rather concrete illustra-
tions. There were two classes of natur-
alists who were doing all they could to
kill each other over this question. The
one .class hold ‘to the old-fashioned’ ex-
tréme' idea; that animals are born with
hide’ bound’ instincts and so continue
_ without change; tlie others hold that an
animal has the -power of reason and that
everything’it knows it-has to be taught
hy its parents, friends and companions;
i other words must go to school for edu-
cation.. Both of these views are extreme
and, therefore, wrong, but there is some
truth in each. The difference between
man, and animals is one of degree, not
of kind. In proceeding to give flustra-
tions showing how animals can ‘chanze
to meet new surroundings, the ,]ectnrer
_said he had all his life lived amongst
“wolves” whenever he could.” "He had
been a wolf hunter and last' September
and October he spent three weeks with
wolves around him every nighf. He
characterized the wolf generally as sim-
ply a big wild dog. England was cleaned
of wolves 600 years ago and Scotland
175 years ago; but on the continent they
are still .in every land where there is
enough country—tlmt is everywhere ex-
cept Holland and parts of Belgium. He
could give the names of fifty remark-
able wolves, but he would tell about
one or two only.. He gave at some
length the account. of a giant wolf in
France wluch cleaned out : large dis-
tricts by inspiring fear -and killing many
people, until an appeal_was made to the
king who ordered. prayer to be offered
in all churches and offered a bounty of
£5,000 in gold and called on his whole
standing army of 20,000 men, W ho took
six weeks to accomplish the destruction
of the beast on September 15th, 1764.
Many wolves were slaughtered in _North
America in 1885-6-7 until in 1888-89.
they became so scarce that ~mrcelv a
grey wolf was to be seen; but since
1889 they have been steadily increasing,
and now they are more plentiful that
they were .twenty-five years ago. The
wolf is regarded by the Indians as an
ideal scout—he sees everything ~and no-
body sees him. The speaker illustrated
the ‘various calls by which the wolf uses
its voice in communication with others.
There are about half a dozen of these

calls.
