Description of the 650,000 Building Sow 
Going Up in Hnrbord-street.

The Harbord-street Collegiate Institnte, 
which is now being built, will be one of the 
finest school buildings in Ontario. Work 
was begun on it about six weeks ago, and it 
has already been advanced as far as the first 
floor.

The new building will have a total front­
age of 206 feet by 66 feet deep, and also a 
centre wing, to the rear, of 52 feet by 41 feet. 
The main entrances will be in the centre of 
the front of the building, under the large 
tower. On either side of the entrance ball 
will be the principal’s room and reception- 
room.

On the ground floor will be six large class 
rooms, having each a floor area of from 800 
to 1000 feet. The two larger rooms in the 
rear wing are to be fitted up 
physical laboratories, with large store rooms 
and dark rooms in connection.

Separate entrance doorways for boys and 
girls are also in the main front, and separate 
exits from each end of the building.

The upper floor will be reached by two 
large and easy stairways; it will contain the 
library in the tower, over the entrance 
vestibule, and on either sicte there will be 
rooms for the teachers.

The assembly room will occupy the upper 
portion of the rear centre wing, and will be- 
capable of Seating about 600 scholars. There 
will also be on this floor six large class 
rooms, of the same size as those of the ground 
floor. Spacious hat and cloak rooms will be 
provided on each floor for the scholars, and 
also separate toilet rooms for the teachers.

The basement will be principally taken up 
with the heating and ventilating apparatus, 
and lavatories and luncheon rooms for the 
scholars.

Immediately in rear of the building will be 
the gymnasium, 30 feet long by 40 feet wid e,t 
having separate entrances for the boys and 
girls, by covered corridors leading from the 
school building. The caretaker’s lodge will 
be on the northeast corner of the site.

The buildings will have stone foundations, 
and square dressed Credit Valley stone work 
from the grade line to the level of the ground 
floor. The rest of the building will be built 
with selected Carlton.brick, having cut stone 
and iron trimmings.

The total cost will be $50,000. Messrs. 
Knox, Elliott & Jarvis are the architects.

The Dangers of superficial inmcation.
Prof. Maurice Hutton of Toronto University de­

livered an interesting lecture at St. George’s 
schoolroom last night on ‘ Phases of Roman Life 
and Literature under Ctesar.” The lecture was 
an instructive comparison of those times with 
the present age. Prof. Hutton pointed out that 
we have the same triumphs, the same dangers, 
the same problems, the same material prosperity 
and the same glories of mechanical ingenuity, 
many of our modern inventions only being dis­
covered for the second time. There is the same 
tendency to worship knowledge irrespective of 
its quality, not only to the detriment of good 
sense, but to the danger of humanity. There is 
»he same worship of mere beauty of style and 
sensuousness which gives us a whole school of 
poets, Swinburne. RosettL and William Morris, as 
artificial antiquarian and merely 
Propertius and not less unhealthy and morbid. 
There is the danger of that same feverishness of 
life, uncertainty of aim and all the other perils 
attendant upon a gigantic diffusion of ill-digested 
knowledge on I superficial education which we 
have heard Lucretius describe, and on which the 
philosopher Seneca dwells no less en mostly.

Death Before Imprisonment.

The Financial Situation.
The shrinkage of failures down to about their 

usual volume is accepted as very direct evidence 
that in trade circles affairs are fast returning to 
a normal condition, say Henry Clews & Co. in 
their weekly financial review, and that the injury 
to the commercial class arising from the crisis 
has not been so radical as to very seriously 
interfere with the spring trade. Again, we have 
evidently reached an advanced stage of recoyery 
in credit circl-s. Banks are abating their late 
extreme caution and foresee a probab e early 
abundance of money, which is inducing them to 
give more encouragement to borrowers, fheir 
attitude towards Wall-street bouses is more 
liberal, and there is no difficulty in getting money 
on four to eight months, upon good collaterals, 
at 5* to 6 per cent., which removes the late im­
portant obstacle to stock houses encouraging 
large operations.

It is mainly from reasons of the above charac­
ter that prices have been steadily creeping up 
during the two last weeks. The improvement has 
<txtended to corporate bonds as well as to stocks. 
A few weeks ago, the prices of a large mass of 
railroad bonds ranged at figures that would yield 
about 6 per cent, to the buyer: the subsequent 
rise bas put them upon a 5 per cent, basis. This 
recoveiy in mortgage .in vest men 
foundation for a corresponding improveme 
the stocks of the same corporations, which, 
ever has as yet been only partially realized, and 
therefore leaves a legitimate margin for future
a<Tbe sflver faction in Congress, unsatisfied with 
the large concessions to its demands made last 
summer, now as.xs for everything that could by 
possibility be granted—the free coinage of silver 
up to the full limit „of the United States produc­
tion: and it is by nô means certain that a major­
ity in Congress will not be procured for the 
proposal. Such a law, if allowed to ran for a 
few years, could hardly fail to drive gold out of 
the country and put it at a premium, leaving our 
entire paper currency (excepting gold certifi­
cates ) convertible iuto a depreciated silver legal 
tender. Opinions can differ only as to when that 
result might come; the ultimate consequence is 
inevitable. The adoption of the bill therefore 
would be likely to have an immediate effect upon 
all long-dated obligations not made payable 
specially in gold, and thus might make gold itself 
a subject ot speculation much sooner than is now 
anticipated.
