After a speech by Sir C. Rivsrs-Wilson, 

a member of the British delegation, Mr. 
Rothschild announced that he withdrew 
his scheme from further consideration of 
the conference.

Sir C. Riyers*Wilson said his views were 
entirely "shared by Sir C. Fremantle, De­
puty Master of the British Mint. He said:

We believe that all the governments who 
have sent delegates here recognize the pre­
sence of a great danger, otherwise our pre­
sence here is notjustified. A note of warning 
has reached us from Americ», and to say 
the least it is doubtful whethei the Ameri­
can povemment can continue indefinitely 
the gigantic efforts which it has fruitlessly 
made so many years to maintain and raise 
the price of silver. We need not 
enquire whether the policy whhh 
governed the currency legislation ot the 
great Republic was wise in conception, bnt 
it cannot be denied that it has not realized 
expectations and is greatly the cause of 
our present position.

Pei-ile of the Sit nation.
“In any case the suspension of American 

stiver purchases has become a practical 
question of the day, and if it occurred 
might lead to the suspension of coinage in 
India. Naturally our instructions require 
us, before concluding that matters must be 
left as they are,to examine with the greatest 
care any plan submitted for the purpose of ex­
tending the monetary use ot silver. We have 
thus far studied only the Rothschild and 
Levi plans and are willing to admit that 
the adoption of either or both would not be 
incompatible with our principle.

“Another plan may, however, be formu­
lated and approved by the conference, and 
if it does not conflict with the principles we 
have laid down it will receive serious con­
sideration from the British Government,”

James B. McCreary of the American 
delegation proceeded to pointent the difficul­
ties and perils of the existing situation. He 
said that whatever was the cause the fact 
remained that .a remedy was imperatively 
needed. He appreciated the attention 
which Mr. de Rothschild had given to the 
important-business of the conference, but 
he could not support the Rothschild plan.

“I cannot admit,” he Said, “that it is 
just the proper remedy for America to con­
tinue to purchase 54,000,000 ounces of 
silver annually at a price not to exceed 100 
cents on the dollar on condition that the 
European powers make yearly purchases to 
the amount of £5,000,000 for fits years at a 
price not to exceed 43 pence per ounce, 
and that if silver should rise above that 
price purchase be immediately suspended. I 
cannot see why we in America should be 
required to pay 100 cents on the dollar, if 
necessary, while the European powers p<y 
only 73 cents on the dollar. It seems an 
unequal distribution that we eh<mM be ex­
acted to purchase twice as much silver as 
Europe.

mInternational Relations.
“During the past year a suggestion was 

received through the British Minister that 
the Canadian Government would like to 
confer as to the possibility of enlarging 

^ upon terms of mutual advantage the Com­
mercial Exchanges of Canada, and the 
United States, and a conference was held 
at Washington, with Mr. Blaine acting for 
this Government, and the British Minister 
at the Capital and three members of the 
Dominion Cabinet acting as commissioners 
on the part of Great Britain.

The conference developed the fact that 
the Canadian Government was only prepar­
ed to offer to the United States,in exchange 
for the concessions asked, the admission of 
natural products. The statement was 
frankly made that favored rates could not 
be given to the United States as agaihst the 
Mother Country.

This admission, which was foreseen, ne­
cessarily terminated the conferee upon 
the question. The benefits of an exchange 
of natural products would be almost wholly 
with the people of Canada.

Some other topics of interest were con­
sidered in the conference, and have resulted 
in the making of a convention for examin­
ing the Alaska boundary and the waters of 
Passamaquoddy Bay, adjacent to Éasfcport, 
Me., in the initiation of an arrangement for 
the probation of fish in the coterminous 
and neighboring waters ef our northern 
border.

TÉe controversy as to tolls on the Wel­
land Canal, which was presented to Canada 
at the last session by special message,having 
failed of adjustment, I felt constrained to 
exercise the authority conferred by the act 
of July 26, 189*2,ami to proclaim suspension 
of the free use of St. Mary's Falls Canal to 
cargoes in transit to Canada.

The Secretary of the Treasury estab­
lished such tolls as were thought to be 
equivalent to the exactions unjustly levied 
upon our commerce in Canadian canals.

If, as we must suppose, the political re­
lations of Canada and the-disposition of the 
Canadian Government are to remain un­
changed, a somewhat radical revision of 
our trade relations should, I think, be 
made. Our relations must be intimate, 
and they should be friendly.

Dislikes Canada's Protests.
I regret to say, however, that in many 

of the controversies, notably those as to 
the fisheries on the Atlantic, the sealing in­
terests od the Pacific and the canal tolls, 
our negotiations with Great Britain have 
continuously been thwarted or retarded by 
unreasonable and unfriendly objections and 
protests from Canada. In the matter of 
the canal toils, our treaty rights were 
flagrantly disregarded.

It is hardly too much to say that the 
Canadian Pacific and other railway lines 
which parallel our northern be undaries are 
sustained by commerce, having either its 
origin or terminus, or both, in the United 
States. Canadian railroads compete with 

* those of the United States for our traffic
and without the restraints of the Interstate 
Commerce Act. The cars pass almost 
without detention into and out of our terri­
tory. The Canadian Pacific Railway
brought into the United States from China 

J v | and Japan, via British Columbia, during 
the year ended June 30, 1892,
24,036,689 pounds of freight and it carried 
From the United States to be shipped to 
China and Japan, via British Columbia, 
24,068,346 pounds of freight..— There were 

„ fclso shipped from the United States over 
this road from eastern ports of the United 
States to our Pacific ports during the same 
gear 13,912,073 pounds of freight, and there 
vere received over this road at the United 
States eastern ports, from ports on the 
Pacific coast, 13,293,315 pounds of freight.

Referring to the silver bullion law he said 
that the law was not entirely satisfactory 
to either party, and in support of his 
statement he quoted from the plat­
forms adopted by the Minneapolis 
and Chicago conventions. For himself he 
believed that the Silver Act of 1890 would 
be repealed, if not at the present session of 
Congress certainly at the next. He be­
lieved that the product of the silver mines 
had reached its maximum in America and 
perhaps in the whole world.

The supply of gold had increased propor­
tionately more than silver. During the 
last 44 years silver had fluctuated less than 
gold had, compared with the price of com­
modities. The owners and holders of 
money bonds and mortgages 
directly interested in reducing the volume 
of money, because that increased 
the purchasing power of their money or its 
equivalent. But the interests of the far­
mer, laborer and producer demanded a con­
stantly increasing volume of money,because 
the rate of such increase regulated* the price 
of property and the wages of laborers. In 
concluding Mr. McCreary said:

“I believe the best aim of the conference 
to be the general remonetization of silver 
and the unrestricted coinage of gold and 
silver into money of debt-paying power, 
with a permanent international ratio of 15^ 
or 16 tol, and 1 prefer the latter. This,in 
ifûy opinion^Ja^a system that would 'give 
linitjnuxdllfability to the value of money 
and would furnish the best remedy for the 
existing evils from which all civilized na­
tions die suffering.”

THE ROOT CROP.

Satisfactory Yield at the Central Experi­
mental Farm.

Ottawa, Dec. 6.—The root crop at the 
Central Experimental Farm this year has 
been highly satisfactory, the total quantity 
taken off 18 acres being 246 tons. Of this 
126 tons were carrots, which ran as high as 
25 and 27 tons to the acre. Yellow globe 
and red mangolds also did well, running 
from 20 to 26 tons to the acre, while one 
part of the field, about 40 feet square, on 
which a manure heap had stood, yielded at 
the rate of 40 tons to the acre, showing the 
value of manuring this vegetable.

Sugar beets also did very well, averaging 
from 15 to 23| tons to the acre.

We have no reason to despair in 
Canada; we have every facility to build up a 
country and make a great nation. With 
the new Government there will be 
no pandering to our neighbors. The 
interests of Canada and Canada alone will 
be studied." Continuing, he said: “I have 
striven to be a representative of the whole of 
West York and never to further selfish am­
bitions of my own. You have had confi­
dence in me in the past, and it in the future 
you are inclined to criticize my acts I would 
ask you to hold your judgment in abeyance 
till the question is finally settled.”

The Member for East York.
Mr. W. F. Maclean, member for the sister 

riding of East York, was the next to address 
the meeting. He was glad the association 
had pat itself on record as endorsing the 
new Administration. The men who compos­
ed it were all sound on the Canadian ques­
tion. They had been trained in the art of 
government by Sir John A. Macdonald, and 
so could not but have faith in tbe 
future of Canada. There was no danger bat 
that they would one and all devote their best 
abilities to carry out tine policy of the depart­
ed chieftain.

ONE-FIFTH BAY WATER.

lhii Is the Percentage of she City’s Water 
Supply.

Dr. À. R. Pyne has furnished his analysis 
ef the three samples of city water procured 
Not. 25. The result cannot be gratifying to 
the citizens, the doctor claiming that one- 
fifth of the water supply is procured from 
the bay.

The samples were taken from the intake 
pipe, the pumping well and the slip east of 
the well. He says:

“On comparing the results of these three 
analyses, in my opinion, there is but one 

elusion to be arrived at, viz. : That there 
is an enormous amount of water from the 
bay finding ingrbss Into our water supply, 
highly contaminating it I venture it as an 
opinion that the water as at present supplied 
to the citizens can contain but little less than 
30 per cent bay water. This opinion is leased 
upon tqe quantities of impurities occvwring 
in the three analyses above." 1

Yorkshire Farmers and Protection.
The Yorkshire Union of Agricultural Clubs 

and Chambers of Agriculture has passed 
the following resolution by 19 votes to 10:

That this meeting being impressed by the 
fact that the increasing contraction of the 
area devoted to the production of home­
grown corn, and the consequent increasing 
dependence of the people upon foreign food 
supplies, which are liable to be cut off in the 
event of war, is a source of national weak­
ness and danger, is of opinion that the stabil­
ity and safety of the nation urgently requires 
that such undue contractions of the national 
corn-growing area should be stopped by the 
adoption of such protective import duties on 
foreign corn, or the granting of such boun­
ties on home-grown com as shall be sufficient 
to make the production of oorn a remunera­
tive national industry.
