His foot slipped just as he attempted to 
spring from the journal to the step so as 
to facilitate the making of a coupling, 
and as a consequence W. Hart, a Grand 
Trunk freight brakeman, who runs out of 
Sarnia Tunnel, was instantly killed at 
Wyoming Wednesday moruing about 
half past eight o’clock.

Oar 
King, and the Viceroy of India, have 
cabled their sincerest sympathy to 
relatives and friends of all who have 
lost their lives in the sad calamity.

The disaster recalls an even more 
terrible one—the Tay Bridge Scotland, 
It was on Sunday evening, ,Dee. 28th,

| train was passing over it, it fell, 
About 90 persons perbhed. The
whole train plunged into the Tye. In 
vestigation resulted in a verdict that 
“the bridge was badly designed, badly 
constructed, and badly maintained”.

Will Raise Prices.
In view of the probable shortage in 

the honey production this year the 
Honey Crop Committee of the Ontario 
Beekeeper's Association decided upon 
an increase in prices. Comb honey 
will be very scarce, it is said, the 
first «rade bringing $2.50 to $2.75 
and the second grade $1.75 to $2.25. 
Reports indicated that fully fifty per 
cent of the bees throughout the county 
perished during last winter. In some 
places the honey flow has been poor 
making the crop practically nothing. 
On the whole, it will be considerably 
less than last season.

Canadian Apples in Britain.

Mr. J. H. Jackson, Canadian com­
mercial agent ior the Leeds and Hull 
district of England in his latest re­
port treats of the fruit trade prospecta 
and pronounces them to be excellent 
The northwest of England he regards 
as a very promising market, and the 
local fruit dealers are just as anxious 
to become connected with reputable 
importing firms. Canadian apples,
Mr. Jackson declares have attained 
such fame in the British market, that 
a shipper has only to make regular 
shipments and maintain a uniform, 
standard of quality to eusure, not ope 
year’s, but many years’ trade.

How good a field this district offers 
is evident from the information sup­
plied by the commercial agent regard­
ing the City of Hull. Its weekly 
market market is attended by buyers 
from all parts of the northeast of 
England, and over 150,000 barrels of 
imported apples were sold in Hull 
last year. Home of the larger fruit 
importers regularly dispose of between 
6000 and 10,000 barrels per week. 
Direct steamer service is now avail- j the 
able from Montreal to Hull, and as 
Australia also has direct connection,
Mr. Jackson says Canadian shippers 
-will have to look to their laurels to 
maintain the lead.—World.

The average Ontario farmer does 
not worry very much over the prob­
lems of good chemistry or such de­
tails as the requisite amount of hydro­
carbons or proteid in bread. But he 
is vitally interested in those problems 
that effect the market for his products 
and the cost of living.

There seems t> be little relation be­
tween 'the loaf on the table and the 
markets of the Province. There is a 
close relation, however—because of 
the fact that individuals all over On­
tario insist on buying Western flour 
thinking it the best because it has ■ 
been so extensively advertised. This 
taken in the aggregate, has caused the 
decline in the demand for Ontario 
wheat and the building up of the 
West at the expense of Ontario farm­
ers and millers.

That the market has been largely 
lost and that feed is dear cannot be 
disputed, but what is vastly mere im­
portant to the farming community of 
Ontario is the signal - tuccess of 
Ontario millers in driving out Wes­
tern competition in the Maritime mar­
kets. People in Ontario eat bread 
made from Western flour. People in 
the Maritime Provinces prefer what is 
known as Ontario blended flour, and 
the effect of this demand is already 
felt by those millers who make a spec­
ialty of the new flour.

The exploitation and discovery of 
fact that just enough Western 

flour needs to be added to the richly 
flavored, but weaker flour of Ontario, 
to make the best and most nourishing 
bread in the world, spells opportunity 
for Ontario frrmers. They cannot af­
ford to neglect this latest move to re­
gain the home market, and the soon­
er they realize that it is financial folly 
to encourage Western industry at the 
expense of their own bank accounts, 
and insist on buying only flour milled 
in Ontario, the sooner will such a de­
mand be-created for Ontario blended 
flours, that millions of money will re­
main in Ontario, to benefit the wheat 
growers and stockmen of this province,

Terrible Accident at Quebec.

Per­
haps the most original excuse of all, 
though, was that offered by the man who 
said that he had milked early in the 
morning when there was frost in the pail, 
and that later it had thawed out causing 
the milk to become adulterated. The 
latter offender was fined $50.

OF TOWNSHIP OF WARWICK-

A By-law to provide for drainage work in 
the Township of Warwick in the County 
of Lambfcon, and for borrowing on the 
credit ot the municipality the sum of 
Eight Hundred and Fifty-Five Dollars, 
the portion to be contributed by the said 
municipality for completing the same. 
Provisionally adopted the 2nd day of 
September, 1907.

Whereas, Duncan McGill, one ot the 
parties interested in and assessed for the 
construction of the Higgins Local Drain, 
has petitioned the Council of the said Town­
ship of Warwick to have the said drain 
cleaned out ar.d put in a proper state of 
repair.

And whereas, thereupon the said Council 
has procured an examination to be made by 
C. A. Jones, neing a person competent for 
such purpose, of the said area proposed to 
be drained and the means suggested for the 
drainage thereof, and of other lands and 
roads liable to assessment under the Muni­
cipal Drainage Act, and- has also procured 
plans, specifications and estimates of the 
drainage work to be made by the said C. A. 
Jones, and an assessment to be made by 
him of the lands and roads to be benefited 
by such drainage work and of other lands 
and roads liable for contribution thereto, 
stating as nearly as he can the proportion 
of benefit, outlet liability and injuring 
liability, which in bis opinion will be de­
rived or incurred in consequence of such 
drainage work, by every road and lot or 
portion of lot, the said assessment so made 
being the assessment thereinafter by this 
By-law enacted to be assessed and levied 
upon the roads and lots or parts of lots 
hereinafter in that behalf specially set forth 
and described ; and the report of the said 
C. A. Jones in respect thereof and of the 
said drainage work being as follows :—

To the Mudicipal Council, Township of Warwick.

Gbxtlkmbn In compliance with instructions 
received from your Honorable Body I have made an 
examination of the Higgins Drain, lots 2 to 11, con­
cession 0, d. E. R., of your Township and find the 
same considerably out of repair, more particularly 
the portion on the west yx and east % lot 0, where it 
is evidently tramped in more than elsewhere by 
cattle pasturing on these lots.

I would recommend that it be repaired from the 
centre of lot 11 to its junction on lot 2. with the 
McGill or Townline Drain, though the work on lot 
2 will merely be removing the drift wood that has 
collected in it on this lot. The work across lot 3, 
particularly the west half will also be veryt fight, 
consisting principally of levelling the bottom and 
making it an even grade.

I have staked out and levelled the proposed work 
in stations of 2 chains or 8 rods each, commencing 
with stake 10 at or near the line between the east 
and west halves of lot No. 11, the portions from st 0 
ta 10 on the east A of said lot being in my opinion 
deep enough and wide enough as it now is.

The bottom width will be 4 ft. from the head to 
st 100, which is 44 rods east of the 6-7 side road and 
from st 160 to the outlet it will be 6 it. This is 1 ft. 
wider than when last repaired but as it can be made 
this width now without interfering with the sides 
and yet making the side slopes Ï horizontal to 1 
vertical I deemed it advisable to do so.

HORSE BREEDING IK ONTARIO-
Report of Inspectors Who Made Spec 

îal investigations.
The report of the inspectors appointed 

by the government to make a special in­
vestigation into horse-breeding m Ontario 
has been published by the department of 
agriculture, and is now ready for distri­
bution. It is largely statistical, and gives 
at considerable length details of the work 
of the commissioners in every county in 
the province. Opinions gathered in in­
terviews with private individuals and at 
public meetings as to what should be 
done to improve the breed of horses are 
included. In all the counties the con­
census of opinion was in favor of stallions 
being licensed and registered, and the 
inspectors in their reports favor the pass­
ing of an act to that effect. In many 
counties the horses were not of a good 
class and one cause of the determination 
of the breeds was held to be the syndicat­
ing system of buying and deallrig in so- 
called first-class animals for breeding 
purposes. At a number of the public 
meetings held it was urged that more 
attention should be given at farmers’ in­
stitute meetings to the question of im­
proving the quality of provincial bred 
horses.

Toronto Urowmg.

It is estimated that at the same rate of 
assessment growth in wards 4, 5 and 6, as 
has been shown in the first three wards of 
the city, the total assessment will show an 
increase of more than $2,000,000 over last 
year. At 18§ mills, would mean about 
$370,000 added to the city’s revenue from 
taxes. If the population increases on the 
same scale the increase this year will be 
more than 18,000

LOCAL OR OTHERWISE
The wages offering farm help in the 

West are from $35 to $45 for experienced 
men. and for inexperienced $25 to $30.

There is a great falling off this season 
ip the number of young men who are 
joining the harvesters’ excursions to the 
West.

The woman who made a pound of but­
ter from the cream of a joke, and a cheese 
from the miik of human kindness, has 
since washed the close of a year and hung 
’em on a bee-line.

A stalk of corn brought in by Mr, R. 
M. Brown, who lives about one mile west 
of the village, measures 11 feet, 6ÿ£ 
inches. This is the longest corn that has 
been brought into the town this season. - 

It is probable that the bye-elections to 
fill vacancies in the house of Commons 
will be held about the middle of Septem­
ber, probably on thè^iSth or 19th. Nom­
inations will be a week eylier. There 
are four vacancies, including London.

The wholesale price of all large sizes 
of coal has advanced ten cents per ton in 
London and elsewhere... This however, is 
only the usual monthly advance in the 
wholesale price of coal throughout the 
summer. 4

The Michigan Central railroad has is­
sued special instructions in regard to the 
handling of explosives. Every trainman 
has been supplied with printed orders as 
to the care he must exercise in the hand­
ling of tdynamite, nitro-glycerine and 
commodities of the kind. The document 
is voluminous ahd the men are kicking 
because it states that any slip in the or­
ders will mean instant dismissal from the 
service.

This is the time of the year when a 
sentimental mother appears at the school 
house with her sissy boy and tells the 
teacher that he is very high spirited, and 
must not be whipped, that he can be 
ruled by kindness and kisses. And this 
is the time of the year when the boys in 
school make note of what the mother 
says, and resolves to thump the sissy boy 
as soon as they catch him on the play 
ground.

The rule so generally observed by the 
railroads of burning the old ties as soon 
as they have been replaced by new ones, 
was promulgated some years ago. An 
accident occurred on the Great Northern 
railroad several years ago and it was 
afterwards proven that it was due to the 
presence of rotten ties found beside the 
track which had been previously replaced 
by new ones. Since then it has been the 
custom to burn all ties as soon as they 
have been replaced by new ones despite 
the requests of needy persons to use them 
as fuel.

-A form of farmers’ co-operation that 
has been tried for several years, in various 
parts of the country, is what is known ot 
the .syndicate threshing outfit. A num­
ber of farmers, sometimes 10, oftener 20, 
join together and buy a threshing outfit 
with latest improvements. - These farmers 
meet and elect their officers who hire the 
men necessary to operate the machine. 
iOutside farmers are charged for all the 
work they do at the regular rates. And 
each member of the symdicate is also 
charged for regular day rate. At the end 
ot the season the shareholders meet and 
the books are closed. After all expenses 
of operation are paid and such payments 
as are due on the machinery the balance 
goes in the form of a dividend upon the 
slock.

The thirteenth annual convention of 
the Sarnia District Epworth League and 
Sunday School will be held at Wyoming 
on Sept. 19 and 20. Over 800 programs 
for the event have just been issued. 
To the credit of the Sarnia Dis­
trict they send a missionary to China 
—the Bev. Mr. Jolliffe. Each church is 
entitled to send two delegates who will 
represent both League and Sabbath 
School. Rev. E. W. Edwards, of this 
place, is conference representative and he 
is doing his utmost to make his conven­
tion the banner due. Mr. Edwards is 
also on the program for Friday morning 
from 11.20 to 11.40 on “Relationship of 
Leaque and Sunday School to Local Op­
tion.’’

The report for the lunatic asylums for 
the Province of Ontario for 1906 gives the 
following statistics regarding the London 
asylum :—There were 1,090 persons there 
last year, 527 females and 563 females, of 
whom 20 were discharged as cured and 6 
improved. The total admissions since the 
opening of tne institution were 5,261 of 
whom 1,359 were Methodist, 1,294 Pres- 
bpterion, 995 Episcopalians, 907 Catho­
lics, 460 Baptists, 46 infidels and the 
balance of other denominations. In 
nationalties, 3,230 were Canadians, 718 
Irish, 663 English, 429 Scotch. Heredity, 
business troubles, worry and intemper­
ance are given as causes of their insanity 
and between 40 and 50 years of age are 
most frequent admissions.

Exporters are practically not to be had, 
and the class of cattle that are being 
sent over to the old country markets are 
our good butcher cattle, costing about $4 50 
to $4.75 a cwt. and weighing about 1,200 
pounds.

The fact ot the matter is, there are no 
cattle in the country, and as the farmer 
reads that good prices are to be obtained 
for good cattle, he says to himself that he 
has just the kind of cattle that they want, 
and sends them m and everybody is doing 
the same.

MY IMPRESSION OF THE BRITISH 
ISLES.

In my former letter I endeavored to 
describe the manner in which the first 
few weeks, spent in the motbeiland, had 
impressed me, ‘ and now after spending 
more than two months here, I would like 
to give you some description of a tew of 
the places I have visited. The “Emerald 
Isle” has some of the most beautiful 
scenery in the world. The Killarney 
lakes and their surroundings can scarcely 
be surpassed in their grandeur.

Is it any wonder that poets and artists 
love this beautiful spot. To see it for

forty
and two hundred south-west ot Dublin. 
There are three lakes here, strung on a 
crooked, connecting stream, like jewels 
on a ribbon. The upper lake, the small­
est of the three, holds eight little islands 
in its arms and is itself protected by the 
surrounding mountains. The scene is 
endlessly varied, with all the coquettish, 
alluring curves where the shores appear 
and disappear and come in sight again. 
The rocks and hills and streams, all 
around here are thick with old legends of 
giants and fairies, and many tourists, 
evjen in this modern age look for the 
queer “little people” who dwell in this 
enchanted laud. We * must say only a 
word or two about Blarney Castle. Who 
has not heard of the Blarney stone ? The 
stone is set in the castle wall away up in 
the north-east angle of the tower, several 
feet below the battlement, an inscription 
was once here but now is illegible from 
the effect of time and weather. As we 
look at this high structure, with walls 
eighteen feet thick, we think of the age 
of Elizabeth, and King William and 
Cromwell, when this castle bore an im­
portant part in many of the heavy 
“sieges.” I also visited Dublin, where 
such places as “Phoenix .Park” or “St 
Patrick’s Cathedral” leave a good impres­
sion upon the tourist. Then the trip down 
Sackville street in the famous “jaunting- 
car” will not soon be forgotten. This is 
the most beautiful street in Dublin, the 
dwellings being quite modern and the 
surroundings most beautiful. Just a word 
about the great “Fair”, the Irish Inter­
national Exhibition, which is held in 
Dublin this year. The buildings are very 
beautiful, all being perfectly white and 
with the fancy decorations and electrical 
display make one of the most brilliant 
Scenes that I have ever viewed. But in 
the midst of all the exhibits from the 
various countries of the world, the one 
which appealed most to me ' was the 
“Canadian Exhibit.” Without
I can truly say that it was the best dis­
play on the grounds and I am more proud 
than ever of my native land and in the 
midst of all I felt like shouting “The 
Maple Leaf Forever.1’ One could easily 
spend a day or two looking through the 
Canadian Pavilion, it is so large and 
every exhibit is interesting as well as 
magnificent. Leaving the Emerald Isle 
and crossing the sea, after landing at 
Holyhead, we pass through Wales and 
any description of this little country 
that we have heard, does not exaggerate 
it in any way, because cne would have to 
travel a long distance to see anything 
more beautiful than the scenery in Wales. 
Then I spent a day or two at Blackpool, 
one of the most famous seaside resorts or 
“watering-places” in England, I have 
witnessed great crowds of people but 
never have I seen one half the number at 
any one place that I saw here. All classes, 
rich and poor, farmers and gentry, mast­
ers and ^rvants, all come here together 
tor their holidays. The high tower, the 
winter gardens, the palace, the sports, 
the promenade and the magnificent sands 
are beyond description, and of all the 
places Î have visited, none will be more 
fondly remembered than this famous 
••resort.” Travelling on from the sea- 
coast, inland, we come to the most beau­
tiful inland scenery in the British Isles, 
unless it may be the Highlands of Scot­
land. In Dovedale, with its winding 
stream, and evergreen hedges and verdant 
trees, one could spend hours, then climb­
ing the hills and ascending to the summit 
ot “Thorpe Cloud” a mountain peak 
nearby, as we look over the valleys men 
and horses look like mere specks upon 
the earth. While we are up among'^the 
clouds, so wonderful it seems, here we are 
in England enjoying these grand sights, 
which can even compare with even the 
beauties of Switzerland. We must not 
forget to say a word about Scotland “The 
Land of the Heather.” Edinburg claims 
so be the most beautiful city in the world 
and in many respects she rightly claimt 
this privilege. It is situated on the eass 
coast, about two miles from the estuary 
of the River Forth. As we look down 
Princess street, a mile-long avenue, we 
see both a fashionable promenade and a 
main business thoroughfare, chief among 
its objects of interest is that graceful 
monument to Sir Walter Scott. It was 
erected in 1844 at a cost of $80,000. Other 
important places of interest are, the Uni­
versity, National Gallery, Edinburg 
Castle and the Royal Institute. Again 
we stand by Loch Katrine, 400 feet above 
the sea level. This little lake, only ten 
miles long, is very deep, in many places 
over goo feet. Placid and clear its water 
reflects as from a mirror the surrounding 
scenery. It was on one of these hills 
above this lake that Sir Walter Scott 
made his hero meet the Highland rebel 
and his men :—

“These are Clan Alpines warriors true
And, Saxon, I am Roderick Dhu.” 

Here, although only sixty miles from 
Edinburgh, the great metropolis, here 
the little islets seem to float in beauty on 
the water, a dream within a dream, tar, 
“far from the maddening crowd.” Edin­
burg is not the only beautiful city in 
Scotland, for Glasgow, with its Parks, 
University, Art Gallery, Churches and 
Shipping and Building Docks, has a 
grandeur which, in some respects seems 
to surpass even Edinburg. As we take 
the “tram car” and journey out through 
the country we come to Paisley, an old 
historic spot. Here we see Coates’ famous 
thread mills and Wallace’s old castle and 
other important and interesting places.

The Scotch people are genuine la al£ 
their ways and of all the places I have 
visited in my travels, the impression of 
Scotland will stand among ihe first. The 
Scotch “lassies” are cçrtainly “bonnie” 
and the “laddies” are brave and true.

Such is the impression that I have of 
this motherland and after touring for a 
few weeks, yet, perhaps visiting Paris and 
other places on the continent, I shall re­
turn to Ontario, much wiser in experi­
ence and knowledge than when I left on 
May 24th. Thanking you tor this space
