FORMER PLYMPTON MAN
MEETS HORRIBLE DEATH

The article below refers to Robert
Molton, & former resident of the 6th
line of Plympton, and iz a special
despatch from Port Arthur under
date of May 10th:—

“Robert Molton, a well-to-do sett-
ler at Cloud Bay, 36 miles from Fort
‘William, was murdered Tuesday af-
Yernoon at 4 o’'clock by an unknown
party. .- Provincial police spent Igst
night at the scene of the tragedy and
returning today with Frederick Bald-
win, whom they have detained in
Port Arthur#$si} on eight days’ re-
mand: as a vagrant. Baldwin was
found wandering arvund one of the
sideroads not far from the Molton
homestead. It is alleged he has been
paying attention to Gladys Molton,
elder daughter of the dead man. It
is also alleged that Molton had stren-
uously shown' his objection of his
last visit. Molton’s body was found’
on the Molton road, off the highway
half a mile. He had been shot three
times. His younger daughter, Doro-
thy, found her fathers body eon ‘her
way home from school. A man was
seen by the wife of Neighber Randall
waiting where the road branches in.
This person was seen to disappear up
the road after Molton hac passed the
turn, and a few winutes later three
shots rang out. Mr. Molton was Road
Commissioner in +Cloud Bay, and
highly respected. He leaves a widow
and two daughters. He had lived at
Cloud Bay many yeurs. A brother,
Henry Molton, has a‘farm nearby.
Baldwin when arrested was wearing
overalls. “He is in. Port Arthur jail,
but has nothing to say and has not
been asked any quessions, nor ¢an he
be seen. An inquest was opened to-
night by Coroner R. W. Boyd. After
the jury viewed the remaings adjourn-
ment -was" taken till the evening' of
May 19th. Near the scene of the fat-
ality was found the brass jacket of
one of the cartkidges. e Coroner
believes the murder was committed
by soft nosed bullets from.a high-
power rifle.”

Beside the  relatives mentioned
above  deceased is survived by two
other brothers and five sisters viz:
Fred of the 6th line, Plympton; Alex
of Port Huron; Mrs. Geach, London

‘2 (By J. E. Middleton), *

A clear knowledge of the possi-
bilities of the Hydro-Electric enter-
prise was not possible when the
first contracts were signed.

FITTING AND SHOWING THE
HOG ;

N (ExmhlA Farm Noh)'. e

The fitting and showing of swine is
an art in itself quite apart from that
of breeding. The careful breeder who
prides himself on the breeding and
typiness of his hogs need not neces-
sarily be unbeatable In the show ring.
In large show classes where the com-
petition is keen, the winning individ-
uals must possess other qualifications
than trueness to type alone, and
probably one of the most important
considerations other than type is
what may be called show condition,
This show condition is found in its
greatest perfection at our . larger
shows were breeders with years of
experience at their backs are in keen
competition with one another. For
those breeders who are less exper-
fenced and who may wish to take a
hand in the game a few suggestions
at this time may not be averse. In-
dividuals which it is the intention of
the owner to exhibit at this fall’s
shows. should * be selected at once.
This is important if maximum size
and development is to be obtained,
and every day that this is delayed

for the individual in the show ring.
It is impoasible to realize the de-
sired results by. farcing of\the-dut
moment, it being necessary, in order
to ebtain full development, to bring
the individual along gradually.
Forced feeding results in excess flesh-
ing, with retarded development of
frame, or on the other hand it may
result in grossness and lack of qual-
ity. 5
Pasture, supplied with shade from
the sun, and also, if available, run-
ning water, provide ideal conditions
for the hog during the summer.
These, combined with a well balanced
meal ration fed in conjunction with
green feed and skim milk, form a
combination that is eapable of giving
the most favourable results.
T¥e meal ration which is selected
for this purpose should be one- cal-
culated to develop bone and muscle
during the [nitial stages of the fitting
period, and for the lajter stages a
somewhat higher percenfage of fat
producing foods should be supplied.
=« In order to appear te the greatest
advantage the skin of the Hog must
bbe free form blémishes or roughness
of any kind, and present a cléar heal-
thy appearance. One great source of
trouble more particularly with ‘white
skinned hogg is that of sunburn. This
can largely bé prevented if some pro-
tection from the sun either natural
or artificial is available where-the

hotter parts of the day. These pre-
cautions are not sufficient, however,
if the skin of the hog is to appear to
the best advantage, so washing must
be resorted to. It is not sufficient to
let thé washing go until the day be«
fore ‘showing. Some congiderable

at intervals of a few days, a thorough
scrubbing with a soft bristled brush;
linseed soap, and clean water are ad-
vised in order to clean the dirt out of
the pores. Cleanse with clear water,
and carefully remove all soap. Such
treatment ' results
and bloom 'that is so attractive and
desirable in show hogs.

Frequent handling of the; hogs is
rnecessary in order to have them ae<
customed to the presence and also
submit to the will of their attendant
without undue distrubance.

Lantern Slides Also Useful—The
Use' of Gate Signs Is Becoming
Popular With ‘Breeders’— Can't
Have Eggs and Mites, too.

The ultimate object of the cam-
galgn for better slres 13 to improve
the qu.lity of the beet. and dairy
herds of the:country. To achieve the
object it i8 ;necessary, first, to create
in the minds of farmers an interest
in and a desire for a better class of
cattle. This cannot be done by writ«
ing and talking alone, The ideal way
to create this, interest would be to

have the people see numbers of good
cattle. As this is-seldom practicable,
the next hest thing s the use of
good pletures.
that we have found motion' pictures
uséful: If:yon can show an audience
a number of reels of high class cattle,
you secure their interest immediate~
ly, and when shown in pastures‘simi-
lar to ‘the pastures in ‘their own
fields the appeal is yery strong.
Wherever such Dictures have been
shown, it has resulted in a number
of the audience making enquiry
about breeding, feeding and methods
of caring for cattle to obtain the
best results. -

Motion Pictures Have Their Limita~

tions.

Motion pictures are not well adapt-
ed for making studies of type, It is
in this connection ‘that we have found
lantern slides valuable. The slides
we have used have included close-up
pictures' of ideal representatives of
all breeds contrasted with slides of
undesirable and unprofitable types.
One of the most interesting is a
series showing a number of scrub
cows, the good bulls to which they
were bred and the resulting, calves.
Thig is the next best thing to hav-
ing the animals actually there. In
brief, motion pictures secure the
attention of the audience and create
a desire for more information; lan-
tern slides illustrate " types and
methods. Motion pictures made on
Ontario farms have bgen used to
flustrate the leading beef and dairy
breeds. Wherever posslble, 5’ oups o!
animals by one sire are inc uded
show uniformity and high standard
of breed ty

It is proposed to prepare a picture
of market animals showing different
grades. Some examples of grade cows
of poor to fair quality with their
calves by high class bulls, showing
marked improvement in one gener-
ation by the use of a good sire, have
been secured. It is hoped to secure
more of these as they are the very
best of object lessons.

The Use of Gate Signs.
In an educational campaign there

are a number of essentials; gne of’

which is to create an interest In the
:minds of those you wish to influence.
‘It is not an easy matter to readh

the man who most-requires instruc

tion. Bulletins and other literature
sent to him often find their way into
the waste basket unread, He is not
easy to get out to meetings where
the matter is to be discussed. = The
main objeet in using these signs is
to reach the man who does not read
bulletins or attend. meetings. When
he sees a sign on his neighbor’s
gate annouricing the fact that a pure-
bred bull is kept on that farm, it
starts him thinking. - If every farm
where a pure-bred bull is kept is
indicated in this way, natural curios-
ity ‘will as a:rule lead a man to make
inguiries. Such an individual will
probably have been claiming that his
grade bull is just as good as the pure-
bred, but he soon realizes that if he

keeps a bull and has no sign up stat-
ing that it is pure-bred, the inference
is that it is inferior.

The spirit of “Keeping up with
the -Joneses,” while it may in some
oases cause discomfort, is a real fac-
tor in human progress. When you
get a man In a receptive frame of
mind, you have accomplished con-
giderable; in other words, you have
fertile-soil. The mission of the gate
sign is to create interest, and in this
it is sueceeding in a great measure.

Can’t Have Eggs and Mites, Too.

Hot weather brings the roost
mites. They multiply so fast that the
hen-housge is swarming with them
and the egg yield has dropped to al-
most nothing, pernaps, before you
realize what is the cause. Therefore,
don’t wait for them. Make the house
disdgreeable to these pests before
they show themselves. The process
of keeping out the mites is one:of

| the &implest in poultry culture.

Kerosene will do it. It is easily ap-
plied, either by a broad flat paint
brush. or a spray. The paint brush
will save keragene, but takes time.
The gpray will save time and use
kerosene. Take your choice, but
Paint or spray the roost and supports
with kerosene 'before the mites put
in an appearance. The morning is
the best time, as the roosts will be
dry and much of the odor from the
oil will have disappeared before the
hens return at night. Spray or paint
every two weeks during warm weath-
er. A good-sized. egg check every
month keeps the ball rolling. Don’ t
let the mites ge¥ -

$9.42. British Columbia, on the oth-
er side of-the continent, the pro-
vines which is fast taking the lead in
fruit production, held the third place
with a production of 504,540 barrels,
which at an average price of $10.12
were worth a total of $§5,106,905.
Quebec’s total yield amounted to 88,-
000 barrels, worth $569,688, or an
average of $6.47, and that of New
Brunswick 30,000 barrels, vaiued at
$167,371, an average of $5.78.

The total. inerease for the year in
productinn.amounted to 69,680 ber:
rels over the figures of 1919, and in
value $5,452,939.
