The Perils Encountered and Sufferings En-
dured Before Meeting Emin Bey.

Al THRILLING STORY.

Loxpox, April 2. —Mr. Henry M. Stan-
ley’8 lefter deseribes the journey Detween
Y'wnhlmbm and  Alberg Vymm. It goes
mach ifto detailland is veny ifteresting.
Me, Stanley, after stating the orders giveh
by Him' to Mafor Barttelott, "defcribes “the
advance of the column. The expedition,
which éonsisted o6f 389 officers .angl men,
started. from® Yambunga ' én Juneé 28th,
1887. On the first day the expedition
marched twelve miles along the river bank
to Yankarde. "On the appfoach of the
column, the nasives set. fire v their villages
and uhder the doverof the smoke aftackel
A skirmish followed, Ltstlug
fifteen minutes. During the next six days
the expedition marched inland inan easter-
ly direction throhgh a demisély populated
digtrict.

Stairs was wounded
below the heart and suffered greatly, but
hé recovered. ©On August 31st the expedi-
tion met a party of Manyemas and their
misfortunes began on this date. He™had
taken the Congo route'to aveid Arabs who
wotld tempt his men. Within three days
of this unfortunate meeting 26 men desert-
ed. |

¢ AN AWFUL MONTH.”

What Stanley described as ‘an awful
month began on”September 18th. Leaving
the station of the Arab chief. Ugarrava,
when the expedition numbered 263 men,
having lost 66 by desertion and death, and
having left 56 sick with Ugarrava, the
march led to the Arab settlement, Kalinga
Longa.- The men lived on wild fruits,
fungi and nuts. Before reachingyKaliriga
Longa, Stanley lost 56 men throdgh starya-
tion and desertion. A slave owner at
Kalinga Longa, named Abedsalim; did his
utmost to ruin the expedition short of open
hostilities. ' He “insisted upon purchasing
rifles, ammunition and clothing, so that the
expedition left the station beggared. The
men wereabsolutely naked, and weresoweak
that they were unable to carry the boat.
Stanley was, therefore. obliged to leave the
boat; together.with seventy loads of goods,
at Kalinga Longa, under the care of Sur-
geon Parke and Captain Nelson, the latter
of whom was unable to maach. After a
twelve days’ journey the party on Noyem
ber 12th reached Ibwiri. The Arab devas-
tation which had reached ,within . a few
miles of Thwiri was so thordugh. that not a
hut was left standing between Ugarrava
and Ibwiri. What the Arabs did not des-
troy the elephants destroyed, twrning the
whole region into a horrible wilderness.

THE LAND,OF PLENTY REACHED.

Mr. Stanley continues: ‘“‘Our suffer-
ings terminated at Ibwiri; We were be-
yond the reach of.destroyers., We were on

J| virgin soil in & ‘populons region 'abounding

with food. We ourselves were mere skele-

tons.  From 289 persons we now numbered
174. Several of thé party seemingto have
no hope of lifeleft, a halt was, ordered, for
the purpose of recuperating: - Hitherto onr
people ‘were sceptical of what we told them.

The suffering had been soawful, and calam-

ities so numerous and the forestso endless
that they refused to believe that by-and-

bye we would see plains and cattle, the
Nyanzaatid Emin Pasha. They had turned
a deaf ear o our pu.yers and entrutles,

for, drivén by’ g\mﬂer and qnﬂ'eﬁng, gthey‘
sold their rifles and equipments for a few
ears of Indian corn, deserted with the am-
unition and became altogether demoralized:
Perceiving that mild punishment weuld be
of noavail, I resorted to the death penalty,
and %o of the worst cases Wwere hariged in
the presence of all. We Jhalted for thirteen
days at Ibwiri, revelling on fowls, goats,

A BATTLE.

On the 9th we entered the country of the
powerful chief Mozambi. = Thevillageswere

- | scattered so thickly that no road . exeept

through' them:conld be foand. The natives
We
seized a hill as soon) as we arrived in the
centre or a mass of villages and built a
zareba as fast as'hillhooks  could cut the
brushwood. The war cries were terpible
from hill to hill, pealing across intervening
valleys. . The people gathered in hundreds
at every point, war horns and drums an-
nouncing the struggle. After aslight skir-
mish, ending in our capturing a cow, the
first beef we had tasted since we left the
ocean, the night passed peacefully, both
sides preparing for the morrow. Mr. Stan-
ley narrateés how negotiations with the
natives fajled, Mozamboni declining a peace
offering and how a detachment of forty
persons led by Lieut. Stairs and another of
thirty under command of Mr. Jephson
with sharp shoeters left the zareba and
assaulted and carried the villages, driving
the natives in a genéral rout. The march
was resumed on tle 12th. There were
constant little fights all along the route.
THE GREAT LAKE. SIGHTED.

“On the afternoen of the 13th,” says
Mr. Stanley, ‘“we sighted the Nyanza with
Kavalli, the objective point of the expedi-
tion. Six miles off Lhad told the men to
prepare to see the Nyanza. They mur-
mured and doubted, saying, *“ Why does
the master continually talk this way?
Nyanza indeed !” When they saw the
Nynnza below them many came to kiss my
hands.: We were now at an altitude of
5,200 feet above the sea with the Albert
Nyanza 2,900 feet bélow in one degree 20
minutes. - The south end of the Nyanza'lay
largely mapped for about six miles south of
this position and right across to the eastern
shore. Every dent in its low, flat shore

Fwas visible, and traced like a silver snake»

on the dark ground was the tributary Lan-
ilki, flowing into the Albert Nyanza from
the south-west.

UNFRIENDLY NATIVES,

‘“ After a short halt to enjoy the pros:
pect, we commenced the rugged and stony
descent. Before the rear guard had des-
cended 100 feet the natives from the platean
poured after them, keeping the guard busy
until within a few hundred feet of the
Nyanza plain. . We camped at the foot of
the platean wall, the aneroids reading
2,500 feet above the sea level. A night
attack was made, but the sentries sufficed
to drive our assailants off. We. afterward
approached the village of Kakongo, situ-
ated at the south-west corner of Albert
Lake. Three hours was spent by us in
attempting to make. friends, but.we signally
failed. They would not allow us to go to
the lake because we might frighten their
cattle. They would not exchange the blood
of brdtherhiood hecduse they never heard of
any good people coming from. the west-side
of the lake. They would not aecept any
present from us because they did not know
who we were, but they would give us water
to drink -and would show us the road up to
Nyam-Sassic. - From these singular people
we leamed thatthere svasia white man ‘t
Unyoro, but'they had'never heard of ' any
white men being on the west side, nor had
they ever seen any steamers on the lake,
There was no excuse for quarrelling with
these, who were civil enough, but they did
not want us near them, We, therefore,
were shown the path and followed it ‘for
miles.” .

A RETREAT.

The expedition camped half a mile from
the lake. They had no boat and M.
Stanley did not like to seize a canoe from
the natives without the excuseof a quarrel.
There was no tree anywhere 'of a size
sufficient to make a canoe. , There was no
feasible plan siggested except t Fetreat to
Ibwiri, build a fort and send a. puty haek
to Kalinga Longa forh. ‘boat.

Stanleg continties: = Oh ‘the! 15th we
began a night march, n.mI by 10 a. m., on
the 16th, we gained the crest of the plateau
once more. - The Kakongo' natives' having
persisted in following us to the slope of the
plateau, we had one man killed and one
wounded,

ON THE SICK LIST,

On January 7th we were in Tbwiri again.’
After a few days’ rest: Licutenant Stairs,
with a hundred men, was sent to Kalinga
Longa to bring the boat and goods. I also
sent Surgeon Parke and Captain Nelson.
Out of the thirty-eight sick men in their
charge only eleven were brought to the
fart.. The rest had died or deserted. On
the return of Licutenant Stairs with the
boat and goods he was sent to Ugarrow.
He was to bring-up the convalescent. Soon
after his departure I was attacked  with
gastritis and an abscess on the arm, ' After
a month’s careful nursing by Parke I recov-
ered, and set out again for Albert Nyanza
on April 2nd panied by +and

THE MEETING,

On April 23vd J was
with & stfong force to-take the boatto Ny-;
anza. On the 26th the boat’s' crew: sighted
Mawaskdon, the southernmost atation: be«
longing 'to ‘Bmin Pasha. Jéphson wis
most hospitably received by the Egyptian
garrigon, The boat’s crew were embraced
one by one and hailed as brothers-  On
April 29th the expidition again reached the
ground occupied by it on December 16th,
and at 5 p- . Stanley saw the Khedive
steamer seyen miles away steaming toward
him. Soon after.7 p. m. Emin Pasha, Sig-
nor Casati and Jephson arrived and were
heartily welcomed. Next day a camping
place, three miles above Nyam-Sassic, was
selegted and there Emin and Stanley ' were
together until May 25th, when Stanley de-
parted, leaving Jephsen, three Soudanese
and two Zanzibaris in Emin’s eare. Emin
sent with Stanley three of his irregulars
and 102 Mahdi natives as porters. Foar-
teen days later Stanley was at Fort Boda.
At the fort were Capt. Nelson and Lieut.
The latter had returned from
Ugarrow bringing with him only sixteen
men out of fifty-five. All the rest were
dead. The twenty courjers whom Stanley
had sent with letters to Major Barttelot
had safely left Ugorrow for Yambunga on
March 16th. Fort Boda was flourishing
and nearly ten acres were under cultiva-
tion.

BARTTELOT.

On June 16th, Stanley left Boda with 111
Zanzibaris and 11 of Emin’s people.
Stairs was appointed commandant of the
fort, Nelson second and
Parke medical officer. The garrison con-
sisted of 59 rifles. Stanley thus deprived
himself of all his officers, 80 as. not to be
encumbered with baggage. On June 24th,
Stanley reached Kalinga, and on July 19,
Ugorrow. The latter station was deserted.
He had, however, brought plenty of food
along. He proceeded along the river daily
expecting to meet the couriers or Major
Barttelot leading an army of carriers. On
August 10 the party overtook Ugorrow
with an immense flotilla of 57 canoes, and
to Stanley’s wonder his couriers were now
reduced to 17, who related an awful story
of hairbreadih escapes and tragic scenes.
Three had been slain, two were still feeble
from wounds, all except five bore on their
bodies the scars of arrow wounds. A week
later, Aug. 17, Stanley met the rear column
of the expedition at Bunalya. Mr. Bonney,
a white man who had left the medical ser-
vice of the army tc accompany Stanley,
stood at the gate of the stockade. He
startled Stanley with the news of the mur-
der of Barttelot by a native a month pre-
vious. Jamieson, Bonney said, had gone
to Stanley Falls to get more men from Tip-
poo Tib. Bonney was the only white man
there. After describing what a wreck he
found the rear column to be, Stanley com-
plains of the officers at Yambunga too
réadily accepting the deserters’ report of
his death, and sending his - personal kit,
medicines, etc., down the Congo, -leaving
him naked of the necessaries for his return
to Emin. ‘By. accident,’ he says, * twd
hats, a fair pair of boots and a flannel jac-
ket are left—a truly African kit with
which to return.’ i

A LONG STAY IN THE FOREST,

in - command,

Stanley says his expedition was 160 days
in the forest, one contintious, unbroken,
compact forest. The grass land was temv-
ersed in eight days. North and south the
forest extends from Nyangive, to the south-
ern borders of Monbuttu. East and west it
embraces all from the Congo at the mouth
of the Aruwimi to about east longitude 29
degrees, latitude 40 degrees. The super-
ficial extent of the tract described, totally
covered by forest, is 246,000 square miles.
North of Congo, between Tpoto and Aru-
wimi the forest embraces another 20,000
square miles. Between Yambunga and|.
Nyanza Stanley eame across five distinct
langnages. The land slopes gently from
the crest of the plateau above the Nyanza
down to the Congo river. Fifty miles from
his camp on the Nyanza Stanley saw a tow-
ering mountain, its summit covered with
snow, probably 18,000 feet above the sea.
It is called Ruevenzori, and will prove a
rival to Kilimanjaro. Stanley does not
think this is the Gordon Bennett mountain
in Gambaragara.

WHY EMIN WOULD NOT LEAVE.

Stanley says Emin Pasha has two batta-
lions of regulars, the first consisting of
about 750 rifles and the second of 640 men.
Besides these he has a respectable force of
irregulars, sailors, artisans, clerks and
servants. ‘ Altogether,” Emin said, ‘if I
consent to go away from here we shall
have about 8,000 people with us. We have
such & large number of women and child-
ren, probably 10,000 people altogether.’
How can they all be brought out of here ?

I Stanley told Emin carriers for the women

and children were not needed. The
women could walk and the children could
beloaded on donkeys. Stanley strove hard
to persuade Emin to leave, but the latter
brought up vavious abjections. He desired
to send away with Stanley 100 Egyptians,
who underminéd his authority, and who
who wanted to leaye. Emia did not like
toleave. the regulars behind. He feared
they would fight among themselves, and
that would be théir ruin.

Then roli it up the same way
youdoa jelly cake and cut in ‘strips or
pieces about five inches long ; pinch the
ends together te keep the fruit from cook-
ing ‘out, then put the pieces in a well but-
tered pan, and bake them well, turning
them so they will brown delicately on both
sides.

OvsTERS.—A nice breakfast dish may be
prepared as follows : Butter the frying pan
and boil one cupful of cream, season to
taste with pepper and salt, add one-half
pint of oysters and serve quickly with
toast or nice crackers.

To prevent tin from rusting, rub fresh
lard over every part of the dish, and then
put it in a hot oven, heat it thoroughly.
Thus treated, any tinware may be used in
water constantly, and it will remain bright
and free from rust indefinitely.

If quilts are folded or rolled tightly after
washing, then beaten with a rolling pin or
potato masher, it lightens up the cotton
and makes them soft like new.

—The Bath Independent tells how its
marine editor discovered a precaution tak-
en in shipbuilding against borers as fol-
lows : Passing through the New England
yard after the multitude of men had left
at the stroke of the sunset bell, an Inde-
pendent scribe noticed a stout stick of hard
pine covered with dots as if the stick had
had the smallpox.

All the centerboard-box timbers and posts
are thus filled with nails, the watchman
explained, as that part of the schooner is

The Rev. H. D. deBlois, in moving the |
first resolution, dwelt at length upon thd ‘
present necessity of a Railway connecting |
Annapolis Royal with the Atlantic, sup- |
porting his argument by reference to the
agricultural, lumbering, gold mining, and |
other resources of the country through |
which the Railway would pass, which only |
require Railway facilities for their fur-
ther development, its remarkable strides
under great disadvantages in the last two |
years, together with the great advances in
value of real estate warranting the supposi-
tion that with proper Railway communica-
tion, the pros erity of this section of the
country weuld be increased one hundred
fold.

J. M. Owen, Esq., in seconding the
motion followed in an able and eloguent
address, concurring with the mover, and

Whereas, A Railroad from Annapolis to
Liverpool, (a distance of seventy miles), is
not only very desirable, but has become an
actual necessity. -

And Whereas, A survey of the proposed
route was made in 1887 by Mr. McLeod, an
Engineer of the Dominion Government,
detailed for that purpose, and deelared by
him not only to present no engineering
difficulties, but one of the easiest roads to
build, it had ever been his province to sur-

‘And Whereas, The proposed road would
not only suit the requirements of the num-
erous hamlets and villages through which
it would pass, but also he the means of
opening large tracts of fertile and heavily
wooded land, thereby giving the proposed
road a large amount of freight for many
successive years.
And Whereas, Also numerous Gold
Mines have lately been opened up at or
near the said proposed road, thereby
materially increasing the resources of the
country by adding to its material wealth,
and imperatively demanding Railway facil-
ities for their further successful develop-
ment.
And Whereas, Moreover the Coach Road
between the said town of Annapolis and
Liverpool is one of the ‘‘Great Roads” of
the Province, and has, even with its present
limited facilities, an ever-increasing trav-
eling public, being one of the principal
shortest highways from the Atlantic to
Canada and the United States.
And Whereas, Also the building of this
road would be according some slight .meas-
ure of justice to the important County of
Queens, which has for so inany years been
deprived of thé great advantages in this
respect enjoyed by more favored portions
of the Province ; and whereas, by building
the road to Liverpool it would no doubt
be an important factor in continuing it at
no distant date to Shelburne, and so along
the whole Western Shore.
Therefore Resolved, That this meeting
heartily endorses the building of this road,
and would respectfully, through its repre-
sentatives, urge upon the Dominion and
Local Legislatures the great and urgent
necessity of immediately confirming the
subsidies already previously promised or
implied, feeling assured that, if their re-
quest be comiied with there will be no
ifficulty in obtaining a reliable company
to immediately undertake the work.

On motion it is ordered that the Secre-
tary furnish the press with a copy of these
proceedings.

He was repeatedly |
chosen to represent that city in the colonial |
legislature. © Soon after his arrival in ‘the
New World he married Ann VanCortland, {

The marriage was productive of three sons |
and®everal daugh'.ers. The deceased was
a grandson of Peter, the third son, who
was also a representative in the Assembly
for the county of Westchester, (if I mis-
take not) for twenty-seven consecutive
years. This Peter’s elder brother James
was, for a time, Chief Justice of New York,
and afterward governor of the colony,
having been the first colonist to hold the
latter highly honorable position.

Peter had two sons, James and Stephen,
who raised corps to service on behalf of the
crown in the revolutionary war, at the
close of which, their estates being confis-
cated, they both sought a new home in this
valley. James, who was the father of the
deceased, served a term in our House of
Assembly, and was made one of the Council,
which latter place he held till near the
close of the past century. He died about
1804, leaving several sons and daughters, of
whom the subject of my sketch was the
youngest son, and his demise marks the
exit of the last member of his generation.
He settled in early life in the Nictaux sec-
tion of the county, where he was employed
in farming and orcharding, in both of which
he was fairly successful. -During the last
few years of his life he removed to Cheverie,
in Hants, where one of his daughters re-
gided, and where he died a few days ago.
He leaves two sons and several daughters.
His sons are the only men in the province
now bearing the name. One of these
married a few years ago, a sister of the
present Judge in Exchequer Court of Can-
ada,—the honorable Geo. W. Burbidge.
Mr. Delancy, was an upright, hospitable,
and kind-hearted man, and was so recog-
nized by all who had the pleasure of his
acquaintance. He was for many years in
the commission of the peace for the county.

Local Legislature.

Hon. Mr, Longley (A. G.) presented a
petition from F. A. Hennigar and others,
residents of Middleton in the county of
Annapolis, on the subject of the location of
the terminal station of the Nova Scotia
Centralrailway. The petition asked for the
location of the station at a point some dis-
tance west of the station which is now used
by the Windsor and Annapolis Railway
company. The petition was addressed tothe
house of n.ssembli, and he would therefore
present it to the house of assembly, but he
presumed it was pretty well understood by
the petitioners, as well as all other persons,
that the function of determining this ques-
tion was imposed entirely upon the lieuten-
ant-governor in council.

which would provide that the act so far as
it referred to the’ extension to Shelbiitne,
Liverpool and Yarmouth should not go
into operation until six months after its
ge, and not even then unless and until
approved of by the governor-in-council and
proclaimed by publication in the Royal
Gazette.
NOVA SCOTIA CENTRAL RAILWAY BILL.
Frivay, April 5th.

The bill to enable the Nova Scotia Cen-
tral Railway to extend its line of railway
from Margaretville, in the County of
Annapolis, and to amend section 2 of chapt.
41 of the acts o' 1873, being taken up for
its third reading.

Hon. Mr. Longley (A. G.) said he pro-
posed to make the motion of which he
gave notice yesterday that the charter be

anted to the Company to build to Cale-

onia, Liverpool, Lockeport and Yarmouth,
but that the act should not go into opera-
tion until published in the Royal Gazette
and that it should not be so published for
at lgust six months after the prorogation of
the legislature, and then only at the option
of the governor-in-council. It would be

retty well understood that the governor-
m council would not proclaim the act un-
less with the consent of the representatives
of the counties interested, Before the
lapse of six or eight months the gentlemen
representing those constituences wmight
have changed their minds, and if they did
the granting of the charter should not be
delayed until the next session of the legis-
latare. He moved that the bill be re-com-
mitted for the purpose of adding the clause
of which he haj) riven notice.
. Mr. James A. Fraser thought that it was
hardly proper to go on with the measure in
the absence of the Hon. member for Queens,
Mr. Hemeon.
The debate was adjourned.

Relative Cost of Butter and Beef.

Writing to the Philadelphia Press on the
proposition ‘‘ That it costs less to produce
a pound of butter than a pound u} beef,”
Waldo F. Brown says :

That there is more money in butter than
in beef of any kind needs no argument ; and
the idea is absurd that a man ought to keep
a 1,200 pound cow in his dairy because she
will make a greater weight of old cow beef
when unfit-to milk longer, when he can get
an 800 pound cow that will average 50 per
cent. more butter. I doubt if there is a
farmer in our country who has produced a
beef in the last five years that has paid cur-
rent prices for its food, and yet nine out of
ten of them will tell you that the intro-
duction of the Jerseys has been a curse to
the community, simply because the size of
the cattle has beent reduced. I introduced
Jersey blood on my farm ten years ago
with considerable misgiving, for I shared
the general prejudice. I began by crussirqiv
;ivom native cows with a thoroughbrec
Jersey bull. I have now reached the fifth
cross, and I have not had a poor cow or
one that I could not sell for from 50 to 100
per cent. above the price of common cows.

have now a small herd that will milk 11
months in the year, and make, at the low-
ést calculation, 50 to 100 per cent. more
butter than the same number of native
cows such as I could buy in the neighbor-
hood. I think my cows have cost me con-
siderable less than native cows would, for
$1 for the service of the sire is all the extra
cost, and it certainly takes lessfood to grow
one weighing 1,000 or 1,200 pounds. 5

The Isthmus of Chignecto.
WHAT QUEBEC SHIPPERS THINK OF THE

SHIP RAILWAY AND ITS POSSIBLE TRAFFIC.

A Quebec despatch says: Quebec shippers
are very much interested in the commence-
ment of operations upon a most novel
undertaking, a ship mi‘wuy across the isth-
mus of Chignecto to obviate the sea voyage
of from 500 to 600 miles around the Atlantic
coast of Nova Scotia. Among the far-
reaching results expected from the success-
ful consummation of this work, there is no
doubt that it will lead to a large trade be-
tween the western lake ports and those of
the New England States, since a vessel
loaded with grain may come direct from
Chicago to Boston when the ship railway is
open for traffic, without breaking bulk. A
glance at the map of Nova Scotia and its
surroundings will convey animmediate and
striking idea of the commercial importance
of the undertaking. The Isthmus of Chig-
necto, which acts as @ barrier to the con-
tinuous navigation of the Gulf of St. Law-
rence and Bay of Fundy is hereafter,
according to the plans of the Marine Rail-
way Company, to be sailed by ships on rails.

In committee on'the Act to amend the
Post Office Act the Postmaster-General ex-
plained that he had decided to amend his
former proposals. Drop letters will remain
at one cent, except in cities where the free
delivery system is in vogue, when the rate
will be two cents. Monthly periodicals
will pass the same as newspapers, the pro-
posal to except them being dropped. This
is a concession to public opinion. Speci-
men newspapers are to be charged one cent
per pound. The postage on other printed
matter, and seeds and such material, shall
be one cent to each four ounces. Printers’
manuscript, documents partly printed and
partly written, such as insurance policies,
one cent per pound. This doubles the
postage on this class of matter. Letters or
{)aukages containing valuable ma rer are to
»e registered, the postmaster be the
judge. This is a compulsory matter and
drew forth a protest from a prominent
Government supporter, Mr. Peter White,
who wanted liberty to leave his letter un-
registered if he should so choose. The
Postmaster-General replied to all his eriti-
cisms by quoting the practice in England
and the United States. Mr. Ferguson,
Welland, another Government sup-
porter, pointed out that there valuable
packages went by express, whereas in
England the post-office was employed
and special regulations were found neces-

ary.

6| ters drew out strong protgsts from the

representatives of Halifax,|St. John. and
Hamilton. The Postmastey-General said
the one cent rate did not phy to employ
carriers in the cities. Wr. Hessou
expressed his preference for air all round
two cent rate for the Dominion.

THE LAW OF COPYRIGHT.

The Copyright Bill as reprinted is an en-
tirely new measure. As it stands now, if
an author does not register his publication
simultaneously with first publication else-
where and reprint and republish in Canada
within a month thereafter, the Minister of
Agriculture may issue a license to one or
any number of persons domiciled in Canada
to print and publish the work, but no such
license shall convey exclusive rights to print
and publish any work. The ten per cent.
royalty clause is retained, but there is a

rovision that such royalty shall be col-

17 %0 f::cted by the Department of Inland Reven-

ue. The importation of such works as one
Eroducerl in Canada under license is pro-
ibited in the United Kingdom, however,
being excepted in cases where the work is
copyrighted in Great Britain. Then im-
})ort,s.tlon is not prohibited. Or, if the
icensed Canadian issue is insufficient to
meet the meet the demand, the Governor-
General may by proclamation revoke such
prohibition.

Under the title, * Is the American Heart|'

Wearing Out?” ' Prof. J. W, Darling, M.
D., of the New York Homeopathetic Medi-
cal College, recently read before the New
York State Homeopathic Medical Society a
paper which is of considerable interest and
value, ‘in view of the numerous deaths
attributed toheartfailure that have ocourred
in recent years in this cQuntry. i

Dr. Darling states that disease of the
heart is certainly ‘either more ' common
among us than formerly or else the physi-
cian of the past failed to recognize  this
malady when it did exist,
his paper is to fathom the causes of the
terrible mortality due to cardiac 'trouble,
to call attention to the indiscretions that

show how persons suffering from . organic
heart disease can, by their own unaided
efforts, prolong their days, to account for
heart failure as the cause of death in many
diseases which, without this factor, would
be recovered from, and to explain some of
the most common forms of heart disease

gard to them, for it is properly supposed.
that there is but one form of heart disease,’
and that invariably fatal,

At the outset, the author states, as the
result of his long experience and special
study, that cardiac disease is not necessa-
rily fatal ; that manyapparently graveforms
are entirely recovered from ; that enlarge-
ment of the heart is not in itself agli
that with serious valvular discase developed
in childhood, patients have been known to
live to be aged men and women ; and that,
with a large majority of those supposed to
be suffering from disease of the heart, that
organ is, in reality, perfectly sound, and, if
affected at all, is suffering secondarily to
functional disturbances of organs remote
from the heart, and which are capable of
proper hygienic measures.

Diseases of the heart may be divided
into two general cl ; those originating
from inflammatory process within the
heart, and those originating from without.
In addition to these may be mentioned cer-
tain nervous affections of the heart which
are secondary to disturbances elsewhere,
which subside with the removal of the
cause.

The first-class of cardiac diseases are
common to all periods of life ; they involve
almost exelusively the left side of the heart,
and more frequently the mitral valve, and
result from an inflammation of the lining
membrane, the indocardium.  This inflam-
mation is more intense along the edges of
valves, the tips of which suhsequently
develop a growth of fibrous tissue which
causes a permanent deformity of the valve
or orifice—** valvular disease of the heart”
the result being a permanent obstriiction
at that point.

A person suffering from valvular disease
is crippled. ‘ but,’ says Dr. Darling, ¢ if the
nutrition of the heart be good, by avoiding
indiscretions and adopting an occupation
that does not require great physical strain,
by living on a level, as it were, life may be
prolonged in comfort for many years. All
are liable to the diseases producing this
form of heart lesion, whether their lives
are good or bad, discreet or indiscreet, but
not equally liable by any means.

Heart diseases of the second form are,
save in exceptional cases, the direct result
of hereditary influences or indiscretions in
life, and by proper knowledge and pre-
cautions can, in the majority of cases, be

checked in their progress. The predispos-
ing causes of this form of disease are long
continued mental work, and such indls-
cretions as the habitual use of wine or ex-
cess in eating of food highly charged with
nitrogen (such as beef, mutton and venison,)
which brings about conditions of the digest-
ive organs, especially of the liver, that re-
sult in arterial changes which cause the
heart to fail long before it should. The
author unhesitatingly asserts that the forms
of heart disease which kill so suddenly,
and which do not result from endocarditis,
or the presence of a specific poison in the
blood, arise in nearly every instance &ir-
ectly from the pathological condition
known as ‘gouty diathesis,’ or lithemia,
due to certain disarrangements of the
liver.

Conceding that liver disturbance is the
primary cause of the premature wearing
out of the heart, it is proper to ask : What
mode of life will prevent these diseases?
aud, when they do exist, how shall a life be
regulaed so as to avoid sadden death, or
the rapid failure of that most vital of all
organs, the heart ? the answer to the first
question is simple enough : A discreet life,
temperance in all things, and particularly
the avoidance of the above mentioned in-
discretions, especially the habitual use,
even in moderation, of stimulating drinks,
and the ingestion of too much meat. In
answer to the second question, the author
quotes approvingly the three following
rules laid down by Dr. George Harvey : (1)
Take exercise without fatigue, (2) Nutri-
tion without stimulation, and (3) amuse-
ment without excitement.—~Scientific Am-

erican.

The offering for two days consisted of 111
horses, and the bidding throughout the
sale was spirited. Mascot, son of Stam-
boul and Minnehaha, with a further aristo-
cratic pedigree too long to give here, was
knocked down at §26,000, the largest price
ever paid for a two-year-old trotter in this
country. The 111 animals brought a total
of $199,075, an average of $1,793.47, a
})riue which has never been equalled in
horse trotting stock.
