—The Supreme Court of Canada was last 
week engaged in hearing the case submitted 
to it for a decision as to the relative powers 
of the dominion and local parliaments in 
dealing with both the regulation, and the 
prohibition, of the liquor traffic. This is a 
matter which has not yet been determined 
since these two bodies were created by the 
British North America Act. ,At the outset 
it was claimed that the power to regulate 
hs well as to prohibit, was vested in the 
dominion parliament, and in accordance with 
this claim the McCarthy Act was passed 
dealing with the matter. The province of 
Ontario, it will be remembered, contested 
this right, and in the end the Judicial Com­
mittee of the Privy Council upheld the claim 
Of the province, declaring the McCarthy 
Act null and void. In the case now sub­
mitted it is being contended in behalf of 
the dominion government that the parlia­
ment of having control over all
matter* of trade and commerce, has power 
over the importation, manufacture, and 
wholesale branches of the trade, while the 
licensing and regulating of the retail trade 
only comes within the control of the local 
legislatures. In opposition to this the pro­
vince of Ontario is now claiming that the 
right to prohibit, as well as to license and 
regulate, belongs to the provinces.
, In opposition to this again, the brewers

„ show that the dominion parliament has en- 
of the whole traffic, save the 

- one point of licensing, which belongs to the 
provinces. The Supreme Court will doubt- 
leas give a decision at an early date, which 
will then be appealed to the Judicial Com­
mittee of the Privy Council, when all doubts 
upon these different points will be removed. 
Prohibitionists of the dominion will then 
know just where to look for a law prohibit­
ing the importation, manufacture and sale 
of liquor. And until these points are deter­
mined it would manifestly be unwise on the 
part of either parliament to attempt to legis­
late further upon the subject.

In the meantime it is well to remember 
that we already have a law as prohibitory 
us any it is in the power of either local or 
dominion parliament to enact. The Scott 
Act, if thoroughly enforced, will prohibit as 
effectually as a national prohibitory law 
could possibly do. It has also the addi­
tional advantage of having been fully tested 
and having all the loopholes and weak 
points discovered, while any new enactment 
en the subject would require time and 
amendment to make it as workable as the 
ficott Act now is. For these reasons it ap- 

- pears that in counties where this latter act 
is properly enforced the temperance people 
have not so much to gain from a national 
prohibitory law after all.
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—Mb. Marti*, the newly elected member 
ifotmpeg, thinks a duty of forty cents 
barrel on apples imported into the 

Dominion an extortion, and he protested 
against it in rather a vigorous manner, when 
that item of the tariff was being discussed in 
committee. Looked at from the stand point 
of the North West alone, this objection is 
well taken as no apples are grown there and 
it is generally believed that none ever can be. 
That section of the dominion must, there­
fore, be forever dependent upon Ontario and 
the neighboring slates of the union for its 
supply of this fruit, and such being the case 
a duty would seem objectionable. In this 
part of the dominion, however, the question 
assumes an entirely different aspect and there 
are few people among us on either side of 
politics who will not look upon such a duty 
as just and reasonable. Our fruit growers 
would doubtless regard with great satisfac­
tion any proposition designed to bring about 
reciprocal free trade in apples, and other 
fruits, between this country and the United 
States. But so long as our apples are virtu­
ally shut out of the American market by a 
tariff almost prohibitory it would seem to be 
unfair to our fruit growing industry to allow 
their apples a free entrance over here. If 
this were done the American fruit would 

. quite largely supply the first demands of 
onr markets, their apples being in the market 
aeveral weeks earlier than ours. Under the 
McKinley tariff our apples are subject to a 
duty of about sixty cents per barrel in the 
American market. The Wilson bill, when it 
passed the house of Representatives, had 
apples on the free list, but the Senate has 
since changed this to an ad valor am duly of 
fifteen per cent. So the Canadian rate of 
forty cents per barrel has doubtless been 
fixed to meet this. It is doubtful if our 
early varieties of fruit will ever be able to be 
shipped, to any great extent, to England; 
and if these are shutout of the United States 
by a pretty stiff duty it would seem to be 
but just to our fruit growers that the local 
markets should be preserved to them, Mr. 
Martin to the contrary notwithstanding. 
This is one case of protection about which, 
under present conditions, there will be no 
two opinions among the fruit growers of the 
Annapolis Valley.

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—When the Wilson bill passed the House 
of Representatives in December last we made 
the prediction that the fight over the tariff 
had only just begau. Nearly half a year has 
passed since then, yet the bill has not yet 
passed the Senate, and indeed seems no more 
likely to pass than it did at the beginning of 
the fight. In the meantime, democratic 
organizations all over the country, seeing 
that the delay is likely to prove fatal to the 
success of their party in the congressional 
elections to take place this year, arc passing 
resolutions earnestly beseeching the party 
leaders in Congress to pass some kind of a 
tariff measure, and do it quick. At a public 
meeting not long ago a prominent clergyman 
in discussing the delay made the statement 
that if it were not for his Christian senti­
ments, and the loss of life it would entail, he 
would like to see a hundred pounds of dyna­
mite placed under the capital and the whole 
dime show, senators included, blown sky- 
high, so disgusted are the people becoming 
at the tedious and ruinous delay in dealing 
with the tariff. If General Coxey had 
gathered up his army of tramps and headed 
them for Washington for the avowed pur­
pose of scaring the senators into passing the 
tariff reform measure, the people asked for 

~— the last presidental election, he would,
have made himself a great popular hero and 
might possibly have become the next presi­
dent.

It is no wonder the democrats are being 
unmercifully beaten wherever an election 
takes place. The people entrusted them 
with power and authorized them to wipe the 
McKinley tariff off the statutes, but they 
have proved unequal to the trust. There 
remains now to the people to say to these 
representatives and senators in the words of 
Cromwell-— “get ye gone, give place to 
honester men,” or more sensible ones. And 
there is every probability of its being done 

ï at the forthcoming elections.

WHAT IT HAS COME TO BE IN NEW YORK AND 
WHAT IT SHOULD BE IN NOVA SCOTIA

At a meeting of the committee on build­
ing Insane Asylum, convened at Bridgetown 
on Wednesday, May 2nd, 1894, Warden 
Roop in the chair, J. A. Balcom, secty., the 
following resolutions were adopted:—

That whereas the committee appointed to 
consider the building of an Insane Hospital 
having made a close estimate of the erection 
of said building, and finding that it can be 
constructed within, the limits of amount 
specified by Council, viz., 86,000,—

Therefore resolved that- the work of con­
struction be commenced as soon as satisfac­
tory arrangements can be concluded.

Resolved, That Councillor Vidito be auth­
orized to call for tenders for excavating, 
draining and laying foundations for walls, at 
a sum not to exceed 20 cte. per square yard.

Resolved, That Councillor Vidito be em­
powered to employ a competent man to pro­
perly lay out foundations for building and 
make calculations as to number of yards of 
earth to be excavated.

Resolveti, That furnishing of stone for walls 
be given to lowest tender per yard, measured 
after wall is built.

Resolved, That tenders be called for to fur­
nish timber required, delivered at grounds.

Ordered, That Councillors Roop and Clarke 
be authorized to get lowest quotations on 
doors, windows, sheathing and flooring.

Resolved, That at least three competent 
men be employed to construct wall for foun­
dations.

The observances of an annual tree plant­
ing day, begun only a few years ago, has 
made steady progress in popular favor, until 
now Arbor Day ranks second only to the 
great historic and patriotic anniversaries. 
In New York state it has been adopted with 
earnest enthusiasm, and to-day well nigh 
every school district will see teacher and 
scholars engaged in the beautiful and useful 
work. It is a noteworthy sign of the times, 
and something more; a fulfillment as well as 
a sign. For it has the usual virtue of com­
bining, simultaneously, instruction and pro­
duction. Hundreds of thousands of children 
will to-day be inspired with interest in trees, 
and be taught something concerning them— 
how to distinguish various kinds, how they 
grow, how to plant them, and of what service 
they are to man. And at the same time they 
will actually plant trees, in the yard or by 
the roadside, literally a vast forest in a sin­
gle day.

The planting of a tree, however, is a work 
done more for the future than for the pre­
sent. The children who plant trees to-day 
v dl be mature men and women before the 
beauty and worth of those trees are fully 
manifest. Thus the most important part of 
both the instruction and the work of to-day 
is that which has a bearing upon the future. 
The teacher will be remiss in his duty who 
does not, while leading his pupils to plant 
new trees this year, also lead them to look 
after those which were planted last year, and 
in other past years; to trim them, to free 
them from insect pests, to guard them from 
injury, and thus to insure their coming to 
fulness of growth and worth. It is of little 
avail to drop a seed into the earth or trans­
plant a sapling and leave it forever after 
alone. Arbor day should not be merely a 
day for tree-planting, but of tree-culture and 
tree-preservation.

If only a tithe of the scholars of to-day 
take these things to heart, and, while being 
for an hour tree planters, become for life in­
telligent tree-lovers, the future of forestry 
will be secure. The present and past genera­
tions have wielded the axe too freely and 
with too little discrimination. To-day gives

peful promise that the rising generation 
will rather wield the spade and pruning-hook, 
so as to make the waste places beautiful and 
fertile, and new villages of to-day, often 
bare and bold as a desert camp, bowers of 
sylvan loveliness such as our wiser ancestors 
founded in the New England colonies.

Farms and Fertilizers.

A circular has recently been issued, ap­
parently in the interest of the Pidgeon Fer­
tilizer Co., that is so untruthful In its state­
ments and misleading in its character, that 
in the interest of those who have no means 
of discovering the errors it contains, I deem 
it my duty to give it a passing notice. In 
the sheet alluded to, the relative value of 
the fertilizers of the firm in question, as given 
by the Dominion Analyst in the bulletin for 
1894, is wonderfully increased, while that of 
well and favorably known competing brands 
are correspondingly diminished. This mani­
pulation has the effect of making the lower 
grades appear on paper as relatively superior 
to the higher grade goods. As authority for 
the figures given, bulletin 36, issued from 
the laboratory of the Inland Revenue depart­
ment, containing a catalogue of fertilizer 
samples gathered by inspectors in 
referred to. As a matter of fact said bulle­
tin gives no valuations whatever, neither 
does it contain the full analysis of any of the 
fertilizers mentioned in the strange circular; 
and as the bulletin does not contain a full 
analysis no valuation can be assigned.

The sheet I am reviewing seems to have 
originated in the mind of the writer, and 
with no name to father, it has been put into 
circulation apparently for no other purpose 
than to gain an unfair advantage over honest 
rivals. A firm that would issue, cause to be 
issued, or allow to be issued, such a sheet, 
must be greatly in need of artificial helps. 
To those who know the facts, the impression 
is immediately convoyed that something is 
radically wrong with goods needing such 
methods of treatment. The confidence of 
the public can neither be gained nor retained 
by such business ? methods.

In conclusion I would recommend that 
every farmer send to the Inland Revenue 
department for bulletins 36 and 37, which 
contain full information concerning all the 
fertilizers sold in Canada. These are dis­
tributed yearly, free of cost, to all applicants 
and are published solely for the benefit and 
instruction of farmers.

This building, which is about to be con­
structed by the building committee appoint­
ed by the Municipal Council for the County 
of Annapolis, which held their semi-annual 
sitting at Bridgetown on the 17th and fol­
lowing days, in April 1894, was originally 
^planned on a much larger and more elabor­
ate scheme than the one now to be built by 
the Council. The first plan was suggested 
and advised by the Commissioners for the 
Provincial Government of Nova Scotia, who 
had the oversight of the Mount Hope asy­
lum at Dartmouth, N. S., together with Dr. 
Reid and l)r. Sinclair, the medical atten­
dants of this institutio 
architect, Mr. J. B. Kinney, employed by 
the Annapolis Council had a long 
tion and a complete inspection of 
lum; but, this plan when prepared was con­
sidered too expensive a one to be adopted 
by the committee in charge of this public 
work, and so new plans were prepared from 
a suggestion*given by Mr. VVarden Roop, of 
the Council, which suggestion was at once 
accepted by the architect of the building, as 
one very much better and superior in all re­
spects to the former plan, and was worked 
out on this line by him. This new plan has 
been submitted to the Government for ex­
amination, as the law directs, and was en­
tirely approved by them, with only 
two suggestions of a minor matter of detail 
in the working out of the plan.

A year ago, and more, tenders w'ere called 
for to execute the buildiug from these plans, 
which resulted in offers being given ranging 
from 87,985.00 to 810,500.00, but the coun­
cil upon consideration of these tenders, con­
cluded to lay the matter over until they had 
the money in hand which they expected to 
receive from the Western Counties Syndi­
cate on account of land damages due from 
that company. Accordingly, during the 
last year, money sufficient was received from 
this source and placed in bank to the coun­
ties credit, and in March last new tenders 
were asked for, which produced four offers 
ranging from $8,125.00 to $8,785.00 by the 
committee in charge of the work.

; Fancy Silk Scarfs and Ties.last sitting, when $6,000.00 was voted for 
the construction and furnishing of this 
building, and a building committee ap­
pointed for the purpose of carrying this out.

The building was qriginally designed to 
bq 113 ft. long by 38 ft. wide, three stories 
in height, with an attic story above; but as 
this cannot be done for the amount of money 
voted by the council, the committe have 
no remedy but to lessen the size of the build­
ing, and otherwise modify the construction, 
so as to lessen the cost, while at the same 
time maintain a general plan of arrangement 
intact as has been already arranged for.

The building is to be of three storeys and 
an attic as before noted. The basement 
storey enters partially into the ground, 
to bring the floor down to the level of the 
ground at the rear; the ends and front are to 
lave a retaining foundation wall of pasture 
stone up to the surface of the graded earth 
around the building, laid upon stone drains 
so arranged as to keep the floor bottom en­
tirely dry and hard; this floor is to be of 
cement concrete, which, when dry, will be 
equal to hard rock. The outside walls are 
to be of hard burned bricks from the Inter­
national Brick and Tile Co’s works above 
this stone foundation wall, consisting of two 
4-inch walls with an air pan of 2 inches be­
tween them, and two 8 inch walls in the cen­
tre, one on each side of the centre hall way. 
These go from the cellar bottom to the top 
of upper beams or plate of the building and 
support the three floors, There are also cross 
walls of brick 4-inches thick, dividing the 
rooms from bottom to top storey, faced on 
both sides with jointed seams. The windows 

to be fitted on stone sills, in wood frames, 
with sashes of pitch pine, and double thick 
transparent glass, 5 inches by 12 inches, and 
16 lights to each window, of which there will 
be 92 in the building, thus giving abundance 
of light and ventilation, pure air being ob­
tained by dropping the top windows a few 
inches only when required.

The building is to comprise a centre struc­
ture 24 feet by 40 feet, with two towers in 
front reaching to the height of 48 feet and 
surmounted by an ornamented finial on each. 
Between these towers will be the front en­
trance doors and on the sides of these towers 
doors for the passage of inmates. This cen­
tre building contains the front entrance lob­
by, the office, shelves for library, medicines, 
and other necessary things for the institu­
tion. The provision cellar will be in the 
basement and the five stairways will also be 
in the centre building. The kitchen is in 
the basement, 22x15 feet, with two sinks, 
fixed wash tubs, side board and pantries. 
The second and third storeys each contain 
two dining-rooms for inmates, and the attic 
storey has a room for the keeper’s family, 
22x13 feet, and two others 11x15 feet, with 
large store-rooms for clothes, bedding, etc.

Projecting from either side of this centre 
building is a wing for the inmates, 36x36 
feet each, which contain 2 work-rooms in the 
basement, each 36x15 feet; 2 furnace rooms 
28x11 feet, which are to have each a London­
derry wood burning furnace for heating the 
building throughout, also a general bath­
room and a baking-room, with oven either of 
bricks or portable cast iron structure. On 
the sec Hid storey will be sitting-rooms, each 
28x15 feet, 8 bed rooms 8x11 feet; and on 
the third storey, 2 assembly-rooms 28x15 
feet, 8 bed-rooms 8x11 feet, and 4 sick rooms 
8x7 feet. There is also a hall in centre of 
each wing 36x7 feet on each storey, which 
reaches to ends of the building, and each 
lighted with two windows, and the basement 
halls have each an entrance from outside, 
with steps of granite from the outside grad­
ing.

In the centre of the building there is to be 
a dumb waiter or hoist to go from basement 
floor and kitchen to the attic, by which all 
necessary articles can be transmitted to 
either floor without any travelling up and 
down stairs. There will also be two w. c.’s 
at this point on each floor, and a ventilating 
flue back of these from the bottom, termin­
ating in a chimney-top above the roof. 
Water is supplied to these from the town 
water works, and all the water from the 
roofs is made to flow down through the 4-inch 
pipes attached to these, which is passed off 
through a 6-inch tile drain pipe to the ground 
below. This arrangement completely shuts 
off any communication between the two 
wings except through the office or the en­
trances from the outside.

All these rooms are to be supplied with a 
ventilating flue in the centre walls, with an 
opening at bottom of each room into them, 
properly grated, and terminate in chimneys 
above the roof by which the air in the rooms 
is continually being drawn up and passed off, 
together with all carbonic acid (the product 
of breathing) which lies on the floor, and 
fresh pure air is supplied by letting down 
the top windows a few inches, or over the 
tops of the doors from the halls, which are 
made shortei than their frames, leaving an 
opening at top and bottom of all inside doors 
for circulation of air.

There is to be no plaster work in the build­
ing. The walls are all to be of brick, laid in 
cement mortar, with matched wood floor, 
wood ceiling, and a board base; surbase and 
hook strip in all/ooms, nailed to wood strips 
laid in the brick work; the brick work to be 
calcimine washed throughout, and wood 
work painted; the ceilings oil finished, and 
floors left white or painted as may be desired. 
The roof is to be sloped with ridge in the 
centre, and hipped at the ends, covered with 
either patented roof felting or steel shingles, 
from the Toronto Steel Roofing Works, and 
the water carried off by cave gutters of 
galvenized iron and down through the water 
pipes at centre of building to the general 
drain pipes. The front and side entrance 
doors are to be supplied with granite steps, 
and the building will probably be completed 
in the early fall of the present year.

FOR SPRING- !To Cross The Ocean In a Cockleshel.

A novel experiment in ocean navigation is 
to be attempted by a Nottingham enthusiast, 
who has been occupying himself for a year 
past in the construction of a boat in which 
he proposes to cross the Atlantic during the 
forthcoming summer. The vessel, which is 
built of iron, and is entirely of his own design 
and make, is only ten feet six inches long, 
with three feet beam and two feet feix inches 
depth, and is thus the smallest craft that has 
ever attempted such an adventurous voyage. 
It is what is known as a 44 whale-hack ” deck, 
and the cabin, lighted by glass windows at 
the side, will be completely watertight when 
closed, fresh air being obtained by pipes. 
Should the tiny craft be overturned, the in­
ventor claims that it will automatically right 
itself. She will be fitted with a ten foot mast 
from the fore deck with jib and mainsail, 
and additional motive power will be supplied 
by a geared handscrew. The navigator in­
tends to start from Nottingham, sailing down 
the Trent to Hull, and making for the 
Atlantic by way of the English channel. He 
expects that the trip will occupy him some­
thing over a month.

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A slight cut or abrasion of the hand, or a 
slight burn may become a serious matter if 
it is totally neglected. Where the skin is 
torn or cut it is desirable in the first place 
that the wound should bleed freely. Cases 
of lockjaw are of rare occurrence where this 
is the case and a very slight wound of the 
hand or foot has been known to produce this 
dangerous malady where bleeding did not 
follow.

One of the greatest dangers lies in a wound 
of a kitchen knife, which may have held im­
pure water, and even from the scratch of a 
pin, and fatal cases of blood poisoning have 
frequently resulted from so simple a cause. 
Absolute cleanliness, therefore, is necessary 
in the treatment of such a wound. After 
the wound has bled a little it should be 
washed with perfectly clean water. That 
which has been boiled is best for the purpose, 
and there is no harm in using a little car­
bolic acid in the proportion of a drop or two 
to a quart of water.

Do not attempt to stanch bleeding by the 
use of cobwebs, which are usually dirty and 
full of impure germs, but use a little lint and 
a clean cotton or linen cloth. These should 
always be kept in the house for use in case 
of such accidents. A trustworthy druggist 
will always supply some preparation of 
bolic acid, properly weakened for household 
use. Even household ammonia, though it is 
painful at first, is recommended as a mild 
way of cauterizing a simple wound. A 
thick paste of equal parts common baking 
soda and flour, wet to a paste with cold 
water, is the best remedy for a burn.

It is better than lime-water, because lime- 
water is liable to become incrusted, while 
the paste of soda and flour is cooling to the 
surface and can easily be removed. The ob­
ject of treating a burn is to cover the extre­
mities of the nerves which have been injured 
and give them opportunity to heal. While 
such a paste is being prepared cover the 
wound for the moment with common flour 
and wrap up in clean cotton.

A simple healing plaster which may be 
prepared in the household calls for half a 
pound of rosin, an ounce each of mutton tal­
low, camphor gum and beeswax, half an 
ounce of British oil, cedar oil, gum myrrh 
and linseed oil. Melt the rosin, mutton tal­
low, camphor gum, beeswax and myrrh to­
gether, add the oils. This plaster should be 
spread on cotton when needed and applied 
to the wound.

Home Cheese for Home Folks. »

The amount of cheese which any farmer 
would be likely to make is small, says the 
Kansas Farmer, so it would not pay to buy 
expensive machinery or appliances. A ther­
mometer is necessary, and for the amount of 
milk usually found a new tin wash boiler 
will do in which to make the card. H two 
milkings are put into one cheese, a boiler for 
night’s milk and one for the morning's milk 

will suffice.
The milk should be mixed In the morning 

and slowly raised to 80° F., the rennet and 
the coloring must be added, well stirred in 
and the curd allowed to form, which it should 

do in about forty minutes.
The coloring may be used or not, as one 

chooses. It may be bought at the drug store, 
and while it improves the color of the cheese, 
it is harmless. All factory cheese, as we 
see it is colored. The rennet may be of two 
kinds. The old way was to use the salted 
rennet and soak it in water. A better way, 
when one makes a small quantity of cheese 
or makes cheese irregularly, is to buy the 
rennet tablets made by Hansen. Full direc­
tions for using them are found with each 

package.
When the curd is firm it must be out into 

small cubes with a long-bladed knife and al­
lowed to stand about an hour. It is then 
gently heated to a temperature between 96° 
and 100° F., never higher, and allowed to 
hold this temperature about ten or fifteen 
minutes. The old rule for heating was to 
let it heat for one and a half hours and to 
hold its temperature until a bit of the curd, 
when chewed, “ squeaks in the teeth.”

The whey is now drawn off and the curd 
hung in a cloth to drain. It is minced fine, 
salted with from two to ttvo and a half pounds 
salt to each hundred pounds of curd—the 
proportion for small cheeses being exactly 
the same. It may be pressed twenty-four 
hours, and the hoop, with its “follower," 
must be strong, while the press may be any 
home-made press which will bring the desired 
weight on the cheese.

When pressed the cheese may be taken 
out of the cloth in which it was put into the 
hoop and be bandaged neatly with cheese­
cloth. It should stand in a room never 
higher in temperature than 70°, and should 
be turned every day until it is cured. Many 
cheese-makers like to grease the outside of 
the cheese with a little* fresh butter every 
time it is turned. It must be kept away 
from the flies, and it should cure in from ten 
days to a month.

A Shot That Hit.

An American paper tells us that Elipah 
P. Brown of Liberty, Indiana, was the in­
ventor of what is known as “ the patent in­
side ” of newspapers. He made a large for- 
tune, but becoming tired of the exacting na­
ture of the business, and having some ambi­
tion in the direction of more purely literary 
effort for which he desired leisure, he sold 
Out, went to Indiana, and bought a large 
farm, which he intended developing into a 
model rural home. He built a magnificent 
house and arranged for an old-time house­
warming. It was announced as his inten­
tion that no ministers should be invited.

The season when croup stalks abroad in 
the land and young mothers get their first 
gray hairs is here. The gray hairs could 
often be avoided and the dreaded infantile 
disease warded off by a little common sense. 
In the first place, says the New York World, 
babies should be properly dressed at all times. 
They should not be so tightly bandaged that 
it is impossible for them to breath properly 
or for their skin to throw off waste material 
easily. They should be as warmly and light­
ly clad as possible always. At night they 
should wear some sort of woolen ceverin£ 
which they could not kick off or roll into a 
tight wad about their necks. Every day 

i they should be taken out for a few minutes, 
unless there is a blizzard blowing. About 
noon is the best time for their airing. On 
mild summer days they must be trundled in 
their carriages, but on days when the atmos­
phere is not balmy they should be held in 
their mothers’ or nurses1 arms. This is a 
much warmer place for them, and it also 
gives the person holding them a chance to 
know when they are beginning to lose the 
heat they brought out from indoors ,vith 
them. If, in spite of sensible dressing and 
sensible exposure to the elements, the croup 
symptoms appear, the first step is to send 
for the doctor. If he lives at several hours’ 
distance here are a few old-fashioned reme­
dies, any qqe of which may be applied until 
he comes. At the first indication of croup 
or any sort of cold slice raw onions, sprinkle 
with granulated sugar and let them stand 
until the juice is extracted. The process 
may be hastened by heating a few minutes. 
Put off the juice and give a teaspoonful every 
hour or oftener if the case is severe. Another 
care for croup is to rut\ the throat and chest 
until they are red with a mixture consisting 
of half a teaspoonful each of camphor or 
turpentine and a teaspoonful each of coal oil 
and sweet oil. Wet a warm flannel with 
this and apply it to the throat and chest, 
watching carefully to remove it when they 
are reddened. The outward irritation tends 
to prevent croup. Another homemade croup 
medicine is composed oj roasted onions, 
mashed and laid on a folded napkin, and 
goose oil, sweet oil or even lard, poured on 
them. This should be applied as hot as it 
can be borne to the throat and upper part 
of the chest and to the feet and hands. 
Another way of preparing this malodorous 
but effective remedy is to slice and boil the 
onions until almost dry and then add the- 
grease and cook them in th$*t until brown.

I believe, were she to be suddenly gifted with 
the power of speech would be “ please keep 
me clean." It is true tb»t there may be ex­
ceptions to the rule, but the great majority 
of them do not thrive in filth. I have seen 
cows that had been brought up in filth from 
i heir birth that seemed to be hardened to the 
abuse and seemed to take a special delight 
in covering their fl inks frith droppings, but 
they were for the most part worthless ani­
mals $nd as shiftless as the man who had 
the care of then*. Bedding, and plenty of 
it, is as necessary as food to perfect health. 
An animal can exist for a time without care 
but its lite is both miserable to itself and 
profitless to its owner. Another point in 
connection with the care of cows is to keep 
their managers clear of rubbish. A healthy 
animal does not hanker after bits of wood, 
thistle stalks, burdock trees and bits of brush 
any more than a man does and their presence 
in the food box is just as disagreeable as filth 
in oar own food. I have seen farmers who 
would refrain from feeding their stock just 
as long as anything remained in the manger 
and I have always noticed in the same con­
nection that they are the men who will tell 
yon farming does not pay and cite more rea­
sons to the square inch in support of their 
proposition than their &re sides to a pump­
kin. They die, usually, without haying dis­
covered the reason that milk cannot be drawn 
from a spout when there is none. Yet it is 
plain enough if you once stop to think of it.
