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Peary and the Pole.

Lieutenant Peary, of the United States
navy, who has made four voyages to Green-
land in the last six years and who contem-
plates making ‘“a dash for the Pole” next
summer, addressed the Royal Geographical
Society in London the other day, describing
Greenland and explaining his projected ex-
pedition. The interior of the country, he
said, was an infinite expanse of smow with-
out a single living thing, the most absolute
desert in the world beside which the Sahara
was insignificant. A great icy wind was al-
most always blowing, making a rushing river
of snow up to the knees of travellers and
sometimes up to the shoulders. This p cocess
continually altered the face of the land.
The expedition, which will be begun next
year, will cost something like £30,000.
Mr. Peary will establish & colony of Eskimo
natives, with ample stores, near eighty-five
degrees north latitude, three hundred miles
north of the most northern settlement, and
within about three hundred and sixty miles
of the Pole, To reach the latter he will set
out in the foliowing spring with two com-
panions. The *‘return trip” can, be calcu-
lates, be made in three months if there isun:
broken sea ice. If the conditions prove un-
favorable he will return to his colony, win-
ter there, and try again next year, and if
still unsuccessful will make periodical at-
tempts covering a period of at least five
years in all. During that length of time,
he said, he felt sure that the favorable mo-
ment would arrive when the door of the
Pole would be open. The money necessary
for this expedition, by the way, is being
furnished by a wealthy New Yorker, a friend
of the explorer.

Among recent interesting inventions for
the transmission of intelligence at a distance
is the *“ telescriptor,” which might perhaps
be described as a *‘ writing telephone.” It

er, which, instead of printing its letters and
words on the spot, sends them telegraphioc-
ally to similiar instraments in distant places
connected with it by wire. The receiving
instruments are arranged to work in perfect
accord with the sender, and they print the
despatch on paper. In order to send a de-
spatch, itisfirst toinf h ei
er by signal, whereupon, the receiving in-
strument being thrown into coanection, no
farther attention need be paid to it, as the
despatch will be ived and printed auto-
matically, and can afterward be read at
leisure.

We refer to the great road
question. The government of to-day, as
well as those that have previously held office
ia this province, have pursued a short sight-
ed policy on this most importani matter, and
the time is approaching for an isguiry into
existing conditions, and the projection of
some measure of reform. Tens of thousands
of dollars of government road money have
been practically wasted by the lack of suffi-
cient knowledge and care on the part of
those entrusted with its expenditure. The
people are only now wakiog up to the ser-
jousnegs of the condition that confronts them,
and it is certain that nothing short of a rad-
ical road reform will satisfy their deniande.
Electors would do well in every constituency
fo impress upon their representatives that
immediate legislation is needed in this mat-
ter, There is no use in delaying the issue.
If we expect any considerable improvement
to be inaugurated, we must look to the pro-
vincial assembly to take the initiatory steps.

The Bay Route.

(St. John Sun,)

. M. Chase, of Boston, who with John
Atwood, of that city, has been down here in
the intemgsts of the proposed new steamer
service on'the bay route, came over the bay
on Saturday. r. Chase was seen at the
New Victoria by a Sun man, and talked
freely of the object of his visit. He said he
had visited Digby, Annapolis, Bridgetown,
and points between, and had spent over a
week making inquiries and learning the
views of the people with regard to the pro-
posed new service. He had met with en-
couragement wherever he went, and was
satisfied that a new service would be inaug-
urated. Committees had been appointed at
the various places he had visited to find out
what amount of stock would be subscribed.
Mr. Chase observed that he represented
Boston parties who offered to subscribe fifty
per cent. of the stock if parties in St. John
and the Nova Scotia points interested would
subscribe the rest. But he added that after
investigation he felt warraunted in stating
that whether stock was subscribed here or
not the Boston parties would put a steamer
on the route. He had looked into the matter
carefully, and with the pledges of support
given by merchants on both sidesof the bay,
he felt confident that a service could be es-
tablished on a paying basie.

The service, he said, would include on the
Nova Scotia side the ports of Bridgetown,
Tupperville, Round Hill, Upper Granville,
Granville Ferry, Annapolis, Victoria Beach,
Clementsport, Bear River and Digby. The
steamer would make about three trips per
week from St. John, but would not on each
trip include all the ports named on the other
side. There would be an alternativg service
arranged to suit the requirements of the
route,

Asked if the company proposed to purchase
the steamer Monticello, Mr. Chase replied
in the negative. He eaid the people he re-
presented have three steamers in Boston at
present, any one of which would be available
if desired. However, it was possible that
they would have a steamer built here for the
route. What they required was a steamer
about 115 feet long, 32 feet beam, and draw-
ing not over 9 feet. They needed a steamer
which would be of light enough draft to visit
all the points named and yet staunch enough
for the roughest weather in the bay. And
the steamer should be fast. She should be
able to make sixteen knots. One of the three
in Boston would average 15 knots, but was
a little larger than the dimensions he had
just stated.

Speaking of the apple trade, Mr, Chase
said the intention was to erect here a frost-
proof warehouse large enough to hold several
thousands barrels of apples so that shippers
could hold them here till sold. He believed
that the local apple trade and that for export
would be quite an important item in itself,

Mr. Chase leaves for Boston by this morn-
ing’s train. He expects to return in about
a month. He gave it to the Sux man as his
conviction that whether one of the Boston
steamers referred to were employed, or
whether a new one were to be built, there
would be a steamer on the route mentioned
early in May. His visit and the result of
bis enquiries and interviews with people in-
terested led to that belief. There had been
a good deal of correspondence before he und
Mr. Atwood came down, and their visit was
satisfactory. Mr. Atwood returned to Bos-
ton last week.

Obstructionists Rather Than Reformers.

To the Editor of the Weekly Monitor:

Sir:—My attention has been called to a
letter in the WEEKLY MoxITOR of the 20th
ult., signed “F. P. Greatorex” in which the
writer, with much apparent satisfaction, as-
serts that "undoubudlgﬂn very large ma-
jority of the Church of Kagland are not in
tavor of prohibition.” He goes on tosay that
the * Primate of all Canada” is strongly
Eﬁ&imc prohibition, and the same of Canon

Igood and, the late Bishop Binney. So
far as this is & correction of a wrong im-

ression created * by a leading article in the

ONITOR ” it is well enough, but it is noth-
ing to the credit of Episcopalians, I believe
that the Primate of all England is a teeto-
taler and that will cancel the * Primate of
Canada”’ and leave a balance beside; but if
that be the case, he has but little company
among his clergy or their flocks. The factis
that the Churo% of England has not been the
source of great reforms, but quite the con-
trary is the truth. I cannot recall a single
instance where the Church has led a great
movement in the interests of needed reforms.
It was John Howard, a Dissenter, who re-
formed the prisons of Europe. The Quak-
ers, Sharp, Dillwyn and Wood, and many
others who began the agitation for the aboli-
tion of slavery; and neither Clarkson nor
Wilberforce found their Episcopal training
in touch with their mission as abolitionist
leaders. The Bishops, as Lord’s Spiritual,
have been conspicuous obstructionists in the
passage of enligh d reform es.

Fox hunting parsons and worldly-minded
Bishops, made Puritanism under Cromwell
possible, and desirable, if the nation was to
be saved from the pit of corruption.
Wesley’s secessions from the mother
church could never have resulted in the
founding of a mighty denomination if there
had not been a deep demand, caused by the
utter inadequacy of the Established Church
tominister to the religi dsof the people.
Iam not.forgetting the great and good men
of the Church, but I do say that out of the
ranks of the despised Dissenters have come
the great reforms that have raised Britain
to her present status of national rank.
It was Father Matthew, a Roman Catbolic,
who took the pledge of total abstinence from
four million people, and the fruits of his
labors are still abundant.
I run over this ground toshow that it is no
matter of surprise to find the clergy of the
Church of England in Canada, and also their
flocks as a rule, opposed to the reform that
prohibition assures. In our province the
Episcopal Church is a weak sister.
than two years ago Bishop Courtney rebuked
his assembled clergy in no measured terms
for a laxity of interest and want of enthusi-
asm. Thereis so often an inability to per-
ceive that religion is a spirit apart from the
forms and ceremonies, and thus their best
efforts are thwarted, and dissenting demo-
cratic churches are taking the lead.
What avails a stately ritual and impressive
prayer if the heart is not fired with an en-
thusiasm for humanity? Surely He who
“Sitteth on the circuit of the Heavens”
does not care whether one prays facing East
or West, wears a gown or a coat and reads
with a distinguished accent. Of what use is
it to iterate and reiterate that ‘‘we are
miserable sinners and no health in us ” doing
the things we ought mnot to do, ete, ete.
Why not get up and go out and do some-
thing that ought to bedone. Why not stop
the tedious wriggling in the dust of detraction
and stand up to some measure of manliness
and helpfulness? We can’t save people with
kid gloves on our hands. Religion is surely
not a provision for our comfort, but a spirit
that seeks the good of others and in all the
range of human opportunities, there is no
ﬁelg of operation so open, so demanding as
the arena of Temperance Reform.
The christian minister who is not alive
and earnest in this crusade is recreant to his
mission and deserves not the credentials of
an Ambassador of Christ. Surely this lowly
service to mankind is lofty service to God.
The Church of England, clergy and laity,
may, and largely will, stand aloof from the
temperance work in our prayince, but almost
to a man our dissenting ministers are teetot-
alers from principal and prohibitionists from
rational consideration.
In Eogland there is a Church of England
Temperance Society, but it has two kinds of
pledges. One is total abstinence ; the other
permits you to treat your good resolution.
A sort of double barrelled srrangement that
leaves one to his wine and cocktails in mod-
eration, to show poor deluded mortals that
all tipplers do not become trunkards.
“ Here endeth the first lesson.”

Scriptural Evidence for Prohibition,

Editor Monator:
DeAr Sig, I have been very sick for sev-
eral weeks, but am now recovering. Though
ill I have read the MONITOR quite regularly, -
perusing two or three times a letter in your
issue of Dec. 20th, by F. P. Greatorex. Like
yourself I had supposed that the very large
majority of the ministers of our land, to-
getber with the laymen of the church, were
decidedly hostile to intemperance, the traffic
in intoxicating liquors, and consequently
friendly to prohibition, not *‘ excepting the
Church of England.” I confess that the
statements in that letter were a surprise to
me. It may be true that the large majority
of the Church of England, in the old country,
both ministers and laymen, and many also
some of the provinces of Canada may not be
total abstainers, but of those in the United
States, where I have lived nearly 30 years,
Iam gpite sure that the majority are for
temperance, and would favor a wise prohib-
itory liquor law. Voting for prohibition and
allying oneself with a prohibition party whose
platform is as rickety as a stump fence, are
two different things.

Now, the question concerning the manu-
facture, sale and use of incoxicating liquors
is a question very old, very significant. Sif-
ted to the bottom it-is a question of right
and wrong, pare and simple. If it be right,
let the traffic in such liquors be as unre.
strained as any other article of commerce.
If it is wrong let it be prohibited and driven
from the land. As to the right or wrong of
this business, experience and observation,
in thousands of plain cases, teach us that it
is shamefully wrong; an outrage against the
rights of life and property. As to the right
or wrong of this traffic, the Bible is a safe
judge, the surest authority. Is it singular
that the inspired book, and observation,
with experience all agree in pronouncing it
am outrageous, abominable business. And
the legalizing of it, by men, against the laws
of God, the protecting of it, for a money con-
sideration, a regular Tetzel affair. Selling
indulgences to sin, show it to be a *‘coven-
ant with death,” and an ‘‘agreement with
hell.”—1Is. 28; 18.

“The Archbishop of Rupert’s Land, the
Primate of all Canada” may *regard wine
as the good gift of God, and the very emblem
of joy,” and teach that doctrine, by precept
and example to others, but the {ord tge
righteous judge says of it, that *‘ wine is a
mocker, and strong drink is raging, and who-
soever is_deceiveC thereby is not wise.”—
Prov. 20; 1. Here is a question that ought
to make any man shiver. Shall we believe
the Lord or the Archbishop? The Lawgiver
of the Universe prohibits the use of wine in
these plain words: *‘ Look not thou upen
the wine when it is red, when it giveth his
color in the cup, when it moveth itself
aright. At the last it biteth like a serpent
and stingeth like an adder.”—Prov. 23: 31,
32. *‘“His Lordship,” the Primate ** believes
that prohibition would be interfering with
the free rights of the people, and would be a
grievous wrong to a large section of the com-
munity.” Shall we obey the Lord or give
heed to the Primate and run counter to His
commandment, in taking the liberty {free
right) to do » wrong, granted us by mere
man? The Lord’s prohibitory d

rather t,” is not mrdh’ to facts,
however he may reason or think. He is re.
ted as *“strongly in favor of temperance
ut *“ opposed to & prohibition law.” This
tion reminds me of the man, who was
strongly in faver of Wi’n‘ but_decidedly
to the prohibiti w, ** Thou shalt
not steal.”

Binney says, *lead to hypocrisy and deceit

The Jewish nation,
for hundreds of years, was given toidolatry,
despite the two, first commands of the Deca-
logue. Those prohibitory commands, *‘ Thou
shalt have no other gods before me.” *‘ Thou
shalt not make unto thee any ghrnven image,
or any likeness of any thing; thou shalt not
bow down thyself to them nor serve them,
eto.,” did, in the end, augpreu idol worship.
When * the iniquity of the fathers was vis-
ited upon the children,” time and time again,
when they had been scourged, over. and over,
led into captivity, and had tasted the full
bitterness of foreign yokes, and had felt the
penalty of God's law which they had broken,
the Jewish nation did learn the intended
lesson and cast away its idols. Perhaps it
was the penalty that cared him rather than
the prohibition. The Jew to-day is a mono-
theist, and has been for many centuries.
Prohibition then does prohibit. Let our

overnments adopt God’s prohibitory liquor
Fl', let them jealously vindicate vhat law
by visiting the penalty on the head of ever:
offender, and not make a tarce of prohibi-
tion, and we would see a great ohsnfa in
our land. Or let the ‘‘Judge of all the
earth” draw his gleaming sword, as in the
days of Jeremiah, to vindicate his own law,
to punish rebels, and men add governments,
the violators will learn a quick lesson not to
be forgotten. The Lord was God in Nebu.
chadnezzar's day. Is he not the same God
in Viotoria’s in McKinley’sday? Should the
(Omniscient One come down from heaven to
earth to make inquisicion for blood, he would
find crimson stains in every land, made by
drunken hands. Should he look for tears,
caused by the demon alcohol, he could find
rivers of them. Should he listen for the
cries of the wife and children, of the widow
and fatherless, he would hear groans and
lamentation, louder than any ever heard in
Rama or Bethlehem, and those groans, the
outcome from the flowing bowl.
When Bishop Binney said that ‘‘ the evils
of intemperance are frightful,” he spoke as
the mouthpiece of Jehovah, without any
mention of the ** serpent,” the *‘ adder,” the
““woe,” the *‘sorrow,” the * contentions,”
the * wounds without cause,” of the drinker
himself, without mention of the fearful wife-
beatings, the shameful treatment of children,
the horrid murders and blood poured out
like water., When he said that total ab-
stainence is not *““to be as much esteemed
as moderation in.the use ot stimulants, which
are only injurious when taken in excess,” he
sgoke as a man of the world. But I think I
have written enough for one letter, though
Iam full to overtlowing with thoughts of
teruperance. I will reserve them for another
letter next week, if I am well. I can, and
will give you the names of several persons,
mentioned in the Bible, who drank wine,
got drunk, and the outcome of their drunk-
enness. 1 can give you notable instances of
persons, Bible characters, who were total
abstainers, and what they became, contrast-
ing these two classes. 1 can give you very
much more from the inspired book, on the
subject of temperance. 1 can give you my
view of the *‘ rights of men,” the right to
life and happiness, and the rights of proper-
ty. I can give you a dozen, & score of rea-
sons, that will stand criticism, why we
should banish the saloon from our land, and
adopt prohibition. And we had better doit
quickly, lest the Lord of hosts, the God of
battles treat us soon, as he treated the
United States, thirty edd years ago, for their
abomnable institution of human slavery:
Viewing the case, as in the past, and as it
stands g‘l the present, my hopes of prohibi-
bition, secured by mere man, are not very
brilliant, but when the Almighty God shall
take an active hand in this cause, when he
ehall set all his artillery playing upon rum’s
ramparte, then the abomination that maketh
desolate shall be swept away. Till then I
shall contend for temperance with all the
powers I possess.

A Good Whitewash,

good standard kind, not of the more costly
imported kinds, three parts; and clean fine
saud, one part, are mixed well with cold
water and immediately applied. This gives
a light brownish white that is not so glaring
as the common lime, and has been found to
resist moisture better than any other wash.
It adheres to brick or stone or wooden walle
or fences very firmly. In itsapplication the
walls are first wetted with water, by which
the adhesion of the wash is made stronger
than if applied to a dry surface.

A Very Peculiar Fabrie,

A peculiar fabric which is likely to be use-
ful for a variety of purposes is being manu
factured in Brussele. 1t is inficxible, trans
parent, and waterproof, and can be washed
off like a pane of glass with cold water by
meane of a sponge. The material is mainly
intended for portieres, shades umbrellas, etc.
The patented process cousists in filling up
the meshes of a wide meshed fabric, such as
muselin, with chrome gelatine, or a similar
substance, and rendering the chrome gela-
tine insoluble- by exposure to light. The
stuff is then coated on both sides with boil-
ed linseed oil or fat varnieh, and the treat-
ment with chrome gelatine and linseed oil is
repeated several times. The fabric is dec-
orated by printing.

Agricultural

. Renewing Old Trees.

Old trees are among the most cherished
treasures of rural and suburban homes,
They are the most costly, too, as every fin-
ished product is costly into which has enter-
ed those transforming and creative processes
which only long reaches of time can furnish.
An old house may fall down or be destroyed
by fire, and while we mourn the loss of the
visible sign of old associations, &' better and
more beautiful structure.can be made to
take its place. But when an old tree that
has been the guardian of the home for gen-
erations, and stood there before the home
was founded, surrenders to the blast, the
loss is beyond repair, for a long time, at
least. As there is no immediate remedy
possible, the need of precaution becomes all
the greater.

When one of these old sentinels begins to
show signs of disease and decay, and year
by year grows more attenuated in its bran-
ches and weaker in leaf growth and power,
we watch it as we watch a friend attacked
by a slow, but incurable malady. Butreme-
dies are now being discovered for almost
every ill of the body and successful tree
surgery is or maybe as common as the
higher form of that science. A recent num-
ber of Garden and Forest discusses the re
juvenescence of old trees, and gives practical
directions for effecting it. Directly to the
point are two illustrations of thé same tree,
a venerable oak in the Arnold Arboretum.
The first is of a tree, with far reaching bran-
ches, but marked by infallible signs of de-
crepitude, the leafage scanty and the general
aspect of life discouraging.

The second illustration shows the same
tree 12 years later, shorter of limb it is true,
but displaying vigor in every leaf and fiber,
and exhibiting every characteristic of youth
and strength and hopeful promise of longev-
ity. No miracle, not even one of nature's,
has been performed. The result is simply
one of skilful tree surgery, of inteHigent prun-
ing, according to the De Car system, which,
instead of sending the tree blood long dis-
tances, through collapsed aund withered
arteries, contracts the area and applies the
nourishing for¢es in such a way that they can
be assimulated and made to promote the
growth of all the members.

The process is one which almost any intel-
ligent farmer or tree owner should be able to
apply.  Vigor can be restored to a tree in
this condition by shortening all its branches
one-third or one-half their entire length.
The only care needed in this operation is to
cut back each main branch to a healthy lat-
eral branch which will serve to attract and
elaborate by the means of its leaves a suffi
cient flow of sap to insure the growth of the
branch.” These directions must be carefully
observed to prevent further decay, and care
must also be taken to leave the lowest limbs
the longest, so that the greatest possible
leaf surface shall be exposed to the light.
So, if some old tree, near roadside or dwel-
ling, that has been the landmark of a century,
shows alarming symptoms, the owner should
not despair before l%e has treated it accord-
ing to the general plan here laid down.

Grain for Poultry Food.

From Farmers’ Bulletin No. 41, devoted
to care and feeding of fowls, we take the
following relative to values of the different
kinds of grain :

* When comfortable quarters are provided
for the fowls the nutritive ratio of the food
should be about one-fourth, that is, one part
of protein or muscle-producing compounds
to four pounds of carbohydrates or heat and
fat producing compoundg. Wheat is to be
preferred to corn. Oats make an excellent
food, and perhaps come nearer the idea than
any other single grain, particularly so if the
hull can be removed.

“ Buckwheat, like wheat, has too wide a
nutritive ratio if fed alone, and produces a
white flesh and light-colored yolk if fed in
large quantities. In forcing fowls for egg
production, as in forcing animals for large
yields of milk, it is found best to make up a
ration of many kinds of grain. This invari-
ably gives better results than one or two
kinds of grain, although the nutritive ratio
is about the same. It has been found ‘by
experiment that the fowls not only relish
their ration more when composed of many
kinds of grain, but that a somewhat larger
percentage of the whole ration is digested
than when compoeed of fewer ingredients.
It has been clearly proven by experiment
that food consumed by the fowls influences
the flavor of the eggs ; that in extreme cases
not only is the flavor of the food imparted
to the eggs, but also the odor. This of itself
is sufficient reason for always supplying
wholesome food for the fowls and seeing to
it that none but wholesome food is consumed.

“It is conceded by the majority of poultry-
men that the ground or soft food should form
a portion of their daily ration.

‘¢ As the digestive organs contain the least
amount of food in the morning, it is desirable
to feed the soft food at that time, for the
reason it will be digested and assimilated
quicker than whole grain. A mixture of
equal parts by weight of wheat, bran and
fine middlings make a good morning food if
mixed with milk or water, thoroughly wert,
without being sloppy. If the mixture is in-
clined to be sticky, the proportion of bran
should be increased. A little linseed meal
will improve the mixture, particularly for
hens during the molting period, or for chick-
ens when they are growing feathers. If pre-
pared meat scrap or animal meal is to be fed
it should be mixed with the soft food of about
one pound to 25 hens. It will be necessary
to feed this food in troughs to avoid soiling
before it is consumed. ‘‘The grain ration
should consist largely of whole wheat, some
oats, and perhaps a little cracked corn.
This should be scattered in the litter which
should always cover the floor of the poultry
house.”

-
Simple Seed-Testing Devices.

My way of testing old seeds usually has
been to plant a few dozen of each kind in a
flower pot in the greenhouse or in ‘some
corner of the bench. In a new book by, Pro-
fessor E. S. Geoff; of the Wiscorsin -experi-
ment station ** Principles of Plant Cr Jture,”
(just published by the author Madiso n, Wis.,
an exceilent work), I find a plan ¢ f testing
seeds which is extremely simple, n eeding no
special paraphernalia, and yet safs . and sure,
and no doubt more satisfactory generally
than my greenhouse method. Take two
pieces of moderately thick cloth, a table-
plate that is not warped and a pane of glass
:large enough to cover the plate, Thecloths
are dipped into water, wrung -out alittle un-
til moderately wet, spread over the bottom
of the plate, and the seeds tc. be tested are
placed between them. “ It %s well to use a
hundred or more seeds of eac h sample, as a
larger number will show the per cent of vi-
tality more aceurately than. a smaller one,
and the lot should be well mixed before tak-
ing the sample. The plate should be cov-
ered with the glass to prevent evaporation
from the cloth, and it may be placed in any
room of comfortable living temperature.
The seeds should be frequently examined,
and may be removed as they sprout, when
by eubstracting the number put in the per

cent of vitality may be readily com

The cloths should be placed in byoilingp\:::g;
a few minutes before using them for a second
test, to destroy any spores or mycelia of
mould with which they may have become in-
fested.

Then when she became older, she was
tempted forth into the dark, ostensively to
take care of another child; and in travelling
she was given charge of the checks and
tickets to occupy her mind. Her reason was
appealed to in the sweetest and sunniest
way by her mother, who graciously included
herself under the same disability.

I find,” she would say, *“that when I am
frightened I must act at once. If I think
burglars are at the window, I jump up and
get a light to satisfy myself. If an object
in the dark makes me tremble, I drag my feet
towards it, touch and examine it; and nearly
always what seems gigantic at a distance,
grows familisr when it is near.”

Not all chidren have such home training,
but there is much to be done by themselves.
The only way to lay our fear forever is tore-
coguize him for unsubstantial bogy, and to
resist him with common-sense and cheerful-
ness. :

—A Detroiter who sells roach and bedbug
powders says that there is not & house in the
city that has not at one time or another had
its share of these pests, and that the utmost
diligerice is necessary to keep beds clean.
Hotels, especially, are the camping ground
of bugs, where they are constantly fought
by the housekeepers, but from which there
is little chance of their extinction. Here is
a good recipe, given by a doctor :

“The one recommended, while perfectly
harmless to the human family, is in some
way very distasteful to the bugs—at least
they soon disappear entirely where it is used.
If the bedateads are badly infested, make a
strong solution of alum water, putting in as
much alum as the water will dissolve, and
wash the bedsteads withit, hot. .If thisdoes
not entirely destroy them, repeat the process
in a week or two. They will probably be
entirely subdued with the second application.

¢ When once rid of them a wash with cold
alum water when the housecleaning is done
is sufficient to preclude their again obtaining
a foothold.”

The remedy is so simple that thore who
have been accustomed to hold the enemy &t
bay with kerosene, paris green, corrosive
sublimate or other seemingly more powerfal
agencies, may be a little sceptical in regard
to its efficacy. To those, the doctor says:
«Simply try it thoroughly, and you will
never go back to the old methods of warfare,
neither will you find the contest a very long
one.”

How to Warm Cold Feet.

People who write or sew all day, or rather
those who take but little exercise, may warm
their cold feet without going to the fire. All
that is necessary is to stand erect and very
gradually to lift one’s self up upon the tips
of the toes, 5o as to put all the tendons of the
foot at full strain. This is not to hop or
jump up and down, but simply to rise—the
slower the betters—upon tiptoe, and to re-
main standing on the point of the toes as
long as possible, but gradually coming to the
natural position Repeat this several times,
and by the amount of work the tips of the
toes are made to do in sustaining the hody’s
weight, a sufficient and lively circulation is
s:t up. Even the half frozen car-driver can
carry this plan out. It is one rule of the
« Swedish movement” system, and, as mo-
tion-warm'h is far better than fire-warming,
persons who suffor with cold feet at night
can try this plan just before retiring to rest.

Chocolate Almonds.

Blanch the almond meats by pouring boil-
ing water over them and let them stand a few
moments; then turn the hot water off and
throw cold water over them. The skin may
then be easily rubbed off. Break some
sweet chocolate into small pieces, put them
in a small dish and stand the dish over the
fire in a pan of boiling water. When the
chocolate is melted put a blanched nut meat
on the point of a hatpin and dip it into the
melted chocolate; then lay it on oiled paper
to cool. When the chocolate becomes set
the meats may be again taken up with a
pin; such a second coating of the chocolate
will please many that are very fond of choc-
olate. *

How to Curl Feathers.

Feathers may easily be curled, if only a
little time and care can be devoted to them.
A simple process is as follows: Havealarge
kettle with steam pouring out of the spout.
Hold the feathers in this steam for a few
moments, and then with a blunt knife (pre-
ferably a metal paper cutter) curl each sep-
arate plume and when complete, hold the
feather in front of the fire to keep the stiff-
ness in.

—A new style of hammock pillow recom-
mends itself for its exceeding usefulness to
the summer boarder, who armed with cush-
ion and hammock, likes to steal away to the
pines for a quiet hour or so. The pillow is
made in oblong form, and wadded so as to
form two cushions, which fold together in
the middle. Each of them is provided with
a pocket for carrying magazines or papers
and when folded it is held by corner loops
or buttons. The pillow is carried by a rib-
bon strap and is one of the successful nov-
elties.

—The best way to prepare young onions
is to put them into boiling water and cook
them until perfectly tender, but not broken;
drain them, add pepper, salt and a lump of
butter ; put them intoa hot dish and cover.
Older onions should be put into cold water
to boil and after they have boiled for five
minutes they should be changed to fresh
boiling water. If strong, drop a piece of
charcoal into the second water. Old onions
are improved by a cream sauce, but young,
tender ounes are best without.

—The addition of aslittle powdered borax
to cold starch tends to give the linen extra
stiffness, and a little turpentide put into
the boiled starch adds lustre. :

—When flower vases are stained they
should be washed with vinegar mixed with
very hot water, or ammonia may be ueed in-
