These
were the taking away of the groves (shrines sacred
to licentious worship), and an earnest personal ser-
vice of God.

Time and Place—Omri's
reign, 929 o 918, B.C., begin-
ning of nhelrs reign, 918 to
n 898, B.C.; Tirzah, about four
R miles north, and Samaria,
M about six miles north-west of
i Shechem,

Connection—Omri was the
founder of the third line of
kings in Israel, the first, that
of Jerobnam, i:aving been ond-
ed by the slaying of his son
Nadab (ch. 15 : 27), and the
second, that of Baasha, by the slaying of Elabh, his
son, ch, 16: 10. Zimri, the slayer of Elah, reigned
only seven days. Then for four years Omri, the
choice of the army (ch. 16 : 16), and 7Tibni, the
choice of the people (ch. 16: 21) contended for the
throne, ch, 18:22. Finally the defeat and death of
Tibni left Omriin undisputed possession of the throne,
The Lesson is a sad record of :—

I. A WickeD FATRER.—28,24. In the thirty
and first year of Asa; the beginning of the six
years following the death of Tibni, What & con-
trast between the gocd Asa and the two wicked kings
of the Lesson! Orarl; the general in commeand of
Elah's army (see Connection). Reigned twelve
years (Rev. Ver.) ; including the four years of strife
with Tibni. In Tirzah ; which had become the capi-
tal of Isracl instead of Shechem, ch, 15:21, It was
famed for itsbeauty, Song 6: 4. Butit was difficult o
defend ageinst attack ; hence Omri removed his capi-
tal to Samaria. The hill Samaria; anoblong hill,
with a long, level top, commanding & wide view and
easy to defend. For two talents of gilver ; about
$1,000 in our money, but in those days equal in pur-
chasing power to ten times that sum. After the
name,of Shemer. *‘Shomeron,” the Hebrew form
of Samaria, shows the Jerivation of the name Shemer.
Perhaps Shemer, clinging, like every Israelite, to
his family property (see the story of Naboth, ch, 21)
bargained for the continued connection of his name
with the new city.

A very large space
is given to his reign because it contained the minis-
try of the prophet ‘Elijah, Did evil.. above all.
It was not meraly calf-worship, but open and shame-
less idolatry, which he now made the religion of the
state.

He fook to wife Jezebel ; a fiercely
vicious princess who became the wicked rulerof Ahab

him. Baal was the sun-god, and his worship was
impure and cruel.

The idol-worshipping king
is brought face to face with the Living God for whom
the prophet speaks; the covenant God, too—* God of
Israel "—and to worship idols was to break the
covenant. Before whom I stand ; as His servant,
clothed with authority (Sce Deut. 10:8). S8hall not
be dew nor rain ; one of the curses in Deuteronomy
on those who forsake God, Deut. 28 : 23, 24; a terrible
hardship in 85 hotand dryaclimate. Theseyears;
three and a half, 1 Kgs. 18: 1; Luke 4: 25; James 5:
17. According tc my word; as the Lord shall
proclaim through me.

He spent abouta
vear at Cherith. The drought lastedin all three years
and six months, Luke 4:25: Jas. 5:i7. Show thy-
self to Ahab ; a command requiring great courage,
for King Ahab was very angry, blaming Elijah for
the drought, v.17. I will send rain ; a glad mes-
sage for the prophet, who grieved over the suffering
caused by the famine. Surely, too, the king would
not injurs one bringing such good tidings. Elijah
went; like a soldier obeying his captain. Sore
famine in Samaria. The king’s capital, arich and
powerful city, would be the last to suffer. But even
here there was now deep distress.-

II. AN ANX10US SEARCH.—8.8. Abab called
Obadiah ; & good name for a good, though somewhat
timid man. It means ‘‘servant of Jehovah.” The
governor of his house: manager of the king's
palace. Feared the Lord greatly. Even wicked
employers like to have God-fearing servants. Jeze-
bel cut off the prophets of theL.ord; when,we
are not told. 1t was probably un act of revenge upon
Eljjah. These men were those under training for
the Lord's service, called in 2 Kgs. 2: 8 ““sons of

the prophets.”” Obadish took an hundred pro-
phets, and hid them ; using his.position to help
the Lord's couse. In caves; whichabounded in the
limestone country of Palestine and were frequently
used as places of refuge, Josh. 10:17; 1 S8am. 18: 6;
22:1. Go..untoall fountains..and unto all
brooks. Fountains were streams flowing all the
year; brooks the mountain torrents going dry in
summer. Ahab hoped that even near the latter, grass
would be found. To save thehorsés andmules;
Did he care more for the 1oss of the beasts than for
the people? Rut, perhaps, thelife of the cattle would

prolong the lives of the penple! Ahab went one
way .. Obadiah another. It would not be thought
strange in the East at that time.for a king to go per-
sonally on such an errand, - A tribal chief will.do it

to-day with the flocks or cattie.

III. A SUDDEN APPEARANCE.~—7, 8, Elijah
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‘met him. God arranged the meeting. Knew him;
recognizing him, either by hisdress (2Kgs. 1: 7, 8), or
from havingseen him in Ahab'spalace. Art thouf
A question, not of doubt, but of natural surprise.
My lord Elijah. Well might reverence be given to
one who wielded so great power. Go, tell thy
lord, Behold, Eljjah—; for whom he had made
such long and diligent search, v.'10.

9-14. Deliver thy servant into the hand of
Ahab to slay me. Obadiah believed that Ahab in-
tended toslay Elijah. He also believed that the Lord
would take the prophet away (v. 12) before the king
appeared. In that case he feared that Ahab’s ven-
geance would fall on himself, 8pirit . . shall carry
thee; sce Acts8:39. X fear the Lord; the proof
isinv.13.

15,16. I will surely show myself. Elijah was
the Lord's-loyal servant, obedience was his habit.
Obadiah went to Ahab; with the prophet’s mes-
sage.
