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REPGRT
of the Board of Foreign Missions, for
1851-52.

In submitting their eighth Annual Re-
port to Synod, the Board of Foreign Mis-
gions have to tell both of mercy and of
judgment. They have to express great
gratitude 1o the God of Missions for the
cheering tidings they are called ta cor-
municate ; and at the same time they have
to unfold, what appears to them matter of
deep concern and painful anxiety.

. ACTION OF THE BOARD.

At a meeting which was held immedi-
ately after last Synod, the Board proceeded
to carry into effect the instructions which
they had received. These affected two
poivis of the highest importance,—the
resignation of Mr Archibald, and the fil-
ling up of the vacancy, which his resigna-
tion had craated.

The Board appointed their former Sec.
Rev James Waddell, to make foll enquiry
as to the cause of Mr Archibald’s resig-
nation and instructed the Fditors of the
Register to prepare and insert an advertis-
ment thevein, inviting applications for the
yacancy from any of the ministers or li-
centiates of the Church in Nova Scotia, or
of the United Presbyterian Church of
Scotland, or any of its branches in the
Culonies,

At a subsequent meeting of the Board,
the Sec. was instructed to write to the
London dlissionary Society, proffering to
support any agent whom they might ap-
point to co-operate with Mr Geddie,—dis-
claiming all pratension to the exclusive
occupancy of Anecitenm as the Mission
field of the Presbyterian Chure!' of Nova
Scotia, and stating the great destitution of]
ministerial supply, now prevalent in our
awn and sister churches.

OFF1CIAL, CORRESPONDENCE.

Letters from Aueiteum were reccived
of date Sept. 11th 1851, last March, by
way of China, which appears to be the
most expeditious route.

The pablicationuf this correspondence,
was, after grave deliberation, authorized
by the Board ; but unhappily the vague
terms in which the cause of Mr Archi-
bald’s resignation is alluded to, has not
contributed to allay, but rather excite the
prevailing anxiety on that subject, A
memorial from the immediate fr_ie‘nds, and |
others, of Mr Archibald, has been trans-{:
mitted 1o your Board, * earnestly request-|:
ing, that in the first letter to Mr Geddie,
the Board would request him to state the
case as it is for the satisfaciion of the
Chuarch, the relief of the petitioners, and
as an act of bare justice to Mr Archibald
himself.”” This memerial was entertained
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at once and most cordially,~—the Sec. was
instructed to write to Mr Geddie in terms
thereof with all convenient despatch. The
; letter which was prepared accordin%y, is
“low on its way to Aneiteum and the Board
confivently hepe that 4 suitable aaswer
will in due course be received.
STATE OF FUNDS.
A full statement of accounts with the
London Missiorary Society,through whom

:| all our monies are remitted, have been re-

ceived, exhibiting a considerable balance
in our faver.

This is accounted for, by the well
kuown circumstanee, that the Boat fond
remains intact, and moreover, from private
letters we learn, that Mr Geddie has not
drawn the full amount of his salary for
any one year, tho’ he does not state par-
ticulars, = * Our accounts with the mis-
gion,” says he, ““are in a much beiter
state than 1 would wish them to be—1 have
not received any supplies from Britain for
twc years and three months, nor will re-
ceive any till the John Williams arrives.”
Under these circumstance the Board do
not feel justified in referring to any monies
in fund beyond what is now in tho Synod
‘Treasurer’s hands.

At the date of closing accounts for the
past year, £33810s4d. were in fund,
from which the current expenses of as-
other year will fall to be deducted. Your
Board are aware however, that considera-
ble sums have been added to the funds
since the yearly accounts were closed, so
that it must be evident, thers is no gronnd
of apprehension as to the comfortable sup-
port of two ordained missionaries and cheir
families. The outfit of another mission-
ary would of course lead to large expend-
iture, but from what has been experienced
heretofore, thers is no reason to distrust
the liberality of the Church with respect
to her Yoreigu Mission. Thres Boxes of
Goods were sent off last November, the
value of which was not ascertained. Two
large Boxes, valued a:tgxfwards of £20
are now being transmitted, and thers is
good reason o anticipate that an equal if
not greater donation of clothing, sewing
material, &¢, will leave by the Fall ship-
ping. In letters already publiched, the
great importauce of an extensive supply
of clothing has been strongly stated, and
from still more recent intelligence, we
learn that the demand is on the increase.
s T thought.” says Mrs_Geddie, ¢ thatat
ons time, Home made Flannel would not

be a very useful article, but lately it has

turned to good account. The demand for
alothing5 has become intense ovor the
whole Island, and 1 have been much put
to in order to meet it. ¥ have been obli-
ged to cut the flannel up the centre length-
wise, and divide it again intv pieces about
ayaxd ond a half long, each of which
mukes n covering for one porson.*’

It may not be out of place here to ub-
serve, that supplies of another kind are in
great request,—viz. priuting and achool
waterials, Of these articles, at the dato
of the leiter referred to, there was such a
destitution, that the boys had stopped writ-
ing for want of paper and pens, and yoar
missionary was gatheriog up all the scraps
of printing paper he could find in order 10
strike off elementary sheets for the use of
the natives.

" REFERENCE TO SYNOD,

The Board having thus referred to their
own action during the past year, would
now direct attention to such points as they
consider will require the action of this

ourt. These comprise matters of grave
importanes, and they will receive, doubt-
less, the most serious consideration of
Synod.

SUCCESSOR *'0 MR ARCHIBALD.
¥From what has been said it will at cnea
appear that the w.ost claimant demand up-
on_us at present is to provide a successor
to Mr Archibald.

On this subject your present missionary
gives utterance to a full heart when ke
says, * Our situation is such as no mis-
sivnary should be placed in. The Board
have undertaken a great responsibility to
leave me slone in 80 arduous 2 field aud at
so critical a period to the mission. I trust
that they will make vigorous effurts to
send anotber missionary, if they have not
done so already. In our solitade, howev-
ar, wo have not been left alone—God hes
been true to his promise, and we have en-
joyed some messure of his presence in our
work, Had it not besn fer His grace and
assistance, we must have fainted and be-
come weary long age.” Again, andina
similar strain he says, * Have I your sym-
pathy and that of the Board in my present
circamstances? T sometimes think that I
have not, at least to the extent that I ought
to have it, or how could youn have left me
years without an assooiate. 1 feel dis-
tressed to think, that the Johu Williaws,
after lying more than a twelvemonth at
home, has in sll probability left for these
islands, without any help. Think of a

golitary family more than 1500 miles from
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the nearest missionary station, without the
possibility of communication, except at
distant intervals. Docsthe heathen world
present such another instance of mission-
ary isolation? OQur position is a most seri-
ous one, and ought te demand your early
and most sorious considecation, if it has
not done 8o already. You must pardon
me, if I am over sensitive in the matter.”
In the lutest official letter, Mr Geddie
writes, ¢ If you cannot engage a voluu-
teor, it would, I think, be quite proper tu
invite u man from the settled ministers of
the Church, and such an iavitation wight
be regarded by him asa call in God's
providence, to forsake the endenvments of
home, and go far hence unto the Gentiles.”
This proposal your Board felt to be too
4serious in itself and in its consequences,
to ba either lightly treated, or immedi-
atly adopted. Indesd, they apprehend the
responsibility connected therewith, to be
far to grava for thera to assume, without
the special instruciionz of this supreme
Court. They have therefore agreed to
refer it to Synod for such action as it may
deam most prudent. 1t is proper, how-
ever, to note the qualifications which Mr
Geddie affirms to be the most desirable in
amissionary to Aneitesma. It would seem
men of experience are wanted, and yei
men who have not reached the meridian of
life; for the labors and teils which the
station involve, are as inconsistens with
the decline of bedily and mental vigor, as
with the immaturity and inexperience of
youth. ¢ Ithink,” says Mr Geddie, “‘that
a tried man would be more eligible than
any other at the present time,”” and again,
é fixcept in extraordinary cases, the man
who has turnod kLis thirtieth year, had bet-
ter remain atl home.”
Ancther topic has beea referred to the
Bourd for deliberation, and by them to the
hurch,—~that is—The scheme of the Rev
Inglis, as to the permanent loeation of
the New IHebridean Group by ten or
twelve missionaries; the pumber to be
provided, three from each denomination,
the Preshyterian Church of Nova Scotia,
tho Reformed Presbyterian Church in
Scotland, of which Mr Inglis is a mission-
aty in New Zealaud ; the Original Seces-
iision, Scorland ; and the London Mission-
ary Society. That each parsy should
hold correspondence with their respective
ISuciety, but that all the missionaries
4should be under the general maragemens
iof the London Missionary Scciety
How far the Synod may be prepared to

1
entertain this project as a whole is very
questiopable, but certainly fram past exer-
tions thore is good reason to believe that
the Preshyterian Church of Nova Scotia
is quite abls to support the guota which is
set down to her account. Our Sisier
Charch in Cavada has already presented
the first fruits of her liberality, by the re-
gular remittance of the annuali offerings of|
two of her congregations. Were the lib-
erality of all her congregations in like
proportion to be elicited, cooperation wonld
be secured, not inferior to our own efforts.
A cooperation which would have the hap-
plest effect upon the relation existing be-
tween the two churches. It might not be
very difficult to induce the United Presby-
tarian Church ia Scotland to resume and
fulfil erc long their once cherished design
to occupy this group of Islands. Many
will consider it quite prematuse to speak
of our Church sending two additional mis-
sionaries, when we have sought so long
earnestly, and yet in vain, to find one. It
is quite possible however, that it might e
essier to abtain the services of two than of
ana. The dread of a lengthened, petlious,
and withal, solitary passage to the scene
of labor would then be greatly mitigated,
and, what is of far gfeater advantage, the
numerous and manifest henefits attending
Preshytery could be obtamed, and the
agency as a whole, would possess the
strength of the three-fold cord, which is
not quickly broken.
MISSIONARY REGISTER.

The only remaining subject to which the
special attention of Synod is requested, is
the present state and prospects of the

eriodical under the care of the Board.

uring the past year the Missionary Reg-
ister has been under the management of
two of their nanmber. The compleints as
to the irregular issue and transmission of
it have altogether ceased. Its circulation
is now almost wholly to subscribers and
amounts to upwards of 1700 copies month-
ly. Of these at least 1630 copies are un-
derstood to be subject to payment, but
though the terms are in adrance, it is with
deep concern your Board would observe,
that up to this date, only £53 of the 100
dye in January Inst, have been collected. |
It will beat oace apparent that much
greater punctuality must be observed by
subseribers, before the Board can feel sat-
isfied with present arrangements. Last
year, upwards of £36 was drawn from
the general fund to support this publica-

tion, besides the past year's gratuitous
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distribution. A little more exertion on
the part of ministers and other agents
would speedily raise the circulation to
2000; and were payment of this number
of copies prompt, tho amount received
even at the presont very low price of sale,
would not only pay current expenses, but
‘soon reimburse all the outlay incurred by
the gratuitous distribution of past years.
The management of this publication en-
tails no inconsiderable degree of nécessary
and unrequited duty on the part of its im-
mediate conductors,but this has been cheer-
fuly undergone,under the apprehension that
the sympathy and support of the Church
will not be withheld. Nor would thn
Board hesitate to affirm that the enterprize
which was exhibited by them at the com-
mencement of this Perivdical has been am-
ply rewarded.

Apart from the direct inflaence which
it has exercised upon their own immediate
schomes, its pages have been open to the
statements and appeals of every scheme
connected with the Synod. Many of the
members of the Church whose ecclesiast-
ical information, and consequent interest in
passing ovents,were almost whollyconfined
to what concerned their own locality and
congregation ; many who never hear of
the doings of our superior Church Courts,
except in reference to the mare prominent
interests of their own section, are now
familiar with the general movements of
the Church at large, and feel a deep and
intelligent interest in the welfare of every
Congregation and Mission Jocality.

RESIGRATION OF MR ARCHIBALD.

The Board have already refered to the
resignation of Mr Avchibald, a most pain-
ful and perplexing subject, as its stands
connected with the action taken therein
during the past year; but consider that its
importance demands separate and special
notice. The great irregularity and uncer-
tainty of communications to and fro, has
evidently much to do with the difficulties
of this case. The route by China is by
far the most expeditious, but letters puss
througlt so many strange hands before
they are mailed, that they aresentata
ventare. In answer to jetters, addressed
to private individuals, Mr Geddio says,
under date Nov. 11, 1851, I have not
received any letter communicating the
wishes of Synod in rclation to Mr Archi-
bald’s ordination, nor have Ireceived any
letter of iristruotions from the Board of
Foreign Missions, nor any list of enquir-
ies. foav that those letters were on

board of a small vessel captured hy the
natives of Mare last Decomber, for T have
since heard that therc was something on
board of her for me.””  Your Board are
satisfied that Mr Geddie is qnite ignorant
of the nature and extent of the corres-
pondence which Mr Archibald has held
with them, and that he considers it quite
unnecessary to enter into particulars as to
the ground of resignation. It has been
distinctly stated, that this was the result
of the united counsels of Messrs. Geddie
and Powell, in answer to the request for
advice which Mx Avchibald presented to
them.

Mr Powell is one of the London, Mis-
sionary Society’s agents and was there on
the island, and your Board have felt that
his presenee and counsel should have great
weiglit with the Synod and the Church at
large as it has had with themselves.

There can now be no reasonable doubt
as to the propricty of the step which has
been taken by Mr Archibald in tendering
his resignation 1n the manner in which he
has done, but it is most deeply to be de-
plored that his very protracted silence
should leave all the fricnds and supporters
of the mission a prey to the most painful
suspense, which a few lines to your Board
or one of his own friends, would have en-
tirely removed.

At the same time, your Board would
not seek to justify the air of mystery in
which Mr Geddic writes on this subject,
ar the covert insinuation which often has
keener point than the bare and naked truth,
for, though he might well and justly with-
hold such detail from the publie, it is un-
warrantable to keep them back from a
Board, to which he owes his appointment
in common with that of Mr Avchibald.—
To this however, it may be answered, that
we have no kncwledge of his having ve-
cetved any official enyuiry after such par-
ticulars, and as the enquiry is now on its
way if it has not already reached him, it is
only cautious and christian to suspend alf
condemuation of his conduet, until an au-
thentic and full reply be received.
PRESENT STATE AND PROSPECTS OF THE

MISSION.

Your Board would now direct special
notice in conclusion,to the cheering tidings
which have recently been received, asto
the prosperous state and highly encourag-
ing prospects of the mission. Your mis-
sionary writes, Nov. 11, ¢ There is a
movement in favor of Christianity all over

the lsland. ¥ am just now endeavoring to ‘
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white men engaged in the Sandal Wood
Trade. But Gud has hitherto shielded his
cause and those engaged in it, 12 circum-
stances of danger and trial, and we feel an
assurance that he will do sv still. The
good wark which has begun in this dark
island must go ou uatil it comes to a tri-
umphant issue. A flame has been kindied
which the waters of opposition have not
quenched and caunot quench. The Sun
of Righteousness has begun to arise in
this benighted land, and though the clouds
of adversity do sometimes seem to inter-
lcept his rays, yet his course is always on-
ward, and may we not cherish the hope
that the day is not far distant when his
life giving rays shall pevetrate every dis-
trict, every village, and every habitation
in sneiteum.”  Again he says, in a letter
of the same date, *‘Our progress has
never been remarkable, but has always
been enward and steady. I am happy to
say, that afier a succession of struggles,
the cause of God is likelv to live and
trimnph in Aneiteun. At present the
whole island is in a state of commotion on
the subject of Christianity. ven in the
remotest districts it is the all absorbing
theime. Every week weakens the heathen
arty, and bhrings new accessions to the
ord’s side. The change has been brought
ahout chiefly, under God, by native agency.
For several months 1 have employed na-
tives in whose knowledge and piety 1 have
some degree of confidence, to converse
with their benighted countrymen. At
present there is a chief at this station,
from another district; hé came to, spend
some time with me and receive instruct-
ion. 'This man, whose name is Jiapai,
has been a great disease maker, the most
celebrated warrior in the island, aud the
terror of the natives at large. The na-
tives us~d often to say to me, when { ex-
horted them to forsake their superstition
and their sin, ¢ Get Jiapai to tuin and we
will all turn.® The Lord, I trust, has
touched the heart of this very wicked man.
Since he came to visit me he has been out
among' the heathen party every day, en-
treatirg them to give up their dark cus-
toms and embrace Christianity. Jiapai is
aman of maseuline mind, as well as earn-
est in the cause, and his words, as the
natives say, ave as a great hammer, which
breaks every thing before it. None of the
heathen can withstand himn, and he soon
puts them to silence. A few evenings
ago, he met with Nohoat, the ehief of this
district, and talked with him unii} it was

follow up and improve the awaking which
has already taken pluice. We have not
attained our present posititon without a
struggle, nor am I so sunguine as w hope
that the struggle is over. We have siill
to contend with the confederate opposition
of the heathen party, and a small party of
daylight next morning. 'The old chief
wept like a child, acknowledged that he
was a very wicked man, but said that he
wished t0 remain fas he was, and afier
death he was willing to bear the punish-
ment of his sins. Put your hand into that
fire for a few minutes, said Jiapai pointing
to the burning embers before him. The
chief refused. Now, said Jiapai, if you
cannot bear the agony which this fire
would occasion, for a few minutes, how
do you exgect to bear the torments of hell
for ever?! This man is about 60 years of
age, but he says that he must iearn all
that he can before he dies, and is now bu-
sily engaged in trying 1o master the Alph-
abet. Many of the poor natives are really
in earnest and doing what they can for the
evangelization of their fellow countrymen.
Yoa uneed not suppose that our trials are,
over. ‘Though many persons of influence |
have forsaken heatbouism, there is still a!
formidable opposition against us. If my:

Scotia, it will make some disclosures
which will be hard to eredit, and yet after
all that has been written, the truth is not
half told. Our infant mission has met'
with a degree of opposition, which would |
have vanquished other than a divine cause. '
But where is the successful mission which |
has not its strugples as well as its.
triumphs.*’ |

The Church has every reasun to bless
the Gud of Missions for his special prov-'
idence and ubundant blessings attendant’
upon the mission faumily and their labors,:

ANOTHER ACCESS{ON—HEATHFEN VANITIES.

.« March 23. 'The man whose wife at-
tempted to strangle herself has lately join-
ed us, anu is now receiving christian in-
struction. He bad been sick for some
time and had applied in vain to several-
sacred men for relief. All sickness on
this island is supposed by the natives to
be caused by the nazmasses inhabiting the
persons aflected. Internal remedies are
never employed by them, and if they can
only succeed in driving away the natmass-
es, they hope to get rid of their sickness.
Hence the priests are employed, who, by
chewing a sacred leaf and spitting on the
part of the body affected, and goirg thro’
certain incantations, accompanying the
whole with shouts and yells, expect to ex-
pel the natmasses. Nangareng, for that
is the man’s name, had applied to the
most celebrated disease eursrs on the is-
land, but all to no purpose. I told him
one day that I thought I could do some-
thing for him, if he wished me. He
gladly sciepted my offer. His diseaso
gave way under the means employed, and
he is healthy again. Ever since, he has
been a regular attender on the ordinances
of religion and cuunts himself one of the
christian party.

DEATII OF A CEILD—CHRISTIAN RESIGNA-

TION.

March 29. The child of Waihit died
to-dav, after a short illness. His pame
was Missi Gete and he was an interesting
little boy. Ho was an ouly child, and his
parents wera very much attached to him.
At first Weihit was inconsolable about
the death of his child. He came running
to my house aud cried, ¢ O missi, missi,
teli me something opt of the Bible to
strengthen my heart, for I am afraid it
will beeon e wenk under this affliction. »?
I told him the story about David and his

He was pieased with the narrative, and
went to Mis. Geddie asking her to repeat
it to him. T weat to the house some time

afler and found Waihit quite composed.
He was telling the story of David and his
child to his wife and some cthers; and he
would often say, ¢ 1 shall go to him, but
he shall aot return to ms. »

This death created a considerable stir
among the heathen people. It is regarded
as an additional evidence that christianity
is false, and that we are suffering the ven-
geance of the natwasses, for endeavouring
to overturn heathenism. Several of the
heathen have came to Wathit;to-day in
the expectation that hs would now turn
back to the old system ; but he would not
suffer any of' their dark talk in his house.
% If you have come to sympathise with
me, ” he would say, *Tam thankful for
ié; but if you have come to weaken ard
destroy my heait you can leave, I will not
hear you. > It cheered me 1o see him act
thus. I hed my fears that the hearts of]
some might waver seeing so much afflic-
tion among the christian party ; but this
has vot been the case. Many on the con-
trarty appear moro stedfast than ever. To
all I think the gospel appears more preci-
ous, as it brings 1o light new viéws and
now hopes beyond the grave, to which the
natives were strangers in the days of hea-
then darkness. §

It is remarkable that the deaths which
have occurred for some months past have
been among the christian party only. ...
who doeth all things well has wise though
mysterious ends in view in this. At
times we are almost tempted to say ** all
these «hings are against us,” but we may
yetl see that they are all for us, and that
God designs by them to help on his work.

SICKNESS OF TEACHERS.

April 3. 1 have lately had some slight
attacks of intermittent fever. The Teach-
ers and their wives are all laid up on the
other aide of the island with the same
sickness, but more seriously, but I cannot
go and see them. Such is the excited
state of feeling that I have not been absent
from the station a single night for several
months. Have sent the Teachers such
medicines and necessaries as I thought
might be useful to them. They happily
enjoy peace at their stations at prescut,
and the excitements encountered kere have!

not reached them. !

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ALARM EXCITED.

April 8. The christisn party wera
thrown into exvitement 10-day occasionad
by 2 remark of Nohoat. He said in the
presence of a number of the heathen people
that when the Samoan Teachers went to
Samoa great nembers had died in conse-
quence of their instructions; but that the
natives killed one teacher and drove the

[{| others away, and death soon ceased among

them. The remark scou spread abroad,
aad we heard that the heathen were going
to autack the christian party. It was Sab-
bath, but some of the people came to con-
sult ma about the matter. I proposed at
once to gro to the chief and speak to him
on the subject. Thay objected to my go-
ing, as he might dissemble with me, and

Jiit was finally agreed that two of them-

selves should go. Nohoat confessed that
he had made the remark, and that it was
unguarded and hastly; but he gave his
word that we should not receive acy mo-
lestation on account of it: so oor minds
were relieved once more. How great the

rivilege of those who live in a christian
Pand, and who can sit down under their
vine and fig tree, none making them afraid.
I sigh for the day when the reign of the
Prince of Peace shall be triumphant in

Lthis dark land.

DEEDS OF VIOLENCE—STRIKING CONTRAST.

April 13, 'The Loid’s day. We were
disturbed to-day by a stirring event. [
had just returned to my house after finish-
ing our morning religivus services, when
I heard a neise as ¢f a person in distress.
1 ran 1o sce what was the matter, and ob-
served a boy lying on the shore a short
distance from my house. He had just
been speared through the leg, a little be-
Jow the knee, by Naurita the man of
whom 1 have spoken before. I went to
the spot and got some natives to carry
him inland to his home. I went along
with him to examine his wound aud dress
it. A number of the heathen people soon
collected to see the boy and I found my-
gelf in the midst of my enemies. 1 ex-
amined the wound and found it clear; but
the natives maintained that there was a
bit of the'spezr iu it. So four siout men
laid hold of the boy, and held him down

‘Hon the ground, while a native searched for

the fragment of spear. The instruwment
used was a native knife, which is a piece
of bamboo split in a cortain way, and this
has a hard aud sharp edge. After lacor-

ating the boy’s leg in a most fearful man-

How differ-
ent they seemed from my heathen corpan-
ions. The ono party were clothed, and
as iv were, in theix xight mind—the others
were naked, painted and armed. I turned
to the chief and told him to look at the
contrast.

The party fonnd Naurita at his house.
After spearing himn through the thigh in
three places they left hir. I weat to seo
him, and found him in great agony. He
wus %lad to see me, and I dressed his
wounds for him. Suach are the cusioms
of thuse who inhabit the dark places ofl’
the earth, it

DIEATH OF TEACHER'S WiF~,

June. 28. A messenger came yasicrday
from Aneito to Jet me know that the wife
of ‘Munamunu was very ill. 1 had scen
her about three weeks ago, and then she
was very low with fever and ague. On
the receipt of the message 1 went off im-
mediately in my boat, and reached my
destination before sunset. 1 foand the
woman dying and teld her hasband so.
She was unable to speak when I saw her,
and she breathed her last about midnight.
‘I'hus another member of the missjon has
fallen at her post in this dark land. She
leaves behind her two children in Samoa,
and two children in this island, one of
them an infant three weeks old.  'We bur-
ied her to-duy and a great many natives
were present on the oceasion, whom I ad-
dressed at the grave. I brought the infant
home with me and it will” become the
charge of our native women under Mrs
Geddie’s direction. The Samoans and
Raratongans have suffeved much on this
and neighboring islands. The sacrifive of
health ard life among them has been very
great. Itseems desirable as soon as pos-
sible to dispense with theic aid, and en-
deavor train up to native agents for the
nevagelization of these islands, who may
breathe their pestilential atmosphere with
tmpunity.

MORE SICKNESS AND TRIALS.

July. 3 Received a letter from Aneito
stating that ths wife of Sakio was in a
very dangerous state. 1 sent ray Loat to
bring her to this stution. She airived
with her husbind to-dav. She s broken
down with fever and arue but will recover
I hope. May God sauctify our trials for
they are many and great.  Our infant mis-
sion has been s2verely aflheied during the
past year. We suw in tears nuw, but
God may yet permit us to reap in joy.

July 10. ‘There is tuch sickness un
the island at present.  An epidemiec pre-
vails, and great nusbers are laid down
with it.  Among the heathen people there
Lias been several deaths ; but as yet all the
christian party bave vecuvered. A few
ntonths ago the heatlien party spoke us if
the embracing of christianmity were the
sure foreruuser of death; but now they
are silent. I'rom the success wlich has

attended the timely use of medicines many
of the heathen are convinced ot the folly
of their superstitions, and ccasc to apply
to their sacred men to drive the natmasses
vut of them. Applications for medicine
are coming in from all quarters. We re-
Jjoice to do what we can fo: the poor hea-
then. Our Divine Saviour when he was
on earth shewed his compassion for the
bodies, as well as the souls of men. By
aiding them in their afflictions we may
hope w gair access to their hearts.

PERILS OF THE DEEP—REMARKAE"E LELIV-
ERANCE.

Juiy 15. An eventful day. My dear
child Elizabeth. Keir was in Janger of
drowning. and my ewn life was in peri
in; attempting her rescue. As the day
was pleasant I took Mrs. Geddie and our
two little children to give them a sail for
the benefit of their health. We were ac-
companied by a young man, a bey, and
girl, all natives.  As we were returning
befure a gentle breeze our little Elizabeth
fell oberboard. She had been sitting in
the stern of the boat and wishing to ook
over, she stood on her seat. Iler mother
stretched ont her hand to take hold ot her.
when she ade a spring to get beyond her
reach and went over the side of the boat.
I plunged in after ker and was beside her
in an instant. 1 expected that the native
lad would have foliowed e, but when 1
lovked round the boat was leaving us in
the rear, and all were motionless except
Mrs Geddie. ‘I'he natives were so petrified
with fear that they knew not what to do
As soon as they came to a little they made
an eflort 1o stup the progress of the hoat, |
and bring her round, hut they fuiley in
this.  Iu the meantime Mrs Geddie by eo-
treaty, succeeded in getting the native lad
overboard and he soun came to my help. 1
had never woved out of my position with
the child, fo: burthened as T was with my
clothes I could scarcely keep myself above
waier. {a my efiorts to keep her up 1
had gone under several times and swal-
lowed a good deal of salt water. When
the native reached me, 1 was very much
exhausted. I pessed the child cver to
him not knowing if she were dead or
alive, for she had uever made a struggle
or uttered a cery. I wow made for the
shore swimming very gently and the na-
tive with my dear child close behind me.
T had uo* gone fur when 1 thought f saw
bottonr. 1 was afraid to sound Jest it
should prove an illusion. 1 swam on, and

e
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presently my fuot struch the ground. 1
now found myself on a patch of corul ris-
ing perpendicularly out of the deep water
with about four feet of water on it. The
native was soon heside me with my child.
She was still alive. We remained on the
rock until the boat was brought to our
rescue which Mus. Goddie, the boy, and
girl accomplished after much trouble. 1
cannot well describe my feelings when I
thought of the goodness of God in rescu-
ing myself and my child from a watery
grave. I more than ever owe my life and
my all to the Lord, and I trust that all my
energies may hereafter be devotedly em-

ployed in his service. The event has
caused soie excitement among the natives.
Most of the christian party have come to
visit e, and they express their sympathy
for me, as well as their thankfulness to
God for my preservatior. Qur Futher
and our Child many of them will say, and
then they pive vent to their feelings in
tears. If anything they say had befallen
you in this dark land, who would teach us
the word of God, and what would become |
of us. T trust tha: the feelings awakened |
by this dispensation may_be wutually be-

neficial.

THE THEJLOGICAL SEMINARY.

The examination of the Students at the
Synod’s Seminary, was commenced on
Tucsday the 3'st August, at 11 o’clock,
by the Committee of Superintendance, to-
gether with several members of the Piciou
Presb tery, who being present were invit-
ed to co-operate.

! Optics selected as the topics of enquiry ;
after which, portions of selccted essaye
rom various branches of Natural Phijos-
ophy were read by members of the class.
The subjects for examination were select-
ed ad libitum by the Comimittes, without
the knowledge of the Professor or any of
the Students, which circumstance rendered
the exhibition more creditable to the Pu.
pils and Professor, and highly satisfactory
to 2ll who were present.

A very large and respectable audience
having witnessed the proceedings for about
four hours, the Committee and others
briefly expressed their sentiments and the
business was adjourned till the afierncon,
when it was conticued till dark in exam-
ining the junior Latin, senior Latin and
Greek Classea.

DUKE TOWN. We had to mourn the death of Captain

Cookson of the ¢ Tapley,’ a very excellent
young man. He was mate in the ship in
which we came hither in 18348-9; and, dux-
ing the night watches, he and T had then
many pieasant and profitable conversations.
He bad an excellent education, and what
was better, he had the fear of God before
his eyes. He wasa warm friend to the
Mission. We were sorry to find that an-
other friend, a native trader, by name Iron-
Bar, had gone the way of ail the earth.
He was a most useful man. He was by
birth a slave, and cs such, was excluded
from Egbo privileges, but notwithstanding
this, he wds, next to Archibong himself,
the most indueniial man in Duke Town.
Indeed, he was Archibong's right hand
man. IHe was,as far as a heathen can be,
an honest mea. Iu the affair between the
town gentlemen and the plantation pecple
a twelvemonth ago, it was chiefly owing to
his mediation that matters were amicably
atranged. I cancot help wishing that we
had him among us now.

On arriving here wo were vary kindly
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received by King Archibong and all the

entlemen of the town. He seemed de-
ighted to see the two children safely back.
On two sabbath mornings at our meetings
in his yard for Divine service, he took
special notice of Andrew, and said to all
around him, both in Calabar and English,
¢ Supposs it no be them white pevple, that
boy dead long time for true.’” We found
thut Ntukon Ethe slave whom Mr Young
dashed me one evening abouat two years
ago, had been put to death for shooting at
and wounding, some say fkilling, a Qua
man.

Dcath of King Archibong —Passing
other matters, I shall come to the princi-
pal event which we have at present to re-
cord, viz., the death of King Archibong.
He was very unwell a year ago, and I be-
lieve never fully recovered. When we
arrived last month, he seemed pretty well,
and in good spirits. On the eveaing of
January 31st,as Mr Goldie and I took our
usual yound to announce the approach of
the Sabbath, we found him very ill. He
had had a fever for three or four days.—
He said that he could not be at the meet-
ing on the morrow, but that we must come
down ard bold it.as usual. When we saw
him the next morning, he was evidently
worse. We then began to apprehend
danger. His mother had arrived from the
plantation and was beside him. Her name
is Obuma, but she is frequently styled by
the white people, Mrs Archibong. Sheis
wholly deveted to the superstitiuns of ber
country. Jdiong, or the carcasses of sac-
rificed animals were to be seen in all
quarters. The atmasphere was quite pol-
luted with their pestilential efluvia. Here
was a goat’s head, there one of his legs,
yonder another of them ; while withia two
yards of his sick bed wasa putrifying fowl,
tied(probably while it was alive) to a stick.
Mr Goldie on that morning, as at our sub-
sequent visiis, spoke to him of the Saviour,
and prayed with him and for him in the
Calabar tongue. On the Monday when
Mr Goldis was speaking to him of the folly
of idiong, snd urging him to commit him-
self to Christ, he called on one of the
gentlemen, and repeating what Mr Goldie.
had just said about their own foolish con-
fidences, he deciared most seriously thac
they were ¢ Ikemeke,' . e., unfit to bene-
fit, worthless. Wae called on the Tuesday
and found hirn sinking. About noon on
Wednesday he died.

A large number of persons killed by the
Poison Nut.~—A work of slanghter forth-

with commenced. His mother, Obuma,
ook four of the family connections, one
maa and thres women, to Mr Young, and
charged themn with having killed ber son
by means of ifod, otherwise called free-
mason ; in Jamaica it is called obeah; witch-
craft is, I suppose, the nearest approach we
can make to the meaning of the word in
English. They were subjected to the ordeal
of the poison nut, and all died. Mr Goldie
and I having got a hint about 1he chup nus,
took the round of the town to see how
matters were looking. Mr Young looked
as ionocent as an infant, and protested so
strongly that no esere had been administer-
ed, that for my part I thought he was
speaking the truth. Wo are certain now
however that he was deceiving us. On the
same night the king’s mother caused sev-
eral of his wives to take the nut. The

reater part of those who took the poison
§ied under its influence. It is reported
that Mrs Archibong broke the Egho law
made two years ago, by killing several
slaves; but there are 80 many conflicting
statements that we hardly know what to
believe and what to disbelieve. 1f she has
broken said law, I feel convinced that she
has now some powerful enemies amony the
Egbo gentlemen, who would rejoice to see
her brought down, and that if they can
convict her of the crime laid to her charge
by common report, she will not escape
ggbo’a vengeaunce.

HOW THE GO#PEL 18 SOMETIMES PREACHED.

The writer of the following paper is one
of the missionaries in India. Hisaimisto
oint out some of the points of difference
tween the labors of a missionary among
the Hindus and a minister in our own
country. We do not understand him as
conveying the itea that the examples stated
are of constant occurrence, but they may
at times bs witnessed ss here described:—
Could the readers of missionary journals
and letters, only be with a missionary a
few weeks, and see what he sees, and hear
what he hears, they would often under-
stand much better than they do, and conse-
quently feel more deeply interested in what
he writes. As to his attempting to des-
cribe these sceres, 80 as 10 convey to the
minds of readers generally in ‘America
anything like adequate impressionsof them
it is almost a hopeless task. The appear-
anco of everything in this country is so
different frem what they have been accust-

omed $0 see at home, that when a missiomi

il

i
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ary writes about a particular object, the
reader is almost sure to think of sumething
different. For example: when it is saic
the natives ate black.immediately the idea
is formed of a negro; whereas the differ-
ence beiween the whole appearance of a
negro and n_Hindu, is almost as great as
between a Hindu and a Spaniard. When
we speak of a house, either that of a mis-
sionary or of a native, the idea on the mind
of the reader is sv diffcrent from that on
the mind of the writer, that if it has any-
thing to do in filling out a scene, the at-
tempt is to a great extent a failure. of
course much of the real interest of the
scene is lost to the reader. Many people
in America have houses for their hogs su-
perior in accommodation, air, light and
comfort, to nine tenths of the residences
of the Hindus. Then again, the houses
of the weahhy are more like irregular
shapeless prisons, than anything we are
accustomed to Jook on as a dwelling for a
human being. The outside walls have
generally but one door, and most generally
no window at all.- In cases where they
have what they call windows, they are
mere holes ia the wall with bars across, or
Eillef up with lagice work. 'This lattice-
wark is sometimes a large slab of sand-
stone or marble, carved oot with various
figures 80 as to let in a smail quantum of
light and air; and suinetimes it is miade
by buiiding in bricks so as to leave 2 square
hole between every four. I cannot recol-
lect ever to have seen, in all my travels in
this couutry during nine yeurs, a single
paue of glass in the house of a native,
howerer rich. It is, huwever, most prob-
able there are such in Calcutta, or som:
such place, where the natives have learned
English and are beginning to iwitate Eng-
Iish habits and style of living.

Thus, when we talk of preaching, the
"idea is associated wit a large house, pulgit
&ec., unless something is said to show
where it was. If any one would select
tire divtiest place about one of our city mar.
kets, and get forty or fifiv chimney sweep-
ers together, and let a go 1 "proportion of
the lower and middle classes of the negro.
population, with a few of the most respect-
able, mingle with them, and you have the
best idea I can give you from American
scenery, of the place and audience of a
missionary preaching in the Bazir. And
yet yoar markets are so different, i.e., 80
far superior 1o our Bazars, and the color,
hair, noses, dress and whole appearanze of
the crowd, are all so different, that the

———

description fails to give anything like an
exact impression of the scene.  But 1o the
Christian who is accustomed to look with
eomperative indifference on all these exter-
nals, it is safficient to reflect that each of
these forms contains an immortal spirit,
and that the missionary is proclaiming to
one and all the inessage of eternal life.

Still, externsl circumnstances are not
without some interest, even to such, es-
pecially as they often.throw light npon the
labors of the missivnary  Jle is obliged
to preach whenever he cau get peaple to
hear him, and that is not always under the
most comfortable or favorable circumstan-
ces. One day while in the mountzins,
after 3 long walk and a ucscent of some
two br three thousand feet, 1 cametoa
villige of Brahmaus. Before 1 could get
any of the village people together it began’
to rain. ‘They then took me iato a sort of
half granary, half stable kind of a place,
where a number assembied to hear what 1
bad to say. At one end were two calves
tied up; next to them a pile of hay and
corn stalks mixed. T'his wasmy seut and
pulpit; then came the audience, sitting on
the floor, with a Hugga, which they kept
handing around from mouth 10 mouth 10
let each take a pufl or two, while 1 vas
explaiming to them eternal things; and be- |
yond them, at the other end of the roum, &
stood large vessels made of basket work, '}
and plastered with mud and cow dung, for;!

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wait their tarn. I put up a rope inclosing
aot two or three servanis and as many po-
lice ofiicers to stand around to keep the
croswd off ; but all would not. do, and [ was
abliged to shut up the box. In dvingso 1
forgot to put in it the books I had in my
hands and under my arms while engaged
in distributing. Seeing this, the crowd
i rushed towards me; and 1o save the tent I
attempted to ran, but fiading that a hope-
less case, [ sprang upon the limb of a tree
about as high as a man’s head. From
this new pulpit I addressed the crowd and
distributed the books remaining in my
hands, and then dismissed the people and
retired to the tent.  Such are some of the
various circamstances in which the gospel
is published to immortal souls; and it isa
precious assurance that from the stable, the
housetop, or the tree, the word, attended
by the energy of the Holy Spirit, will be
as effectual in turning men from darkness
to light and from the power of Saten unto
God, as when proclaimed in the most
splendid temples and from the most eleg-
ant pulpits of Christian lands.—Foreign

JEW3 IN EUROPE.

Some recent notices of the continued
oppression of that guilty and outcast pedple
among various nations on the Coutinent,
are deserving of being put on record. The
enmity of the Gentile towards the Jew is
simply the natural enmity of man against
man, The love to our neighbor as tv oux-
selves, originally written in the heart of
man, has hy the fall been greatly extin-
auished, and hatred has arisen in its place.
And while there are varivus cliecks upon
this hatred, by conscience and otherwise,
which, in ordinary cases hold it under
restraint, it bursts forth with the greater
fierceness, when any opportunity for freer
mdulgence offers uself, and especially
where the authority of religion is supposed
to warrant, if not enjoin it.  Hence the
deadly enmity of the Mohammedar against
the infidel, of corrupt Christianity against
heretics, and hence the oppression of Jews
by gentile Christians.

A little has been done of late years in
their emancipation by continental states ;
but much still remains to be doune. In
Munich, the capital of Bavaria, only a
’ﬁxed number of Jews are permitted to be

matriculated. In Vienna, where masges
‘uf Jews havo, sinse 1848, collected from
;the provinees of Austria, and taken up

a‘'tacks, his omenous reply was, ¢ Yes, it
has become necessary to investigate,

whether the rights and privileges which

the Jews have of late obiained, have been

made a proper use of by them ; or whether
the repeatzd complaints against them raay
not have good foundation ; and then we
will see what ought to be done.”

Those Jews who have settled in Basle,
a Pratestant Swiss Canton, have received
command to leave the canton without de-
lay. Inthe canton of Schaffhausen, on
the east of it, Jews are allowed to offer
their merchandise for sale ; but on no ac-
count are they permitied to sleep within
the walls of the city ; and many a weary
exhausted Jew has been known to perish
during the night, from the inclemency of
the weather, or to have lost his way, and
been buried in the snow.

In Rome, since the restoration of the
Pope, and the re-establishment of the In-
quisition_under French suspices, the edict
of Pius VI. has again been put in furce,
in reference to the Jews; by which they
are not permitted te have any book, ex-
cepting the Hebrew Bible, in their houses,
on pain of confiscation of property; nor
to coaverse on the subject of religion with
a Christian ; nor to bury their dead with
religious rites, or write inscriptions on
their tornbatones. No Jew can say or do
anything to disturb the faith of a Jewish
convert to Romanism; no Jew can sell
mept  killed by a Jewish butcher, to
Christians; nor sell them unleavened
bread.

They are not permitted to sleep a night
beyond their own quarter of the city ; ner
to to have carriages or horses of their awn
nor to take a teat in any public convey-
ance, if others object.—United Presbyter-
ian Magazine.

The
son of this Iady, named Harry, was a very
little boy; he had an aunt and some very
little cousins who were spending a season
in the same house with him. These cous-
ing, who were little girls, younger than
Harry, had received irom England a pres-
ent of a bandsome doll. The doll was one
day given to the children to play with, and
a special injunction was given to the ser-
vants, by the mother of the little girls, to
see that it was not injured. Nevertholess
it was injured, both its eyes were taken
out. The servants were called to account
for being so negligent. They affivmed that
Harry had dug out the eyes. His simple
answer was ¢ Indeed I did not.”” But it
was feared he might be trying only to con-
ceal his guilt. So in the evening, when
he was about to say his prayer, before
laying down to rest, his mother said to him
“gdo not know whether you told the truth
to-day about the doll’s eyes, nobody was
present to witness it, from whom I can
learn whether you took them out or not,
but God saw who did it; now I do-not ask
you to tell me, because I do not wish to
tempt you to say what is not trug; but I
want you to ask your conscience about the
matter.” Harry looked earnestly into his

You
must not sell them. There are people
who will belp you if you ask them.”

The little girl he wished to sell had no
mother. and was about eight years old.

Dr Dawson wished the blind man to
send his child to Mrs Dawson’s school,
and, after his eyes had been looked at and
attended to, he left, prumising to think
of it.

It is very sad to think that the religion
of these poor ignorant Burmese people
gives them liberty to commit so wrong an
action. It teaches a father to forsake and
sell his child; while the gospel of Christ
teaches us to love one another. Dear
children, pray that God may open the blind
eyes of their minds to see their ignorance
and sin.~—Juv.
