Somebody
asked the good man how bis potatoes were progress-
Ing. Sandy's reply was characteristic-She be very
gooi, butv.ery se/don.

Sandy's description of bis potatoes would apply
nicely to a great many.persons and things.

Here is a parishioner wbo cornes to church very ir-
regularly. He attends one Sabbath, ax:d remains
away two. Then be astonishes everybody by coming
iwo Sabbatbs in succession, but imffiediately after-
ward he remains away tbree. He is apparently a
respectful hearer when in churcb. Nobody can say
anytbing against bis demeanour. He seems quite
devout, and appears to enjoy the service. His 9n1y
fault 15 tbgt be neyer attends regularly. He bas* the
same defect as the Higbland man's potatoes-She bc
very goot, but very se/do,;:.'

Here is a well-to-do man wbo pays just $5 a year
for the support of the Gospel. He expects heaven
and ail that leads to beaven at the moderate outlay of
io cents per Sabbath for bimself and bis family. Ten
çents per SLbbatb probably means in tbis case i cent
apiece each Sabbatb. Now this estimable, self-deny-
ing, self-sacriflcing man's expenditure is good as far
as it goes. His dollar bas ioo cents in it as well as
any other man's dollar. No doubt it would be m'ucb
better for himself and his family and bis Cburcb if
lie gave $5o a year instead of $îo, but still bis money
15 good. Tbe only trouble is tbat tbere is flot enough
of it. His contribution bas tbe same fault as the
Higblander's potatoes-She be verygoot, but very
seIdom.

See tbis minister who bas just dropped into 'a
meeting of his Presbytery, and taken'his seat with
tbe air of a man who tbinks be is discbarging a dis-
agréeable duty. He bas not been at the last two
meetings. He does not like Presbytery meetings, and
takes little interest in tbe business. Perbaps be fan-
cies 'he is a literary man, and considers Cburch busi-
ness too vulgar for 'bis refined taste. Perbaps be
imagines he is too digïiified to associate with tbe com-

* mon berd who are doing the Cburcb's work. Perbaps
be bas a littie *1 PIymi" poison in bis system, and
thinks Cburch biusiness is not spiritual enougb for bim.
Perchance be feels a trifle sore because bis motions
neyer carry. Possibly be suffers from inertia, and
does not like the exertion of attending Presbytery
meetings. Inertia in the laity. means laziness.
Tbis brother bas neyer discovered tbat lack of inte-
rest in Churcb work and irregular attendance at Pres-
bytery are two of the never-failing symptoms of a
failing ministry. He neyer found these facts out
for himself, and nobody ever told bim. Perbaps he
would not bave tbanked tbem for telling bini. Now,
no one can say that tbis brother does not conduct
himself witb propri ety in bis Presbytery. He may
indeed have a vacant or languid air wbicb seems to
say " tbis is a bore," but bis demeanour is fairly pro-
per. His speeches are not too long or too numerous.
He neyer I'rises to a point of order " wben there
is neither order nor point. Negatively be is a good
presbyter. He would be a mucb better one if be
came regulariy, and took more interest in the work of
tbe Cburch. As matters stand be suffers from tbe
same defect as the Higblarider's potatoes-She be very

He is on the wbole a good teacber. He studies the
lessons well, and knows bow to present tbe trutb.

slow. He likes to keep a snug little pile in the stock-
ing or a good balance at tbe bank, and lets the store
bills run on long time. Ibat is bis style. Notbing
would please bim so mucb as to invest a few cool bun-
dreds in a mortgage, and allow bis merchant to wait.
He admires that style of doing business a good deal
better than bis merchant admires it. Now there are
worse customers 'in tbe world than tbis man. Hie is
a mucb better customer than the one wbo neyer pays
at ail. His only fault is that he does flot pay often
enougb. He suffers (rom tbe same defeci as tbe High-
land man's potatoes-Ske 6e very go ot, but very se/domt.

Before ending tbis discussion let us take a look at
tbiq man who refuses to pay anytbing to tbe building
fiînd of tbe new churcb. Forty years ago be belped to
build the old one. Money was scarce at that time ; be
was a struggling new settler, and, ah tbhings considered,
bis subscription was very liberal. He was a better man
tben than be us now, and tbat was tbe principal rea-
son wby be gave a good subscription. Since then be
bas iearned the art of salting down money, and the art
of giving sor»etimes declines as tbe art of sairing down
advances. H-e makes tbat forty-year-old subscription
a reason why be should flot pay anytbing for the new
building. He does not deny that a new cburcb was
needed, nor say tbat it ougbt not to be paid for. He
simply says be belped to buihd tbe old one. Now tbat
man did a good tbing forty years ago. Perbaps be
and bis g9od wife bad to deny tbemselves sometbing
to belp to buiid the oid cburcb. Tbey bave iost tbe
spirit of self-denial. The trouble witb tbem is tbat
tbey did not keep on giving. Tbeir giving for new
cburcbes bad tbe same fault as Sandy's potatoes-She
6e ver)'goot, but very se/dom.

MILITARY EXERCISES AND GYMNASTICS

are daily practised, but on Sunday longer timé is
spent on tbem. A twofold purpose is served by these
exercises-one sanitary, the other military. Most of
tbe boys wben tbey arrive are suffering from various
diseases, and ail are weak from tbe wretcbed lives
tbey bave bad. By Iudicious treatment and open-air
exercise, stiffness of limbs and deformity gradually
disappear,,bealth is improved, strengtb and agility
i.mparted, and habits of obedience and discipline de-
veloped. Vocal f and instrumental music, cultivated
by a fev, are found to have a softening and rehfning
influence.

On bearing tbe bugle sound, " prepare for dinner,"
my guide took me into the quadrangle, that I migbt
bave a sigbt of tbe gangý coming from the fields
around, as well as tbe boys from tbe worksbops. Ahl
tbis was done in military orider, eacb family«being
ranged ini double files in front of tbeir bouses. In
this way I bad a good vie* of their features, wbicb
indicated great variety of types as well as degrees of
intelligence. Tbey were aIl dressed alike in coarse
sackclotb trousers, blue linen tunics and rougb
blouses.* On tbeir beads tbey bad Basque berets-
wooilen caps resembling Higbland bonnets-and on
their feet sabots or wooden sboes. Wben alI bad
collected, and gone tbrougb some military evolutions,
the bugle sounded again, and off tbey ali clattered to
their respective places in tbe dini ng halls. And bere
tbey did justice to their simple meal, consisting cbiefly
of bread and macaroni, foilowed by a goblet of
sound vin ordinaire. Twice a week tbey bave flesb
meat. After dinner tbere is an bour's play, ànd after
tbe other meals Hialt an bour.

EDUCATION.-RELIGIOUS AND SECULAR.

Two priests reside in the coiony, and tborougiily enter

REWARDS AND PUNISHINENTS.

Tbe rnastexm of tbe worksbops give rewards in mofley
to tbe best workmen every tbree montbs to the
amount Of 3 ', francs, graduated according to the
number in the family-if not vetoed by the chef de
famnil/e on account of misconduct. Tbe reward i5
always doubled if the r ecipient is a frere*aine. Part
of the money is put into tbe savings bank in Tours,
and part goes to pay for clothes renewed before the
time for giving out fresh clotbing. If at sucb a tiffle
tbe clothes are found to be in good condition, the
boy gets tbe benefit of it, by baving the money Pet
to bis a<counit. On leaving,, aIl tbe money at hi5
credit is paid to the boy, unless be wisbes It to
kept. Sometimes instead of storing uip bis gaifl5S
boy sends tbem to bis mother or father, wbicb js
always regarded as a favourable sign.

In refemence lu Ibis
commanid, as weli as tu others, the Saviour, in Ilis Sermon
on te Mount, shows that Gol 's laws do not merelv relate
to outwamd acts. -The emoîiohs that lead to sin are in theni.
selves sinful, and ought to he repressed. Murder is but the
conîpletion o!f a semies of sinful acîs that hegin wiîh hatred
and malice in the heart. The heart must be darefuiiy
guarded, for out ofil are the issues of life.
