As Sir Willlam Van IHorne once tersely re-
marked, ¢ In Canada we have developed the
hopper at the expense of the spout,” meaning
in plain language that Canada had expended
vast sums of money on her railways and canals
and had doue little or nothing iu the develop-
ment of the harbour facilities. The result was
cougestion of the worst kind, The railways
and canals brought vast quantities of grain and
other products to Montreal and other pofts,
only to find that the facilities for the tranship-
ment of cargoes were obsolete and antequalted.,

Further, the St. Lawrence, the great highway
from Monireal to the sea, was dangerous to
navigation, the channel heing shallow in places
and at other places crooked and difficult to
navigate. The Moutreal Harbour was at that
time run in a rather “ hit and miss manner,”
Some years ago, however, the wlole waler
front was placed under the direclton of a
Harbour Commission, consisting of three mem.
bers, all well-known and experienced men ol
affairs. Under their management the harbour
took ona new lease of life. ‘I'he Commission
visited practically every great sea-port in the
world, making a study at first haud of actual
conditions confronting other cities and "the
means being taken (o overconie these problems,
They also secured the most competent cugineers
in the world and gave them a free hand in
studying and suggesting plans for the better-
ment of the Monireal Harbour. After a re-
sidence of some months in Montreal, they
prepared plans which were submitted to the
HarbourCommissioners. Between the planssub-
mitted by these world-famed engineers, the
plans devised by the Montreal Harbour Com-
missioners’ own engiueers and the observations
and couclusions artived at by the Comuis-
sioners {hemselves, a very comprebensive and
thorough plan of liarbor improvements was

At the same time the Harbour Commissioners
were devoting their attention to the needs of
Montreal’s Harbour, the Marine Department of
the Federal Government gave their undivided
atteution (o the straightening, deepening and
huoying of the St. Lawrence river fron: Mon-
treal to the sea. Huge dredges and sweepers
were put to work and the process of deepening
and straigltening the chaunel procecded with.
The channel now has a depth of 30 leet from
Moutreal to the sea and work is proceeding to
make a 35 foot chanuel throughout the entire
distance. The channel has been improved to
such an extent that the fiue 15,000 ton boals of
the White Star Dominion l,ine are able lo
come from Quebec to Montreal al night. T'hese
are the largest boals using the St. Lawrence
route, and it speaks well for the safety of the
channel when they are able to navigate it dur-
ing the night time.  Mr. Brodeur, Minister of
Marine; estimates that a uniform depth of 33
feet at extreme low water in the channel will
e accomplishud by 1912,

With the development of the harbour and the
deepening of the chiaunel came the desire and

‘necessity for dry docks, without these it was

felt that the greatest efficiency could not be

obtained. Now, however, there is cvery like-
lihood of large dry docks being established
within the next year or two. A group of ship-
ping men, contraclors, engineers and {inancial
men have formed a company known as the
Dominion Dry Dock Co., with Mr. Andrew A.
Allan, as president. This company are plan-
ing to erect several dry docks in the Dominion,
beginuing with one at Levis. Ils construction
will commence early uext Spring under the
superintendeucy of Sir Robert Perks. It is ex-
pected that the dock will be ready for use in
August, 1911, and will be of sufficient size to
taice care of any vessels using the St. Lawrence
route. Negotiations ave also going oun between
the Vickers Company of Eugland, aund the Do-
minion Government for the estrblishment of a
large floating dry dock in the port of Montreal.
A site has already been selecled for this at
Lougue Pointe, the Harbour Comnissioners and
Federal Government deeming this the most
suitable sight.  In counection with the estab-
lishment of this dry dock, several allied indds-
tries are being arrauged for, the whole to
represent an expeudilure of over $5,000,000. Tt
iy expected that this work in connection with
the Montreal dry dock and the allied indusiries
will be completed iuside of the next two years.
In the meantime, the development in con-
nection  with Montreal’s Harbour is  being
actively pushed by the Harbour Commissioners.
As stated before, they are building lor the re-
quirements of 50 years hence, and of necessity.
their plans must be on a comprelensive scale.
Montreal is peculiarly fortunate in the fact that
she owns the water front on both sides of the
river for a distance of some miles. ‘I'his gives
the Harbour Conunissioners plenty of room in
which to build docks, railway ll'sicks, elevators,
sheds, and all the other {parapliernalia essential
to a modern port. Already ra sheds have been
built, capable of storing and handling about
200,000 tous of freight a week., ‘Ihese are
steel structures of two stories iu height, sur- -
mounted by a grain conveyor ‘I'liey have
sliding doors along the entire length of the
lower storey and ou every alternalte panel in the
The foors are laid withh cement,
The

grain conveyors are capable of distributing

the upper ones having wire reinforcing.

TItis interesting in this con-
‘nection to mnotice that this expenditure in
Montreal’s Harbour will cost less than $5,000,-
ooo, and that New York is paying $29,000,000
for an Jmprovement scheme almost identical
with that of Montreal. \V]th th’lt $29,000,000
New  York builds 8 piers and 8 double deck
steel concrete sheds, with an area of 120,000
square feet less than those erected in Montreal.
Montreal’s development will place along side of
every shed two railway tracks, whereas the
New York development is inaccessible to rail-
ways, and cars have to be lightered on barges
tot he ships and wice versa. Montreal's direct
connection between railways and ships meansa
tremendous saving in the handling of freight.
As a matter of fact, there is now being handled
in the neighborhood of 2,000,000 tous of freight
per week, the saving on which is estimated to
have been reduced by half owing to the direct
transhipment from boat to car and car to boat.

Altogether Momntreal possesses one of the
best and most up-to-date harborus in the world,
and when the present $6,000,000 which has
been voted to the Harbour Commission, is ex-
pended the harbour will be second to none on
this continent. Another important phase of
the transportation question is the development
of the canal system.” Different bodies of men

ness men advocate that it would be cheaper
and better to deepen the Welland and St. Law-
rence canals, while others believe this would
be a useless expenditure and that it would be
much better to proceed with the construction of
the Georgian Bay canal at once.

" In conversation with some of the prominent
men on the Toronto delegation, who recently
visited Montreal, the argument was brought
forward that if Canada were 1o retain her
supremacy in conuection with the grain trade,
it would be necessary for her to immediately
deepen the Welland and St. Lawrence canals.

These great arteries
from the heart of the cowitry to the world’s
markets must be kept open and made as up-to-
date as possible.

THE ¢. P R’s ENTRY INTO NOVA SCOTIA

THE entry of the Canadian Pacific Railway
into Nova Scotia promises much for the devel-
opment of that province. Messrs. D. McNicoll
and G. N. Bosworth have just returned from a
tour of inspection over the newly acquired Do-
minion Atlautic Railway, and announces that
the C. P. R. is about to inaugurate a more pro-
gressive policy in regard to the territory reached
by the Dominion Atlantic.

The C. P. R. have a happy faculty of vital-
izing into life any part of the country which it
touches. We have but to look to the West to
see the wonderful results which they have
achieved. A quarter of a century ago it was
proplesied . that. the road -would not ‘earn
sufficient to pay for axle grease for the wheels.
Lastyear the gross revenue of the road amounted
10 $95,000,000. They have built their road
over fertile prairies and barren deserts, through
almost impassable mountaius, and have over-
come every physical and natural obstruction.
Where the land was barren they have carried
on irrigation works, and where the farmers
found it difficult to make a start they have pre-
pared ready-made farms upon which they have
settled the farmers. At all times they have
been great advertisers, spending vast sums of
money in Great Britain and on the continent as
well as throughout the United States. The
development of the West is largely bound up
with the wonderful progress which the C. P. R.
has made.

They have now decided to turn their attention
to Tiastern Canada, and have selected the
Province of Nova Scotia as their first field
where they have taken over the Dominjon
Atlantic Railway, which runs from Halifax to
Yarmouth, through the rich Annapolis V alley

Speaking of the results of their frip of in-
spection, Mr. McNicoll outlined -some of tke
plans which they had in mind for that section
of the province. He stated that they would
commence an advertising campaign at once
calling the aitention of settlers and-tourists {o
the great possibilities of that district. A liule

they leave 10 stone unturned in the efforts. .

The Province of Nova Scotia is one of the
oldest and in many ways one of the richest
provinces in the Domimion of Caunada. It
reached its greatest era of prosperity in the
days of wooden shipbuilding. With the pass-
ing of wooden ships Nova Scotia lapsed into a
period of stagnation. Lately, however, there
has been a revival in practically every brauch
of her industries, and the couutry is showing
wore activity and progress .than has been the
case for a number of decades. The following
figures show something of the great resources
of the province, and wlhen we consider that the
population is a little less than half a million,
we realize that there is great possibilities in
store for Nova Scotia.

Agriculture yields over $30,000,000 worth of
products annually. Minerals make a showing
of over $20,000,000, the largest part of this
being from coal mining. Manufactured articles
show an output of nearly $50,000,000 per year ;
fisheries yield $9,000,000, and forest products
$4,000,000. Amnother indication of the wealth
of the mlnbxt'mls is shown by the fact tlnl
over $22,000;000 ¢ “invested in’ “banlk’ sh'ues,
being an average of $4.50 per capita,

Altogether, the invasion of tlie Nova Scotia '
fieid by the C. P. R. promises great things for
both the railway aud for the province. There
is no doubt that the C. P. R. saw great possi-
bilities for increased revenue, or they would not
this field.

SETTLEMENT OF LIGHT QUESTION.

A Ten Years’ Contract Given to Montreal Light,
Heat & Power Company. '

MoNTREAL las at length settled the vexed
street lighting question by awarding a ten years’
contract to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power

Company. This question has been before the

»| City Council and the public for several years

past, and it is no exaggeration to say that from
start to finish it has been grossly mismanaged

-{and bungled by suecessive Councils.

A little over a year and a half ago the exist- .
ing contract with the Montreal Light, Heat &
Power Company expired, and since then the
company has been lighting the city without-a
The
charges during this no-contract period jumped
from $60 to $90 per lawmp, which,

and charging accordingly.

to say the
least, is a considerable advance and goes-to -
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support the contention that the Montreal Light,
Heat & Power Company is a grasping cor-
poration. i '

The contract made this week is for a period
of ten years and, considering all the couditious;
is probably as satisfactory and good a bargain
as the City Council could make. “The price is
to be $72.70 for the large arc lamps and $63.15
for the smaller arcs. OF the former kind ounly
572 will be supplied and 1,650 of the cheaper
kind. The work of installing these lamps will
commence at once and it is expected that Soo
will be in operation by Xmas time, but it will
be six months before the whole of the lamps are
in use. ' .

A clause lias been ingerted in the agreement
by which .the coutract can be broken by the
City Council at the end of five years should
they deem it advisable to do so. By that time
it is thought that other power companies will,
be in the field as active competitors. Taking
it all in all, therefore, itis felt that the city
made the best of a bad job, and in closing up
this vexed question removed one of the greatest
reproaches to the city, as previously the streets
were poorly lighted and the whole question
grossly mismanaged. .

OUR FOREST PRODUCTS.
Canada Third in Production of Pulp.
Rycunt statistics,brepared by the United
States Department of Commerce and Industry
show the rema_rkable.stljides made il}xconne(\:timl‘
with the wood pulp industry throughout the
world. In rgo4 the world’s trade in wood pulp
amouunted to 2,744,955,000 pounds. In 1908
In

this connection it is interesting to note that

this has increased to 3,908,007,000 pounds.

Canada stood third among the countries in 1908.
Norway came first with 1,310,902,000 pounds ;
Sweden next with 1,242,850,000 pounds. Can-
ada is away behind these with 480,000,000
pounds. Canada’s trade increased from 359,-
000,000 pounds in 19o4 to the above figures in
1908. Althouglh Canada is goiug aliead at
such a rapid rate, it is very evident that lher
policy in regard to forests is sadly beliind that
of most Yauropean cowttries.  When we think
of it, that Norway's exports of wood pulp
average $10,000,000 a year and the annual ex-
ports of forest products of all kinds exceeds
$21,000,000 a year, the showing made by Can-
ada is not altogether a creditable one. Norway’s:
forests cover an area of 26,234 square miles.’
Canada, with a forest area of more than ﬁl’ty‘
times that of Norway, received last year only
$47,500,000 from her forest products, of which
pulp wood brought $4,356,000 and the manu-

factured pulp $4,306,000, the balance of the'
Ger-
many, with a forestarea of 55,000 square miles,
Al

reckless cutting and wasteful methods of treat-
ing the by-products are making serious inroads
on our forest reserves. If we were to adopt
some of the policiesin vogue in Sweden, Norway
and other European countries, our forests would
become the most valuable national asset which
we possess. If a prohibitive duty were placed

compel its manufacture in Canada aud this

on export of pulp wood
would greatly increase the value of the exports.
Instead-of going out as raw wood worth $6 a
cord, it would go out as manufactured pulp
worlh $36 a tou. It is evidently high time for
Canada to give very serious atttention to the
whole pulp and lumber guestion. In the forth-
coming tariff negotiations with the United
States, the lumber question is likely to be one
of the crucial points which will be hrought up
for discussion. Canada should give a careful
study of this and be able to treat the question
in an intelligent manuer, for it is absolutely

necessary that we should safeguard onr forests.

CANADIAN TRADE EXPANSION,

MARKED evidence of the continued expan-
sionn of Canadian {irade is shown in recent
statistics compiled by the Department of Trade
and Comnmerce, which will be issued shortly in
the monthly report for July. Ior the month
of July last the total trade of Canada increased

over the month of July, 1909, to the amount of

195,105,057~ The-increase for the four months

ended July 31, 1910, over the same period for
1909, was $40,710,956.
ended July 31, 1910, as compared with the
same period for 1909, the increase was $129,-
848,914. With reasonable allowaunce, there-
fore, for the coming winter months, it would
appear that nothing short of a trade cataclysm

will prevent the total trade of Canada for the]

current fiscal vear ending March 31st next from
being well above $800,000,000. The total trade
for the fiscal year ended March 31, 1910, Was
$693,161,865.

Tvery indication therefore points to the fact
that the trade of the current fiscal year will not
only be the greatest in the listory of Canada,
but will be very much more than double the
total trade of Canada only ten years ago.

INSURANCE AGAINST UNEMPLOYMENT.

Louis VARLEZ, a Belgian statistician, has
devised the most practical and sincere proposal
to relieve unemployment among organized
~skilled and unskilled workers, says Zhe Tewen-
ticth Century Magazine. ‘The system is based
upon the mutual insurance funds of the unions.
In. times of pfosperify the unions collect from

- their members certain dues which make up the|

pomey

unemployed benefit fund. From this fund, in
times of unemployment, the unions pay out
small sums to their unemployed members.

However, at periods of a severe crisis the
funds of the unions are easily overdrawn.
Here enters in Varlez’s scheme. By a muni-
cipal allowance the unions are put in the
position to increase their unemployed funds.

The city of Ghent, in Belgium, introduced
this system in 1goa. It worked so successfully
that by uow it is universally recognized as the
most efficient measure against unemployment,
and many states and municipalities have
already introduced * The System of Ghent,”
or are discussing its immediate realization.

In France more than forty municipalities

System of Glent. Since the law of 1905 the
French State is authorized to aid the unions
financially in case of unemployment.

Ten cities in Holland have lately introduced
The Norwegian State, con-
forming to the law of 1906, reimburses one-

Varlez’s scheme.

fourth and Denmark one-third of the sum paid
out by the unions in unemployment benefits.

The salient features of the unemployed in-
surance statute of the city of Strassburg are
the following :—

“ Every unemployed who belongs to a trade
union or an association of employees that pays
unemployed henefits gets from the city an addi-
tional allowaunce.

““The cily pays an allowance only in cases
of involuntary unemployment. If unemploy-
ment is caused by strikes, lockouts or their
consequences, by illuess, accideut or iuv'alidity’
the city is not obliged to pay.

““The aid of the city amounts to 50 per
cent. of the sum paid by above associations.
In other words, if the i)erson unemployed
draws 50 cents from the trade union fund, the
city adds 25 cents to this sum. However, the
allowance of the city cannot exceed 25 cents
a day.

¢ If the person unemployed is provided with
suitable work the city stops the payments of
the allowance. Unmarried people must accept
work outside the town if special circumstances
do not militate against it,

“QOnly such. unions and associations bave a
claim upon the aid of the city which have an
organized unemployed benefit service for their
members, and which ask the office of the
Mayor for the aid of the city, aud accept the
statutes of this unemployment ordinance.’’

The results attained in Strassburg are so
satisfying and encouraging that the unions of
such a great industrial city as Berliu,'where,
during the last industrial crisis more than
80,000 organized workers were without work,
have unanimously directed their representatives
to take steps for the realization of a similar
institution in that city,

While there may be tendency to over-estimate
the, value of good-will and trade marks, yet it
is undoubtedly true that the possession of a
well-known trade mark or brand, and the good-"
will which goes with the name of the finu is
one of the most valuablé assets whicli 4 business
honse can have. Itwould pay all firms to cul-
tivate the good-will of the public. This can be
done in a variety of ways. Probably one of the

most effectual is by a careful and judicious

advertising campaign, backed up by fair dealing
" and a high grade of goods. ‘fhe. firm whose
product is a houseliold word throughout the
couulry, has an asset which can hardly be esti-
mated in dollars and cents. We have only to
think of examples. When a make of fountain
peus is mexitioned, nine people out of ten think
of a certain make. When shaving soap is
mentioned, a like proportion thiuk of the name
of a certain maker. Tle same is true of hun-
dreds of articles. These have become house-
hold names by wide publicity campaigus backed
up by good goods and fair treatment, If busi-
niess llouses wisl (o have their goods equmlly
well kuown it will he necessary for them to do
as their successful competitors lave doune,’
advertise.

- A BLum Boox receutly isstied by the British
Government, shows the growth of the empirg
in :populatipn and trade, and is of unusual
interest in this age of big things. To those
who are accustomed to ‘think impefially the
figures must convey & great deal of satisfaction,
It is indeed gratifying to see the substantial
Progress being made by all parts of the empire.

- Of the total population of the
Empire about three-quarters is credited to
India, the population of which, including the
native states, is nearly 300,000,000.

It will be seen from the above that the popu-
lation in Australia and Canada is less than 134

per square mile, It is ouly during the past

few years that these two countries have been
coming to the front, but there is not the slightest
doubt that during the next fifty years the
greatest development will be in connection
with Canada and Australia. At the present
time Canada’s trade and population is growing
at a phenomenal rate. The latest Government
fignres estimate that the trade for the present
fiscal year will total over $800,000,000. Gov-
ernment figures also show that the population
lias increased during the first six months of the
present year by 160,000 newcomers, about
90,000 of these coming from the United States
and 70,000 from Great Britain and Turope.
This stream of immigrants has been keeping
up for the past five or six years, increasing
eveiy year. What the population of the country
and its trade will be 25 or 50 years hence is
impossible to state, but one thing is certain
and that is that both will be many times greater
than they are at the present time. ‘T'o a lesser
extent, the same is true of Australia and New
Zealand. Another country which is bound to
progress and increase in population is United
South Africa. In fact, it looks very much as
if Great Britain had ** cornered”’ the best spots
in the world, and that the development whicl
will take place in the next 50 years will, of
necessity, be within the confines of, the British
Limpire. Cauada might well be proud of her
connection with this gredt wortd empire.

That Re-Migration from Canada.
Boston News Burean.
INDICATE THAT IT IS IMAGINARY,
Tollowing the recent reports {o the effect that the
tide of migration from the United HStates to Canada
lad again turned towards this country, the ZSoston
News Burcan made an investigation of the whole
migration problem.
There is very lillle ground for the statement {hat llu.
American farmers are returning.  In Southern Alberta
where the drought has heen very severe, and crops are’
in many sections practically nil, some discouraged
farmers lhave come back. But the great bulk are
remaining.  Actual figures of returning farmers, as
shown by the United $tales customs entries for {he
seven months ended August 1, were as follows :

Between the same dates 30,425 persons went from the
United States to settle in the Canadian West.

The reports that farmers are returning to the United
States evidently originated [rom the statement made
several weeks ago by Clarence Blanchard, of {he
Federal Reclamation Service of Canada, that 15,000
Americans had returned from Canada this year. High
Canadian government officials have no hesitancy in .
declaring that these figures were deliberately falsified
by American land companies promoting properties’in .
the American West, which spread broadeast the report |
that these were © American farmers.”

It is a rather striking commentary on the volume
and quality of the American migration {o Western
Canada that, in the last provineial elections in the
Province of Alberta, Canaida, the most westerly of the
three * Prairic Provinces,” some 10 per cent. to 15 per
cent. of approximately 4o candidates had previously
been Americans.

In an address before the members of 1he Canadian
Credit Men's Association, W. C. Matthews, Winnipeg
manager of R. G. Dun & Co., said, in reference to fire
fusnrance; ** The importance and necessity of '\deqnale
fire insurance is not properly appreciated by retail
utercliants generally, and this is a matler that shonld
be pressed home upon them constautly, In rural Jis-
tricts the facilities for fighting fives are, us a rule, very
inadequate, and in isolated cases do not exist at all..
I{a fire occurs, aund the wan is not properly insured, it
spells “ disaster’ in startling headlines., The savings of
years arc swept away, and his debl paying power is
reduced to whatever he may have outside of hig
business, which in oo many instances proves to he but
adrop in the bucket. So long as the retail merchants
arc doing business to such an extenl on your capatal -
by the extension of credit to them, it beliooves you to
see that you are properly prolected against fire loss.
This is a matter 1 cannot cmphasize too strongly or
wrge upon youn too vigorously, So important do we’
deem it that in affixing ratings w¢ only estimate the
insured value of stock tunl ollier inflannnable assets, v

revenue requirements, nor is it likely that during the
coming revision the protective features will be entirely
eliminated. It may beargued that the leaders of the
farmers knew very well that a purely, revenue tariff was
an impossibility in 1907, and that in making their offer
to accept the principle of free imports of farni products
they were iusincere and did not really favor free im-
portation.

forest fires has been nothing short of appalling.

answer is that much can be done. The solution ol the
problem is indicated in two words—public sentiment.
The two principal causes of forest fires are campers and
railways, and public opinion must be brouglht to bear
upon these. The tourist-camper does not at all realize
the extent of the damage which his unextinguished
camp fire may do. Laws against leaving camp fires
burning are already on the statute hooks, but it is quite
evident that their observance rests mainly with the
tourist himself. 1Te must be impressed with the very
serious nature of his offence. If a man sets fire to a
building, he is convicted of arson and sent to prison as
a felon, but if his unextinguished camp fire burns down
millions of dollars worth of timber and perhaps destroys
humnan life as well, he is, at best, made to pay a small
fine. When public opinion views {his carelessness of
the camper as a criminal act and frowns upon him
accordingly, considerable progress witl nve been made
in lessening the number of foresl fires from this cause.

But it is the railways that spread the most destriction.
Traversing, as they do, the great lone stretches of un-

inhabited timber areas,; the sparks from their locomo-
tives start numerous fires that gain great headway
beforé being detected. Too often the right-of-way,
piled thick with inflammable rubbish, furnishes a
tinder-box for these conflagrations. ‘Ilie owner of de-
stroyed property aloug the line has found it almost in-
possible under the present laws to get damages from the
railway company, so difficult is it to fix the responsi-
bility, and so expensive is the process of litigation, In
order {o lessen the number of fires due to this cause,
the Commitiee on Forests of the Commission of Con-
servation has proposed to make the railways pecitniarily
responsible. It has recommended that there be added
to the Railway Act a clause making them liable to a fine
of $1,000, recoverable by summary prosecution before a
stipendiary,magistrate or two justices of the peace, for.
every fire started by sparks from their locomotives. It
makes no difference whetlier the fire begins outside the
right-of-way or spreads therefrom to adjoiniug land,
The railways are exempt from the fine if they can show
that they Dhave the best modern appliances on iheir
locomotives to preveni the emission of sparks, that
their employees have not shown negligence in conduc-
ing lo the starting of the fire, and that they have main-
tained an efficient and properly equipped staff of fire-
rangers. Inother words, the Commiltee proposes to

- lessen the number of fires caused by sparks from loco-

motives by having the railways fined for the damage
they do, unless they take every possible precantion to
prevent such damage. This is obviously a fair recom-
mendation as regards both the railways and the public,
and the effort to have it made law is worthy of public
support. Fvery Canadian is deeply interested in the
protection of our forests ; for each forest fire means that
he and his clildren will have to pay higher prices fof
every foot of lumber they use. Such a measure, for the
preservation of our forests, as that recommended by the
Commiltee on Torests of the Commission of Conserva-
tion should, therefore, commend itsell to every public-
spirited citizens and newspaper in Canada,

Is the Average Man of To-day Lacking in.
Thrift and Foresight ?
Bonds and Morigages.

Some time ago a careful examination was made of the
records in New York, Pennsylvania, Olio and Rhode
Island covering cstates ol nearly 50,000 deceased per-
sons. The result of this examination showed that less
than 2,000 of the deadones left individual estates, the
value of which exceeds $5,000. The grealmajority were
like butterflies that live brief lives, during which they
flit from flower to flower, and in a moment they passed
away and were forgotten. The most ol these persons
lived careless lives, lliough there were some of them
who were counted as successful. Certain of them were
in business and had large transactions, but when their
affairs were finally settled they had remaining less than
$5,000. The average man is, it again appears, sadly
lacking in {hrilt and foresight.

It would be humorous if the tragic element could be
climinated, but when the question obtrudes itself,
““What becomes of the families 2’ there is nothing funny
abont the 40,000 improvident ones. Thiuk of it! Only
five men in every hundred condueted their affairs sue-
cessfully enongl or kept the money they had saved or
made safely or had protected their families through the
medinm of insurance so their dependents had at the last
even so small an income as 5 per week or $250 per
annum.

It may be admitled that a few of the many
have been started with a view of actually transacting
the business of insurance, and are legitimate ventures
in every way; a few of these have already completed
their organization and conmenced operations, but the
vast majority are promoted by parties having litlle or
no kuowledge of the underwriting business, who are
only seeking profit from the sale of stock of the com-
pany, not caring what becomes of the institulion once
it is Jannched. )

These flotations are usually conducted by means of
professional stock selling agents, who work for a high
commissicn, and the stock is therefore sold to the
public at a large preminm, ostentatiously to provide a
working surplus for the company, but in reality to
cover the cost of organization. St. Louis and Kansas
City have been most abused, they having been selected
as operaling points for more than their share of the
shaky kind. In the former city financial revelatious
are’ being made daily in court inguiries now going on.
Thick among the viclims are country baukers weak
cnough 1o subscribe for shares at a cut price on a
¢ guaranty’’ that the bank would get a lot of deposits
from ilie company, and the hanker a lot of ** commis-
sions’’ for all stock sold in his territory.

This kind of promotion might be described as getting
easy money by the promise of still easier money to
the victim. This is the basis of go per cent. of the
sales, Insurance company revelations from the East
lead many in the West to think them gold mines.
They are—for the promoters. St. Louis leads with
$6,200,000, Kansas City next with §6,0035,000, and
Oklatioma- (including one al Shawnee) is a close third
with $4,900,000 in the new shares, One at Pheeniy,
Ariz., capitalized at $50,000,000, probably is for
« emergencies.”  Willh what has been said heretofore
and the above statement of conditions, no hanker in
his right mind should allow himself to be used as a
“fall guy” for these scalping promoters who only
wan! his money, not his influence, as professed.

New Workmen's Compensation Law in
United States.

Insurance Record, London.

The Uniled $tates of America is about to go through
an insurance experience very similar to that which we
in this country have had during the last few years.
On September 1st 2 new Employers’ Liability and
Workmen'’s Compensation Act came into force, and
even he best insurance authorities do not hazard an
opinion as to what the risks will eventuaily work out
at. The Rewvierv, of New York, says that, while the
new enietments are radical departures from any statutes
at presenton the books, their terms are so ambiguous
hat the actual construction to be placed npon them can
only be delermined by the courts. ‘* Liability under-
writers and attorneys have lield many joint sessions in
an endeavour to arrive at some conclusion as to the
proper construction, but have only reached the agree-
ment that they can be mterpleted very broadly, as the
court may see fit.” The salient featuresof the new
laws are embodied in the following briel summary :
Whereas, nnder the present law the employer is liable
only for the uegligent act of one whose sole or principal
duly is superintendence, while actually snperintending
the work, the new law makes the employer liable for
the negligence of any person entrusted with authority
to direct, control or cominand any other employee (an
ordinary foremun, or a shift boss, or a so-called workiug
foreman is not a superintendent ; but under the new
law the master is liable for injuries due to the negligence
of such foreman). It practically eliminates the doctrine
of assumption of risk, making the employer lable. It
removes from the employee the necessity of proving

|

hurden of proof upon the employer, which will result
in the employer being held negligent in practically all
fatal cases in which there are no eye-witnesses. It
provides, however, that euiployers may enter into
agreemenls with their employees, entitling

, injured employees to hall wages during disability and

up to four years’ wages in case of deatl, not exceeding
{ 3,000 dollars, in lien of all other riglts of the employee
ation, aud irrespective of the cause of the
injury if it occurs in tie employment.

State Insurance,

The advocates of State and Municipal insurance often
quote the operations of the New Zealand Government
Insurance Departiient as an example (o be followed in
Great Britain. 7The success of the New Zealand De-
partinent, however, is wore apparesnt thau real. The
Australian Mntual Provident Society operates in New
Zealand as well as in other parts of Australasia, and
the following comparison of its work in New Zealand
with that of the department should certainly prove
instructive {o the many who may be inclined to listen
to the specious arguments of those wlio are constantly
clamouring for State insurance. The slatement, it
should be explained, refers to the business as at the end
of December 31st, 1909 —

Tt is worth calling altention to the fact that, though
the sum assured by the Australian Mutuad Provident
was less by nearly 44oo,000 than that assured by the
department, the bonuses declared by the former are
nearly 41,000,000 greater than those of the latter,
Then, again, the expense ratio of the Australian Mntnal

Provident to total revenue was 9.55, as against 13.21

for the department, and to preminm revenue 16,02, as
against 21.79. Insurance by the State, when compared
with that carried out by privale enterprise, is nnprofit-
able to the policyholder; it is more expensively
worked, and therefore fails to yield equally good
bonuses.

Roosevelt's Adviee to Journalists.

With characteristic frankness Colonel Theodore
Roosevelt {he other day lectured his fellow journalists
oun hiow to conduct a newspaper. He said: *“The
editor, the publisher, the reporter, who honestly and
trathifully puts the exact facts hefore the public, who
does not omit things that ought to be stated, for
improper reasons, who does not say what is not true,
who does not color his facls so as {o give a false
impression, who does not manufaclure his facts, who
really can read in the first place io find out what the
truth is and in the next place as a source of guidance—
{hat man occupies one of the most useful positions in
the community.’”

A Message—In Your Advertising..

The telegram is a common, little. crude, yellow and
black affair, but with what avidity we reach {or it. That
i because we have learned ta associate it with informa-
tion of imporiance, All the costly deckle edge stock
and exqguisite printing and embossing in many colors
{liat money can buy could not add anything to the face
value of the {elegram.

‘The message is the thing. If your advertising gets
the reputation of having the real meat in it, people will
reach for it and hang on to it. Lacking the meat, no
amount of fine printing can save it, The printer can
make good stufl attractive and artistic, but there he
stops. He can't make poor stuff good.

The Transatlantic Mail Contract.

A great change has cowe over the Transatlantic
steaunship situation since'the days when the Allan Com-
paiy was the only one that could give a nil-carrying
service adequate to the requirements taid down by the
Canadian Government, In its time that company did
a great work for Canada, even before it became a ** Do-
minion,” but that is no reason why other lines capable
of doing equally well for the country should not have
a chiance Lo compete for the new contract about to he
made.

When the Allan steamship line wasestablished nearly
sixty years ago, the St. Lawrence River offered many
serious obstacles to the progress ot ocean steamers, and
Montreal was a place of comparatively little commercial
importance, . Mucl-of the credit for the improvemnent
of the navigable channel in theriver and for the present
eminence 6f Montreal as an ocean port must be givetito
the Allan Company and iis pioneer line of steamships ;
but thtere are now other cotipanies which lave been
built up without subsidies of any sort, and which offer
to give the service the Government requires. If the
contract is to go to any one company it should be
awarded by competition, and not given arbitrarily.

It is a fair question to consider, however, whetlier the
time has not come for adopting an entirely different
methiod of alioting the work of carrying (e mails be-
twveen Canada and Great DBritain. Speed in transmission
is of the very essence of the service, and it may be that
the hest way to secure this is to pay a fair price [or the
carriage of the mails and then send them by the fastest
ships, no matter to what line they may belong, or
whetlier they helong to any line. Such a system of
payment by speed resnlts wonld bring to bear on all
steamship owners the pressure of continnouns competition
in the development of speed combined with safety, and
would put a premium on the evolution of the type of
vessel best adapted .for the combined ocean and river
navigation included iu the route between Moutreal and
the British terminal port. The competition wonld, of
course, involve ports as well as vessels,
