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TIE AMERICAN SILVER QUESTION
REVIVED.

' A‘rt(l:r the {ravelling scason has gone
on for a few ‘months it Is Inevitable
that large quantitics of American sll-
ver find their way Into Canada.

I"his money creates no small trouble,
as it Is mot necepted at all, or only
taken nt n discount by banks, the post
office, on the street ears, and in other
places where small eash payments are
constantly made, Storckeepers reecive
American coing ot par, and express their
readiness to take all that s offered.
Indeed Gheir sales would probably le
seriously eurtailed were they to place
any difficulties in the way of our Amer-
jear visitors, who buy frecly from our
retailers, and pay a large sum to hotel
keepers, cab drivers, and others, in the
coin of their country.

Most of those who take in U, 8. silver
in this way, look upon the objections
mnde to American silver as o quarrel
with our bread and butter, So far then
as the rcasons why so much of this
money gebs into circulation in Canada
are concerned, Lhiere are grave reasons
why it should be aceepted asg freely as
our own co&ungc or paper.,

The greatest nuisance in continental
travelling ariscs from the perpetnal
worry over the varieties of forcign
money, and the rates of international
exchange. A somewhat similar annoy-
ance to travellers is enused by the per-
sistenee with which Canadian money,
hoth paper and metallie, is subjeeted
to discount: in American cities, Along
the Dborder, and at places where the
custom of Canadian visilors 1s valued,
there iy little friclion of this kind, pre-
cisely for the same reason as gives
Ameriean silver suel a free run on this
R

It iy however anomalous that, while

States find it advisable to change their
mouncetary ouliit into greenbacks, and

coming here secem to care nothingaboub

coins, Americans  who are
changing their wads of native cash into
Canadian curreney.

As o matter of faet, our silver is
worlll its face vilue, or within an
inappreeialle fraction, while the Amer-
fcan dollar Is not worth within 85 per
cent, of its name. Thoke then who ae-
eeph a picee of silver intrinsically worih
only 65 cents, as good value for 100
cents, do so oun the same ground as
they accept a picee of engraved puaper,
worth not a cent intrinsieally, as value
for the awmount cugraved an its face.
There is no valid reason for the issue
of 65 eenls worth of silver being stamp-
¢d as adollar coin at all, The confi-

dence in them which induces ‘the publie
Fo accept Such depreciated coins, rests
upon the stability and honor of the Re-
publie, whieh would be an amply suifi-

cient basis for a ewrrency of greenbacks -

g0 extended as to wholly, or in great
part, displace this silver.

At the present time the banks, and
the purses of the publie also, hold very
large amounts of U.. 8. silver certiflicates
which are preeisely in the same rela-
tive position as to value, as the silver
coinage of that country. If then silver
certificates whose face value is $5, pass
here freely at par, whieh only repre-
sent G5 cents on the dollar of silver,
plus the eredit of the U. 8. Government,
why should not the single dollar coins
be replaced Ly o more convenient eur-
rency of the same character, and hav-
ing the same redecmable guarantees?

The practical withdrawal of “ shin
plasters,” is, we belicve, a mistake.
The whole drift of modern taste, and
the exigencies of modern convenicnee

Hnd the fractional eurrency been made
of a larger size, so as not so readily
to get crumpled into pellets, it would
have served an cxecedingly useful pur-

A paper note says [rankly; ‘* Take
me on eredit, I represent the honor of
the Government, or the Bank that is-
sued me, as a credit currency.” The
silver dollar however, is not frank, it
pretends te be precious metal worth
a dollar; there is no indicalion upon
it that It represents anything except
so much silver; naturally therclore,
when that pretension is known to be
false, to the extent of 85 per cent, it
is a diseredited and objeetionable arti-
cle, especially in o foreign country.

It is estimated that somewhere about

four million dollars of American silver .

coins and certiffeates are in circulation
in Canada, "To that extent our own
civeulation is displaced, and the profit
ihercon, withheld irom our bankers, and
the Government.

Considering the inereasing extent of
Ameriean travel through Canadn; the
anxicety of our traders and hotel keep-
ers, to take all the cash they ean from
U. 8. visitors; the contiguity of so
large o population to our borders ; who

spend American silver whenever they
cross the line, we fear the entire ex-
clusion of this foreign coinage, or the
universal placing it under o discount
by our people, is hopeless,

At the same time, as the curreicy
of the States is at present in a very
unsettled condition, owing to the sil-
ver agitation, it is desirable to place
every possible restriction upon the eir-
culation of U. 8. silver certificates, and
coins, consistent with that freedom of
intercourse which is not only highly
proiitable to several of our cities, but
exccedingly agreeable as affording op-
portunities for the exchange of inter-
national courtesies,

THE WHEAT TRADE 1891-92.

The course of the wheat trade during
the last year hus Icutureé that afford
@ more profitable study to farmers,
than a pleasant retrospect.

Not heie only, but in the States theie
arc hundreds of granaries filled with
One of
the largest balances of grain ever car-

portions of last ycar’s crop.

ried over from one season to another
is mow on ‘haud, when & ncew crop is
being harvested, The probability is
that close upon 60,000,000 millions of
bushels remains on hand of the yicld
of 1891, So large a surplus will have
o depressing effeet on next year’s
prices, more especially as the yield of
this season will again be in exeess of
the estimated consumyption,

The erop in the U. 8., was officially
declared to be 611,700,000 bushels, the
balance on hand at harvest, was about
18 or 19 millions, making a total sup-
ply of over 630,000,000 bushels, Of this
supply some 225 millions have been ex-
ported, about 356 millions gone into
consumption for food, or sced, leaving
a surplus of close upon 50 millions in
the States, to which our own large
surplus must be added, which brings
the total to e carried forward what
we have stated, ‘

It will be remembered that soon dfter
the harvest of 1891 was gathored, a
ery was raised, and persisted in for
scveral months, ‘that the failures of
crops in Burope were so tremendous,
espeeially in the corn exporting dis-
tricts of Russia, that even the enor-
mous yield on this continent would bo
unequal o supplying the demands

Trom the first, this Journal discredit-
cd these reports ; we again and again
pointed out that the fnmine' in Russia
was being grossly exaggerdated in order
to boom prices. The faet was pointed
out ag wholl'y irreconcileable with the
statements made as to o total destruc-
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tion of the wheat erops of Russia, that
wheat was being cxported from that
country. To keep up the impression
that the stocks of wheat on this side
the ocean would
European demand, and that consequent-
Iy prices would go up to 82 or §3 o
bushel, there were sensalional measures
resorted to, such as sending cargocs of
wheat as charitable gifts to Russia;
so-called philantrophy being turned into
an engine of speculation.

Tn spite of these theatrical devices,
the Turopean demand that was prophe-
sied as certain to strain the resources
of this continent to meet, kept within
gueh moderate bounds, that, alter a
vain struggle to hold up prices, they
gradually gave way and wheal gquoted
in August last at over $1.18 dropped
down to 95 and 85 cents per bushel.

The golden visions of farmers who
were deluded with the hope of selling
{their grain at $2, or cven $3., were
issipated as o romantic dream, and
they were face to face with the stern
fact that wheat was running down in
price, as fast as it slides down an ecle-
vator shait, and as surely when once
in motion,

Remonstrances were lost upon the
holders of wheat, they still clung to
thelr delusion, and now they have not
only forfeited the chanee they once had
of getting a lirst-rate price for their
stocks, but the prospeet belore themn
ig far from hopeful that the present
prices will be maintained.

Those who last year devoted amuch
larger seetion of their land to wheat,
were. eautioned against doing this on
the expectancy of very high prices rul-
ing this season. DBank DManagers al-
most universally advised against this
extension of the wheat area, they urged
the desirability of making hay whiic
the sun shone, of selling wheat while
§1 or more could be got per bushel,
But there seems some strange laseina-
tion in o barn full of grain, it is cher-

ished, and kept as though itwere like

wine, improved with age.

It is not only farmers who have been
disappointed over the movements . of
wheat in the past year. It is Delieved
that grain dealers have had a hard
time of it. Those In England, with few
exceptions, arc reported to have lost
money on'their year's business.

The extent of the difierence hetween
the amount. actually realised for last
year wheat crop, and its cstimated
value, can be judged by the value of
the exportable surplus of that crop
being caleulated, almost universally, at
about $1,10 per bushel. The difference
between the value of the exported

be unequal to the _

wheat, at that figure, and what it has
been sold for, cannot be less than from
30 to 40 millions of dollars.

No wonder then that actual losses
have been so serious in the trade, and
prospective gains by farmers have- 80
laomentably proven a delusion, '.l.‘hgs_g
who are held responsible for inducing

" agriculturalists to hold their grain ave

DLeing severely censured by the Amer-
fcan press. A writer in the New York
Tribute handles them without gloves;

“ There is no penalty except public con-
tempt for those who clireulate false
statements about the erops, however
much harm they may do to individuals
or the country, TFor that rcason pub-
lic eensure ought to be rigidly and un-
sparingly applied when there is oceca-
sion. There ought not to be comiort-
ing oblivion for that so-called statisti-
cian of Kansas, who hysterically pre-
dicted a vast deficiency of wheat and
the most frightful famine in Turope
ever known since the dawn of history.
There ought not to be another chance
to get o respeetful hearing for Mr.
Pillsbury and {he officers of the Minne-
sota Alliance, who told the farmers
to keep back their wheat, because it
would certainly sell at $2 a bushel be-
forc many days.”

But this is not fair, as those persons
would have been wholly incapable of
vroducing any impression on the farm-
ing community had not there been so
great a readiness to encourage the sen-
sational philanthropists ~who were
shouting on the house tops that hy
their goodness famine stricken Russia
was being fed, ’

We shall 'shortl‘y have autheuntie re-

.turns of this year’s crop. Alrcady the

market is Leing operated upon by re-
ports concocted to “bull” or “ bear”
prices as the inventors desire. DBut,
Judging from what official returns are
available, there scems to be o eertainty
that the erop being reaped on this con-
tinent will be very heavy, not equal to
last year, but there is every probabil-
ity that, with the surplus on hand,
there will be as large a quantity for
export as in 1891, consequently, as the
reports from Europe do mot indicate
any marked deficit, there is a very slim
prospect of grain going to a higher
figure,

THE NEW TOLL AT
CANAL.,

. the imposition of 20 cents per ton on

Canadian freight passing through the
Sault canal, '

The total sum which this will take
out of shippers to Canadian ports will
not exceed $10,000, and doubtless they
will be indemnified by the government.
After sceuring power to tax such freight
$2 per ton, and passengers ‘$5 per head,
the President could not have allowed
that power to remain wholly unexer-
eised without his laying himself open

to a eharge of ‘backin‘g down.” Un-
fulfilled threats arve humilinting. The
President has saved his dignity by tak-
ing his recerit step, and, at the same
time, has not inflicted a blow on our
marine, or 'on our intercsts, which can
be regarded as a just cause for our
returning the stroke.

Public opinion is Qivided in both
countries, as ‘to ‘the aspeet in which
our rebate system is to be viewed in
the light of international treaty obli-
gations, and, amongst oursclves, there
are many well informed persons, thor-
oughly conversant with the {rade in-
volved, who regard rcbates ns now
given, as, at least, of no service to Can-
adian marine interests.

‘A letter has reached the press from
the U. 8. Secretary of State to the
Hon. Mr. Herbert of the British Em-
bassy at Washington, in -~whieh he
states; “If Canadian discriminations
‘““are to continue during the scasom,
‘“compliance with recent act of Con-
“ gress requires the President to estab-
“lish tolls to run concurrently.  Dis-

“eussion as to future action can then -

¢ proceed under parity of conditions.”

Trom this we judge that the whole
question as to the future policy of the

By that time it will be decided what
party will control U. 8. affairs for the
next four years, and all temptation will
be removed to regard the present dis-
putes from an clectioneering stand-
point, . o

The gtrikers who had heen engaged
on the Idrie Railway took possession
of a freightyard, and proceeded system-
abically to set Mire to the rolling stock,
and the contents of the enrs, The dam-
age Lhus inflicted will probably reach
$4:00,000,

The war is, however, not strictly «a
contest wholly arising from n dispute
about wages, Wage tLroubles are no
novelty, but such seenes as veenrred alb
Homestead and Bulfalo are, There have
been acls of violenee nrising from labor
quarrels, but these have heen chielly
confingd Lo revengelul deeds against
those men who refused to join o body
ol slrikers, or to share in some com-
bined movement to secure o rise In
wages. The nolorious crimes unearth-
ed some years ago ab Shefficld, where
property was damaged by Lrades Union
misereants, were not diveeted against
property as such, but it was damuaged
by attempts to infliet injury upon in-
dividuals, The blow was against men,
not against Lheir possessions,

There has just been setbled o strike
on an enormous seale in the north of
Lngland, settled without harm done to
life or to property, although those en-
waged in it were of a fur less intelligent
class, (han those who burnt the freight
cars al Bulfalo.

To what Lhen are we to attribute
such deeds as the wholesale destruction
ol the valuable planb of o railway com-
pany by sbrikers ?

In the fivst place, there is in the ser-
viee of n vast corporvation, lke arail-
way, such an elimination of the per-
sonad, the human factor, that men feel
themselves to be under a power as in-
The
very neeessily of slrict diseipline, with-

tangible as the spirits of Lhe air,

oub which no railway ecan be ¢conducted,
produces in servants a sense of thefr
being mere machines, This  deadens
the nature, hlunts the sensibilitics, and
produers in most men an indelfinable
sense of oppression, the oppression of
circumstanees that weigh upon them
like the deeree of jrresistible fate,

When these men beecome aggravated

py some wage dispute, they arc tempted
fo strike out blindly to avenge them-
ﬁeb upon the intangible power whom
they serve,

That certaln of such corporations
never suffer when disputes avise, that
in some of them no contests ever do
avise, is owing to the wisdom of the
management in guarding against the
workmen falling into such habits of
mind, and aecquiring such fcelings us
inspire hatred and a passion for re-
venge. Take for instanee the Grand
Trunk Railway., We cannot conccive
any body of their men sebling fire to
strings of freight cavs, Why ? Because
every servant ol that coypom.bion s
lreated as something more than a
machine, his fumily is recognized as
;‘l—ﬁhobjucb of consideration, hig future
is saleguarded by provident provisions,
he eun be brought promptly into con-
tact with his superior officers to lay
before them his grievances as lo wages,
The C. P.
R, also treats Its stafl witll mueh con-

or other mutier of trouble.

sideration,

No sueh outbreak as oceurred at Bul-
falo could huve happened had the Iirje
management been as wise as that of
the Grand Trunk., In these days when
anarchy is abroad, and its teachers are
active, there is need for all great cor-
porations counteracting such dangerous
influenees by taking such an aetive in-
terest in the weltnre of their servants
as will tend to develop their coniidence
in, and good ‘will towardts the enter-
prise and its execeutive stalf,

The effect ol ultra democratic ideas
working in o community where pov-
crty rubs shoulders wilh  enormous
wealth on the snme political equality
plutiorm, is too large a topic for this
article, But that the disparity of ccon-
omie condition Letween grades of men
in the States is producing o threaten-

ing degree of unrest amongst the
artisan  classes, cannot be  disputed.

What the issue will be is the problem
of the age. But this is clear, the Amer-
iean Government will have to take the
and

put down such outbreaks of violence

with a stern hand, or the evil will

spread oub into the dimensions of a

civil war,

CI'I'Y GAMBLING SATLOONS.

It will greably surprise most of our
reputable citizens to learn that there
are a number of gambling saloons in
the most prominent streets of this city,
within ear sliot some of them, of banks,
and leading offices,

There is mo pretence of privacy .by
flic keepers of these places. The en-
france to them is as unguarded as to
an ordinary store. Gambler’s guarters
are usually somewhat secluded, and,
appropriately, are busy chiefly at night,
These in question are run in broad day-
IT-EM. The entrance is a joint one to
some upstaivs business place, so that
the passing in and out of the pigeons
who go up to be fleeced, and of hawks,
who help to do the fleceing, is not no-
ticed.

Passing from a common stairway we
pass into a room where we find the
ar rangements as follows: There are
two small openings inthe wall such as
arc seen at public resorts, at one gits
a person who registers any bet that
is made, and gives avoucher, a green
printed ticket stating upon what the
bet is made, the name of the horse, and
the odds as they stand the moment the
bet is made. At a second window la-
Delled ¢ cashier,” sits anbther person
who takes in the money of the gam-
blers, and we are informed, pays oub
what the transaction ealls for.

One side of the room is occupied by
o number of blackboards, ruled in col-
umns giving the name of the horses in
a certain race, the nomes of the jockeys
and guotations of the odds on their
winning, first, second or third place.
‘This department is in charge of a man
who keeps track of changes in the bet-
ting, and announces, when a race com-
mences, the respective positions certain
horses oceupy during the race, and the
final vesult, with remarks intended fto
stimulate business.

The saloon is in telegraphic communi-
cation with race courses, from whence
news is being constantly wived. ‘Chus
the betting ring of, say, Saratoga, is
practically extended on to the cenire
of this city,

The visitors to these places are mixed.
On ome chair Is o meehanic whose
clothes indieate that he is a machinist,
or in charge of an engine. On another
seat is a cab driver, who has run in
to risk his last fare, Elscwhere several
very young men, who seem to be store
or office elerks, They plank down their
money, wait feverishly for the tele-
grams, and usually pass out cursing
their luek, but determining to try again.

In another room’is a place for card
gamblers, where, as we witnessed, large
stakes are put up, and cvery facility
is afforded for young men to be plucked.

We do not proposc to expound the
methods of working these gombling
dens, but an expert assures us that the
business is condueted much on the prin-
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ciple; * Heads I win—tails you lose,”
The rents paid by these operators are
from $500 to $1000 a year. There are
several partners, indeed they have a
large body of partners, for every one
who takes a share in their business,
is both morally and financially apart-
ner in it. There are however two
classes of partners, those who get the
money—who are the select few; and
those who lose it—who are the visitorg.

Places of this character are a serious
danger to young men, There is nothing
in their location, or houré, or any of
thefr surroundings to call public, or
police attention, to these traps. Their
very boldness seems to be a protection.
But this daring defiance of law, as we
believe it to be, should be known t{o
the authorities, who ought to stamp
out such pest holes, and so clear our
prinelpal business streets of a scandal.
Timely warning may save young men
who arc templed to gamble in such
places from losing not their own money
only—but the money of their employers.

Those of 45
it. cannot be used above the firsé [loor
unless builk of such materials, Party walls
must be of Lrick carried 1 foot above
the roof, and plastered upon the bricks
or melal laths. Metal columns must be
protected by briek work. Only two door-
ways ‘in partition walls will be aliowed
on cach floor, and they must have double
tin—clad doors. All stenm boilers or fur-
naces sob above the cellar floor must rost
on iron heams ‘or brick arches. All out-
side work above 45 [t. must be of brick,
stone, or metal. All outside openings, ex-
cept in dwellings and offices, within 3
ft. of an exposed opening must have ap-
proved shutters. All receptables for ashes
and rubbish must Dbe motul. All shafts
hereafler built for clevators, hoists, dum-
my waiters, lifts, light and ventilating
shalts, or other air duects, must be con-
structed of, and if they do mot pass the
upper floor, their tops shall be covered
with incombustible material. Such shalts
hereafter built for elevators must be of
brick, at least cight inches thiek, or of
metal covered on hoth sides with at least
one inch of plaster applied immddintely
on the metal or with some other cqually
substantial non-inflammable, non-conduct-
ing materinl, AN inside clevator shaft
openings must be furnished with metal-
covered doors. Every steam Doiler in a
huilding used for business purposes or as
n lodging or tenements house, must he
enclosed in a fire prool room, shub off hy
fire doors from the rest of the building.
All spaces between stringers of staircases,
aud joists of landings must be stopped
with incombustible materials. No wood to
Louch any chimney, and plastering on thom
must be on masonary or metal laths.
Lvery building hereaiter erceted or en-

larged as o hotel for the accommodation

of {ransient gussts and containing more
than fifty rooms above the fivst floor, must
be entirely built of incombustible mater-
fal. Heavy penalties ave to be imposed
for infraction of this law, nnd the build-
ing inspeetor can close bulidings erectod
that do not comply with these regula-
tions.

SEALSKIN PRICES.

The prices of sealsking have been wmuch
disturbed by the Behring Sen  troubles.
The yeslriction of the catleh under an in-
ternationnl ngreement sent up the market
rates from BO to 80 per cenk, This grent
sdvance wag suceceded by such a lower-
ing of the domand, that it became im-

practlicable to keep it up, and prices gradu-
ally dropped down to more reasonably
figurey. These goods nob being articles of
prime necessity are more open to the effeet
of advanced prices; than arve articles which
people must consume. There is no pro?—
pret of any return to bigh prices, as that
would again kill business. Although no
art ean supplant o natural production like
n gealskin-~although it owes all its charm
of color and ‘texture to arkt—there is a
steady advance being made in manufac-
tured imitations. 'The Chicago Dry Goods
Reporter states that an English invent-
or is dhringing out a new fabvic in imi-
tation of genlskin. A special machine is
employed for knitting o double ¢loth with
pile Dbetween, the latter being cut con-
tinunously ns the double picces are Dbeing
knitted in order to separate them. Wool,
colton or olher ynrns are used to form
the foundation, and for the pile silk, mo-
hir or combination yarng of fine fibrous
materinls. After the cutling operation
which separales the two picces has been
effeeled, the piled face of ench fabric un-
dergoes a cutting or shearing proeess for
taking out the unevenness of the pile, and
allerward it is sconred or milled, and then
dyed, stained, tinted and lnequered to pro-
duce the required color and luster. In 1839

TIHIE TCONOMIST ON GOLD EXIPORTS.

The Economist, London, Eng., is regarded
as the ‘highest authority on finance, and
its views on ‘the exports of gold from
this side have ‘especinl interest ot this
BENSON &

“ Notwithgtanding the heavy shipments
of gold thnt have been made from the
United States for months past, it now ap-
pears that on balaunce the States have
lost. very little of the metal during the
fiscal year ending 80th June last, In the
previous fiseal year, it will be romem-
bered, the loss of gold was very heavy
indeed. During the twelve months end-
ing the 30th June, 1891, the exports of
the metal-amounied to £17,203,000, and
the imports to £3,703,000, there being
thus a next efflux of £18,590,000, and it
was thought that the movement during
the past year nwould result in o further
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heavy adverse balance. According, how-
ever, to the ofiicial statistics now pub-
lished the net eofflux for the year was
only £93,000, the heavy exports having
Dbeen balanced by equally large imports.
This is o surprise to the Amerivcans them-
selves, who have Deen disturbing them-
selves greatly over the supposed magni-
tude of the drain that their stocks of
the metal were Dbeing subjected to, and

in a telegram received last week it is.

slated that the misapprekension arose Irom
overlooking the fact that while large ship-
ments were Dbeing made from New York
counteracling imports were being | re-
ceived at San Tranciseco. It is, howevey,
difficult to aceept that explanation. Ae-
cording to the statements of the collector
of Customs, published in the New York
Financinl Chronicle, the imports into San
Troneisco during the first five months of
this year &id not exceed £82,000, and
against this there was an export of some
£60,000. It would rather appear that in
watching the outilow of gold during the
past six months, the large influx that took
place during the latter hall of 1891 was
not sulliciently rememberd: In the six
months from July to December last the
States received £8,333,000 of gold from
abrond, and shipped ouly £1,725,000 worth
of the metal, there being thus a net in-
flux of about fully £5,600,000; and the
subsequent drain would seem to have no
more than neutralized this gain. It is to
be remembered, however, that last year
the United Staies bhad on  unparalled
balance of merchandise exports over im-
ports. The value of the exports is re-
turned at £206,000,000, and that of 1he
imports at £165,500,000, leaving o bLalance
of trade indebtedness in favour of the
States of £40,500,000. Everything there-
fore was in favour of an influx of gold
into the States. Yet it has been with
the ubmost difficulty that enough has
been retained to give confidence in the
stability of its curreney system, and now
the banks and the Treasury are comsider-
ign whether it is possible to take ex-
eeptional measures to check the outfiow
of the metal. This, as we have pointdd
out repeatedly, is the natural result of
the silver legislation. The channels of cir-
culation are gorged with the currency
emitted by the Treasury in payment of
its compulsory purchases of silver, and
the gold ig driven out. That is o pro-
cess which canmot be long continuod with-
out leading to serious trouble, and it is
the knowledge of ihis that causes every
outward movement ol gold from the States
1o be viewed with apprehension, that is
causing people to mak: payment in pgold
o stipulation in their contracts, and is
unsettling aud restricting the entire trade
of the country.”

Chlorate of Potash is
offering more frecly from second hands,
Chlorate of Soda continues in short sup-
ply. Acdiates of Lime are again better;
mgrmsed sales are reported on the Am-
erican market, and freights are steady
)\'1_th i upward tendency, ny usual at
‘this season, For Wood Naphthas it is

difficult to find buyers, Miscible being par-
ticularly depressed. Sulphate of Copper has
little enquiry, and is rather casier in
priee; the comparative absence of sccond-
hand parcels may be noted as rather un-
usual in this article. Only n small trade
is being done in Green Copperas, but sup-
plies are well engaged, and there is no
pressure to sell. Acetates of Lead are quiet,
but steady. Nitrate of Lead is now bring-
ing better prices, owing to decrease of
compaetition., Acetate of Soda has more
enquiry, and some good sales have been
made ot improved prices. Recovered Sul-
plur is again offering freely from sccowmd
hands ot reduced ligures. Yellow [I'rus-
siate of Potash is steady, though not act-
ive. Arsenic is firm, and holders will only
scll for present delivery.

In minerals we caunot report much that
is of interest; speaking gemerally, the de-
mond is about normal, and prices {lo not
show much varistion. -Iron Ore is more

freely offered, and though quotations ave

not actually veduced they are on the casy
side. Reports about the ltalien Sulphur
trade are more reassuring; Great Britain
hag naturally been taking less, on account
of the production of the Recovered arti-
cle, but TFrance has been taking " more,
and altogether the total exports during
this year show a slight improvement as
compared with those during 1891. Iy
Chrome Ore we can note no change; there
is a sleady outlet for all good quality,
and full prices continue to be paid. Man-
ganese Ore also continues to move off
steadily at unchanged rates, China Cloys
do not recede in value, but it is difficult
to elicct sales, especially of the lowen
grades. Extremely low prices continue to
rule for Phosphate of Lime. More enquiry
is noticeable for Fremeh Ochres for spotl
delivery, stocks liere being small.

July has been u dull month in the Iron
Trade; little business has been done in
Scotel Iron, but rather more aetivity js
now noticeable, and shipments are show-
ing somewhat better, and prices have
latterly improved slightly. Prices of Mid-
dlesbrough Iron have lowever fallen
about 2s. per ton during the month, trans-
actions bave been limited, and for prompt
delivery only. Shipments from Middles-
brough are very Jow, being only 86,308
tous up ‘to ‘the 25th inst., as compared
with 49,886 tons for corresponding per-
iod of last year; still, stocks in the public
stores have been reduced, and there is
now o more cxiended fecling that prices
can, scarcely be expected to fall further,
and there is some ouquiry for forward
delivery. Tin has dropped steadily, and
is now more than £5 per ton lower than
at the beginning of the month. Copper
ulso has fallen slightly, but the reports
as Lo the arrangements for the restrielion
of production should have o good offect.
Lead has fluctuated o little, but is prac-
tieally unchangefl. Spelter is rather low-
¢r, and is easy.

THE C.P.R. LOOKING TO NEW YORK.

The Waghington correspondent of the
Globe states that represeutatlives of the
United States trunk lines claim to believe
that the huge tunnel which js now DLeing
dug under the palisudes in New York is
ultimately to be ithe terminns of the Cana-
dian Pacifie, which will find an entry into
New York byanew ferry line across the
Piver. The company building the tunnel
is an obscurc concern nnd maintains the
greatest mystery about its work and pur-
poses. The tunnel cannot be constructed,
it is estimated Dy experts, at less than
$2,000,000. The managers of the Ameri-
can trunk lines whose interests are threat-
cnod have, however, some knowledge of
the work 4n hand, and do nol hesitnle
to say among themselves that it is for
the Capadian Pacific. Arrangements, it is
believed, arc also being made to axequire
or construct railroad comnections three
miles west of the palisades, where the tun-

- nel company’s tracks come to an end., The

company’s present eastern terminus is at
Portland, Me., but while the Maine harbor
is Detter than the original terminus af
the company at AMontreal, it is nof so
good as that at New York. From the
tunnel to the Canadian Loxder is Lut 300
miles, and there direct conneetion enn bo
made with the main line to Vancouver
and by branches to all points on the
Pacific coust in both this country and
Canada.

Oils,—Linsced oil is easy. Raw is
quoted at S4¢ to H55¢ and boiled at
57¢ to GOc. Seal and Cod oil steady.

Provisions and Bggs,—There was a
fair jobbing demand for Canada short
cut at §16.75 to 17.50, and for west-
ern mess at 816 to $16.50. Hams, city
cured, quiet at 1le to 11%; hacon 9%e
to' 10%. Domestic lard in pails, 8Y4e
to 8%, and common refined Te to TYe.
Locally eggs were in fair demand, but
supplies are inereasing in consequence
-of Deavy receipts, Shipments to Great
Britain this year from Canada, have
been close upon 769,000 ,dozen. At
Chicago, provisions, espeeially pork,
lqu been through a season of lqu-
idation by holders. The letting go pro-
(r:ess would appear to be nearly over,
The stogks of the product are much
reducéd from the volume of a few weeks
ago, and this fact favors o strength
which probably would develop into

buoyaney in case of ‘frost’ damage
to the corn crop.

Wool.—Supplics coming forward are
moderate, only about 2,000 bales being
on passage from the Cape. Importers
are paying fully 11-2¢ more Tor Cape
wool, Prices here are steady and buy-
ers arc operating a little Letter, The
larger mills arc well supplied and the
smaller ones have been buying from
hand-to-mouth., A city traveller says
the mills have plenty of orders in hand,
The next London auctions open about
the 13th prox.

TORONTO WIIOLESALE TRADE.
(Revised by telegraph.)

Toronto, Aug. 23, 1892.

There is o fnirly aetive trade for the
season, The feeling is hopeful, and prices
of merehandise generally nre firm. Wheat
in some seetions is not threshing out as
well ag hiad heen anticipated, but crops
are said to De above the average.
