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TIE COTTON TlRADE IN ENGLANID:

Wliat rivals say of Is is not alw'ays pleasant to hear;
and this applies iii a large degrec to the comments of
United States journials on the trade of the mother
country. Even so fair-spoken a paper as our New
York namniesake is not beyond having a Ilinig at Jolni
Bull on occasion. The following article under the
caption of " Depression in the English Cottn Trade"
appears iii a recent issue. The New York paper speaks
of the eiploying spinners and weavers o aill-thiecot-
ton nianutfacturing districts of .lngland as " prof onndly
noved by the unsatisfactory condition of their trade,
and preparing for a united effort to effect a moderate
reduction in wages. For ihe first tine in the history
of thie trade," says our coutemporary, " tiere is to be a
comiiatioii of the spining and weaving ma:îsters of
Lanicash ire, Cheshire, Yorkshire and Derbyshire, cover-
ing an ownership of about 38,000,000 spindles and 500,-
000 looms, Wvith a combined capital iii the two trades
of £60,000,000. A census of opinion is boing taken
ismong the* màaifactàiers upon a proposniîl teriiduoP. 0. Box. 208 1Telephonet 1 277
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the wages of spinnters 5 per cent and of weavers 10 per
cent. This reduction, it is estimated, would amount to
£285,000- per year in the earninîgs of spinners and
£750,000 in those of the weavers. These concessions,
with otelir contemîplated savings, the inanufacturers
estinate to mean a total reduction iii the costs of
manufacturing of 2 lier cent; and that amunt, they
affiru may, in these days of narrow marginîs and close
competitioi, actually ieant an answer to tlhe question
whether Lancashire is or is not to kceep its cotton trade
in the future."

r1n a formnal statement issued by the employers, il
is allirmed that never in the history of this industry
has the outlook been so serious and tIe position as a
wyhole not only so unprofitable to the employers, but
absolutely rinous . The question they are seeking to
suive is :--Low is this state of thinîgs ta be mîîaiitained,
with the ever-increasing competition that they have
unow to face in so italy directions ? The manufactur-
ers especially fear conipetition in tHe far UEast where,
as ithey point out, the teemuing millions of China, Inudia
and Japain are certain as Lime goes on Lo become more
and more expert in the handli ng of cottoni machinery,
which is now so automatic that skill is not HIe sane
factor that it was forierly, whilst the niaives are will-
i ng to work at minimmn wages.

The Joint Associatioi of the
employers will, after receivintg replies fromt iLs met-
bers, request the operatives to ieet theii in confereneu
onu the qiiestio.n iii order tihat the reductioi, if possible,
iiay be agreed L)onI witlhout. dispuite. If tIh operatives
agree to accept Ll views of the mployers lie whole
matter w ill bc i aonce deeîdeil without trouble. if, oit

hle caitrary, they refuse to subiti to the reduction
and itatice tu enforce it is given them, aiother oiiintl
will paiss beforte the disptie can actially hegii. Froum
sich first indications as are forthcoiiîng, there is every
piobability that tIti eiiployes will stoutly Oppose mnak-
ig ty concessons. The employers secm to bu acting
undiler the Oi lIse u an iperat v necessiyl; anii are
appareitly inteit Ipoi pressilg their demnaids t Lthe
extretiity of a lockotit if that should be necessary.

TlIere cati be little dout that the necessiLies whi icl
are Iroidneinig this atctioninîî the English cotton trade
are not coifiied alonie lo that braiclh of' it-ilistry. The
strength of te British trades' uniois andi the couddlinmg
Lthey have received frot politiciais in l'arliaientît atid
ouît have lo dout111 eiabl'd lite operalivi elasses to eii-
farce rates of vages whieh, iii the face of falliiig prices,
left little for the tmanfacltrers. This bendency was
boni to reach a poinut at whichi the employers iiiusit

lirepare for rsisLaniCe a tigg arganization. A greaI
strua ggle is already oi vith th eliginieers, wiicb a fhets
a wiie divrsity of indlistries, aud therefore is no,
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casily iet by organized resistance.. The cotton trade,
iowever, is hoimogeneous, and will easily constitute

itsel f a power vith which tie unions will finîd it dfli-
uilt to cope. The iron trade is suffering as iuch from

forcign coipetitioi as tie cottoin trade, and lias to
work ulpon an equally iiarrow margin of profit ; and
we iay therefore expect an early novemient among
the iroiinmasters to gel safely througlh a reductioi in
wages. [n the iron trade there is widesp;read coniplaint
over cost of production ; and therefore the wage
eleimnt is likcly to receive attention. u librief, with
England tle great industrial question is likelv tu be,
for some tuie to coie, the wage problem. For a long
period of years, wages have been naintaiied or ad-
vanîced, while prices have fallen on the average nearly
one-half. lUnles manufacturIrs are to be starvel ont.
Lhere iu iîst ibc somte pause iii thtat process ; and, as a
return for the constantly falling price in products,
labor miiust yield soie reasoiable share of its emnolu-
umueiits."' The Board of Trade Rteturns of Great Britain
show that, including re-exports, thare was a total in
exports of iearly 20 millions dollirs for September
ult., as coiipared with about 16j; millions for Septei-
bor, 189.

TH1-1E HARBOURU PMANS.

.Every week that passes shows that the longer the
qi.estion of the plans to be adopted for harbour en-
largement and iimprovcuîie t i romains iindecided, the
lore will îew ideas and new plans be prepouiided to be-
wilder anld eiuu the iiiiids of peuple whuo, althoiugh
having a deep intterest in what; will beluit the trade of
the port andiii the CounTry at. largo, lhave not the timn' or
the iieanîs of getting detailed information on this im-

portant imatter, eiher as regards the financial featunre
with its bearings on port charges, or the possibility of
ctrryiig on the business of the present day consequent
on som1e of the plans that have been proposed, plans
thiat iiiust during coistriuetion, largely destroy
tie Isefln iess of tle existinîîg wharves in the harbouîr
for an iideliiiite period-of at least four or five ycars

id-jdgiiig fromiî the progress made in harbour works
diring the last few years-perhaps evel a longer timiîe.
A few days ago Mr. Girdlestone, the genial and gun-
lemîanly manager of the Avoniouth Dockls--which is

practically for foreigii oceani business, that of Bristol
-addrssed a few alimirers and friends coniiected witli
our Board of Trade and Cori Exchiago. He very nîatu-
rally urged the advan!tages e trading with that port--
whiei every one vill admit, as regards it forwarding of
ou r dairy products so dirctly into the heart of the
greatest consumuiiig population of any of the Englisli
districts, is very 1 iiuch to be coiiended.

He eloquenty I described tie amouint, of m uoniey
that had alr-cady lieu speit, and wliat was proposed
to bc speit, to give facilities for recovering and extenîd-
ing tie relative proportion of the conuierce that it once
ield liut. los. iln a large iiiasuro so far, Bristol has
beil succssful and in lthat respect is an object lessont
for Montreal which, instead of coItributiig to biild up

the trade of the port, is seeking practically te obtain
municipal improvements, such as street widening and
flood protection at the expense of the shipping interest
in the port of Montreal.

Mr..Girdlestone is reported lin the daily papers to
have said that after a two hours' study of :the whole
miîatter, ie was of opinion that plan No. 19, whiìch
would seeni to have been the one specially presented to
hii for study, was not perfect because the piers were
entirely too narrow and the basins between tlien too
wide, and imîoreover tliere should be permanent appli-
ances on the piers to enable vessels to discharge and
load in 48 hours, aind that the piers should be on the
,high level. Finally lie suggested that an eminent
Enîîglishî marine engineer should be consulted before
anytling was decided on. This latter course would
only delay the natter. The experintent of bringing in
eicnent outside experts lias been made several times in
regard to harbour plans for Montreal, and has invari-
ably resulted in nohiing but differences of opinion. It
is not ah all likely that the next effort in that way
would be any more successful thai the previous ones.

As regards Mr. Girdlestone's own ideas they have
been01 controverted in this journal in advance, all ex-
cept that in favouîr Of naking the piers 300 feet wide
instead of 230 feet. If it were not for the extra cost
in mîoney and the loss of timte required for the extra
tilling, uch iiglt be said in favour of the additional
widtlh so as to give more space for traffic. It lias been
contended by our local engineers that 230 feet is more
thian ample width, and indeed al waste of space, and cite
as an example the piers in New York. Condi-
tions, are not the saine everywhere ; wliat is suitable
for the trade in one port is often unsuitable or, for
various reasons, uinittaîîialle in another.

Mr. Girdlestone is reported to have said that he hiad
given a good deal of attention to this subject here and
elsewliere, and devoted two hours specially to the study
of iL that forenoon ! That ik rather a short Lime in
which to arrive at a conclusion on a matter that has
been studied and reported on by so many experts dur-
ing the past 30 or 40 years without, so far, having
evolved aiy generally acceptable plan.

Mr. CGirdlestone speaks strongly and with reason of
the benefit and advantage to ßristol of the fine Avon-
iouth docks. One of our citizens who lias lad oppor-
tunities for seeing many of the principal ports on both
sides of the Atlantic and is fainiliar with harbour ques.
tions in this country-states that lie spent a good part
of a whole day in company with a leading man in Bris-
tol's city maniageient and also in that of the Avon-
ioutlh docks, vhuo pointed out with a natural pride all

that the public spirit of Bristol hîad done and intended
doing to secure an increased ocean trade.

That spirit of enterprise is imost admirable, but wlen
we consider the cost of the works described by Mr.
Girdlestone, it iust lie rememiîbered that these docks
hiad of iecessity to lie built te overcone natural difli-
culties, tidal and otherwise, and then ah a distance of
six or seven imîilesfroii Bristol itself at the junction of
the river Avon witlh the Severn.

If theo Avon lad iad a riv'er front. and sufficient
depthl of'water for large v1essels anud not subject toi the
inconvenieice of the exhremely high tiles they have
there, those expensivn dock ould bye een unneees
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sary and would never have been built. In principle the
same remark applies to all other ports where artificial
docks are made. In Montreal we have natural advantages
that but few ports possess. From the upper end
of the harbour down to its present liiiîits at Longue
Point,;shore-wharves, and piers, jutting out if necessary,
caa be made in deep water and so*'easy of access and
departure at any time that the utnost dispiatci is pos-
iible; and there is but little variation'in the'level of the
water from week to week.

In one respect Mr. Girdlestone did not do justice to
the facilities here for quick dispatch of vessels. Being a
stranger lie was, perhaps, excusable when lie said that
we ought to have facilities for uinloading and loading
iii 48 lours: as a iatter of fact we have that now. It is
admitted on all hands that we require a better system
for handling the traffic on the wharves from aind to the
railways, but as far as the water-borne grain is con-
cerned, the harbour is well equipped.

In this respect lie seems to have been well answer-
ed by Mr. Thompson. Any of the able marine super-
intendents of tie various lines can and have very fre-
quently dispatched vessels loaded within 48 hours of
their arrival, wlen owing to detention on the voyage,
the fixed sailing time lias to be observed and kept.

With regard to the width of the basins between the
piers, the discussion between Mr. Girdlestone and his
bearers makes that disputed point more obscure than
ever. It is evident that the length of the wharves is
the important feature of that question, but it does not
appear to have been considered. However, as reported
in the columnis of our morning contemporary, Mr.
Girdlestone had given figures to show how that 300
feet width of basin would be sufficient to allow the
larger ships and the inland craft of the future, with
their elevators alongside to work, and for other large
vessels to pass between. The figures, as sumumarised
by the chairmani, Mr. Edgar Judge, were these,-two
vessels of 65 feet beani, 130 feet, two large barges and
the elevators 120 feet; which would leave a clear space
of 50 feet-and, in answer to the ciairnan, Mr. Girdle-
stoie said that was ample. How a vessel witl a beani
of 65 feet can squeeze through a space of 50 feet wide
was not explained, but the reported statenient of what
passed has lot beei contradicted !

As regards the high level feature, we can only repeat
w'hat we have on several occasions stated, that no one
can point to a single port wiere such an uaiecessary
expense lias been incurred. IL would iot oiily make
the present centre of the harbour useless for the
sumaller class of vessels and inland crafÈ generally, but
it would destroy the present arrangements for railway
trailic on the wharves for an indefinite number*of years,
and so cripple the means of doing business in that mi-
portant part of the harbour ; whereas vithi the low
level there nieed be io serions interruption of that ser-
vice.. If the high level is au advanitage why is it not
adopted elsewiere ? Il the docks of Europe the walls
are not built as h ighi abov the water as the wharves
hre atthe present timue. They are a little below the
level of tie main deck of the vessels. That is the
height recommîîîended by- the late Sir Hugh Allai in,
is evidence given before the Bell, Newton and llemi-
mhg coliiiision, anîd lie was as comirietent an autlhoritýf ot tht subjenot is could well be foùnd,

We'know that many 'peap1e ïoW re'lize tle factd tliat
if the high level1hoîiid be adopted tie questiåûdf
how all the iniaerial for the fillliif ii fo be obta&aidT
a reasouable tiune, is all inor'tant. We have' before
cndeavored ta iimpress tbis on the public nind. If is
not an enginbeerilg question but a practical One. -Tie
only available place ta get it from is the shoal inisde
the guard pipr, whici must be dredged away tû enable
vëssels to pass round the new piers . IL will tax the
capacity of all the six dredges now owned by the har-
bour two years, to raise enougli to li one of the large
piers even at the low level. IL is doubtful if the whole
six dredges, with all their plant of tugs, derricks and
scows, cau be enployed ai that spot without embar-
rassing seriously the regular business of the upper
part of the harbour and the canal. That nay seem to
be a long timie, but it is short comipared witi vhat
would be required if the hign level is adopted, and all
the present wharves from the revetment w'all to 50 or
60 feet outside the crib-work, as it nîow is, as conten-
plated by that schene.

We have before called attention to this serious phase
of the matter. For harbour purposes onliy there is 110
necessity for such a large cost as it involves, and such
a length of time Lhat it would Lake before the business
of the harbour -woul.d become settled. There
must be iiore accommodation in the central part
of the harbour. and that cannot be obtained with-
out more or less inconvenience to some initerests, but it
can be obtained without disturbing everything that
now exists.

There are other couisideratiois connected with this
burninmg question that imiglt be adverted to, but here
ve will only say that, although the accommiiiiodation for
berthing the ships, as far as it exists, is good, there is
pienty of rooni for imuprovemient for landling the
traffic on Lhe wharves,--there lust be some arrangement
for moving the cars to the ditŒerent sheds at all hours of
the day and night, and soie systemt of rapid transpor-
tation of people from onte end of the harbour to the
other. A very large part of the ocean business is now
done et and below the long wharf. With better
facilities those berths wouldbe more intensely valuable
than Lhey now are. Ili this age of electricity soue
feasible plan for this will surely be foulid ere long.

As we stated at the beginning of this article,--tle
sooner this eumbarrassing question is settled the better.
We do not thiik any benefit cau be derived fron iav-
inîg even the mîost cinent engiraer te cone and advise
in the matter on a mere cursory examination of Our
position. It will take Lime and study to master all the
details of the conditions in all their bearings, and
the result would, iost likely, be debiy aind more con-
fusion of opinions.

Taking it aitogether-althougi it miay noL be perfect
in every onie's eyes-the plan prepared by Mr. Coste on
the liiies suggested and recommended by the commis-
sion of the three able Governimenît enginmeers in their
report iii 1895, and subtitted by Lie Hon. Minister of
Public Works witi his approval on the 18th August
last, is the best and niost feasible and economîical of any
as a harbour work; atd as the matter is now entirely
in his haids, it is sincerply tu be hopd-and we expect ift
-that lie will atonce decidedly prohounce imself; give
it effect by authorising the early construction* of oue of
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the piers, to bc followed by the others as the ieeds of
the harbour require. Should the lon. Miiiister take

iat decided course, dunebtless all caviling and agitation
will cease. tand in ilte end every one Who has the real
interesf;s of ite natiointl harbour ati heart will be con-
tiut.

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A MO VEMENT AGAINST VAKE À DV MH-
TISING.

The U. S. National Association of Credit Mcii, to
which we referred recently lias extended the scope of'

its crusade against fraudiuilent traders, so as to include
operations.intended to check the too prevalent fake
advertisenents found in somte innor trade papers, and
the less reputable daily ones. The President of this
Association lias issuîed a circular-letter iii vlicli lie
says:

"Fake advertisements constitute a very severe abuse of our
mercantile life. The tendency of the age should be to inspire
confidence, not to undermine it, and every action should be in-
voked that will influence, even in the slighcst degree, the in-
crease of that condition. Only by the perpetuation of confidence
can our credit systemt be saved from destruction, andittherefore,
devolves upon our association ta deai witl every business custom
that impairs that confidence. How many fire' sales, 'damaged
goods' sales, 'bankruptcy' sales are legitimately what is claiied
for them How many advertisements appearing lu the daily
press of our large trade centres for the purpose of attracting the
eye and influencing trade are based strictly upon- facts and
backed by the ability and intention to do as set forth Y Such
base fabrications, as these so frequently prove to be, forn a very
declded imposition upon straightforward business and should be
rebuked by this association with its full energy and power.

" This play upon the confidence of the niass-s is worthy of
severe condemnation, and unless the custom is checked it is
likely ta grow ioto an abuse of such magnitude as to call into
question the integrity of our entire commercial structure and
nullify the faith of the people in business agreements.

"On belialf of honest merchants whose methods arc never to
be questioned, and in support of that confidence without whicih
trade dealings would always be regarded with suspicion, would
it not be well for our association to place itself upon record as
intending to expose any and every advertisemnent that, upon in-
vestigation, proves te be false and inisleading ?"

-The-Association lias resolved to investigate ail an-
nounced, "tFire sa'es," "Bankruptey Sales," ")amnagel
Goods Sales," "Special Bargain Sales" and such othîer
"Sales" as nay, froi tiMne to time, be advertised in
our coimi unity, and about the legitimacy of which any
question mîay be raised, and to take stepîs lookiung to
the prosecution of such offenders against equity and
justice, or, in exposing in the press the falsity of sucl
advertisements. Advertisenents of the above class are
not the only ones which are "fakes," as that epithet is
justly applicable to advertisenents which, thtouigl
legitimate in theniselves, are inserted as "decoy ducks,"
or free of charge and withoutaiutlhority. ii order to mis-
lead the unwary.

AGENTS' BALANCES.

Several incidents have recenîtly occurred that seeu
te indicate the need of a reformni in the treatmnent
of balanes due to their several companies by insur-
ance agents. Thei matterlias twider bearings than
somie comnpanies realize. Not only do rival agents use
such an incident as the defalcation of a competitor,
when it points to soine looseness of supervision, to damn-
age the creditof the Company, which lias been wroniged,
but the general public have their doubts excited as to
the systeni of insurance as it is carried on by such in-
jured Company. The case of an insurance policy being
regarded by a conpany as invalid because of some irre-
gularity by an agent in the transmission of 'a premiun
or premiums liehas receivedy is highly prejudicial to

tHe company, and to iisurance business generally.
The comtpaty's refusai to adpilt a pulicy to be valid
owiwng to any sucl irregu larity by an agen t my be
perfectly legai and justilied on business priniciples, bu t
tlie public take little heed to suli a view. To thein the
agent is the Company to the fallest extent, and they
expeet the Company to take the responsibility of what-
ever an agent bas donc, or even said. This assumîîîed
complete identity of an agent, of whatever class, witl
the Company whoin lie represents, or for which lie is
seeking to secure business, needs to be more considered
by insurance companies, and the utmîîost care taken to
have only associations, direct and indirect, w'ith respon-
sible and thoroughly reputable persons. The desira-
bility of a Chief Agent or 1iaiager's having somie
control over, or supervision, or voice in the
selection of the officials employed by his
agents, is shown by the maisunderstanding which arose
froi the irregularities of an eiployee of the agent of
an Englislh life assurance company. The agent hîinself,
although the chief offender, was nlot the only one. He
employed others to help in lis labors. These sub-agents
were not in the service of the Conpanîy, as we recently
intimîated in remarks on the case, but were servants of
their agent, for the conduct of whose enployees the
Manager could not be fairly ield in any way respon.
sible. But, considering how the public, as we have
said, identifies ail the oflicials associated with the work
of a Company, whetier enployel directly or not, witi
such Company, it would le well for Managers and
Chief Agents to have an eye over ail persons who are
likely to be regarded as on the staff of their comîîpaiy.
The coser a connection is made between a colmpany
and any persot who usually collects their miioney, the
better for ail concerned.

The practice of allowing agents to lold any molneys
belonging to a conpany beyond soie brief leriodie
limiiit is unwise. Meii who find theiselves with a sui
of money, not their own, always on hand, -are very apt
to use such money for their ownî purposes. Snch a
thing as a permanent balance constantly hîeld whicl
belongs to a Company should nîot be allowed. The
rule should be enforced to pay over,.certaiily each
month, whatever an agent lias received, lowever diffi-
cuit it. may be,--and it oftenî is very diflicult where
the insured pays bv note or otierwise. Owing to the
ouficial return mixing up, "Agents' balances and Bills
liteceivable," two very distinct things, we cannot learni
fromn the Insurance Superintendent's Report, how mîucl
noney is hîeld by agents which belongs to their Comi-
pany. That it is a large sumiî is cnown, and is show n
Iy the considerable anounts df-the defalcations wliieh
occasioually occur. The total ainouit of Agents'
Balances and Bills Receivhble, of' all fhe inisurance
companies in Canada, is given in the last Official Re-
port as $1,618,533. In future Reports these two itei.s
should be given separately. As it is no kindiness to
an agent to leave mîîoney in his bands for any lengtlh
of tinie over a few weeks ; as also it leads to disputes
with policyholders ; and occasionally to defalcations;
as too it places an undue responsibility ipon Managers
and Chief Agents, and causes tliem neeliess personal
anxiety and somte risk, the conipaiiies woiild do -well to
enforce more prompt paynients of ail inoneys collected
for, or due to, theni,

OUR A MUSEMENTS.
There is aiways someîcthîing going on at this season in the

theatres and concert halls, hovever the times may be, for
tlere is no calling to whicli men with any degree of vanity
in tleir composition will cling with greater tenacity than
that of inpressario ; but the outlook generally for the new
season is inucli improved. The theatrical lessee is usually
a ian or wonan who outshines the Donna or Signor in the
size of his or lier jewels and the style and cut of bis or ber
labiliments. The city tailor is a frequent attendant at
places of amusement, quite as mucli so as the owner of the
board-fence, whose pockets are often stuffed with passes
for himsolf and others. The two older theatres-or shall we
say three ?-appear to keep on the usual tenor if not bar-
mony of their way. It is not a little singular that the old
Royal, in its now nigbt-deserted street, still holds its own
fairly well. Indeed it is popularly believed to be the only
theatre in the city which netted nuch profit to the lessees
last season. The reduction in prices at the Queen's to com-
pete uptown with the Francaise is a move the wisdoim of
which lias not as yet been proven.

The proposal to build a large place of amuzenient some-
where on Guy street would appear te warrant all that is
being said as to the steady niarch along St. Cathorine street
vestward, of business and population. Indeed there are

those who claini that the centre of the west-end shopping-
areahas long since stepped along from the vicinity of the
Cathedral, until it is now not far from Dominion square,
where building lias been quite brisk during the year or
more. The Windsor Hall is still drawing occasional good
perforniers and audiences; and it is again quite evident
tiat the Philharmonic Society is to have the required
support. Sonie of our public-spirited citizens who have
done much towards maintaining it in the past are doing
wonders, each of theni having contributed $100.00 as bis
share. There are few deserving enterprises or charities in
Montreal which have not felt the beneficent influence of
the wealth so industriously amassed by Lord Strathcona and
Mount Royal. Hector Mackenzie, Win. 0. McIntyre, Chas.
Cassils, A. Browning, J. P. Scott, Fayette Brown, R. Wilson
Smith, Dr. Yates, Johnî Cassils, Angus W. Kooper, Geo. R.
Hooper, and others have not been wanting in equally lib-
iral donations also to this vorthy object, which but for the

tiimely assistance rendered had long since ceased te exist.
While on this subject it iay not perhaps be out of place

to suggestthat-while iuch of the exotie talent brought
here from tine te time doubtless helped to swell the
audiences,-our own city could and can furnislh perfornmers,
vocal and instrumental, that only lack the foreign prestige or
hlavor to render them quite equal te the expensive articlâ
hailing froin Boston or New York. These artists bave the
benefit-if so it may be terined-of thickspread piiffery in
so-called musical journals, in which there is usually as nuch
if not more space devoted to wlat was worn by the Donna as
to lier vocal "bird-like notes" as they are called,-though
not one in ten of the audience would go across the street
to listen to the sweetest bird that sings, except, perhaps,
to that intermittent and rare nightsinger whichi so few have
ever heard, or would aven pay $2 to hear. But local
jealousies are also to blame for the neglect of home talent at
our local entertainnents; still we hope-for melioration in
this respect.

It is, perhaps, not surprising that even:the pûffed niotic
f ails to draw when we see-as in the last concert at the Wiid--
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.or Hall-ono coming with all that surrounded the name of
the great (deceased) 'j'rebelli, though but a daughter not par-
ticularly mentioned as such in the bills. ý The front seats of
the Hall were thinly occupied, while the rear half had only
one row fairly filled. Whoever contrived the progrannne is

perhaps auswerable for the want of success, the numbers
consisting merely of pieces which are marked "e" or "m. d"
in catalogues, and the performance of which is chiefly cou-
finèd to pupils or amateurs at local evnings or stag parties.
The people of Montreal have vastly more culture and taste
than they are given credit for abroad or at home, and indeed
there are mnauy amateur as well as' professional musicians in
our miUst who could more than hold their own with the
daughter of the great contralto or with any of those vlo
filled up the void between lier numbers at the recent concert.

Lot thora ho more encouragement of home talent : let it
not be driven to seek a field in Boston or New York or
Chicago as som lias already done. Boston is indebted to Mont-
real for some of ifs best musicians : she sends us in return,
for our entertainment, sone of lier own raising not fit to hold
a candle to then. Lot our families of substance and taste-
our men of culture-por.der over these matters, that our
citizins may not be induced to look abroad for their enter-

taintment and the gratification of their tastes,-and that due
encourageuent may be given to art at home. The names of
Albani and Prume have a world-wide recognition : thera
are those in our midst worthy to succeed them-to maintain
our reputation wherever art is cultivated for its òwn sake, as
well as for and from that other indispensible point of view,
the economnic one.

U.S. RAILWAY STATISTICS.

An abstract of the Statistics of the railways of the United
States for the year ending June 30th, 1896, at present before
us, states that at that date thore were 151 roads in the hands
of recoivers, a net increase of 18 compared to the correspond-
ing twelve months, and the combined capital stock of which
was $742,597,698. The total railway mileage in the United
States on June 80, 1896, was 182,776.63 miles, there being an
increase of 2,119.16 miles, or 1.17 per cent, during the year.
California shows an increase of 202.05 miles; Florida, 125.84
miles; Georgia, 288.77 miles; L4ouisiana, 180.17 miles; Michi-
gan, 140.58 miles; Minnesota, 110.48 miles; Ohio, 111.06 miles;
Pennsylvania, 168.18 miles; Texas, 144.79 miles; Wisconsin,
115.25 miles, and Indian Territory, 181.66 miles.' The in-
crease in mnileage in the other States and Territories in
which an increase has occurred is less than 100 miles. Tbe
aggregate length of railway mileage, including all tracks, on
June 30, 1896, was 240.129.12 miles, the increase being
3,234.86 miles. The length of second track. was 10,685.16
miles; of third track, 990.45 miles; of fourtih track, 764.15
miles. The mileage of yard track and sidings wasi44,912.78
miles.

The total number of locomotives in service on June 30,
1896, was 35,950, or 251 more than on the saine date of the
preceding year. Of this number 9,948 were passenger loco-
motives, 20,851 were freight locomotives, 5,161 wore switch-
ing locomotives, and 495 were unelassified. The number of
cars of all classes in service, excluding cars owned by private
companies and individuals was 1,297,649, indicating an in-
crease of 27,088 cars during the year ending June 30, 1896.
The numuber of cars assigned to' the freight service increased
25,768, being 1,221,887.

The ifumber of mon employed by the railways of the
United States on June 30, -1896, shows an increase of 41,586,
being 826,620,,which, assigned on a mileage basis, gives 454
mon per 100 miles of line. The number of passengers car-
ried during the year ending June 30, 1896, was 511,772,787,
being an increase of,4,851,875 as compared -with the year
ndinggune 80, 1895. ,That year, however, .,showed a de.

crease of 33,266,837 as conipared with 1894. Tie number of
tons of freiglt carried during the year under consideration
was 765,891,385. This is the largest tonnage ever reported
for railways in the United States. The increase during the
year was 69,130,214.

The gross earnings of the railways of the United States for
the year ending June 30, 1896, were $1,150,169,376, laving
incroased in comparison with the previous year $74,797,914.
The expenses of operation for the year covered by the report
were $772,989,044, being groater by $47,268,629 ihan tlie
proceding year.

The statisties subimitted show that the number of railway
eimployers killed during the year ending June 30, 1896, was
1,861, and the number injured was 29,969. These figures
indicate an increase of 50 in the numsber killed, and of 4,273
in the nuinber injured, as comparedwith the preceding year.
The number of passengers killed was 181, and the number
of passengers injured 2,873, being an increase of Il in the
number killed and of 498 in the number injured. As show-
ing in another way the imnunity of passengers from acci-
dents, the ratios based upon the number of miles travelod,
shows that 72,093,963 passenger miles were accomplished for
every passenger killed, and 4-,541,945 passenger-miles for
overy passenger injured.

Prom this magnificent array of figures, aven a cursory
glance must award the paln to our big neighbor for railway
operation on a scale unapproached in any other country, and
by comparison-though relatively none is possible to make-
our own Canadian statistics will be interesting. For the
year ending June 30th, 1896, the number of miles of
completed railway in Canada was 16,387 an increase of 296
miles besides 2,106 miles of sidings. (These figures do not
include the Drummond County and other additions since
the issue of the Departmental Report.) The paid up capital
amounted te $899,817,900 an increase of. $5,177,841. Thie
gross earnings anounted to $50,545,569 an increase of
$8,760,082 compared with those of the previous year, leaving
the net earnings $15,502,914 an increase of $1,467,096. The
number of passengers carried was 14,810,407. an increase ýf
822,827 and the freight traic amounted to 24,266,825 tous
an increase of 2,742,404 tons. The accidents on Canadian
railways showed that for the year ending dune 30, 1896
aleven passengers were killed, of whici number not one
death vas due to collision or derailhient.

THE BANK OF ENGLAND ON SILVER RESElMyS.

The report so industriously circulated some few weeks
ago, that the 3ank of England iad signified its readiness to
hold a portion of its reserves in silver; was comnmented on in
these columuns at the time. The Goversior of the Bànk
has since made the following sfatement, lie
Bank is a private company without any Goveén-
ment control and is not responsible to the Govorn-
mient except in the terins of its charter. The'
Government cannot issue any orders relative to the bank's
reserves. At thie sane time the Government is the bank's
best customer, and, the Court of Governors heing coinposed
of law-abiding Citizens, whenever the Governmxent makesa
request we do our best to comply. The Government irote
asking if the bank was willing to renow ifs offer mnade at'the
Paris monetary conference, in 1881, regarding its:reserve.¯ f
replied in the saime tenor as the memorandui vhiicim the
bank sent to that conference, thougfs more guard-
edly. That is all that happened. The statement that the
bank has been coquetting with the Amnerican Commissionéis
is pure rubbish. Excepting what I have read in the pape
I have never heard of those.gentlemion."

It is believed that this puts a quietus upon the silver ques-
tion from an international bissmetallie standpoint fo years to
come.

MONTREAL WIOLESALE MARiÇETS.

Thursday Lv'g., Oct. 28th, 1897,

The week lias furnislhed rather better
distributive business thian was anticipated
would be the case in the prolonged conti-
nuation of a plienomenal fail. Past ex-
perience seems to have waîrned the colo-
try, In short, that "une swallow did not
make a sumîlmer," neither did a little burst
of exceptional weather at the latter end of
the year stave off winter's approach ; and
in consequence the country lias apparently
discounted the prevailing deceit of " old
probs " by ordering freely for future wants
whilst the chance was theirs to get their
go-ds in store ait the mininiuin of transit
expense. The rise in wleat aiso has re.
vîvified confidence, and now that the fever
of buying Is on, this should continue for a
monti to comte. Su far as fluctuations in
the prices of comnmodities go, compared
with last week, there is little ta say.
Naturally flour la stronger, in synipathy
with wheat; and as usually happons wlien
the close of navigation is lin siglit, there is
" jockeying" in butter and cheese-factory
mon and shippers holding off until they are
suited in price, but sa far shippers liold
the whip hand, and have succoeded in
bringing values fractionally down from
the ligmure rulinig a week ago. A re-
view of internai trade in iletail shows
groceries generally active, and particularly
dried fruits. We also note 1-16c. advance
inI " German granuilated, nianufactured in
Canada." Teas are still slow of sale. Paints
and oils continué tiri , with additionai emi-

pliasis this week, placèd upon a .robable
advance in glass. Leather and hides un-
changed. Iron and metal circies report a
full comnplemnent of fal orders. Collections
continue satisfactory, but for eariy Novem-
ber paper somoe doubt is expressed that
disappointnent may be in store.

Bu'r'ru AND CHEEsit.-The market for
butter lias sagged away agaii since our
last, and witi slippers declining to oper-
ate at every fractional drop, and persist-
ently bidding less, it would seemi ftiat the
hlinit of the downward trend lai not yet.
The range for linest creamnery is fromi 18%
to 18,1c, and lit this there is a fairly steady
trade doing in smnall lots on1 local jobbing
account. Englishi advices point to a coi-
gested narket owing to extraordbiary re-
ceipts, and 'with little hope of improve-
ment in priies, untii in the natural order of
circumsitances governing the winding up
of.the productive season, both ou the cou-
tiuent .and America, this accumulation is
absorbed, In cheese the samne general re-
marks apply as in butter. Tihe market is
in the hands of expoite. , and these show
ia interest wbatever to operate unless ai

stil further reductions, and the consensus
of opinion lolds to ltIe beli-of that they will

obtain their own way, as invariably is the
case when. divergence of views exists be-
tween factory men and the English con-
signees. New York reports the mariet
nominal and uncertain, with practically the
saine contitions ruling as here.

FLoUR AND PEEDi-The market is active
and approaches briskness, it may bo said, in
the local demand. There is also a large
.nquiry from the Lower Provinces. Thiis
better feeling Is due to the rise in wheat,
and the fact that buyers prefer not to post-
pone further the senmdinîg of orders if they
desire to reap the advantageof water ship-
ment. A good export demnand is passing, and
altogether the past week lias proved, as
busy an one, if not more so, than .ven at
hie beginning of the boom when wheat
reached sensational prices. This activity
lias encouraged some Ontarlo holders to
ask highter prices, and we quote winter
wbeat patents $4 65 to $4.90 ; straiglt roi-
lers $4.20 to .$4.35 : bags $2.00 to 52.15 ;
buest Manitoba strong Bakers, $4.85 to
$5.00, second do, $4.50, and low grades
$2.05. Ii oatmeal thore la n change to
note, and only a fair demîaud la passiug at
$3,40 to $3.50 for rolled.

Guooxiauîts-A fair business is passing
in sugars at the undermentioned quota-
tion: Granulated 4 1-16 to. 41-8; yellows
3 5-16 to 3 %. German granulatedz made
in Canada is 1-16 higler at 3 13-16e li
harrels but unchanged at. 3ýc, in sbags.
Foreign advices are again discouraging,
in raws, a further decline of 3e ii the
price for beet sugar being reported fromt
the London market. The tea -market la
still tane, and we hear of only one gale of
any dimension, namely 350 half. cheats
Japan, which was put thirougli to day at
10e. In ai invoice way no businessi has
been transncted. The condition of alitais
in the coffee market Inclines to smiall
distribution, the weaker tendency to values
latterly at primary points having a ten-
dency to create extreme conservatism
among buyers., In molasses, a few peddling
orders rite conîlîg to hand througi travel-
lers, which, on account of narrow stocks
are fliled at outside prices. Syrups are
firmu at the increased cost established a
month ago, but the demîand is next to
nothing at ail. There Is more interest
given to canned goods by 'thie country
trele than formerly, and orders throngh
wiiolesalers this week have been much
above the demand of late. Dried fruits
are in good demand, and some large tran-
sactions have been put througli In Val-
encia raisins, one lot of 4000 boxes being
turned over to a local wiolesaler of oit
stalk at 4gc. The "Avlona's" cargo
whici recently arrivei lias practically
passed into second liands, and for fruit
ex "Frenimona" full prices are asked.
California raisins for promnt delivery are
firn, tut for Novemuber shipments con-
cessions are possible. Suiltania raisins,
according to London cables, are 3s to 4s
dearer thii week, Sumyrna advices slup-
plemîenting tlis in indicating higlier
vaines t0 follow. Fur English canîdied
pools, the Yorkc Confectionîery Co. advises
that a high and firn range is a foregone
conclusion, and citron laid down would
cost to day 17%c to 18e.

GRtEEN PR UIT.-Cianidian grapes have
heen selling at a price which certainîly
leaves it an open question where the profit
cornes in to the handler, much less the
grower. Peaches lire however steady, the
quantities arriving easily titting in with
the deiand. Apples. ire firm, and suit-
able eating samples scarce. Liverpool
cable states the market there is active and
the outlook favorable so long as shipmnents
continue liglit and laud i sotund order.
'Tie shiproents fromuMontreal for the week
ending Oct. 23rd were 8450 bris. New
Almeria grapes now off-ring arelu excel-
lent shape, and bring $5 to $5.30.
