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THE COTTON TRADE IN ENGLAND:

What rivals say of us is not always pleasant to hear;
and this applies in a large degree to the comments of
Unifed *States journals on the trade of the mother
country. lven so fair-spoken a paper as -our New
York namesake is not beyond having - fling at John
Bull on oceasion. The following article under the
caption of *-Depression in the lnglish Cotton 'I'rade”
appears in a recent issue. The New York paper speaks
of the employing spinners and' weavers of all-the cot-.
ton manufacturing districts of Bngland as “ profoundly
moved by the unsatisfactory condition of -their :trade,
and preparing for a nnited effort to effect u moderate
reduction in wages. For the first time in the history
of the frade,” says‘dur'contempomry, “there is to be a
‘¢ombination of the spinning and weaving masters of
Lanecashire, Cheshire, Yorkshire and Derbyshire, cover-
ing an ownership of about 38,000,000 spindles and $00,-
000 looms, with & combined capital in “the two trades
of £60,000,000, A census of opinion is Leing taken”

among the manifacturers- upon a -propusal--to<reducs
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the wages of spinners 5 per cent and of weavers 10 per
cent. 'This reduetion, it is estimated, would amount to
£285,000per-year in the eirnings of spinners and
£750,000 in those of the weavers. These concessions,
with other contempluted savings, the manufacturers
estimate to mean a- total reduction in the costs of
manufacfuring of 2 per cent; and that amount, they
affirm may, in these days of narrow margins and close
competition, actually mean an answer to the question
whether Lancashire is or is not to keep its cotton trade
in the future.” .

“Ina formal statement issued by the employers, it
is aflirmed that never in the history of this industry
has the outlook been so serious and the position us a
whole not only so unprofitable to the employers, hut
absolutely ruinous. The question they are seeking to
solve is :—How is thisstate of things to he maintained,
with the ever-inereasing competition that they have
now to face in so many divections ¥ "The manufactur-
ers especially fear competition in the far Bast where,
as they point out, the teeming millions of China, Tndia
and Japan are cerfain as time goes on Lo become more
and more experb in the handling of cotton muchinery,
which is now so automatic that skill is not the sume
factor that it was formerly, whilst the natives are will-
ing to work at minimum wages. ‘The attention of the
operatives is called to the recent statement of My, 8.
. Platt, the head of the great machine-making firm,
who said that the Lancashire machine shops are now
s0 largely employed on foreign orders that the cobton
operatives of Luncashive had bebter realize in fime that
u reduced wage list is preferable to no wages af all,

Euglish cotton industry, notonly hagexpansion ceased,
but a very definite decline has set in, about three mil-
lion spindles haviug been put out of work during the
last five years. Dutb countries ubroad, particalarly on
the Continent and in the Far East, have largely in-
creased their producing power.  The only hope now,
it Lancashirve is to conbinue to maintain her supremacy
in the cotton trade notwithstanding the fierce competi-
tion that exists in all directions, is a determinution on
the part of the employers and ewployed to fuce the
changed condition of things in an intelligent manner.
The employes are reminded that ‘the splendid or-
gunization® of the operatives’ unions, in the absence of
any form of co-operation among emplovers, has alone
prevented efforts being previously made for a reduction
of wages ; aud it is plainly intimated to the operatives
that they must now face an equally unanimous orzani-
zation of employers. The Joint Association of the
employers will, after receiving replies from s mem-
bers, request the operatives to meeb them in conference
on the questiop in order that the reduction, if possible,
may be ngreed upon without dispute. I the operatives
agree to aceept the views of the employers the whole
matter will be at once deecided without trouble. If, on
the contrary, they vefuse to submit to the reduction,
and nobige to enforce it is given thent, another month
will pass before the dispute can actnally begin.  [From
such first indications as are fortheoming, there is every
probability that the employes will stoutly oppose malk-
ing uny concessions,  The employers seem to be ncting
under the impulse of an imperabive necessity, and are
apparently intent upon pressing their demands to the
extremity of a lockout if that should be necessary.
There can he litble doubt that the necessities which
are producing this nction,in the English cotton trade
are not coufined alone to that branel of in-lustry.  The
strengbh of the British trades’ unions and the coddling
they have received from politicians in Parlinment and
out have no donbt enabled the operative classes to en-
force rates of wages which, in the fuce of falling prices,
left little for the manufacturers. This tendency was
hound to reach a point at whieh the employers must
prepare For resistance throngh organization. A grea
struggle is already on with the cngineers, which affects
a wide diversity of indistries, and therefore is nol
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uusxly met by orgunized rcsmbance. The cotton trade,

ments.”  The Board of Lrade Returns of Great Britain
show that, including re-exports, there was a total in
exporls of nearly 20 millions dollurs for September
ulk., as compared with about 16% millions for Septem-
ber, 1896.  For the nine months it was $880,000,000
against $903,000,00C 5 but the re-exports—chiefly in
wool, cotbon, hides, leather and tea—closely make up
the difference,

THE HARBOUR PLANS.

Tivery week thab passes shows that the longer the
question of the plans to be adopted for harbour en-
furgement and hwprovement remains undeeided, the
more will new ideas and new plans be prepounded to be-
wilder and cloud the minds of people who, although
having a deep intevest in what will benelit the trade of
the pork and the country ab large, have not the time or
the means of gebbing detailed information on this im-
portant matter, either as regavds the financial feabure
with its bearings ou port charges, or the possibility of
carrying on the business of the present day consequent
on some of the plans that have been proposed, plans
that  must  during construction, largely destroy
the usefulness of the existing wharves in the harhour
for an indefinite period—ol b least four or five years
and—judging from the progress made in harbour works
during the last few years—perhaps even a longer time.
A few days ago Mr. Girdlestone, the geniul and gen-
tlemanly manager of the Avonmouth Docks——which is

practically for Foreign ocean business, that of Bristol

—addressed a Tew admirers and friends conneeted with
our Board of T'rade and Corn Kixehunge. Tle very natu-
rally urged the ndvantages of trading with that port—
which every one will admit, as regards the forwarding of

“our dairy products so dnectly into the heart of the

greatest consuming population of uny of the English
districts, is very much to be commended.

He clogquently described  the amount of money
Fhat bad alveady been spent, and what was proposed
to be spent, to give fucilities Lor recovering and extend.
ing the relative proportion of the commerce that it onee
held but losk.  [n a large measuve so far, Bristol has
been suceessful, and in that respect is an object lesson

.““ \lontwul which, instead of contributing to build up

the trade of the port, is seeking practically to obtain
municipal improvements, such as street widening 'md
flood protection at the expense of the shipping interest
in the port of Montreal.

Mr. Girdlestone is reported in the daily p'lpc,rs to
have said that after a two honrs’ study of :the whole

.matter, he was of opinion that plan No. 19, which

would seem to have been the one specially presented to
him for study, was not perfect because the piérs were
entirely too narrow and the busins between them too
wide, and moreover there should be permanent appli-
ances on the piers to enable vessels to discharge and
load in 48 hours, and that the piers should be on the

high level. Tinally he suggested that an eminent

Knglish marine engineer should be consulted before
anything was decided on. This lutter course would
only delay the matter. The experiment of bringing in
eminent outside experts has been made several times in
regard to harbour plans for Montreal, and has invari-
ably resulted in nothing but differences of opinion. 1t
ts not at all likely that the next effort in that way
would be any more successful than the previous ones.

As regards Mr. Girdlestone's own ideas they have

been controverted in this journal in advance, all ex-
cept that in favour of making the piers 300 feet wide
instead of 230 feet. Tf it were not for the extra cost
in woney and the loss of time required for the extra
filling, wueh might be said in favour of the additional
width so uas to give more space for traffic. 1t has been
contended by our local engineers that 230 feet is more
than ample width, und indeed n waste of space, and cite
as an example the piers in New York, Condi-
tions are not the same everywhere ; what is saitable
for the trade in one port is often unsuitable or, for
viirious reasons, unattainable in another,
M. Girdlestone is reported to have said that he had
given @ good deal of attention to this subject here and
elsewhere, and devoted two hours specially to the study
of it that forenoon! That is rather a short time in
which to arrive at a conclusion on & matter that hag
been studied and reported on by so many experts dur-
ing the past 30 or 40 years without, so far, having
evolved any generally aceeptable plan,

Mzr. Girdlestone speaks strongly and with reason of
the benefit and advantage to Bristol of the fine Avon-
mouth docks. One of our citizens who has had oppor-
tunities for seeing many of the prineipal ports on both
sides of the Atlantic and is familiar with harbonr ques.
tions in this country—states that he spent a good part
of a whole day in company with a Jeading man in Bris-
tol's eity management and also in that of the Avon-
mouth docks, who pointed out with a natural pride all
that the public spirit of Bristol had done and intended
doing to secure an increased ocean trade.

That spirit of euterprise is most admirable, bub when
we consider the cost of the works deseribed by Mr.
Girdlestone, it must be remembered that these docks
had of necessity to be built to overcome natural diffi-
culties, tidal and otherwise, and then atb a distance of
six or seven miles from Bristol itself at the _|unct10n of
the river Avon with the Severn. .

If the Avon had had a river front and aufﬁcmut
depth of water for large vessels and not SlleLCt {0 the
inconvenience of the extremely high tides they lmw-
there, those e\pumv e dockss yould b.\se bu.n um\em-
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sary and would never have been built. In prmmple ‘the
same remark applies to all other ports where artificial
docks are made. In Montreal we havenaturaladvantages
that but few ports possess. From the upper end
df the harbour down" to its pteseut limits at Longue
Point, shore-wharves, and plers, ]uttmg outif necessary,
can be made in deep waber and so’ easy of access and
departure ab any time that'the ‘utmost dispatels is pos-
sible; and there is hut little ve l.l'l‘lthll 'in the'level of the
water from week to week.

In one respect Mr. Girdlestone did not do justice to
the facilities here for quick dispateh of vessels. Being a
stranger he was, perhaps, excusable when he said that
we ought to have facilities for unloading and loading
in 48 hours: as a matter of fact we have that now. It is
admitted on all hands that we require a better system
for handling the traffic on the wharves from and to the
railways, but as far as the water-borne grain is con-
cerned, the harbour is well equipped.

In this respect he seems to have heen well answer-
ed by Mr. Thompson. Any of the able marine super-
intendents of the various lines can and have very fre-
quently dispatched vessels loaded within 48 hours of
their arrival, when owing to detention on the voyage,
the fixed sniling time has to be observed and kept.

With regard to the width of the basins between the
piers, the discussion between Mr. Girdlestone and his
hearers makes that disputed point more obscure than
ever. [Itis evident that the length of the wharves is
the important feature of that question, but it does not
appear to have been considered. However, as reported
in the columns of our morning contemporary, Mr,
@irdlestone had given figures to show how that 300
feet width of basin would be sufficient to allow the
larger ships and the inland craft of the future, with
their elevators alongside to work, and for other large
vessels to pass between. The figures, as summarised
by the chairman, Mr. Edgar Judge, were these,—two
vessels of 65 feet beam, 130 feect, two large barges and
the elevators 120 feet; which would leave a clear space
of 50 feet—and, in answer to the chairman, Mr. Girdle-
stone said that was ample. How a vessel with a beam
of 65 feet can squeese through a space of 50 feet wide
was not explained, but the reported statement of what
passed has not been contradicted !

As regards the high level feature, we ecan only repeat
what we have on several ocecasions stated, that no one

can point to a single port where such an unnecessary
expense has heen 111cur1ed It would not only malke
the present centre of the harbour useless for the
smaller class of vessels and inland crflfb ‘generally, but
it would destroy the present nr.mcrements for railway
traffic on the wharves for an indeﬁnite number'of years,
and so cripple the' means of doing business in that im-
portant part of the harbour ; whereas with the low
level there need be no serious interruption of that ser-
vice.. If the high level is an advantage why is it not
adopted elsewhere ? In the docks of Europe the walls

Tt is
not an engineering question but a practical one.” -The
only available place to get it from is the “shoal inside
the guard pier, which must be dredged away to énable
vessels to pass round the new piers. [t will tax the

capacity of all the six dredges now owned by the har-

bour two years, to raise enough to fill one of the large
piers even atb the low level. [t is doubtful if the whole
six dredges, with all thejr plant of tugs, derricks and
scows, can be employed at that spot withont embar-
rassing seriously the regular business of the upper
part of the harbour and the canal. That may seem to
be a long time, but it is short compared with what
would be required if the hign level is adopted, -and all
the present wharves from the revetment wall to 50 or
60 feet outside the erib-work, as it now is, as contem-
plated by that scheme.

‘We have before called attention to this serious phase
uf the matter. For harbour purposes ouly there is no
necessity for sueh a large cost as it involves, and such
a length of time that it would take before the business
of the harbour -would hecome settled. There °
must be more accommodation in the central part
of the harbour, and that ecannot be obtained with-
out more or less inconvenience to some interests, but it
can be obtained without disturbing everything that
now exists. _

"There are other considerations connected with this
burning question that might he adverted to, but here
we will only say that, although the accommodation for
berthing the ships, as far as it exists, is good, there is
plenty of room for improvement for handling the
traffic on the wharves,--there must be some arrangement
for moving the cars to the different sheds at all hours of
the day and night, and some system of rapid transpor-
tation of people frowm one end of the harbour to the
other. A very large part of the ocean business i is now
done at and helow the long wharf. With better
facilities those berths wouldbe more intensely valuable
than they now are. In this age of electricity some
feasible plan for this will surely be found cre long.

As we stated at the beginning of this article,—-the
sooner this embarrassing question is settled the better.
We do not think any benefit can be derived from hav-
ing even the most eminent enginecr to come and advise
in the matter on a mere cursory examination of our
position. 1t will take time aud study to master all the
details of the conditions in all their hearings, and
the result would, most likely, be dol.w .md niore con-
fusion of opinions. .

Taking it altogether—although it may not be perfect
in every one'’s eyes—the plan prepared by Mr, Coste on
the lines suggested and recommended by the commis-
sion of the three able Government engineers in their
report in 1895, and submitted by the Hon. Minister of
Public Works with his approval on the 18th August
last, is the best and most feasible and economical of any
as a harbour worl; aud as the matter is now entirely
in his hands, itis sincerely to be hopel—and we u:pect it
—that he will atonee decidedly pronounce himself, give
it effect by authorising the early constiuction of one of
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the piers, to be followed by the vthers as the needs of
the harbour require.  Should the Hou. Minister take
that decided course, doubtless all caviling and agitation
will cense, and in the end every one who has the real
interests of the nabional harbour at heart will be con-
tent.

Since the above was written we notice that our con-
tamporary, Lu Dulrie, states it is aathorized to say
that on Monday last Mr. Girdlestone was shown
the plan made by Mr, Coste and which, as will be
remembered, was sent to the Harbour Commissioners
in August lust with the Minister’s approval,  Mr,
Girdlestone said it was the frst time he had seen it ;
and he then told the Minister that in subswance it
was the best lhe had seen—that he highly approved
of it and wonld advoeate its adoption. This will he
sabisfactory to the Minister, but the question will
naturally occur to most people,~why was not Mr.
Hirdlestone shown Mr. Coste’s plan along -with the
others, if an independent opinion from him  was con-
sidered Lo be of so much value

PUE SEPTEMBER BANK STATEMENT.

The hank statement for September alwaysshows  in
ils leading features the efteets of financial cunditions
ereabed by the havvest.  Whether business is vuder de-
pression, or is prosperous, the addition made to it when
the crops begin to move to market is invariably a
prominent feature in the hank returns ab this season,
This is more especially the ease when a general revival
of husiness coineides with a good harvest, as when con-
fidence is returning and hope reviving, these conditions
pub trade in its most favourable state for being stimu-
lated, just as a wind swells the tide when it blows in
the same divection, though the tide flows in even when
the wind is contrary to its course.

We tind this to have heen the case last month, as is
shown by the cireulation rising from $34,454,000 in
August to $38,616,000 in  September, whieh is the
highest  poinl yet reached by lhe

The deposits were only slightly -increased . last month,
those on demand having gone up from $74,949,000 to
$76,186,000, and those payable after notice from $135,-
069,000 to $135,683,000, the aggregate increase of de-
posits being $1,801,000. We expect to see the amount
of these funds very greatly enlarged in the current
year in gpite of the interest on bhem being reduced.
The addition made to notes and cheques on other
banks of $1,184,000 shows how mueh more money is
passing hetween the banks. ‘L'he recentspurt in Steck
Exchange business is reflected in an increase of $700,-
000 in eall loans. Current loans and discounts rose
from $202,457,000 to $206,779,000, which is an unusval-
ly lurge advauce, the usual addition being much the
sawme as in eirculation, viz, about 2 mllhons, the rela-
tion hetween discounts and note-issues being closer in
September than in other seasons. As much is being
said of the recent development of Canadian credit at-
tention may be drawn to our comparative table which
gives the bank return for September, 1837. T'rom
that statement we find the bank deposits of the Cana-
diun people to have been increased over one hundred
willions of dollavs in the last ten years, and their dis-
counts sixty millions, a condition which we submit to
he a substantial cause for inerease in eredit, as it shows
how rapidly Canada is advaneing in wealth, and inde-
pendence of outsiders for borrowed capital. The out-
How of exports is promising to exceed any previous
season’s, the proceeds of whish will give activity to
every branch of business.

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AGAINST FAKE ADVER-

| PISING.

The U. 8. National - Association of "Credit Men, to
which we referred recently has extended the scope of
its crusade against fraudnlent traders, so as to include
operations. intended to. check the too prevalent fake
advertisements found in some minor trade papers, and
the less reputable daily ones. The President of this
Association has issned a eircular-letter in which he
says: ' ,

“J"ake advertisements constitute u very severe abuse of our
mercantile life, The tendency of the age should be to iuspire
confidence, not to undermine it, und every action should be in-
voked that will influence, even in the slighest degree, the in-
crease of that condition, Only by the perpetuation of confidence
can our credit system be saved from destruetion, and it therefors,
devolves upon our association to deal with every business custom
that impairs that confidence, Iow many ‘fire’ sales, ‘damaged
goods’ sales, ‘bankruptey’ sales are legitimately what is claimed
for them? How many advertisements appearing in the daily
press of our large trade centres for the purpose of attracting tho
eye and irfluencing trade are based strictly upon-facts and
backed by the ability and intention to do as set forth ¥ Such
base fabrications, as these so frequently prove to be, form a very
decided imposition upon straightforward business and should be
rebulced by this association with its full energy and power.

“ This play upon the confidence of the mass*s is worthy of
severe condemnation, and unless the custom is checked it is
likely to grow into an abuse of such magnitude as to call into
question the integrity of our entire commerzial structure and
nullify the faith of the people in business agreements.

“On behalf of honest merchants whose methods aro never to
be questioned, and in support of that confidence withount which
trade dealings would always be regarded with suspicion, would
it not be well for our association to place itself upon record ss
intending to expose any and every advertisement that, upon in-
vestigation, proves to be [alse and misleading ?”

A MOVEMENT

~The-Association has resolved to invesbigate all nu-
nounced, “Firesa'es,” “Bankruptey Sales,” *Damaged
Goods Sales,” * Special Bargain Sales” and such other
“Sales” as may, from time to time, be advertised in
our community, and about the legitimaey of which any
question may be raised, and to take steps looking to
the prosecuiion of such offenders against equity and
justice, or, in exposing in the press the falsity of such
advertisements. Advertisements of the ahove class are
not the only ones which are “fakes,” as that epithet is
justly applicable to advertisements which, though
legitimate in themselves, are inserted as “decoy ducks,"
or free.of charge and withoutauthority. in order to mis-
lead the unwary.

AGENTS' BALANCES..

Several incidents have recently ocenrred that seem
to indicate the need of a reform in the treatment
of balanées due to their several companies by insur-
ance agents. The matter has wider bearings than
some companies realize. Not only do rival agents use
such an incident as the defalcation of a competitor,
when it points to some looseness of supervision, to dam-
age the creditof the Company, which has heen wronged,
but the general public ‘have their doubts excited as to
the system of insurance as it is carried on by such in-
jured Company. The case of an insurance policy heing
regarded by » company as invalid because of some irre-
gularity by an agent in the transmission of a-premium
or premiums he:has received; e highly prejudicial to

the company, and to tusurance buame@s ‘7Lllbl'-t]l_)

The compuny’s refusal to admit a policy to be valid
owing to any such irregularity by an agent may be
pmfu,tly legal and justified on business prineiples, but
the publie tn]\c litble heed to such a view. 'v them the
agent is the Company to the fullest extent, and they
expect the Company to take the responsibility of what-
ever an agent has done, or even said. 'This assnmed
complete identity of an agent, of whatever class, with
the Company whom he represents, or for which he is
seeking to secure business, needs to be more considered
by insurance companies, and the nbmost care taken to
have only associations, direet and indirect, with respon-
sible and thoroughly reputable persons. The desira-
bility of a Chief Agent or Manager's having some
control over, or
selection of the ofiicials employed by his
agents, is shown by the misunderstanding which arose
from the irregularities of an employee of the agent of
an Knglish life assurance company. The agent himself,
although the chief offender, was not the only oune. He
employed others to help in his lubors. These sub-agents
were not in the service of the Company, as we recently
intimated in remarks on the case, but were servants of
their agent, for the conduct of whose employees the
Manager could not be fairly held in any way respon.
sible. But, considering how the publie, as we have

said, identifies all the oflicials associated with the work
of « Company, whebher employed divectly or not, with.

such Company, it would he well for Managers and

Chief Agents to have an eye overall persons who are

likely to be regarded as on the staff of their company.
The closer a connection is made between a company
and any person who usually collects their money, the
hebter for all concerned. ‘
The practice of allowing ageunts to hold any moneys
belonging to a company beyond some brief periodic
limit is unwise. Men who find themselves with a sum
of money, not their owu, always on hand, are very apl
to use such money for their own purposes. Such
thing as a permaneént balance constantly held wlnch
helongs to a Company should not be allowed.  The
rule should be enforced to pay over,.certainly each
month, whatever an agenl has reeeived, however diffi-
cult it- may be,~-and it often is very difficalt where
the insured pays by note or otherwise. Owing to the
official reburn mixing up, “Agents' balances and Bills

Mitchell, Socrotary 8. Newton, and General Traflic Agont, B.
Ousilette. Mr. Greonshields,who is a liost erual to any occasion
—from an «l fresco onlervlainment ab lis counlry seaf to a
scarcely loss sumpbuous banguet en ronte over what we may
term his own railway between the two leading cities of the
’rovince—was doubtloss as actively engaged during the ex-
cursion as he probably had been any time during the arduous
labours of the last twelve months, But * there’s nothing
succeeds like success,” and the occasion lost nothing of its
gemaethlichkeit because the President of the Drummond
County Road could apply to the outcomne of his own stren-
uous ondoavours Keble's linos—

“ When the shore is won at last,

Who will count the billows past??

Some two hundred persons responded to the invitation,
and although the road was barely finished along a few miles
fowards the Quebec end, all—save, perhaps, an unimportant
few in number—could find nothing but praise for the road
and its enterprising Prosident, its Genmeral Manager, ils
Secretary and its Traflic Agent, and for the hospitable treat-
meont they received from start to finish. The Ministers of
Public Works, Railways and Canals, Agriculture and
Militia ; Hon. Dr. Guerin ; prominent officers of the
3 .

Though many believe we
have railways in the Province enough and to spare, there are
people who belisve wo ean’ never “have too much of a
good thing,” and others who maintain, and’have gveat faith
iu,_ﬁliq‘rgnmrk mado by a leading railway man years ago at

a meoting in Kngland, when railways were few and far be-
tween, and the subject under discussion was the building of’
a railway which is to-day ome of the best paying in the
Unifed Kingdom—* Let the country but make the railways,
and the railways will make the country.” '

OUR AMUSEMENTS.

There is always something going on a.t (,hls season in Lhe

theatres and concert balls, however Lhe times may be, for’

there is no calling to which men with any degree of vanity
in their composition will eling wilh greater tenacity than
that of impressavio ; but the ouflook generally for the new
season is mueh improved. "The theatrical lessee is usnally
a man or woman who outshines the Donna or Signor in the
size of his or her jewels and the style and cut of his or her
habiliments. The city tailor is a frequent altendant at
places of amusement, quite as much so” as the owner of the
board-fence, whoss pockets are often stuffed with passes
for himself and others. The two older theatres—or shall we

say three ?—appear {0 keep on the usual tenor if not har-

mony of their way. It is not a little singular that the old
Royal, in its now night-deserted street, still holds ils own
fairly well.. Indeed it is popularly believed to be the only
theatre in the city which netted much profit to the lessees
last season. The reduction in prices at the Queen’s to com-
pete uptown with the TFrancaise is 2 move the wisdom of
which has not as yet been proven.

The proposal to build a large place of amusement some-
where on Guy street would appear to warrant all that is
being said asto the steady march along St. Catherine street
westward, of husiness and population. Indeed there are
those who claim that the centre of the west-end shopping-
area has long since stepped along from the vicinity of the
Cathedral, until it is now not far from Dominion square,
where building has been guite brisk during the year or
more. The Windsor Hall is still drawing occasional good
performers and audiences; and it is again quite evident
that the Philbarmonie Society is to have the required
support.  Some of our public-spirited citizens who have
done much towards maintaining it in the past are doing
wondetrs, each of them having contributed $100.00 as his
share. There are few deserving enterprises or charities in
Montreal which bave mot felt the beneficent influence of
the wealth so industrionsly amassed by Lord Stratheona and
Mount Royal. Hector Mackenzie, Wm. C. McIntyrs, Chas.
Cassils, A. Browning, J. P. Scott, Fayette Brown, R, Wilson
Smith, Dr, Yates, John Cassils, Angus W. Hooper, (Geo. R.
Hooper, and others have not been wanting in equally lib-
oral donations also to this worthy object, which but for the
timely assistance rendered had long since ceased to exist.

While on this subject it may not perhaps be out of place
to suggest-that—while much of the exotic talent brought
Lhere from time to time doubtless helped to swell the
andiences,—our own city could and can furnish performers,
vocal and instrumental, that enly lack the foreign prestige or
Hlavor to vender them quite equal to the expensive articls’
hailing from Boston or New York, These artists bave the
Lenefit—if so it may e termed—of thickspread piffery in
so-called musical jonrnals, in which there is usually as much
if not more spacedevotod to what was worn by the Donna as
o hor vocal “bird-like notes” as they are called,—though
not one in ten of the andisnce would go across the street
to listen to the sweelest bird that sings, except, perbaps,
to that intermittent and rare nightsinger which so few have
ever heard, or would sven pay $2 to‘ hear:

the Hall were thinly oceupied, while the rear half had only
one row fairly filled. Whoever contrived the programme is
perhaps answerable for the want of suceess, the numbers
consisting mevely of pieees which are marked “e” or “m. "
in catalovues, and the performance of which s chiefly con-
finéd to pupils or amateurs at local evenings or stag parties,
The people of Montreal have vastly more eulture and taste
than they are given credit for abroad or at home, and indeed
there are many amateur as well as’ professional musicians in
our midst who could more than hold their own with the
daughter of the great contralto or with any of those who
filled up the void hetween her numbers at the recent concert.

Let there be more encouragement of home talent : let it
not be driven to sesk a field in Boston or New York or
Chicago assomehas already done. Boston isindebted to Mont-
roal for some of ils best musicians : she sends us in return,
for our entertainment, some of her own raising not fit to hold
a candle to them. Tet our families of substance and taste—
our men of culture—porder over these matters, that our
citizans may not be induced to look abroad for their enter-
tainment and the gratification of their tastes,—and that due
encouragement may be given to art at home. The names of
Albani and Prume have a world-wide recognition : there
are those in our midst worthy to succeed them—to maintain
our reputation wherever art is cultivated for its own sake, as
well as for and from that other indispensible point of view,
the economic one.

U.S. RAILWAY STATISTICS.

An abstract of the Statistics of the railways of the United
States for the year ending June 30th, 1896, at present before
us, states that at that date there were 151 roads in the hands
of receivers, a net increase of 18 compared to the eorrespond-
ing twelve months, and the combined capital stock of which
was $742,597,69S. 'The total railway mileage in the United
States on June 30, 1896, was 182,776.63 miles, there being an
increase of 2,119.16 miles, or 1.17 per cent, during the year,
California shows an iuncrease of 202.05 miles; Florida, 125.84
miles; Georgia, 233,77 miles; Louisiana, 180.17 miles; Michi-

gan, 140.53 miles; Minnesota, 110.45 miles; Ohio, 111.06 miles; -

Pennsylvania, 168,18 miles; Texas, 144.79 miles; Wisconsin,
115,25 miles, and Indian 'l'erritory, 181.66 miles.' The in.
crease in mileage in the other States and Territories in
which an increase has occurred is less than 100 miles, The
ggregate length of railway mileage, including all tracks, on
June 30, 1896, was 240.120.12 miles, the increase being
3,234.86 miles. The length of second track was 10,685.16
miles; of third track, 990.45 miles; of fourth track, 764.15

miles. The mileage of yard track and sidings wasi44,912.78

miles.

The total number of locomotives in service on June 30,
1896, was 35,950, or 2561 more than on the same date of the
preceding year. Of this number 9,943 were passenger loco-
motives, 20,351 were freight locomotives, 3,161 were switch-
ing locomotives, and 495 were unclassified. The number of
cars of all classes in service, excluding cars owned by private
companies and individuals was 1,297,649, indicaling an in-
crease of 27,088 cars during the year ending June 30, 1896.

The number of cars assigned to' the freight service inereased

25,768, being 1,221,887,

The. number of men employed by the 1&11w.tya of the
Umted Sta.tes on_June 30,-1896, shows an increase of 41,586,
bemfr 826, 620 whxch asmn'ned on .a mileage basis, gives 454
men per 100 miles of line. The number of passengers -car-

ried during the year ending June 30, 1896, was 511,772 737,
. being an :ncrease of 4,351,375 as compared.-with the year

emlm« J\me 30, 1890. \Ihah year, however, . showed a de-

crease of 33,266,837 as compared with 1894, The number of
tons of freight carried during the year under consideration
was 765,391,385, This is the largest tonnage. ever reported
for railways-in the United States. .The increase dm'invr the.
year was 069,150,214, :
The gross earnings of the vailways of the Umted bmtes for-
the year ending Juue 30, 1896, were $1,150,169,376, having
increased in comparison with the previous year $74,797,914..

. 'The expenses of operation for the year covered by tho report

were §772,089,044, being greater by $47,268,629 than the
preceding year.

'I'bo statistics submitted show that the number of vailway
employers killed during the year ending June 30, 15896, was
1,861, and the number injured was 29,969, Thess figures
indicate an increase of 50 in the number killed, and of 4,273
in the number injuved, as compared with the preceding year.
The number of passengers killed was 181, and the number
of passengers injured 2,873, being an increase of 11 in the
number killed and of 408 in the number injured. As show-
ing in another way the immunity of passengers from acei-
dents, the ratios based upon the number of miles fraveled,
shows that 72,093,063 passenger miles were accomplished for
overy passenger killed, and 4,541,945 passenorel -miles for
every passenger injured.

From this magnificent array of figures, even a cursory
glanes must award the palin to our big neighbor for railway
operation on a scale nnapproached in any other country, and
by comparison—though relatively none is possible to make—
our own Canadian statistics will be intervesting. For ths- :
year ending June 30th, 1896, the number of miles of
completed railway in Canada was 16,387 an increass of 296 .
miles besides 2,106 miles of sidings. (These figures do not
include the Drummond County and other additions since
the issue of the Departmental hepozt) The paid up capital
amounted to $899,817,900 an increase of $5,177,341. The
gross earnings amounted to $50, 545,569 an increase of
$3,760,082 compared with those of the previous year, leaving .
the net earnings $15,502,914 an increase of $1,467,096, '1_‘110
numnber of passengers carried was 14,810,407 an le rease 5f
822,827 and the freight trafic amounted to 24 266,325 tons
an inereass of 2,742,404 tons. The accidents on Canadian
railways ahowed that for the year ending June 30, 1896
eleven passengers were killed, of which number not one .
death was due to collision or derailinent,

THE BANK OF ENGLAND ON SILVER RESERVES,

The report so industriously circulated some few weeks
ago, that the Bank of England had signified its readiness to
hold a portion of its reserves in silver; was commented on in -
these columns at the time. The Governor of the Bank '™
has since made the following sfatement:  “'[ho’
Bank is a private company without any Govern-
ment control and is not responsible to the Govern-
ment except in the terms of its charter. 'The
Grovernment cannot issue any orders relative to the bank's
reserves, At the same fime the Covernwment is the Lanl’s
best customer, and, the Court ef Governors Leing composed
of law-abiding citizens, whenever the Government malies a
request we do our best to comply. The Government wrote
asking if the bank was willing to renew its offer made at the
Paris monetary conference, in 1881, regarding its'veserve. [
replied in the same tenor as the memorandum which the
bank sent to that conferemce, though more guard- -
edly. Thatisall that happened. ‘The statement that the -
bank has been coquetting with the Ameviean Commlsmonexs .
is pure rubbish, Exscepting what I have Lead in the papers -
I have never heard of those.gentlemen.” s

The Supreme Court of New York in appeal has decided
against Armour & Co. und the packing company of that
name, in the oleomargavine and butferine suit against
them. The claim is for $1,700,000 in penalties, and the de-
ciston was for an ovder (o show cause why soven ovders
obtained by the State -divecting railroad officials to produce
their hooks before a referee should not be vacated. 'The
Stale claimed that the books of the four big railvoad covpora-
tions of N. Y. State show shipments of butterine and other
ficls which they are anxious to get at, and the Court in sus-
taining them aids in the prosecution of the oviginal action.

DRY GOODS NOTES

An extensive Bombay cotton mill will shortly open a branch at
Kobe to import Bombay raw cotton, and export Japaneae yarns
to China, The cotlon-spinning industry in Japan has made
rapid progress this year, According to a native paper, there
are now altogether 56 mills in Japan, with an aggregate num-
ber of 760,000 spindles, and compared with the production last
yoar, the guantity and value has been more than guadrupled,
I*or thig reason tho Japan companies have been able to declare
very good dividends, Some of them have paid 80 per cent, the
average of all companies being about 15 per cent per annum,
[t is admitted that this sudden inerease has been largely caused
by the decline of the same industry in Bombay on account of
the plague and exchange, bat the natural incrense is neverthe-
loss substantial,

The protected cotton bmlustry in Franee, after the manoer of
tho Americans, is relieving its congested warehouses in England,
offerings of Prench piece goods being made there at extremely
low prices, and in most instances below cost. The makers it is
satd have banded themselves together, and are prepared 1o lose
up to $125,000 in the clearancs,
