CHAPTER XVL——THE STORM GATHEFING.

The reader will remember *hat Hirsutus, hav-
ing been an invistble witness of the conversation
in which Marcus Regulus had revealed to the
Emperor the existence of the conspiracy headed
by Lucius Antonius, bad 1mmediately dispatched
a courrier to the geaeral, invilisg Lim to march
at once upon Rome, where a powerful party
would.support bim. ‘ :

The evems of the following day induced Hir-
suths to modify considerably his plans. When
Domitian announced to the assembled courtiers
that he would march immediately against Lucius
Antonwus, 2nd subsequently imformed Regulu
that he would defer the execution of s ven-
geance in order to make it more complete, tie
hideous dwarf saw that all would be lost if Lu-
crus Antonius happened to be vanquished, the
documents and- plans of the conspiracy should
fall into Domitian’s hands. _

Now, Hirsutus foresaw the defeat of Lucius
Antonius who-bad not had time to assemblp the
forces uecessary to the success of his undertak-
iog, and would be taken by surprise. How
could be avert the misfortunes which would follow.
Domitian’s probable victory? bow check his
cruelty if he eame back to Rome having in his
possession the names of those who bad meditated
his overthrow ? .

Here 1s what Hirsutus imagined to save so
many persons who might, at a later day, and by
new conspiracies less compromised than the one
recently discovered, serve his secret regentment
and avenge him.upon the master whose ruin be
bad sworn. ~ Between Rome and Germany, a
General named Lucius Maximus was stationed

at the head of strong legions, Like many

to strengthen Lucius Antonus whea the latter
would meve upon Rome. Hrswtus informed
this Lucius Maximus of Domitian’s early de-
parture, and advised bim to turo immediately

J against Aotonius in order to preclude all possi-

bility of the Emperar fighting tn person agamst

from obtaming possession of documents to which
bung the fate of the semate and the life of so
many #lustrious citizens.  The trustworthy
messenger selected by him communicated more-
over with the arincipal leaders of the conspiracy,
and received their private wmstructions.

It was represented to Lucws Maximus that
this was the anly feasible plan 10 the pew situa
tion brought about by the revelations of Marcus
Regulus ; that Domition disposed of immense
rescurces and would ipevitably crush Antonius;

-that it was therefore sdvisable to forestall hum,

to fall suddenly upoo the General of the army of
Germany, defeat bim, take and destroy his
papers, and thereby prevent the Emperor from
wreakiog vengeance upon alt who had partici-
pated in the plot for his overthrow, With
nothing bul vague suspicions, Domitian weuld
probably not dare to order the inurders he al-
ready contemplated.

1t 18 true that tiis would be sacrificing Anto-
mus § but whal was the life of one man when so
many were in danger ; and would not Maximus
himself be ane of the victims, if Domitian learned
the share he was to have taken in the proposed
wsurrection ?

Those whom fortune abandons seldom find
friendships strong enough to remain faiibful in
the hour of adversity. Maximus, frightened by
the serious news sent to him from Rome ; know-
ing better than auy one else that Aalonius was
not yet ready either to attack or resist; and
fearinz lor his own salety, resolved at once to
abandon s accomplice. He raised precipitately
us camp, and warched with lus legions against
Lucius Aatonws. A sudden nse of the Rune
had complicated the embarrassmeant of this Gen-
eral who, separated from the greater portion of
his troops, was reduced to inactisity, Maximus
attacked bim al once, and gained ao easy victary.

Lucius Antonius was killed in s battle, A
goldier cut off his head, agd preserved this bloody
trophy to present it to Domitian. The latter
arrived shortly after to reap (he fruits of lis
lientenant’s victory, DBut his hopes were disap~
pointed. Maximus had hastened to destroy
every document concermng e plan of insur-
rection. Domilian was in a fearful rage when
be learned ihat be could get no clpe to the ac-
complices of Antovius, and that the desigas
torraed againct him must remain an impenetrable
mystery. He did not punich Maximus, hbowever,
for the latter’s bhasty zeal, But he committed
unheard ol atrocities in Germauny, where be re~-
mamned some time trying to discover the lost
thread of the conspiracy,

When he returned to Rome his resentment
knew no bounds. ‘Then commenced a reign of
terror for the capital of the world, Tacnus bhas
described with wimitable energy of language
tuose scenes of borror. Death or banishment
were the fate of the wealthiest and most virtu-
ous citizens. ‘T'he informers attnioed the great-
est favorsj the rewards they reaped were as
odious as the intamous acts by which Lhey earned
them. _

Pliny the Touager, in his letters, has also
described those days of uaniversal desolation. —
But he mourns, above all, the numerous friends
of which he was robbed by death and banishment.

But Domitian’s relentless persecutions were
not confined to men whose political 1nfluence
could bave given him uwmbrage. The phloso-
phers bad already been driven away, by him,
from Rome and Italy ; scholars, historians and
poets were now comprised in the renewed edicts
of expulsion., Tor some sectat motive the
Christians were spared, and peither Flavius
Clemens nor his two sons were molested at the
tinre. It 1s only two years later that the Chris-
tian persecution commenced i which Flavius
Clemeos suffered martyrdom.,

It may be that the uneasiness caused to the
Emperor by the recectly suppressed insurrection
was the secret of his lemency towards his rela-
tives. The young Casars were very popular,
abd the people who bed borne so0 Jong with Do~
mitian’s crimes, would probably not suffer him to
sacrifice to his lury the princes they laoked upon
as their future rulers. , o

There may bave been arother cause for the
tyrant’s hemtascy. The strange adventure of
Minerva’s statue, disarmed by a God more
powerful than Jupiter, was still present to s
memory, and be could not belp thinking that he
would perheps, bimself succumb, if he dared to
attack the worshippers of that mysterious and
terrible divinity. _

Domitian seemed to tink no more of terrify-
ing Rowme with the execution of a Vestal, con-
demsed in accordance with the most rigorous
provisions of the ancient religious law whose tra.
(itions he wished to perpetuate. But,at last,
tiis project, conceived long ago, presented itselt
anew to bis mind. Tt would be the means of
ustratiog bis reign,

He therelore sent Marcus Regulus, and stated
to lum that he would proceed as High Pootiff
agaiost the Grand Vestal, and this Metellus
Celer, who had been iniiated into the projects
of Lucius Antenius, and consequently deserved
death on two grounds of accusatiop.

loud and solemn voice : Saturnalia §aturnaha H
Saturpalia ! :

- At this proclamation, loog exnectgd by the
impatient and tumultoous mul ttude, cries of joy
rent the air, and a thcusand voices rephed to the
priest be repeatiog 'he consecrated exclamation ;
To! To! Saturpalia! lo! Saturoaha!

. In apswer to this sigoal, gaogs of slaves rush
from every direction, wovading the Forum with
an impetuosity which the current of the Tiber
would have searcely attained bad it sud
denly broke through its dikes. All these sla.res
wear the cap of liberty, as though they had jus
beer set free. 'Their joy is delirious and the air
18 filled with therr songs and shouts. The last
comers fiod oo room 1n the crowded Forum, and
they spread i every direction over the city
which will remam during seven entire days the
theatre of their wild revels and of licentious ex-
cesses au'horized on this occasion by both law
ard custom.

Such was the inauguration of the Satursaha ;
such the first outburst of the popular 1atoxication

whose increasing manifestatioos ended only after
every pleasure bad been exhausted.

This season of hberty for the slave was alvwo
one of rejoricing for the master. Tt was the time

~ for mekiog friendly calls and sendiog presents.
This ancient custom was generally observed by
the poor and the rich. the humble and the great.
Nobody would bave liked to peglect 1t, and
everything, from the precious jewel to the toy of
trifling value, or even the buach of onous from
the Intle gardea plot, was received with grati-
tude, as 2 memento of good omen for the coming

ear.

-_.’ There 1a nothing better tban this aonuval ex-
chapge of little gifts. We caunot, after eigh-
teen bundred yeers, criticise a costom frem
which we bave derived our own practice of New
Year’s gifts, and even our letters of coogratula
tion and comphment, for at the time of the
Saturpalis, people who could write exercised
themselves in the flowery style of composition,
sending gracelul or pleasant epstles to their
friends.

The Saturnalia were instituted in the remotest
period of antiquity, in cemmemocation of that.
fabulous reiga of Saturn, during which there was
neither master nor slave ; when everything was
beld 10 common, and piety, justice and concord
re.gned upon the earth. Succeeding eenerations
had sought to perpstuate the memory aof that
bappy time which the poets styled the Golden
Age, by anoual festivities which should recal!
that primitive equality, that peace and bappivess,
aow flown forever.

In the priociple, this feast ‘was celebrated 1n
one single day—on the fourteenth of the Kalends
of January (December 191h) Julius Ca-ar when
he reformed the calendar, added two davs to the
month of Deeember, which were claimed as be
looging to the Saturnalia, and this was confirmed
by a subsequent edict which fixed their legal
duration to three days. Subsequently, the cele~
bration of the Sigillaria, also «o bonor of Saturn,
aod of the feast of his wife Ops, the goddeas of
the earth, were added to the Saturpalia, extend-
1ng therr “uration to seven days. *

The male slaves alone enjoved this short period
of liberty 1 December ; the women bad their
turn on the Kalends of March, when the year
formerly commenced. The servants thea be-
came the mistresses, acd the proudest matrons of
the arislocracy bad to submit to their exigen
cies, ‘This feast, which lasted but one day, was
styled Matronalia.

Banga=ting was the principai source of enjoy
ment duriog the Satarnala, and custom required
that it should be at the expense of the masters.
Toe lattar were sometimes admitted to partake
of their servants’ banquet, and then in the midst
of the general confusion and unrestrained license,
tb@y bad to suffer at the hands of their drunken
glaves, the violent reproaches, the off: nsive rail-
1ng and barsh truths ispired by a revengeful re-
collection of evils suffered, or by a mmple desire
to debase those who were condemaned to bear
temporarily these trials. At other times, the
slaves were even more exacting, and they com-
pelied citizens of the highest ravk to wait on
them. . In this case, the. most  ridiculous com-
waands, orders the most difficult’ to execate, and
subjection; to the most fantsslic whims were
added as.a itter. derision to the necessity of
this temporary slavery. W

. 'The law authorixed everything short of bodily
violence, and the masters:bad to submit tamely.
1t was even expressly forbidden to exercise re—~
prisals upon the slave, when, alter using to its
foll extent Lis vexatious privilege, be  resumed
the yoke of .servitude. .

These. were not, however, the only joys to.
which these wretches aspired durinz these few

. days.of mterruption: to their. habitual condition of
suffering, - After:the.antemperance of the table,
they must try the intemperance: of honors. Hav-
ing-cepidd the: vices of their masters, they must
ape them i their diguities.

“*f'he ‘Forum became necessarly the theatre
upon which were given these grotesque repre.
sentations of soctal organization, The slaves
assumed the functions and privileges of the ma-
gistrates snd civil fuoctionaries,  All this was
doge geriously, with comic_importance. aEld_ with
due regard tor all the acceasories appertainiog to
each different dwzaity such 88: the costumes, the
hictors, the curvle chair, aod even the rostrum
for improvised orators. ‘The fuactions o! pretor
were the most sought after 1n these aahnc!l and;
often bumorous mummeries of tbe ¢hfe in the
open air® of tbe Forum, because they gave occa

sion to the most amusing decisions.:

.Oa’ this occasion, Pal@:trion ‘had been de
signated by tbe-votes of his f.llow slaves in.the
mnck election beld for the office of urbar pretor.

Palmstrion, the slave porter of the divine Auv
rehia—the niece of Domitian and future Empress
of the Romaps, had 1mmediately conquered 2
consideraticn and imporiance proportionate to
the rupreme destiies of that young and- moble
matron  The servact reflects the greatoess of
his master, and this reflection had thrown around
Palsatrion 2 sort of halo, the brighrness of which
he did not suspect. )

No other slave had better enjoved the liberty
of 1te Saturnalia; never had such pomp deco
rated his humble person. Quicker than any onv
else, be bad rid himseIf of the chains which betd
hm captive 1 his lodge. and had rushed to the
Forum, followed by his fawthful dog. He had
been one of the first to bear tbe proclamation ol
the Saturnalia.

T relate everything worthy of note that Pa-
izstrion and his dog had accomphistied during
the Grst six days would require a volume,

He had pluaged headlong iote all the ardem
pleasures of the Saturgaliaj he tad left far be
hind all who attempted to follow him ; he bad
particularly distioguished him-elt in those buge
banquets worthy of Homer’s beraes. .

THE LAND QUESTION OF IRBT.AND.
(FROM PIMBS SPROIAL OOMMIBIIONER.)
No. 17.
Oorxk, Oct. 8,

The lice from Waterford to Limerick Junction rans
throngh the pobls comntry of mountain aod vailey
divided by the Suir and ita affiaents, which 1 hav
briefly described in previous letters. At the Limerick
Janction the train to Qork, speeds along the outlying
spurs of the Galtees throngh s fertile tract o
exuberant pastures, uantil the station neatr Charle-
ville is passed, and thence i* proceeds t_brongh range
of hills by Buttevant and Mallow, on ita way socth-
wards. It was rainiog a8 it osly rainsin Ireland
when | was hurried along this part ot the route, and
denge masses of clond and wist obacured the land
gcape aod blurred out its featmrea. At Mallow I
eaught a passing glimpse of the Blackwater, rolling
io turbid flood throogh rich fsts of the brightest
green, and thence to Cork we sefmed to go throngh
8 sorles of tame and poor uplands, as far as I coold
gee, through the drift, their ou'line The morning
brroght euoshine, and disclosed the ancient son
famous capital of Munster, rising tier over tier along
the aloping clitfa that shelve down to the banks 6f
the Lee and orverlooked by an samphitheatre of hille
that hem 1t in with their green eminences. As isthr
cege with all cities in & bollow. the fine public boild-
foga of Oork are ssen at n disadvantage from th:
beizh.g above, and the dense lines of i's closely-
packed Streota eeldom open spaces to display their
proportions Some, howeversare of remarkable beauty
apd geveral of the Charches of sitber faith, more
than one of the prineipsl institntions, snd, abave all
the gracefal and sumptnous Qollege, are deserving
of more than passing attention. As for the city it-
self, the old ** egg-shaped towa,” deseribed by Spenser
in graphie verse, bas expanded into a vast circle of
broad ways, sutronrded by narrow streets that now
cover all the * islands” of the Les, and stre'ch east-
ward to s rich plain, formed by the dreinage of the
river “marshes ;” and gay shbops, extenaive ware.
bouses, big breweries, distilleries, and mills, mod
crowds of shipping along ite quays, show that Cork
iea seat of long-settled opulence. The mostin-
seresting featore of the place, however, and the one
that most clearly indiostes [ts wealth, is the long
sucoession of maguificent vilias that extends for miles
along the shores of the Lee, 84 it winds slowly on ite
way to the gea through irregular terraces of wooded
bills. This spectacle combines in the highest defres
all that the charms of nature and the art of man can
effect to make an exquisite scene; and the panorama
of mansion and park, stretching down the gragsy and
sres crowned glopes In continuous besuty to the
waters bilow is one that is not easily forgotten
After ndmiring this landecape for & time yon see the
river gradually widen, the masta on it rapidly in-
crease ag tke roadetead of Passage {s approsched;
snd at 1s8t you reach a saperb estuary where, fenced
in by hills and protecting islets, the navies of many
natlons might ride at anchor near the crescents of
Queenatown, Oork has Iately virdicated in a signal
msnner tha devies upon the municipal arma * Siatie
benefida carinie.” Mere than once during the gales
of Yeptember five hundred sbips were seen st a time,
tsking shelter in this grand natceal haven, from the
tempests of the neighbounring Atlantie. .

Oork calle itself the Premier County of Ireland,
snd iz a region of no little interest 1o the historical
and geographical student. Thia vaat tract, which
extenda from the verge o: the Galteea to the capes of
Bantry Bay, and from the waters that flow to the
Shanaon, through Kerry, to the far distant barders
of Watetfard, has at all times been singularly affected
by any fereign influences that have penetrated Ire-
land. [Its capital in a remote age was ocoupied by
s evlony of Danes, who spread ovéer many spots oa
the seaboard ; in & later century it waa divided be
twren Anglo-Norman nobles nod their dependents,
who, howaever, 20t beieg strong enough to subdue or
expel the native race, became graduslly smalgamated
with it. Dariog the great orisis of the sixteenth
century the fine barbours of Oork and ita proximity
to Bpain made 1t a point of vantage to the enemies of
Eogland ; and more than one fleet of Philip II
sailed from its coast to support the risings of Tyrons
and the lordly robels of Desmond. Haviog been re-
coaquered, and settled from England under sircom.
stances, it is sald, of frightful severity it felt the
fary of the arms of Oromwell, who confiscated a very
Iarge part of it; awd, in the Jacobite wars that
followed, it became the theatre of a flerce and doubt-
ful conflict.- Ip the ensuing eentury it gave an
asylum for & briel space of time to the ships of
Hoohe ; and, in our day, it has been the head-quariers
of the Penian organization and movement, Soolety,
accordiagly, in this district bas been repeatedly die
tutbed by violence ; and its stracture and tendencies
have, no.doubt, felt the effects of ncmerous invasiona
and conquests. A regards the external features of
the county, it may bs degcribed as an alternation of
lowlands and hilla in parallel lines, dividad In the
midst by & well..defined rangs, and eneloged, for a
great part of i'8 8pace, between lofty mountsins and
the Atlantie -Qoean. . The 8oil ‘to the morth = bers
Ootk runs into the pasturesof Tipperary and Lim- rick
partakes of their admirahle fertility, and it is uavally
rioh in the valleys of the Blackwater, the Lee. and

good ¢ on the nplands and the eides of the shains.of
bills it is, for.the most part, light and thin, and in
many places it forms mere rough wastes of little
value as an ares for tittage.  Oork exhibita distinctly
the varieties of busbandry and the different.and
opposite’ types of cultivation that are g0 commonly
seen in Ireland, and, spesking generally, its fine
grass lands sre occup’ed by wealthy tepant farmers,
wbile the inforior are beld by a.poor pesssntry, in
some districts, “especially towards the west, trled
often by want snd severs privation. Tskenalto-
gother, and excluding the espital, which has fourished
groatly since Free trade has made it a large enirepot
for corn, Cork cannot be oalled a prosperous county ;
it sgricultural area has diminished at the rate of &
per cent, in the last 15 years, while it live stock
bad inoreaged one-third only in value between 1841
and 1861. : .

Having travelled ovar a large part of this couaty,
aod received, most courteonsly, & great deal of_m._
formnation. I ghal briefly -describe ite socisl position,
regerving for & subsequent letter an:account- of 1ls
western highland districta, The oiate of the classes
cooneoted with the soil is, taken aitogetber, less
prosperous, even in & material point of view, than it
fs in several of the counties I have visited, especially
Tipperary and Wexford. The wages of the agricnl
taral Isbourer, excluding of course, epots near this
city, vary from 63. to 9a. s week ; bur, as ] besr,
they are not very constant ; and even at this rate
they excite the envy of a good many of the very
sroall botders The rent of l1and in the days of Arthur
Young varied from 503 to 63 the Irigh mcre, and
may raoge now from 758 to 128; and though it is
moderate on tbe fine pastures, it eemed to me on a
very high average aver many iracta of inferior goil.
artbar Young in hie time m~de the eame remark ;
and the fact, [ thiok hardly admits of doubt, wheiher
the canse be that, in some places, there are consider
able facilities for getting manure, or that the bad
lands are bettér than they seem under the influence
of this southern climate, or that the competition of
‘he peassntry i3 excessive, or that, ss a most thonght-
fal gentleman obaerved, ‘* the spirit of exaction had
become traditional in this purt of Mavster ¥ [ do
oot hesitate to eay that many estates in this county
are rack-rented in & manoer uocommon in thoge
narts of Ireland respecting which I have befnre
weitten. [ have before me an instance of a property
wamder the superintendence of the Court of Chancery,
‘be enanta of which have brea 80 ground down by
the raising of reara from 1854, that theyare at this
moment hopelesaly in arrear, avd that the Magter [
wish ro do justice to the equitabls boldnees of Mr
Ftiz-@ibbon - has, all bat sutsteppiag his jurisdiction,
direot-d the recriver to be satisfied with what be
thiok3 can be reasonably collected. Sach cases, [
fear, ara Dot rare in this county ; and, baviog ridden
goina 30 miles over ane barony nesr the ses coast,
and fequ red into the circumst nces of a great number
of farme, I thouoht them, with faw exceptions, over

entad. Oae of the worst examples ic thie reapsct
was that of the property of an American gentleman,
who, thongh freab from tbe laad of freedom, and I
Lave Itttle doubt an admirable Democrat, hss the
smartoess to see that tenancy at will can, nnder the
existiog syetem of law, be made a good instrament
for serewing down his dependents. I was extremely
sorry to find too much of tkis rack-rantiog in the
oounty of Cork; for how is it possible direstly to
remedy thig evil?

Tho general result of this state of things is that
while the large graziers and daicy farmers who
poaeess, for the moet part, the good Iands, us s rule,
are wealthy in this dlatrict, the pumerous ciasa of
small cecuplers, who are usually spread over the in
ferior soils, are in & backward and depressed condi-
tion This is writtsn ag it were, on the face of the
sonotry; & few fine farms are ocoasionally sesn, but
tha habitations of .the peasantry are generally bad, s
small neat farmsie:d is not often met, whole es ates
bare nothiog bat Mokl cabins on them ; and though
the common pecple seem less wmiserable and devoid
»f hope than those of ieath, they are evidently a
straggling and poor race. As for the landed system
at the oounty, es & whale, it is, in its brosd outlives,
essentislly the same as that which I bave so ofien
deseribed, except that ite vices are very prominent.
Speaking generslly, the s«me religions differences
divide the owners and ooccupiers of the goil; the
1ame sbeenteeism 18 too prevalent; there is the same
widespread insecurity of teoure; law in the same
way upholds the power of the landlord, and disregards
the just claims of the tenant; there is the samoe crea-
t'on of vast righte of property in the form of improve.
ments by the peasantry, unprotected by the least
legal sanction, and liable nay, expoaed, to confisca~
tion ; vague usage similarly is the oaly safegoard
~gaiast frequent and Intolerable injustice. If we
realize to ourselves the number of miachisfs that
flow ineritably from this state of thinge, we shall,
verhaps, cease to wonder that discontent, agrarianism,
Fenianism, or any other form of dissatisfsction with
existing arrangements has such a bold on the ITrish
people. How fierce ané bitter may be the antagon
ism betwesn the superior wnd the depecdent, brought
together in a eccial relation especially regoiriog
mutual goodwiil, but belongiog ts creeds irreconcil~
ably at fend ; what a want of sympathy must exist
between them! How harsh must be the pressurs of
propriatary rights, and how unmitigated by gracious
infinences, when the presence of tbe landiord is felt
only in the demands of the agent or bailiff, and wheo,
a8 too comtuonly is the case in Ireland, the nop-resi-
dence of the territorial magnate enables petiy Squire
Kites to prey on the poor fres from the restraint of
mare noble examplea! What must be the pesgani’s
notion of a law which at best keeps him in absolute
dependence, which limits him, like a Bavago, to ¢ an
annaal culture,” which io the actusl atate of society
in Ireland compels him fraquently to invest his all in
the pogsession which be receives from anotber, and
whicb, when he has 60 laid it out, permits it to be
filched away or transferred for the benefit, perbaps,
of a barab taskmaster ! And how idle it is to say that
Iaw is, in this particular, worse than fact; that
wrongs of the kind ate of rare ovcurrence; aa if the
poasibility of their existence, not to speak of in-
stances but too namerons, were not in itself a erying
shame and grievance! If we put fairly these things
together, let us not be surprised that the cccupiers of
the soil in Ireiand, and the classes conuected with
them, are dissatisfied, and resdy for violent change,
it is to be feared, [o too many didfriote; and let ue
not supposs that, even though their material condi.
tion were t0 improva, this dissatisfaction wonld not
ingrease; Let us recollect the pregnant wisdom of
De Tocquerille's remarks on thiy very sabjeet :—
¢ The evils which are endured with patience as long

-aid they are inevitable, seem intolerable as soon as s

bope oan be entertained of escaping from them.”

I bave written thus much becanze the relation of
landlord and tenaat in this county ate too often of
an uxgracious charaoter. Not that excellens land.
lords do not exizi; I bave much pleasure in mention.
iog the names ofl’;ord Qork and the Buke of Devon-
sbire, wko redress the evils of absenteelsm, at for as
it is pousible to redreas them. by mavsgirg their es-
tates on enlightened principles. Lord Oorz and his
family have always given leases ; the Dake of De
vansbire, to some extent at least, allewsa qurlified
tenant-right, and enjoys the foll confidenecs ¢ hia
tenacts; and thas; in both eases, thr great re ult of
security of tenure is obtained I have heard, to, of

“several good resident landlords; and the !ardlords
_of this cornty, ag a class, I am st re; do not exerolse

harsbly extreme rights, and o not exbibit the erl
spectacle of manners combiniog with law in iojus-
tica. Nevertheless, ¢ landlordizm * ag it. ig oalled,
wears not seldom bere ar unkindly sepect, I bave
heard of several remarkable instances in which even
conaidersble proprietors until very lately preferred
Protestants to Qatholic teasnta sa a miatter of covrse ;
apd I have rengon to belleve ‘that the gradaa! dlscon -

of jmprovements. Qo the whole, the ¢ aystem’in
this connty beare mere than.comm -nly is the case
the marks of severity and disanion of olags; and I
‘an hsrdly donbt thal the uliimate cause.is that so-
clety was repeatedly broken up by vio snce-and ane-
cesgive conquests. . Ag s personage.eminent.in rank
and birth and singularly well fitted to form an opin-
ion, obserred to me, - the later colonists have never
really settled {o . this: dfstrict ; they have few azaon
clations with the country; they dislike the people

think only of getting all that ihey can from théir
lands ani they would not care if they sold them to-
morcow.' It ia impossible that the relations of
landlor? and tenant oould generslly be happy in
‘such a state of things, .

Ag a proof of the wrong wkich haa been done by
a severe exercise of legal righte upon au egtste in
thig enuntry [ give an inetsnce whish I ousually
found ont, and which, I doubt not, might be malti
plled. I happened to gee a nead slated house stand-
ing almost alone oz a fair sized tract, and [ nsked
toe occupier how he came to be ic possession of such
agood dwelling ¢OhT he replied, *it was not
bailt by me, but by the tenant who wag here before
me and he, poor man, is gone to America.’ I then
sgked wby he had left this- country, and the unswer
given with a look combining suspicion and hatred in
00 common degres, wag that ho had been ejected
for & yeai's rent, a sum of about £28, and that be had
iost bis house whioh cost bim £100' I madein
gniriea in the next village, and I am s«tisfied that
this tele i3 in subatance trme, that this eviction
really occurred, and ttat oo compensation was
given to the tenant for thia absolute loss of, perhaps
bia whole oroperty. It i8 but fair toeay tkal the
present landlord bad notbiog to do with thia basi
ness ; put conceive what must have been the feelings
of thia ruined peasant driven from hie home, be
thought over this shnm%*ui iojustice A distiognish-
ed Minister bas lately branded amch mcts with »
remarkable epithet, and has aeked, wbat ia to be
eaid of tnose who commit them? Lord Qlarendon
wmuat excose me for ebying that, whatever may be
thought of this matter, this spoliation was in no
sense *felonious’ Law enavled that landlord to
evict that teeant : law armed the eberiff with & writ
of execnion ; law posaibly was found to send tne
police to aesist at that scens of righteous justice;

The practice of sanctioning the gale of the good

will of farms does mot prevail in this county ss!
have observed to be sometimes the case n districts
whers there is considerable distrust between the
owpers and occupiers of ths scil. Large tracts.
bowever, bave been enclsged and bronght into their
pressnt atate by the unaided industry of the peasantry,
aad their equitable cldims in this respect are more
than ordinsrily great and undoubled. I have seen
whole exates in which everything that has been done
for the land for ages has been evidently done by the
tenantry alone, yet from which they, being tenaats
at will, may bs extruded at a six month’s notice
without receiving the smslless eqoivalent. It i
really melsncholy~for it ehows how usage may
deaden the gense of justice=to hear the apologies
that are made by many upright men of the Iandlord
class for this most unfortunate condition of things.
th is urged, in the first place, that the tenants are ac
tually compensated, becanse their rents are exceed

ngly low during all the time they are kringing the
iand loto cultivation, as if rents received on tenaucles
at will had not neceassarily a tendency to rige to the
bighest point that such land could bear, or ag if this
excnse applied to the case of whole masses of ten-
ants' jmprovements. It is said, in the next place,
that when land has been reclsimed and put in order,
when a tenant bae buoilt & house on it, and,ina
word, bas converted itinto a farm, a certain duration
of occupation is in itself a eufficiant recompense;
and, no doubt, this argument is weil-foanded, under
cerain cooditions of rent and tesure. Bat have
these apologists ever considered the length of occua-
pation, at 80 unchanged rent, that wonld be necessary
to repay the Irish pessant in nomberless instances
for bis ndditiona to the soil, or do they refisct in how
many cases hi» ccoupation has been cut short, and
be bas been left without any return? Are they aware
what, opon this point, ie the teatimony of an agent of
great experience in the management of eatates in
Eogland and Irelund, with refsrence to the compen-
savng periods of occopation required for different
Improvementa?

Besides tenant farmers. gentlemen of capital com-
peted, and, curious enough, some of the best prices
were abtained for lots in the peighbourbood of
Mitchelatown and Ki'mailock, the first named being
gaid to be one of the head-quarters of Fenianism, and
1he latter the town where the attack was made on
the police barcack. Ibp one instonce a fenunt farmer
competed for a lot tor which he bid £2,060 ; this was
stated to be much below the value, when be stood up
i court and said be had worked oxn that 1and all his
Tife ; that it wag vearly barren when be got it; that
ho was a tenant who always paid hisrent punctually.

Siens Frox Mr Brigar. - We have never we con:
fess, expected mnch from Mr. Bright upon the subject
of the Irish land qusestion. Ali ibe speeches he hag
made upon the gubject, have laid down priceiples ad-
verse to the demands of the Irish people. He hag
even in the addresees in which be appears to bave
gonse furihest, carefally guarded himself against any
aggent toan interference with what are called the
rights of pr.perty or tke principles of politieal ecoe-
omy. He huas morethan once,and very distinetly,
pledged himself sgainst any complusory legislation
to control the landlord in the management of bis
property, or any measure that would iaterfera with
tte freedom of contracts. Compauleory legislation
for the jandlord and & very coercive contral over the
lettinga of lands—it 18 an abuse of words to call the
Irigh lettinga contrasta—-are juat the two thiogs es
sential in any land measurs for Ireland. Whea Mr.
Bright made these declarations be proclaimed himaelf
nafit to deal with the lrish land questicn. Whatever
other merits he may possess o3 a politiciam or a
atatesman, ko was oot the man from whom Ireland
conld expsct any real aid in her emancipation from
landlord tyranny. His Iriab admirers refused to see
this very plain truth.

The simple fact at once disposes
of the stock argumert ot Protestantism, that Popery
is #0 manifestly absurd that it could bave growa up
only io s ‘ dark age,’: nd that In Protestant times it
needs only to be known io order to be rejested and
desuised. Thue one of the best and moat eloquent
Protestants of the last geuweratinn [Dr Qbalmers]
tells us in his ‘Lectures va Churob Establishments’:
¢ The questiou betweea Popery and Protestantism ia
one t0 be rightly entertained and righily decided
als0, 1n sy assembly of well-educated Eoglishmen,
ard not only in reapeet of policy, but In respect of
truth and of sacred obligation. Ia this nation, of
all others, there ia nona with the ordinary school-
Ing of a gentleman who could not thoroughly in-
form himeelf, by the readiog of & fow weeky, on this
great queation.'

It must be singularly provoking to controversialists
of this class that, for the l2at five and twenty years,
there hae not been 80 much ae one in which o very'
considerable number of men, not meraly with *ihe
ordinary schooling of 8 gentlemse,’ but with learning
and talernts admitted aren by their adversaries to be

What it
does nbsolutely prove is this, that if a man tho-
rougbly veraed in the studles and gciences of the
pregent day, and trained in its- ¢loseat -hanght, does
not reject religion altogether, and give up the unseen
world a8 a thing not worth thinking about at all, he
is protty sure te coms to the conclusion that tha Reo-
mao Clatholic religion " is the revealed truth ot God.
And ths tact ie 80 notoricus that thinkiog men in
our day, whather they are ibemselves Ohristians or
not, have pretty much made np their minds that in &
frw yeara Eoglishmen and educated Buroprans in
general will be divided into two ct4ssav, one class of
men who believe the doctrines of the Roman Oathe-
lic Chureb, the other of men rejecting Obristianity
aliogethsr. There 8lill are indeed religiong men who
reject and rovile Popery, and yet would phudder at
the thought of denying Obristianity. For their own
gake wo are heertily glad of their inconsistenay, ~—

Ttis
to be hoped that pacific counsels may prevail,
and that our rulers will try to effect by diplormacy
and reasonable compromises, that which it wil!
certainly be impossible for them to accomphsh
by means of ferce. Io truth we bave no means
of coercion at our command, that can be brought
to bear apon 2 people so remote as are the Red
River insurgents, and with whom we can ooly
communicate through a foreign country. The
Dominion Parhament is to meet for despateh of
business on the 15th oEFel':ruary.

A letter published by .us on the 10tk inst.,
cver Lhe signature of the Rev. F. Merrick, 8.J.,
has ehicited a rejomder (editorial) from a writer
m the Evening Telegraph of the 17th inst.
We frapkly confess that we do not see clearly
the point that the writer wishes to make out;
but the dnft of his letter seems to be that the
doctrine of Transubstantiation 13 not, and canoot
be, held conscientionsly by any member of the
Apglican denomination § and that therefore, on a
most important point, Father Merrick has erred
in erediting the Ritualists with holding all Roman
Catholic doctrine except that of the Supremacy
of the Pope. The Evening Telegraph says:

4 No man who believes in trapeubstestiation can
ba consclentioualy 8 member of the Charch of Eng-

lapd.”

This is a matter of opimon. That the word
itself 1s denounced by the 28th of the 39 Articles
of the Church of England, which every minister
of that denomination subscribes to before he can
be legally qualified o mimster 1w its reading
desks, 13 no doubt true; but there can beno
doubt that the thing which the word sigmfies—
2.¢, that under the appearance or outward sem-—
biaace of bread and wine, there is verl'y and
indeed present, after coosecration, the: body and
blood of Christ—is a belief which bas been beld
and professed by many divines of the Anglican
Church, since 1ts ongin m the XVI, century
down to the present day. These men thought,
and tnk, that though the word ¢ Transubstan-
tiation® 1s to be repudiated, the thing which the
word is intended to signily, may be lawlally beld,
Such 1o the celebrated Denison case was, 1n so
- far as we could woderstand it, the deciston of
the ighest tribunal of the Anglican Church. So
thinks, so teaches Dr. Pusey; so thought, so
taught many of the most promient of Aoglican
dwvines from the days of Dr. Laud, to those of
the gentleman who to-day enjoys the title of
Archbishop of Canterbury.

Toe truth 1s,as all the world koows, those
formularies are.and were purposely left vague
and ambiguous 50 as (o command the toleation
if not the hearty assent,of both of the two parties
wmto which at the accession of Elizabeth the
people of England were prelty equally divided.
[t 15 the boast and glory of the Anglican Church
that it is a compronnse, or attempt at a compro
mise ; or that in the wyords of the Preface to its
Book of Common Prayer it bath been the wis
dom of the Church of Eogland eyer sicce the first
comping of her pubhck Litergy, to keep the
mean between the two extremes :” in the exercise
of which worldly wisdem, whilst condemning the
word Transubstanliation as a sop to the extreme
Protestant party—by way of balm to the other
or Catholicising party, it allowed the belief itselt
to be retained. For mark the words of the
Preface, put forth after the Restoration of
Charles 1Lt~ -

« Accordiogly we find, that in the reigne of several
princes of blessed memory since the Reformation, the
Chaoreh, upon just and weighty coneiderations her
therannto moving, bath yielded' to mnake suck alter
ations in some particaiare,as ic their respeciive times
ware thought convenient; yet, 80 ae that the main
wody and essentiale of it ¢(as well in the chisfest ma-
teriale, a8 in the frame and order thereof,} have still
conlinued the same tinto this day”

It would he d:ffice!t to assert in plamer lan-
guage that, from the commencement of the Re-
tormation down to the Restoration, the doctrine
of the Anglican Church had,n all essential re~
speets, © continued the same:” the same under
Charles L1., as under Edwacd the VI. i whose
reign A.D. 1548, was compiled * eorth the aid
of the Holy Ghost,” o we are assured, the firgt
Anglican Prayer Bok ; according to whieh the
communion service was slill called the Mass,
was offered for the living and the dead, and
spoken of as a sacrifice, 2 ¥ sacrificial oblation.”
But,as ap Anglican divine, Archbishop Potter
—(quoted in an Avglican devolional work be-
fore us, styled Eucharistice, and pat forth with
an mtroduction by Samuel Wilberforce)~zays,
the tdea of transubstantiation is 1nseparably ecn-
pected with the 1dea of sacrifice :—* Christians
canoot partake of any sacrifice in a literal and
strict sense without allowing transubstantiation.”
Whence we conclode that in 1548,a0d s the first
part of the reign of Edward VI, a reformmng
prince of ¢ blessed memory,” the belief in Tran-
substantiation was allowed, since the commusion
service was then styled a sacrifice. Againas the
doctrine of the reformed Chnrch of Ergland has
in all essentials always continued the same, we
do not see why ibe same belefl should not be
allowed to Anglicans in the days ot Victoria, as
well in those of the son of Benry VIIL ; 1n spite
10> of the chunges made in the latter years of
Kuwg Edward’ reign, when the Forty-Two
articles were drawn up, and i which the oid
Catholic docirine of the Eucharisl was expressly
dented—smee the atticle especially repudiating
Transubstantiation was designedly omitted unde,
the reign of Elizabeth, another reforming prince
of % blessed memory™—in the hope that thereby
Catholics might be won over to accept the new
erder in religion,

The question is not however as to what An-
glicans may conscieatiously hold, but 23 to what
some of them do actually hold. We nssert that
Dr. Pusey, and many more, do bold the doctrine
of transubsatantiationi in fact, even il they hesitate
about using the word. They bow dowa before
and adore the consecrated elemenis ; they be
lieve that 1n celebrating their communion service,
tbey are offering a real sacrifice : and such being
their acts, and thewr belief, it 15 absurd to quibble
abeut a word. )

‘We need say no more on the subject, for we
bave reasons for believing that very shortly Dr.
Rodgers will deliver another lecture,in the course
of which he will bave the apporturily of replying
to lus several critics, :

the laity w point of numbers far exceed the
oumbers of thewr clerical opponents, . the issue
cannot be doubtful, B

For 1n Lreland the Establisked Church, i the
days of its existence, was, both as respects
clergy and laty, essentially Protestant or low-
church ; doctrinally considered, 1t was merely
Calviism with a three-fold order of ministers.
called respectively bishops, priests, and deacons ;
but 1 other respects differing bat little, 1f at all,
from Scotch Calvinism. The eacramental
theory, apostolic succession, and high ritual,
pever found a congental bome i tie Insh braoch
of the Established Church ; and no matter what
their politics, the religious sympathies of its
members were always with the dissenters, Uhi
tarian, and Sabellian opinions might be tolerated
i ita high places; but the slightest taint, or sus-
picion even of a tant of Romanising tendepcies
was fatal,

These excessive Protestant proclivities werg
kept in check by the law, so loog as the Church
was establisbed by, and tberefore controlled by
the State. Tts members migbt chafe uader the
restraints impesed upon them in the shape ol a
Liturgy susceptible 1n many of its prayers
and rabrics of a Catholic interpretation ; but it
was not 1= their power, so loog as the State
alliance was io existence, tor them to amend the
Prayer Book by elimatiog therefrom all those
¢fiensive passages which insinuated, even 1f they
did not explicitly teach, baptismal regezeranion,
episcopal ordination, priestly absolution, and
other fag ends of Romamism. Now, bowerer,
that the external pressure has been removed, and
that the great mass of tha Protestants of Ireland
are free to bring the lapguage of the Prayer
Book mto harmony - with tleir private views of
Christian truth, we may naturally expect that
the sail Prayer Book will be revised and ex-
purgated in & thoroughly Protestant spirit.

But the difficelty =!I not end here, How
will Protestanis in Eosfand [ook uvpon sueb
ehanges as Irish Protestants may see good to in-
troduce? In England' there 1s a strong and
daily mcreasisg High Cburch party, who look
with no favorable eye upcn aoy motement hav-
1ng for its object the further Protestantizing of
their Formularies ; who, if they are for change
at all, are for a change i the direction of Rome,
rather than for cne in the directioo of Belfast,
With a charch sach as will probably ultimately
emerge from the Drotestant chaos in Jre-
land, the old Hiigh Church party of England
will feel it a bumiliation to coalesce, or com-
municate., The Anglican Low Churchmen 1n-
deed will entertain no such repvgpance ; but it 1s,
we think, eertain that the changes in the Prayer
Book which are about to be made 1 Ireland,
will be such as eatirely to separate the new Insh
Protestant Church from 1ts Anglican mother.

¢ At the Synod held in Dublin, the Protestant
Archbishop wap so disgusted with the proceedings,
that he withdrew, and has refused to preside at any
mors of it meetings, 88 he did not see what need
there wae for the presence of tha clergy.

«Ve publish in another place a remarkable ar.
ticle from the Dubln Zrishman, which fully
confirms the opizion by us some time ago ex-
pressed with reference to the anomalous pesition
m which Mr, Bright, the Free Trader par ez-
cellence, is placed as a member of a Cabinet
pledged to deal with the Irish Land question —
That question can be deait with only by 1ignoring
the fundamenta! principle of Free Trade of
which Mr. Bright is the advocate, and by the
advocacy of which be has risen to political emi-
nence, That fundardental Free Trade principle
13, that the State has no right to mterfere for the
purpose of raising or lowering the market price
of any commodity—whether it be flour or dry
goods, or land ; but tbat the price of everpthing
should be left to the operation of the law of Sup-
ply and Demand. Whether a true principle, or
a false pricciple, this 1y the fundamental principle
of Free Trade.

Now the fusdamental praciple &f any legis-
lation which can give sarisfaction to the Irish
tenant, or would-be tenant, 13 ke exact contra-.
dictory of this, Any such legislation must be
based.upon the principle that it is the rigit, nay
the duty of the State, 1n extreme cases, to 1nter-
fere betwixt the holder of a commodity, limited

fand in Ireland-~on the one band ; and the would

be purchaser or hirer of that commodity on the

-other hand ; 1n order to proteot the latter against

the, to bim, rumnous operation of the so-called
laws of supply and demand. The fundamental
idea of any legislation oo the 1rish Land questien
must be Protection to the Tepant, _

Mr. Bright 13 therefore n a dilemma. He
must either recant his Free Trade pruciples, or
so far modify them as to admil that they are not
vmversally applicable, and are therefore oot Irue,
and that Free Trede revolves 1tsell mto mereiy
a question of expediency, not of principle ; or be
must make up his mind to withdraw from a Ca-
binet which finds itself compelled to adopt the
neliey of Protection. We befieve: that ihe lat-
ter is the course which Mr. Bright will pursue :

Ounce a week, oo Sunday evenings, % a relis
gious lecture or sermon” will take the place of
book kee;;ing, &-=., and this seems to be the only
religiovs element—the happorth of bread to an
inordinate quantity of sack—to be found in the
whole concern. This to Catbolics will no doubt
appear a queer kind of Catbedral but it is onc
well suited to tbe gemus of Protestantism. It is
typical of the Protestant religion, as the Catho=
lic Cathedral with its altars, its lofty spire ever
preaching sursum corda, with its solemn ser-
vices, all settiog forth the vamity of the things of
this world, and their inconceirable fittleness—is
typical of the Catholic faith, and tke Catbolic
religion. We do not condemn or depreciate
either gymnastics or skittles ; of bowling greens
we would not speak irreverently, but we do not
deem tlem the great end of man, or the most
fitting modes of Christian worship.

Tue New Scuoor Biut.—There 1 much
in the provisions of the New School Bills, with
which as Cathohies we have little ar notbing to
do, The School Law, az it stnod on the 1st
of July, 1867, with respect to the powers of
Trustees, the qualification, and salaries of teach-
ers, the levying of rates, distribution of Scbool
monevs, &e., in 5o far as these relate to Separate
Schools stand unaffected by the proposed legis—
lation., But the creation of a new class of edu-
cational establishments is contemplated, the
grammar schoo's are to become * High Schools,’
and the High Schools may in tarn ripen into full
bloom ¢ Collegiate Institutes.” With titles we
meed not quarrel ; it 1s eoough for us to kaow
that these Schools or Ipstitutes vimply contein
plate the exteasion of the *Godless’ or so called
non~sectarian system to the higher brauches of
education. They will bs to all intents and
purposes ¢ Common’ Szhonls — schools common
to every influsace but that of religion, And
evep here we would not complain, though we re
gret to see our Protestant brethren value religi-
ous wstruction so lightly — but we should not
complain were it not that these schools are to
be largely esdowed with the publie maney, and
that Catholics are to receive no equivalent for
the share of this enJowment which of right be-
longs 1n them. The High Schocls are 1o be
endowed as under from the Grammar School
Fuad :— .

(2) “Each High Schoo!, conducted accord-
g to law, shall be ectitled to an apportionment
of a sum pot less than three buadred and not
more than one thousand dollars per apoum, ac-
cordiag to the average attendance of pupils, and
length of time each Hizh Scbool 13 kept npes,
as compared with other High Schools; which
sum logether with, at least an equal sum provid-
ed from local sources shall be expended in pay-
ment of teachers’ salaries for the then curreat

ear.

Aend the  Collegiate Tustitutes > are to receive
a still further sum, not exceediog seven hundred
aud fifty dollars per annum from the Superior
Education fund. Now where i3 the benefit to
the Cathche from such apportionment of the
public money ? Not only is it applied in a maoger
which confers no advantage upom him but ina
way to which he conscientiously objects. He
does not-object to the Protestant applying bis
share ns he may see fit, all that be claims 1s that
his own may oot be misused. It 1s well enough
1o say—¢ these schools are open to all;} but they
are not open to all except in defiance of con~
science.

The
fi-m goes by two or 1bree names, but has not, of
course, any office at the addreas given in the circu-
lars, They promise to send & certain gaantity of no-
detectab's gresnbacks on receipt of 8 eomparatively
emall gam. Those peopls who are knaveg and fools
enough to send the macey, bear no more about i,
and those who decline to pay until the arrival of the
parcel marked Q.0 D., find that their mopey is vaid
for a packaga of shavings, old rewspapers, &c. They
cavnat, of coutse, complain, and are obliged to swal
low their mortification. The Tribunt mentions a
variety of these cases, and it fs amusiog to read of
the diamond cut diamatd natars of the proceedings
which it divolges. Oae gentlemsn, who occupies

Aores
apd leagues of 1and are taken 0p * Leads’ are counted
and muitiplied by the imsgination, The yield of the
leads is set down at so wany dollars per ton. Most
exiravagant eatimates of profits from imaginary lends
apd nuggets are nzed to decoy the unwery The
bubble is inflated to the uttermost. Somebody makes
big profits, recicos, selle, eut, and leaves the babhle
to buret a8 soon as it likes. Tt does burst, alter a few
Iame crushera are set to work poundiog uselessly at
nlate rock that yields nothing but gend. Theres is no
profit to the country in all this speculsation. Oo the con-
trary, it tends to ruin the reputation of the country,and
to deter capitalis!s {from venturiog iheir money into
gold mining. All, or almost all, our gold diatricts
have guffered mote ov less from the operation of
tbe buble companies that buy up large ereas acd
specalate wildly on them without apy regard to
real value. The thing ia mere gambling, demo-
ralizing to tha individunls and ruinous to the country.
The regulta from the gold mines of Nova Scotia would
tave been very much greatar if thess apeculators bad
never trodden our 8oil,
