over in Oanads, and that of the native-borm
has begun,” Mr, Goldwla Smith based his
remarks on observation only ; but in order to
set matters aright, 1t 18 the Intentlon of thls
artiole simply to adduoce faots, In order that
the public may see for itsell the gradual
obange that ia coming over our populstion.

The calonlations are made by birthplacs,

Mr. Parnell has had no easy task, His
position I8 not one to be envied. Cool,
sengitive, proud, self-sacrificing, Mr. Parnell
has besn constantly worrled, and sometimes
baffl 3d, by zealousa cranka and by jealous
rivaig,—by the timld susplclons of conser-
vatismm and by the headlong impatience of
radicalism. He who, from a worldly polnt of
vlew, bad nothing to gsin by becoming the
ohampion of the Irirch Natlonal cause,~a
landed proprietor, of strong intelleot, edu-
cated, ol snoient lineage, and ot a falr repute,
—with B great career open to him, under the
Britieh Government, if he had ohosen to act
the Wolseley, 0’ Hagan, or Dunraven—thls no-
ble gentleman had been the target, for years,
of the envy and the malice of hoglings,
who have nefther the talent mor the educa-

Parnell'a speech at Drogheda waa the moat
momentous he has delivered for many monthe.
It 1s bis firat declsration against the national-
izatlon of the land of Ireland, and the pro.
nouncement was In langaage of emphasls
and luocidity. This spsech places Mr.
Davlit In an extremely awkward position.
He has continued to preach natlonalization
and to ostentatiously array himself by the
aide of Henry George, while continuing an
actlve member of the Exscullve of the
Natlonal League, which {avors pessant pro-
prietary. He has ilkewlse, while profesaing
unquestioning loyalty to Parnell aud respect
for his party, adopted toward him, borh in
publio and still moxe in private, a polloy of
carping criticlam ; and nesrly all of hiarecant
proposala have had for their secret object to
thwart Pamell’s plans, All the national or-
gang freat Parnell's declaration on the
nationalization question as deolsive; and
Davitt st snde, practically, alone.”

Thesn cabled ronmors of dissffection oome
from Englich Ministerial or ofther unfriendiy
gources. The Irish psople show, in every way,
that they repose Impliolt trust in Mr. Parnell,
—that they have confidencs,—not unabated
only, but constantly inoressing,—in his juadg-
ment, his oourage, and his Incorruptible
Integrity.

New Yonk, May 3.—An Assoclated Pross
despatoh from London eays:—"The Olty of
Bome makes the following statements in re-
gard to the elgnala of the salling vessel whick:

He formeriy commanded
the Biate ot Indiana. ‘The Btats of
Florlda oarried s Inll general cargo, bnt X
have no idea of the value of 1t or whether or
not it was insared for the full value. [ can
form no Idea on the meagro Information we
have of the caude of the mishsp, I think It
more than probable that the salling vessel
spoken by the Oity of Rome hso all the pase
gengers, for the International oode of signala
has no distingulshing slgn to indloate the
rescue of pagsengers ; crew and pagsengers
are spoken of collectively. I do not think
it at all elngnlar that the Clty of Rome falled
to report thls news earlier, for they probably
roported to the company's offica on the othex
glde as 8oon ag] they arrived, and the intsle
lizence waa held back until furthernews was
recelved.” Daring the afternoon many
people who had frijends or relatives on tha
Htats of Fiorida called at the office in searcle
of information, but were compelled to ba cone
tent with the news furniahed the press.

And 8o he spoke
on ardentibus oculis, excandescente vultu, &o,,
a8 his bfographer, Dr, Lynch expresses it.
«] would to God,” sald the preacher, « that
men pondered deeplyin their soula the evils
which beset those who are enmeahed in the
net of excommunication, and leam to know
to what straits it reduces them. Thelr
threaholds are nof to be orossed by visifors;
thelr acguaintanoes are not to seek their so-
clety, nor eay to them tHail,’ They are nof
only to be driven from the altar and sacre-
monts, but are to be refused admission to the
church. The Gospel salth: ¢ Who heareth
not the Ohurch, let him be to thee a8 the
heathen and the publican.’ Thus abandoned
by all,they must dwellias it were in a golitude,
everybody fiying them as though they had
been atrioken from on high, and evarybody
shunning them as putrid members.

The Bsored
Boriptures tell how Ananlss and Bapphira,
after belng exoommusicated,were struck dead;
how Xlimas, the magiclan, was punisked with
blindnesa; and how the Incestuons Oorin-
thisn was dellivered to Satan, Many other
examples of the grievous penalties attached
{0 the exoommunicated are recorded In ec-
clegiastioal history. In the life of Bt, Am-
brose we read that when he Inflicted this
penalty on the servant ot Btlllico, a foul de-
mon seised and began totear him to pleces
at the same moment. Oarlelus, a olerlo,
making light ot the ansthema pronounced by
Gennadiur, Patriarch of Oonstantinople, was
found dead In his bed next moming, Nantl-
nus, Duke . of Angoulems, exgommunicated
by Heraollue, died crying ont that Heraollus
was hesplog five on him, Nor have men

prerogativas, estntes, and rights, the powsr
and privileges of the Pariiament of this
realm, the fundamental laws of Ireland, the
free oxerclse of the Roman Catholic falth and
gellglon throughcent this land ; and the lives,
just llberties, possossion, estater, and rights
of all thoce who have taken or shall take
thig oath So help mo God and h!s
holy Gospel.”

Boon afterwards the grand altar blazed
with light, the solemn swell of music and
chant of vsalmody floated through the &8a.
cred edifice, the bull tinkled, snd all bowed
low at the Honsdictlon, which brought the
evening's devo'lons to a olose.

A CANADIAN PETITION AGAINST

Ar the request of Cardinal MoCloskey and
other heads of the Oatholic Oburch in the
United States, the Amerioan Government en.

Oharles, though
he mot with a vlolent death, wan the longest
llved, eave one, of his father's seven children.

Lewls, about 70 years of age, who was euper-
annuated by the Dominion Government In
1879, He was employed In the finance
department, his daty belng to fill In
blanks in unlesued bonds. He Is
charged with forging a thousand pound
bond of the coneolidation 5 per cent. loan of
1860 bearing the signature of the Recelver-
general and of A, T, Galf, minister of finance,
T.D.Harrlngton, deputy recelver-general,and
W. M. Dickinson, deputy Inspeotor.general.
It appeara Lewls, In October, 1882, gave the
bond to Kerr,a broker, going to Toronto to
cover A margin on a speoulation in bank
stocks. Having forfelted the bond, the coupon
of 18t July, 1883, was presented to Baring
Bros., London, and paid. The coupon hav-
Ing come In with several otbers, the fraud
'was not then diseovered, but the bond itself,
comlng in later, it waa seen to be forged, as it
wag numbered 01,237, whereas the highest
number of that issue was 0,106, Basing
Bros. immediately cabled the Government,
and Ohlef Sherwood get to work to trace the
forger. Two days ago s warrant was lssued
by the police magistrate here, and Bherwood
and Detective Hodgins left for Peterboro yee-
terday, arresting Liowls as already mentioned.
He will appear before the Police Court to-
morrow,

DYNAMITERS AT TORONTO.

ATTBMPT T0 BLOW UP THE PARLIAMENT BUILD-.
INGB.

Toronro, Aptil 30,—A profound sensation
has becn cansed here through the discovery of
two powerful dynsmite cartridges with wire
snd fuge attached under the Crown Lande
office, Parllament bullding., They were found
by a gon of one of the caretakers, about 2:30
this afternoon. Thorough dearch waa then
made by the officlals and two more cartridges
found under the steps approaching the
Speaker's chambers, having sleo wire and fuss
attached. It Is apparent that the dynamite
had been placed in position to-day,ns the
cartridges could not have fatled to be discov-
ered had they been there before. The officlals
state that no suspiolous looking persons have
been gesen around to-day, or lately. Exclle-
ment around the Parllament bulldings relgns
supreme. Tho cartrldges are sbout six Inches
fong by an inch and a half In dlameter, and
are manufactured by the Altna Powder Com-
pany, Ohicago. The shells are apparently
newly olled to keep out molsture, One of
tbem would have been safliclent to blowup &
wlng of the building. The miscreants must
have been disturbed &3 the attachment was
found lying a ehort distance from the cart-
ridges. .

The Mail this evening mads a terrible
blunder, It announced that dynamlite was
found in a cottage st the west end under the
boards, gavea clrcumstantlal account of the
finding and stated thbat the police were frying
to keep the whole matter qulet. Every
other evening paper contalns tolerably cor-
rect accounts.

Mr. Mowat eald to.night that he was
glven information a faw weeks ago that the
Fenlans wera after eomething -but couldn’t
tell what, Guards had been round the build-
ing during the latter part of the session, but
were withdrawn Immediately after.

The reception at Qovernment House,
held every ‘1'hursdsy, has been postponed

He now began
to do five and ten mliles in good time, and
leit Montreal when he was in his twenty.firat
yoar to seek fresh ficlds and pastures new,
having no more competitors here, all fightlng
shy of him,

Up to this time he had never been beaten
in a matoh race and the raonners were very
much afrald of him. He went ont West on
leaving Montreal and met eoversl ficst-rate
men with varylng success. He had always
been & strong healthy boy, snd at this time
was 5 fest 104 inches In helight and welghed
about 170 pounds In oomdition.
